As
outlined in the RFP, the City of Jacksonville will shortlist using the top two highest scoring
Contractors for each Component with a minimum score of 65 out of 90 based on the written
response.

Based on the above, Visit Jacksonville was the only vendor to score 65 or above for the Tourist
Bureau Services Component. The TDC Evaluation Committee requests approval to move
forward with the interview of Jacksonville and the Beaches Convention and Visitors Bureau,
d/b/a Visit Jacksonville for the Tourist Bureau Services component based on the outcome of
the evaluation scores and requirements set forth in the RFP.

The Social Services Division, as the Administrative Agency for the City of Jacksonville’s
Ryan White Part A and Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) grants, wishes to solicit proposals
from community-based organizations to provide health and support services to persons
living with HIV disease who reside in the Jacksonville Transitional Grant Area (IGA)
comprised of Duval, Clay, Nassau and St. Johns Counties. Those services include
outpatient medical care, medications, oral health, mental healith counseling,
substance abuse tfreatment, medical and non-medical case management, medical
nutrition therapy, and transportation services.

The Social Services Division is recommending that these services be bid to ensure that
minority-owned and women-owned City certified JSEBs have a full and fair opportunity
to compete for subcontract or sub-consultant participation on this program per the
recommendation of the City’s Equal Business Opportunity office.
