The Mowing and Landscape Maintenance Division recommends approval to amend and implement a 9.1% unit price
increase to the original bid prices effective October 1, 2022 as reflected in the attached Exhibit 1.

At the time of the recent 2nd and final 2-year renewal for the period June 30, 2022 through September 30, 2024, K and
J Lawn Care, LLC requested a price increase pursuant to Bid item 31.26: UNIT PRICE ADJUSTMENTS which in part reads
as follows:

“The CONTRACTOR's request for a price increase will be based solely upon the percentage change of the Consumer
Price Index for all Urban Consumers-South Region All Items, {Series CUURO300SA0). The June CPI of the current year
compared ta the June CP of the previous year will be used to determine the amount of the increase.”

Based on the above, the CPl increase would be calculated as follows:
June 2022 CPI Index = 287.427

June 2021 CPI Index = 261,668

Formula: 287.427 — 261.668 / 261.668 = 9.8% CPl increase

At the time of the recent 2nd and final 2-year renewal for the period August 7, 2022 through September 30, 2024, X
and J Lawn Care, LLC requested a price increase pursuant to Bid item 31.26: UNIT PRICE ADJUSTMENTS which in part
reads as follows:

“The CONTRACTOR's request for a price increase will be based solely upan the percentage change of the Consumer
Price Index for all Urban Consumers-South Region All Items, (Series CUURO300SAQ). The June CPI of the current year
compared to the June CP1 of the previous year will be used to determine the amount of the increase.”

Based on the above, the CPIl increase would be calculated as follows:
June 2022 CPt Index = 287.427

June 2021 CPl Index = 261.668

Formula: 287 427 - 261.668 / 261.668 - 9.8% CPl increase

As the agreement is governed by budgetary restrictions, the Mowing and Landscape Maintenance Division and K and
J Lawn Care, LLC have agreed to utilize a 9.1% increase effective October 1, 2022.

Funding will continue to be encumbered by individual releases against the Contract Purchase Agreement (8A09298),
dependent on funding, the appropriate account and fiscal year.

If approved, the increase will be documented by formal contract amendment (Contract 10455) through the Office of
General Counsel.

the or (2) designated COJ contract representatives. This does not preclude the supplier from
complying with a subpoena from an authorized federal, local court, or law enforcement
agency.

F. Secondary Employment

I.

The supplier is not authorized to employ any current employee of any using agency as a
security officer on this contract.

G. Billing and Credits

1.

The COIJ Facility Manager or (2) designated COJ contract representatives reserve the right to
add, or reduce, the number of hours/positions employed by the using agency without incurring
any change to the supplier’s proposed billing rates.

All billable hours are to be billed at the classification of that post wage rate. If the security
officer volunteers to work a post at a lower pay rate, the security officer is to be paid at that
lower pay wage and billed accordingly to the account. For example, a shift supervisor working
an armed officer post.

If the supplier requires a security officer to work a lower pay rate position, the supplier must
pay that individual at their traditional pay rate with no increase applied to the using agency.

The supplier shall bill all training hours that are the responsibility of the using agency on a
separate line item of the invoice.

All credits due to the using agency will be shown as a separate line item on the invoice.
At the start of the contract, the using agency will identify to the supplier, their required billing

cycle and invoice delivery process. This billing cycle may be on a specific date or
monthly/weekly based upon the organization.

H. Standards and Penalties

1.

In the event a civil and/or criminal penalty should be levied against the using agency by any
federal, state, or local authority empowered to impose such penalty due to the misconduct of
any employed or sub-contracted supplier member or due to the failure to perform their duties
in accordance with established using agency post orders and/or supplier procedures, the
supplier shall reimburse the using agency for the amount of the imposed civil and/or criminal
penalty, plus reasonable attorney fees and court costs.

The supplier shall immediately, upon the request of the (1) COJ Facility Manager assigned, or
(2} designated COJ contract representatives, transfer any security officer from the using agency's
contract.





. The supplier shall immediately transfer any security force member who commits an accidental

firearm discharge, or firearm safety violation, from the using agency’s contract.

