REMOTE MONITORING SERVICES means remote monitoring of Covered Equipment and/or systems including building automation, HVAC equipment,
and fire alarm, intrusion, and/or other life safety systems for alarm and event notifications using a UL Certified Central Station,

REMOTE OPERATIONS CENTER (ROC} is the department at JCI that remotely monitors alarm and industrial (HVAC) pracess signals.

REMOTE QPERATING SERVICES means remote interrogation, madification and/or operation of building automation, HVAC equipment, and/or other
Covered Equipment.

REPAIR LABOR is the [abor necessary to restore Covered Equipment to working condition following an Equipment Failure, but does not include
services relating to total equipment replacement due to obsolescence or unavailability of parns.

REPAIR MATERIALS are the parts and materials necessary to restore Covered Equipment to working condition following an Equipment Faflure, but
excludes total equipment replacement due to obsolescence or unavailability of parts, unless excluded from the Agreement. At JCI's option, Repa~
Materials may be new, used, or reconditioned.

SCHEDULED SERVICE MATERIALS are the materials required to perform Scheduled Sarvice Visits on Covered Equipment, unless excluded from the
Agreement,

SCHEDULED SERVICE VISITS are the on-site labor visits required to perform ICI recommended inspections and preventive maintenance on Covered
Equipment.

SERVICES are the work, materials, labor, service visits, and repairs to be provided by JCI pursuant to this Agreement except that the Services do not
include the provision of any software products or digital or cloud services, which are provided under separate terms and conditions referenced in
Section P herein.

A. JCT'S SERVICES FOR COVERED EQUIPMENT

1. BASIC COVERAGE means Scheduled Service Visits, plus Scheduled Service Materials {unless excluded from this Agreement). No parts,
equipment, Repair Labor or Repair Materials are provided for under BASIC COVERAGE.

2. PREMIUM COVERAGE means BASIC COVERAGE plus Repair Labor, plus Repair Materials (unless excluded from the Agreement). If Customer
has ordered PREMIUM COVERAGE, JCI will inspect the Covered Equipment within forty-five (45) days of the date of this Agreement, or as
seasonal or operational conditions permit. JCI will then advise Customer if JCI finds any Covered Equipment not in working order or in need of
repair. With Customer’'s approval, JCI will perform the work necessary to put the Covered Equipment in proper working condition, subject to
the terms of this Agreement. Customer will pay for such work at JCI's standard rates for parts and labor in effect at the time that the work is
performed. if Customer does not want JCI to perform the work identified as necessary by ICI, any equipment thereby affected will be removed
from the list of Covered Equipment, and the Contract Price will be adjusted accordingly. Should Customer nat make ICI's recommended repairs
or proceed with the modified PREMIUM COVERAGE, JCl reserves the right to inveice Customer for the cost of the initial equipment inspection.

3. EXTENDED SERVICE means Services performed outside ICI's normal business hours and is available only if Customer has PAEMIUM
COVERAGE. Extended Service is available either 24/5 or 24/7, at Customer’s election, The price for Extended Service, if chosen by Customer, is
part of the total Contract Price.

4, CONNECTED SERVICES. If Customer is receiving Connected Services on any Covered Equipment as more fully described in Schedule A,
Customer may be required to allow JCI to install hardware and/or software to enable communication with Customer’s Covered Equipment
{"Gateway Device”). In order for JCI to deliver Connected Services on the Covered Equipment, Customear shall provide a secure Internet
connection to allow remote access to the Gateway Device in order to remotely access, transmit, store, and trend data for the purposes of
providing Services. ICl will not use Connected Services to remotely operate or make changes to Customer’s Equipment. The Gateway Device
shall remain JCI's property, and JCI may upon reasonable notice remove it at any time. 1Cl makes no any warranty or guarantee relating to the
Connected Services.

