THIS AGREEMENT by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal
corporation existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, (hereinafter the
“CITY") and the JACKSONVILLE HUMANE SOCIETY, INC., a Florida non profit corporation
with principal offices at 8464 Beach Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32216 (hereinafier the
“PROVIDER"), for an animal control transfer program (herema'geé the “Project”) is made and

entered into in duplicate this ‘ l day of 2046, retroactive to October 1,
2016 (hereinafter the “Effective Date™).

WITNESSETH:
WHEREAS, CITY has made a proprietary award (SP-0276-17) for services for the
Project; and
WHEREAS, CITY and PROVIDER have negormted mutually satisfactory terms for the
execution of this Project; now therefore
IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and of the mutual covenants and agreements

hereinafter contained, CITY hereby engages PROVIDER for the Project in accordance with the
following:

ARTICLE 1: Engagement of PROVIDER:

1.01. CITY hereby engages PROVIDER and PROVIDER hereby accepts said
engagement for the purpose of providing to CITY services for the Project, as described in and
according to the provisions of “Scope of Services for Animal Control Transfer Program” (the
“Services”), attached hereto as Exhibit A and by this reference made a part hereof.

1.02.  If any services, functions, or responsibilities not specifically described in this
Agreement are necessary for the proper performance and provision of the Services, they shall be
deemed to be implied by and included within the scope of Services to the same extent and in the
same manner as if specifically described in this Agreement and/or the Scope of Services.





PROVIDER shall be responsible for providing the equipment, supplies, personnel (including
management, employees, and training), and other resources as necessary to provide the Services,
ARTICLE 2: Coordination and Services Provided by CITY:

CITY shall designate for the Services a Project Coordinator who will, on behalf of CITY,
coordinate with PROVIDER and administer this Agreement according to the terms and
conditions contained herein and in the exhibits attached hereto and made a part hereof. It shall
be the responsibility of PROVIDER to coordinate all Project-related “activities with the
designated Project Coordinator.

ARTICLE 3: Duration of Agreement, Termination and Default:

3.01. The term of this Agreement shall become effective as of the Effective Date and
shall continue and remain in full force and effect as to all its terms, conditions, and provisions as
set forth herein until September 30, 2017, unless sooner terminated by either party, with or
without cause, by giving of not less than thirty (30) days’ prior written notice to the other party to
this Agreement. The Agreement shall automatically renew for additional periods of one (1) year
until such time as either party informs the other that it wishes to terminate the Agreement.

3.02. Should either party default i+ its obligations under this Agreement, the non-
defaulting party shall provide written notice to the defaulting party of the default. The defaulting
party shall be given ten (10) business days from receipt of the notice of default, or any such other
amount of time agreed to by the parties in writing, to remedy the default.

In the event this Agreement is terminated, PROVIDER shall be paid for any unpaid
billings for all Services performed up to the date of receiving notice of termination, reasonable
costs, and fees associated with an orderly close-out of the work to the extent authorized in
writing by CITY.





3.04. Notwithstanding the foregoing or any other provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, in the event of a default, the non-defaulting party shall be entitled to all available
remedies at law or equity.

ARTICLE 4. Meetings and Public Hearings:

PROVIDER must attend all meetings and public hearings relative to the Services being
performed by it where its presence is determined to be necessary and requested by CITY and
PROVIDER can reasonably schedule its appearance.

ARTICLE 5: Delays:

Neither pacty shall be considered in default in the performance of its obligations

Acceptance of the work by CITY shall not relieve PROVIDER of its
responsibility for subsequent correction of any such errors and omissions and the clarification of
any ambiguities.

10.02. At any time during the provision of Services under this Agreement or during any
phase of work performed by others based on data furnished by PROVIDER under this
Agreement, PROVIDER shall confer with CITY for the purposes of interpreting the information
furnished and correcting any errors and/or omissions made by PROVIDER. PROVIDER shall
prepare all drawings or data to correct its errors and/or omissions without added compensation
even though final payment may have been received therefor.

party from its obligations under this Agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of any rights of
either party to insist upon strict performance hereof or of either party's rights or remedies under
this Agreement or by law, and shall not operate as a waiver of any of the provisions hereof,
ARTICLE 12: Compliance with State and Other Laws/Licenses and Certifications:

inspection and/or audit by CITY. All such documents relating to the Services or money
expended under this Agreement shall be open to CITY's inspection and audit during
PROVIDER's regular business hours.

Venue for
litigation of this Agreement shall be in courts of competent jurisdiction located in Jacksonville,
Duval County, Florida.

ARTICLE 18: Article Headings:

Article headings appearing herein are inserted for convenience or reference only and shall
in no way be construed to be interpretations of text.
ARTICLE 19: Construction:

Both parties acknowledge that they have had meaningful input into the terms and
conditions contained in this Agreement. Therefore, any doubtful or ambiguous provisions
contained herein shall not be construed against the parly who physically prepared this
Agreement.

ARTICLE 20: Successors and Assigns/Personal Liability:

CITY and PROVIDER each bind t}\e other and their respective successors and assigns in
all respects to all of the terms, conditions, covenants, and provisions of this Agreement, and any
assignment or transfer by PROVIDER of its interests in this Agreement without the prior written
consent of CITY shall be void, in the sole discretion of CITY. Nothing herein shall be construed
as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer, employee, or agent of CITY.

