This addendum shall be made a part of the existing elevator maintenance
agreement, and in the event of conflict with other terms, conditions, purchase orders or contract
documents, this addendum shall govern. All terms and conditions set forth in the existing elevator
maintenance agreement will remain in full force and effect and apply to this addendum where no
conflict exists.

The tgrens and conditions set forth in the original maintenance agreement will remain in full affect
except as specifically modified by this Addendum. This addendum is to extend the existing
agreement by one (1) additional year. This additional year term will be from August 28th, 2024
through August 28", 2025.

Pricin

Pricing (gPIease See Exhibit A) The Price of Service Provider’s service as herein stated shall be
specifically set forth on any fully executed Location Agreement(s), payable as agreed upon
between the Service Provider and the Purchaser. Those prices are net of all taxes, duties and cther
levies. Those prices are valid for the term of the agreement, commencing on the effective date of
each respective Location(s) Agreement.

A. THIS AGREEMENT {hereinafter “Agreement”} made and entered into on this 1st day of October, 2021 by and
between City of Jacksonville, having an address of 555 West 44th Street, Jacksonwville, FI, 32208 (hereinafter
referred to as “Purchaser”), and, TK Elevator Corporation having an address of 3100 Interstate N Cir SE,
Atlanta, GA 30339 (hereinafter referred to as "Contractor”). In consideration of the mutual covenants
contained herein, Contractor agrees to perform the services described herein and Purchaser or its members
agree to pay the amounts described herein, all on the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.

WHEREAS,

B.

The Purchaser is engaged either as a real property owner or manager {or as a part in joint ventures or
consortiums to that effect); and

The Service Provider is engaged in the business of servicing and repairing elevators, escalators and other
vertical fransportation equipment,

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1.

BACKGROUND

The Purchaser and the Service Provider desire to enter into this Agreement as a long-term commitment for
the maintenance and repair of Purchaser’s vertical transportation equipment as further described in this
Agreement. Under the Agreement the Purchaser may issue written requests to the Service Provider to provide
certain vertical transportation maintenance services at locations controlled by Purchaser. The Agreement
is to provide an umbrella for those [ocation-specific written requests for vertical transportation maintenance
services issued by the Purchaser,

GOVERNING DOCUMENTS

The following documents form and are an integral part of this Agreement and are to be taken as mutually
explanatory of one another. In the case of any ambiguity or discrepancy between the documents forming the
Agreement, then the priority of the documents will be in the order as listed below, unless otherwise agreed in
writing between the parties:

{a) Each individual location requirement (as specified at the time of ordering by the Purchaser). An
Location requirement shall be considered “Accepted” if it is fully executed by a duly authorized
representative of both the Purchaser and the Service Provider and provided to the Service Provider;

(b) This Agreement;

{c) Any other document mutually agreed and signed by the parties, forming part of this Agreement.

PERFORMANCE

Service Provider will provide the services and/or scope of work applicable to all vertical transportation
equipment described on any fuliy executed and properly delivered Agreement {the “equipment™) on the terms
and conditions set forth in this Agreement (the “Services”). The term “Property” hereinafter will refer to the
real property of the Purchaser on which the equipment is located. Service Provider will use trained personnel
directly employed and supervised by Service Provider or sub-contractors. They will be qualified to keep
Purchaser’s equipment properly adjusted, and they will use all reasonable care to maintain that equipment in
proper operating condition. Service Provider will regularly and systematically examine, adjust and lubricate
as required, and, in Service Provider’s sole opinion, if conditions warrant, Service Provider will

repair or replace all equipment parts and devices not specifically excluded by this Agreement.





The Services shall be performed in a diligent and first class manner, with quality supplies, materials,
equipment and workmanship and in such a manner so as to minimize the possibility of any annoyance,
interference, or disruption to tenants or other occupants of the Property and their invitees. Upon completion
of the Services, Service Provider shall restore the Property to its original condition and shall leave the Property
clean and free of all tools, equipment, waste materials and rubbish.

Service Provider will service Purchaser’s equipment and its component parts in their present condition with
the understanding that Service Provider shall neither be required nor obligated to service, make renewals or
repairs upon the equipment by reason of negligence, obsolescence, misuse of the equipment, loss of power,
biown fuses, tripped stop switches, theft, vandalism, explesion, fire, power failure, water damage, storm,
lightning, nuisance calls or by any other reason or any other cause beyond Service Provider's control, except
ordinary wear and tear from the commencement date of this agreement. With the passage of time, equipment
technology and designs will change. If any part or component of any equipment described in a NFA cannot,
in Service Provider's sole opinion, be safely repaired and is no longer stocked and readily available from either
the original equipment manufacturer or an aftermarket source, that part or component shall be considered
obsolete. Purchaser will be responsible for all charges associated with replacing that obsolete part
or component as well as all charges required to ensure that the remainder of the equipment is
functionally compatible with that replacement part or component. In addition, Service Provider will not be
required to make any changes or recommendations in the existing design or function of the unit(s) nor will
Service Provider be obligated to install new attachments or parts upon the equipment as recommended or
directed by insurance companies, governmental agencies or authorities, or any other third party. Any work
not specifically covered under this agreement shall be at Purchaser’s sole expense.

The Service Provider may propose changes to the Services by informing the Purchaser in writing. To be
binding, such changes must be approved by authorized representatives of both parties in writing. The Parties
may also, at any time, agree to add new Services at agreed prices to be covered by this Agreement. To be
binding, such additions must be approved by corresponding authorized representatives of both parties in
writing.

Pl f P r Satisfaction

3.1 In the event that Purchaser elects to undertake an audit of the service provided under this Agreement
and any Location(s) Agreement, such audit must be announced in writing at least ten {10) working days
in advance. If any non-compliance is identified in writing to the Service Provider at the address set farth
in this Agreement, whether pursuant to an audit or under any other circumstances, the Service Provider
will begin to take appropriate measures to remedy such non-compliance within thirty (30} days thereafter.

3.2 The Purchaser and the Service Provider shall appoint appropriate personnel to meet regularly at local and
global levels and at such intervals as is deemed necessary to enable the parties to discuss and review
the performance of both parties of their respective obligations under this Agreement. The reviews will
take place in order to;

a} Monitor the effectiveness and efficiency with which this Agreement is being implemented;

b) Agree to mutual ohjectives and timescales;

c) Assess the overall performance of this Agreement by each party;

d) Review business implications, targets and risks;

e) Review whether this Agreement is being conducted in the spirit it was intended; and

f)  Assess, under this review process, the need to amend or update the performance criteria included
in this Agreement.

4. |NDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP:
Service Provider shall assume all duties under this Agreement as an independent contractor, and shall not be
deemed for any purpose to be an agent, servant, or representative of Purchaser. Purchaser shall have no
direct control of Service Provider, its agents, or subcontractors in the performance of the work hereunder.
Nothing contained herein shall be construed to be inconsistent with such independent contractor relationship.

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Service Provider employs and supervises elevator technicians who are among the most trusted in the industry
and who will provide all maintenance courteously and dependably. Service Provider's elevator technictans
receive ongoing training in general equipment development as well as advancements made to Purchaser's
specific equipment.

6. ASSURANCE OF SERVICE PROVIDER’S STANDARD OF QUALITY:

To help increase elevator performance and decrease downtime, Service Provider’s technicians utilize the latest
industry methods and technology available to Service Provider for Purchaser's specific brand of equipment.
They will be equipped with the tools, documentation and knowledge to troubleshoot Purchaser's unique
system.

Behind Service Provider's technicians is a team devoted to elevator excellence. Technicians are supported
around the clock by a family of engineers and field support experts. Service Provider's International Technical
Support facility in Texas continuously researches advancements in the industry and in Purchaser's equipment.

7. EXTENT OF COVERAGE:

Service Pravider will perform the following Services with respect to any equipment described on any fully
executed location requirement:

7.1 TRACTICN ELEVATORS:

Service Provider agrees to and shall maintain the traction elevator equipment described on any Location
Agreements on the following terms and conditions:

7.1.1  Service Provider will use trained employees directly employed and supervised hy Service
Provider. Such employees shall be qualified to keep the Equipment properly adjusted, and Service Provider
will use all reascnable care to maintain the Equipment in proper and safe operating condition.

7.1.2  Service Provider will regularly and systematically examine, adjust, clean and lubricate the
following as required, and if conditions warrant, repair or replace the same:

7.1.2a Machine worm gear, thrust bearings, drive sheave, drive sheave shaft bearings,
brake pulley and brake coil, contact linings and component parts;

7.1.2b Motor and motor generator, motor windings, rotating element, commutator,
brushes, brush holders and bearings;

7.1.2c Silicon control rectifiers, reactors, filters, heat sinks, amp traps, transducers, and
all control components;

7.1.2d Controller, selector and dispatching equipment, leveling devices and cams, all
relays, solid state components, resistors, condensers, transformers, contacts, leads, dash pots,
timing devices, computer and micro computer devices, steel selector cable or tape, and mechanical
and electrical driving equipment;

7.1.2e Governor, governor sheave and shaft assembly, bearings, contacts, and governor
jaws;

7.1.2f Deflector or secondary sheave, bearings, car and counterweight guide rails, top
and bottom limit switches, governor tension sheave assembly, compensating sheaves assembly,
counterweight and counterweight guide shoes including rollers or gibs;

7.1.29 Hoistway door interlocks and hangers, bottom door guides and auxiliary door
closing devices and all fastening devices and associated reinforcement in attached components;
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7.1.2.h Hoistway entrance door sill areas beyond the entrance frame opening; will be
cleaned.

