Emergency Light Vehicles include all JSO (Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office) and JFRD
(Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Division) marked and unmarked vehicles under 1 ton.

1. PRODUCTS/TIRES

All tires and any related parts or shop supplies used for the mounting and installation of
any tire provided for this solicitation must be of new manufacture, meet or exceed OEM
requirements, with exact OEM interchange requiring no further modification or adapters.
For all groups, the tires provided must not exceed the DOT date marked on the tire by
more than 4 years. Fleet Management will return, at the vendor’s expense, any tire
provided that exceeds this requirement.

2. VENDOR QUALIFICATION

For the purpose of this solicitation, all bidders for Emergency Vehicle tires must be an
Authorized Dealer in Jacksonville, FL for the brand they are bidding. Bidder must have
at least one (1) service location in each of the four quadrants of the City. (Below)

Northeast Quadrant — All areas on the North side of Beach Blvd and East of the St. Johns

Bidder means any individual, firm or corporation submitting a Bid
for the work to be performed under the Contract.

Bonds mean Bid, Performance, Payment and other instruments of
security, furnished by Contractor and its Surety in accordance with
the Contract requirements.

Change Order means a written amendment to the Contract
prepared by the City and signed by Contractor, the Chief and City
authorizing revisions to the Work within the scope of the Contract
and which may also authorize an adjustment to the Contract Price
and/or the Contract time.

Chief means the Chief, Municipal Code Compliance Division,
Neighborhoods Department, City of Jacksonville, or such other
City official which the Chief may designate as their representative.

City means the City of Jacksonville, Florida, including any of its
departments, or the Chief of the Municipal Code Compliance
Division, as defined within this contract.

Contractor means an individual, firm or corporation entering into
the Contract with the City to perform the demolition and/ or site
clearance work as specified in the Contract.

Contract means the written agreement between the City and
Contractor covering the Work to be performed and including, if
applicable, the following: the Invitation to Bid, Instructions to
Bidders, Special Instructions to Bidders, Contractor’s signed
submitted bid, bid Bond(s), Contract Agreement, Statutory

Contract Bond(s), General Conditions, Special Conditions,
Drawings, Plans, Addenda and Change Order, the Invitation to
Bid, Instructions to Bidders, Special Instructions to Bidders,
Contractor’s signed submitted bid, bid Bond(s), Contract
Agreement, Statutory Contract Bond(s), General Conditions,
Special Conditions, Drawings, Plans, Addenda and Change
Order(s).

Day(s) means a full twenty-four hour period which, except as
otherwise provided in the Contract, shall be a calendar day
including Saturdays, Sundays and holidays.

Demolition means the pulling down, tearing down and Jor
smashing to pieces of a building or structure and the removal from
the site of all contents and resulting debris but shall not include the
removal of any portions of the structure below ground level unless
otherwise specified within the Contract.

Environmental Law(s) means all current and future federal, state
and local laws, rules and regulations including all amendments
thereto, regulating, in any manner, the generation, handling
and/or disposal of any Hazardous Substance including, but not
limited to: (1) Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation, and Liability Act 1980, as amended by the
Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization of 1986, 42 U.5.C.
§9601 et seq.; (2) Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended by the
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, as amended by
the Hazardous and Solid Waste Amendments of 1984, 42 U.S.C.
§6901 et seq.; (3) Federal Water Pollution Control Act of 1972, as
amended by the Clean Water Act of 1977, as amended, 33 U.5.C.
§1251 et seq.; (4) Toxic Substances Control Act of 1976, as amended,

Force Majeure means performance is prevented by an event
physically located or occurring at or near the demolition site and
having a direct, material and adverse effect on Contractor’s
performance of the obligations and duties under this Contract such
that the event prevents Contractor from fulfilling its duties and
obligations under the Contract, so long as such event is not caused
by Contractor; is not the result of negligence or lack of reasonable
diligence by Contractor; is not reasonably within Contractor’s
control and not reasonably foreseeable or, even if foreseeable,
cannot be avoided. Force Majeure includes the following events: act
of civil or military authority, war, riot, fire, explosion, tornado,
flood or hurricane requiring evacuation of the area.

Hazardous Substance(s) means those substances, elements,
materials or compounds that are included in any list of hazardous
or restricted substances adopted by the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (the "EPA"); and also means any
other substance, element, material or compound defined or
restricted as a hazardous, toxic, radioactive or dangerous
substance, material or waste by the EPA or by any other ordinance,
statute, law, code, or regulation of any federal, state or local
governmental entity or agency, whether now or later enacted,
issued or promulgated; and also means those materials and
substances regulated under any Environmental Laws.

Inspector means the authorized representative of the Chief
assigned to inspect any of the Work performed under this Contract.

Project means the demolition and site clearance of an individual
property.

Salvage means all building materials, equipment, appliances, and
fixtures incorporated in the buildings and structures to be
demolished, and other equipment or appurtenances, unless
specifically exempted, located upon the real property where the
Work is to be performed, which Contractor deems as having
sufficient value to justify the reclaiming.

Site Clearance means the removal from the site, lot line to lot line,
of debris, rubbish, trash and yard trash including dead trees, limbs
and stumps, hedges, and all other materials or objects above
ground, including any detached sheds, garages accessory
structures, and above ground pools, unless otherwise specified
within the Contract.
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xix. Subcontractor means an individual, firm or corporation having a
contractual agreement with Contractor, or with a Subcontractor of
any tier, to perform a part of Contractor’s obligations under the
Contract.

xx. Work means any and all obligations, duties and responsibilities
necessary to the successful completion of the scope of work to be
performed by Contractor under the Contract, including, without
limitation, the furnishing of all labor, materials, equipment and
other incidentals and meeting all guarantees.

II. BIDDING

a. The Chief or his/her designee shall release the address and Real Estate
number for each Project that they wish to solicit.

i. The release shall be emailed to all Contractors simultaneously on a
joint email.

ii. The Chief shall make note of any structures which are not to be
demolished on each property.

b. Contractors shall have five (5) business days from the date of the email to
submit their bids for all released properties.

i. Bids shall be sent via email to the Chief.

ii. Each bid must be listed on an individual document with the
Contractor’s letterhead.

iii. Each bid shall list:
1. The property address,
2. The Real Estate number,
3. The bid proposal price, and
4. Signature of the Contractor.

c. Contractors shall be active participants in the Contract. Should a
Contractor fail to submit competitive bids on more than five (5) properties
per quarter during a fiscal year, they may be considered to be non-
responsive and may be removed from the Contract at the discretion of the
Chief.

d. Should the bidding timeframe for a Project elapse without a bid being
placed, the agency will institute 2 mandatory bid from all Contractors.
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i

Failure to submit a proposal for a mandatory bid shall constitute a
breach of this Contract.

e. Once bids are received, the Chief shall compile the bids for each property
and award each Project to the lowest, responsive, responsible, bidder.
Bidders shall receive a Notification of Award via email.

Bid amounts for all Projects will be made available upon request.

HI.  NOTICE TO PROCEED

a. Preliminary Notice to Proceed

After Notification of Award is provided to Contractor by the City,
Procurement and Supply Division, each Demolition site awarded to
Contractor under this Contract shall be separately released to
Contractor by the Neighborhoods Department by way of a written
"Preliminary Notice to Proceed." The Preliminary Notice to Proceed
is not authorization to begin Demolition; it is authorization to
obtain the required permitting and to make necessary preparation
for Demolition. The City shall either mail, hand deliver, or
electronically mail to Contractor the Preliminary Notice to Proceed.
Contractor shall not begin any Work under the Contract prior to
receiving the Preliminary Notice to Proceed.

Contractor shall prepare and provide to the Chief a weekly
schedule for Demolition, with an updated schedule being provided
to the Chief every Wednesday for demolitions scheduled for the
following week. The Contractor shall submit all documentation for
review (all permits, utility disconnects, Sunshine locates, ten (10)
day asbestos notification from the Environmental Quality Division,
applicable abatement documentation, applicable ashsite
documentation, Contractor Asbestos Notification Statement,
grassing letter, and any other necessary documentation) at this
time. Contractor shall provide ten {10) business days advance
notification to the City's Environmental Quality Division, pursuant
to Section 17.1 herein, or obtain a signed waiver of such.

b. Final Notice to Proceed with Demolition

EMERGENCY DEMOLITION

a. When the Work has been determined by the City to be an emergency, the

City shall provide Contractor with an Emergency Demolition Notice to
Proceed. The Contractor may be required to mobilize and commence
demolition activities within twenty-four (24) hours after receipt of
Emergency Demolition Notice from the City of Jacksonville. Emergency
approval will be in accordance with Chapter 126 of the Procurement
Code.

. If applicable, the City of Jacksonville may perform an asbestos survey

prior to demolition. If the timeframe permits it, the Contractor may
arrange to have any asbestos abated before demolition commences,
pending the approval of the Chief.

. If an asbestos survey is unavailable the Contractor must take all debris to

a licensed dump site as friable asbestos.

. Contractor must supply photographic evidence that debris relating to the

Emergency was disposed of in lined dumpsters. Contractor will submit no
less than three (3) date and time stamped photos of said dumpster when
dumpster is empty, partially full, and full.

