AT&T will analyze telephone calling patlerns and provide best practice recommendations. AT&T will
develop, implement, and manage an IPS Policy to address aspects of voice network security and fraud
mitigation. IPS Palicy thresholds and alerts will be configured and tuned periadically as required.

Following is a list of tha monitored elements in the IPS Policy

+ Total Inbound Calls (Enterprise-wide or IVR specific)—Provides the first indication of unusual call
volumes.

»  Outbound international (INTL) Calls—Provides an indication of toll fraud.

s Total Terminated Calls—A sudden change in the normal number or rate of calls terminated by Firewall
Policy is a major indicater of anomalous activity.

o Countries of Interest—Alerts on inbound or outbound calls to or from countnes that may be of interest
to the Customer.

d. Voice Firewall Policy Management. Firewall Policy enforces a voice security policy for individuatl telephone
calls across the Customer's enterprise. AT&T will develop, implement, and manage a Firewall Policy.
Firewall Policy management includes the management of white lists (allow) and blacklists {log, alert, block).
As pant of the Service, ATA&T will create a policy rule to enforce the AT&T-propnetary nuisance caller
blacklist. Perindic updates to the list are included in the Service. The Service also includes a Voice Firewall
Policy rule to implement a Customer-specific harassing callers rule.

Purpose of REP; Estimated Budget.

The Purpose of this RFP is to solicit Statements of Qualification from design-build firms to enable the
City to enter a design-build contract in accordance with Section 287.055, Florida Statutes
(“Consultants’ Competitive Negotiation Act” or “CCNA”), Chapter 126, Part 7, Ordinance Code, and
this RFP, to provide design, permitting and construction services for the public construction project
described herein (the “Project”). The Project consists of the completion of the design (30% to
Construction plans), permitting, and construction of the facilities described in Section 1.3 below.

This project is a federally funded project. The project has both Federal Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP, CFDA 97.039) Funding and COJ Funding, but is
subject to include Housing and Urban Development Community Development Block Grant Mitigation
(CDBG-MIT, CFDA 14.218 and 14.228) Funding established for a total project cost of $374,946.00.

Description of Services.

The scope of work required of the selected Design-Build Firm for this design-build project shall
include, but it shall not be limited to, the design, permitting, and construction elements necessary to
complete the emergency generator installations and electrical infrastructure upgrades project
and all associated miscellaneous work.

Term of Agreement.

Minimum Requirements for Bidders.

Design-build firms responding to this RFP (“Bidders”) must satisfy the following mandatory
minimum requirements in order to have its Response evaluated. By submitting a Response, Bidder
warrants and represents that it satisfies these requirements. Failure to meet these requirements will
result in the Response not being evaluated and being rejected as non-responsive:

1. The Contractor shall provide current proof of all business licenses required by local, state, and
federal law as applicable.

2. Proposers are required to be pre-qualified with the City in the Vertical and or Mechanical
Categories which is required for the Project. Proposers are required to meet the provisions
contained within Florida Statute 287.055 to be classified as a Design-Build Firm and be authorized to
enter into a Design-Build Contract in the State of Florida. The Technical qualification
