SCOPE

. The work covered by these specifications consists of furnishing all equipment, labor and materials and

performing all operations necessary to kill vegetation in outfall ditch bottoms using non-selective
herbicides, and to selectively kill undesirable vegetation, including broadleaf and woody plants, along
ditch banks using selective herbicides on a scheduled basis during length of the contract. In addition, the
CONTRACTOR MANAGER may choose to chemically treat undesirable vegetation in roadside ditches,
rights-of-way, easements, paved areas and individual parcels selected by CONTRACT MANAGER.

Amendment 1A was previously issued in the amount of $1,133,990.00. The present
fund balance remaining as of this date is $737,327.45. We have negotiated a revised
Scope of Service as indicated on the attached Scope & Fee Summary, Exhibit C2 to
replace the decking and guardrail that was included in Amendment 1A, out to Bent 17,
as well as repair of the fire line, water line, lighting, and other misc. items that were
damaged by the hurricane. Negotiations have resulted in the revised amount of
$708,261.00, for the revised scope, which is within the amount remaining. This leaves a
contingency amount of $29,066.45, which may be needed for other repairs as the
consultant finds necessary.

Accordingly, this is to recommend that Contract No #8150-15, originally executed March
28, 2016, between the City and Acon Construction Co., Inc. for Design-Build Services-
Active and Passive Parks, be amended to incorporate the attached Scope and Fee
Summary, Exhibit C2 for the Jacksonville Beach Pier, with the original GMP amount of
$1,133,990.00 remaining unchanged.

We are pleased to provide this proposal to change the work on the subject project under the
guidelines of the referenced contract.

The referenced amendment was implemented in accordance with the Design Criteria Package
(DCP} and three negotiating meetings, but was only partially completed due to the damages to
the pier caused by Hurricane Matthew. Original design was completed and accepted and many
materials were received in an agreed upon plan to start work. The hurricane struck two days
before mobilization occurred and much of the pier was damaged. In the months following the
storm, it became apparent no work could proceed so ACON moved what materials had been
delivered to locations designated by COJ Officials. In recent weeks, it has been confirmed by the
city that a section of pier out to Bent #17 is structurally sound so the decking and handrails can
be replaced on those spans for use by the public. The following modifications are required to
the Amendment:

Per discussions during this post hurricane negotiation phase we have been directed to price the
remaining areas out to Bent #17 along with the following additions:
a. A new Fire Sprinkler Line is required to be installed from the water source out to Bent
#17.
b. A new fence and gate are needed at the entry to the pier along with added fencing
under the shoreline end of the pier for public safety.
¢. The water line going out to the pier needs repairs in several locations.
The electrical conduit used for running electricity to the pier columns needs repair.
e. Arelocatable railing will be added to the end of the pier making future repairs more
accessible.
