Al intellectual property
developed, originated, or prepared by Motorola in connection with providing to CGustomer the Software or
related services remain vesied exclusively in Molorola, and this Agreement does not grant to Customer
any shared development rights of intellectual property. Except as expliciliy provided in the Software
License Agreement, Motorola does not grant to Customer, either directly or by implication, estoppel, or
olherwise, any right, title or interest in Motorola's Proprietary Rights. Cuslomer wili not modify,
disassemble, psel components, decompile, otherwise reverse engineer or atiempt to reverse engineer,
derive source code or creste derivative works from, adapt, transiate, merge with other software,
reproduce, distribute, sublicense, sell or export the Software, or permit or encourage any third party to do
so. The preceding senience does not apply to Open Source Software which Is governed by the standard
license of the copyright owner,

Section 14 FCC LICENSES AND OTHER AUTHORIZATIONS

Customer is solely responsible for oblaining licenses or other authorizations required by the Federal
Communications Commission or any cther federal, state, or local government agency and for complying
with all rules and regulations required by governmenial agencies.

1.0 Description of Service and Obligations

As major system releases become available, Motorola agrees to provide the system owner with the
software, hardware and implementation services required to execute up to one syslem
infrastructure upgrade in a two-year period for their ASTRO 23 system.

The parties agree that the system owner will have, at their option, the choice of upgrading in cither
Year | or Year 2 of the coverage period. To be cligible for the ASTRO 25 System Upgrade
Agreement 1, the ASTRO 25 system must be at system release 7.7 or later.

Motorola agrees to provide minor software upgrades, known as “patch releases”, which may
include commercial Operating Sofiware (“O8”} and application software paiches and service pack
updates when and if available. Currently, the parties acknowledge that Motorola’s service includes
Microsoft Windows and Server OS, Red Hat Linux, Sun Solaris and any Motorola software
service packs that may be available. Motorola agrees to provide only paich releases that have been
analyzed, pre-tested, and certified in a dedicated ASTRO 25 test [ab to ensure that they are
compatiblc and do not interfere with the ASTRO 25 network functionality. Corresponding 3rd
Parly software and operating system patches will be released quarterly upon successful completion
of the regular test cyele or at Motorola’s discretion. Once a patch release has been validated as
safe for deployment on the radio network, Motorola agrees to post it on a Motorola secure extranet
sile for the Customer to download and deploy.

1.3.1  'The parties agree thal minor software upgrades, and patch release coverage, which
include commercial OS and application software patches and service pack updates, will
terminate should the customers system release version beecome more than 3 system
release versions form the current shipping release version.

The partics agree that ASTRO 25 system release upgrades arc considered “major” upgrades if they
include commercial OS and application software updates as well as Motorola system release
software. System releases shall be pre-tested and certified in Motorola’s Systems Integration Test
lab. ASTRO 25 system veleases shall improve the system functionality and operation from
previous releases and may include some minor feature enhancements. At Motorola’s option,
system releases may also include significant new feature enhancements as optional features. The
SUA 11 does not include coverage for new optional feature software or hardware. Optional
features may be offered for purchase.

The parties agree to the Eligible System Release Upgrade Paths available to the system owner as
per the system release upgrade chart referenced and incorporated in Appendix A.

Motorola agrees that this Agreement entitles a Customer 10 past software versions for the purpose
of downgrading product software to a compatible release version.

ARTICLE 1 - DURATION and EXTENSION

B. Should the Contractor fail 1o perform (default) under the terms of this Agreement, then the County shall provide
written notice to the Contractor, which such notice shall include timeframe of no fewer than five (5) calendar days
in which to cure the default. Failure to cure the default within the timeframe provided in the notice of default (or any
such amount of time as mutually agreed to by the parties in writing), shall constitute cause for termination of this
Agreement,

C. Consistent with other provisions in ths Agreement, Contractor shall be paid for services authorized and satisfactorily
performed under this Contract up to the effective date of termination.

D. Upon receipt of a notice of termination, except as otherwise directed by the County in writing, the Contractor shall:

2. Terminate and settle all orders and subcontracis selating to the performance of the terminated work,

3. Transfer all work in process, completed work, and other material related to the terminated work to the County,
4. Continue and complete al! paris of the work that have not been terminated,

ARTICLE 10 - PERSONNEL

The Contracior is encouraged to seek minority
and women business enterprises for participation in subcontracting opportunities.

