Contract No. 602671-20 (the “Contract”) Property Insurance Brokerage Services allowed for
placement of Property Insurance Brokerage Service (Property, Boiler and Machinery, and Terrorism.
etc.) through solicitation P-36-19.

The Contract is in its first year and expires on September 30, 2020. The maximum indebtedness for
this contract is Five Milion One Hundred Thousand Dollars and no cents ($5,100,000.00) from
AFRMS581MI. The City's property insurance expires on March 1 annually. Accordingly, the budget for
this insurance purchase is established almost a full year in advance of purchase in approximately April of
the preceding year. Because of the insurance market conditions and renewal negotiations with losses
from several recent hurricanes, the March 1, 2020/21 renewal resulted in a premium invoice amount of
$6,244,979.00.

Accordingly, Risk Management is requesting an increase of maximum of indebtedness for the contract in
the amount One Million One Hundred Forty-Four Thousand Nine Hundred Seventy-Nine Dollars and no
cents ($1,244,979.00) to a new total maximum indebtedness of Six Million Two Hundred Forty-Four
Thousand Nine Hundred Seventy-Nine Dollars and no cents ($6,244,979.00)

All the remaining terms of the contract will remain the same.

Renewal Program Overview

Thank you for choosing Brown & Brown to represent and manage the City of Jacksonville Property Insurance
Program. The purpose of this report and meeting is to provide an overview of the property insurance
marketplace, our marketing efforts and ultimately present the 3/1/2020 Property Insurance Program.
Your Brown & Brown Service Team has prepared this overview to discuss the renewal of the following
coverage:

Our initial approach was to analyze the City’s current program, review and perfect the coverage and statement
of values, and review losses. The greatest issue in 2020 considering the current property insurance
marketplace is our location. The City of Jacksonville’'s Property is Cat exposed and has experienced an
estimated $14M in insured hurricane related losses in recent years. This loss development, along with adverse
market conditions produced a challenging 2020 renewal.

In addition, a formal Property and Fine Arts Insurance to Value Appraisal was conducted by third parties, Asset
Works and Morrissey Fine Art in 2019. The Brown & Brown team performed a full review and comparison of
the existing property and fine arts exposures, then produced an updated statement of values for the 2020
renewal. This necessary review resulted in discovery of unscheduled items, removal of duplications and
demolished buildings and ultimately lead to a 12.8% increase in values.

A formal market presentation was developed utilizing data gleaned from the appraisals, our meetings with
Risk Management, as well as meetings with your claim management team Engel Martin. Property CAT
Modeling was performed at no cost to the City to help determine limits and for negotiations with carriers.

Given the current property market conditions, we planned to negotiate with all available property markets.
Our goal was to maintain or improve the current property form, maintain limits and deductibles and develop
the best possible rate for the City’s property program.

In line with the City’s historical strategy, your new brokerage team led by Brown & Brown, Peachtree Special
Risk, and Willis Towers Watson met with the market. Significant value was brought to the process with the
City’s Risk Management team attending these meetings with the individual existing and prospective insurance
company underwriters. Domestic meetings with over 20 interested markets occurred in Atlanta and formal
presentations were made to the London marketplace in December.

The 3/1/2020-21 renewal policy terms and conditions are presented herein. Overall, we are pleased to
present the enclosed program, with a 14% property rate increase while maintaining limits and coverage terms.

Property Insurance Marketplace

Economic losses from natural disasters topped $232 billion in 2019 as the costliest decade on record came to
a close. Due to heavy catastrophic property claim activity in the US and worldwide over the past few years,
we are experiencing a significant change in the property insurance marketplace. Although there is much
needed capital support to the traditional insurance market with alternative/insurance-linked securities
capital, “CAT-exposed” property placements have experienced double-digit premium increases following the
unprecedented impacts of Hurricanes Harvey, Irma, Maria, Matthew and Michael in particular.

The property market continues to harden, and carriers continue to look for increases, particularly on cat-
exposed areas. Rates are expected to maintain their climb through 2020, as carriers feel the 2019 increases
did not receive the full correction, especially those with tougher exposures.

Additionally, the effects of increased attritional losses such as Hailstorms in the South and Midwest, water
damage; the California and Australia wildfires are all adversely affecting the property market. The result
appears to be significant rate and deductible increases, tightening of terms and conditions and a decrease in
property capacity. Carriers are being more conservative in deploying limits on any one risk. While
theoretically their capacity may not have changed, their working limits have. This strategy is in line with the
property carriers overall objective of returning their property books to an underwriting profit.

The lack of inexpensive reinsurance is a secondary factor. Carriers are not as willing to deploy their own
capital where they once used inexpensive reinsurance. 1/1/2020 Reinsurance costs have increased, and less
limit purchased means less working capacity.

