Implementation and Construction

On March 15, 2017, two (2} responses were received for the above referenced project, one (1) bid
response and one (1} no bid form. The Engineering and Construction Management Division {PWEN)
reviewed the one (1) bid response from Kirby Development, Inc. (Kirby) and determined the bid by Kirby
Development, Inc. was non-responsive due to the pre-qualification requirements not being met and

recommended the bid by Kirby be rejected. Kirby then filed a timely protest to the rejection .

recommendation, Prior to the meeting to hear the protest, PWEN and Procurement discussed the issue
and determined that Kirby Development, inc. could submit additional information on the pre-
qualification for a similar verifiable project. PWEN reviewed the information submitted by Kirby on April
3, 2017. Kirby provided brief summaries of four projects on April 3, 2017 with only one project
containing any description of environmental work as part of the project even though that project
description stated “no environmental issued occurred”. On April 4, 2017 PWEN provided Procurement
some additional follow-up questions for Kirby. Kirby provided the responses to the follow-up questions
on April 4, 2017 and received by PWEN on April 5, 2017. After review, PWEN has determined Kirby does
not meet the pre-qualifications for a similar verifiable project due to the following:

The total amount of the environmental work for the one project with environmental work in the project
description was only 9%, a smail percentage of the overall project cost while the Southside Incinerator
project is almost entirely working with impacted soils and incinerator ash.

The description of the project did not indicate the work was done under a FDEP approved Remedial
Action Plan, Consent Order or any other formal regulatory oversight process.

One of the responses stated the one environmental project did not have soil or groundwater impacts,
only railroad timbers that were impregnated with creosote that required landfilling while almost all of
the soils that will be encountered and generated during work for Southside Incinerator project will be
impacted with contaminant parameters above regulatory criteria.






DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS

Kirby stated only one person (a foreman) has the 40-hour OSHA HAZWOPER certification. Kirby stated ,
they intend to have their employees complete the training if awarded the project. Kirby responded to
the question of whether any employees are OSHA HAZWOPER trained Site Supervisor's with the
statement “According to the OSHA 40 hr Hazwoper instructor the site supervisor training is inclusive in
the 40 hour course. Any individual completing the 40hr course could be designated site supervisor”.
Kirby's statement is not consistent with established criteria (Department of Labor, 1992) which stated in
response to a letter request from an environmental consuitant that a general hazardous waste site
worker (40-hour HAZWOPER trained) who is becoming a supervisor or manager receive at least 16-hours
of training during the year that employee becomes a supervisor. The Department of Labor letter states
the 16 hours are made up of 8 hours of management and supervisory training in addition to 8 hours of
employee refresher training. Based on that letter, the 40-hour course could not include the 8 hours of
supervisory instruction since you only need the 8 hours of refresher training after completing the initial
40 hour course. You could complete the 40 hour course and then take the supervisor training but that
would entail 48 hours of total training. In addition, the OSHA 40 hour HAZWOPER training requires the
employer to provide the general hazardous waste site worker three days of actual field experience
under a trained supervisor. Kirby does not state the current 40-hour trained foreman has the 8-hour
training therefore, Kirby could not provide the three days of actual field experience under a trained
supervisor on an actual environmental project. Review of course materials from several different OSHA
HAZWOPER 40-hour training providers do not list any items covered during the course that appears to
be supervisory in nature {Attached).

Kirby's personnel and/or Kirby Development, Inc. do nat regularly perform this type of work for their
projects, and as such, Kirby does not meet the pre-qualification requirements of at least one verifiable
similar project. Kirby Development, Inc. does not have the necessary expertise to complete the project
that is protective of human health and the environment, and PWEN recommends rejecting the
submitted bid for award. The Engineering and Construction Management Division requests the RFP be
re-advertised.

Soma “inder an
OSHA-approved state plan, which covers all accupational safety and health concerns for that state. A state with an approved plan must provsde employes
protection that Is "at least as effective” as Federal OSHA's and may be more stringent. Individual Engineering-Sdence offices that are in states with an OSHA-
approved state plan are required to follow the state’s HAZWOPER standard and interpretations made by the state. This letter states the interpretations which
Federal OSHA has been providing to the Federal HAZWOPER standard (Piease see the enclosed pamphist "All About OSHA").

