The Procurement Division received two (2) bids for the above project. The apparent highest scoring Respondent, Duval
Landscape Maintenance LLC, was determined non responsible for submitting a bid that the City feels is unbalanced.
Duval Landscape submitted a price to edge curb and sidewalk once per year at a unit cost of $0.0098 cents per linear
foot. This unit price is significantly below our estimated cost and the unit cost of the current contract. Procurement
reached out to Duval Landscape to discuss their price submission. While Duval Landscape confirmed their prices, the
City feels that their pricing would leave them at an Economic disadvantage and ultimately have a negative impact on the
performance of the contract.

Therefore, the Mowing and Landscape Maintenance Division recommends award to the Respondent with the next
highest score, J&D Maintenance and Services of North Florida, 4779 Phyllis Street, Jacksonville, FL 32254, for bid titled
“Landscape Maintenance Services for City Roads Rights of Way North Service Area,” Bid number ESC-0141-18, in the
amount of $3,280,083.07.

This award is for (2) two years with (2) two year renewal options. Funds will be encumbered by a release under a
Master Blanket Order using accounts PWML011MOW-03410 and PWML461MOW-03410.
