Dear Ms. Cox:

Since the original scope and negotiations, there have been several project changes affecting the project scope. The
largest of these changes are:

1. Arevised typical section, increasing the R/W from 86 ft to 100 ft

2. Additional area for stormwater treatment increasing the four (4) 2 Acre Pond Sites to seven (7) sites varying
from ¥ acre to 4 acres. This combined with the available vacant properties adds three {3) additional ponds and
a total of eight (8) additional acres of pond site area.

3. Roadway realignment to minimize impacts to existing structures has resulted in the need for additional survey
and impacts to five (5) existing stormwater treatment facilities, requiring redesign and permit modifications to
three existing SIRWMD Permits.

4, Additicnal signalized intersections have been added to the project.

The following pages contain a summary of project changes between the origina! RFQ and the remedy to correct the
scope:

Right-of-Way
¢ Original RFQ & Negotiations:
¢ The original scope had the survey as existing R/W plus 25’ each side. The existing R/W is only
66’ in many areas, providing only 116’ centered on the existing right-of-way. This was based on
an 86’ typical section centered in the existing right-of-way.
e Current Design:
» The City approved typical section is 100’ now wide (>16% increase)
e The City approved alignment has been adjusted to minimize impacts to existing homes. In many
cases offset to one side to avoid homes. A 100" R/W offset to one side of a 66’ existing R/W
would require 34 additional feet to reach the new R/W plus the additional 25’ for tie-down to
existing for a total of 59 additional feet of R/W and tree survey.
* This adds additional right-of way and tie-downs required to complete the +150 ft wide survey centered
on the proposed alignment with this supplemental agreement including:
» Survey (Topographic and Tree)

¢ Prepare a 3D DTM and Topographic survey from existing survey an additional 35 feet left and an
additional 20 feet right from Collins Road North to Plum Lake Drive {5110 LF), and an additional
20 feet left and right of existing topo from Plum Lake Drive North to Country Mill Lane
{approximately 9800 LF). Locate all topography including {buildings, mail boxes, driveways,
sidewalks, fences, signs, street light poles, above ground utilities, pavement, pavement markings,
traffic signals, curbing, curb cuts, ADA ramps, side drains, cross drains, structures, manholes,
valves, valve boxes, fire hydrants, phone pedestals, phone poles, trees, tree lines, ornamental
trees, shrubs, guardrails, call boxes, traffic count cabinets, traffic sensor loops and lead-ins to
window, pull boxes, etc.) within the limits of the survey as outlined above.

e Obtain 5 FEMA Crass Sections, total LF of approximately 3000 LF for 5 cross sections anticipated.
Get an elevation of high-water mark on the existing bridge.

*  Anticipate 1000 additional trees to locate within R/W and pond areas.

» Environmental Investigation & Permitting

¢ Identify and delineate wetlands within and adjacent to widened R/W.

¢ The original scope provided four {4) 2-acre pond sites.

e Current Design:

* The City approved pond sites from the pond siting report encompass seven (7) sites varying in
size from % acre to 4 acres and totaling 16 Acres. The original scope did not take into account
the larger proposed roadway R/W, available properties, shapes of the properties, required
maintenance berm or tie to grades within the properties. The shifting of the roadway to avoid
existing homes also impacts five (5) existing permitted stormwater treatment facilities, adding
the Design and permitting for modification to five (5) existing ponds impacted by the widened
right-of-way.

* This adds eight {8) acres of additional pond site area to this supplemental agreement including:

» Survey (Topographic and Tree)

This supplement is for additional borings required for the approved 7 pond sites. Based on the
infarmation provided to us, the approved pond sites will require a total of 52 SPT borings with
continuous sampling. 24 SPTs of the 52 SPT borings are already included in the original scope,

therefore 28 additional borings are needed for the approved pond sites.

¢ Included with this supplemental is the additional traffic study to review 103" Street and the two options
for connections of Old Middleburg Road ta 103" Street.

¢ This scope autlines the Traffic Engineering Services that will be required for the Old Middleburg
Alternative Access Traffic Analysis. In order to resolve traffic congestion along 103rd Street in the vicinity
of Old Middleburg Road and Shindler Drive, consideration is being given to relocating Old Middleburg
Road approximately 1300 feet {1/4 mile) westward to intersect 103rd Street between the 103rd Street
Landing Shopping Center and Smithtaorian Driva,

s There are two alternative access options that will be analyzed:

1

Old Middfeburg Road is relocated 1300 feet to the west and serves both northbiound and
southbound traffic at 103rd Street with the existing Old Middleburg Road connection to 103rd
Street is severed.

Southbound Old Middleburg Road is relocated 1300 feet to the west with northbound Old
Middleburg Road maintaining its current connection to 103rd Street, additionally a new
intersection is being created at Country Mill Lane.

» Data Collection - AM and PM peak hour traffic counts will be determined for the signalized 103rd
Street/Shindler Drive intersection, signalized 103rd Street/Rockola Road intersection and at the four
unsignalized median epenings along 103rd Street between Old Middleburg Road and Smithtorian Drive.

Due to the coronavirus and we have asked both the City of Jacksonville and FDOT for existing
counts at the two signalized intersections.

FDOT has provided 2018 counts at the 103rd Street/Shindler Drive intersection.

At both the 103rd Street/Rockola Road and 103rd Street/Smithtorian Drive intersections and at
the four median openings turning movements will be estimated based on the existing land use,
(TE Trip generation and percentage of traffic accessing Old Middleburg Road.

Future Growth Projection - Future growth along 103rd Street, Shindler Drive, Rockola Road, and
Old Middleburg Road will be based on the results of the Northeast Regional Planning Model
Activity Based (NERPM-AB) travel demand model that was recently completed for the Old
Middleburg Road project.

No-Build Traffic - The existing peak hour traffic as obtained from the traffic volumes will be
adjusted using FDOT weekly factors to existing peak season peak hour traffic. The existing peak
season peak hour traffic will be increased by the model annual growth rate to obtain the No-
Build {existing conditions) traffic velumes.

Build {Design} Traffic - Design traffic will be calcufated by applying the NERPM_AB model growth
factors to the No-Build traffic.

* Intarsection Analysis - Design year condition intersection analyses will be conducted for both the AM and
PM peak hour at the study area intersections. The movement/approach level of service {LOS), the
corresponding delay and queue lengths for exclusive turn lanes will be provided at each intersection for
both options. The appropriate lane arrangement along 103rd Street between Shindler Drive and Rockola
Road will be identified for each option.

¢ Recommended Alternative Access Improvement - Based on the results of the analysis, the most
appropriate alternative access will be recommended. Report - A report will be prepared detailing the
results of the analysis and submitted to CO)J for review and approval.
