This
indemnification shall be separate and apart from, and in addition 10, any other indemnificalion provisions
set forth elsewhere in this Contract.

2.5.3. RISKS AND PROPERTY

Ownership, risks of damage to or loss of the Work shall pass to JEA upon Acceptance. The Company
shall retain (he sale risk of loss to the Services up to and including the time of Acceptance. In the event
of loss or damage to the Services, the Company shall bear all costs associated with any loss or damage.

2.6, TERM AND TERMINATION

The Company shall comply with the following executive orders, acts, and all rules and regulations
implementing said orders or acts, which are by this reference incorporated herein as if set out in thejr
entirety:

The provisions of Presidential Order 11246, as amended. and the portions of Executive Orders
11701 and 11758 as applicable to Equal Employment Opportunity;

The provisions of section 303 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, as amended, and the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA); and

The provisions of the Employment and Training of Veierans Act, 38 U.S.C. 4212 (formerly
2012).

The Company agrees that il any of the Work of this Contract will be performed by a Subcontractor, then
the provisions of this subsection shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

2.9.2. LEGAL WORKFORCE

JEA shall consider the Company's employment of unauthorized aliens a violation of section 274A(e) of
the Immigration and Nationalization Act. Such violation shall be causc for termination of the Contract
for default upon thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of such termination, notwithstanding any other
provisions to the contrary in the Contract Documents

2.9.3, PROHIBITED FUFTURE EMPLOYMENT

It shall be unlawful and a class C offense for any person, who was an officer or employee of JEA, afier
his or her employment has ceased. lo be employed by or enter into any contract for personal services, with
a person or company who contracted with, or had a contractual relationship with JEA, while the contract
is active or being completed, or within two years of the cessation, completion, or termination of the
person’s or company's contractual relationship with JEA, where () the contract with JEA had a value that
exceeded $250,000, and (2) the officer or employee had a substantial and decision-making role in
securing or negotiating the contract or contraclual relationship, or in the approval of financial submissions
or draws in accordance with the terms of the contract; except that this prohibition shall not apply to an
emplayee whose role is merely as a review signatory, or 1o conlracls entered inlo prior to January 1, 2008,
or lo contracts thal have been competitively procured. With respect to this subsection a contract is
competitively procured if it has been obtained through a sealed low bid award. A "substantial and
decision-making role” shall include duties and/or responsibilities that are collectively associated with: (i}
approving solicitation or payment documents; (ii) evaluating formal bids and proposals; and (iii)
approving and/or issuing award recommendations for JEA Awards Committee approval. The contract of
any person or business entity who hires or contracts for services with any officer or employee prohibited
from entering into said relationship shall be voidable at the pleasure of JEA. This prohibition shall not
apply Lo any former officer or employee afier two years from cessation from JEA employment.
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2.9.4. HIRING OF OTHER PARTY’S EMPLOYEES

Each party recognizes that the other party has incurred or will incur significant expenses in training its
own employees and agrees that it will not pursue or hire, without the other party's consent, the other
party’s employees or the employees of ils subsidiaries for a period of 1wo (2) years from the termination
date of this Contract.

2.10. COMPANY’S RESPONSIBILITIES AND PERFORMANCE OF THE CONTRACT

2.10.1. JEA ACCESS BADGES

If the scope of work described in this Contract requires a Company to access JEA facilities over a period
of time, each Company employee shall apply for a JEA access badge through JEA's Security Department.
Based upon the type of work being performed, JEA may require the Company to provide a criminal
background check on the employee prior to the issuance of the JEA access badge. JEA Security will
provide all applicable standards and requirements for the background check All costs associated with the
criminal background check are the responsibility of the Company. JEA does not allow Company
employees to share JEA access badges.

Company employees issued an access badge are required to adhere to all JEA Security badge usage
policies and procedures. A Company whose cmployees are found to be violating these, or any other JEA
Security policies, may result in the Contract being terminated immediately for defaul.

Additionally, JEA shall be notified within 24 hours of a lost or stolen JEA access badge or when an
employee leaves the Company. The Company will bear any costs associated with issuance, and
production, of any lost or stolen JEA access badge. The Company is required to report all badge loss, or
terminalion, notifications to their respective JEA contract manager and JEA Security. JEA Securily can be
contacted at (904} 665-8200 or security@jea.com.

The language in the above paragraphs shall also apply to Company's Subcontractors, and shall be
included in Company’s contracts with its Subcontractors for Work or Services to be performed at JEA.

