The Solid Waste Division {SWD) respectfully requests to exefcise the fourth and final renewal
option for Bid SC-0373-13 with Tradebe Environmental Services, LLC from October 1, 2016 to
September 30, 2017.

A letter from the vendor requesting a cumulative CPl adjustment of 4.96% for the last four
years is attached. However, upon review, the City responded to the vendor’s request stating
that the City’s policy is only for the average of the last three years. The determination by the
Procurement Division using the last three years from data obtained from the Bureau and Labor
Statistics equates to an increase of 2.03%. The vendor has agreed to this increase by e-mail
dated September 20, 2106 {(attached). Using the annual award amount of $105,000 for the
third renewal option equates to an annual increase of $107,131.50 for FY16-17 ($2,131.50
increase) for a new total not to exceed of $477,131.50.

c. Maintenance may be discontinued by the ordering activity on thirty (30) calendar days written notice, or
shorter notice when agreed to by the Contractor; such notice to become effective thirty (30) calendar days from the
date on the notification.
