Refers 1o the Agreement that is made available by the Lead
Public Agency after the successful completion of the competitive
solicitation and selection process, wherein Participating Public
Agencies may utilize the agreement to purchase Products and
Services.

Refers (o a business enterprise that: (a) is certified by the State of
North Carolina as a Historically Underutilized Business (HUB)
within the meaning of N.C. Gen. Stal. § 143-128.4; (b) is at least
fifty-one percent (51%) owned by one or more persons who are
members of one of the following groups: Alrican American or
Black, Hispanic, Asian, Native American or American Indian,
and (c) is headquartered in the Charlotte Combined Statistical
Area,

Refers to SBEs, MBEs and WBEs, collectively.

Refers 1o all states, local governments, school districts, and
higher education institutions in the United States of American,
and other governmental apencies and nonprolit organizations
that elect to purchase Products and Services under the Master
Agreement.

Refers to afl Products that the Company agrees o provide 10 the
City as part this Contract.

Refers to ihe Playground Equipment, Outdoor Fitness
Equipment, Surfacing, Site Accessories and Related Producls
and Services as requested in this RFP,
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Specifications and Refers to all definitions, descriptions, requirements, criterin,

Requirements: warranties, and performance standards relating 1o  the
Deliverables and Services that are set forth or referenced in: (1)
this RFP, including any addenda; (ii) the Documentation; and
(iii} any functional andfor technical specifications that are
published or provided by the Company or its licensors or
suppliers from time to time with respect to all or any part of the
Deliverables or Services.

TERM. The initia) term of this Contract will be for five (3) years from the Effective Date
with an option to renew for two (2) additional two-year terms. This Contract may be extended
only by a writlen amendment to the contract signed by both parties.

AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE PRODUCTS AND SERVICES.

4.1 The Company shall provide the Products and Services in accordance with the terms
and conditions set forth in this Contract and the attached Exhibits when ordered from
time to time by the City. Except as set forth in Exhibit A, the prices set forth in
Exhibit A constitute all charges payable by the City for the Products and Services,
and all labor, materials, equipment, transportation, {acilitics, storage, information
technology. permits, and licenses necessary for the Company to provide the Products
and Services. The Company shall perform any Services for the City on site at the
City's facilities in Charlotte, North Carolina. except as otherwise stated in this
Contract or agreed in writing by the City.

4.2 Placerent of Orders: All orders will be placed by personnel designated by the City
on an as needed basis for the quamtity reguired at the time during the lerm of the
Contract,

OPTIONAL PRQDUCTS AND SERVICES. | he City may in its discretion purchase {rom
the Company optional Products and Services beyond what is called for in the Specifications,
provided that such purchase does not create unfairness so as 1o defeat the purpose of the
Proposal staties, and provided the City is authorized by law to make such purchases without
a formal Proposal process.

DOCUMENTATION. The Company will provide for all Products purchased under this
Contract written or electronic documentation that is complete and accurate, and sufficient 1o
enable City employees with ordinary skitls and experience to utilize such Products for the
purpose for which the City is acquiring them.

COMPENSATION. The City shall pay the Company for the Products and Services
delivered in compliance with the specilications at the prices set torth in Exhibit A. This
amount ceonstitutes the maximum fees and charges payable to the company in the apgregate
under this contract and will not be increased except by a writien amendment duly executed by
both partics in complinnce with the price adjustment provisions set forth in Exhibit A, The
Company shall not be entitled o charge the City any prices, fees or other amounts that are not
listed in Exhibit A.

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS.

B.1 The price(s) stated in this Contract shall not increase for the entire five-year term of
the Contract. The prices shall also not increase during the two (2), two-year renewal
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option terms unless the City approves a price adjustment in writing in accordance
with the following terms:

Price increases shall only be allowed when justified in the Cily’s sole
discretion based on legitimate, bona fide increases in the cost of materials
and in the cost of labor for Installation Services as set forth in Section B.1.3
of this Contract.

If the Company's unit prices for any Products and/or Services should decrease, the
Company shall provide the affected Products and/or Services at the lower
discounted price. The Company wili provide the City with prompt written notice of
all decreases in unit prices.

Il a Product becomes unavailable, or if a new Product becomes available, the
Company promptly will send the City a proposed revised version of Exhibit A.
The City reserves the right lo add or delete items to this Contract if particular items
should become discontinued or an upgraded item becomes available to the industry
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market. Any new or replacement items added may be subject to Proposal slatute
requirements. At no additional cost to the City, the Company may substitute any
Produci or Service to be provided by the Company, if the substitule meels or
exceeds the Specifications, is compatible with the City's operating environment
and is of equivalent or better quality 1o the City. Any substitution will be reflected
in a written signed change order.

BILLING. Each invoice sent by the Company shall include all reports, information and
data required by this Contract (including the Exhibits) necessary to entitle the Company 1o
the requested payment. The Company shall send one (1) capy only of each invoice using
one of the following options:

Payment of invoices shall be due within thirty (30} days after the City has received all of
the following: (a) an accurate, properly submitted invoice, (b) al! reports due for the month
covered by the invoice; and (c) any other information reasonably requested by the City to
verify the charges contained in the invoice. Invoices must include state and local sales tax.

