“Agreement”) is by and between City of Jacksonville Animal Care and Protective Services, a 501(c)3

This agreement and the Terms and Conditions, which are attached hereto and are incorporated herein by reference,

41 PURPOSE

This announcement solicits applications for Jacksonville Transitional Grant Area (JTGA) Ryan White Part
A Program Grant Funds, hereinafter referred to as the “Ryan White Part A Program”. The City of Jacksonville
receives federal funds pursuant to the Ryan White Part A HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act of 2009, including
Minority AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds.

Expectations are that eligible providers will apply for
funds who can demonstrate capacity to support and further develop and/or expand systems of comprehensive
and integrated care to meet the urgent needs of PLWHA within the jurisdiction to achieve the HIV Continuum of
Care (HCC) milestones that either equals or exceeds the area’s 2019 HCC results. The JTGA HCC below was
developed from Florida Department of Health HIV/ AIDS Surveillance data, eHARS (Enhanced
HIV/AIDS Reporting System), and state and national estimates available online.!23 The JTGA utilizes
the diagnosis-based HIV care continuum approach to monitor progress in suppressing viral load in
PLWHA and identifying key HIV prevention and care needs to accomplish this goal. Graph 1 below
represents the HCC for Jacksonville in 2019 provided by the Florida Department of Health:

These federal funds represent a large investment by the federal government specifically for the provision of
services for the poor and underserved members of the community who live with HIV/AIDS. A coordinated
plan and response to the diverse needs of PLWHA is carried out through the activities of the the Metropolitan
Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council (Planning Council) which was established under the
authority of the Public Health Service Act - Public Law 101-381. The Planning Council is representative of the
demographics of the local epidemic and ensures that the goals of all the Ryan White Part A Programs are in
line with the National HIV/ AIDS Strategy (NHAS) for the United States.

The JTGA Ryan White Part A Program is funded by the Health Resources and Services Administration
(HRSA) of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS). The JTGA was awarded $6,381,707
in FY 2023-2024. All program funding is federal and there is no non-governmental or local government
funding awarded to the Ryan White Part A Program. The City of Jacksonville as the Recipient anticipates
awarding multiple contracts because of the RFP solicitation process, for an initial one-year period, plus
two, one-year options to renew, at the City’s sole discretion and subject to the availability of funds. The
initial funding cycle is from March 1, 2024, through February 28, 2025. The options to renew would be for
12-month budget periods beginning in March and ending in February of each subsequent grant fiscal year
of the options to renew, up to two years.

The City of Jacksonville has not received the notification of award for Fiscal Year (2024-2025) from the
HHS, HRSA as of the release of this RFP solicitation. Therefore, award recommendations are contingent
on the final award, which is expected by March 2024. Three other legislative matters may majorly affect
this funding. First, the Ryan White Act has not been reauthorized since 2009. The reauthorization
continues beyond 2020 as long as Congress continues to appropriate funds. No reauthorization is
scheduled, but future changes to legislation may affect local funding, allowable fundable services, and
other program guidelines. Secondly, the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (ACA) is currently
in effect, however changes to the ACA may significantly affect service provision and reimbursement
for services including Outpatient/Ambulatory Health Services, Local Pharmaceutical Assistance, Health
Insurance Premium and Cost Sharing Assistance and other programs. Lastly, while the Florida
Legislature currently is not expanding Medicaid, any expansion of Medicaid services and coverage
could affect services.

The purpose of this letter is to address the soils that will be utilized as the cover or backfill materials over the
underdrain in the pond areas. The pond detail stated that the soils excavated from the pond areas shouid be
utilized as backfill over the underdrain section in the pond. It is our opinion that the soils excavated from the

pond areas are not suitable for use as backfill materials over the underdrain section.

The soils sampled from the pond areas consisted of clayey fine sand materials. The results of the testing
indicated that the fines content of the soils was 26%. The fines consisted of clay, classifying the soils as SC
{ASTM) or A-2-4 (AASHTO). Scils containing 26% fines typicaily have very low permeability rates. Itis our
opinion that these clayey fine sands if placed as backfill over the underdrain piping will not allow the collected
surface water to infiltrate the soils to reach the underdrain piping. If the collected surface water will not
permeate the clayey fine sands, then the dry pond will not recover within the prescribed time frame. it is our
opinicn that the soils utifized over the underdrain piping should consist of clean fine sands, i.e., soils containing
less than 10% materials passing the No. 200 mesh sieve.

Cyber Liability & Data Storage $1,000,000 per Claim and Aggregate

Such insurance shall be on a form acceptable to the City and shall cover, at a minimum, the following:

C Data Loss and Systern Damage Liability (when applicable)

L Security Liability

. Privacy Liability

U Privacy /Security Breach Response Coverage, including Notification Expenses

Such Cyber Liability coverage must be provided on an Occurrence Form or, if on a Claims Made Form, the
retroactive date must be no later than the first date of this Contract and such claims-made coverage must
respond to all claims reported within three years following the period for which coverage is required and
which would have been covered had the coverage been on an occurrence basis.

The Cyber Liability coverage may be included as part of the Professional Liability coverage required above.

Professional Liability $1,000,000 per Claim & Aggregate

The Professional Liability insurance shall include coverage for Technology Errors and Omissions
Liability and must be provided on an Occurrence Form or, if on a Claims Made Form, the retroactive
date must be no later than the first date of this Agreement and such Claims-made coverage must
respond to all claims reported within three years following the period for which coverage is required
and which would have been covered had the coverage been on an occurrence basis.
