Contract No. 10448 (the "Contract") with Origami Risk, LLC for Risk Management Information 
Systems is in its second term which scheduled to expire June 30, 2020. The initial term of this 
Contract begin in July 1, 2018 to June 30, 2019. This Contract was initially done mid-year to provide 
an overlapping transitional period in FY18/19 from Risk Management's claims legacy system known 
as Stars/Clearsight. The City fully transitioned from this legacy and is now seeking to adjust the 
Origami Contract to align with the City's normal FY for budgeting purposes. Furthermore, this request 
will address overages incurred during the transitional process and subsequent system 
enhancements. City Council enacted Ordinance 2020-0145 for the purposes of funding these 
objectives. 


The current maximum indebtedness is $742,270.00 for the Contract as expiring on June 30, 2019. 
Risk Management is requesting PSEC approval, authorization and ratification to amend the Contract 
for a three month extension, so it expires on September 30, 2019 in alignment with the City's fiscal 
year and payment for the overages and system enhancements. In accordance with the attached City 
Council and MBRC approved Budget Transfer this increases the Contract by One Hundred Sixty 
Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($160,000.00) from its current maximum indebtedness of Seven 
Hundred Forty-Two Thousand Two Hundred Seventy and no/100 Dollars ($742,270.00) for a new 
maximum indebtedness of Eight Hundred Ninety-Eight Thousand Four Hundred Eight and 20/100 
Dollars ($902,270.00). 


The Contract will have one annual renewal remaining. All the remaining terms of the contract will remain 
the same.