Any employed or sub-contracted supplier member whose State of Florida "D" and or "G"
license is listed as “administrative action pending", "recommend denial”, "revocation pending"
or any other adverse status shall be reported to the COJ Facility Manager for evaluation.

The supplier shall immediately, upon their knowledge; transfer from all using agency posts
any employed or sub-contracted supplier member who is standing post and found to not have a
valid state of Florida "D" and or "G" License as required by the post orders. If the discovery
of the violation is the direct result of an inspection by any regulatory or law enforcement
agency, the supplier shall be considered in violation of the contract and required to
immediately provide an action plan to rectify the situation.

The supplier is required to contact the (1) COJ Facility Manager assigned, or (2) designated
COJ contract representatives immediately upon the identification of any unmanned hours. This
notification must be made verbally and in written format for proper documentation. The
supplier shall credit the using agency the lost time at a rate of $25.00 per hour. In addition, the
supplier shall have (30) calendar days to provide the (1) COJ Facility Manager assigned, or (2)
designated COJ contract representatives with a written performance improvement plan to
Addressess the issue that created the unmanned hours. The corresponding credit for the
unmanned hours shall appear within the following two invoices.

I. Surge Support

I.

Supplier shall ensure the capability to surge and provide additional licensed uniformed officer
support for 2000 hours weekly for NMT 3 weeks duration with 30 days advanced notice, 500
hours weekly for NMT 45 days duration with one-week advanced notice, 80 hours weekly for
NMT 90 days duration with 48 hours’ notice.

Surge support may be provided by sub-contracted supplier(s).

Surge support staff shall receive at least 2 hours advance notice and information share that will
serve to orient the officer to all aspects of expectations, emergency responses, individual and
public safety, and chain of command either covered through post orders or as promogulated by
the (1) COJ Facility Manager assigned, or (2) designated COJ contract representative(s) surge
request.

All security officers shall be fully qualified and certified by the primary supplier or
contractually between the primary and sub-contracted suppliers to be legally, able to stand post
at the location assigned within 24 hours of notification.

J. Security Officer Qualifications

1.

The supplier is responsible for all costs and burdens associated with ensuring that the security
officer meets all identified required qualifications related to the items in this section. The
supplier shall not charge the security officer any out-of-pocket expenses related to the items in
this section.

2. Minimum security officer requirements:





a. Citizenship - shall be a U.S. citizen or a lawfully permitted resident.

b. Age - shall be at least 18 years of age.

c. Health - shall be in good health without limitations that would interfere with the performance of
assigned duties. The descriptions below are representative of those that must be met by an
individual to successfully perform the essential functions of the security officer:

1. Binocular vision correctable to 20/20 (Snellen or equivalent).

2. Able to distinguish colors, i.e., free of color-blindness.

3. Able to stand for long periods.

4. Use hands and fingers to reach, handle or feel objects, use tools or operate controls.

5. Able to walk and climb stairs, ladders, balance, stoop, kneel, crouch or crawl.

6. Able to hear ordinary conversation at a minimum of fifteen feet, with either ear with or
without the benefit of a hearing aid.

7. The individual must regularly lift and/or move up to 25 pounds.

d. Language - shall speak, read, write, and understand English to the extent of reading and
understanding printed regulations, written orders, training instructions and materials, and must
be able to compose reports that convey complete and detailed information.

e. Education - shall be a high school graduate or have received a G.E.D. certificate.

f. Experience - shall have a minimum experience as follows:

1. One (1) year of security services, military, or law enforcement experience.

2. A combination of less than (1) year security services, with two (2) or more years within a
customer service or hospitality facing industry with security duties and competencies.

3. COJ Facility Manager assigned, or designated COJ contract representative(s) shall be
provided copies of resumes for all assigned officers if requested.

g. Security Licenses - shall have current State of Florida Class "D" and or Class "G" security
officer licenses as required.

h. State Issued Photo Identification — shall have valid government issued identification within the
jurisdiction of their current residence.

1. Driver's License (DL) - shall have valid government issued driver's license for posts requiring a
DL within the jurisdiction of their current residence.