5. REMOTE MONITORING SERVICES OR REMOTE OPERATING SERVICES. If Remote Monitoring Services or Remate Operating Services are

provided, Customer agrees to furnish ICl with a list of the names, titles, addresses, email addresses, and phone numbers of all persons
authorized to be contacted by, or be able to contact the ROC to perform specific agreed upon actions with the appropriate authority. If JCI's
Services include “Remote Monitoring Services with Open and Close,” Customer also agrees to furnish JCI with Customer’s daily and holiday
opening and closing schedules. Customer agrees to maintain and update the call lists with accerate information. Customer further agrees to
notify JC1 of such changes as soon as possible. ICI/ROC is not responsible to find new contacts/numbers if the contacts on the call lists cannot be
reached. A maximum of three contacts are allowed for any time of the day. If none of those contacts can be reached, then neither JCI nor the
ROC are responsible for damages. Customer is responsible for any and all costs and expenses arising from Customer’s failure to provide timely
updates for any of the contact information submitted to the ROC.

6. CUSTOMER SERVICE INFORMATION PORTAL Customer may be able to utilize JCI's Customer Service Information Portal during the term of
the Agreement, pursuant to the then applicable Terms of Use Agreement.

B. OUT OF SCOPE SERVICES

If, during any Service Visit, IC! detects a defect in any of Customer’s equipment that is not Covered Equipment under this Agreement {an “Qut of
Scope Defect”), JCI may (but shall have no obligation to) notify Customer of such Out of Scope Defect. If Customer elects for JCI to repair such Out of
Scope Defect, or if JCI otherwise performs any Services or provides any materials, parts, or equipment outside the scope of the Services (collectively,
“Out of Scope Services™), Customer shall direct JCi to perform such Out of Scope Services in writing, and Customer shall pay for such Out of Scope
Services at JCI's standard fees or hourly rates. If, after receiving notice of an Qut of Scope Defect, Customer elects not to engage JCI to repair such
Out of Scope Defect, Customer shall defend and indemnify JCI frem and against any and all losses, damages, clalms, costs and expenses arising
directly or indirectly out of such Out of Scope Defect. Any Out of Scope Services performed by ICI at the direction of Customer pursuant to this
Section shall be subject to the terms of this Agreement.

C. EXCLUSIONS

ICI's Services and warranty obligations expressly exclude::
(2) the repair or replacement of ductwork, casings, cabinets, structural supports, tower fill/slats/basin, hydronic and pneumatic piping, and
vessels, gaskets, and piping not normally replaced or maintained on a scheduled basis, and remaval of oil from pneumatic piping;
(D) disposal of hazardous wastes (except as otherwise expressly provided herein);
(c) disinfecting of chiller condenser water systems and other components for bichazards, such as but not limited to, Legionella unless explicitly
set forth in the scope of services between the parties. Unless explicitly provide for within the scope of services, this is Out of Scope Services and
the Customer’s exclusive responsibility to make arrangements for such services with a provider other than JCI. Mentions of chiller tube
cleaning, condenser cleaning. cooling tower cleaning or boller tube cleaning in any scope of services, only involve work to remove normal
bulldup of debris and scale using tube brush cleaning, pressure washing or acid flushing. Reference to such cleaning does not Include chemical
cleaning, disinfection or chemical water treatment required to eliminate, control or disinfect against biohazards such as but not limited to
Legionella;
{d) supplies, accessories, or any items normally consumed during the use of Covered Equipment, such as ribbons, bulbs and paper;
(e) the furnishing of materials and supplies for painting or refinishing equipment;
{f) the repair or replacement of wire in conduit, buried cable/transmission lines, or the like, if not normally replaced or maintained on a
schedufed basis;

{g) replacement of obsolete parts; and

(h) damages of any kind, including but not limited to personal injury, death, property damage, and the costs of repairs or service resulting from:

D. PAYMENT OBLIGATION

Customer shall pay all invoices when due in accordance with the payment terms provided for in the Agreement. Such pay is a condition
precedent to JCI's obligation to perform Services under the Agreement. In issuing any purchase order related to this Agreement, and notwithstanding
any language to the contrary therein, Customer acknowledges and agrees that any and all JCI invoices for an amount greater than $25,000 shall be
paid only via wire transfer, check, or money order. If this Agreement is renewed, JCI will provide Customer with notice of any adjustments in the

ICh warrants its Services will be provided in a good and workmanlike manner for 90 days from the date of Services. If JCI recelves written notice of a
breach of this warranty prior to the end of this warranty period, JC! will re-perform any non-conforming Services at no additional charge within a
commercially reasonable time of the notification.