However, PROVIDER's failure to comply with the Prompt
Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of PROVIDER s contractual obligations
to CITY. As a result of said breach, CITY, without waiving any other available remedy it may
have against PROVIDER, may issue ,joint checks and charge PROVIDER a 0.2% daily late%
payment interest charge or the charges specified in Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, for JSEB’s or
MBE’s and in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB's or non-MBE’s, whichever is
greater. ‘

ARTICLE 27: Incorporation by Reference:

The “Whereas™ recitals at the beginning of this Agreement are true and correct and by this
reference are made a part hereof and are incorporated herein. Similarly, all exhibits and other
attachments to this Agreement that are referenced in this Agreement ore by this reference made a
part hereof and are incorporated herein.

ARTICLE 28: Order of Precedence:

In the event of any conflict between or among the provisions of this Agreement and those
of any exhibit ettached hereto or of any amendment, the priority, in decreasing order of
precedence shall be: 1) fully executed amendment; 2) provisions in this Agreement; and 3)

This Agreement and all amendments hereto may be executed in several counterparts, each
of which shall be deemed an original, and all of such counterparts together shall constitute one
and the same instrument.

EXHIBIT A

Scope of Services

For Animal Control Transfer Program

A. The Jacksonville Humane Society (“JHS") shall administer an Animal Control Transfer
Program focused on serving dogs and cats within Duval County. This program will
enable the City of Jacksonville Animal Care and Protective Services ("ACPS") to admit
more stray animals for a longer period of time, thereby enabling more stray and
abandoned animals to find loving, permanent homes, reduce the number of animals on
the street, increase the number of healthy stray pets being adopted and decrease the

number of healthy pets being euthanized in Jacksonville by ACPS.

B. ACPS shall transfer to JHS up to 1000 animals for adoption. For this group of 1000
animals, JHS shall be responsible for 1) transportation of the animals in this group from
ACPS to JHS; 2) spay‘neuter any animals sent by ACPS that are unsterilized at the time of
transfer ?nd provide all other medical care of all animals withih this group of 1000; 3)
analysis of all animals so transported; 4) provide total care and shelter to animals so
transferred; 5) adopt these animals into permanent homes OR, if deemed necessary by JHS,
dispose of said animals in a humane and ethical manner. ACPS may exercise the option to

include animals sterilized by ACPS in accord with ACPS protocols.

ACPS shall, after the initial 1000 animals, then be permitted to transfer additional
animals, as JHS space allows. Recognizing the need for placing animals in homes, and
recognizing the value of the partnership between JHS and the City, these animals may
include animals that have been sterilized and/or provided various levels of medical treatment

by ACPS. Transport of these animals to JHS may be arranged by JHS

and ACPS, and may be performed by ACPS personnel, dependent on warkload and personnel
availability of ACPS personnel.

Strays taken in by JHS shall be considered as part of either category listed above. JHS will, if
they choose, accept strays and shall, if they accept strays, hold them as required for the period of
time mandated by City Ordinance Code. JHS shall advertise these animals on a publically
accessible web site of their choice, and shall follow all reasonable protocols to allow the return of
lost strays to their owners. JHS shall provide proper and humane care for strays in its possession.

JHS will provide a daily report to ACPS of stray intake,

At cooperative adoption events, animals belonging to ACPS shall be adopted by ACPS under
ACPS conditions. Animals belonging to JHS shall be subject to their rules and procedures.
Animals belonging to ACPS shall not be transferred to JHS during such an event, but may, at the
agencies' discretions, be transferred to JHS AFTER the close of any such events. Such transfers

will follow normal protocol.

AQPS and JHS may, at their collective discretion, agree to transfer animals requiring medical
care that ACPS cannot otherwise provide and that JHS ;grees to accept. ACPS agrees to
transport these medical transfers to JHS in a safe and humane manner. JHS accepts all
vesponsibility for such medical transfers and all costs there associated after the transfer of
these animals. These animals shall be included in either of the abave categories. JHS is, after
transfer of these medical cases, free to determine the best treatment for these animals and the
extent or limit of medical care at their sole discretion, and to dispose of said animals in any

ethical and proper manner, including but not limited to adoption thereof.

JHS is acknowledged as being freely able to set their own fees and charges for adoption,

transfer, or other disposition of animals transferred from ACPS after such transfer is

made. Animals transferred to JHS under any allowable conditions shall not be
permitted to be transferred back to ACPS.

- JHS will provide quarterly reports as to the progress of the program including the number of
regular transfers, medical transfers, and stray intake.

- JHS will provide accounting services for the program including the keeping of financial

records, required documentation and bookkeeping.

- JHS will submit an invoice at the end of each quarter in the amount of $25,000.00,
for the administration of the program, along with a quarterly report including total

number of regular transfers, medical transfers, and stray intake.

- No animals will be considered adoptable unless they have been spayed or neutered by a
veterinarian licensed and/or registered for rabies protection. The costs of such licensing
and/or registration shall be paid by the pet owner and shall not be the responsibility of the
City. ;