7.1.2i Automatic power operated door operator, car door hanger, car deor contact, door
protective device, car ventilation system platform, load weighing equipment, car safety mechanism,
elevator car guide shoes, gibs or roller;

7.1.3  Service Provider shall maintain the individual minimum performance standards defined
below:

7.1.3a “Start to Stop Time” as measured from the moment the car begins motion till the
time it stops for a single floor run.

7.1.3b  “Door Open Time" as measured from the fully closed-door position to a fully open
stopped position.

7.1.3c  “Door Close Time” as measured from the fully open-door position to a fully closed
stopped position. Door closing pressure shall not exceed 30 Ibs.

7.1.3d “Leveling Accuracy” as measured from car sill to landing sill at a fully stopped
position under all load conditions.

7.1.3e *“Rated Speed” as the same shall be that noted and shall not vary by more than
5% regardless of direction or load.

7.1.4  Service Provider shall maintain the Rated Speed in feet per minute, the original perfarmance
time, including acceleration and retardation as designed and installed by the manufaciurer and perform the
necessary adjustments as required to maintain the original Door Open Time and Door Close Time, within limits
of applicable codes, or to adjust and maintain revised Door Gpen Time and/or door close Tire upon direction
of Purchaser.

7.1.5  Service Provider shall maintain smooth ride quality, smooth acceleration and deceleration
and comfortable stop.

7.1.6. Service Provider shall maintain positive and quiet door operation with rapid and smooth
checking at limits of travel. Service Provider shall annually, check the group dispatching systems and make
necessary tests to insure that all circuits and time seftings are properly adjusted and that the system performs
as designed and installed by the manufacturer or to adjust and maintain revised settings upon direction of
Purchaser.

7.1.7  Service Provider shall examine periodically all safety devices and governors and conduct an
annual no-load test.

7.1.8  Service Provider shall calibrate load-weighing devices to Purchaser's selected settings, after
annual and, as applicable, five-year safety tests are conducted.

7.1.9  Service Provider shall renew all wire ropes as often as is necessary to maintain an adequate
factor of safety; equalize the tension on all hoist and compensation ropes, lubricate ropes appropriately and
when necessary remove all residue and accumulated deposits from the rope surface and shorten ropes and
chains as required to provide legal and reasonable bottom clearances.

7.1.10 Service Provider shall repair or replace conductor cables and hoistway and machine room
elevator wiring in such a way as to maintain the percentage of spare conductors present at the acceptance of
the location requirement. In no case shall the number of spare conductors be less than 5%.

7.1.11 Service Provider shall furnish lubricants compounded to the manufacturer's rigid
specifications.
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7.1.12 Service Provider shall make other safety tests recommended or directed by all applicable
governmental authorities in force at the time of the acceptance of the Agreement. Service Provider shall not
be required to install new attachments on the elevators recommended or directed by insurance companies,
or by governmental authorities, nor to make replacements with parts of a different design recommended or
directed by insurance companies, or by governmental authorities.

7.1.13 Service Provider shall coordinate all testing requiring an independent witness or inspector
with the Purchaser’s appointed representative,

7.1.14  Service Provider shall not be required to make renewals or repairs necessitated by reason
of Purchaser’s negligence or Purchaser’s misuse of the Equipment or by reason of any other cause beyond
Service Provider’s reasonable control except ordinary wear and tear.

7.1.15 Service Provider shall also maintain, and if conditions warrant, repair or replace the following
auxiliary equipment:

7.1.15a All handicap devices;
7.1.15b All elevator related earthquake devices if applicable

7.1.16 Service Provider shall have no responsibility for the following items of Equipment, which are
not included:

7.1.16a the finishing, repairing, or replacement of cab enclosure, hoistway door panels,
door frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, light bulbs and tubes, main line power switches,
breaker, feeders to controller, alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire service reports,
air conditioners and all other items as set forth and excluded in this Agreement. Elevator signal light bulbs
will be replaced during regular service calls,

7.2 HYDRAULIC ELEVATORS:

Service Provider agrees to and shall maintain the hydraulic elevator equipment described on any fully executed
Location Agreements under the same terms and conditions described under 7.1 entitled “Traction Elevators,”
as the same are applicable to hydraulic elevators, with the following additions:

7.2.1  Service Provider shall have no responsibility for the following items of Equipment in addition
to those listed in provision 7.1.16a above: the finishing, repairing, or replacement of cab enclosure, hoistway
door panels, door frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, light bulbs and tubes, main line
power switches, breaker, feeders to contreller, hydraulic elevator jack, hydraulic elevator outer casing, any
type of underground piping or other material, alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire
service reports, air conditioners and all other items as set forth and excluded in this agreement. Elevator
signal light bulbs will be replaced during regular service calls.

7.2.2  Filters, mufflers and muffler components are included.

7.2.3  Service Provider shall periodically examine all safety devices and conduct pressure tests
and other tests required by ANSI Al 7.1 or other applicable codes.

7.2.4 Service Provider shall periodically conduct an inspection of hydraulic fluid to detect
contaminants and assure proper viscosity, make necessary corrections and replace fluid as required and
furnish hydraulic fluid compounded to the manufacturer’s rigid specifications.

7.2.5 Service Provider shall clean excessive fluid leakage from pump pans, cylinder heads,
machine room and pit floors.

7.3 ESCALATORS:
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Service Provider agrees to and shail maintain the escalator equipment described on any Location Agreements
under the same terms and conditions described under 7.1 entitled “Traction Elevators,” as the same are
applicable to escalators, with the following additions:

7.3.1.  Controller, all relays, contacts, coils, resistance for operating and motor circuits, operating
transformers and operating rectifier;

7.3.2  Handrail, handrail drive chains, handrail brush guards, handrail guide rollers, alignment
devices, steps, step tread, step wheels, step chains, step axle bushings, comb plates, floor plates and tracks;

7.3.3  Upper drive, upper drive bearings, tension sprocket bearings, upper newel bearings, lower
newel beanngs;

7.3.4 Al balustrade fastenings, deck and trim fastenings (screws, clips, etc.);

7.3.5 Skirt panels and panel finishes;

7.3.6  Escalator under-step lighting and balustrade panel and skirt fighting;

7.3.7  Upper and lower pit equipment spaces, pit lights, trusses and inclined truss pans.

7.3.8  Service Provider shall examine periodically (at intervals not longer than six months) all
normal operating devices and equipment in accordance with ANSI A17.1, Section 1007 and conduct annual
inspections and tests of alt safety devices, brakes, step up thrust devices and governors in accordance with
ANSI A17.1, Section 1008. If required, the governor will be calibrated and sealed for proper tripping speed.

7.3.9  Service Provider shall have no responsibility for the balustrade finishes, deck and trim
finishes, wedge guards and exterior truss enclosures.

8. PARTS INVENTORY

Service Provider maintains a comprehensive parts inventory to support its field operations. Replacement parts
are stored throughout North America in Service Provider's facilities and are normally available as necessary.
Most specialized parts are available within 24 hours, seven days a week. All replacement parts used in
Purchaser’s vertical transportation equipment will be new or refurbished to meet the quality standards of
Service Provider,

9. TESTING

Service Provider will, at its discretion and expense, perform governor and safety tests on traction elevators or
annual relief pressure tests on hydraulic elevators per local and State codes. Service Provider assumes no
responsibility for the operations of the governor or safety on traction elevators, or the hydrauiic system on
hydraulic elevators, under the terms of this Agreement until all applicable and governmentally-mandated tests
have been made. Should the systems not meet applicable safety code requirements, it shall be the
responsibility of the Purchaser, at its sole cost, to make necessary repairs and to place the equipment in a
condition, which will be acceptable for coverage under the terms of this Agreement. Service Provider shall
not be liable for damage to the building structure or the elevator resuiting from any testing of any type or kind
at any time.

10. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS:

The rights and duties arising under this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State in which the
Property is located. In performing the Services required under this Agreement, Service Provider shall comply
with all applicable federal, state, county, and municipal statutes, ordinances and regulations. In the event
that any portion of this Agreement is determined to be against public policy or statute, then all other provisions
shall remain in full force and effect.

11. TERM:
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A. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Contract i1s effective on October 1st, 2021.

B. EXPIRATION DATE AND EXTENSICN. This Contract expires August 28, 2024, unless it is
cancelled sooner pursuant to Article 24. This Contract may be extended up to one additional
one-year period upon request of Sourcewell and with written agreement by Vendor.

C. SURVIVAL OF TERMS. Articles 11 through 16 of the Master Sourcewell Agreement, dated 8/26/2020,
survive the expiration or cancellation of this Contract,

12. AFTER HOURS WORK

All Services are to be provided during Service Provider’s regular working hours of its regular working days
unless otherwise specified below.

For specified locations marked as “Gold” within the Exhibit "A”, any overime work requested by the
Purchaser, Purchaser agrees to pay us overtime labor at our normal billing rates, including travel time, trave
expenses, and time spent on the property.