. The usual documentation may be obtained after emergency Work is

completed, with the exception of the Sunshine Locates. Contractor’s
invoice will not be processed for payment until Contractor provides the
Chief with copies, as applicable, of all required permits, asbestos
survey(s), dump tickets, Sunshine Locates, Asbestos Notification
Statement, Contractor's Notification to the City's Environmental Quality
Division, and any other applicable documentation.

TIME FOR COMPLETION

a. Contractor shall commence the required demolition and site clearance

within thirty (30) days from the date of the Notice to Proceed with
Demolition document, unless otherwise specified within the Contract.
Projects that extend beyond that timeframe may be revoked from the
Contractor and distributed to the next lowest bidder.

. Solicitation of quotes from no less than three (3) licensed and active

asbestos abatement contractors is required within five (5) days of award of
all Projects for which the asbestos survey has revealed asbestos to be
present. The Chief may demand proof of said solicitation at any time.

. When commencement of a Project is 31 days past due the established

completion date, the City may revoke the Project from the Contractor and
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reassign it, or it may assess the Contractor, as liquidated damages, the
amount of one hundred dollars ($100.00) per Project, per day.

- Should the City elect to pursue liquidated damages, the Chief shall notify
the Contractor of that delinquency by e-mail and note the beginning date
of the daily liquidated damages. The accumulated liquidated damages
will be deducted from the invoice of the subject Project.

. The liquidated damages provided herein are not as a penalty, but as a
reimbursement to the City for its added expense for additional
supervision, inspection and administration of the Contract.

The Contractor shall not surrender an awarded project unless directed to
by the Chief. Surrender of, or refusal to perform, the assigned work may
result in termination.

- The Municipal Code Compliance Division will prepare a Notice to
Proceed for each property cited for code violations. The Notice to Proceed
will authorize the Contractor to enter the property and perform the
demolition and site clearance services once the City has released the
Project.

. The Chief may issue one Notice to Proceed or multiple Notices to Proceed
at the same time, or issue additional Notices to Proceed before the
Contractor completes those previously issued.

The Contractor shall schedule their work to ensure completion of Projects
and submit the necessary documentation for payment within ten (10) days
after commencement of demolition.

Once work on a site commences, it shall be continuously and diligently
pursued until completion, unless severe inclement weather prevents
completion of work. If severe inclement weather prevents completion of
work, the Contractor must report such activity to Chief within two (2)
business days of scheduled commencement of work.

. The Contractor shall complete all work orders deemed as emergency
situations within twenty-four (24) hours, unless otherwise directed by the
Chief. The time period will begin on the following workday after issuance
of the Notice to Proceed, unless a City holiday.

Should the post-demolition site present a danger or an attractive nuisance
to the public, the contractor shall make reasonable accommodations to
secure the site and expedite the site clearance of the property.

- If upon inspection, the Inspector determines that a site is not properly and
completely demolished, cleared, repaired, or otherwise abated per
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contract specifications, the Inspector will notify the contractor the same
day via e-mail of the necessity and reason(s) for re-work. The Contractor
must satisfactorily abate all violations per contract specifications within
five (5) business days of notification.

i. Additional visits by the Contractor to complete the project will be
at no additional cost to the City.

ii. Should the Chief determine that the Contractor has performed
substandard work and must direct the Contractor to return to the
site, the City may elect to impose on the Contractor a re-inspection
fee of $50.00 for each additional visit that the Inspector must make
to the site as a result of the Contractor’s errors.

iii. The Contractor will deduct the re-inspection fee(s) incurred from
the appropriate invoice.

n. Time shall be of the essence as to each provision of the Contract which
specifies a time within which performance is to occur. In the absence of
any specific time for performance, such performance shall be completed
within a reasonable time.

VI. EXTENSION OF TIME FOR UNFORESEEABLE CAUSES

a. Rain delays, equipment failure, and/or repeat work caused by failure to
comply with the specifications will not be considered as justifiable causes
for failure to complete the work in time allowed. The only justifiable delay
that will be considered is during the period when a natural disaster is
declared by local government authorities or when the Chief orders a
temporary suspension of work which affects the property.

b. In the event of a major storm (excluding normal weather conditions for
the area) which impacts Contractor’s work, Contractor must immediately
notify the Chief in writing of such conditions. Contractor shall also
provide the Chief with a plan for resuming the work. As soon as
practicable after such event, Contractor shall resume with the normal
work schedule and shall so notify the Chief in writing of such. In the event
of a Force Majeure event, Contractor shall immediately notify the Chief in
writing of such event and of Contractor’s proposed plan for resuming and
completing the Work.

i. The City shall not be liable to Contractor or to any third party due
to a Force Majeure or major storm event preventing Contractor
from performing under this Contract.

ii. Contractor shall not be entitled to any extension of time for
completion of the Work as herein specified unless Contractor,
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within five (5) days from the beginning of any delay (delay shall be
meant to include delay, disruption, or hindrance), notifies the City
and the Chief in writing of such delay and the cause thereof, and
the Chief shall determine:

1. That such delay arises from unforeseeable causes beyond the
control and without the fault or negligence of Contractor
including, but not limited to, Force Majeure or major storm
event; and

2. That the work cannot be completed by Contractor within the
time specified solely by reason of such causes.

¢. No extension of time shall be granted for material delays or deliveries
except in the case of national emergency, documented labor strikes, or any
suspension of work ordered by the Chief.

d. Any such request for an equitable extension of contract time shall include’
documentation substantiating Contractor’s request for relief. As soon as
practicable after Contractor’s notice is received, the Chief shall make a
determination as to additional time, if any, for completion of the Work
which is justified by the unforeseeable causes.

e. Contractor’s only remedy for delays described herein shall be an
extension of the time limit to perform the Work as determined by the
Chief, and such delays shall not be the basis for an increase in payment.

VII. CHANGES IN THE WORK

a. The City may make changes in the scope of Work required to be
performed by Contractor by making additions to or omitting from the
scope of Work without relieving Contractor from his obligations under the
Contract and without affecting the validity of any bonds and without
releasing any sureties from said bonds. Any required additional work
shall be performed under the same terms and conditions as the original
Contract unless expressly provided otherwise.

b. Contractor must, within two (2) calendar days of notification of the
change in work, give the City a written request for additional
compensation and/or time due to the change in work, and provide the
City with detailed justification, cost analysis, and other such supporting
documentation as required by the Chief. Failure to provide such written
request is a waiver of any right to additional compensation or time. The
parties shall attempt in good faith to negotiate a mutually agreeable
compensation for the additional work. If the parties are unable to
negotiate a mutually agreeable rate of compensation within ten (10)
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business days from the date of notification of the change in work, the
parties shall be entitled to seek any relief to which they are entitled
hereunder; however, Contractor shall be required to continue performing
all services in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Contract
and including any service requested by the City but disputed by the
Contractor.

c. Inreviewing requested Change Orders, the City will only approve those
documentable costs directly associated with the additional work. No
approval will be given for payment of additional mark-up, overhead,
administration, estimating, supervision, expenditure of time, or other
indirect charges.

VIII. COMMUNICATION

a. Prior to commencement of contract, the Contractor will submit to
Municipal Code Compliance Division all telephone numbers, facsimile
(fax) numbers, and electronic mail (e-mail) addresses where the City may
reach the Contractor during the business day. The business day is
described as Monday through Friday, between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.

b. The City’s inability to reach the Contractor from 7:00 a.m. or 5:00 p.m.,
Monday through Friday, after utilizing all contact numbers and e-mail
addresses provided to the Chief does not relieve the Contractor of its
responsibility to complete the project, according to contract specifications.
If the City is unable to reach the Contractor at the contact numbers or the
e-mail addresses provided to direct completion of work at the abatement
site, the Contractor may not receive payment for the work performed.

IX. DEMOLITION AND SITE CLEARANCE ~ GENERALLY

a. If Demolition and Site Clearance is specified, Contractor is required to
demolish all buildings, structures and facilities on site, from lot line to lot
line, to ground level, including appurtenant foundations, fencing,
concrete, concrete slabs and asphalt pavement and to remove from the
entire site all debris, rubbish, trash and yard trash including dead trees,
limbs and stumps, slabs, tires and all other materials or objects above
ground unless otherwise specified by the Chief. Contractor shall fill and
grade the site to match perimeter grades of the highest surrounding areas
to avoid ponding and drainage problems, and shall rake the site clean
with all barren areas seeded and mulched. Contractor shall leave no
depressions or potholes. Unless otherwise specified by the Chief, the
Contractor may opt to mow the existing grass to a height of not more than
three (3) inches over the entire parcel, and remove all nuisance
overgrowth on fences and the right of way, in lieu of raking the site clean
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from lot line to lot line. In the event the Contractor opts to mow the lot,
the barren areas of the lot must still be seeded. At Chief’s sole discretion,
concrete foundation and pavement, which is not cracked or broken, may
remain.