IFa subcontractor fails to satisfactorily perform in accordance with the Contract Documents, and it is necessary to replace

The Couaty reserves the right to disqualify any subcontractor, vendor, or material supplier based upon prior unsatisfactory
performance, '

b.  The Contractor shall be responsible for removal and proper disposal of all oil and filters in accordance with
any and all Federal, State and Local laws, regulations, codes, and rules regarding the disposal of hazardous
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materials.

IV. Warranted Equipment
All new equipment warranty work shall be provided by the original warranty supplier. All warranty
responsibility for previously purchased cquipment still under warranty shall continue to be provided by the
original warranty supplier until expiration of the warranty period. The Contractor shall perform regular
quarterly and annual maintenance and inspections for all equipment under warranty as described herein. All
trouble calls shall be directed to the warranty supplier, if the trouble call involves a warranty item. Maintenance
of the warranty inventory list shall be provided by the Contractor at no additional cost to the County,

V. Response Time

a.

Response time for non-cmergency repairs shall be within twenty four (24) hours of Contractor notification
by the County.

Emergency repairs shall require the Contractor to have a qualified technician onsite within one (1) hour of
Contractor netification by the County.

If an emergency repair cannot be completed within four (4) hours of arrival onsite by the Contractor, a
portable unit shall be supplied and connected by the Contractor. All temporary, poriable units shall be fully
operational and of equitable service capability. Temporary, portable units must be placed at the designated
location within one (1) hour of the end of the four (4) hour emergency repair time frame. All costs associated
with the hook up, disconnect, delivery, pick up, and rental charges of temporary portable units shall be
included in the Rental Rates for the temporary, portable unit, and shall be the responsibility of the County
based on the Schedule of Rental Rates. 1f the delay in repair is caused due to the unavailability of parts or
other circumstances within the Contractor’s control, charges for the portable rental unit shall be the
responsibility of the Contractor after the first 72 hours from time of set up.

Notifications from the County of required repairs, both non-cmergency and emergency, shall be made via
telephone call to the Contractor, and followed up with a written notification via email.

In the event the Contractor fails to meet the response time requirements for non-emergency and emergency
repairs, the County reserves the right to have a sccond, independent contractor perform the necessary
repairs. The cost of the repairs, including parts and labor, shall cither be deducted from the Contractor’s
next payment, o shall be billed to the Contractor for payment.

V1. Repairs & Replacements

a.

All repairs shail be approved, in writing, by a County representative before the commencement of any work,
with the exception of emergency repairs discovered after regular business hours. All repairs and
replacement parts shall be priced and approved by the County prior to performance of services. Approval
of emergency repairs discovered after regular business hours shall be made verbally, onsite by the assigned
Property Manager or histher designee. Verbal approval of an afier-hours emergency repair shall be
followed-up with an email or facsimile the next business day.

i. The Contractor shall perform any and all necessary, approved repairs based on the approved cost
proposal for the repair. No work other than the approved repair shall be performed by the Contractor
without prior approval by the County,

ii. Ifthe use of a rental, portable unit is necessary during the course of a repair, either minor or major, the
Contractor shall provide a unit at costs not exceeding prices in the approved Schedule for Rental Rates.
Charges for the rental unit beyond 72 hours shall be the responsibility of the Contracter, as outlined in
section V, subsection c.

iii. For all repairs, the County shall have the option to solicit additional quotes or to bid out the repair,

All replacement/repair parts must be genuine original manufacturer’s parts, approved by the original
manufacturer for the specific device being repaired/replaced, unless otherwise approved, in writing, by the
County. All parts must be new or like-new refurbished parts. Replaced (old) parts shall become the property
of the Contractor. Instalied new and refurbished replacement/repair parts shall become the property of the
County, Federal Laws concerning Tier 14 emissions standards shall apply in the case of a major failure
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requiring replacement of an entire generator engine, or repair by replacement.

L. The cost of the replacement/repair parts shall be in accordance with the following:

A. The Contractor’s standard government discounted price;

Cummins Power South is the only authorized company to access and perform certain software based diagnostic tests on
Onan (Cummins) generators. When these software based diagnostic tests are required, the contractor shall coordinate with
the County Generator Maintenance Technician to have them performed by Cummins, and shall submit a copy of the invoice
from Cummins with the Contractor’s invoice, and shall not markup the cost of the work performed by Cummins.