Overall losses from world-wide natural catastrophes in 2018 totaled $160 billion dollars, down from $350 billion in 2017, according to
Munich Re. There were 850 events that caused losses in 2018, compared with 740 events in the prior year. Insured losses from the 2018
events totaled $80 billion, down from $140 billion in 2017. Insured losses in 2018 were $19 billion or 31 percent higher than the average of
the prior ten years, 2008 to 2017. Natural catastrophes in 2018 caused 10,400 deaths, compared with 13,000 in 2017 and 60,000 in the ten
years ending in 2017. Ranked by insured losses, the costliest natural catastrophe in 2018 was the Camp Fire in California that caused $12.5
billion in insured losses, according to Munich Re.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, said Agreement has been amended three times previously; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended by: (i) accepting, adopting and
ratifying all actions of the parties under the Agreement from October 1, 2019 through the day
and year first above written and exercising the first of four, one year renewal periods to extend
the term of the Agreement to be from the Effective Date thereof to September 30, 2020, with
three (3) renewal options remaining; (ii) incorporating the list of Various Casualty Insurance
policies for 2019-2020 (FY20) and Various Casualty Renewal Proposals for 2019-2020 (FY20)
attached hereto as Composite Exhibit “C” into the Agreement as Exhibit “C”, which shall be
included within the Description of Services and Deliverables for City fiscal year 2019/20, which
exhibit also establishes the compensation schedule for fiscal year 2019/20; (ii) encumbering
funds for fiscal year 2019/20 in the maximum amount of $2,135,370.00, for a new total
maximum indebtedness of $3,988,783.00, with all other provisions, terms and conditions of said
Agreement remaining unchanged; and

WHEREAS, said Agreement should be amended as provided herein, now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of said Agreement and for the mutual covenants herein
contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree that:

1. The above-stated recitals are true and correct and, by this reference, are
incorporated herein and made a part hereof.





2. Section 3 of said Agreement is amended, in part, to read as follows:

“3. Maximum Indebtedness. For the period of October 1, 2019 through
September 30, 2020, the maximum indebtedness, for all products and services under this
Contract shall be a fixed monetary amount not-to-exceed and up to TWO MILLION
ONE HUNDRED THIRTY-FIVE THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED SEVENTY AND
00/100 ($2,135,370.00), with a new, total maximum indebtedness under the Agreement
of THREE MILLION NINE HUNDRED EIGHTY-EIGHT THOUSAND SEVEN
HUNDRED EIGHTY-THREE AND 00/100 DOLLARS ($3,988,783.00).”

3. Paragraph 4 of the Agreement is amended, in part, by exercising the first of four,
one year renewal periods to extend the term of the Agreement to be from the Effective Date to
September 30, 2020, with three (3) additional, one year renewal options remaining and, as
amended, shall read as follows:

“4.  Term. The initial term of this Contract shall be the Effective Date and
shall continue and remain in full force and effect as to all its terms, conditions, and
provisions as set forth herein until September 30, 2020, unless sooner terminated by
either party in accordance with the terms of the Contract Documents. This Contract may
be renewed for up to three (3), one (1) year periods by (i) the City, in its sole discretion,
upon written notice to CONTRACTOR at least sixty (60) days prior to end of the then-
current term, or (ii) upon the mutual agreement of the parties.”

This submittal describes the tasks and costs associated with a 2-year contract period
from 1 May 2020 to 30 April 2020. Exhibit 1 describes the proposed Scope of Work to be accomplished
by the firm and its subcontractors. Exhibit 2 describes the cost proposal for the 2-year extension period
services. Exhibit 3 includes supporting fee information for subcontractors.

The labor rates are unchanged from the base 2016-18 contract. Our anticipated work and fee
requirements over the next 2-year period (May 2020 - April 2022) are similar in scope to those of the
two 2-year periods of our existing contract, since May 2016. The work includes Years 1 and 2 post-
construction physical and environmental monitoring of the 2019 beach nourishment project required
by permits, assistance with grant management & reimbursements, coordination with the Corps of
Engineers for project planning, and related beach management. No construction or design for damage
repair activities are anticipated or included in this proposal. Work required for storm damage
assessments and repairs, if any, will be addressed through separate amendment or task orders, if
necessary.

Overall, the proposed additional cost allowance for the 2-year extension, 2020-22, is
$161,908.07. This is slightly less than the initial 2-year period of the existing contract ($174,500) and
the first 2-year extension ($171,807). The proposed costs are eligible for State reimbursement (46.89%
of expended costs) through FDEP Grant Agreement 19DU1 with the City.

SCOPE OF SERVICES
COASTAL ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR BEACH RENOURISHMENT PROJECTS
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA
28 February 2020

1. Olsen Associates, Inc. (Consultant) shall provide professional coastal engineering services to the City
of Jacksonville (City) in review and support of the Duval County Federal Shore Protection Project
(Project), and related beach management tasks in Duval County, FL in accordance with the scope
of work outlined below.