ES befleves that as long as the
proposed requirements for supervisory training are met {29 CFR 1910.121{h)(5)] and employees are given updated information on regulations, use of personal
protective equipment, etc., to meet the requirements for refresher training, then the Management and Supervisor training can also be considered an employee's
annual refresher. This interpretation is further supported by the fact that OSHA alfows the emplover to design a specific 8-hour annual refresher to meet their
needs,

We have offices nationwide and have received conflicting guidance from OSHA regional and state offices on this topic. Some regional and/or state offices have said
the courses may be combined, others say they must be separate,

SCOPE OF WORK

GENERAL:

The Contractor will be responsible for mobilization and demobilization to the Site, all
environmental and regulatory permitting, underground utility locates, site control including
safety fencing, erosion and sedimentation control measures, removal and replacement of
fencing and concrete sidewalks, operation of a staging area, removal, segregation, loading,
manifesting, transport and disposal of solid waste materials at an approved facility permitted
to receive these types of materials, and restoring all disturbed areas during the work. Class
I, C&D and impacted wastes can be transported out of county for processing, recycling
and/or disposal, but any Class I wastes and ash materials must be transported to Trail Ridge
Landfill, located at 5110 US 301 South, Baldwin, Florida for disposal. Ash disposal costs at
Trail Ridge will be the responsibility of the City.

In 2014, I was an Assistant Superintendent with the Drilled Shafts Group in Waipahu, Hawaii working on
the Farrington and Kamehameha Guideway Projects for Kiewit Infrastructure West Coast (Estimated
Value 4.3 Billion). The Drilled Shaft Group’s scope of work was to drill nearly five hundred, six-foot
diameter drilled shafts that varied in depth from 35’ to 145’ in all different soil types along an 8-mile
alignment. In drilled shaft work a boring log is taken at the center-line of each shaft location to inform the
contractor of what type of material they will encounter while drilling. These boring logs were also tested
to determine if the soils within the footprint of each shaft were deemed contaminated. It was known
before drilling commenced that there were traces of contaminants in the upper layers of soil in the farm
field where 90 drilled shafts were located. It was also know that an old laundry mat along the alignment
had been illegally dumping toxins for years which caused high levels of contaminates in the surrounding
soils that effected approximately 12 drilled shafts.

I'was personally tasked with devising and implementing an action plan for the disposal of all drilled shaft
spoils. I had a meeting with the local landfill and explained that we had a large volume of soil we needed
to dispose of from the projects and some of the soils were contaminated. The landfill agreed to accept all
material under an executed agreement with terms that all materials were to be classified in three risk
categories Low, Medium, and High per the boring log data. Subsequently, we were then given a specific
section of the landfill and were the only customer allowed to dump in that location. All Low and Medium
Risk Soils were stock piled in one area and had to be tested by a third party for contaminants once a week.
If the contaminants exceeded levels that would prevent them from reselling the dirt then Kiewit would
incur the cost of loading and hauling the material to the other section of the landfill that was able to accept
that type of material.

When drilling shafts that had known contaminants in the soils that were being removed all crew were
required to wear the appropriate PPE. It was not necessary to use techniques such as spraying the spoils
with water to prevent the contaminates from going airborne because the soil was excavated in a wet
environment as we were drilling through the water table. The shafts that were known to produce soils
with contaminants were to be dumped in the portion of the landfill that was designed to accept that
material. Every load of dirt that was taken to the landfill had to properly covered and a material manifest
was generated with a copy of the trucking ticket attached to be able to account for every cubic yard of





material that left the project’s right-of-way. Throughout this project thousands of cubic yards were
classified, manifested, and transported with no issues.

I was also tasked with devising and implementing an action plan for the disposal of all concrete laitance
material that is commonly generated after every wet-shaft concrete pour. A wet shaft is typically poured
two to three feet above the elevation in the approved drawings and the concrete laitance material is then
vacuumed off with a Vac-Truck. The land-fill wouldn’t accept this material in its wet condition due to the
mess it would make for them. I was required to design and created two 125° x 35° drying beds for this
material to be dumped and dried before being transported to the landfill. This location was in the middle
of an active farm inside our R.O.W so it was imperative that we protect the soil from being contaminated
with this slurry like substance. These beds were excavated to a depth of 4.5 feet with a ramp cut in to
access the beds. These beds were then lined with a 15 mil HDPE liner to protect the existing soil from the
concrete laitance. After the liners were in place we poured a 4-inch reinforced concrete slab over the liner
to be able to remove the concrete laitance with heavy equipment once hardened. After the material dried it
was removed, loaded into dump trucks, and brought to the landfill. These pits were used for the duration
of the project as nearly 80% of the project’s shafts were wet-shafts.

In 2016, on the I-295 Express Lanes Project in Jacksonville, FL I was responsible for coordinating the
clean-up after a tractor trailer ran off the interstate and wrecked into a noise wall that ran parallel with the
interstate. The tractor trailer had spilled its diesel fuel and other fluids all over a future fill area within the
project limits. All contaminated material had to be excavated, placed into 50 gallon drums with a copy of
the manifest attached and properly disposed of. Proper PPE was required when handling all contaminated
material.

Glacier Contracting Inc looks forward to working with the City of Jacksonville on this project and doesn’t
see any issue with executing this work in a timely manner in accordance with the plans and specifications.