2.10.2. JEA CRITICAL INFRASTRUCTURE PROTECTION (CIP)

Pursuant to federal regulations, JEA is required to implement Critical Infrastructure Protection (CIP) and
comply with NERC/FERC reliability standards for identified assets (collectively the "Asscts"). Asseis can
be defined as either physical or cyber that are essential for JEA to maintain the integrity of the bulk
electric system. Therefore, a Company that requires access 1o the Asselts shall require that each of its
employees, who require unescorted access, apply for a JEA access badge through JEA’s Security
Department. Depending on which Assets a Company must access will determine the specific JEA training
and/or criminal background check thal will be required before an access badge can be issued. The
Company will be responsible for all costs associated with any criminal background check and the
employee labor required to complete the JEA provided training.
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The language in the above paragraph shall also apply 1o Company’s Subcontractors, and shall be included
in Company’s contracts with ils Subcontractors for Work or Services to be performed at JEA.

JEA reserves the right 1o modify thesc terms if the applicable regulations change or additional regulations
become applicable. JEA will provide sufficient notice in advance for Company to adap! the updated
regulations.

2.10.3. TRANSITION SERVICES

Atany time prior to the date the Contract expires or terminales for any reason (ihe "Termination Date"),
JEA may request Company to provide reasonable transition assistance services ("Transition Assislance™),
The Company will provide such Transition Assistance until such time as JEA notifies the Company thal
JEA no longer requires such Transition Assistance, but in no event for more than 180 days following the
Termination Date.

Transition Assistance shall mean any services, functions or responsibilities that are ordinarily or
customarily provided to a purchaser to ensure that the services provided to that purchaser by a contractor
are fully transitioned in a smooth and efficient manner to a new service contractor (either JEA itself or a
third party contractor). Transition Assistance includes the development and implementation of a detailed
transition plan. To the extent that Transition Assistance will involve third parties hired by JEA, those
third parties shall caoperate with Company in its provision of Transition Assistance and sign any
reasonable non-disclosure agreements reguired by Company.,

Transition Assistance rendered before the Termination Date shall be provided at no additional cost to
JEA. Transition Assistance rendered after the Termination Date shall be provided at the rates negotiated
by the parties prior to the rendering of such service, which rates shall not exceed the standard market rates
that Company charges to government entities for comparable services; provided however, that il JEA
terminates the Contract becausc of @ breach by Company, then (i) the Transition Assistance shail be
provided at no cost to JEA, and (ii) JEA will be entitled to any other remedics available to it under law.
Company may withhold Transition Assistance after the Termination Date if JEA does nol provide
reasonable assurance that the charges for such Transition Assistance will be paid to Company in
accordance with the invoicing and payment provisions of the Contract.

2.10.4. COMPANY REPRESENTATIVES

The Company shall provide JEA with the name and responsibilitics of the Company Representative, in
writing afler Award of the Contract and before starting the Work under the Contract. Should the
Company need to change the Company Representative, the Company shall promptly notify JEA in
writing of the change.

2.10.5. LICENSES

The Company shall comply with all licensing. registration and/or certification requirements pursuani 1o
applicable laws, rules and regulations. The Company shall secure alf licenses, registrations and
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cerlifications as required for the performance of the Services and shall pay all fees associated with
securing them. The Company shall produce writien evidence of licenses and other certifications
immediately upon request from JEA.

2.10.6. SAFETY AND PROTECTION PRECAUTIONS

The Company shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local taws, ordinances, all JEA
procedures and policies including any orders of any public body having jurisdiction for the safety of
persons or protection of property. The Company understands and agrees that a violalion of any provision
of this clause is grounds for a Termination for Default, with no requirement to provide Company with a
notice to cure. Additionally, the Company shall be responsible for all JEA damages associated with such
termination.

2.11. VENDOR PERFORMANCE EVALUATION

2.11.1, VENDOR PERFORMANCE EVALUATION
Use of Vendor Performance Evaluation Scorecards

JEA may evaluate the Company's performance using evaluation criteria on a vendor scorecard.
pany’s p

Scores for all metrics shown on the evaluation range from a low of 1, meaning significantly deficient
performance, to a high of 5, meaning exceptionally good performance. The Company's performance shall
be classified as Top Performance, Acceptable Performance, or Unacceptable Performance, as defined
herein. The evaluator will be a designated JEA employee. The evaluator's supervisor and the Chiefl
Purchasing Officer will review deficient performance letters and Unacceptable Performance scorecards,
as described below, prior to issuance. When evaluating the Company's performance, JEA will consider
the performance of the Company's Subcontractors and suppliers, as part of the Company's performance.