CONTRACT MONITORING. The City shall have the right to audit the Company’s
compliance with the terms and conditions of the Contract at such times as the City deems
appropriate. Unless the City elects to terminate the Contract, the Company shall develop a
wrilten action plan to correct any Contract deficiency identified during these compliance
audits. and shall submit such plan to the City within thirty (30) days of notification of non-
compliance.

REPORTING. The Company shall provide such written reports of purchasing and
expendiures as may be requested by the City from time 1o time, inciuding wiihout
limitation any reports described in the Specifications.

AUDIT. During the term of the Contract and for a period of three (3) years after

All Products and Services delivered under this Contract
shall be in compliance with all appicable federal. state and local laws, regulations and
ordinances. In performing the Contract, the Company shall obtain and maintain all licenses
and permits, and comply with all federal, state and local laws, regulations and ordinances.

DELIVERY TIME. When delivery time is requested in the RFP, (whether in the form of
a specific delivery date or maximum number of days for delivery) time is of the essence.
The Company’s Proposal shall be deemed a binding commitment of the Company to meet
the delivery time stated herein unless the Proposal specifically takes exception. If such
delivery time is not met, the City shall be entitled 1o terminate the Contract immediately for
default and/or exercise any other remedies available at law or in equity.

QUALITY. Unless this Contract specifically states otherwise for a particular item, all
components used to manufacture or conslruct any supplies, materials or cquipment or
Products provided under this Contract shall be: (2) new; (b) the latest model; (c) of the best
quality and high-grade workmanship; and (d) in compliance with all applicable federal,
state and local laws, regulations and requirements. By “new™, the City means that the item
has been recently produced and has not been previously sold or used.
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Whenever this Contract states that a Product or Service shall be in nccordance with laws,
ordinances, building codes, underwriler’s codes. applicable A.S.T.M. regulations or similar
expressions, the requirements of such laws, ordinances. ele., shall be construed to be
minimum requirements that are in addition to any other requirements that may be stated in
this Contract.

DESIGN AND/OR MANUFACTURER REQUIREMENT. All Products and Services
shall meet tha Specifications set forth in Section 4 ol Lhe RFP,

INSPECTION AT COMPANY’S SITE. The City reserves the right to inspect the
equipment, plant. store or other facilities of the Company during the Contract teem from
time to time as the Cily deems nccessary to confirm that such equipment, plant, store or
other facilities conlorm with the Specifications and are adequate and suitable for proper and
effective performance of the Contract. Such inspections shall be conducted during normal
business hours and upon at least three (3) days’ notice 1o the Company (except that a store
may be inspected at any time during regular store hours without notice).

PREPARATION FOR DELIVERY.

20.1 Condition and Packaging. All comainers/packaging shall be suitable for handiing,
storage or shipmenl, without damage to the contents. The Company shall make
shipments using the minimum number of containers consistent with the
requirements of safe transit, available mode of transportation rowting.

The Products delivered under this
Contract shall remain the property of the Company until the City physically inspects,
nctually uscs and accepls the Products. In the event Products provided to the City Jdo nol
comply with the Centract, the City shall be entitled to terminate the Contract upon written
notice to the Company and return such Products (and any related poods) to the Company at
the Conipany’s expense. In the event the Services provided under this Contract do not
comply with the Contract, the City reserves the right to cancel the Service and rescind any
related purchase of Products upon written notice ta the Company. The remedics stated in
this Section arc in addition to and without limitation of any other remedies that the City
may have under the Contract, a1 law or in equity

GUARANTEE. Unless otherwise specified by the City, the Company guarantees the
materials and workmanship on all Products and Services for the guarantee period
associated with a specific product or services, as specified in Company documentation and
quotation. |If, within the puarantee period anv defects occur due to a faulty Producl or
Services (including without limitation a failure to comply with the Specifications). the
Company at its expense, shall repair or adjust the condition, or replace the Product and/or
Services lo the complele satisfaction of the City. These repairs, replacements or
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adjustments shall be made only at such time as will be designated by the City to ensure the
least impact to the operation of City business.

NO LIENS. All Products shall be delivered and shall remain free and clear of all liens and
encumbrances.

MANUFACTURER OR DEALER ADVERTISEMENT. No manufacturer or dealer
shall advertise on Producis delivered to the City without prior approval by the City.

RIGHT TO COVER. If the Company fails to comply with any term or condition of the
Contract or the Company's response to the RFP, the City may take any of the following
actions with or without terminating the Contract, and in addition to and without limiting
any other remedies it may have:

{A)  Employ such means as it may deem advisable and appropriate 1o obtain the
applicable Products and/or Services (or reasonable substitutes) from a third party;
and

(B) Recover from the Company the difference between what the City paid for such
Products andfor Services on the open market and the price of such Products
and/or Services under the Contract or the Company’s response to the RFP,

RIGHT TO WITHHOLD PAYMENT. If Company breaches any grovision of the
Contract the City shall have the right to withhold all payments related to the breach due to
the Company until such breach has been fully cured.