J.  Background Checks - shall favorably pass pre-employment employment checks, reoccurring
background checks, and may require greater background screenings as required.

k. Pre-Employment Drug Screening - shall have successfully passed a pre-employment drug





screening. All individuals will be disqualified for any use of illegal and/or non-prescribed
controlled substances.

1. Random Drug Screening - shall be able to pass random drug screening in accordance with
the supplier’s drug free workplace policy.

K. Periodic Criminal Background Check

1.

The supplier is required to track and maintain a record of all criminal background checks performed
on security officers. The supplier shall be required to report to the COJ Facility Manager or his/her
designate(s), on an ongoing and continuous basis, as each new employee is assigned to the account.

The supplier is required to perform an annual criminal background check on all security officers. The

‘using agency will dictate the specific month in which these background checks are to be performed

by the supplier.

. The COJ Facility Manager or his/her designate(s) will coordinate their specific months to reduce the

operational impact on the supplier performing these checks.

If any questionable, adverse, or missing information develops during or following the background
screening, the investigation must be expanded to include this discovery. All pertinent information
must be reported to the COJ Facility Manager assigned or his/her designate(s).

The COJ Facility Manager or his/her designate(s) shall be provided evidence of these background
checks and the resulting information if requested.

L. Security Officer Personal Appearance

1.

The supplier is required to submit for approval the personal appearance standards of their company
to the COJ Facility Manager assigned, or designated COJ contract representative(s). The COJ
Facility Manager assigned reserves the right and final approval to approve additional appearance
criteria not prescribed within this solicitation or through supplier policy.

M. Security Officer Performance

L.

2.

The supplier shall perform a performance evaluation of all security officers on an annual basis.

The supplier may be required to perform periodic performance evaluations of all persons
assigned to the account based upon the requirements of the COJ Facility Manager assigned, or
designated COJ contract representative(s). The supplier is required to provide a copy of all
evaluations to the COJ Facility Manager assigned, or designated COJ contract
representative(s).

N. Security Officer Training

1.

The supplier shall bear all costs related to development and scheduling of its own corporate
orientation/training sessions.

The supplier is required to track, and maintain, a record of all training courses and
certifications completed by each security officer.

. The supplier is responsible for ensuring all security officers maintain current training and





certification requirements. This includes, but is not limited to, scheduling
refresher/recertification courses in advance of the officer's expiration dates to ensure that the
using agency does not experience a lapse in service.

The supplier is encouraged to conduct cross-training of reserve personnel to ensure the
availability of security officers for the using agency.

. The COIJ Facility Manager assigned, or designated COJ contract representative(s) shall be provided

copy of this information at any time to validate proper compliance with training requirements.

O. Required In-Service Training

1.

The using agency reserves the right to develop, and require, security officers successfully
complete in-service training courses before being released for unsupervised assignment on the
account.

The using agency shall bear all costs related to development and scheduling of its own
required in-service training. When a security officer is assigned to this training, the supplier
shall be authorized to bill the using agency the overhead and burden charge identified for an
unarmed security officer position. This rate will be used for all personnel regardless of current
job position.

Based upon the requirements of the using agency, the security officers may be allotted up to
24 hours of in-service training. This training will be performed by a designated, current,
member of the account. For certain positions, security officers may be allotted an additional 16
hours of in-service training,

The supplier is required to produce, and develop, a site-specific training program that will be used
for the in-service training of all officers.

Contract Meetings - throughout the contract term, the supplier shall be required to attend various
meetings and provide periodic status reports.

P. Senior Officers

1.

Security officers who have demonstrated exceptional abilities to command and control various
resources on site may be promoted to position of Senior Officer after successful completion of
any special training or based on the confidence level of the supplier.

Q. Overtime Hours

1.

All overtime costs for a security officer required to work more than 40 hours in a 7-day work week
to fulfill scheduled hours/posts shall be borne by the supplier.

The security officer shall be paid. at overtime wages of one-half times the worker's regular hourly
rate. However, the supplier is only authorized to bill the using agency at normal straight time pay
wages.