JC1 warrants that equipment manufactured or ‘abeled by Johnson Controls, Inc. shall be free from defects in material and workmanship arising from
normal usage for a period of 90 days. If JCI installs or furnishes a piece of equipment under this Agreement, anc that equipment is covered by a
warranty from a manufacturer other than ICI, JC) will transfer the benefits of that manufacturer’s warranty, if any, to Customer and such warranty
remedies are exclusive for that equipment. All transportation charges Incurred in connection with the warranty for equipment and/or materials not
covered under this Agreement shall be borne by Customer. Except as provided herein, if JCI receives written notice of a breach of this warranty prior
to the end of this warranty period, JC1 will repair or replace {at ICI's option) the defective equipment. .

These warranties do not extend to any Services or equipment that have been misused, altered, or repaired by Customer or third parties without the
supervision of and prior written approval of JCI, or if JC3 serial numbers or warranty decals have been removed or altered. All replaced parts or
equipment shall become JCI's property. This warranty is not assignable. Warranty service will be provided during normal business hours, excluding
holidays. The remedies set forth herein shall be Customer’s sole and exclusive remedy with regards to any warrenty claim under this Agreement.
Any lawsuit based upon the warranty must be brought no later than one {1) year after the expiration of the applicable warranty period. This
limitation is in fieu of any other applicable statute of limitations. CUSTOMER FURTHER ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT THESE WARRANTIES
ARE JCI'S S0LE WARRANTIES AND TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED UNDER APPLICABLE LAW ARE IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER WARRANTIES,
EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO THOSE OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.

F. CUSTOMER OBLIGATIONS AND COMMITMENTS TO JCI

1. Customer warrants it has given JCI all information concerning the condition of the Covered Equipment. The Customer agrees and warrants
that, during the Term of this Agreement, Customer will:
{1) operate the Covered Equipment according to the manufacturer's and/or ICI's recommendations;

(2] keep accurate and current work logs and information about the Covered Equipment as recommended by the manufacturer and/or ICI;

(3) provide an adequate environment for Covered Equipment as recommended by the manufacturer andfor JCI, including, but not limited to
adequate space, electrical power, water supply, air conditioning, and humidity control;

(4) notify ICI immediately of any Covered Equipment malfunction, breakdown, or other condition affectirg the operation of the Covered
Equipment;

{S) provide JCI with safe access to its Premises and Covered Equipment at all reasonable and necessary times for the performance of the
Services;

{6) allow ICI to start and stop, periodically turn off, or otherwise change or temporarily suspend equipment operations so that ICi can perform
the Services required under this Agreement;

{7) as applicable, provide proper condenser, cooling tower and boiler water treatment for the proper functioning of Covered Equipment and
protect against any environmental issues and instances of biohazards such as but not limited to Legionella;

{8} carefully and properly set and test the intrusion alarm system each night or at such other time as Customer shall close the Premises;

{9) obtain all necessary licenses and permits required for and pay all taxes associated with the Services;

{10} notify JCl immediately of any claimed inadequacy in, or failure of, the Covered Equipment or other condit on affecting the operation of the
Covered Equipment;

(11} furnish any necessary 110 volt A/C power and electrical outlets at its expense;

{12} properly maintain, repair, service, and assure the proper operation of any other property, system, equipment, or device of Customer or

others to which the Covered Equipment may be attached or connected, in accordance with manufacturer recommendations, insurance carrier
requirements, or the requirements of any fire rating bureats, agency, or other authorities having jurisdiction thereof;

(13} not tamper with, alter, adjust, disturb, injure, remove, or otherwise interfere with any Covered Equipmen: {including any related software)
and not permit the same to be done; and

[14) refrain from causing false alarms, and reimburse IC| for any fine, penalty, or fee paid by or assessed against JCl by any governmental or
municipal agency as a result thereof.