13. PRICING:

Pricing {Please See Exhibit A) The Price of Service Provider’s service as herein stated shall be specifically set
forth on any fully executed Location Agreement(s), payable as agreed upon between the Service Provider and
the Purchaser. Those prices are net of all taxes, duties and other levies. Those prices are valid for the term
of the agreement, commencing on the effective date of each respective Location(s) Agreement. Each such
period of one year (365 consecutive days) shall be called a “Fixed Price Pertod”. Since Service Provider's
costs to provide Purchaser with the Services may increase, the Service Provider shall review and adjust the
Monthly Paymant Amount for each Location Agreement(s) at the end of each twelve (12) month period. Eighty
percent {80%) of the Agreement price for each Location Agreement(s) shall be adjusted to reflect any increase
in labor costs based on the straight time rate of elevator mechanics in the local area where the Property is
located. The remaining twenty percent (20%) shall be adjusted to reflect any increase in material costs based
on the Producer Price Index for Metals and Metal Products as published by the United States Department of
Commerce, Bureau of Labor Statistics. However, in no event shall the total price escalations at the end of
each twelve (12) month period be no more than four percent (3% in any subsequent one (1) vear period.
Service Provider shall provide thirty (30) days advance written notice to Purchaser of all price adjustments
referenced in this paragraph.

Should equipment covered by any Location Agreement be modified by the Purchaser during the pendency of
any Location Agreement the parties wilt endeavor to reach a written agreement on a modified price for the
Services applicable to that equipment. Should those parties fail to reach a written agreement on a modified
price then that equipment will be removed from the applicable Location Agreement and the applicable
Purchaser shall remain financially responsible to the Service Provider for the Service Provider’'s lost profits
associated with the Services criginally designated for that piece of equipment at the original, agreed-to price
for the remaining term of the applicable Location Agreement. The price is subject to increase in the event the
existing equipment is modified from its present state. A service charge of 1 %% per month, or the highest
legal rate, whichever is less, shall apply to delinguent accounts, Time is of the essence.

14. INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

At its sole expense, Service Provider shall carry and maintain throughout the term of any fully executed
Location Agreement the insurance described below. The all risk and liabilities policies must each contain a
provision by which the insurer agrees that such policy shall not be canceled except after thirty (30) days written
notice to Purchaser.
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Before the commencement of the Services, Service Provider shall submit to Purchaser a Certificate of
Insurance showing that all insurance requirements have been met. If any policy expires during the term of
any fully executed Location Agreement(s), it shall automatically be renewed and a new Certificate of Insurance
shall be sent immediately to Purchaser.

This shall be on an occurrence basis with a combined single limit of $2,000,000. It shall include all automobiles
owned, leased, hired or non-owned.

15. PURCHASER RESPONSIBLITIES:

Product Information. Purchaser agrees to provide Service Provider with current wiring diagrams that reflect
all changes, parts catalogs, and maintenance instructions for the equipment covered by this agreement.
Purchaser agrees to authorize Service Provider to produce single copies of any programmable device(s) used
in the equipment for the purpose of archival back up of the software embodied therein. These items will
remain Purchaser’s property.

Safety. Purchaser agrees to instruct or warn passengers in the proper use of the equipment and to keep the
equipment under continued surveillance by competent personnel to detect irregularities between elevator
examinations. Purchaser agrees to report immediately any condition that may indicate the need for correction
before the next regular examination. Purchaser agrees to shut down the equipment immediately upon
manifestation of any irregularities in operation or appearance of the equipment, notifying Service Provider at
the address and phone number listed on any fully executed Location{s) Agreement at once, and written notice
within ten (10) days after any occurrence or accident in or about the elevator. Purchaser agrees to provide
Service Provider’s personnel a safe place in which to work.  Service Provider reserves the right to discontinue
work in the building whenever, in Service Provider’s sole opinion, Service Provider’s personnel do not have a
safe pface in which to work. Purchaser agrees to provide a suitable machine room including secured doors,
waterproofing, lighting, ventilation and heat to maintain the room at a temperature of 50°F minimum to 90°F
maximum. Purchaser also agrees to maintain the elevator pit in a dry condition at all times. Should water or
other liquids become present, Purchaser will contract with others for removal and the proper handling of such
liquids.

Other. Purchaser agrees not to permit others to make alterations, additions, adjustment, or repairs or replace
any component or part of equipment during the term of any fully executed Location{s) Agreement. Purchaser
agrees to accept Service Provider's judgment as to the means and methods to be employed for any corrective
work under this agreement. In the event of the sale, lease or other transfer of the elevator(s) or equipment
described in any fully executed Location(s) Agreement, or the premises in which they are located, Purchaser
agrees to see that such successor is made aware of that Location(s) Agreement and assumes and agrees to
be bound by the terms of those documents for the balance of the Location(s) Agreement, and subject to
termination herein provided, or otherwise be liable for the full unpaid balance due for the full unexpired term
of the Location(s) Agreement.
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ftemns Not Covered. Service Provider does not cover cosmetic, construction, or ancillary components of the
elevator system, including the finishing, repairing or replacement of the cab enclosure, ceiling frames, panels,
and/or fixtures, hoistway door panels, door frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, ceiling
light bulbs and tubes, main line power switches, breaker(s}, feeders to controller, hydraulic elevator jack outer
casing, buried piping, alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire service reports,
intercommunication devices, security systems not installed by Service Provider, batteries for emergency
lighting and lowering, air conditioners, heaters, ventilation fans and all other items as set forth and excluded
in this Agreement.

16. EXCLUSIVITY

This Agreement is an exclusive frame agreement, which means that the Purchaser only undertakes to buy the
Services, or parts thereof, from the Service Provider from the date that this Agreement is fully executed.

17. EXCUSABLE DELAYS

The Service Provider shall not be liable for delay in performing or for failure to perform its obligations under
this Agreement or any location requirement if such delay or failure results from any of the following causes:
(i} Acts of God, (ii) the act of any government or autharity (including the denial or cancellation of any export
license or other necessary license), (iii) the outbreak of wars, terrorism, insurrections, (v} fire, explosion, flood
(v} and strike, lock-out or other industnal action which is beyond the Service Provider's control or {vi) any other
cause of any nature which is beyond the applicable Service Provider's control.

18. TERMINATION AND REMEDIES

18.1  The Service Provider has the right (but not the obligation) to terminate this Agreement or any location
Agreement with 30 day’s prior written notice in case of the Purchaser’s failure to comply with any terms of
this Agreements or any Location Agreement. Termination of a Location(s) Agreement shall not have effect on
other existing Locations assoctated with this Agreement, which shall be completed in accordance with these
terms and conditions. If such failure is remedied within the said 30 days period, this right to terminate shall
expire.

18.2  The provisions of this Agreement, and the right and remedies of a party in the event of the other
party's breach under this Agreement (including the breach of any warranty) are cumulative and are without
prejudice to all other rights and remedies available to it and may have at law or otherwise; no exercise by a
party of any one right or remedy under this Agreement, or at law or otherwise, shall operate so as to hinder
or prevent the exercise of any other such right or remedy. However, in no event shall one party to this
Agreement be liable to the other party for any indirect or consequential loss or damage, including but not
limited to loss of profit, loss of production, loss of interest or otherwise, which may be suffered by the other
party in connection with the entering into or operation of this Agreement.

19, ASSIGNMENT

Purchaser may not assign, transfer, novate, sub-contract or otherwise dispose of any of its rights and
obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the Service Provider. Notwithstanding
the above, Service Provider may without the consent of the Purchaser; use subcontractors for the performance
of any Services purchased by the Purchaser under this Agreement or a local agreement. The use of
subcontractors to pravide Services shall in no way relieve the Service Provider of its responsibilities and
obligations towards the Purchaser under this Agreement or a local agreement.

20. HEALTH & SAFETY, ENVIRONMENTAL AND QUALITY

The Service Provider and the Purchaser shall work towards the prevention of accidents aiming for zero
accidents and the creation of a safer work environment.
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21. ETHICAL COMMITMENT

The Service Provider has an extensive corporate compliance program and its employees are expected to
maintain the highest level of ethical and legal conduct at all times during the term of the Agreement and
expects the Purchaser to act in a like manner. Should the Purchaser suspect that the Service Provider or its
employees have engaged in any illegal or unethical conduct, such suspicions must be reported through the
Service Provider’s toll-free compliance hotline at 1-866-572-17308.

22. MISCELLANEOUS
22.1  The headings in this Agreement shall not affect its interpretation.

22.2  Throughout this Agreement, whenever required by context, the use of the singular number shall be
construed to include the plural, and the use of the singuiar number shall be construed to include the plural,
and the use of the plural the singular, and the use of any gender shall include all genders.

22.3  Should any term or provision in this Agreement shall be held to be illegal or unenforceable, in whole
or in part, under any enactment or rule of law, such term or provision or part shall to that extent be deemed
not to form part of this Agreement but the validity and enforceability of the remainder of this Agreement shall
not be affected.

22.4  The waiver or forbearance or failure of a party in insisting in any one or more instances upen the
performance of any provision of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment of that
party’s right to future performance of such provision and the other party’s obligations in respect of such future
performance shall continue in full force and effect.

22.5  Inthe event a third party is retained to enforce, construe or defend any of the terms and conditions
of this Agreement or to collect any monies due thereunder, either with or without litigation, the prevailing party
shall be entitled to recover all costs and reasonable attorney's fees.

22.6  Purchaser hereby waives trial by jury and agrees that this Agreement and any applicable Location(s)
Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the state where the equipment
described on the applicable Location(s) Agreement is located. Purchaser further agrees to jurisdiction of the
courts, both state and Federal, of the state in which the equipment set forth on the applicable Location{s)
Agreement is located as to all matters and disputes arising out of this that Location{s) Agreement.