. If Demolition only is specified, Contractor is required to demolish all
buildings, structures and facilities on site to ground level, including
appurtenant foundations, fencing, concrete, concrete slabs and asphalt
pavement and to remove from the site all debris and materials resulting
from the Demolition. The portion of the site affected by Demolition shall
be filled and graded to avoid ponding and drainage problems and shall be
raked clean, with all barren areas seeded and mulched. Contractor shall
leave no depressions or potholes. At Chief’s sole discretion, concrete
foundation and pavement, which is not cracked or broken, may remain.

Contractors shall dispose of all garbage/ trash/rubbish/debris (to include
existing debris and Contractor-generated debris) in a legal manner at a
properly licensed and certified disposal facility in Duval County.
Recycling is the preferred method of disposal whenever possible.

i. Burning or burying debris is not an acceptable method of disposal.

ii. Disposal of debris outside of Duval County or lack of dump tickets
will be grounds for rejection of payment.

iii. All separation activities for purposes of recycling shall be done
offsite. It is the intent of the City to have the structures demolished
and the resulting debris removed from the site as expeditiously as
possible.

. Contractor shall provide, at its own cost, clean fill material (type A-3 sand)
when necessary to fill holes, ditches or indentations in the ground caused
by the Demolition or Site Clearance Work and to assure proper drainage
from the property to the gutter, drainage ditch, street or other storm water
facility.

» Contractor shall not accomplish Demolition and Site Clearance by use of

explosives unless approval has been granted in writing by the Fire
Marshall and the Chief.

There shall be no open fires at the site.

- “In-Ground Pool” shall be defined as any structure of heavy construction
embedded in the earth designed to hold water to enable swimming. The
term does not include fish/koi ponds, above ground pools, trenches,
interior pools, or natural bodies of water.
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i. Should the Project require demolition of an in-ground pool,
Contractor shall obtain a pool permit and have the water pumped
and disposed of in accordance with local ordinances.

. Any and all dead trees which exist on the property, whether standing or
fallen, shall be removed by the contractor.

i. No additional consideration shall be given for the removal of trees.
The Contractor should include the removal of trees, and any
additional tree abatement services that might be required to
complete this endeavor, in their original bid price.

Contractor shall treat structures for rat eradication prior to demolition
when specified. The method and procedures to be used must be approved
by the City’s Public Health Unit prior to implementation.

All Project sites containing septic tanks (active or inactive) and
groundwater wells, which no longer provide service to an occupied
property, shall be properly abandoned by Contractor as required by
statute.

i. Uncapped wells, and any inactive wells damaged by Contractor
shall be properly abandoned in accordance with statutory
requirements. Active wells or septic tanks (those still in use)
damaged by Contractor shall be properly repaired.

_ All utilities shall be disconnected at service source and all exposed wiring,
piping, etc., shall be removed. If disconnections of underground utility
service must be made in public right-of-way, Contractor shall comply
with all applicable laws, rules and regulations for such disconnect and
shall restore pavement, sidewalk, or other property removed or disturbed
in order to perform disconnect services.

i. Should utilities be located underneath solid pavement and cannot
be disconnected without removing said pavement, Contractor shall
be required to provide a statement from the appropriate
subcontractor, on their letterhead, confirming that the utilities
cannot be reached until after demolition.

The Chief reserves the right to hold demolition of a structure separate
from the site clearance of that property. Site clearance Work may be sent
to bid for contractors who are not a party to this contract.

. At their sole discretion, the Chief may refuse the solicited bids of any
individual properties for any reason and resubmit the Project for new
bids.

Once Final Proceed has been signed, Contractor shall riot cause or
permit any Hazardous Substances to be installed, placed, stored,
held, located, released, spilled, discharged or disposed of in, on, at,
or under the Demolition site. Contractor shall arrange for the
disposal of all Hazardous Substances in accordance with all federal,
state and local laws, rules and regulations.

If, as a result of Contractor's Work, any federal, state or Jocal
regulatory agency or authority requires remediation of Hazardous
Substances, whether on or off the Demolition site, then Contractor
shall be responsible for proper investigation, removal, handling
and ciisPosal or other lawful remediation of such Hazardous
Substances in accordance with the policies of the ruling agency.

Contractor shall provide the City immediate written notice of any
communication from regulatory agencies or authorities concerning
any release, spill, discharge or disposal of Hazardous Substances or
of any required remediation in connection with the Work and this
Contract.

Contractor agrees that the owner of record of the property upon
which is located the structure to be demolished is the generator of
any Hazardous Substances found on the property. Contractor
further agrees that the City is neither the generator of nor the
arranger for the disposal of any Hazardous Substances created or
discovered during the performance of the Work. Contractor shall
assure that the City is not construed, named, listed, or in any way
implicated as either the generator of or arranger for the disposal of
any and all Hazardous Substances created or discovered during the
performance of the Work or in any way related to the Contract.

b. Prevention of motor fuel and other hazardous fuel spills

The Contractor, Sub-Contractors, Suppliers, and any others
associated with the Contractor's work shall take precautions to
prevent spills of motor fuels, lubricants, oils, greases, hydraulic
fluids, coolants/ anti-freezes, chemicals and any other substances
that may contaminate the environment. The Contractor shall be
liable, fully and exclusively, for the immediate clean-up and
remediation of such spills, regardless of how the spill occurred.

Should a spill occur, the Contractor shall engage a qualified
environmental clean-up and remediation contractor to perform all
clean-up and remediation to the certified satisfaction of the
regulatory agency and the Chief. Clean-up and remediation shall
be at no cost to the City.

The presence of tanks or barrels; discolored earth, metal, wood,
ground water, etc.; visible fumes; abnormal odors; excessively hot
earth; smoke or other conditions which appear abnormal may be
indicators of hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants and shall
be treated with extraordinary caution. Make every effort to
minimize the spread of hazardous and/or toxic wastes or
pollutants into uncontaminated areas.

Should a Project require post demolition erosion control beyond the
normal means of grassing or seeding, the Contractor shall exercise
all reasonable methods to secure the soil and stabilize the
environment, at their expense. The City shall not be liable for any
hazards or environmental depreciation resulting from the
Contractor’'s management of erosion.

d. Removal of Bees

i

ii.

iii.

If a beehive is encountered, Contractor must obtain a written bid
proposal from two (2) registered beekeepers to arrange relocation
of the beehive. Do not exterminate bees,

Contractor will submit digital photos of the insect nests or hives,
along with the two (2) written bid proposals from the licensed pest
control operators or beekeepers to remove the identified pest. If a
beekeeper will remove the hive at no cost, then only one proposal is
required.

The bid proposals must be printed on the bidding company’s
letterhead.
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iv. After receipt of the Chief’s written approval of the selected
proposal, the Contractor shall direct the pest control company or
beekeeper remove the colony of insects. It shall be the
responsibility of the Contractor to include the cost of the pest
control operator’s or beekeeper’s services in the Project invoice,
along with a copy of pest control operator’s or beekeeper’s invoice.

e. Unmarked Burial Sites

i. If an unmarked human burial site should be discovered, the
Contractor shall immediately cease all activities that may disturb
the site and then notify the Chief and Duval County Medical
Examiner. The Contractor shall not resume work on the Project
until specifically authorized by the District Medical Examiner or
the State Archeologist.

ii. Should human remains be discovered, the Contractor shall
immediately cease all activities that may disturb the site and then
notify the Chief and the Jacksonville Sheriff's Office. The
Contractor shall not resume work on the Project until specifically

- authorized by the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office.

f. Dust and emission control

i. Contractor shall, in accordance with applicable federal, state and
local rules and regulations, use water sprinkling, temporary
enclosures and other suijtable methods to limit to the lowest
practical level, dust and dirt rising and traveling through the air or
polluting water systems. Such precautions may include, but are not
limited to, watering, sodding and seeding. Contractor shall not,
however, use water when it may create hazardous or objectionable
conditions such as ice, flooding or pollution. Contractor shall clean
adjacent structures and facilities of dust, dirt and debris caused by
demolition operations.

ii. The Contractor shall be totally liable for fines or penalties imposed
by the regulatory agencies having jurisdiction for the Contractor’s
failure to comply with erosion control and water quality pollution
regulations.

iii. Contractor shall comply with Environmental Protection Board
(EPB) Rule 2.1001, as amended, and Florida Administrative Code
62.296.320(4)(e), as amended, regarding the prevention of
unconfined or fugitive particulate matter or emissions from the
demolition clearance site. Contractor is responsible for determining
whether or not the structure to be demolished is a regulated
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XI.

structure. When required by the Environmental and Compliance
Department, a structure, or portion thereof, which is to be
demolished must be saturated prior to, during and after demolition
to control any possible asbestos dust emissions.

ASBESTOS

a. Asbestos may be present in the structures to be demolished. The City

makes no representations as to the accuracy of any asbestos surveys which
may have been performed on behalf of the City or others. Additionally,
the City makes no representations as to the presence or absence of
asbestos.

. For asbestos removal, Contractor shall comply with all federal, state and

local laws and regulations pertaining to notice and work practices
applicable to asbestos and must strictly adhere to demolition
methodologies delineated within the Environmental Protection Agency
("EPA") document "EPA- 340/1/92-013, September 1992, A guide to
Normal Demolition Practices Under the Asbestos NESHAP." Prior to any
demolition or abatement activities which would impact or disturb the
asbestos Contractor must notify the local regulatory agencies of planned
actions to be undertaken.