Ifand when a generator or switchgear fail and requires replacement and the necessary work requires permitting and electrical
work, the Contractor shall be responsible to have a licensed Electrical Contractor perform the necessary services.

The Contractor shall have a license Liquid Petrolcum Gas Specialty Installer perform the services to replace or repair
gascous fuel systems.

Common Requirements Services

The requirements stated in this seetion apply to services performed on all generators included under this Contract.

I. Scheduling
a.  All annual and quarterly routinc maintenance, tests and repairs shall be conducted during normal business
hours, Monday through Friday, between 8:00am and 5:00pm. To arrange for an appointment to perform
service at a particular facility, the Contractor must contact the assigned Property Manager or histher
designee at the facility with a minimum of forty eight (48) hours advance notice.

b. The Contractor shall complete all required inspections, maintenance testing and reports within ten (10)
consecutive calendar days of scheduled service specified in this Contract,

{l. Inventory of Equipment
a.  The list of cquipment on the Generator List Exhibit “B” provided herein is the County’s current inventory
of operational generator systems. The Contractor shall maintain the inventory when performing scheduled
maintenance of all equipment. Any time the inventoried equipment changes through additions, deletions,
relocations, or transfers of equipment, the Contractor shall modify its records to indicate such action and
maintain an accurate equipment inveniory. All changes to the inventory shall be communicated in writing
to the maintenance staff

b. The inventory shall include a minimum of:

i.  Make, model, and location of each piece of equipment;
ii. Any existing manufacturer’s warrantics on equipment added, if applicable;
iii. Notation of any changes since the last monthly report.

¢. The Contractor shall not, under any circumstances, remove any equipment containing a St. Johns County
property sticker. The Contractor shall request that, when replacing equipment, the property sticker be
removed by an appropriate County staff member authorized to adjust equipment inventory records.

d. The County reserves the right to transfer any piece of equipment from one County location to another,
without prior notice to the Contractor.

I11. Additions & Deletions of Equipment
a. The County rescrves the right to add cquipment to, or remove equipment from this Contract. Any addition
or removal of equipment shall be authorized with a Contract Amendment signed by both partics.
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b. The County shall attempt to provide advance notice to the Contractor of any newly purchased equipment,
or any other equipment to be added to this Contract,

c. If removing equipment from this Contract, the County shall provide thirty (30) consceutive calendar days
prior writien notice to the Contractor, and shall confirm removal with a Contract Amendment signed by
both parties. Equipment removed from the coniract, for which services have been pre-paid by the County
shall require the Contractor to issue a credit for overpayment to be applied to the respective department’s
account for future use. The Contractor shall prorate invoices based on the date that a unit is removed from
the contract,

d. The Contractor shall provide service on additional and/or new equipment of the same make and model, at
the same rate or less as the unit/category price proposcd under this Contract,

&

The Contractor shall provide service on any additional picce of equipment of a different make, model, or
manufacturer to the coniract at a rate mutually agreed upon by the County and Contractor,

f.  Addition and deletion of equipment shall be handled on a pro-rated system based on the date added or
deleted from the County inventory. If equipment deleted has been pre-paid, then the Contractor shall issue
credits to the respective County department.

g. Replacement of units damaged by lightning, natural disasters or other Acts of God shall be the responsibility
of the County.

1V. Background Checks

The awarded Contractor shall be required to perform background screenings on any and all personnel to perform
services, at any time, on County property, under the awarded Agreement. The awarded Contractor shall centify, in
writing, that all personncl proposed to perform work under the awarded Contract have been screened through the
appropriate method outlined below, prior to any work being performed. Any and all personnel performing services
on County property, under the awarded Agreement, must be properly screenced, and must meet the criteria provided
below:

Level I Background Screenings are required for any and all Contractor provided personnel performing services on
County property. Background screenings include, but are not limited to, national and local criminal history, driver
license record, national sexual offender, and employment history.

Level 11 Background Screenings are required for any and all Contractor provided personnei as specified in
Chapter 435.06, Florida Statutes.

Contractor provided personnel who undergo a Level Tor Level 1 Background Screening and who are awaiting
final disposition of a felony case, or who, in the past ten (10) years were found guilty of a felony offense, have
had adjudication withheld in a felony case, or entered into a pre-trial intervention in a felony case may not
perform any services under the awarded Agreement, if it is determined that the arrest record and/or the Court’s
action is relevant to the position and therefore makes the individual unsuitable to perform services on County

property.