2. The Scope of Work (SOW) reflects activities that are presently anticipated over 24 months from
approximately 1 May 2020 through 30 April 2022, more or less. These activities include the
Consultant’s engineering review and analysis, design, permitting, interagency coordination,
physical and environmental monitoring, planning and correspondence, and quality assurance,
required on the part of the City —as the non-federal sponsor and permittee -- to implement the Project
in accordance with State permits and federal agreements, in addition to review of related activities
attendant to dredging, beach-, offshore- or nearshore-disposal of sediment from the St. Johns River
along or near the Project area and other tasks related to beach management in and for the City of
Jacksonville.

Principal among these activities shall be (1) Year-1 and -2 physical and environmental monitoring
in summer 2020 and summer 2021, pursuant to the 2018/19 beach & dune renourishment, (2)
coordination and review of Year-2 and -3 tilling in early spring 2021 and 2022, and (3) planning
required for the next Project renourishment by the US Army Corps of Engineers (Corps). This SOW
includes engineering, monitoring and related work pursuant to completion of the 2018/19
renourishment of the beach berm and dune. It does not include storm damage assessments, design
or monitoring for construction of storm-damage repair.

3. Toward permit-required monitoring of the 2018/19 Project renourishment, the Consultant shall
provide the following services.

a) Coordinate with Beaches Sea Turtle Patrol (BSTP) to ensure that the Project beach is monitored
for marine turtle nesting activity and success for Years 1 & 2 post construction (Summer 2020,
2021).

b) Collect on/offshore beach profile survey data at 52 lines at established monuments (R31-R80,
plus adjacent R2-R3), analyze beach volume and shoreline changes, and prepare Year-1 post-
construction physical monitoring report (Summer 2020) in compliance with Project permit’s
Physical Monitoring Plan. Note — This SOW includes cost allowance for beach profile surveys,
because it is anticipated that the survey data shall not be provided by the Corps of Engineers.

c) Collect on/offshore beach profile survey data at up to 18 lines at every third monument (R31-
R80), analyze beach volume and shoreline changes, and prepare synopsis Year-2 post-construction
physical monitoring memo report (Summer 2021).
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d) Assist City with implementing beach tilling and escarpment removal at Year-2 and -3 post-
construction (February-March 2021and February-March 2022) per permit requirements; including
identification of required tilling areas, limited permit compliance review, and reporting. Provide
shorebird and/or marine turtle monitoring if tilling occurs after early-season deadlines. Tilling
construction will be by separate COJ subcontractor and is not included in this SOW.

4. Toward implementation and planning for dune protection, storm readiness, and for the next project
renourishment, the Consultant shall provide the following services.

a) Coordinate with the City and Corps in projecting future renourishment physical and financial
requirements.

b) Assist the City in preparing a plan, permits, and construction contracts to provide for emergency
dune fill placement at street ends in advance of impending storm events, in cooperation with the
Beaches Cities. Prepare and acquire FDEP permit modifications for such works, at the direction of
the City.

c) Assist the City in responding to physical modifications and technical questions & issues related
to the project’s dune features and maintenance thereof.

5. Toward acquiring, contracting, and managing State grant cost-share funds for the Project, the
Contractor shall provide the following services.

a) Prepare, and/or assist the City in preparing, its Local Government Funding Requests for State
cost-share funding of the Project, for State FY21/22 and FY22/23 (due fall 2020 and fall 2021).

b) Prepare Scopes of Work for FDEP approval and amendment to FDEP State cost-share Grant
Agreements, and assist the City in review of the Agreements and preparing Reimbursement-
Requests for State funding under the Grant Agreements. Assist the City in completing all remaining
reimbursements for Hurricanes Matthew and Irma.

c¢) Prepare and submit to FDEP quarterly reports summarizing progress completed for each task with
the FDEP State Grant Agreements with the City, as required by the Agreements.

d) Review proposed or existing changes in public beach access or parking to the extent that it may
affect State cost-share for the Project.

6. To provide technical coastal engineering review and assistance to the City in regard to other tasks
associated with management of the Project and the City’s beaches, the Contractor shall provide the
following services.

a) Assist the City in coordination and consultation with the Florida Dept. of Environmental
Protection (FDEP), local governments (Cities of Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach, and Jacksonville
Beach), Beaches Sea Turtle Patrol (BSTP), and other relevant agencies and local interests toward
implementation of all beach renourishment and subsequent monitoring requirements, including
review of and/or coordination associated with potential beach- and/or nearshore-disposal of dredged

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material from the St. Johns River Entrance along the Duval County shoreline, and Regional Sand
Management (RSM) as it relates to dredging and/or modifications to the ocean shorelines of Duval
County.

b) Participate in meetings, correspondence, briefings, and the general provision of technical
expertise in assisting the City in formulating, and implementing, best management practices for the
maintenance and restoration of Duval County’s sandy shores, storm damage and flood protection,
ocean inlets, and attendant resources.

c) Initiate preliminary coordination with the Corps for renewal of the Project’s federal authorization,
which otherwise expires in 2028.