The vendor must provide
proof that they have produced mailings including auto tag renewals, property tax notices and
local business tax for another Florida county successfully for at least one year within the last
three years. The reference counties must have at least 20,000 auto tag renewals per month and
a minimum of 200,000 combined Real Estate and Tangible Personal Property Tax accounts.

- Proof must be in the form of sample notices included with the bid response that demonstrate
said ability. The mailings must have been produced from files sent from the State of Florida
DMV and from a Florida county. Mailing of notices not printed using a print file does not qualify
as sufficient proof of experience. Printing of postcard style renewal notices does not qualify as
proof of competency in printing DMV renewal notices.

After an extensive review of the information, we make the following recommendations:

1) The Tax Collector's Office recommends rejecting the lowest price per thousand bid provided
by Southwest Direct. As required in the Minimum Requirements section of the bid
specifications, Southwest Direct did not provide proof that they have created local business
tax notices. Furthermore, when applying the price per thousand to the anticipated volumes

of documents, as provided in the bid, Southwest Direct is actually the 2™ lowest responding
bidder.

The Tax Collector's Office recommends the acceptance of the bid provided by the apparent
next lowest bidder, Cathedral Corporation. Cathedral provided adequate samples to prove
that they meet the minimum requirements in the bid specifications. Additionally, Cathedral's
price per thousand documents is the lowest response when applied to anticipated yearly
volume, as provided in the bid document.

Accordingly, the Tax Collector’s office recommends Cathedral Corporation as the lowest
respongjye, responsible bidder for SC-0451-17. Period of service is three (3) years from
June 17 with two (2) one (1) year renewal options. Initial estimated annual expenditure
is not to exceed $125,000.00.

1. GENERAL INFORMATION

The Duval County Tax Collector (Tax Collector) is charged with the printing of several billing
documents throughout the year. These documents cover many different payment types as outlined
below. The estimated total to be printed under this bid is 1.5 million documents per year. The Tax
Collector’s Office outsources the printing of these documents to a single vendor so as to ensure
consistency and quality of the final print product. Any individual billing process listed below may be
eliminated at any time due to legislative or procedural changes. Other billings may be added as well.

2. MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

Because of the need to ensure the quality of the final product, the Tax Collector reserves the right to give
preference to vendors with experience working with other Florida Tax Collector offices. The vendor
must provide proof that they have produced mailings including auto tag renewals, property tax notices
and local business tax for another Florida county successfully for at least one year within the last three
years.

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Printing Specifications by Project

. Tag Renewals

The Tax Collector produces auto tag renewals based on data provided by the Florida Department of
Highway Safety and Motor Vehicles (DMV). The file is sent via FTP to the vendor on a monthly basis.
The file is produced 60 days in advance, generally the first week of the month. The vendor will have
until the 20" of the month to produce the renewals (40 days prior to the first day of the month due). The
vendor will produce renewals based on business logic provided by the DMV and Duval County Tax
Collector. The renewals are printed two-up (two to a page) on the first page, and three-up (three to a
page) on subsequent pages, combining renewals belonging to a single owner. There are places on the
front of the document for variable messages based on a hierarchy of business rules. The back of bill
contains extensive information which is subject to change on a quarterly basis. The vendor should
maintain no more than a 90 day supply of preprinted paper stock on hand so that changes may be made
to the stock. Envelopes may be printed in larger quantities as approved by the Tax Collector or
designee.

Monthly Volume: 10 months at approximately 60,000 renewals each month and at approximately
102,000 renewals in December and 80,000 renewals in June.

. Handicap Parking Placard Renewals

The Tax Collector provides renewal notices to individuals with handicap parking placards. This file is
sent monthly from the DMV on the same schedule as tag renewals. The vendor must produce messages
on the bills based on logic supplied by the Tax Collector. These renewals are combined with the tag
renewal file so that both renewals are intermingled into the same envelope with the corresponding tag
renewal notice. These placard renewals are printed on the same bills stock as tag renewals. These
renewals use the same envelopes as tag renewals. These renewals must be processed by the 20" of the
month (40 days in advance of the first day of the month due).

Monthly Volume: approximately 1,000 renewals per month.

. Mobile Home Renewals

The Tax Collector provides renewal notices to individuals with mobile homes. The file is generated by
the DMV. The file is produced in two segments, one for current renewals and another for delinquent
accounts. The notices are produced in September or October (as directed by the Tax Collector) as
December renewals. These notices are not intermingled with other registration renewals. The vendor
must produce messages on the bills based on logic supplied by the Tax Collector. These bills use the
same bill stock and envelopes as other tag renewals. These notices must be mailed by the 20™ of
October each year.

Monthly Volume: approximately 11,000 renewals in December only.