Frequency of Evaluations

JEA may conduct performance evaluations and prepare scorecards in accordance with the procedures
described herein at any time during performance of the Work or soon after the completion of the Work.
JEA may conduct one or more evaluations determined solely at the discretion of JEA.

Unacceptable Performance

0 If at any time, JEA determines, using the criteria described on the scorecard, that the performance
of the Company is Unacceptable, the Contract Administrator and Chief Procurement Officer or his
designated alternate will notify the Company of such in a letter. The Company shall have {0 days 10
respond te the Contract Administrator. Such response shall include, and preferably be delivered in-person
by an officer of the Company, the specific actions that the Company will take to bring the Company’s
performance up to at least Accepiable Performance.

o Within 30 days from date of the first Unacceptable Performance letter, the Contract Adminisirator
and Chief Purchasing Officer or his designated alternate will notify the Company by letter as to whether
its performance, as determined solely by JEA, is meeting expectations, or is continuing 1o be
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Unacceptable. If the Company's performance is described in the letter as meeting expectations. no further
remedial action is required by the Company. as long as Company's performance continues 1o be
Acceptable.

0 If the Company's performance as described in the letter conlinues to be Unacceptable, or is
inconsistently Acceptable, then the Company shall have 15 days from date of second letier 1o demonstrate
solely through its performance of the Work, that it has achieved Acceptabie Performance. At the end of
the 15-day period, JEA will prepare a scorecard documenting the Company’s performance from the start
of Work, ur date of most recent scorecard, whichever is latest, and giving due consideration to
improvements the Company has made in its performance, or has failed to make. If the scorecard shows
Company's performance is Acceplable, then no further remedial action is required by Company as long as
Company's performance remains Acceplable. If the scorecard shows the Company's performance is
Unacceptable, JEA will take such actions as it deems appropriate including, but not limited o,
terminating the Conlract for breach, suspending the Company from bidding on any JEA related
solicitations, and other remedies available in the JEA Purchasing Code and in law. Such action does not
relieve the Company of its obligations under the Contract, nor does it preclude an earlier termination.

0 I the event that the Contract Term or the remaining Term of the Contract does not allow for the
completion of the deficient performance notification cycles described above for those in danger of
receiving an Unacceptable Performance scorecard, JEA may choose 1o accelerate these cycles at its sole
discretion. .

0 If the Company receives five or more letters of deficiency within any 12 month period, then JEA
will prepare a scorecard describing the deficiencies and the Company's performance will be scored as
Unacceptable.

Acceptable Performance
JEA expects the Company's performance to be at a minimum Acceptable,

Disputes

In the event that the Company wants to dispute the resulis of its scorecard performance evaluation, the
Company must submit a letter to the Chief Procurement Officer supplying supplemental information that
it believes JEA failed to take into account when preparing the scorccard. Such letter, along with
supplemental information, must be submitted no later than 10 days following the Company's receipt of
the scorecard. If the Chief Procurement Officer decides to change the scorecard, the Company will be
notitied and a revised scorecard will be prepared, with a copy issued 10 the Company. Il the Chicf
Procurement Officer decides that no change is warranted, the decision of the Chief Procurement Officer is
final. [f the Company is to'be suspended from consideration for future Award of any contracts, the
Company may appeal to the Procurement Appeals Board as per JEA Procurement Code.

Public Records
There can be no expectation of conlidentiality of performance-related data in that all performance-related

data is subject to disclosure pursuani te Florida Public Records Laws. All scorecards are the property of
JEA.
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2.12. JEA RESPONSIBILITIES

2.12.1. COORDINATION OF SERVICES PROVIDED BY JEA

The JEA Representative for the Services will, on behalf of JEA, coordinate with the Company and
administer this Contract. It shall be the responsibility of the Company to coordinate all assignment related
activities with the designated JEA Represcntative. The JEA Representative will be assigned to perform
day-to-day administration and liaison functions, and to make available to the Company appropriate
personnel, to the extent practical, and to furnish records and available data necessary to conduct the
Services. The JEA Representative will also authorize the Company to perform work under this Contract

2,13, CHANGES IN THE WORK OR TIMEFRAMES

2.13.1. CHANGES IN SCOPE OF SERVICES

From time to time, JEA may malerially reduce or increase the scope of the services, as contained in the
Contract Documents, to be performed under this Agreement as may be necessary lo camy out the purpose
of this Agreement. The Company is willing and agreeable to accommodate such changes, provided it is
compensated for additional services in accordance wilh its professional fees and expenses under the terms
of this Agreement. If the scope of services decreases, the parties agree 10 negoliate a reduction in the
monthly retainer. Such changes shall be in the form of a written amendment to this Agreement reflecting,
as appropriate, an amendment to the services rendered and adjustment to Company's professional fees,
including an extension to the duration of this Agreement, as well as the maximum indebledness of JEA.
Maximum indebtedness is the maximum total cost that may be paid to the Company hereunder, including
travel related costs, during the initial term of the Agreement for the services rendered under the terms of
this Agreement.