Upon breach of the Contrac, each party may seek all legal and
equitable remedies to which it is entitled. The remedies set forth herein shall be deemed
cumulative and not exclusive and may be exercised successively or concurrently, in
addition 1o any other available remedy.

Any termination of
the Contract shall not relieve the Company of the obligation to pay any fees, 1axes or
other charges then due to the City, nor relieve the Company of the obligation to file
any daily, monthly, guarterly or annual reports covering the period to termination nor
relieve the Company from any claim lor damages previously accrued or then
accruing against the Company.

OBLIGATIONS UPON EXPIRATION OR TERMINATION. Upon expiration or
termination of this Contract. the Company shall promptly (a) return to the City all
computer programs, files, documentation, data. media, related material and any other
recording, devices, information, or compact discs that are owned by the City; (b)
provide the City with sufficient data necessary to migrate to a new vendor, or allow
the City or a new vendor access to the sysiems, software, infrastructure, or processes
of the Company that are necessary to migrate to a new vendor; and (c) refund 1o the
City all pre-paid sums for Products or Services that have been cancelled and will not
be delivered. :

NO SUSPENSION., In the event thai the City disputes in good faith an allegation of
default by the Company, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Conimci,
the Company agrees that it will not terminate this Contract or suspend or limit the
delivery of Products or Services or any warranties or repossess. disable or render
unusable any Software supplied by the Company, unless (i) the parties agree in
writing, or (i) an order of a court of competent jurisdiction determines othenwise.

AUTHORITY TO TERMINATE. The City Manager or their designee is authorized
to terminaie this Contract on behalf of the City.

TRANSITION SERVICES UPON TERMINATION. Upon termination or expiration
of this Contract, the Company shatl cooperate with the City to assist with the orderly
transfer of the Products. Services, functions and operations provided by the Company
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hereunder (o another provider or to the City as determined by the City in its sole
discretion. The transition services that the Company shall perform if requested by
the City include but are not limited to:

28.8.1 Working with the City to jointly develop a mutually agreed upon transition
services plan to facililate the termination of the Services; and

28.8.2 Notifying all affected vendors and subcontraclors of the Company of
transition activities;

MULTIPLE CONTRACT AWARDS. This Contract is not exclusive. The City reserves
the right to award multiple contracts for the Products and Services required by this Contract
if the City deems multiple Contracts to be in the City's best interest.

RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties established by this
Contract is solely that of independent contractors, and nothing contained in this Contract
shall be construed 1o (i) give any party the power to direct or conirol the day-to-day
activities of the other; (ii) constitute such parties as partners, joint ventures, co-owners or
otherwise as participants in a joint or common undertaking; (iii) make either party an agent
of the other for any purpose whatsoever, or (iv) give either party the authorily to act for,
bind, or otherwise create or assume any obligation on behalf of the other. Nothing herein
shall be deemed 10 eliminate any fiduciary duty on the part of the Company to the City that
may arise under law or under the terms of this Contract.

INDEMNIFICATION. To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Company shall
indemnify, defend and hold harmless each of the “Indemnitees” {as defined below) from
and againsl any and all “Charges” (as defined below) paid or incurred any of them as a
result of any claims, demands, lawsuits, actions, or proceedings: (i) alleging violation,
misappropriation or infringement of any copyright, trademark, patent, trade secrel or other
proprietary rights with respect to the Work or any Products or deliverables provided to the
City pursuant 1o this Contract (“infringernent Claims™); (ii) seeking payment for labor er
materials purchased or supplied by the Company or its subcontractors in connection with
this Contract; or (iii) arising from the Company's failure to perform its obligations under
this Contract, or from any act of negligence or willful misconduct by the Company or any
of ils agents, employees or subcontractors relating 1o this Contract, including but not
limited to any liability caused by an accident or other occurrence resulting in bodily injury,
death, sickness or discase to any person(s) or damage or destruction to any property, real or
personal, tangible or intangible; or (iv) arising from a violation of any federal, state or
local law, regulation or ordinance by the Company or any its subcontractors (including
without limitation E-Verify or other immigration laws); or (v) arising from any claim that
the Company or an employee or subcontractor of the Company is an employee of the City,
including but not limited to claims relating to worker's compensation, failure to withhold
taxes and the like, For purposes of this Section: (a) the term “Indemnitees” means the City
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and each of the City's officers. officials. employees, agents and independent contractors
(excluding the Company); and (b) the term “Charges™ means any and all losses, damages.
cosls, expenses (including reasonable atlorneys™ fees). obligations, duties. fines. penaliies.
royaltics, interest charges and other liabilities (including settlement amounts) or any other
legal theory or principle, in connection with an Infringement Claim.

INSURANCE. Throughout the term of the Contract, the Company shall comply with the
insurance requirements described in this Section. in the event the Company fails to procure
and maintain each type of insurance required by this Section, or in the event the Company
fails to provide the City with the required certificates of insurance, the City shall be entitled
to terminate the Contract immediately upon written notice to the Company.