In the event the using agency requests additional hours, but does not provide advance notice of 48
hours, the security officer may be billed to bill the using agency at one-half times the regular hourly
rate.





R. Holiday Pay

1.

At the supplier's expense, all security officers working scheduled holidays shall be compensated at
the overtime wage of one and one-halftimes their normal rate. However, the supplier is only
authorized to bill the using agency at normal straight time pay wages.

The COJ Facility Manager reserves the right to require minimum, or reduced, hours during
holidays.

. The following is a listing of scheduled holidays for this contract:

a. New Year'sDay

b. Martin Luther King Jr. Day
c. Presidents Day

d. Memorial Day

e. Juneteenth

f. Independence Day

g. Labor Day

h. Veterans Day

i. Thanksgiving Day

J. Christmas Day.

4, The supplier may provide additional paid holidays more than the minimum outlined.

S. Security Officer Benefits

1.

Medical and Dental - the supplier must offer the security officers a medical and dental plan. This
must not be a discount plan.

Annual Leave - the supplier is responsible for all costs associated with providing annual leave to
the security officers.

T. Uniform Requirements - these uniform requirements apply to all security officers except for all soft
uniform positions.

1.

Non-office building environments - light gray law enforcement-style uniform shirts and black
uniform - style cargo trousers (straight leg).

Office building environments - white law enforcement-style uniform shirts and black law
enforcement-style polyester trousers.

Uniform shirts shall be short or long sleeves that display one security supplier logo patch on
the upper arm and may display the American flag patch on the other.





. The supplier's name/logo patch shall appear on the uniform only to the minimum extent
required by applicable State of Florida security licensing regulations.

. Uniform shirts shall display law enforcement-style metal silver tone finish officer or gold tone
finish supervisor badge or patch.

. Uniform is to be worn with black socks.

. Uniform is to be worn with a black crew neck t-shirt.

. Unless specified in the post orders, all security officers are required to wear black leather
safety-toed shoes, in good condition, that comply with the using agency's safety requirements.

. Armed Uniformed Security Officers - the supplier shall provide the following for all armed
uniformed security officers:

a. Optional Baseball-Style Cap - shall display the security supplier’s patch or "SECURITY"
in black or white to clearly contrast the color of the hat.

b. One black duty uniform belt. One black radio holder/holster.
c. One black glove case.
d. A minimum of four black belt keepers.

e. One black nylon web or leather basket weave .38 or 9mm on the hip gun holster requiring
at least two distinct actions to release the firearm.,

f.  One black nylon web or leather basket weave .38 double speed loader or 9mm double
magazine holder.

. Armed and Unarmed Uniformed Security Officer - the supplier shall provide the following
information for all armed/unarmed uniformed security officers:

a. One black nylon or leather basket weave VELCRO trouser belt.
b. A name badge bearing the individuals first initial and last name.

. Inclement Weather Gear - the supplier is required to provide the following foul-weather gear for
security officers working in poor weather conditions or significant exposure to the elements:

a. Rain Jackets with the word "SECURITY" across the back in capital block reflective letters not
less than four inches in height and in black or white to clearly contrast the color of the jacket,

b. Cold weather jackets with the security supplier's patch on one upper and may display the
American flag on the other, a security badge patch will be displayed on the left chest, with the
word "SECURITY" across the back in capital block reflective letters not less than four inches
in height and in black or white to clearly contrast the color of the jacket.

c. Cold weather black knit hat shall display the security suppliet's patch or "security” in black
or white to clearly contrast the color of the hat.





12. Visibility Safety Vests

a. The supplier shall provide high visibility safety vests for all security officers in which they are
expected to work in, or near, vehicular traffic.

b. These vests shall display "security” in black or white to clearly contrast the color of the vest.
13. Firearms and Ammunition; Issued and Maintained

a. The supplier shall provide high visibility safety vests for all security officers in which they are
expected to work in, or near, vehicular traffic.

b. 9mm semi-automatic handguns.

c. Ammunition in sufficient quantity to ensure all security officers carry a fully loaded weapon
and speed loaders / magazines.

d. Cleaned and maintained, inspected annually by the supplier, and replaced as needed to ensure
all weapons are in good working order.

e. Secured in a fixed and locked cabinet, in a secure location when not assigned to on-duty
security officers or issued to the security officer for safe transporting and storage while off
duty.