2. Customer acknowledges and understands that unless water treatment for biohazards (such as Legionella) is explicitly included in the services
JQ is providing, it is Customer’s responsibility 1o provide such treatment. Customer also acknowledges that its failure to meet the above
obligations will relieve JC) of any responsibility for any Covered Equipment breakdown, ar any necessary repair or replacement of any Covered
Equipment.

H. INDEMNITY

JCI and Customer shall each indemnify the other party and its officers, agents, directors, and employees, from any and all damages, losses, costs and
expenses |including reasonable attorneys' fees) arising cut of third parnty claims, demands, or sunts for bodily injury {including death) or damage to
tangible property to the extent arising out of the negligence or intentional misconduct of the indemnifying party or its employees or agents.
Customer expressly agrees that JCI shalt be responsible for injury, damage, or loss only to the extent caused directly by ICI's negligence or intentional
misconduct. The obligations of IC! and Customer under this section are further subject to sections | and J below.

L. LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

NEITHER }C1 NOR CUSTOMER WILL BE RESPONSIBLE TO THE OTHER FOR ANY SPECIAL, INDIRECT, PUNITIVE, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES
(INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO LOST PROFITS OR LOSS OF BUSINESS). JCI'S TOTAL LIABILITY TO CUSTOMER FOR DAMAGES RESULTING FROM
ANY CAUSE WHATSOEVER SHALL BE LIMITED TO $250,000. IN NO EVENT SHALL JCI'S INDEMNIFICATION OBLIGATION EXCEED THE AMOUNTS PAID
TO JCI UNDER THIS AGREEMENT OR THE AMOUNT OF INSURANCE REQUIRED BY THIS AGREEMENT, WHICHEVER IS GREATER. CUSTOMER
UNDERSTANDS THAT JCI 15 NOT AN INSURER REGARDING THE WORK OR THE SERVICES. JCI SHALL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY DAMAGE OR
LOSS THAT MAY RESULT FROM FIRE SAFETY OR SECURITY EQUIPMENT THAT FAILS TO PERFORM PROPERLY OR FAILS TO PREVENT A CASUALTY OR

J. FORCE MAJEURE

AND WITHOUT THE INTENTIONAL MISCONDUCT OR NEGLIGENCE, OF ICI. SUCH CONDITIONS INCLUDE, BUT ARE NOT LIMITED TO: (A) ACTS OF
GOD; (B) ACTS OF GOVERNMENT AGENCIES; (C) STRIKES; (D) LABOR DISPUTES; (E) FIRE; {F} EXPLOSIONS OR CASUALTIES; (G) THEFTS; (H)
VANDALISM; {I) RIOTS OR WAR; {J) TERRORISM; AND {J) UNAVAILABILITY OF PARTS, MATERIALS, OR SUPPLIES.

K. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES

If a dispute arises under this Agreement, the parties shall promptly attempt in good faith to resolve such dispute by negotiation. In the event the
dispute is unable to be resolved, either party shall have the right to initiate arbitration by filing with the American Arbitration Association provided no
other legal action has been previously filed. Upon filing of the arbitration, the AAA shall have the exclusive jurisdiction over the Dispute. Thus, gither
party may decide to file an action in a court of competent jurisdiction. If that court filing Is the first legal proceeding filed, that court shall have
jurisdiction over the Dispute to the exclusion of any arbitration.