22.7 The liahility of the Service Provider under this Agreement shall not exceed the value of the Services
remaining on the then current and unexpired term of the applicable Locatien(s) Agreement.

22.8 This Agreement supersedes all prior oral or written agreement between the Service Provider and the
Purchaser and constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the services and work
performed hereaunder.

23 NOTICES:

Every notice or other communication to be given by either party to the other with respect to this Agreement(s),
shall be given by personal delivery, by facsimile or by United States registered or certified mail postage
prepaid, return receipt requested, addressed as hereinafter provided. Except as otherwise specified herein,
the time period in which a response to any notice or other communication must be made, if any, shall
commence to run on the earliest to occur of (a) if by personal delivery, the date of receipt, or attempted
delivery, if such communication is refused; (b) if given by telecopy, the date on which such telecopy is
transmitted and confirmation of delivery, or attempted delivery, thereof is received; and (¢) if sent by mail (as
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aforesaid), the date of receipt or delivery is refused. Until further notice, notices and other communications
under this Agreement shall be addressed 1o the parties at:

Contractor shall provide the City Certificates of Insurance that show the
corresponding City Contract Number in the Description, if known, Additional Insureds as provided
above, and waivers of subrogation. The certificates of insurance shall be mailed to the City of Jacksonville
(Attention: Chief of Risk Management), 117 W. Duval Street, Suite 335, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current
certificate of authority pursuant to Chapter 624, Florida Statutes, or a company that is declared as an
approved Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter 626, Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall be written by
an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A- VII or better.





L Notice. The Contractor shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City thirty
(30) days’ prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or cancellation,
including through expiration or non-renewal. If such endorsement is not provided, the Contractor, as
applicable, shall provide a thirty (30) days’ written notice of any change in the above coverages or limits,
or of coverages’ being suspended, voided, or cancelled, including through expiration or non-renewal.

L. Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Contractor under this
Contract shall survive and not be terminated, reduced, or otherwise limited by any expiration or
termination of insurance coverage.

C. WORKMANSHIP and STANDARDS

1. All work is done to high quality marine construction standards. All welding will be in accordance with
welding procedures approved by the American Bureau of Shipping, Rules for Building, and Classing Aluminum
Vessels. The hull construction shall be welded, all welds continuous inside and outside all seams. No rivets. All
weld spatter, soot, and construction scars will be removed or faired. All sharp edges and comers are dressed to
prevent hazards to personnel and equipment. The vessel will be constructed of 5083 series marine grade
aluminum plate and 6000 series aluminum extrusions. No 6000 series aluminum shall not be used below deck
as stiffeners against the hull skin to prevent corrosion.

2. All fastenings to/through the hull shall be aluminum or 316 series stainless steel. If stainless steel, they shall
be isolated from aluminum. The utmost care must be taken to ensure that any chance of corrosion is eliminated.
Each manufacturer is responsible to explain how they isolate stainless steel from aluminum.

HI. CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS
A. GENERAL

1. The bidder shall provide engineering services, for such time as may be necessary for the technical
supervision of the assembly, testing and certification of the vessel. All costs for 6 members of JFRD for
inspection included.

2. All costs for 6 members of JFRD for inspection, including Design/Plans review, Midpoint and final
Inspection shall be at Bidders expense. The vessel shall be constructed in accordance with and comply with all

applicable United States Coast Guard Rules and Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations 46, American
Bureau and Yachting Council and American Bureau of Shipping.

3. All equipment shall be arranged so that it cannot be damaged by bilge water or within 12" of the bilge,
connections shall be contained in NEMA boxes as required by applicable standards.

4. All parts of the vessel shall be constructed of materials appropriate for the environment in which the vessel
will operate. Vessel will operate in a saltwater water environment.

4. The vessel shall be designed so that the various systems and parts are readily accessible for inspection,
adjustment, maintenance, lubrication, and repair. Placement of equipment whenever possible shall allow for its
removal from the vessel without having to disturb permanently installed structural members, or equipment shall
be situated to allow for in-place overhaul and repair.

5. Access and lightening holes shall be arranged clear of concentrated loads or areas of high stress.

6. Vessel shall have a field of vision from the helm suitable for safe navigation in all operating conditions and
meet ABYC requirements.

8. Port and starboard lights shall be provided and shall be controlled by a switch panel.

9. Vessel shall be equipped with a wheelhouse and large aft deck. The cabin shall be enclosed and engineered
for a three - person crew plus EMS providers/patients. Cabin shall have roof access by an exterior ladder with
sufficient step size and grab rail.

10. All windows, construction openings, piping and doors to cabin shall be weather tight.

11. Vessel design shall maximize storage in all areas, including inside the gunnels, and in the cabin.
B. DRAFT REQUIREMENTS and HULL CONFIGURATION

1. The fireboat draft will not exceed 22 inches in depth.

2. The hull design will be a deep “V’ bottom with 22-degree deadrise aft and meets ISO 12217 stability
requirements. Vessel stability must be met without using added stability such as a foam collar. A *“D” shaped
rub rail shail be on the outside of the gunnel at deck level. The vessel shall have full length tangent chines to
give a soft ride in rough water. Hull design shall be such as to reduce roll-out in high-speed turns to the
maximum extent practical.

3. The vessel must be extremely stable so that heavy loading on one side will not produce a large list.
4. While underway, the hull must be able to move spray and waves outboard giving a “dry’ ride.

5. During initial takeoff acceleration, the ride should be flat and not upward, with a trim angle not to exceed 6
degrees. Design shall include Plane assist system/program (example Zip Wake). This should reduce wet
surfaces and give high top speeds and efficient cruising capabilities without putting excessive loads on engines.
Appropriate push knees with D rubber fendering will be incorporated into the bow design and not adversely
impact visibility or appreciably affect performance.

7. Bow shall have push knees.
9. Boat Shall maintain full buoyancy while in reverse.
C. PILOTHOUSE

1. The pilothouse will be fully enclosed and fitted out with 2 fixed windows aft and 4 sliding windows on the
cabin sides, fixed 2 windows forward. The Cabin shall include Sliding doors both port and starboard with a
Hinged door leading to the aft rear deck. Five fixed spotter windows, one each port, starboard and 3 front on
cabin roof. All windows shall be constructed of safety glass. The pilothouse will be outfitted with a control
console forward and to the starboard side. All vessel controls, gauges, breakers, electronics, etc. are installed in
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the control console within immediate reach of the helmsman. The cabin has good overhead clearance of 6’10
minimum in the pilothouse. The configuration of the pilothouse should be configured with forward sliding
windows to give the best visibility and ventilation as possible. The cabin shall have shock mitigating rubber
flooring. The flooring shall be removable and of a type that’s easily maintained.

2. Cabin windows shall provide 360-degree unobstructed visibility from the helm with the cabin door open or
closed. Windows shall be tinted safety glass with 98% UV blocking. All windows and aft cabin door shall be
weather tight, waterproof, and locking. Rear, Port and Starboard cabin doors shall have an integral stainless
lockset, be fully insulated, and be fitted with dogs for vessel security. The front windshield shall not be tinted
and shall include a heating element for quick defrost.

3. The cabin windshield shall be slanted forward bottom to top to reduce glare and better visibility. Roof
spotter windows shall be mounted in the cabin roof for upper visibility as per the bidder’s design. All windows
shall be anodized aluminum frame of high quality.

4. The cabin shall be constructed, and sound insulated to provide a maximum internal cabin (dB) decibel rating
of 85 db. with the door and windows closed when operating at rated engine capacity in any weather condition.
Adequate acoustic insulation of hull, cabin, pump space, and engine space to provide this maximum level of
noise exposure is the responsibility of the Bidder.

5. The front windshields shall have windshield wipers with intermittent operations, and a freshwater reservoir.

6. The front windshield shall have a system in place to defrost the front windshield in all weather conditions.
Type to be determined by JFRD.

7. There shall be hinged radar mast installed on the aft part of the cabin roof. The mast must be easily hinged
and handled by one person in all weather conditions. The mast must be supported and locked down when
inverted. Bidders to provide drawings. The following items must be able to be mounted on the mast or arch:
radar scanner, other navigational lights, and flag halyard.

8. Floodlights will be such to fully light up a scene for 360 degrees, and light up the work deck.

9. The pilothouse will include a designated space for a work bench and storage under it.

10. Cabin shall have rubber stress matting throughout, to reduce crew stress. Matting must be removable and
washable.

11. Vessel shall have a fully insulated interior. All cladding shall meet USCG fire rating requirements. Cladding
shall be easily cleaned and maintained. The bidder shall supply sample and descriptive literature to detail the
cladding they propose. Paneling should be easily removable and cleanable for craft maintenance.

12. Exposed interior aluminum shall be painted with light Grey Zolatone paint. The cabin shall have a white
exterior and the Hull shall be non-painted finish (to be determined by JFRD) with appropriate epoxy primers.
The hull bottom will be an international system with epoxy primers and antifoul as per the paint manufacturer’s
specifications.

13. Helm seats shall have a minimum of 20 inches in width. Three suspension type seats with fore and aft
slides shall be provided. Armrest shall be operable. Mounting shall provide for area below seat to be used for
storage.

14. Cabin shall provide at a minimum the following items: a hinged chart table between the 2 starboard seats.

21. Plate section shall be mounted above seating/bench area for SCBAs (to be mounted by JFRD).
22. The cabin shall have seat bench storage starboard side with 4x6 foot storage bin aft end of seat.
23. The roof shall have handrail.