Contractor must provide the Environmental Quality Division of the
Environmental and Compliance Department a ten (10) business day
advanced notice prior to either asbestos removal or demolition of an EPA
regulated structure. The notification must be on Department of
Environmental Protection Form 62-257.900(1), which is available from the
Environmental Quality Division Office located at 214 Hogan Street N., 6th
Floor, Telephone No. 904-255-7184. It is the responsibility of Contractor to
promptly notify the Environmental Quality Division and the Chief if
regulated asbestos containing materials are discovered during
performance of the Work, and to properly dispose of same in accordance
with applicable laws and regulations.

. In the event asbestos abatement is required, the Contractor shall be

required to obtain a minimum of three (3) competitive quotes for the
removal of all required Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM). The
Contractor will submit a copy of all quotes and a change order in the
amount of the lowest quote for approval by the City prior to
commencement of any abatement work. Abatement quotes shall be dated,
and not to exceed fourteen (14) days from the submission of the requested
change order. The Contractor shall be responsible for all work performed
by the asbestos abatement Contractor and shall carry liability insurance
sufficient to cover this activity. The City will only approve those
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documentable costs directly associated with the additional work. No
approval will be given for payment of additional mark-up, overhead,
administration, estimating, supervision, expenditure of time, or other
indirect charges.

XIl.  DISPOSAL OF DEMOLISHED MATERIALS

d.

Contractor shall remove from site all debris, rubbish and other materials
resulting from demolition operations. No material may be disposed of by
burning or burying.

No material or property may be left on site once the demolition has
concluded except by order of the Chief. The removal of all materials and
property becomes the sole responsibility of the Contractor once the
demolition commences.

Contractor shall, at Contractor’s expense, transport materials from the
demolition site and properly dispose of materials offsite. Contractor shall
dispose of construction and demolition debris only at sites in Duval
County, Florida approved by the City’s Director of Solid Waste and
Resource Management. Contractor must identify the site(s) to which
construction and demolition debris under this Contract will be removed
for disposal and must provide the site(s) Certificate of Necessity
number(s).

During performance of the Contract, Contractor must obtain and retain
receipts from the disposal site operator for all disposals. Contractor shall
provide the City with copies of weight tickets and/ or landfill receipts
showing proper disposition of demolition debris in Duval County,
Florida.

Contractors must submit legible copies of disposal receipts from any
certified landfill, mulching, or recycling facilities charges with their post
demolition materials. Receipts may apply to more than one work order,
but EACH receipt must list:

i. The name and address of the dump site,
ii. The address of the relevant Project,
iii. The type of debris being disposed of, and
iv. A digital date and time stamp.

1. Handwritten date and time stamps shall not be accepted.
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f.

Any additional approved expenses, such as the required documentation
for pest removal, shall list the address of the subject property and clear
description of the work performed.

XIII. SALVAGERIGHTS

a.

Except where otherwise indicated or specified in the Contract, all
materials and equipment demolished or removed shall become the
property of Contractor. Title to all materials resulting from demolition,
and all materials and equipment to be removed, is vested in Contractor
upon approval of Contractor’s Final Notice to Proceed.

There is not created, conveyed, granted or transferred to Contractor any
right, title, property or interest of any kind in or to the land or premises
upon which said building or structure to be demolished is located.
Contractor has only the right to enter such property for demolition and
site clearance in accordance with the Contract terms.

Personal property of third persons or of occupants of buildings on the
demolition site shall be subject to removal or destruction once demolition
commences.

The City is not responsible for any loss of income to Contractor for
salvageable material which may be lost or stolen or due to the condition of
or damage to such property. Upon receipt of the Final Notice to Proceed,
Contractor shall be responsible for the security of all salvageable
materials, whether or not Contractor has removed said materials from the
demolition site.

In the event that the City terminates the Contract, all right and all title in
and to material and property transferred by this Section and remaining on
the site, shall revert to and vest in the City without liability to Contractor
and without prejudice to any claim which the City may have against
Contractor arising from Contractor's default.

Materials and equipment left on the site by Contractor after the City's final
inspection and acceptance of the Work shall be deemed to have been
abandoned by Contractor to the City and title shall vest in the City,
without prejudice to any claim which the City may have against
Contractor arising from Contractor's having left materials on the site.

Salvageable material shall not be viewed by prospective purchasers or
sold on the site, and salvageable material shall not be stored on the site
except during performance of the Contract, which storage shall not
interfere with the activities of the City or any other Contractors.
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h. There shall be no salvage by Contractor, or applicable Subcontractor, on
any demolition project which has been bid under provisions for
emergency demolition.

XIV. SAFETY AND PROTECTION OF PROPERTY

a. If the Chief determines that the Contractor’s work at a site may constitute
a safety problem during certain times of the day, then the Chief may
dictate the time when site visits are allowed.

b. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for ensuring the safety of its
crew(s), employees and subcontractors, along with the safety of the pubilic,
while performing the work required by these specifications.

c. Contractor is responsible for maintenance of both vehicular and
pedestrian traffic around area of Demolition and Site Clearance and
ensuring safe parking. Contractor shall provide all barricades, signage,
lighting or other safety equipment, as required by applicable laws, to
direct both vehicular and pedestrian traffic away from potentially unsafe
areas during demolition operation.

d. Contractor shall conduct demolition operations and removal of debris to
ensure no interference with roads, streets, walks and other adjacent
occupied or used facilities. Contractor shall not close or obstruct streets,
walks or other occupied or used facilities without permission from
authorities having jurisdiction.

e. Contractor shall conduct operations to prevent injury or damage to
adjacent buildings, structures and other facilities. Any damage to adjacent
buildings, structures or facilities shall be repaired to the owner’s
satisfaction at Contractor’s expense.

f. Contractor shall inform itself concerning the location of existing utilities,
pipelines and structures of every type below, on or above ground which
may interfere with its operations. Contractor shall prepare its Bid and
enter into the Contract in full understanding of the conditions that may be
encountered and Contractor’s responsibility in connection therewith. All
existing utilities, pipes, poles, wires, fences, gates, curbing, paving,
property lines markers, trees, shrubs, landscaping, traffic signs and
signals, and other structures or items, either public or private, which must
be preserved in place shall be protected from damage by Contractor.
Should such items be damaged as a result of Contractor’s operations, they
shall be restored by Contractor to at least as good condition as that in
which they were found immediately before the Work began, at no
additional cost to the City.

g- Contractor shall take proper precautions to avoid unnecessarily injuring

any trees on the site. Injury to any tree not specifically marked for removal
shall result in a penalty of Three Hundred Dollars ($300) for each and
every tree so injured, to be deducted from payment to Contractor.

REPAIR DAMAGED PROPERTY

a. Neither the City nor the Chief will be responsible for the act or omissions

of the Confractor, its agents, employees, subcontractors, or any other
persons performing any of the work. The Contractor is financially and
legally responsible for damage to vehicles, property, or persons caused by
or resulting from its operations. The Contractor shall supervise and direct
the work efficiently and with its best skill and attention but shall be liable
for accidents or altercations caused by the Contractor’s neglect. The
Contractor shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques,
sequences and procedures used to achieve the demolition and abatement
services and for the supervision of its employees while performing work
under this contract. At no time shall the City supervise or accept
responsibility for employees of the Contractor.

. Contractor shall notify the Chief immediately of any damage to adjacent

property, or other private or public property, due to intentional or
negligent acts or omissions of Contractor, and Contractor shall repair or
replace such damage as soon as is reasonably possible, but no later than
the Project completion date. Contractor shall repair or replace with similar
style, material and quality, so as to place the property in as good a
condition as it was immediately prior to being damaged. Contractor shall
provide the Chief sufficient documentation, as determined by the City, to
show that Contractor properly addressed all damages.

. In the event Contractor fails to repair or replace the damage within the

Project time period, the Chief may make other arrangements for the repair
or replacement. Contractor shall be liable for all costs and expenses
associated with repair or replacement. The City shall deduct the costs and
expenses from amounts due or to become due to Contractor under the
Project or any future Projects.

. The City’s Risk Management Division may determine Contractor’s

responsibility under the Contract for repairing or replacing property,
where there is a dispute between an adjacent property owner or other
private property owner and Contractor, with respect to a claim of
damages.