The awarded Contractor shall be required to make any and all records from background screenings of Contractor
provided personnel available to the County for reviewsaudit, upon request from the County. The Contractor shall
be responsible for obtaining any and all necessary permissions from the screened individuals allowing the
transmission of records to the County for review,

V. Iustitutional & Facility Security

a. The Contractor shall comply with the County’s security guidelines on institutional and facility security
policies. Violations of these guidelines may result in termination of the Contract. The Contractor shali be
responsible for obtaining a copy of any specific institutional or facility rules from County staff prior to
execution of the Contract.

b. The Contractor shall be required to submit the above referenced information to the County for any
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prospective new employees, or any other employees who the Contractor intends to perform work under this
Contract, prior to any work being performed at any County location under this Contract.

¢.  The Contractor shall not assign any individual to provide services under this Contract who has been barred
from any County institution or other County facility,

d. The Contractor shall not assign any individual to provide services under this Contract who is under
supervision or jurisdiction of any parole, probation, or correctional autherity. Persons under any such
supervision may work for the Contractor, but only on services independent from any work performed under
this Contract.

¢. The Contractor shall be required to disclose any business or personal rclationship any Contractor staff,
officer, agent or potential candidate for employment may have with any individual currently incarcerated
or under the supervision of St. Johns County.

f. The County rescrves the right to request alternate service technicians to perform services under this contract
at any time, for any reason. The Contractor shall be responsible for having backup technicians, who have
passed the required background cheeks stated above to perform the necessary work upon request from the
County.

V1. Records & Documentation
The Contractor shall maintain and update gencrator systems maintenance records for all equipment scrviced
under this Contract. Such documentation shall inelude, but is not limited to, records of all service calls,
preventative maintenance performed, and any system modifications if applicable. The Contractor shall maintain
a service log at the site of cach picce of equipment maintained under this Contract.

a.  The Contractor shall submit a report of cach inspection performed within 10 consccutive calendar days of
said inspection. Report shall be submitted to the assigned Property Manager.

VIl Payment
The Contractor shall invoice the County according to the schedule that is developed upon award of a Contract,
The County may sclect annual and/or quarterly pre-payments for services performed under this contract,
Respondents shall submit proposed discounts (if any) for annual and quarterly pre-payments on Exhibit “A”
provided herein.

Fuel Polishing Services

The County shall be solely responsible for determining whether or not and fucl storage tank or portable generator inciuded
under this Contract requires fuel polishing services by the Contracior. If, at any time, it is determined by the County that
the diesel fuel stored in any of the tanks or portable gencrators reguires fuel polishing, the Contractor shall be required to
perform the necessary services as stated below.

The Contractor shall submit a written pricing proposal for fuel polishing services at the time the services are requested by
the County for any location. The Contractor shall include a breakout of pricing for fuel polishing, tank cleaning, fuel
sampling and analysis, application of fuel treatment, and all other required services, in the submitted pricing proposal. The
proposal shall also contain any alternative methods for fuel polishing proposed by the Contractor.

Upon review and approval of the proposal by the Administrative Manager of Facilities Management, and relevant SIC
Department Representative, the Contractor shall be provided written approval to perform the work. '

It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to coordinate the work with the County Facility where the storage tank or portable
generator is located so as to minimize interference with County Staff and services.

Upon completion of the work, the Contractor shall submit an invoice for the fuel polishing services to the Building
Operations Division for payment,

The Contractor shall provide any and all supplies, materials, parts, tools, meters, manuals and cquipment necessary 1o
perform fuel polishing services on any of the storage tanks or portable generators referenced above. The Contractor may
usc onc of the methods stated below to polish the fuel in the County’s fuel storage tanks and portable generators.
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Method 1:

The Contractor shall remove the diesel fuel from the storage tank, filtering the fuel as it is removed. Filtered diesel fuel
shall be placed in a clean storage container until the fuel tank is fully cleaned. The Contractor shall separately remove
all sludge, water, grime, and contaminated diesel from the bottom of the tank after removing all of the diesel fuel. The
Contractor shall then return the fuel to the empty tank, filtering the fuel a sccond time during the transfer.

The Contractor shall extract a sample of the polished fuel for analysis. If the condition of the polished fuel is satisfactory,
the Contractor shall place the proper amount of dicsel additive/treatment to the fuel tank. If the condition of the polished

fuel is not satisfactory, the Contractor shall repeat the polishing process until the analysis of the polished fucl is
satisfactory.