.- Local Business Tax Renewals

The Tax Collector provides notices for local business tax customers. The data is generated by the Tax
Collector’s data processing systems and sent via file transfer to the vendor by the 15" of the previous
month (June 15" for July renewals). The notice provides a payment calculation chart on the back of the
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document based on variable data contained in the record. These bills have their own paper stock and
corresponding envelopes. The renewals must be mailed by June 30th each year. The vendor must
produce messages on the bills based on logic supplied by the Tax Collector. The vendor must sort the
data for multiples based on owner name and mailing address, combining multiple bills into a single
envelope (number to be determined by postage costs) so as to maximize the postal discount. The vendor
must provide “Move Update” service on the file to ensure the most accurate current address. Large
multiples must be combined into a single flat envelope.

Monthly Volume: Approximately 67,000, one time per year in mid-June.

. Property Tax Billing

The Tax Collector provides payment notices to property tax customers annually. These bills are
subdivided into three main groups — Real Estate Tax Bills (blue logo and accents with light blue
shading, one perforation — Approximately 190K contained in the real estate file, real estate specific
envelope, black ink), Information Notices (plain white, no perforation — Approximately 160K,
contained in the real estate file, uses the same envelope as real estate tax bills, no return envelope,
printed blue and black ink), Personal Property Tax Bills (green logo and accents with light green
shading, one perforation, approximately 14K bills, contained in the personal property tax file, personal
property envelope, one return envelope, printed in black ink). The back of the bill is printed in blue or
green on the stock and the message is the same for Real Estate and Personal Property...the back of the
Information Notices are printed in blue. Vendor supplies bill stock, mailing envelopes and return
envelopes. The real estate bill (blue stripe) and personal property bill (green stripe) have their own bill
stock and their own #10 outgoing window envelope with different messages. Both use the same return
envelope. The information notice uses the same outgoing envelope as real estate bill. As with all
printing projects we will pay postage separately and it should not be included in the bid pricing. We
may have up to two inserts per envelope. The cost to insert must be included in the bid price. The
inserts may vary based on the bill type above. The data will be sent from our tax collection system in an
electronic format (flat file). There will be two files — Real Estate, and Personal Property. The vendor
must produce messages on the bills based on logic supplied by the Tax Collector. The vendor must sort
the data for multiples, combining multiple bills into a single envelope (number to be determined by
postage costs) to maximize postal discount. Large multiples must be combined into a single flat
en\;elope. The bill file is produced in mid-October (usually by the 20™) and must be mailed by October
31%.

Monthly Volume: Approximately 385,000 bills in mid-October only, mailed by October 31°.

. Property Tax Reminder Notices

The Tax Collector’s office produces reminder notices in March or April of each year. The Tax
Collector will produce a file in mid-March or April and transfer the file to the vendor. The vendor will
produce notices in a format similar to the November mailing but with specific changes mandated by the
Tax Collector’s office. There will be two mailings: one for real estate taxes (approximately 42K) and
the other for personal property taxes (approximately 1,500). The form will be the same as used in the
November mailing. A #10 outgoing window envelope and #9 return window envelope of the same
specifications as the November personal property mailing. As with all printing projects we will pay
postage separately and it should not be included in the bid pricing. There may be up to two inserts in
the mailings. The cost to insert must be included in the bid price. The inserts may vary the based on the
bill type above. The vendor must sort the data for multiples, combining multiple bills into a single
envelope (number to be determined by postage costs) to maximize postal discount. Large multiples
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must be combined into a single flat envelope. The reminder file is produced in mid-March or Mid-April
and must be mailed no later than the third week of the month in which the file is received.

THIS SUBSCRIPTION AGREEMENT (“Agreement’”) made and entered into this 28th
day of February, 2017, (“Effective Date”) by and between Advent Financial Systems, LLC, a
Kentucky limited liability company, 400 Ring Road, Suite 162, Elizabethtown, Kentucky
42701 (“Advent”), and the Jacksonville Sheriffs Office Department of Corrections, whose
address is 501 East Bay Street, Jacksonville, FL. 32202 (‘“‘Subscriber”).

WHEREAS, Advent owns and maintains a program designed to aid Detention Centers
with billing and providing convenient payment channels called “Pay My Jailer” (the “Services”).

WHEREAS, the Pay My Jailer program is available online; and

WHEREAS, the Subscriber desires to subscribe to and avail itself of the Pay My Jailer
program for a fee.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises herein
provided, the parties agree as follows:

1. License Grant & Restrictions

Advent hereby grants to Subscriber a non-exclusive, non-transferable, right to use the
Service, solely for the Subscriber’s internal business purposes, subject to the terms and
conditions of this Agreement. Advent and its licensors reserve all rights not expressly granted to
Subscriber.

5. Account Information and Data