2.13.2. SUSPENSION OF SERVICES

JEA may suspend the performance of the Services by providing Company with five (5) days' written
notice of such suspension. Schedules for performance of the Services shall be amended by mutual
agreement to reflect such suspension. In the event of suspension of Services, the Company shall resume
the full performance of the Services when directed in writing to do so by JEA. Suspension of Services for
reasons other than the Company's negligence or failure to perform, shall not affect the Company's
compensation as outlined in the Contract Documents,

2.13.3. FORCE MAJEURE

No party shall be liable for any default or delay in the performance of its obligations under this Contract
due to an act of God or other event to the extent that: (a) the non-performing parly is without fault in
causing such default or delay; (b) such default or delay could not have been prevented by reasonable
precautions; and (c) such default or delay could not have been reasonably circumvented by the non-
performing party through the use of aliernate sources, work-around plans or other means. Such causes
include, but are not limited to: act of civil or military authority (including but not limited to courts or

administrative agencies); acts of God; war; terrorist attacks; riot; insurrection; inability of JEA to secure
approval, validation or sale of bonds; inability of JEA or the Company (o obtain any required permils,
licenses or zoning: blockades; embargoes; sabotage; epidemics; fires; hurricanes, tornados, floods; or
strikes.

In the event of any delay resulting from such causcs, the time for performance of each of the parties
hereunder (including the payment of monies if such event actually prevenis payment) shall be extended
for a period of time reasonably necessary to overcome the effect of such delay, except as provided for
celsewhere in the Contract Documents,

In the event of any delay or nonperformance resulting from such causes, the party affected shal) promptly
notify the other in writing of the nature, cause, date of commencement and the anticipated impact of such
delay or nonperformance. Such written notice, including Change Orders, shall indicate the extent, if any.
ta which it is anticipated that any delivery or completion dates will be thereby affected within seven €))]
calendar days.

2.14. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

2.14.1. AMBIGUOUS CONTRACT PROVISIONS

The parties agree 1hat this Contract has bzen the subject of meaningful analysis and/or discussions of the
specifications, terms and conditions contained in this Contract. Therefore, doubtful or ambiguous
provisions, if any, contained in this Contract will not be construed against the party who physically
prepared this Contract.

2.14.2. AMENDMENTS

This Contract may not be altered or amended except in writing, signed by JEA Chief Procurement
Officer. or designee, and the Company Representative. or each of their duly authorized representatives.

2.14.3. APPLICABLE STATE LAW; VENUE; SEVERABILITY

The rights, obligations and remedies of the parties as specified under the Contract will be interpreted and
governed in all respects exclusively by the laws of the State of Florida without giving cffect to the
principles of conflicts of laws thereof. Should any provision of the Contract be determined by the courts
to be iilegal or in conflice with any law of the State of Florida, the validity of the remaining provisions
will not be impaired. Litigation involving this Coniract or any provision thereof shall take place in the
State or Federal Courts located exclusively in Jacksonville, Duval County, Fiorida.

2.14.4. CONTINUING SERVICES

The Company shall carry on the Work and maintain the progress schedules during disputes or
disagreements with JEA. No Work shall be delayed or postponed pending resolution of any disputes or
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disagreements, except as JEA and Company may otherwise agree in writing. Suspension of the Work or
portion thereof by Company shall entitle JEA to terminate the Contract for Default

2.14.5. CUMULATIVE REMEDIES

Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Contract, all remedies provided for in this Contract shall
be cumulative and in addition to and not in lieu of any other remedies available to cither party at law, in
equity or otherwise,

2.14.6. DELAYS

Neither party shall be considered in default in the performance of its obligations hereunder to the extent
that the performance of such obligation is prevented or delayed by any cause beyond the reasonable
control of the affected party, and the time for performance of either party hercunder shall be extended for
a period of equal to any lime lost due to such prevention or delay.