The Company agrees to purchase and maintain the following insurance coverage during the
tife of the Contract with an insurance company acceplable to the City of Charlotte,
authorized to do business in the State of North Carofina:

(A)  Automobile Liability: Bodily injury and property damage liability covering all
owned, non-owned, and hired automobiles for limits of not less than $1,000,000
bodily injury each person, each accident; and, $1,000,000 property damage, or
$1,000,000 combined single limit each occurrence/aggregale.

{B) Commercial General Liability: Bodily injury and property damage liability as
shall protect the Company and any subcontractor performing work under the
Contract from claims of bodily injury or property damage which arise from
performance of the Contract, whether such work is performed by the Company.,
any subcontractor or anyone directly or indirectly employed by either. The
amounts of such insurance shall not be less than $1,000,000 bodily injury each
occurrence/aggregate and $1,000,000 property damage cach
occurrence/aggregate or $1.000,000 bodily injury and property damage combined
single limits each occurrence/aggregate. This insurance shall include coverage
for Products, Services, completed operations, personal injury liability and
contractual Hability assumed under the indemnity provision of the Contraci.

(C) Workers' Compensation: Meeling the stalwtory requirements of the State of
North Carolina and Employers Liability - $100,000 per accident limit, $500,060
disease per policy limit, $100,000 disease each employee limit, providing
coverage for employees and owners.

Ihe City shall be named as additional insured under the commercial general Hability
insurance for operations or Services rendered under this Contract. The Company’s
insurance shall be primary of any self-funding and/or insurance otherwise carried by the
City for ali Joss or damages arising from the Consultant’s operations under this agreement.
The Company and each of its subcontractors shalt and does waive all rights of subrogation
against the City and cach of ihe Indemnitees, as defined in Section 32.

The Company shall not commence any work in connection with the Contract until it has
obtained all of the types of insurance set forth in this Form, and such insurance has been
approved by the City.

Through virtual means, our agency team has been consistent
in the provision of case management, match activities, and on-going training opportunities, the
conduction of critical child safety checks, and the creation of linkage between our youth/families and
critical resources. BBBSNEFL team members have also been heavily engaged in enhanced training
opportunities surrounding the BBBS service detivery model, child safety, and trauma informed
approaches so we are best equipped to help identify, address, and support the varying health and
wellness needs of our program participants.

Based on Experience in 20/21, Changes, Additions, or General Improvements ta Be Made in 20/21:

BBBSNEFL quickly and successfully pivoted to virtual operations and plans to continue to workin a
virtual and in-person hybrid space for the near future to allow for ongoing agility. The BBBSNEFL
database and organizational structure allows the agency to operate 100% virtually: enrollment
procedures and policies have been adjusted to include virtual offerings that allow for continued
program growth and service; our mentoring relationships are community based in nature, which
result in higher rates of contact between the parent/guardian, mentor, youth and the agency and
allows the ability to meet (in-person and virtually) regardless of a center being open or operating;
agency staff have been consistent in creating a continuum of quality case management and resource
provision. In addition to the in-person mentoring opportunities occurring, our agency plans to
continue to place focus and emphasis on creating high quality virtual opportunities, points of contact
with the agency, and programming for the 2021/2022 project year - with importance placed on the
occurrence of mentoring sessions and less an the length of each session. We do not foresee dramatic
or major impacts on our ability to run our program if there are additional or sustained shut downs
related to ongoing issues of COVID-19.

Description of Services:

Our mission and vision at Connecting Thru Music is to provide music therapy and music enrichment
and to provide education and awareness to our community about the importance of music to
positively impact the cognitive, communicative, emotional, physical, and social growth of children
with special needs in NE Florida. CTM provides these services by partnering with the community and
with programs that serve children with special needs in Duval County. Through the KHA Special Needs
Grant, we provide learning, development, and joy for children with special needs in Duval County. All
the sessions provided for this grant are data based with identified goals that support outcomes which
will allow the participants to work towards learning and developmental abilities.

By partnering with after school programs we provide group sessions with a music therapist twice per
week and a music teacher 1X per week (when appropriate for the group). In certain circumstances
based on site and student need, we will provide one 50 - minute weekly music therapy session (but
this is rare/not the norm).

First, each student group of 4-8 children will receive a Music Therapy Assessment to determine goals
and objectives collaboratively with site directors and educators. Goal areas may be cognitive,
communicative, emotional, sensorimotor, social, physical, or academic in nature. Next, students will
receive 30-minute music therapy sessions twice weekly to address the identified goal areas. Board
certified music therapists will use individualized, evidence-based music interventions to meet the
needs of each student. Data is collected at each session, reviewed, and analyzed to assure that the
students are working towards their identified goals. The music teachers teach music based on the
established goals while the music therapist uses music and instruments to reach goals. Because
music/music therapy is multi-sensory, the children have an increased attention, interest, and results
with this program. Many of the goals center around attention, following directions, making choices
and socialization so that the child receives a foundation which can be utilized in school and in the
classroom.






Impact of Services:

Providing music therapy and music services after school and during camps have impacted the children
by focusing on learning and developmental needs and deficit that these children have due to their
diagnosis. By working with the children either virtually or in person, the music therapist can assess,
evaluate, and plan goals that will assist the child in learning how to function better in and out of the
classroom.