£ An unloading station shall be furnished and provided by the supplier at any location at which
firearms are stored or transferred between officers.

U. Ammunition during Semi-annual marksmanship requalification

1. All ammunition shall be replaced on an annual basis. Ammunition scheduled for replacement
may be used to satisfy the requirement for annual requalification as noted in this solicitation.

V. Office Space and Materials - all materials that are to be provided by the supplier at their cost shall
not be charged to the security officers.

1. The supplier shall provide at their cost the following materials in performance of this
solicitation:

a. Non-Latex Gloves - these gloves shall be made available for all security officers with the
responsibility to search personnel and/or vehicles.

b. Flashlights - stinger"-style rechargeable LED flashlights in sufficient quantity to ensure each
security officer working from dusk until dawn carries a working flashlight while performing
their duties.

2. Using agency materials provided for Security Officers:
a. Desktop Computers — these devices will be issued based upon the specific job description or

function of the security officer. The supplier shall be responsible for ensuring their personnel
adhere to all the using agency’s rules and procedures for proper use of their equipment.





Office Devices and Software - the using agency will provide access to various office devices
such as copy machines, fax machines, and telephones as required by the specific job position.
This includes a reasonable amount of copy paper for authorized contract-related business.

The using agency will provide access to the internet, electronic mail, and other necessary
software applications as required by the job position.

The supplier is responsible for ensuring all security officers comply with the using agency’s
organization's policies and procedures for proper use of this equipment and software.

Personal Protective Equipment - the using agency will provide safety hard hats and glasses
if required by their corporate safety program.

Portable two-way radios for use in the performance of their duties. If user agency is unable
to provide radios, supplier may be required to furnish radios to meet and support
operational communication needs.

Office Space — using agency shall provide office space and furniture at a specific
location(s) of their sole discretion.

W. Vehicles - the supplier is responsible for providing all motor vehicles and electric golf carts
required by the using agency. The quantity shall be dictated by the specific posts and job duties
that require use of a vehicle.

1. The supplier is responsible for ensuring a sufficient fleet of vehicles to always ensure the
availability of properly operating units. In the event the using agency requests an additional
vehicle, the supplier shall use the contract bill rate for these additional units.

2. Vehicles shall be used for no other purpose(s) other than to directly service the using agency’s
account.

3. All vehicles assigned to a specific site shall not be used to augment the required vehicles at
other locations without specific authorization from the COJ Facility Manager.

X. Motor Vehicles

I. The following are pre-approved motor vehicle types:

a.

b.

Ford - Tauris, Explorer, or F1 50 Chevrolet-Impala or Silverado 1500 Dodge - Charger or Ram
1500.

Any other motor vehicle type must be approved by the COJ Facility Manager.

2. The supplier is required to ensure all motor vehicles are equipped with the following
markings, devices, and/or equipment:

a.

Global Positioning System (GPS) - the supplier is required to provide, at no cost to the using
agency, GPS tracking devices in each motor vehicle. The COJ Facility Manager reserves the
right to request copies of GPS reports of at any time.

Markings - all motor vehicles shall be marked with standard supplier logo package
provided and installed by the supplier and shall not bear the using agency logo or name.





c. Spotlight - all motor vehicles will be equipped with a police-style vehicle mounted LED
spotlight.

d. Back-Up Camera - all motor vehicles will be equipped with rear back-up camera.
e. Overhead Light Bar - all motor vehicles will be equipped with full size yellow or yellow

and green, LED police-style overhead light bars with rear facing directional warning
flashers, take-down, and alley lights.

Y. Golf Carts - all golf carts shall be electric, street legal with enclosure, and marked with standard
supplier logo package. This logo package shall be provided and installed by the supplier and shall not
bear the using agency logo or name.