L. TERMINATION
1. Remote Monitoring Services and Remote Operating Services may be immediately canceled by either party if ICl's Remote Operations
Center, connecting wires, or monitoring systems are destroyed by fire or other catastrophe, or where the Premises are so substantially
damaged that it is impractical to continue Services.

2. If either party fails to perform any of its obligations under this Agreement, the other party shall provide written notice thereof to the party
alleged to be in default. Should the party alleged to be in default fail to respond in writing or 1ake action to cure the alleged default within ten
(10) days of receiving such written notice, the notifying party may terminate this Agreement by providing written notice of such termination,

3. Upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, Customer shall pay to ICl all undisputed amounts owed through the date of termination
within thirty (30) days of such termination. Customer shall also provide JCI with reasonable access to the Premises to remove the Gateway
Device and any other JC! property and to un-program any intrusion, fire, or life safety system, as applicable. Customer shall be liable for all fees,
costs, and expenses that JCI may incur in connection with the enforcement of this Agreement, including without limitation, reasonable attorney
fees, collection agency fees, and court costs.

4. |f the Agreement is for a multi-year term, either party may terminate the Agreement after the first full year of Services by giving the other
party no less than forty-five {45} days written notice; provided, however, that if Customer has ordered PREMIUM COVERAGE, Customer may
terminate the Agreement only upon JCI's written consent.

“Hazardous Materials® means any material or substance that, whether by its nature or use, is now or hereafter defined or regulated as a hazardous
waste, hazardous substance, pollutant, or contaminant under any local, state, or federal law, regulation, or ordinance relating to or addressing public
and employee health and safety and protection of the environment, or which is toxic, explosive, corrosive, flammable, radioactive, carcinogenic or
otherwise hazardous or which Is or contains petroleum, gasoline, diesel, fuel, another petroleum hydrocarbon product or polychlorinated biphenyls.
“Hazardous Materials” specifically includes mold, lead-based paints, biohazards such as but not limited to Legionella and asbestos-containing

Neither Customer nor JCI desires to or is licensed to undertake direct obligations relating to the identification, abatement, cleanup, control, removal
or disposal of ACM.

1C1 will be responsible for removing or disposing of any Hazardous Materials that it uses in providing the Services {“.Cl Hazardous Materials”} and for
the remediation of any araas affected by the release of JCI Hazardous Materials. For other Hazardous Materials that may be present at its facilities
{*Non-IC1 Hatardous Materials”), Customer shall supply ICI with any information in its possession relating to the presence of Hazardous Materials if
their presence may affect JCI's performance of the Services. If either Customer or JCI becomes aware of or suspects the presence of Non-JC
Hazardous Materials that may interfere with JCI's Services, it shall immediately stop the Services in the affected area and notify the other party. As
batween Customer and JCI, Customer shall be responsible at its sole expense for removing and disposing of Non-JCt Hazardous Materials from its
facilities and for the remediation of any areas impacted by the release of the Non-JCl Hazardous Materials and must provide a certificate of
abatement before JC| will be obligated to perform or continue its Services, unless ICt had actual knowledge that Non-JCI Hazardous Materials were
present and acted in disregard of that knowledge, in which case (i) IC) shall be responsible at its sole expense for the remediation of any areas
impacted by its release of such Hazardous Materials, and (i} Customer shall remain responsible at its sole expense for the removal of Hazardous
Materials that have not been released and for releases not resulting from ICI's performance of the Services.

Except as set forth hereln, ICt will not disclose to any third party any individual Customer data acquired through performance of the
Services without Customer’s consent. Customer agrees that JCI and its subsidiaries, affiliates and approved third party contractors and developers
may collect and use Customer data for any reason, as long as any external use of the data is on a de-identified basis that does not personally identify
Customer or any individual. Customer hereby grants JCl a perpetual, worldwide, irrevocable, royalty free license to use, modify, manipulate,
sublicense, and create derivative works from such data. JCI shall retain all rights to any intellectual property, data, materials and products created as
a result of its performance of Services.

0. JCI'S INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