24. Vessel shall have FX-16 anchor, chain, Rhode, mount, alum anodes. Additionally, the cabin shall have 3
cupholders, pike pole mounts.

25. Seating to include footrests location determined by JFRD.

26. Cabin to include 4 Cabin fans supplied and installed by Bidder.

D. ELECTRONICS and NAVIGATION EQUIPMENT

The following marine electronic equipment shall be provided by the Bidder and installed by the boat builder:

e FLIR Infrared System to be installed with camera installed on Tower (Type and Location to be
determined by JFRD).

* Richie Compass shall be installed on dash (Type determined by JFRD).

¢ Bidder shall arrange and install emergency lights on the cabin roof with bracket.
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e Light package shall be a high-powered LED package type to be determined JFRD.

E. WORK DECK and EQUIPMENT

Deck area will be self-bailing and coated with a non-skid safety surface. The deck will have a large work area to
facilitate dive operations, fire operations, rescue operations, and medical operations.

There must be an aft deck/work area behind the house at foredeck level. The boat shall have a Fire Pump with a
1500 GPM rating.

1. A large tow post will be located on the stern for towing and will be attached to a structural member of the
vessel.

2. Aluminum railings, minimum I-1/2” will be used on the vessel for safety. The railing will extend around the
forward half of the foredeck to the bow ramp on top of the gunnel. There shall be safety railing mounted on the
cabin roof sides.

3. Stokes Basket mount to be included location to be determined by JFRD.

4, The dive doors shall be located on both port and Starboard sides to the rear of the Pilothouse and shall be
30” in width. The cut out shall be as low as possible. It will be used for boarding and retrieving people from the

water.

5. The roof shall be accessed by ladder(s). A ladder utilizing bent %2” aluminum pipe welded to cabin to allow
cabin top access. Location(s) to be determined by JFRD. This ladder shall be of size to be utilized safely in all-

weather conditions.
6. Courtesy lighting shall be provided for safety on both fore and aft decks.
7. Bow/Stem storage shall be provided location to be determined by JFRD.

8. The forward, aft deck and the cabin decks shall be the same height. Decks and hatches shall be quick
draining, so hatches do not hold water.

9. The pump/engine hatch shall be weather-tight, drainage shall be provided to reduce collection of standing
water. Hatches shall be provided with robust 316 Aluminum hinges to prevent movement during rough
conditions.

10. Large Storage Box shall be provided on deck. (Location TBD by JFRD)

11. Four (4) Helmets, Four (4) Throw bags, Four (4) dock lines, Four (4) Large bumpers shall be provided with
the Vessel.

12. Davit to be installed in Stem Area. (location to be determined by JFRD)
13. Vessel shall include storage area for Davit.
F. ELECTRICAL

1. Wiring shall be installed as per ABYC and United States Coast Guard Rules and Regulations as a minimum.
The Bidder shall provide an electrical schematic in the manual package.

2. The schematic shall be a one-line diagram, follow the electrical runs as installed in the vessel, and match the
labeling of the wiring runs. This shall not be a generic drawing, but an exact diagram of the purchased vessel.

3. Wiring shall be loomed, and all hull contact points shall have grommets, all wiring runs shall be properly
supported with no chafe points.
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4. Wiring runs shall be concealed behind cabin walls, cladding, or decorative cable trays, etc. Exposed wiring
will not be accepted. Wiring shall be isolated from the hull to prevent electrolysis.

5. Wiring runs shall have easy access through removable panels and cable trays. Bidders shall provide details
of their standard wiring installation practice with their bids.

6. Navigation lighting will be provided by USCG regulations for vessels of this size and service and marine
grade. Approved lights will be arranged to display the correct light signals for free running and anchoring.

7. Electrical breaker panels shall be DC panels with sufficient and properly sized breakers for electrical and
electronic gear. Breaker panels shall provide four additional breakers as spares for future additions to the vessel.
All breaker panels shall be Blue Sea backlit panels and have indicating lights for each breaker. A second panel
shall be readily accessible to the helm and control the following items {other panels may be acceptable, but
bidder will need prior approval before bidding alternate panels):

8. All lighting is to be LED to reduce the amp draw and to reduce maintenance cost.
9. All DC power shall be controlled by a single master breaker.

10. Batteries shall be stored in secure waterproof, properly vented, corrosion resistant battery boxes. Battery
box shall be fully accessible.

19. Vessel will be supplied with a marine gasoline powered generator of SKW or larger to power the AC
system. The generator and its cooling and exhaust systems shall be mounted aft deck and shall be fully
accessible. It shall have its own panel in the cabin with remote starting.
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20. The generator raw water pick up must be in a location to allow it to be used while underway so it shall
never lose prime.

21. Generator type shall be determined by JFRD and must be of a type which is easily serviceable locally in
Jacksonville Florida

G. FENDERING and MOORING

1. A heavy duty 3” ‘D’ shaped rubber shall be fitted around the bow and sides of the vessel.

2. 6 Large cleats to be located (3 each side) port and starboard side and will be welded to the top of the
gunwale.

3. A heavy welded aluminum bow eye will be affixed to the stem for trailering,

4. A heavy-duty push knee fender system shall be fitted to the bow. The push knee shall be fitted with D-rubber
fendering.

5. A 2tiered 1 '4” aluminum removable engine guard with rope guides for towing shall be installed around the
propulsion engines.

H. PAINT, MARKINGS, and PREPARATION

1. The paint system must be epoxy or polyurethane and must provide corrosion resistance from stray electrical
current. Painted areas shall be sandblasted and prepared in accordance with the paint manufacturer’s
specifications. Topcoats shall be free of runs and have a high gloss finish. Final paint dry film thickness shall be
provided in accordance with the paint manufacturer’s instructions. Unpainted Aluminum (finish to be
determined by JFRD) with the required bottom coating and sealing.

2. The interior exposed aluminum surfaces shall be painted with light grey Zolatone, the exterior of the cabin
shall be painted white with appropriate epoxy primers and the bottom shall be antifouled.

3. The underwater portion of the hull will be coated with an epoxy bond coat and antifoul paint according to
International Coating recommendations. Two coats bottom paint over three coats underwater primer.

4. Vessel to include JFRD Red lettering “Jacksonville Fire Rescue” and Red/Gold stripe installed by Bidder.
JERD to include Medallion to be installed by JFRD. JFRD will determine all colors of lettering and stripes.

IV. FIRE MAIN SYSTEM and DISCHARGE OUTLETS
A. FIREFIGHTING CAPABILITY

1. The fireboat will be able to pump at a minimum of 1500 gallons per minute at appropriate nozzle pressures.
Higher gpm is desired. Water will be delivered to a minimum of three locations on the boat.

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B. HYDRANT OUTLETS

The fireboat will be able to deliver water to a shore side dock or vehicle supply. The shore side supply will be
provided through a 5" Storz coupling with cap.

C. FIREFIGHTING PUMP SYSTEM

1. A single, dedicated gasoline marine engine shall be used to power a fixed firefighting system. Fuel shall be
supplied by 1 fuel tank. The marine engine's horsepower must be able to drive a fire pump to deliver a
minimum of 1500 GPM.

2. All components shall have design pressure ratings greater than the maximum pump discharge pressure.

3. The suction arrangement for the pump shall include a sea chest with a screened inlet, a valved outlet, and
cleanout access from the working deck.

WHEREAS, the City of Charlotte, on behalf of itself and all states, local governments, school
districts, and higher education institutions in the United States of America, and other government
agencies and nonprofit organizations (herein “Participating Public Agencies™), competitively
solicited and awarded the Contract to the Company. The City has designated U.S. Communities
as the administrative and marketing conduit for the distribution of the Contract to Participating
Public Agencies.

The City is acting as the “Contracting Agent” for the Participating Public Agencies, and shall not
be liable or responsible for any costs, damages, liability or other obligations incurred by the
Participating Pubiic Agencies.

4.1 The Company shall provide the Products and Services in accordance with the terms
and conditions set forth in this Contract and the attached Exhibits when ordered from
time to time by the City. Except as set forth in Exhibit A, the prices set forth in
Exhibit A constitute all charges payable by the City for the Products and Services,
and all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, facilities, storage, information
technology, permits, and licenses necessary for the Company to provide the Products
and Services. The Company shall perform any Services for the City on site at the
City’s facilities in Charlotte, North Carolina, except as otherwise stated in this
Contract or agreed in writing by the City.

4.2 Placement of Orders: All orders will be placed by personnel designated by the City
on an as needed basis for the quantity required at the time during the term of the
Contract.

OPTIONAL PRODUCTS AND SERVICES. The City may in its discretion purchase from
the Company optional Products and Services beyond what is called for in the Specifications,
provided that such purchase does not create unfaimess so as to defeat the purpose of the
Proposal statutes, and provided the City is authorized by law to make such purchases without
a formal Proposal process.

DOCUMENTATION. The Company will provide for all Products purchased under this
Contract written or electronic documentation that is complete and accurate, and sufficient to
enable City employees with ordinary skills and experience to utilize such Products for the
purpose for which the City is acquiring them,

COMPENSATION. The City shall pay the Company for the Products and Services
delivered in compliance with the specifications at the prices set forth in Exhibit A. This
amount constitutes the maximum fees and charges payable to the company in the aggregate
under this contract and will not be increased except by a written amendment duly executed by
both parties in compliance with the price adjustment provisions set forth in Exhibit A. The
Company shall not be entitled to charge the City any prices, fees or other amounts that are not
listed in Exhibit A.