DAMAGE

a. Damage to Improvements
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i. The Contractor shall not damage sidewalks, streets, curbs,
driveways, pavements, utilities, structures, fences, substantial or
marked trees, or any property (except that which will be replaced
or removed} either on or adjacent to the work site. Should damage
occur, the Contractor shall repair, at the Contractor’s expense, any
and all damaged caused in a manner which is satisfactory to the
Chief prior to payment,

ii. The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged
property improvements within five (5) days of the damage.
Damaged improvements shall be repaired or replaced to a
condition at least equal to that which existed prior to the damage.

iii. The Chief must inspect and approve such repairs and restorations
prior to payment approval.

iv. Subject to prior approval of the Chief, the Contractor may trim
shrubs or trees and may remove lower branches to better facilitate
land clearing.

v. When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the Chicf
reserves the right to make immediate repairs at the Contractor’s
expense.

vi. If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactorily
manner, the Chief may choose to repair the work, with all costs
incurred by the Chief deducted from the Contractor's billing.

b. Damage to property

L. The Contractor shall be responsible for responding to all
complaints pertaining to any damage that allegedly occurred
during abatement operations, The Contractor must correct any
damages caused on the property by abatement operations before
the Chief issues payment. The Contractor shall use precaution with
all equipment and property to prevent damage to turf.

ii. The City will not be held responsible for any damage to property as
a result of any work performed by the Contractor. The Contractor
shall indemnify the City and hold the City harmless against any
and all claims, liabilities, losses, and causes of action, which may
arise from fulfillment of the contract. The Contractor shall pay all
claims and losses of any kind whatsoever in connection therewith,
defend all suits in the name of the City when applicable, and pay
all costs and judgments, which may be issued thereon.

The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged
property improvements within five (5) days of the damage.
Damaged property shall be repaired or replaced to a condition at
least equal to that which existed prior to the damage.

The Chief must inspect and approve such repairs and restorations
prior to payment approval.

When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the Chief
reserves the right to make immediate repairs at the Contractor’s
expense.

If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactorily
manner, the Chief may choose to repair the work, with all costs
incurred by the City billed to the Contractor.

XVII. NON-COMPLIANCE

a. In the case of repeat failure by the Contractor to adhere to the covenants
herein described in the Contract, the Chief may, at their sole discretion,
revoke, suspend, limit, or terminate any and all Projects issued to the
Contractor and redistribute or rebid them at the Chief’s discretion.

b. In addition to all other applicable provisions set forth in this Contract, a
Contractor may be suspended or terminated from the Contract should any
of the following incidents occur more than six (6) times over the life of the
Contract:

Fails to adhere to the requirements for receipts set forth in Section

Surrenders or refuses to complete assigned work;

Directly causes a hazardous situation which places the lives or
property of others in danger;

Must be made to return to Project site in order to complete work,
either in part or in whole;

Causes damages to private property, improvements, trees, or fails
to adhere to the environmental standards set forth in this Contract;

Knowingly and willingly fails to alert the Chief to a violation of the

Neglects to remove material or equipment from the jobsite in a
timely manner;

Disregards laws, rules, regulations or orders of any public body
having jurisdiction;

Disregards the authority of the Chief; or

Fails to perform any of the covenants herein contained.

¢. Should any of these violations occur, the Chief shall issue a Notice of Non-
Compliance to the Contractor in writing. There shall be no limitation of
time or circumstance herein. That the offense was committed by an
employee or Subcontractor, whether the violation becomes known to the
Chief during or after the Project’s completion, or whether the Contractor
has since remedied the violation, is hereby irrelevant to the Chief’s
authority to issue a Notice of Non-Compliance.

At the sole discretion of the Chief, these violations may be
considered individually or collectively to invoke the suspension or
termination of a Contractor.

XVIL  EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS

a. Contractor shall be in full ownership of at least one (1) excavator in good
working condition with the means to transport it, as is necessary to
complete a standard demolition. Extraneous equipment such as roll offs,
bobcats, lawn care equipment, etc. may be leased or rented.

b. The Contractor shall:

Furnish all appropriate personnel and the type, size, and quality
and quantity of tools and equipment necessary to complete the
specified work in the specified time frame.

Retain mowing, clearing, wood grinding, trimming, sawing, and
trash removal/hauling equipment and personnel in sufficient
quantities to accomplish abatement operations, as described in
these specifications and, if applicable, in the informal bid. The
Contractor may be asked to provide a list of all company
equipment.
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iii. Ensure equipment have installed guards to prevent equipment
from propelling debris dangerously and must ensure blades are
regularly replaced or sharpened to properly cut vegetation.

iv. Clean mower decks before leaving each parcel to remove grass
clippings and weed seeds.

v. Clearly and legibly display signage on all work vehicles the
company name and telephone number. At no time shall employee’s
personal vehicles be parked on or adjacent to the work sites.

vi. During transportation, Contractor shall ensure that debris be
covered to prohibit the loss of litter along the roadway.

¢. The Chief reserves the right to inspect all relevant equipment and all
business locations prior to recommending the award and at any
reasonable time for the duration of the life of the contract.

d. Failure to provide a list of equipment owned by the individual /company
may be grounds for bid rejection. Equipment may include, but is not
limited to the following: mowers, weed-eaters/ trimmers, edgers, blowers,
trash removal/hauling trucks or large trailers, heavy loading equipment,
gas operated limb grinders, gas operated chain saws, and other
miscellaneous hand tools.

e. Lack of suitable is not considered as a valid reason for not abating a site to
completion.

£. Tf the Chief determines that a piece of equipment is in poor working order,
poses a safety hazard, or is damaging the turf, landscaping, curbs
pavement, or other site improvements, they shall notify the Contractor.
Upon notification, the Contractor shall immediately remove the defective
equipment from the worksite and temporarily cease work until the
equipment is repaired or replaced. Poor equipment or equipment failure
is not a valid reason for production delays.

i. Approval from the Chief will not relieve the Contractor of their
responsibility or liability for personal injury or property damage
caused by equipment operation or failure.

XIX. INSPECTION OF THEWORK

a. Contractor shall allow, during regular business hours, City access to the
site in order that the City may inspect the operations for compliance with
this Contract. Contractor shall cooperate with the City in order to facilitate
such inspections.

b. When the Work is complete, Contractor shall notify the assigned Inspector
in writing that the Work is ready for final inspection.

PAYMENT

a. General Payment

i.  There shall be no progress or partial payments under this Contract.

ii.

Payment for the Work performed on a particular Demolition site
shall be allowed under this Contract only upon completion of the
Project and the acceptance of both the site and the required
documentation by the Chief, or upon cancellation of the Project in
writing by the City.

Upon completion of the Work, Contractor shall submit an invoice
to the Chief. The City shall make final inspection of the Work
relating to the invoice and the specific Demolition site. Upon
completion of the City's inspection and acceptance of the Work, the
City shall process the invoice for payment.

1. The City may reject an invoice which is accompanied by

incomplete or incorrect post demolition documentation.

All invoices shall be in a form acceptable to the Chief. All
invoices shall reference the Purchase Order by number and
shall reference each specific Demolition site by address and
real estate number. Contractor shall provide detailed
descriptions of each amount owed and shall submit a signed
Contractor's Affidavit for Payment and Release in a form
and language acceptable to the City.

a. Handwritten invoices will not be accepted.

. Prior to payment, the City shall deduct from Contractor’s

payment any amounts Contractor owes the City pursuant to
provisions of this Contract including, but not limited to, the
cost to correct Contractor’s Work which was not performed
in accordance with the Contract. Such reduction in payment
shall not relieve Contractor from any of its contractual
obligations to perform and shall not limit the City’s remedies
under both Contract and law.

- The City reserves the right to correct any errors of omission

or commission per the laws and rules that govern the City.
In the event the City pays Contractor in error, for whatever
reason, Contractor shall notify the Chief. Upon
determination of any overpayment, the Chief will verify the
error and make an appropriate adjustment to Contractor's
payment or future payment.

iti. In the event that a project has been complied by the owner after

being released to the Contractor, Contractor may be entitled to
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payment for costs that were incurred on said project. Legitimate
costs include permit fees, abatement costs, plumbing work, and
mobilization fees when applicable. No payment will be rendered
for administrative costs, filing fees, expenditure of time, etc. No
payment will be rendered for costs incurred after the notice of
cancellation has been sent. Contractor must submit invoice,
affidavit of lien, and all supporting documentation no later than ten
(10) days from the notice of cancellation.

iv. If Contractor is in violation of any terms or conditions of the
Contract, the City may withhold any payment which may be due
Contractor, and which is appropriate under the circumstances. The
City may also withhold any payment which may be due Contractor
if payment might violate the terms and conditions of any security
instrument provided under this Contract.

v. Work performed by the Contractor will be inspected by the City as
soon as is reasonably possible. Payment for work performed shall
be contingent upon approval of the site by the Chief that the work
has been completed in accordance with the Contractual
Specifications. Approval must be justified by a review of the
Contractor’s invoice and supporting documentation.

1. The City will immediately alert the Contractor to instances
of unsatisfactory work. All unsatisfactory work will be
corrected by the Contractor at no charge to the City
including labor, parts and materials.

. 1In the event that situations of unsatisfactory work continue
to occur after notification by the Chief, the Confractor will be
provided a reasonable length of time (not to exceed five (5)
business days) to implement a program of corrective action
which is acceptable to the Chief.

3. Should there be multiple instances of the Contractor
submitting unsatisfactory work, the Chief reserves the right
to deduct payments, suspend the Contractor’s performance,
or terminate the Contractor.