Method 2:

The Contractor shall remove all contents of the storage tank to be mechanically filtered and separated to remove the
sludge, water, grime and contaminated diesel and returned to the tank. The Contractor shall then extract a fuel sample
from the polished fuel for analysis. If the condition of the polished fuel is satisfactory, the Contractor shall place the
proper amount of diesel additive/treatment to the fuel tank. If the condition of the polished fuel is not satisfactory, the
Contractor shall repeat the polishing process until the analysis of the polished fuel is satisfactory.

After achieving a satisfactory fuel sample repont, the Contractor shall treat the polished fuel with a specified amount of
industry/gencrator manufacturer-approved fuel additive. This additive must include biocide to deter microbial growth and
stabilizer to deter fucl degradation. The additive shall meet or exceed all manufacturers’ recommendations. Additives to be
used in Caterpillar generators shall be handled exactly as specified in the manual for cach model generator, with no
CXCC{J[IGDS.

The Contractor may propose alternative methods for fuel polishing at the time the request for these services is sent by the
County. The County shall review proposcd alternative methods as submitted by the Contractor. The Couniy shall be solely
responsible for determining whether or not an alternative method is acceptable, and shall provide acceptance of any
alternative method in writing.

In addition to the fuel polishing methods stated above, the County may require the Contractor to clean the inside of the
storage tank or portable generator if necessary. This shall include the cleaning of all interior walls/sides of the tank with the
appropriate cleaning products, chemicals, and degreasers, etc. These cleaning ageats shall be completely removed from the
fue! tank by the Contractor prior to returning the polished fuel being returned to the tank.






FEDERAL TRANSPORTATION AUTHORITY

The work performed under this contract will be financed through a grant provided under programs of the Federal Transit

(except such payroll deductions as are permitted by regulations issued by the Secretary of Labor under the
Copeland Act (29 CFR part 3)), the full amount of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash equivalents
thereof) due at time of payment computed at rates not less than those contained in the wage determination of the
Secretary of Labor which is attached hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual relationship
which may be alleged to exist between the CONTRACTOR and such laborers and mechanies.

Contributions made or costs reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under section 1(b)(2) of the
Davis-Bacon Act on behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to such laborers or mechanics,
subject to the provisions of paragraph (1)(iv) of this section; also, regular contributions made or costs incurred
for more than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under plans, funds, or programs which cover the
particular weekly period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred during such weekly period.

Department of Labor, Washington, DC 20210. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will approve,
modify, or disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days of receipt and so advise the contracting
officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional time is necessary. (C) In the
event the CONTRACTOR, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the classification or their
representatives, and the contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification and wage rate (including
the amount designated for fringe benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer the questions,
including the views of all interested parties and the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the
Administrator for determination. The Administrator, or an authorized representative, will issue a determination
within 30 days of receipt and so advice the contracting officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-
day period that additional time is necessary.

(D} The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate) determined pursuant to paragraphs (a)(1)(ii) (B)
or (C) of this section, shall be paid to all workers performing work in the classification under this contract from
the first day on which work is performed in the classification.

{1ii) Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a
fringe benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the CONTRACTOR shall either pay the benefit as stated
in the wage determination or shall pay another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly cash equivalent thereof.

Such records shall contain the name, address, and social security number of cach
such worker, his or her correct classification, hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of contributions or costs
anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits or cash equivalents thereof of the types described in section 1{b)(2)}(B)
of the Davis-Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of hours worked, deductions made and actual wages paid.

show the costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing such benefits. Contractors employing
apprentices or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written evidence of the registration of
apprenticeship programs and certification of trainee programs, the registration of the apprentices and trainees,
and the ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

Furthermore, failure to submit the required records upon request or to make such records
available may be grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

(4) Apprentices and Trainees

(i) Apprentices - Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the work they
performed when they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona fide apprenticeship program
registered with the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is
employed in his or her first 90 days of probationary employment as an apprentice in such an apprenticeship
program, who is not individually registered in the program, but who has been certified by the Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where appropriate) to be eligible for probationary
employment as an apprentice. The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the job site in any craft
classification shall not be greater than the ratio permitted to the CONTRACTOR as to the entire work force
under the registered program. Any worker listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is not registered or
otherwise employed as stated above, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination
for the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on the job site in
excess of the ratio permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on
the wage determination for the work actuaily performed. Where a CONTRACTOR is performing construction
on a project in a locality other than that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage rates (expressed in
percentages of the journeyman's hourly rate) specified in the contractor's or subcontractor'’s registered program
shall be observed. Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate specified in the registered program for
the apprentice’s level of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeymen hourly rate specified in the
applicable wage determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
apprenticeship program.