2.14.7. DISPUTES

I a dispute occurs between JEA and the Company over a contraciual issue that cannot be mediated by the
JEA Representative, the dispute shall be handled in accordance with Article 5 of the JEA Procurement
Code.

2.14.8. ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Contract constitutes the enlire agreement between the partics. No slalement, representation, writing,
understanding, or agreement made by either party, or any representative of either party, which are nol
expressed herein shall be binding. All changes to, additions te, modifications of, or amendment to 1his
Contract, or any of the terms, provisions and conditions hereof, shall be binding only when in writing and
signed by the authorized officer, agent or representative of each of the parties hereto.

2.14.9, EXPANDED DEFINITIONS

Unless otherwise specified, words importing the singular include the plural and vice versa and words
importing gender include all genders. The term "including” means "including without limitation”, and the
terms "include”, "includes" and "included" have similar meanings. Any reference in this Contract to any
other agreement is deemed to include a reference to that other agreement, as amended, supplemented or
restated from time to time. Any reference in the Contract to “all applicable laws, rules and regulations®
means all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations, ordinances, stalutes, codes and practices.

2.14.10. HEADINGS

Headings appearing herein are inserted for convenience or reference only and shall in no way be
construed 1o be inlerpretations of text,
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2.1.L11. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR

Company is performing this Contract as an independent contractor and nothing in this Contract will be
deemed to constilute a partnership, joint venture, agency, or fiduciary relationship between JEA and
Company. Neither Company nor JEA will be or become liable or bound by any representation, act, or
omission of the olher.

2.14.12. LANGUAGE AND MEASUREMENTS

All communication between the Company and JEA., including all documents, noles on drawings, and
submissions required under the Contract, will be in the English language. Unless otherwise specified in
the Contract, the US System of Measurements shall be used for quantity measurement. All
instrumentation and equipment will be calibrated in US Syslem of Measures.

2.14.13. MEETINGS AND PUBLIC HEARINGS

The Company will upon request by JEA, attend all meetings and public hearings as required, in any
capacity, as directed by JEA.

2.14.14. NEGOTIATED CONTRACT

Except as otherwise expressly provided, all provisions of this Contract shall be binding upon and shall
inure 1o the benefit of the parties, their legal representatives, successors and assigns. The parties agree that
they have had meaningful discussion and negotiation of the provisions, terms and conditions contained in
this Contract. Therefore, doubtful or ambiguous provisions, if any, contained in the Contract shall not be
construed against the party who physically prepared this Contract.

2.14.15. NONEXCLUSIVE

Notwithstanding anything contained herein that may appear to be the contrary, this Conlract is "non-
exclusive” and JEA reserves the right, in its sole discretion, io retain other companies to perform the
Work, andfor JEA may self-perform the Work itself.

2.14.16. REFERENCES

Unless otherwise specified, each reference to a statute, ordinance, law, policy, procedure, process,
document, drawing, or other informational material is deemed 10 be a reference to that item, as amended
or supplemented from time to time. All referenced items shall have the enforcement ability as if they are
fully incorporated herein.

2.14.17. RIGHT TO AUDIT AND FINANCIAL REPORTING

Accounting System
The Company shall establish and maintain a reasonable accounting system that enables JEA to readily
identify the Company's assels, expenses, cost of goods, and use of funds.
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Audited Financial Statements

The Company shall provide 1o JEA audited financial statements for the most recent fiscal year upon JEA's
request, not later than five days afier receipt of written request.

Content and Retention of Records

Such records shall include, but not be limited 10, accounting records, written policies and procedures;
subcontract files (including proposals of successfu} and unsuccessful bidders, bid recaps, etc.); all paid
vouchers including those for out-of-pocket expenses; other reimbursement supported by invoices; ledgers;
cancelled checks; deposit slips; bank statements; journals; original estimates; estimating work sheets;
contract amendments and change order files; back charge logs and supporting documentation; insurance
documents; payroll documents; timesheets; memoranda; and correspondence. Company shall, at all times
during the term of this Contract and for a period of five years afier the completion of this Contract,
mainiain such records, together with such supporting or underlying documents and materials.

[nspection /Audit of Records

Upon JEA's request, the Company agrees to allow JEA 1o audit, to examine, and to make copies of or
extracts from its financial and operating records (in whatever form they may be kept, whether written,
electronic, or other) kept by the Company, its employees, agents, assigns, successors, and subcontractors,
for the purpose of determining iavoice accuracy, or otherwise assessing compliance with the Contract
Documents.