The impacts we have noted include, increase attention, improvement in following directions,
verbalization and sharing. Children are also learning about themes and concepts including colors,
numbers, animals, food, places and making choices. We are impacting learning development and
confidence.

The outcomes of our data collection are available for review {we are in the process of building a data
website with a CTM Board Member/IT expert, and when this is complete the reports will be very
simple to access- (This is a way that KHA has impacted CTM-by holding grantees available to
outcomes we have developed our program quite a bit since accepting the grant. We are always
focusing on data and process improvement}.

I have the benefit of ohserving the children during site visits, monitoring the data and personally (the
reason | started CTM in 2016) , my now 11 vear old son Dante with Down Syndrome and without an
esophagus has been receiving music therapy in school and at home and has documented major
impact and growth thanks to this modality (he does not receive services through this grant as he has
Wellcare insurance which is one of only 2 insurances that cover music therapy-this is something that
CTM is working to impact. The other way that this grant is impacting the children is as we gather
demographics for the grant billing, we ask about insurance. If the child has Wellcare or Staywell we
reach out to the parents to educate and encourage them to enroll in in home music therapy through
their insurance. Although at this point it is almost impossible to create an insurance based group in 1
place (at the most we see 1-2/site » we are working to see this grow.

In closing what is significant about this grant is that not only are the children receiving direct benefit
and impact, CTM together with our partner First Coast Music Therapy (who provides the music
therapists Jare impacting the foundation of understanding and support of music therapy and music
therapists in NE Fla.. When we started with KHA there were 2 music therapists and 1 music teacher
working with us, today there are 5 board certified (4)master prepared music therapists and 2 music
teachers in our region which is literally a dessert for this practice (there are approx 25 board certified
music therapists in NE Fla compared to for example 250 in the St Paul/Minneapolis area,

Why Music Therapy?

Research in music therapy supports the evidence-based use of music interventions with children to
address clinical goals, including but not limited to providing opportunities for multi-modal Sensory
integration, improving social skills, increasing cognitive functioning, and developing and reinforcing
academic skills. Drumming and improvisational music interventions provide opportunities for children






with Autism Spectrum Disorder {ASD) to practice controlling their behaviors when interacting with
others (Yoo & Kim, 2018), improves joint attention and non-verbal communication skills (Kim,
Wigram, & Gold, 2008), and improves social skills and social communication (Bharathi, Venugopal, &
Vellingiri, 2019; Carpente, 2016). Music therapy for students in special education increases students’
motivation to participate in academic tasks (American Music Therapy Association, 2006). Music
interventions paired with visual supports such as letter or word cards seem to be effective
supplemental tools used to teach vocabulary, word usage, reading fluency, and comprehension skills
in children with reading disabilities and improved prewriting skills in children aged four to five
(Register, Darrow, Standley, & Yinger, 2007; Register, 2001}.

Outcomes Achieved:

* Each group of students receives an assessment and goals by a masters prepared board
cerified music therapist

* Each student has made improvement towards or met their identified goals

* Each student receives 2 30 min sessions weekly after school with a board certified music
therapist or in rare cases 1 50 minute session

Obstacles Faced in 20/21 as a Result of COVID-19 and How They Were Addressed:

This is an interesting question, because although COVID greatly challenged us, it praovided an
opportunity for us to Improve, create a stronger foundation and to focus even more on process
improvement and program development. Also, although all people/children were impacted by COVID,
this population because of their physical and medical vuinerability were isolated more than many and
their parents, already stressed by caring for a child with significant special needs, now had the
financial, emotional, and physical stress created by COVID. Music and Music Therapy either in person
or virtual assisted these children to continue to learn and develop through music ,a modality which
most have great affinity for and success with. Our wins/ strengths were:

1. Immediately shifting to a virtual platform at a few sites which had technical ability and at home for
children {with an aduit present and engaged) This platform is not feasible for all children but many
like my son Dante thrived- and the joy....

2. Partnered with The Cummer Museum and tag! Children’s Museum to develop professional videos
about science ,art and the world around them to support learning

3. Partnered with UNF and JU (5 nursing classes included to develop patient advocacy) to provide over
8 90-minute presentations to provide education about the benefits and efficacy of music therapy for
children w special needs .

4 Developed a Job Skills 3 module 24-week certificate program
Obstacles included:

1.Frequent closures of sites due to exposure-still occurring






2. Smaller class size due to absences, parents changing minds about or ability to leave the child in
after school. Also, this population has increased illnesses and need for isolation to prevent exposures

3. Many sites cancelled after school programs and /or would not allow us te come on site in person.

4, Music providers would plan schedule and would learn hours before about an exposure or
absences-sometimes on their way to site.

I have said this before, and | would really like to emphasize. This grant has provided CTM and FCMT to
impact so much beyond the actual students /what we are billing for-we have been able to expand-
move towards our vision and touch lives throughout the county. We can share the data with you of
how we are meeting goals and outcomes-the joy and pleasure that these children receive is priceless
and these children who have been through so much-some dozens of surgeries, months on a
ventilator, countless procedure and therapies deserve this therapy which is not viewed as work by the
children, it is embraced because it touches them and they can find a way to adapt their different
needs to participate and engage!