Z. Vehicle Maintenance

1. The supplier is responsible for all costs associated with vehicle maintenance. This includes,
but is not limited to, all costs associated with transporting vehicles to and from a repair
facility.

2. Security officers will not be used for transporting vehicles.

3. All maintenance on vehicles shall be completed at a repair facility within 25 miles of the
vehicles assigned location. This requirement is not applicable if the vehicle is towed to and
from the repair facility.

AA. Fuel

1. All fuel will be provided at no cost to the supplier or on a reimbursable basis.

2. If the fuel cost is reimbursed, the supplier is not authorized to markup the fuel expense and

must provide supporting documentation of fuel consumption and cost. The fuel charge must be
shown as a separate line item on the agency’s invoice.

2.2 POSITION QUALIFICATIONS AND DUTIES

A. Qualifications

1.

The supplier is responsible for ensuring all personnel have sufficient knowledge and
experience to perform the required duties. Supplier personnel who exhibit inadequate
experience or incapability in their work assignment shall be replaced and not allowed on
property. Failure on the part of the supplier to furnish such labor shall be sufficient cause for
the cancellation of the contract. Employees of the using agency shall not be employed by the
supplier to work under this contract.

B. Authority

1.

Security Officers are assigned authority commensurate with the tasks requested and prescribed
through post orders and identified herein. Security Officers are placed in charge of guard property,
materials, and equipment placed in their care.

All management and supervisory positions shall have the authority necessary to carry out





administrative and supervisory responsibilities for daily supervision of security officer
operations under their scope while adhering to the user agency’s policies, procedures, and post

orders,

Supplier, contract, operational, or personnel inadequacies or conflicts shall be reported to the COJ
Facility Manager for leadership, management, with corrective action or recommendations as

needed

C. Position Descriptions - provided as both a means to determine the general responsibilities of specific
work assignments and as a guide or standard by which to evaluate the perfornlance of personnel
assigned to each position. Some listed responsibilities may not apply to all security officers with that
position description.

1.

Account Manager

a. This non-uniformed position is responsible for administration, management, support, and
quality control for all security officers. The Account Manager is the primary security force
liaison with each using agency reporting directly to the COJ Facility Manager(s).

b, Qualifications:

1. Ten or more years' experience in management of physical security, staff, scheduling,
proficient in Microsoft Office products, and the ability to learn and apply modem computer
and office technology in the physical security field.

2. Qualifications in accordance with section 2.1.

3. Additional qualifications may be required as noted in the using agency’s post orders.

c. Duties:

1. Ensures continuous, positive, and results-oriented security officer relations; works
cohesively with different using agencies to ensure coordination of security officer activities.

2. Shall ensure compliance with the operational staffing requirements of the security force,

- including assurance of proper staffing and scheduling.

3. Shall cooperate in all investigations concerning allegations of security and safety violations
or unauthorized acts of Security force members and/or others affecting security and/or
safety at the using agency. If asked to do so by COJ Facility Manager, the Account
Manager shall conduct the investigation and prepare timely reports for the using agency,
including the results of the investigation even if unfavorable to the Security force.

4. Shall maintain workforce discipline and morale via proactive management techniques.
Suspend, remove, or otherwise discipline employees where appropriate.

5. The Account Manager shall complete site and security officer inspections as set forth in the
post orders to ensure site security/safety and security officer adherence to post orders, Such
inspections shall be equally allocated among all shifts. Summaries and documentation of
inspections shall be communicated to the COJ Facility Manager as requested.

6. Account Manager is responsible for recommending changes or updates to the using





agency’s post orders.

7. Account Manager is required to update post orders upon the COJ Facility Managers request.
Any changes or updates to these post orders will require the tracking of changes and
electronic submission for final approval by the COJ Facility Manager.