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS.

8.1 The price(s) stated in this Contract shall not increase for the entire five-year term of
the Contract. The prices shall also not increase during the two (2), two-year renewal
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option terms unless the City approves a price adjustment in writing in accordance
with the following terms:

Price increases shall only be allowed when justified in the City’s sole
discretion based on legitimate, bona fide increases in the cost of materials
and in the cost of labor for Installation Services as set forth in Section 8.1.3
of this Contract. No adjustment shall be made to compensate the Company
for inefficiency in operation, increase in labor costs associated with the
manufacture of the Products, or for additional profit.

To obtain approval for a price increase, the Company shall submit a written
request to the Procurement Management Division representative, at the
address listed below, together with written documentation sufficient to
demonstrate that the increase is necessary based on a legitimate increase in
the cost of materials and Installation Services.

Except as provided below, no proposed price increase shall be valid unless
accepted by the City in writing. The City may approve such price increase
for the remaining term of the Contract or for a shorter specified period, in the
City’s sole discretion. If the City rejects such price increase, the Company
shall continue performance of the Contract. Price adjustments, including
increases and decreases, shall be made for Installation Services in accordance
with the percentage change in the U.S. Department of Labor Producer Price
Index (PPI), Industry Group Construction — Item Code 2381-Foundation,
Structure, and Building Exterior Contractors if such percentage exceeds two
percent (2%). The percentage difference between the PPI issued for October,
2017, and the PPI issued for each October of the year of requested
adjustment will determine the maximum allowable adjustment of the original
Contract prices for Installation Services.

If the City approves a price increase pursuant to this Section and the market
factors justifying the increase shift so that the increase is no longer justified,
the City shall have the right to terminate the price increase and revert back to
the prices that were in effect immediately prior to the increase. The
Company shall notify the City in writing if the market factors on which the
City granted the increase change such that the City’s reasons for granting the
increase longer apply.

If the Company's unit prices for any Products and/or Services should decrease, the
Company shall provide the affected Products and/or Services at the lower
discounted price. The Company will provide the City with prompt written notice of
all decreases in unit prices.

If a Product becomes unavailable, or if a new Product becomes available, the
Company promptly will send the City a proposed revised version of Exhibit A.
The City reserves the right to add or delete items to this Contract if particular items
should become discontinued or an upgraded item becomes available to the industry
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market. Any new or replacement items added may be subject to Proposal statute
requirements. At no additional cost to the City, the Company may substitute any
Product or Service to be provided by the Company, if the substitute meets or
exceeds the Specifications, is compatible with the City’s operating environment
and is of equivalent or better quality to the City. Any substitution will be reflected
in a written signed change order.

BILLING. Each invoice sent by the Company shall include all reports, information and
data required by this Contract (including the Exhibits) necessary to entitle the Company to
the requested payment. The Company shall send one (1} copy only of each invoice using
one of the following options:

The City is not tax exempt from sales tax. The Company shall include all applicable State
and County sales taxes on the invoice and not combined with the cost of the goods.

Payment of invoices shall be due within thirty (30) days after the City has received all of
the following: (a) an accurate, properly submitted invoice, (b} all reports due for the month
covered by the invoice; and (c) any other information reasonably requested by the City to
verify the charges contained in the invoice. Invoices must include state and local sales tax.

CONTRACT MONITORING. The City shall have the right to audit the Company’s
compliance with the terms and conditions of the Contract at such times as the City deems
appropriate. Unless the City elects to terminate the Contract, the Company shall develop a
written action plan to correct any Contract deficiency identified during these compliance
audits, and shall submit such plan to the City within thirty (30) days of notification of non-
compliance.

REPORTING. The Company shall provide such written reports of purchasing and
expenditures as may be requested by the City from time to time, including without
limitation any reports described in the Specifications.

AUDIT. During the term of the Contract and for a period of three (3) years after
termination or expiration of this Contract for any reason, the City shall have the right to
audit, either itself or through a third party, all books and records (including but not limited
to the technical records) and facilities of the Company necessary to evaluate Company’s
compliance with the terms and conditions of the Contract or the City’s payment
obligations. The City shall pay its own expenses, relating to such audits, but shall not have
to pay any expenses or additional costs of the Company. However, if non-compliance is
found that would have cost the City in excess of $5,000 but for the audit, then the Company
shall be required to reimburse the City for the cost of the audit.

GENERAL WARRANTIES. Company represents and warrants that:

13.1 Itis a corporation duly incorporated, validly existing and in good standing under the
laws of the state of Washington, and is qualified to do business in North Carolina;
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13.2 It has all the requisite corporate power and authority to execute, deliver and perform
its obligations under this Contract;

13.3 The execution, delivery, and performance of this Contract have been duly authorized
by Company;

14.4 The Company and each of its subcontractors have complied and shall comply in all
material respects with all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations and
guidelines relating to the performance of this Contract or to the Products and Services
delivered hereunder, including but not limited to E-Verify, and shall obtain all
applicable verifications, permits, and licenses.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS. All Products and Services delivered under this Contract
shall be in compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations and
ordinances. In performing the Contract, the Company shall obtain and maintain all licenses
and permits, and comply with all federal, state and local laws, regulations and ordinances.

DELIVERY TIME. When delivery time is requested in the RFP, (whether in the form of
a specific delivery date or maximum number of days for delivery) time is of the essence.

DESIGN AND/OR MANUFACTURER REQUIREMENT. All Products and Services
shall meet the Specifications set forth in Section 4 of the RFP.

INSPECTION AT COMPANY’S SITE. The City reserves the right to inspect the
equipment, plant, store or other facilities of the Company during the Contract term from
time to time as the City deems necessary to confirm that such equipment, plant, store or
other facilities conform with the Specifications and are adequate and suitable for proper and
effective performance of the Contract.

ACCEPTANCE OF PRODUCTS/SERVICES. The Products delivered under this
Contract shall remain the property of the Company until the City physically inspects,
actually uses and accepts the Products. In the event Products provided to the City do not
comply with the Contract, the City shall be entitled to terminate the Contract upon written
notice to the Company and return such Products (and any related goods) to the Company at
the Company’s expense. In the event the Services provided under this Contract do not
comply with the Contract, the City reserves the right to cancel the Service and rescind any
related purchase of Products upon written notice to the Company. The remedies stated in
this Section are in addition to and without limitation of any other remedies that the City
may have under the Contract, at law or in equity.

GUARANTEE. Unless otherwise specified by the City, the Company guarantees the
materials and workmanship on all Products and Services for the guarantee period
associated with a specific product or services, as specified in Company documentation and
quotation. [f, within the guarantee period any defects occur due to a faulty Product or
Services (including without limitation a failure to comply with the Specifications), the
Company at its expense, shall repair or adjust the condition, or replace the Product and/or
Services to the complete satisfaction of the City. These repairs, replacements or
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adjustments shall be made only at such time as will be designated by the City to ensure the
least impact to the operation of City business.

NO LIENS. All Products shall be delivered and shall remain free and clear of all liens and
encumbrances.

MANUFACTURER OR DEALER ADVERTISEMENT. No manufacturer or dealer
shall advertise on Products delivered to the City without prior approval by the City.

RIGHT TO COVER. If the Company fails to comply with any term or condition of the
Contract or the Company’s response to the RFP, the City may take any of the following
actions with or without terminating the Contract, and in addition to and without limiting
any other remedies it may have:

(A) Employ such means as it may deem advisable and appropriate to obtain the
applicable Products and/or Services (or reasonable substitutes) from a third party;

and

(B) Recover from the Company the difference between what the City paid for such
Products and/or Services on the open market and the price of such Products
and/or Services under the Contract or the Company’s response to the RFP.

RIGHT TO WITHHOLD PAYMENT. If Company breaches any provision of the
Contract the City shall have the right to withhold all payments related to the breach due to
the Company until such breach has been fully cured.

OTHER REMEDIES. Upon breach of the Contract, each party may seck all legal and
equitable remedies to which it is entitled. The remedies set forth herein shall be deemed
cumulative and not exclusive and may be exercised successively or concurrently, in
addition to any other available remedy.

28.1 TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE. The City may terminate this Contract at any
time without cause by giving sixty (60) days written notice to the Company. The
Company may terminate this Contract at any time without cause by giving one
hundred and eighty (180) days written notice to the City.

28.2 TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT BY EITHER PARTY. By giving written notice to
the other party, either party may terminate this Contract upon the occurrence of one
or more of the following events:

28.2.1 The other party violates or fails to perform any covenant, provision,
obligation, term or condition contained in this Contract, provided that,
unless otherwise stated in this Contract, such failure or violation shall not be
cause for termination if both of the following conditions are satisfied: (i)
such default is reasonably susceptible to cure; and (ii) the other party cures
such default within thirty (30) days of receipt of written notice of default
from the non-defaulting party; or

28.2.2 The other party attempts to assign, terminate or cancel this Contract
contrary to the terms hereof; or

28.2.3 The other party ceases to do business as a going concern, makes an
assignment for the benefit of creditors, admits in writing its inability to pay
debts as they become due, files a petition in bankruptcy or has an
involuntary bankruptcy petition filed against it (except in connection with a
reorganization under which the business of such party is continued and
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performance of all its obligations under this Contract shall continue), or if a
receiver, trustee or liquidator is appointed for it or any substantial part of
other party’s assets or properties.