4. Payment for work performed will not be released until the
project is completed satisfactorily as determined by the
Chief.

vi. The Chief may refuse to approve a payment request to such extent
necessary to protect the City from loss:

The invoiced work is defective or incomplete;

Evidence is discovered that work previous approved is
defective which nullifies a payment previously approved;

The City has corrected or completed the Contractor’s
defective or incomplete work due to Contractor’s default of
contract;

The Contractor has not completed the work in accordance
with the covenants of the contract.

vii. If the Chief determines that work previously approved is
incomplete or defective, then the value of the incomplete or
defective work may be deducted from the Contractor’s current
amount due.

iv. Payment by the City to Contractor shall be considered neither an
acceptance of defective work, nor a waiver of the City’s rights
under the Contract and Contractor’s obligations to perform in
accordance with the Contract.

XXI. PERMITS AND LICENSES

a. Contractor shall, at its own expense, procure and maintain all permits,
certificates, and licenses required by federal, state, and local laws, rules
and regulations to perform the Work. Effective 12/1/2012, any individual,
firm, or corporation submitting bids on this project must hold a valid, demolition
specialty contractor certificate issued by the Construction Trades Qualifying
Board (ref. Jacksonville City Ordinance #2012-630-E). Contractor shall pay all
fees required by law for the execution of the Work including, but not
limited to, certification fees, permit fees and disposal fees. Contractor shall
comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations relating to the
performance of the Work, and pay all fines levied against Contractor or
the City, for failure to do so.

b. Contractor shall give all notices required by law and comply with all
applicable laws, ordinances and codes. All disconnections, Dernolitions,
and Site Clearances shall comply with all applicable ordinance and codes,
including all written waivers. Should Contractor fail to observe the
foregoing provisions and perform the Work at variance with any
applicable ordinance or code, including any written waivers, Contractor
shall correct the Work without cost to the City.

I. SCOPE OF THE CONTRACT

The work performed under this contract shall consist of the complete design, construction, outfitting, testing,
and delivery of one 32' 10" molded (36' 8" LOA) length aluminum Landing Craft vessel. Delivery is to be made
to the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department, Florida. Construction of the vessel shall be in accordance with
this specification and to the highest standards of marine construction.

1. Bidder will provide a CBRNE positive pressure cabin marine aluminum, open ocean and inshore fireboat
with rescue capabilities with 32'-33' molded length, shallow draft with a deep "V" bottom of 18-degree deadrise
aft with new Twin Outboards with a minimum 350 HP four-stroke gas inline 6 cylinders, supercharged and
weighing no more than 668 lbs.

C. WORMANSHIP AND STANDARDS

1. All work is done to high quality marine construction standards. All welding will be in accordance with
welding procedures approved by the American Bureau of Shipping, Rules for Building and Classing Aluminum
Vessels. The hull construction shall be welded, all welds continuous inside and outside all seams. No rivets. All
weld spatter, soot, and construction scars will be removed or faired. All sharp edges and corners are dressed to
prevent hazards to personnel and equipment. The vessel will be constructed of 5083 series marine grade
aluminum plate and 6000 series aluminum extrusions. No 6000 series aluminum shall not be used below deck
as stiffeners against the hull skin to prevent corrosion.

2. All fastenings to/through the hull shall be aluminum or 316 series stainless steel. If stainless steel, they shall
be isolated from aluminum. The utmost care must be taken to ensure that any chance of corrosion is eliminated.
Each manufacturer is responsible to explain how they isolate stainless steel from aluminum.

III. CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS

A. GENERAL

L. The bidder shall provide engineering services, for such time as may be necessary for the technical
supervision of the assembly, testing and certification of the vessel. All cost for 6 members of JFRD for
inspection including midpoint and final, testing, plan review, and approval shall be at the bidder's expense. The
vessel shall be constructed in accordance with and comply with all applicable United States Coast Guard Rules
and Regulations, Code of Federal Regulations 46, American Bureau and Yachting Council and American
Bureau of Shipping.

2. All equipment shall be arranged so that it cannot be damaged by bilge water or within 12" of the bilge,
connections shall be contained in NEMA boxes as required by applicable standards.

3. All parts of the vessel shall be constructed of materials appropriate for the environment in which the vessel
will operate. Vessel will operate in a brackish/saltwater water environment.

4. The vessel shall be designed so that the various systems and parts are readily accessible for inspection,
adjustment, maintenance, lubrication and repair. Placement of equipment whenever possible shall allow for its
removal from the vessel without having to disturb permanently installed structural members, or equipment shall
be situated to allow for in-place overhaul and repair.

5. Access and lightening holes shall be arranged clear of concentrated loads or areas of high stress.

6. Vessel shall have a field of vision from the helm suitable for safe navigation in all operating conditions and
meet ABYC requirements.

7. Port and starboard lights shall be provided and shall be controlled by a switch panel.

8. Vessel shall be equipped with a wheelhouse and large foredeck. Cabin shall be enclosed and engineered for a
three-person crew plus EMS providers/patients. Cabin shall have roof access by an exterior ladder with
sufficient step size and grab rail.

9. All windows, construction openings, piping and doors to cabin shall be weather tight.

10. Vessel design shall maximize storage in all areas, including inside the gunnels, and in the cabin.

B. DRAFT REQUIREMENTS AND HULL CONFIGURATION

1. The fireboat draft will not exceed 28 inches in depth.

2. The hull design will be a deep "V” bottom with 18-degree deadrise aft and meets ISO 12217 stability
requirements. Vessel stability must be met without using added stability such as a foam collar. A "D" shaped
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rub rail shall be on the outside of the gunnel at deck level. The vessel shall have full length tangent chines to
give a soft ride in rough water. Hull design shall be such as to reduce roll-out in high- speed turns to the
maximum extent practical.
3. The vessel must be extremely stable so that heavy loading on one side will not- produce a large list.
4. While underway, the hull must be able to move spray and waves outboard giving a "dry' ride.
5. During initial takeoff acceleration, the ride should be flat and not upward, with a trim angle not to exceed.6
degrees. This should reduce wetted surfaces and give high top speeds and efficient cruising capabilities without
putting excessive loads on engines.
6. Appropriate push knees with D rubber fendering will be incorporated into the bow design and not adversely
impact visibility or appreciably affect performance.
7. Bow push knees shall face downward towards the water.
8. Bow push knees shall be formed into a mushroom shape, so they cover the aluminum brace allowing one to
pen from an angle. Total length needs to be 41 %2 inches.
9. Push knees shall extend past the ramp when the ramp is in the down position to prevent hitting ramp when
pinned.
10. Boat Shall maintain full buoyancy while in reverse
C. PILOTHOUSE
1. The pilothouse will be fully enclosed and fitted out with fixed window aft and 4 sliding windows on the
cabin sides, fixed 2 windows forward and doors leading out to the rear deck and forward deck that can be closed
and locked, protecting the crew from outside influences. Five fixed spotter windows, one each port, starboard
and 3 front on cabin roof. All windows shall be constructed of safety glass. The pilothouse will be outfitted with
a control console forward and to the starboard side. All vessel controls, gauges, breakers, electronics, etfc. are
installed in the control console within immediate reach of the helmsman. The cabin has good overhead
clearance of 6' 10" minimum in the pilothouse. The configuration of the pilothouse should be configured with
forward sliding windows to give the best visibility and ventilation as possible. The cabin shall have shock
mitigating rubber flooring. The flooring shall be removable and be easily maintained.
2. Cabin windows shall provide 360-degree unobstructed visibility from the helm with the cabin door open or
closed. Windows shall be tinted safety glass. All windows and aft cabin door shall be weather tight, waterproof,
and locking. Rear & Forward cabin door shall have an integral stainless lockset, be fully insulated, and be fitted
with dogs for vessel security. Front windshield shall not be tinted.
3. Cabin windshield shall be slanted forward bottom to top to reduce glare and better visibility. Roof spotter
windows shall be mounted in the cabin roof for upper visibility as per the bidder's design. All windows shall be
anodized aluminum frame of high quality.
4. The cabin shall be constructed, and sound insulated to provide a maximum internal cabin (dB) decibel rating
of 85 db with the door and windows closed when operating at rated engine capacity in any weather condition.
Adequate acoustic insulating of hull, cabin, pump space, and engine space to provide this maximum level of
noise exposure is the responsibility of the Bidder.
5. The front windshields shall have windshield wipers, and a freshwater reservoir.
6. Front windshield shall have a defroster
7. There shall be hinged radar mast installed on the aft part of the cabin roof. The mast must be easily hinged
and handled by one person in all weather conditions. The mast must be supported when inverted. Bidders to
provide drawings. The following items must be able to be mounted on the mast or arch: radar scanner, other
navigational lights, and flag halyard.
8. Floodlights will be such to fully light up a scene for 360 degrees, and light up the work deck.
9. The pilothouse will include a designated space for a work bench and storage under it.
10. Cabin shall have rubber stress matting throughout, to reduce crew stress. Matting must be removable and
washable.
11. Vessel shall have a fully insulated interior. All cladding shall meet USCG fire rating requirements.
Cladding shall be easily cleaned and maintained. Bidder shall supply sample and descriptive literature to detail
the cladding they propose. Paneling should be easily removable and cleanable for craft maintenance.
12. Exposed interior aluminum shall be painted with light Grey Zolatone paint. The cabin shall have a white

1. The bidder shall provide all required antennas.

2. Compass shall be Ritchie X-10, installed on dash.

3. Bidder shall arrange and install emergency lights on the cabin roof with bracket.

E. WORK DECK and EQUIPMENT

Deck area will be self-bailing and coated with a non-skid safety surface. The deck will have a large work area to
facilitate dive operations, fire operations, rescue operations, and medical operations. The foredeck shall have a
bow ramp 75" wide. The bow ramp shall be opened and closed by an electric motor with a simple manual
override. Both the cable and the system shall be able to withstand corrosion from both salt and brackish waters
and the parts must be readily available for maintenance.