If the
Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division of the U.S. Department of Labor determines that a different practice
prevails for the applicable apprentice classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that determination.
In the event the Bursau of Apprenticeship and Training, or a State Apprenticeship Agency recognized by the
Bureau, withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the CONTRACTOR will no longer be permitted to
utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work performed until an acceptable
program is approved.

(i1) Trainees - Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work at less than the
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predetermined rate for the work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a
program which has received prior approval, evidenced by formal certification by the U.S. Department of Labor,
Employment and Training Administration. The ratio of trainees to Jjourneymen on the job site shall not be greater
than permitted under the plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration. Every trainee must be
paid at not less than the rate specified in the approved program for the trainee's level of progress, expressed as a
percentage of the journeyman hourly rate specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be paid
fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention
fringe benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage determination unless
the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an apprenticeship program associated
with the corresponding journeyman wage rate on the wage determination which provides for less than full fringe
benefits for apprentices. Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not registered and
participating in 2 training plan approved by the Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the classification of work actually performed. In
addition, any trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio permitied under the registered program
shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually performed.
In the event the Employment and Training Administration withdraws approval of a training program, the
CONTRACTOR will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at less than the applicable predetermined rate for
the work performed until an acceptable program is approved.

(iii) Equal employment opportunity - The utilization of apprentices, trainees and journeymen under this part shall
be in conformity with the equal employment opportunity requirements of Executive Order | 1246, as amended,
and 29 CFR part 30.

(5) Compliance with Copeland Act Requirements

The CONTRACTOR shall comply with the requirements of 29 CFR Part 3, which are incorporated by reference
in this contract. (6) Subcontracts

The CONTRACTOR or subcontractor shall insert in any subcontracts the clauses contained in 29 CFR 5.5(a)(1)
through (10} and such other clauses as the Federal Transit Administration may by appropriate instructions require,
and also a clause requiring the subcontractors to include these clauses in any lower tier subcontracts. The prime
CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for the compliance by any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with
all the contract clauses in 29 CFR 5.5.

SCOPE OF SERVICES AND WORK PLAN

Work Plan and Specifications

Following award of the BID number ESC-0252-18, and upon receipt of a fully executed contract, Evergreene
Architectural Arts, Inc. (‘*CONTRACTOR?”) will be retained by the Cultural Council of Greater Jacksonville (“CCGJ”)
to conduct preliminary research and general on-site surveys in Jacksonville to develop an Initial Work Plan and
approach for the twenty-four (24) objects listed in the 2016 Conservation Report. CONTRACTOR will highlight
areas of concern and propose recommend actions to implement based changes as necessary to the initial scope
of work of the Project in the RFP.

CONTRACTOR will use photography and description sheets (provided by CONTRACTOR ) to record current
conditions in order to understand and document the changes, if any, that may have occurred since the 2016
study. CONTRACTOR will make recommendations, if any, with changes or mod:ﬁca’uons to the original work plan,
Small-scale material tests and document research may also be required.

Prior to the initiation and treatments of on-site conservation work, a mutually accepted detailed 12-month Work
Plan with Schedule will be proposed, evaluated, negotiated and contractually implemented. The City reserves the
right to add or delete objects. The City reserves the right to request updated cost proposals due to unforeseen
conditions including but not limited to deterioration over time. Until such document is agreed upon and properly
executed, no funds are committed to any particular project. Once a legally binding document is executed, CCGJ
will manage the project to assure contractual compliance.

CCGJ review and comment on the report and
recommendations is projected to require 2 (two) weeks after receipt. Contractor will then commence work upon
the mutually agreed scope, schedule, and budget.

However, if the Contractor seeks to make a substantial change to the scope and costs set forth in
the initial work plan, 12-month Work Plan and Schedule or in the executed contract, the following procedures
are established to direct the process for the approval of a substantial change to a project funded.

The Cuttural Council is charged with reviewing any of the changes proposed by the Contractor or the jurisdiction
to determine if the proposed changes are a significant deviation from the original approved proposal. In the event
that the Program Director believes that the changes rise to the level of substantial change the process described
in this document will be implemented. The Cultural Council will take appropriate steps to impiement the
requested changes, reject them, or request modifications.