The Company shall at any time requested by JEA, whether during or afier completion of this Contract,
and at Company’s own cxpense make such records available for inspection and audit (including copies
and extracts of records as required) by JEA. Such records shall be made available 10 JEA during normal
business hours at the Company’s office or place of business in a workspace suitable for the audit and
[subject to a three day written notice/without prior notice). In the event that no such location is available,
then the financial records, together with the supporting or underlying documents and records, shall be
made available for audit at a time and location that is convenient for JEA. The Company agrees to have
knowledgeable personnel available to answer questions for the auditors during the time they are
performing the audit and for a period of two weeks thereafier. Company shall ensure JEA has these rights
with Company’s employees, agents, assigns, successors, and subcontractors, and the obligations of these
rights shall be explicitly included in any subcontracis or agreements formed between the Company and
any subcontractors o the extent that those subcontracts or agreements relate to fulfillment of the
Company’s obligations to JEA.

Cost of Audils

Costs of any audits conducted under the authority of this right to audit and not addressed elsewhere will
be borne by JEA unless certain exemption criteria are met. [f the audit identifies overpricing or
overcharges (of any nature} by the Company to JEA in excess of one-half of one percent {.5%) of the total
conlract billings, the Company shail reimburse JEA Tor the total costs of the audit. I the audit discovers
substantive findings related to fraud, misrepresentation, or nonperformance, JEA may recoup the costs of
the audit work from the Company.

Billing Adjustments and Recoveries

Any billing payment recoveries 1o JEA that musi be made as a resuli of any such audit or inspection of the
Company's invoices and/or records shall be made within a reasonable amount of time {not to exceed 90
days) from presentation of JEA's findings to Company.

Failure to Comptly

If Company fails to comply with the requiremenis contained in this clause, the Company may be found to
be in breach of the Contract, be subject 1o debarment or suspension of bidding privileges with JEA, and/or
JEA may exercise any other remedies available by law.

2.14.18. SELF HELP

Within three (3) business days after being notified by JEA in writing of defective work, unacceptable
work or failure to perform any portion of the services required by this Agreement, if the Company fails to
correct such work or perform such services, JEA may cause the unacceptable or defective work to be
corrected or perform the services. If JEA undertakes to correct the work or perform the services, JEA
shall be entitled 1o set off against and deduct from any monies due, or which may become due to the
Company, the reasonable cost incurred by JEA, H the corrective work or services cannot reasonably be
completed within such three (3) business day period, and the Company immediately begins corrective
work or services, and JEA reasonably determines that the Manager is diligently pursing completion of
such corrective work or Services, JEA agrees to allow the Company to complete correction of the
defective or unacceptable work or perform services within a reasonable period of time.

All costs and expenses incurred by JEA pursuant to this Paragraph shall be deducted by JEA from monies
due, or which may become due, to the Company for performance of the Services and its obligations
herein.

The provision of this Paragraph are cumulative to all other provisions of the Agreement and it is not
intended that any deductions in payment taken pursuant to this Paragraph shall diminish or waive JEA’s
right to declare the Company in default in accerdance with applicable provisions of the Agreement or 1o
exercise any other right or remedy available 10 JEA.

2.14.19. SEVERABILITY

In the event that any provision of this Contract is found to be unenforceable under applicable law, the
parties agree to replace such provision with a substitute provision that most nearly reflects the original
intentions of the parties and is enforceable under applicable law, and the remainder of this Coniract shall
continue in full forcc and effect.

With regard to any pravision in this agreement pertaining to damages, equitable or otherwise, it is the
intent of the Parties that under no circumstances shall there be recovery for home office overhead. Any
damages claimed shall be proven by discreet accounting of direct project costs and no theoretical formula
or industry estimating reference manuals shall be permissible.

D. Local Business Tax (LBT) Renewal Notice

The supplier will produce notices in a
format similar to the November payment notice mailing but with specific changes mandated by the Tax
Collector’s office. There will be two (2) mailings: one for Real Estate Taxes (approximately 42, 000) and the
other for Personal Property Taxes (approximately 2,000). The form will be the same as used in the November
mailing. A #10 outgoing window envelope and #9 return window envelope of the same specifications as the
November Personal Property Tax mailing.

Scope of Work. The jacksonville Sheriff’s Office {(JSO) is seeking a vendor that can provide

electronic monitoring of offenders through satellite monitoring and remote tracking (GPS) services and
alcohol monitoring. The services sought under this RFP also include vendor provided monitoring
equipment, software, and other services (including, but not limited to a call monitoring center, account
management and help desk services).