Based on Experience in 20/21, Changes, Additions, or General improvements to Be Made in 20/21:

We are proud of the program and the level of expertise that we are providing the children. Yet we are
constantly analyzing and evaluating our program. Process improvement, customer service and clinical
impact are very high priorities .

Although in the original grant we started that each student would receive 2 sessions per week with a
music therapist, we would like to have the flexibility to provide 1 S0-minute session when
appropriate. For instance, in our Job Skills program, the older students {14-22) can attend for 45
minutes , get quite a bit accomplished (based on data/evaluation ) and many cannot get to the after-
school site twice a week.

We based our grant on 4-8 students and we are doing everything we can to achieve this -billing and
class size monitoring is a significant task of the grant and it is very important , so every month we
analyze our success. We almost consistently have 8 students or more per hour at a site {we have a 1
hour minimum ) sometimes it takes 30-45 min each way for a therapist to reach the site. We allow
the directors to determine group composition because age is often not the only consideration , as
there are huge gaps in behavior ,cognition and abilities-therefore we may have 3 students in 3 group
and 5-8 in another on the same date/site. We would like to have the flexibility in this. The cost per
student is not impacted but the clinical appropriateness is enhanced when we create groups based on
appropriateness rather than number.






We provide 2 sessions weekly with a music therapist and in our grant planned on 1 weekly session
with a music teacher. For many sites this is a great model, what we are finding though is that with the
ABA sites/more clinical based sites the music therapists twice a week on their own is most
appropriate.

We plan to implement. system where sites contact music providers by 9am the day of sessions if
group size is not met due to absences. We tried this year but honestly there was so much chaos and
changes everyday, | believe we can now sanely do this

Our main goals for the next grant period are to expand our client sites, focus on sites that can
consistently provide the higher end of our 4-8 student group size, offer our new job skills program to
older groups {we have 1 group at Palm Ave in this program currently) and develop additional specialty
programs that will greatly impact the learning and development for these very special children.

The Project Prepare program provides comprehensive homeless services for youth, ages 16-17. The
strength-based service approach is necessarily multi-faceted, including intensive case management,
life skills instruction, counseling, academic and employment placement and support, and residence in
an age-appropriate, supervised apartment complex. The program is a part of the agency continuum of
homeless services.

Impact of Services:

Since July 1, 2020, each of the 12-youth served were transitioned from a state of instability to that of
self-sufficiency. Each was provided with safe housing, life skills training, therapy, and was assisted
with education and employment placements. When provided with a safe place to live with multi-
faceted support, they were able to begin to focus on completing their education, enter the workforce,
and to set long term goals. When applicable, homeless parents were assisted with accessing housing
and other community services to keep families intact.

Outcomes Achieved:

* 100% of youth served were placed in stable housing,.

* 100% of youth served obtained employment.

¢ 100% of youth served were enrolied in an education program (high school, GED preparation
or vocational program)

Obstacles Faced in 20/21 as a Result of COVID-15 and How They Were Addressed:

COVID-19 restrictions greatly limited site visitors, including volunteers and participants that had
transitioned to community housing placements. The response was to set up virtual formats including






telehealth for therapy sessions, and Zoom and Facebook for life skills training, tutoring, and
mentoring. Participants were provided with tablets as needed and internet access. Case managers
continued to have face-to-face contact with participants using safety precautions including distancing

and masks. Because employment opportunities have been scarce, youth were assisted with jobs at
essential businesses.

Because of KHA, DLC’s year-round services continue to include special needs child care, preschool,
extended day programs, registered nursing care, physical therapy, occupational therapy, speech
therapy, music therapy, early intervention, developmental screening, and low adult to child ratios for
more one-on-one attention to individual goals for each child. We serve children with Autism, Cerebral
Palsy, Down syndrome, Spina Bifida, Fragile X Syndrome, seizure disorders, g-tubes, developmental
delays, other special needs, and typical developing children, are all welcome at DLC Nurse & Learn.

The recruitment efforts in quarter 1 allowed the team to go from 14
vouth to 27 by the end of March and this growth continues.

Description of Services:

Under this contract, Hope Haven provides out of school time services for youth, ages 3 to 22, with
physical and/or developmental disabilities. The year-round services include after school, non-school
day, and summer camp programs. Programs include STEAM activities like music therapy, art and
crafts, Hero Elementary, healthy kids club, etc. Additional services offered to enhance the youth
impact includes supportive coaching services by licensed clinicians, individualized academic support
from certified teachers, on-site therapies, participation in career camps, etc.

Impact of Services:

Families with children with special needs spend a lot of time transporting children to and from
different therapy appointments. When they come to our afterschool or summer programs, they have
the opportunity to receive speech therapy, occupational therapy, physical therapy, and ABA services
with our collaboration with Great Strides. They are co-located with us and students can receive these
services as a pull out to our programs. Students can also receive one on one tutoring and clinical
services while they are already on campus.

One student has been attending our Discovery School, afterschool program, summer camp, tuioring
and clinical services through the five years he has been here at Hope Haven. He came in with very
little speech and challenging behaviors. He is now reading and is ready to transition to his next
educational program. His behaviors have nearly disappeared and is ready to take on this next step.