8. Shall prepare and provide completed reports in accordance with contract requirements and
as required by the COJ Facility Manager. Examples:

a. Security Officer occurrence reports.

b. Guard tours for frequency and accountability.

c¢. Site inspection results.

d. In-service training completed.

e. Number of overtime hours paid without costs to COJ to fulfill scheduled hours/posts.

f. Departures - security officers who left the account and turnover percentage rate
measured since the date of the last report.

g. Arrivals - security officers who were added to the account.
h. Random drug screenings.
2. Senior Officer - Armed
a. This uniformed position reports directly to the Account Manager based on the using agency
and is responsible for administration, supervision, site or area security operations, and
quality control of the security officers.
b. Qualifications:

1. Five or more years' experience in physical security, supervision of physical security staff,
scheduling, proficient in Microsoft Office products, and the ability to learn and apply
modem computer and office technology in the physical security field.

2. Qualifications in accordance with section 2.1.

3. Additional qualifications may be required as noted in the using agency’s post orders.

¢. Duties:

1. Monitoring and supervising Supervisory staff ensuring, training, and documenting safety,
security, abnormal occurrences or concerns and day to day operational information to be
properly communicated to the Account Manager.

2. Monitor Security Officer capabilities by patrolling and inspecting site(s) while under your
supervision giving on the spot corrective feedback.

3. All sites, and Supervisors under his/ her scope are to be inspected each shift or as stated in





the post orders to ensure site security/ safety and Security force adherence to post orders.
Such inspections shall be equally allocated among Security Officers assigned. Summaries
and documentation of inspections shall be communicated to the Account Manager daily.

3. Security Officers — Armed / Unarmed

a. This uniformed position is responsible for day-to-day security-related activities as directed by
the Security force management while adhering to the Using agency’s policies, procedures, and
site-specific post orders.

b. Qualifications in accordance with section 2.1.

c¢. Duties commensurate with licensure and position specific tasking in accordance with using
agency post orders.

2.3 WORKSITE PROCEDURES

A. COJ may have its own work forces and other Suppliers on the site while the work of this contract
is under way. COJ shall coordinate the work of all Suppliers on the site and require their
coordination with each other.

B. The supplier may be required to report to COJ staff upon arrival before starting any work, and prior to
departure from the facility.

C. Supplier qualified personnel may be required to successfully complete and maintain a security
clearance for the duration of this contract.

D. The supplier must inform the COJ Facility Manager or site designated persons immediately if any
safety hazard is discovered.

E. The supplier must ensure that all staff are wearing clearly visible identification badges when
working on a COJ facility.

F. Any cost for obtaining security clearance will be the responsibility of the supplier.

2.4 PROTECTION

The supplier shall be solely responsible for all loss, damages, costs, and expenses in respect of any injury
to persons, damage of property, or infringement of the rights of others incurred in the performance of the
work or caused in any other manner whatsoever by the Supplier, its employees, or sub-contractors
operating on behalf of the Supplier.

2.5 LOCATIONS AND PROPERTIES

Supplier(s) must note that service locations may not always be within a structure, may not always provide
for restroom or potable water access, and may not always be occupied by site representatives during some
or all service times. Locations provided (Attachment A) illustrate possible post locations. Refer to the bid

proposal form for estimated weekly totals.

The Department of Public Works has reviewed the two bids received for Traffic Signal Unit Price Construction
Countrywide for accuracy and compliance with the contract documents. The low bidder, Traffic Control Devices, did not
meet the JSEB goals established for the bid. The second low bidder, Miller Electric, exceeds the funding available for the
bid as the primary contractor. The purpose of the bid is to obtain at least two contractors (Primary and Secondary) so
that capacity exists to respond to work that is issued both routinely and in emergency situations. One contractor does
not have the capacity to meet the work demand.

We therefore recommend that all bids for Traffic Signal Unit Price Construction Countywide be rejected based on the
reasons presented above. We will re-bid the project as soon as possible.

it is important to understand that the upcoming re-bid will be the fourth bid attempt to get a primary contractor and
secondary contractor(s) on board to handie the specialized work of traffic signal construction as needed, including in
emergency situations. For the re-bid, since all three previous bid attempts have failed to have multiple contractors meet
the JSEB goals established, we strongly request that Procurement proceed with the use of the JSEB Encouragement Plan
so that we may finally attain qualified contactors for the project. For the past 12+ months, signa) operations have been
significantly impacted by the lack of a contractor being in place.