Any notice of default pursuant to this Section shall identify and state the
party’s intent to terminate this Contract if the default is not cured within the
specified period.

ADDITIONAL GROUNDS FOR DEFAULT TERMINATION BY THE CITY. By
giving written notice to the Company, the City may also terminate this Contract upon
the occurrence of one or more of the following events (which shall each constitute
grounds for termination without a cure period and without the occurrence of any of
the other events of default previously listed):

28.3.1 The Company makes or allows to be made any material written
misrepresentation or provides any materially misleading written information
in connection with this Contract, Company’s Proposal, or any covenant,
agreement, obligation, term or condition contained in this Contract; or

28.3.2 The Company takes or fails to take any action which constitutes grounds for
immediate termination under the terms of this Contract, including but not
limited to failure to obtain or maintain the insurance policies and
endorsements as required by this Contract, or failure to provide the proof of
insurance as required by this Contract.

NO EFFECT ON TAXES, FEES, CHARGES, OR REPORTS. Any termination of
the Contract shall not relieve the Company of the obligation to pay any fees, taxes or
other charges then due to the City, nor relieve the Company of the obligation to file
any daily, monthly, quarterly or annual reports covering the period to termination nor
relieve the Company from any claim for damages previously accrued or then
accruing against the Company.

OBLIGATIONS UPON EXPIRATION OR TERMINATION. Upon expiration or
termination of this Contract, the Company shall promptly (a) return to the City all
computer programs, files, documentation, data, media, related material and any other
recording devices, information, or compact discs that are owned by the City; (b)
provide the City with sufficient data necessary to migrate to a new vendor, or allow
the City or a new vendor access to the systems, software, infrastructure, or processes
of the Company that are necessary to migrate to a new vendor; and (c) refund to the
City all pre-paid sums for Products or Services that have been cancelled and will not
be delivered.

NO SUSPENSION. In the event that the City disputes in good faith an allegation of
default by the Company, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Contract,
the Company agrees that it will not terminate this Contract or suspend or limit the
delivery of Products or Services or any warranties or repossess, disable or render
unusable any Software supplied by the Company, unless (i) the parties agree in
writing, or (ii) an order of a court of competent jurisdiction determines otherwise.

AUTHORITY TO TERMINATE. The City Manager or their designee is authorized
to terminate this Contract on behalf of the City.

TRANSITION SERVICES UPON TERMINATION. Upon termination or expiration
of this Contract, the Company shall cooperate with the City to assist with the orderly
transfer of the Products, Services, functions and operations provided by the Company
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hereunder to another provider or to the City as determined by the City in its sole
discretion. The transition services that the Company shall perform if requested by
the City include but are not limited to:

28.8.1 Working with the City to jointly develop a mutually agreed upon transition
services plan to facilitate the termination of the Services; and

28.8.2 Notifying all affected vendors and subcontractors of the Company of
transition activities;

28.8.3 Performing the transition service plan activities,

28.8.4 Answering questions regarding the Products and Services on an as-needed
basis; and

28.8.5 Providing such other reasonable Services needed to effectuate an orderly
transition to a new system.

NO DELAY DAMAGES. Under no circumstances shall the City be liable to the
Company for any damages arising from delay in performance for reasons other than a
Force Majeure Event.

MULTIPLE CONTRACT AWARDS. This Contract is not exclusive. The City reserves
the right to award multiple contracts for the Products and Services required by this Contract
if the City deems multiple Contracts to be in the City’s best interest.

RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties established by this
Contract is solely that of independent contractors, and nothing contained in this Contract
shall be construed to (i} give any party the power to direct or control the day-to-day
activities of the other; (ii) constitute such parties as partners, joint ventures, co-owners or
otherwise as participants in a joint or common undertaking; (iii) make either party an agent
of the other for any purpose whatsoever, or (iv) give either party the authority to act for,
bind, or otherwise create or assume any obligation on behalf of the other. Nothing herein
shall be deemed to eliminate any fiduciary duty on the part of the Company to the City that
may arise under law or under the terms of this Contract.

INDEMNIFICATION. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Company shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless each of the “Indemnitees” (as defined below) from
and against any and all “Charges” (as defined below) paid or incurred any of them as a
result of any claims, demands, lawsuits, actions, or proceedings: (i) alleging violation,
misappropriation or infringement of any copyright, trademark, patent, trade secret or other
proprietary rights with respect to the Work or any Products or deliverables provided to the
City pursuant to this Contract (“Infringement Claims™}; (ii) seeking payment for labor or
materials purchased or supplied by the Company or its subcontractors in connection with
this Contract; or (iii) arising from the Company’s failure to perform its obligations under
this Contract, or from any act of negligence or willful misconduct by the Company or any
of its agents, employees or subcontractors relating to this Contract, including but not
limited to any liability caused by an accident or other occurrence resulting in bodily injury,
death, sickness or disease to any person(s} or damage or destruction to any property, real or
personal, tangible or intangible; or (iv) arising from a violation of any federal, state or
local law, regulation or ordinance by the Company or any its subcontractors (including
without limitation E-Verify or other immigration laws); or (v) arising from any claim that
the Company or an employee or subcontractor of the Company is an employee of the City,
including but not limited to claims relating to worker’s compensation, failure to withhold
taxes and the like. For purposes of this Section: (a) the term “Indemnitees” means the City
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and each of the City’s officers, officials, employees, agents and independent contractors
(excluding the Company); and (b) the term “Charges” means any and all losses, damages,
costs, expenses (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), obligations, duties, fines, penalties,
royalties, interest charges and other liabilities (including settlement amounts) or any other
legal theory or principle, in connection with an Infringement Claim.

INSURANCE. Throughout the term of the Contract, the Company shall comply with the
insurance requirements described in this Section. In the event the Company fails to procure
and maintain each type of insurance required by this Section, or in the event the Company
fails to provide the City with the required certificates of insurance, the City shall be entitled
to terminate the Contract immediately upon written notice to the Company.

The Company agrees to purchase and maintain the following insurance coverage during the
life of the Contract with an insurance company acceptable to the City of Charlotte,
authorized to do business in the State of North Carolina:

(A) Automobile Liability: Bodily injury and property damage liability covering all
owned, non-owned, and hired automobiles for limits of not less than $1,000,000
bodily injury each person, each accident; and, $1,000,000 property damage, or

The
amounts of such insurance shall not be less than $1,000,000 bodily injury each
occurrence/aggregate and $£1,000,000 property damage each
occurrence/aggregate or $1,000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined
single limits each occurrence/aggregate. This insurance shall include coverage
for Products, Services, completed operations, personal injury liability and
contractual liability assumed under the indemnity provision of the Contract.

<) Workers’ Compensation: Meeting the statutory requirements of the State of
North Carolina and Employers Liability - $100,000 per accident limit, $500,000
disease per policy limit, $100,000 disease each employee limit, providing
coverage for employees and owners.

The City shall be named as additional insured under the commercial general liability
insurance for operations or Services rendered under this Contract. The Company’s
insurance shall be primary of any self-funding and/or insurance otherwise carried by the
City for all loss or damages arising from the Consultant’s operations under this agreement.
The Company and each of its subcontractors shall and does waive all rights of subrogation
against the City and each of the Indemnitees, as defined in Section 32.

The Company shall not commence any work in connection with the Contract until it has
obtained all of the types of insurance set forth in this Form, and such insurance has been
approved by the City. The Company shall not allow any subcontractor to commence work
on its subcontract until all similar insurance required of the subcontractor has been obtained
and approved.

All insurance policies shall be with insurers qualified and doing business in North Carolina
recognized by the Secretary of State and the Insurance Commissioner’s Office. The
Company shall furnish the City with proof of insurance coverage by certificates of
insurance accompanying the Contract.
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All insurance certificates must include the City of Charlotte’s contract number in the
description field.

The City shall be exempt from, and in no way liable for any sums of money that may
represent a deductible in any insurance policy. The payment of such deductible shall be the
sole responsibility of the Company and/or subcontractor providing such insurance.

COMMERCIAL NON-DISCRIMINATION.

As a condition of entering into this Contract, the Company represents and warrants that 1t
will fully comply with the City's Commercial Non-Discrimination Policy, as described in
Section 2, Article V of the Charlotte City Code, and consents to be bound by the award of
any arbitration conducted thercunder. As part of such compliance, the Company shall not
discriminate on the basis of race, gender, religion, national origin, ethnicity, age or
disability in the solicitation, selection, hiring, or treatment of subcontractors, vendors or
suppliers in connection with a City contract or contract solicitation process, nor shall the
Company retaliate against any person or entity for reporting instances of such
discrimination. The Company shall provide equal opportunity for subcontractors, vendors
and suppliers to participate in all of its subcontracting and supply opportunities on City
contracts, provided that nothing contained in this clause shall prohibit or limit otherwise
lawful efforts to remedy the effects of marketplace discrimination that has occurred or is
occurring in the marketplace. The Company understands and agrees that a violation of this
clause shall be considered a material breach of this Contract and may result in termination
of this Contract, disqualification of the Company from participating in City contracts or
other sanctions.