There must be a small aft deck behind the house at foredeck level. The 1500 gpm pump/engine must be in front
of cabin and recessed down into hull with a hinged box lid, to reduce the pump/engine box height.

1. A large tow post will be located on the stem for towing and will be attached to a structural member of the
vessel.

2. Aluminum railings, minimum 1-1/2" will be used on the vessel for safety. The railing will extend around the
forward half of the foredeck to the bow ramp on top of the gunnel. There shall be safety railing mounted on the
cabin roof sides.

3. Option for Stokes Basket mount

4. The dive door will be located on the port side and shall be 30" in width. The cut out shall be as low as
possible and located adjacent the pump/engine box. It will be used for boarding and retrieving people from the
wafter.

5. A ladder utilizing bent%" aluminum pipe welded to cabin sides just aft of aft window, to allow cabin top
access. This ladder shall be of size to be utilized safely in all-weather conditions.

6. Courtesy lighting shall be provided for safety on both fore and aft decks.

7. Bow storage lockers shall be made under the side gunnels each side of the bow.

8. The forward, aft deck and the cabin decks shall be the same height. Decks and hatches shall be quick
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draining, so hatches do not hold water.
9. The pump/engine hatch shall be weather-tight, drainage shall be provided to reduce collection of standing
water. Hatches shall be provided with robust 316 Aluminum hinges to prevent movement during rough
conditions.
10. Large Storage Box shall be provided on deck area 16 inches in height by 16 inches deep by 438 inches in
length. (Location TBD by JFRD)
11. One (1) multi gas meter up to 6 gases, one (1) Personal Radiation Detection Kit, one (1) Biological
Detection kit, one (1) Chemical Detection Kit, four (4) PFDS, four (4) Helmets, four (4) Throw bags, four (4)
dock lines, four (4) bumpers shall be provided with the Vessel.
F. ELECTRICAL
1. Wiring shall be installed as per ABYC and United States Coast Guard Rules and Regulations as a minimum.
The Bidder shall provide an electrical schematic in the manual package. The schematic shall be a one-line
diagram, follow the electrical runs as installed in the vessel, and match the labeling of the wiring runs. This
shall not be a generic drawing, but an exact diagram of the purchased vessel. Wiring shall be loomed, and all
hull contact points shall have grommets, all wiring runs shall be properly supported with no chafe points.
Wiring runs shall be concealed behind cabin walls, cladding, or decorative cable trays, etc. Exposed wiring will
not be accepted. Wiring shall be isolated from the hull to prevent electrolysis.
2. Wiring runs shall have easy access through removable panels, cable trays. Bidders shall provide details of
their standard wiring installation practice with their bids.
3. Navigation lighting will be provided by USCG regulations for vessels of this size and service and marine
grade. Approved lights will be arranged to display the correct light signals for free running, anchoring.
4. Electrical breaker panels shall be DC panels with sufficient and properly sized breakers for electrical and
electronic gear. Breaker panels shall provide four additional breakers as spares for future additions to the vessel.
All breaker panels shall be Blue Sea backlit panels and have indicating lights for each breaker. A second panel
shall be readily accessible to the helm and control the following items (other panels may be acceptable, but
bidder will need prior approval before bidding alternate panels):

5. All lighting is to be LED to reduce the amp draw and to reduce maintenance cost.
6. All DC power shall be controlled by a single master breaker.
7. Batteries shall be stored in a secure waterproof, properly vented, corrosion resistant battery boxes. Battery
box shall be fully accessible. Battery cabling shall be #00 gauge at a minimum.
8. Vessel shall be provided with an appropriate marine four-way battery isolator switch mounted in the
wheelhouse. Switch shall be mounted in an accessible area adjacent to the helm.
9. The vessel shall have minimum of two 12V DC power outlets. Three AC outlets will be mounted on the
interior, locations to be determined.
10. Vessel shall be provided with a dimmer switch to control gauge and compass brightness during night
operation.
11. Vessel will have a battery charger. All batteries shall be charged from engine. Switches shall have field
disconnects to protect alternators.
12. Battery voltage monitoring shall be accomplished using a Blue Sea Systems digital three-bank voltmeter, to
be connected to each battery.

G. FENDERING and MOORING
1. A heavy duty 3" 'D' shaped rubber shall be fitted around the bow and sides of the vessel.
2. Six (6) Large cleats to be located (3 each side) port and starboard side and will be welded to the top of the
gunwale.
3. A heavy welded aluminum bow eye will be affixed to the stem for trailering.
4. A heavy-duty push knee fender system shall be fitted to the bow. The push knee shall be fitted with D-rubber
fendering.

IV. FIRE MAIN SYSTEM and DISCHARGE QUTLETS

A. FIREFIGHTING CAPABILITY

1. The fireboat will be able to pump at a minimum, 1500 gallons per minute at appropriate nozzle pressures.
Higher GPM is desired. Water will be delivered to a minimum of three locations on the boat.

2. The 2000 GPM Elkhart 8394 brass hard-wired monitor will be operated clectronically from inside the cabin
at the firefighting control station for the roof mounted monitor. The firefi ghting control center shall provide
complete control of the fire pump and associated automated equipment. The control center shall provide
maximum visual observation of firefighting operations, while maintaining protection from smoke, heat, and
weather. Piping shall not obstruct the vision of the operator or crew at any time.

3. Pump monitoring pressure gauges shall be provided and be adequate for the proper and safe operation of the
pump. This shall include pump engine controls, discharge pressure gauge, oil pressure and temperature gauges.
All controls and gauges shall be mounted at the firefighting console top port of the helm station.

4. The pump shall have 2 X 5" large diameter discharges on the foredeck, up on the gunnels. Piping shall be 4
or 5" as required schedule 40 aluminum pipe. All 3 discharges are to have individual shut-off valves.

5. Install an indicator that tells the operator what position the roof monitor is in.
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B. HYDRANT OUTLETS

VI. FUEL TANKS
{. There will be either single or dual aluminum fuel tanks with a minimum capacity of 240 gallons of fuel.
These tanks will be built and hydrostatically tested to the Safety Standards for Small Craft specifications. Fuel
tanks will be suitably baffled, fitted with electric level gauges and isolated from the hull structure by neoprene
or rubber padding.

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Contractor deliveries from Non-TWIC vendors may be escorted by JAXPORT approved Prime Contractor
escorts.

Once approved, the contractor's employee(s) will attend a JAXPORT provided
MTSA TWIC Escort Class in addition to the standard MTSA 33 CFR 105.215 Security Class at a combined
cost of $55.00. These authorized individual(s) must have no collateral duties that will separate the escort
from the escorted visitor while serving as escort.

proactively monitor performance so that JAXPORT'S needs and expectations are being met, JAXPORT is
instituting a Supplier Performance Evaluation Program.

Overview

To establish a uniform and simple means of evaluating supplier performance, the Supplier Performance
Evaluation program includes the use of a Supplier Evaluation Form. Formally awarded, competitive contracts
for services, supplies, equipment, construction, capital projects and construction refated professional services
shall be evaluated using this form. For informal awarded purchase orders where the end-user of the contract
should reasonable foresee that poor supplier performance would create significant business risk for
JAXPORT, this program shall also apply.

Objectives
The Supplier Performance Evaluation Form will support JAXPORT'S purchasing goals which include: To

obtain the highest quality of goods and services for the smallest outlay of dollars, and to provide a fair and
level playing field for all businesses.
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The Supplier Performance Evaluation Program is intended to accomplish the following goals:

* Drive suppliers to continuously improve performance

° Provide on-going incentive for suppliers to perform well and penailties for poor
performance

o Standardize approach for documenting supplier performance

) Increasingly hold suppliers accountable for their work

o Increase communication with suppliers regarding performance

° Ensure clarity of expectations regarding vendor performance

Contract Quality Evaluator (CQE)

For every contract which JAXPORT enters into, the respective Department's Director will designate an
employee to be responsible for the evaluation of the supplier's performance under the contract. This function
is called contract quality evaluation and the individual performing the role is the CQE. Functions of the CQE
include assisting the supplier in beginning work in an effective manner, inspecting the supplier's work,
handiing issues resulting from work, approving invoices and evaluating supplier performance.