Documentation and ranking of conditions and treatment recommendations will be provided to the CCGJ. The
Contractor will develop a clear understanding of the CCGJ's goals, documentation standards, and terminology .
Once all required information has been complied through on-site assessments and evaluations, the Contractor will
continue to document the approved maintenance and treatment to each artwork.

The maintenance records will be included with an overall summary of the collection. The final deliverable report
and documentation will include:

e Written documentation summarizing the project objectives and scope of work along with summaries of
our findings and treatments, listing methods and materials used to complete the work.

® An excel spreadsheet presenting completed and required future maintenance and treatment. This allows
for more direct exporting of information to a database and tracking of all work.

Treatment Approach

e  Prior to the start of work, the condition of each artwork will be confirmed, to ensure the scope of work
aligns with current conditions. If the condition of the piece has changed or unforeseen issues arise during
treatment, the CCGJ will be notified. No work will proceed until the scope of work is confirmed and the
associated costs established.

e To maximize onsite time and reduce travel, the Contractor will categorize treatments based on the
provided priorities. Objects will be grouped based on material type and location, with objects of similar
treatment needs addressed. To treat each object in the collection in the required one-year time frame. The
total number of trips and their frequency will be confirmed following award of the contract and
confirmation of the scope of work. However, it is expected that work will occur in a continuous manner, to
reduce travel and mobilization efforts.

BACKGROUND

The City of Jacksonville receives federal Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act Part
A/MAI grant funds. The City of Jacksonville’s Social Services Division is the Administrative Agency
responsible for administering the Part A program. The City of Jacksonville also receives Minority
AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds to improve the health outcomes of African-Americans infected with
HIV/AIDS. The Part A and MAI programs provide emergency HIV-related health and support
services within the TGA.

The federal government requires local HIV/AIDS planning bodies be established and be
representative of the demographics of the local epidemic and the HIV/AIDS community. The

FUNDING: DOLLAR VALUES REFERRED TO IN THIS RFP

Agency Executive Director/Chief Executive Officers should know and understand that the dollar
values referred to in this RFP do not constitute a guarantee of the level of effort that may be
requested of the successful applicants or a guaranteed payment of the maximum amount payable.
All available funding is contingent upon federal funding awards to the Jacksonville TGA in any
grant year. Additional conditions of funding are as follows:

1. The City of Jacksonville reserves the right to award all or part of the funds under each
service category in this RFP.

2. The Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act requires that federal funds be utilized
in a cost-effective manner that is immediately responsive to demonstrated need. To ensure
that this objective is met, the applicant agrees to voluntarily participate in the reallocation of
funds authorized if the applicant is unable, for any reason, to fully utilize their awarded
amount.

3. Federal law imposes a 10% limit on the amount of Ryan White funding that can be used for
administrative and quality management purposes including staff salaries and benefits.

4. Contracts will be entered into for an initial period from March 1, 2018 through February 28,
2019 with an option to renew some or all of the services requested in the RFP for two (2)
additional one (1) year periods, at terms mutually agreeable to both parties. Unless renewed
or extended, contracts shall end on February 28, 2021 for all Ryan White Part A and MAI
contract awards. Any renewals or extensions shall be contingent upon satisfactory
evaluations of the applicant’s performance in delivering services as specified in the signed
contract and annual quality management plans, the availability of funds, and approval
according to the City’s Purchasing Code.

F. CURRENT SERVICE POPULATION/TARGET POPULATION

Proposals shall be expected to target services to populations that are recognized as having a high
incidence of HIV/ AIDS. For incidence rates for Area 4 refer to: Exhibit B, AIDS Surveillance Report
for March 2017. Other data from the Florida Department of Health/Duval can be accessed for your
informational profile. The AIDS epidemic continues to severely impact the four counties of
Northeast Florida. This area includes Clay, Duval, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties. Situated in the
upper northeast corner of Florida, the area is populated by approximately one million people. The
epicenter of the AIDS epidemic in Area 4 is the core City of Jacksonville. Zip codes in Duval County
with the highest concentration of reported AIDS cases are 32202, 04, 06, 08, 09, and 10. Other
population centers include St. Augustine, MacClenny, Orange Park, and Fernandina Beach.