4.2

Categories of Equipment. The following types of devices are requested under this RFP:

a. 1 Piece GPS Tracking Device. The proposed device must meet or exceed the following
specifications:

i.  Communication Specifications. The proposed device must be able to communicate over
LTE networks provided by major carriers. As a secondary measure the device must be
able to communicate over a Wi-Fi connection.

ii.  Tamper/interference Detection. The proposed device must incorporate a tamper detection
feature that will alert the JSO of any attempts to tamper the device. The detection feature
must cover both the device and the attachment mechanism (e.g., the ankle monitor
strap). Additionally, the proposed device must have interference detection that will alert
the JSO of GPS jamming and/or cellular jamming/shielding.

iti.  Location Tracking. The device must collect a GPS coordinate at least once every minute
while the offender is in compliance and at least once every fifteen seconds when the
offender is in zone violation. The device must also have a pursuit mode, enabling a
direct connection to the device during an active investigation. When this mode is
engaged, the location map in the Contractoi’s software must be updated at least every
fifteen (15) seconds with the most recent GPS coordinates,

iv. Notifications. The device must trigger an alert for the following events: any
tampering/ interference event as described in section ii above, low battery, motion in the
absence of a GPS signal and zone violations. There should also be a notification if the
device does not make a regularly scheduled call. The device must provide a
communication method that would not alarm the public (e.g., vibration or LED lights).

v.  Self-Test. The device must be capable of running a self-test prior to activation. The self-
test must ensure that the device is operable, and the battery is fully charged.

vi.  Wearability. The device must be composed of materials that are safe for prolonged
contact with skin. The device must not have any sharp edges. The weight of the device

should be less than eight (8) ounces. The device must also be waterproof (not water
resistant} to a depth of at least 20 feet.

Device Memory. The device must have an internal clock and have sufficient memory to
record at least 60,000 GPS coordinates or 30 days of data.

Battery Specifications. The device battery must be rechargeable and provide for at least
40 hours of operation on a full charge. Each battery must be rechargeable for at least 500
recharge cycles. The baltery must be able to be charged using a standard wall outlet or a
tether less charger, which allows the offender mobility during the charging process.

Optional Beacon. The device must include an optional beacon that communicates
directly with the device through a radio frequency (RF) signal. The beacon must operate
on AC power an include a battery backup capable of 20 hours of operation. The beacon
must also contain a motion sensor that will alert the ]SO if the beacon is removed from
the offender’s residence. The beacon must also generate the following event
notifications: home, away, curfew, power disconnected, beacon location issue, and low
battery.

Cutrrent Device. For reference, the current devices used by the JSO under this category
are the Attenti Tracker 1 (AT1) and the Attenti Tracking Device (TD4).

b. Remote Breath Alcohol Device. The proposed device must meet or exceed the following
specifications:

Desigar. The device must be durable and tamper-proof. The device should include an
electromechanical fuel cell for testing and be able to test down to 0.00 Breath Alcohol
Content (BrAC). BrAC testing should be measured by collecting deep lung breath
samples.

Testing. The device must allow scheduled, random, on-demand and offender-initiated
testing. The device must be capable of logging a GPS coordinate if a test is missed by the
offender. The device should prompt the offender on how to complete the test. This
should include instructions on how to retake the test if required.

Additional Requirements. The device should be able to transfer data back to the
Contractor’s data center through both cellular and Wi-Fi. The device must store up to
40,000 test results that are automatically sent to the data center when the device has a
cellular or Wi-Fi connection.

Current Device. The JSO is not currently using a Remote Breath Alcohol Device.

In addition to the specification listed above, all devices submitted under this RFP must be designed
for and comply with the National Institute of Justice (NIJ) Standard 1004.00 (Offender Tracking

Systems).

Software Requirements. The Contractor must provide a software package that the JSO can use to

administer the Ankle Monitor program. At a minimum, Contractor’s software must include the following
functionality:

a. Maps. The mapping portion of the softivare must include, at a minimum, the following features:

Reports. The Contractor’s software must be able to generate the following standard reports, at a
minimum: call history, case management, inventory management, alert notifications, rules,
software usage, tool, and violations reports. Additionally, JSO utilized the following custom
reports:

i.  Offender Battery Charge History. This report shows the length/frequency the selected
offender charges their monitoring device daily over a specified period.

ii.  Hordware Tracking History. This report details all the offenders that have been assigned a
specified device.

ili.  Offender Tracking History. This report details all the devices assigned to a speficied
offender.