We have been able to work with case management organizations to provide afterschool services to
foster care children who are unable to go to a typical afterschool program. We have worked with
DCPS to get transportation from their school to Hope Haven. With these more challenging students






we have found that using our calm corners has helped to give children a sense of empowerment over
their feelings and begin to regulate their emotions. Although it is a process, the consistency due to
our small ratios has given our students the opportunity to have a place to decompress with or without
support. All the children benefit from having this calming space.

Youth are assessed throughout their first 2 to 4 weeks of attendance to create goals for their
individual development plans. Examples of goals that have been met in the individual development
plans include:

- One student can participate in a structured activity with one-on-one assistance from his teachers.

- Another student can remain on task for at least five minutes during structured activities. This
student has exceeded his goals, no longer needs prompts, and will redirect himself back on task when
he has a verbal outburst. New goals will be developed to ensure continued growth.

Outcomes Achieved:

¢ 85% of youth will meet or exceed the goals in their individual development plan, Currently
exceeding goal.

* 90% of the time the program will maintain a 1:5 staff ratio. Currently exceeding goal.

¢ 10% of youth enrolled in out of schoal time services that are also enrolled other Hope Haven
programs. Currently exceeding goal.

Obstacles Faced in 20/21 as a Result of COVID-19 and How They Were Addressed:

COVID presented many obstacles such as:

Low number of youth enrolied in program starting in March. We have taken advantage of the
opportunity to put in some time to strengthen the program for summer camp and next year. We have
hired new DSPs and will beginning onboarding in May because we anticipate increased enrollment
based on the number of consults and tours that are occurring.

Specific expenses not being allowed by KHA or simply too cumbersome and time consuming to enter
for reimbursement during these stressful times with limited staff. We are working with KHA
leadership to identify opportunities to improve the process for reimbursement.

Maintaining top quality service delivery with limited staff. We re-assessed our staffing model and the
need for cross-training among program services to better weather times when multiple staff may be
out at the same time, which we experienced due to quarantine best practices.






Based on Experience in 20/21, Changes, Additions, or General Improvements to Be Made in 20/21:

o Remove the objective to serve 24 suppers. We no longer participate in that program.

0 We plan to extend June and July summer camps hours, which are currently 7:30am to
5:30pm. We will extend care to 6:00pm to provide more accessibility in the summer and to 7pm
during after school beginning in August for the next contract year,

o Change language around output refated to number of youth participating in services. We
intend to serve 60 unduplicated participants annually through after school program, non-schogl day
camps and weekly summer camps combined. It does not mean we will have 60 youth enrolled in
year-round services.

Early intervention therapy services are
designed to meet the developmental needs of an infant or toddler with a disability and the needs of
the family to assist appropriately in the infant or toddler's development in any one or more of the
following domains: physical development, cognitive development, communication development,
social or emotional development, or adaptive development. To the maximum extent appropriate to
meet the needs of the child, early intervention services and supports are provided in the child's
natural environment and within the context of everyday routines, activities, and places. Early
intervention services and supports are provided in a way that enhances family/caregiver competence,
confidence, and capacity to meet their child's developmental needs and desired outcomes.

impact of Services:

Therapists work collaboratively with the family within the framework of daily routines and with
materials accessible to the child and caregiver every day. The therapist's task is to coach and model by
providing specific feedback on the child's use of target skills, the family's use of strategies that make
the interaction positive, and/or the potential for learning within the routine. The family and caregiver
is then able to continually implement the strategies which the therapist has provided, which allows
for the child to master the skill.

QOutcomes Achleved:

Obstacles Faced in 20/21 as a Result of COVID-19 and How They Were Addressed:

Our referrals come from Northeastern Early Steps following a screening for eligibility. Throughout
much of 19/20 and into 2021, Early Steps was compieting these screenings electronically which
families chose not to, or did not have the means to, participate in - thus reducing referrals to outside
agencies for services. For those children that we did serve, units were reduced again because families
chose not, to or did not have the means to, participate in therapy sessions via telehealth. Therapists
returned to providing services in the child's natural environment {i.e. home, day care center) as soon
as they were safely able to do so; and Northeastern Early Steps will resume in-person screenings on
May 1, 2021.

Description of Services:

The Residential Crisis Care program offers a continuum of care system that addresses at-hope youth
in a trauma-informed, culturally competent setting who are in crisis and need immediate services free
of waitlists. There are seven core service areas addressed in this program which include 1) basic
necessities; 2} secure, safe housing; 3) physical health care; 4) mental health care; 5) career and life
skills; 6) academic enrichment; and 7) substance use services. This short-term therapeutic crisis care
program provides individual, group, and family counseling with measurable treatment plans, life skills
training, career development training, onsite education and summer camp, recreational and
educational/cultural activities, volunteerism, and case management services that assists in accessing
and utilizing other community resources. The program encourages family engagement and
participation in the development of the youth's treatment plan.