As a condition of entering into this Contract, the Company agrees to: (a) promptly provide
to the City in a format specified by the City all information and documentation that may be
requested by the City from time to time regarding the solicitation, selection, treatment and
payment of subcontractors in connection with this Contract; and (b} if requested, provide to
the City within sixty (60) days after the request a truthful and complete list of the names of
all subcontractors, vendors, and suppliers that the Company has used on City contracts in
the past five (5} years, including the total dollar amount paid by the Company on each
subcontract or supply contract.  The Company further agrees to fully cooperate in any
investigation conducted by the City pursuant to the City’s Non-Discrimination Policy, to
provide any documents relevant to such investigation that are requested by the City, and to
be bound by the award of any arbitration conducted under such Policy.

The Company agrees to provide to the City from time to time on the City’s request,
payment affidavits detailing the amounts paid by the Company to subcontractors and
suppliers in connection with this Contract within a certain period of time. Such affidavits
shall be in the format specified by the City from time to time

The Company understands and agrees that violation of this Commercial Non-
Discrimination provision shall be considered a material breach of this Contract and may
result in contract termination, disqualification of the Company from participating in City
contracts and other sanctions.

COMPANY WILL NOT SELL OR DISCLOSE DATA. The Company will treat as
confidential information all data provided by the City in connection with this agreement.
City data processed by the Company shall remain the exclusive property of the City. The
Company will not reproduce, copy, duplicate, disclose, or in any way treat the data
supplied by the City in any manner except that contemplated by this agreement.

WORK ON CITY’S PREMISES. The Company will ensure that its employees and
agents shall, whenever on the City’s premises, obey all instructions and directions issued by
the City’s project manager with respect to work on the City’s premises. The Company
agrees that its personnel and the personnel of its subcontractors will comply with all rules,
regulations and security procedures of the City when on the City’s premises.

BACKGROUND CHECKS. The Company agrees that it has conducted or will conduct
background checks on all personnel who will be working at the Charlotte service facility or
delivering Products or Services under the Contract.

40. SUBCONTRACTING. The Company shall not subcontract any of its obligations under
this Contract without the City’s prior written consent. In the event the City does consent in
writing to a subcontracting arrangement, Company shall be the prime contractor and shall
remain fully responsible for performance of all obligations which it is required to perform
under this Contract. Any subcontract entered into by Company shall name the City as a
third party beneficiary.

41. FORCE MAJEURE. Neither party shall be liable for any failure or delay in the

performance of its obligations pursuant to the Contract, and such failure or delay shall not
be deemed a default of the Contract or grounds for termination hereunder if all of the
following conditions are satisfied:

If such failure or delay:

A. Could not have been prevented by reasonable precaution;

B. Cannot reasonably be circumvented by the non-performing party through the use of

“Force Majecure Events” and are not excused under this provision. Nothing in the preceding
Force Majeure provisions shall relieve the successful Company of any obligation it may
have regarding disaster recovery, whether under the Contract or at law.

43.1 ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Contract, including all Exhibits and Atachments
constitute the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject matter
herein.

This Contract supersedes all prior
agreements, negotiations, representations and proposals, written or oral.

432 AMENDMENT. No amendment or change to this Contract shall be valid unless in
writing and signed by the party against whom enforcement is sought. Amendments
that involve or increase in the amounts payable by the City may require execution by
a Department Director, the City Manager, or an Assistant City Manager; depending
on the amount. Some increases may also require approval by City Council.

433  GOVERNING LAW AND JURISDICTION. North Carolina law shall govern the
interpretation and enforcement of this Contract, and any other matters relating to this
Contract (all without regard to North Carolina conflicts of law principles). All legal
actions or other proceedings relating to this Contract shall be brought in a state or
federal court sitting in Mecklenburg County, North Carolina. By execution of this
Contract, the parties submit to the jurisdiction of such courts and hereby irrevocably
waive any and all objections which they may have with respect to venue in any court
sitting in Mecklenburg County, North Carolina.

434 BINDING NATURE AND ASSIGNMENT. This Contract shall bind the parties and
their successors and permitted assigns. Neither party may assign this Contract
without the prior written consent of the other. Any assignment attempted without the
written consent of the other party shall be void. For purposes of this Section, a
Change in Control, as defined in Section 43.8 constitutes an assignment.
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SEVERABILITY. The invalidity of one or more of the phrases, sentences, clauses or
sections contained in this Contract or the Exhibits shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portion of this Contract or Exhibits so long as the material purposes of this
Contract can be determined and effectuated. If any provision of this Contract or
Exhibit is held to be unenforceable, then both parties shall be relieved of all
obligations arising under such provision, but only to the extent that such provision is
unenforceable, and this Contract shall be deemed amended by modifying such
provision to the extent necessary to make it enforceable while preserving its intent.

NO PUBLICITY. No advertising, sales promotion or other materials of the
Company or its agents or representations may identify or reference this Contract or
the City in any manner without the prior written consent of the City.
Notwithstanding the forgoing, the parties agree that the Company may list the City as
a reference in responses to requests for proposals, and may identify the City as a
customer in presentations to potential customers.

WAIVER. No delay or omission by either party to exercise any right or power it has
under this Contract shall impair or be construed as a waiver of such right or power.
A waiver by either party of any covenant or breach of this Contract shall not
constitute or operate as a waiver of any succeeding breach of that covenant or of any
other covenant. No waiver of any provision of this Contract shall be effective unless
in writing and signed by the party waiving the rights.

CHANGE IN CONTROL. In the event of a change in “Control” of the Company (as
defined below), the City shall have the option of terminating this Contract by written
notice to the Company. The Company shall notify the City within ten (10) days of
the occurrence of a change in control. As used in this Contract, the term “Control”
shall mean the possession, direct or indirect, of either (i) the ownership of or ability
to direct the voting of, as the case may be fifty-one percent (51%) or more of the
equity interests, value or voting power in the Company or (ii) the power to direct or
cause the direction of the management and policies of the Company whether through
the ownership of voting securities, by contract or otherwise.

NO BRIBERY. The Company certifies that neither it, any of its affiliates or
subcontractors, nor any employees of any of the forgoing has bribed or attempted to
bribe an officer or employee of the City in connection with this Contract.

FAMILIARITY AND COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND ORDINANCES. The
Company agrees to make itself aware of and comply with all local, state and federal
ordinances, statutes, laws, rules and regulations applicable to the Services. The
Company further agrees that it will at all times during the term of this Contract be in
compliance with all applicable federal, state and/or local laws regarding employment
practices. Such laws will include, but shall not be limited to workers’ compensation,
the Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA), the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA),
the Family and Medical Leave Act (FMLA) and all OSHA regulations applicable to
the work.

If City Council does not appropriate the
funding needed by the City to make payments under this Contract for a given fiscal
year, the City will not be obligated to pay amounts due beyond the end of the last
fiscal year for which funds were appropriated. In such event, the City will promptly
notify the Company of the non-appropriation and this Contract will be terminated
at the end of the last fiscal year for which funds were appropriated. No act or
omission by the City, which is attributable to non-appropriation of funds shall
constitute a breach of or default under this Contract.

E-VERIFY. Company shall comply with the requirements of Article 2 of Chapter
64 of the North Carolina General Statutes, and shall require each of its
subcontractors to do so as well.

IRAN DIVESTMENT ACT. Company certifies that: (i) it is not identified on the
Final Divestment List or any other list of prohibited investments created by the NC

1. INTRODUCTION AND LOCATION:

This Design Criteria Package (DCP) specifies performance-based criteria for the Design &
Construction of Driveway Repairs and the Design of ADA Parking Improvements at JFRD Fire
Station #19. The extent of the Construction shall follow the steps outlined within this document.
The purpose of this DCP is to furnish sufficient information to allow a Design-Build Firm to
prepare a response to the City's Request for Proposal (RFP) and to permit the City to enter into
scope and fee negotiations for an amendment to Design-Build City Contract No. 71754-22.

The Fire Station No. 19 building address is 1072 Rogero Road. The property Real! Estate
number is 141517-0100. The Fire Station is located on the west side of Rogero Road,
approximately 1,200 feet north of the Arlington Expressway and approximately 800 feet south of
the Rogero Rd./Arlington Rd. roundabout.

The front driveway is in poor condition and experiences stormwater ponding after rain events
due to the existing driveway grades. An example of the ponding that occurs is shown in Figure 2
below, although it doesn’t necessarily represent the full magnitude of the issue.

2 General

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for Design, Permitting, and Construction of the repairs as
described in this document. The Design-Build Firm (DBF) shall prepare and submit a Fee
Proposal for the 100% Design and all required Permitting within twenty-one (21) calendar days
from the release date of the DCP (March 12, 2024). Therefore, the Fee Proposal shall be
submitted no later than 2:00 P.M. on April 2, 2024, to Dan VanSickle, P.E., at 214 N. Hogan
Street (Ed Ball Building), 10th Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202. The Design-Build Firm
may also include a Construction GMP in this submittal if there is adequate information available
at the time, in the opinion of the DBF, to do so.

The Design-Build Firm shall attend one (1) meeting to discuss items pertaining to the proposed
work. Any prior meetings attended will count toward this requirement.

The provisions of the DCP represent the minimum technical, material, and quality requirements
for the foregoing project. The Design-Build Firm is bound by these requirements for the duration
of the project, which includes the Design/Permitting phase and the Construction phase.

With the Fee Proposal, J.B. Coxwell Contracting, Inc. shall provide the Guaranteed Maximum
Price (GMP) and the Guaranteed Completion Date (GCD) for the 100% Design and Permitting
of the project. The Fee Proposal must include the proposed schedule for the tasks being
performed up to and including final completion of the Design and Permitting of the proposed
repairs.