Frequency of inspections and Evaluations

Determining inspection and completion of Performance Evaluation Form is an important decision for CQE’s.
Generally, the higher the risk to JAXPORT, the more frequent and thorough the inspections should be.
Where risk of poor performance is low, inspections could be less; however, these should always resultin the
completion of a Performance Evaluation Form. CQE's should never hesitate to seek guidance from the
Manager of Procurement or Procurement Staff,

If inspections determine that a suppfier is performing poorly, it is critical that the CQE prepare a Performance
Evaluation Form documenting such performance in detail and provide the supplier with a copy of such form
as soon as possible. The CQE should document results of inspections on the Performance Evaluation Form
and the comments should be clear enough so that they may be referred to at a later time without any question
as that what they mean. Completed Performance Evaluation Forms should be sent to the attention of the
Procurement Manager or his/her designee so that a Deficient Performance Letter may be issued to the

supplier.

Unacceptable Performance

Actions: The CQE's will notify Procurement via the Performance Evaluation Forms that the supplier's
performance has been unacceptable. Procurement will then notify in writing via a deficient performing letter
informing the supplier that its performance has been rated as unacceptable. The supplier shall have ten (10)
days to respond to the letter and such response shall include specific actions that the supplier will take to
bring the supplier's performance up-to an acceptable performance level.

Within thirty (30) days from date of the first unacceptable performance letter, or before the project is
scheduled for completion, JAXPORT wilt notify the supplier in writing as to whether its performance, as
determined solely by JAXPORT, is meeting expectations or is continuing to be unacceptable. If the suppiier's
performance as described in the letter is meeting expectations, no further remedial action will be required by
the supplier, as long as the supplier's performance continues to be acceptable.

If the supplier's performance as described in the first letter continues to be unacceptable, or is inconsistently
acceptable then the supplier shall have fifteen (15) days from the second letter to demonstrate solely
through its performance of the work, that it has achieved acceptable performance. If the supplier's
performance is deemed unacceptable after a third time, JAXPORT will take such actions as it deems
appropriate including, but not limited to, terminating the contract for breach, suspending the supplier from
bidding on any JAXPORT related solicitations and other remedies avaitable in the Procurement Code and in
law. Such action does not relieve the supplier of its obligations under the contract, nor does it preciude an

earlier termination.






Top Performance
Actions: When the supplier demonstrates consistent Top Performance for a period of no less than six

months, JAXPORT will recognize the supplier, by naming the supplier as a supplier of the quarter. Such
recognition will be used in future bid evaluations and due preference will be given.

Disputes
If the supplier wants to dispute the resulis of Performance Evaluation Forms, the supplier must submit a letier

to the Director of Procurement providing supplemental information that it believes the JAXPORT CQE's
failed to take into account when preparing the Performance Evaluation Forms. Such letter, along with
supplemental information, must be subrmitted no laterthan ten (10) days following the supplier's receipt of any
notice of unacceptable performance. If the Director of Procurement decides to change the evaluation to
acceptable performance, the supplier will be notified and a revised letter of performance will be prepared
with a copy issued to the CQE and their respective Director. If the Director of Procurement decides that no
change is warranted, the decision of the Director will be final.

THIS AGREEMENT FOR PLUMBING MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR SERVICES (“AGREEMENT"} is made
and entered into this _iﬁrday of ‘M_af N , 2019 by and between the JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY,
a body politic and corporate created and existing under Chapter 319-2001, Laws of Florida, as amended,
hereinafter referred to as “JAXPORT”, and TURNER PLUMBING COMPANY, INC., & corporation licensed to do
business in the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as "TURNER PLUMBING” and is based on the following
facts:

A JAXPORT issued its Request for Proposal No. 19-83 in order to procure a firm, qualified and interested in
providing PLUMBING MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR SERVICES for the Jacksonville Port Authority.

B. TURNER PLUMBING submitted its Proposal to JAXPORT representing that it is capable of providing
the necessary services as contemplated by JAXPORT’s Request for Proposal No. 19-03.

C. TURNER PLUMBING has been selected by JAXPORT as the most qualified to provide the requested
services and JAXPORT and TURNER PLUMBING have now reached an understanding with each other
regarding the services to be performed, the terms and conditions governing such performance, the
compensation to be paid for such services, and consequently desire to set forth their understanding in the
form of a written agreement.

IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and the mutual covenants herein contained, the parties hereto agree
as follows:

ARTICLE 1

This Amendment No. | to the Plumbing Maintenance and Repair Services Agreement, made as of
March 1. 2022 (the “Amendment™), js entered into between the Jacksonville Port Authority, a Florida public
agency hereinafier referred to as “JAXPORT™ and Tumer Plumbing Company, Inc. hereinafier referred to

as “Tumer Plumbing.™

WHEREAS, JAXPORT and Turner Plumbing entered into an Agreement, dated March 1, 2019 (the
“Original Agreement”), pursuant to which JAXPORT engaged Turner Plumbing to perform certain

Plumbing Maintenance and Repair Services duties, as specified therein;

QUALITY. Unless this Contract specifically states otherwise for a particulur item, all
componenis used to manulacture or construct any supplies, materials or equipment of
Products provided under this Contract shall be: (a) new; {b) the latest model; (c) of the best
quality and high-grade workmanship; and {d) in compliance with all applicable federal,
state and tocal laws, regulations and requirements. By “new®, the Cily means that the ilem
has been recently produced and has not been previously sold or used.

GUARANTEE. Unless otherwise specified by the City, the Compuuy guarantees the
materinls and workmanship on all Products and Scrvices for the guarantee period
associated with a specific product or services, as specified in Company docusnentation and
quotation. If, within the puarantec period mny defects occur due to a faulty Product or
Services (including without lmitation a f{ailure to comply with the Specifications), the
Comnpany at ils expense, shall repair or adjust the condition, or replace the Product and/or
Services to the complete satisfaction of the City. These repairs, replaccments or
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adjustinents shali be made only at such time as will be desipnated by the City to ensure the
least impact o the operation of City business.

Background

“Summer slide” is the tendency for students, especially those from low-income families, to lose
some of the achievement gains they made during the previous school year. A 2020 study of chil-
dren in 3rd to 5th grades found that students lost, on average, about 20 percent of their school-
year gains in reading and 27 percent of their school-year gains in math during summer break.
The Ty Allan Jackson LLC team aims to partner on a literacy program with the Kids Hope Alli-
ance and the City of Jacksonville to help participating children maintain, and even improve upon,
their school-year reading gains.

Objective

We aim to reduce sumumer slide among a select group of Jacksonville youth by offering them a
fun and engaging literacy program that will include reading, writing, and visits with author Ty
Allan Jackson.

- Suggested art project: Draw pictures of your sidekick, and/or your villain
in action.
- Virtual Visit Topic
- Teamwork - Why no matter what our mission is, it’s better to do it as a
team.
- Adversaries and obstacles - Why they are essential to bringing out the hero
in us.
- Week 4
- Activity: Write Your Story
- Now it’s time to put it together: write a short story about your superhero’s
adventures.
- Virtual Visit Topic
- Wrap up, Q&A, and sharing our stories.

The program will culminate with a reading celebration that will feature Mr. Jackson as the main
speaker, and include prominent Jacksonville leaders. Participants will receive a copy of The
Supadupa Kid 2: MOVE. We hope to hold the celebration at a fun Jacksonville location such as
Jaguar Stadium.

1.B. Coxwell Contracting, Inc. (JBCCI) is pleased to submit for your review and consideration the
following design-build scope of services and attached lump sum fee proposal for the above referenced project.
The scope of work in the attached Fee proposal includes the pavement/concrete repairs at Fire Station #21 and
Fire Station #27. Design, geotechnical evaluations, and permitting are not included in this proposal. A
Google Earth aerial image has been included that depicts what is included with this proposal,
Pavement thicknesses for concrete and asphalt repairs were provided by COJ staff.

The proposed tump sum amount for this project is $466,27.04, which includes a 15% project
contingency for each fire station. The project contingency is for the Design-Builder’s benefit and not for
changed field conditions, unknown field conditions or added scope of work. This proposal does not include any
design or engineering elements. JBCCI will obtain a COJ right of way permit for this work as required. The
work related to this project will be completed within one hundred twenty calendar days (120) from notice-to-
proceed.

This lump sum proposal is inclusive of only those services noted on the attached fee summary and
which are anticipated at this time. No services or work other than those noted in the fee proposal are included,
In addition, any unknown condition(s) which may surface during construction or any other increase in scope of
services may result in a request for applicable fees. No work will proceed however, without first obtaining
approval from the City for any applicable services.

Included in the proposal is an allowance for pressure grout where the concrete and the asphalt meet
behind Fire Station #21 as this is an area of concern. Also inciuded in Fire Station #21 is televising the existing
storm drainage in the vicinity of the above-mentioned failure to investigate if the existing piping may be a
contributing factor. If the existing storm drainage pipe needs to be replaced, the estimated cost is approximately
$7,500 plus applicable fees.

Included in the proposal for Fire Station #27 is the replacement of the curb and gutter along the right
side of the driveway. The existing parking stalls at Fire Station #27 are proposed to be seal-coated and restriped
rather than reconstructing the pavement. Due to the proximity of the fence and the asphalt repairs, the removal
and reinstallation of the fence is included in Fire Station #27 as necessary.

Due to the volatility of materials and the constant fiuctuations in material pricing/availability, the
Contingency may need to be used for material escalations if needed.