Most Providers of HIV related services in Area 4 are based in Jacksonville and most of the persons
receiving services live in Jacksonville. The estimated HIV/AIDS prevalence (the number of people
living with HIV/ AIDS) in the four county area including Clay, Duval, Nassau and St. Johns
Counties is 8,439 cases. Demographically, AIDS has most severely impacted gay and bisexual men,
1V drug users and their partners, and heterosexual women. The epidemic has also
disproportionately impacted minorities in the TGA with 69% of the reported AIDS cases in the past
three years being among African-Americans and 5% of the cases being among Hispanics. Current
reporting patterns reinforce this trend with a majority of new HIV and AIDS cases being among
African-Americans.

In reauthorizing the Ryan White HIV/ AIDS Treatment Extension Act, Congress included language
requiring TGAs and States receiving Ryan White funds to set aside funds to provide services to
womer, infants, children, and youth in proportion to the percentage of reported AIDS cases among
women, infants, children and youth in a TGA. That percentage is 38.70. The definition of women is
females aged 25 years and older, infants as birth through 24 months of age, children as 2 through 12
years of age, and youth as 13 through 24 years of age.

G. CONSUMER ELIGIBILITY

Consumer eligibility for services under this RFP shall be determined on the basis of verification of
HIV infection or verification of being an affected family member of such a person. Proof of positivity
is an Immunoassay (IA) or other State approved confirmatory test. Non-infected individuals may be
appropriate candidates for Ryan White services in limited situations, but these services shall always
have at least indirect benefit to a person with HIV infection. Funds awarded under this RFP may
only be used for services to individuals not infected with HIV as outlined in HRSA Program Policy
Notice No. 16-02; see Exhibit C-1 through C-6, HRSA Policy Notices. In addition, the services shall:

1. Directly enable an infected individual to receive needed medical or support services by
removing an identified barrier to care. Examples include payment of premiums for a family
health insurance policy to ensure continuity of insurance coverage for a low-income HIV+
family member, or child care for non-infected children while an infected parent accesses
medical care or support services.
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2. Promote family stability in coping with the unique challenges posed by HIV/AIDS.
Examples include permanency planning for infected and non-infected children of HIV+
parents, and mental health services which focus on equipping non-infected family members
and caregivers with skills to manage the stress and loss associated with HIV.

Client eligibility shall be determined in accordance with requirements of the Ryan White HIV/AIDS
Treatment Extension Act and eligibility criteria established by the Metropolitan Jacksonville Area
HIV Health Services Planning Council (Planning Council). Client eligibility criteria by service
category are provided as Exhibit D-1 and D-2.

Service providers contracted under this RFP shall assume the financial risk for providing services to
individuals who do not meet the eligibility criteria. Service providers shall also assume the financial
risk for providing services for which other sources of funding could reasonably have been
anticipated or determined. The Planning Council has the authority to develop additional eligibility
requirements for recipients of services, provided that the eligibility requirements are in accordance
with state and federal laws, rules, and regulations.

. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

All agencies/ organizations selected for funding under this RFP shall be required to comply with the
terms and conditions of City of Jacksonville contracts. Providers should understand and be
prepared to comply with the following key provisions that will be included, along with other
provisions, in the contract agreements:

1. Participate in an HIV community-based continuum of care as defined by the Metropolitan
Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council.

2. Participate in case conferences with other core medical and support service providers where
necessary. Typical cases would be clients who appear to be suffering from mental health
and/or substance abuse problems or clients who are not adherent to their medical regimens.

3. Medical and non-medical case management staff shall participate in the monthly
Jacksonville TGA Case Management Cooperative and maintain an agency level training
program for case managers. In addition, case management agencies will conduct intra-and-
interagency case conferencing, share data, and collaboratively develop and implement care
plans.

4, Ryan White Part A Quality Coordinator and at least one staff member are required to attend
all, scheduled monthly provider meetings and any other meetings that may be necessary to
convey and collect information as required by the federal or state governments. Attendees
must be willing to serve on subcommittees to accomplish the work of the Provider Network,
outside of scheduled meetings.

5. Record all fiscal and programmatic data, including demographic and service utilization data
on consumers served through CAREWare.

6. Participate in continuous quality improvement activities, which have been developed in
partnership and consultation with core service providers.

7. Provide information for the completion of federal and state reports.

Under
the Ryan White Part A funded Health Insurance Premium Assistance Program; eligible
consumers may receive assistance in paying monthly health insurance premiums, medical
visit co-payments, and mental health visit co-payments.