Data Access. The software will allow end users the ability to access all GPS coordinates and
monitoring data for individual offenders starting from the initial date of device activation.

Case Managentent. The software must include a case management component. This tool should
provide for the entry of notes by both JSO and monitory center staff. The system should also
allow end users to attach documents to case files. Offender cases must be able to be transferred
to different end users to manage.

Monitoring. Software must be desighed for agency monitoring centers, which would allow JSO
staff to open, address and resolve any notification alarms.

Video Conninnnication. Software should allow ]SO staff to video conference with offenders on an
as needed basis.

Inventory Management. Software must allow for JSO to order, return, track, and transfer
equipment.





h. Offender Tracking. The system must allow an end user the ability to review multiple offender’s
GPS tracking coordinates on one screen. The system must allow end users the ability to review
at least up to 7 days of GPS tracking coordinates for an offender to analyze patterns.

i Mobile Application. JSO does not currently use a vendor’s mobile application on the monitoring
side or the offender side but is interested in using said software under this RFP. Bidder's are
encouraged to submit any documentation they have regarding a mobile client. This
documentation will not be scored as part of the RFP process and is being provided for
information only.

44 Monitoring Center. The Contractor must have a secure, confidential monitoring service center and
help-desk facility that provides service 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. Each shift must be staffed with at
least one (1) bi-lingual customer service agent that can speak, read, and write in both English and Spanish.
The monitoring center proposed under this contract must have been in operation for at least six (6)
consecutive months through one or more contracts with a State, Federal or local government agency.

The monitoring center must have a backup power source to ensure that all systems, hardware, and software
are capable of uninterrupted operation in the event of a power outage. The Contractor shall maintain a
secondary monitoring center providing full operating functions in the event the primary center is disabled.

All calls to the monitoring center must be recorded, saved, and backed up. There must also be a transaction
log where end users have easy access to sort and find specific call recordings.

4.5 Data Center Requirements. The Contractor must maintain a secure data center that has been in
operation for at least six (6) consecutive months through one or more contracts with a State, Federal or local
government agency. Contractor must ensure that JSO data is secure across the following dynamics: physical
access, network access, data access, and employee access. All entries and modifications to JSO data must
record the individual and time that the entry was made.

Data must be backed up at a minimum of every five (5) minutes with a full system backup performed daily.
Contractor must also maintain a separate off-site backup center to maintain on-going operations in the event
the primary data center is disabled.

All of Contractor's servers, monitoring devices, and software must be time synchronized to accurately
record the date/time of every monitoring event, system access, data entry, phone call, or download.

4.6 Training. Contractor will provide initial on-site training within seven (7) calendar days for Contract
commencement unless an alternative schedule it negotiated. The initial training will be comprehensive to
include use of the Contractor’s software, correct operation of all devices listed in Section 4.2, and an
overview of Contractor’s policies and procedures. Contractor will also provide training and/or user
manuals and shall authorize JSO to duplicate these materials to facilitate subsequent agency training.

4.7 Historical Ankie Monitor Usage. On average, the JSO has utilized the following number of ankle
monitors daily over the last several years:

The number of historical ankle monitors used is provided for informational purposes only. It does not
guarantee an amount to be utilized under this RFP. Note: the figures above do not include JSO's
Misdemeanor Probation Program (MPP), which launched in December of 2021. They also do not include any
usage of any Remote Breath Alcohol devices. The previous vendor that ran the MPP had 76 participants in
their program over the last year. JSO is anticipating a significant increase in that number under this Contract.






JSO requires an on-hand unassigned device inventory equal to 20% of the currently assigned devices. These
on-hand devices are provided to the JSO at no cost until assigned to an offender and activated.

4.8 Invoicing. On or before the fifteenth (15%) day of each month, the Contractor will be required to
prepare and submit an invoice for the previous month. The invoice must detail the following information:

4.9. Account Management. The Contractor will assign a dedicated account manager to JSO for the
duration of the Contract. The account manager will handle any contract/billing questions, training,
equipment, or shipping issues.

4.10 Damaged/Eost Devices. JSO understands that the monitoring devices provided under this RFP
may be lost/damaged by offenders under this program. The Contractor will replace up to five (3)
lost/damaged devices annually at no cost the JSO. If more than five (5) devices are lost/damaged in a year,
JSO will reimburse the Contractor for the cost of any lost/damaged monitoring devices as set forth in
Section 4.8.