Impact of Services:

Client is a 15-year-old female. Client reported she was referred to the program due to issues with
skipping school, her grades, and being defiant toward teachers. Client’s guardian {paternal
grandmother) indicated client has been posting nude photos of herself, skipping school and is
disrespectful towards her teachers. When the youth met with the therapist, it became evident that
the client’s defiant behavior at school and disrespect toward adults stemmed from a history of
trauma and being raised in a chaotic family environment. Client’s biological parents had a history of
legal involvement, domestic violence, and substance abuse, as well as her history during her early
years with caregivers in Ohio. Client has had DCF involvement throughout her life, ultimately resulting
in client’s current guardian being granted custody when client was 13 years old due to negiect that
was occurring in the home. Through family therapy and individual therapy, the therapist and client
explored how the change in family structure and expectations has been an adjustment for client,
resulting in behavioral outbursts.

Through individual, group, and family therapy sessions, her YCC therapist assisted the client in
exploring how she can improve her choices and behavior to meet her guardian’s and the school’s






expectations. The therapist utilized a psycho-educational and trauma-informed approach with the
client, teaching her how to effectively communicate her feelings and support her in exploring how her
past influences her current behaviors. The therapist emphasized client’s formation of a heaithy
support network and assisted her in identifying heaithy peer and adult persons she can utilize for
support.

Client's guardian was an active participant in the therapeutic process. Client's guardian was very apen
to therapist’s insights and feedback and participated in family therapy sessions with client via YCC's
virtual platform called Blueleans. The therapist remained in communication with the client’s guardian
throughout the therapeutic process to discuss the client’s progress and areas of concerns, providing
recommendations and referrals when appropriate. The therapist and client’s guardian discussed a
discharge plan for the client to receive therapy services from her outpatient provider in YCC's
outpatient behavioral health program. Per her residential therapist's recommendation, the client will
be seen on a bi-weekly basis, rather than monthly. The therapist also referred the client to a
psychiatric evaluation through outpatient behavioral health providers, per her guardian’s request.

100% (293) of youth were assessed by the YCC therapist for mental, behavioral, emotional, and
physical health factors within 24 hours of admission to the program. This assessment led to youth
being referred for follow-up services often for medical care specifically for asthma, allergies, STD's,
substance use, and pregnancy and miscarriages. For mental health concerns, many youth presented
with bipolar, depression, eating disorders, anxiety, and PTSD.

100% (293) of youth were assessed by a Registered Nurse (RN) within 24 hours of admission and
received necessary care and/or referrals that met youth's medical needs. YCC serves youth who are
victims of human trafficking, runaways, and homeless and many of these youth were referred for
overall wellness screening for reasons identified above.

Qutcomes Achieved:

® 100% of youth attended onsite DCPS school while participating in the program.

* 98% of youth successfully completed program program services,

*  82% of youth completing the program attended school (or an acceptable alternative) on a
regular basis 60 days from discharge.

Obstacles Faced in 20/21 as a Result of COVID-19 and How They Were Addressed:

1. Clients voluntarily discharged by parent prior to meeting client goal plan goals and objectives.
YCC revised the intake process to provide more information about the importance of participation in
services for a better outcome thus less recidivism. YCC added virtual sessions via the Blueleans virtual
platform.






2. Client refusal to participate in therapeutic services (family, individual, group} due to severity
of mental health issues or resistance to compliance. YCC added another layer of counseling services
called supportive counseling. This service is provided by bachelors level staff and interns. They meet
with youth on and off the unit to build rapport thus leading the youth to better understand the
therapeutic services and process for improvement in presenting concerns. If needed, staff could refer
the youth to YCC's outpatient behavioral health program for an intake with the child and adolescent
psychiatrist to assess the need for medication while continuing to work with the therapist on
presenting concerns.

3. Family visitation is limited due to Covid. YCC provided virtual sessions to aid in participation.

4.  During the COVID screening process using the CDC questions, youth at times would answer
affirmatively to covid symptoms, however the parent/caregiver would change their child's response.
YCC requested the youth receive a rapid screen and if negative, YCC would accept the youth in the
program. YCC continues to follow CDC guidelines and conducts daily screenings and temperature
checks of all youth in the program.

5. YCC temporarily suspended offsite recreational activities as well as onsite activities by outside
providers (Yoga 4 Change and Cathedral Arts Project}. YCC youth received the activities, however
through virtual means. These activities have now resumed onsite.

Based on Experience in 20/21, Changes, Additions, or General Improvements to Be Made in 20/21:

Due to COVID, YCC made necessary provisions to offer tele-health therapy sessions for families, which
in turn assisted in greater family participation. It also provided an opportunity for more family
participation as the therapists were able to meet with more family members and assess the family's
environment, leading to referrals for additional services for additional family members. This method
of service delivery will continue for circumstances when needed or requested by the family out of
abundance of caution. Virtual interventions also assisted with youth who were ordered to appear in
court and could be provided in-house with YCC staff support, YCC will request to delete the
completion of the CFARS unless necessary by KHA due to the brevity of care. CFARS should be given at
admission, every 6 months, and at discharge. Due to the brevity of length of stay, accurate data is not
reflective as the tool is indicated. YCC will however continue to asses improvement using the Personal
Well-being Index (PW!), which was in the original application.
