Playmore West, Inc. , "Contractor”.

WITNESSETH, that the District and the Contractor in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein agree
as follow:

The Work: Contractor shall perform and render all services as prescribed and required by the Instructions to
Proposers, Proposal Form, General Conditions, Specials Conditions, Scope of Work, Specifications, and all other
documents forming a part of the Proposal package and any other documents signed by both parties relating
to the subject matter of the Agreement, all of which are incorporated by reference as though set forth in full

Contract Term: The term of this Agreement shall be from September 1, 2020 through August 31, 2023 . Any
deviation from the awarded contract period or cancellation of any item(s) awarded may result in your company
being barred from doing business with the School District of Manatee County, in accordance with School
District Policies and Procedures. Muiti-year contracts will automatically renew for one (1) year periods during
the initial contract period above, uniess the District notifies the supplier of intent to rebid or negotiate new
terms ninety (90) days prior to the contract anniversary date. This Agreement shall not expire until all work
under Purchase Orders issued is completed, accepted and paid for by the District. All indemnification
provisions contained in the Agreement shall survive beyond the expiration of the Agreement.

OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS AGREEMENT, IN NO EVENT SHALL THE AGGREGATE LIABILITY OF
ORACLE AND ORACLE'S AFFILIATES ARISING OQUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS AGREEMENT,
WHETHER IN CONTRACT, TORT, OR OTHERWISE, EXCEED THE TOTAL AMOUNTS ACTUALLY
PAID FOR THE SERVICES UNDER THE ORDER GIVING RISE TO THE LIABILITY DURING THE

3. Subcontractors. The following sentence is added to the end of the existing paragraph in Section 5.3 of the

3. Compliance with Laws. QOracle shall comply with all laws to the extent that such laws, by their
terms, are expressly applicable to Oracle's provision of the Services under this Ordering Document
and impose obligations directly upon Oracle in its role as an information technology services provider
with respect to the Services.

For the
avoidance of doubt, the parties acknowledge that such laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances may
include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law) and
Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law); and that a law is not required to utilize
the actual name of a party in order to be expressly applicable to that party.

4. Non-discrimination. As required by Section 126.404, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, Oracle represents that
it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term of the Ordering Document a policy of nondiscrimination or
harassment against any person with regard to race, color, sex {including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender
identity or expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status, veteran status,
or any other unlawful factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation, training, placement, promotion, discipline,
demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination, working conditions and related terms and conditions of
employment.

TERMS

1. Overview: In furtherance of its mission, Downtown Vision, Inc. ("DVI1”), with significant
support from CITY and other community partners, produced the inaugural edition of Jax
River Jams Qutdoor Concert Series (“JR]") in 2021, consisting of four large-scale, free, outdoor
concerts held on consecutive Thursdays in April ata public space on the St. Johns River within
the DVI Business Improvement District. Recognizing the positive impact of JRJ on their
shared goal of maintaining enhancing, marketing, and programming Downtown
Jacksonville and supporting the businesses there, CITY and DVI partnered to produce the
2022 and 2023 editions of JR], utilizing the same successful format and venue. The Parties now
enter into this Contract to govern the terms of their collaborative production of the 2024
edition of JR] (“JR] 2024")

2. The Project:

a. Details; JR] 2024 will occur on four consecutive Thursdays during the Spring of 2024,
tentatively scheduled for April 4, 11, 18, 25 of 2024, acknowledging that weather or other
impacts may cause these dates to change, provided that any alternate dates must be agreed
upon in writing by both parties. Venue for JR] 2024 shall be the two (2) CITY owned vacant
lots commonly referred to as “The Ford on Bay”, located at 288 East Bay Street,
Jacksonville, FL 32202, utilizing an event footprint and layout as mutually agreed upon
between the Parties.

b. Event Format: The standard JR| 2024 event format will include at least one opening
performance by a local or regional artists and one headlining performance from a national
artist {collectively, the “Participating Artists”). Any variations from this format shall
require the mutual agreement of the Parties.

¢. Collaboration: The Parties shall work collaboratively to ensure coordination between their
respective staff members, contractors, and other representatives in order to prevent
redundancy and duplication of expenses and work undertaken by each and to ensure that
all key aspects of JR] 2024 are mutually agreeable.

d. Quality of Event: The Parties agree that JR] 2024 should provide a high-quality experience
for attendees, sponsors, and artists and shall undertake all of their responsibilities
intending to match or exceed the experience of the previous editiens of R].

e. Event Budget: Both Parties shall adhere to the Project Budget attached to this Contract as
Exhibit B (“Project Budget”), which is mutually agreed upon as of the Effective Date of
this Contract.

f. Cancellation of JRJ: If JR] 2024 is canceled in its entirety or does not take place due to
circumstances that are not reasonably foreseeable or that are outside either Party’s reasonable
control, such occurrence shall constitute a force majeure event. Examples of force majeure
events include, but are not limited to, acts of God, weather, epidemic, pandemic, war, riots,
strikes, lockouts, labor troubles, protests, civil unrest, inability to procure materials, failure of
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power, restrictive governmental laws, regulations, or actions, insurrection, the act, failure to
act, or default of the other Party, any threat to public safety and/or individuals present at JR]
2024, or any other force majeure event beyond either Party’s reasonable controi,
{each, individually, a “Force Majeure Event”). Upon the occurrence of cancellation of the
entirety of JR] 2024 due to a Force Majeure Event, this Agreement shall automatically
terminate and the Parties shall be released from all obligations hereunder that do not
specifically survive termination. In the event that a Force Majure Event causes the
cancellation of one or more concerts but not the entirety of JR] 2024 concerts, then this
Agreement shall control the obligations of the Parties as to the concerts to be performed.

CITY Responsibilities: {"CITY Responsibilities”): City shall be responsible for the following
components of JRJ 2024:

a. Stage and Performance Production: City shall procure, setup, oversee, and manage stage,
audio-visual, and, where not provided by the Participating Artists, backline infrastructure
needed to facilitate the performances of the Participating Artists, including advance and
day-of coordination on specific needs related to stage, audio-visual, and backline
infrastructure, CITY must agree to any backline buyouts and additional equipment in
writing before full execution of artist contracts by DVI. Should DVI fail to obtain such
consent, then DV1 shall pay at its sole expense that backline buyout and costs of additional
equipment. CITY shall confirm and procure any additiona] personnel needed to assist
with the production of JRJ 2024.

b. Event Infrastructure: City shall procure, setup, oversee and manage all JRJ 2024 event
infrastructure underlying all aspects of JR] 2024 and the Spensor Lounge which shall
include, but not be limited to, barricades and other fencing, seating, tables, power,
lighting, wireless internet access {not for public use), tents, waste containers, and restroom
facilities. City shall also provide mutually agreeable waiting room/lounge facilities for
Participating Artists and staff lounge areas. Admittance to artist and staff lounge facilities
shall be determined by DVI and CITY in their mutual discretion.

c. Beverages: City shall setup, oversee and operate all aspects related to public beverage
sales, including permitting, acquiring of license, provision and oversight of staff,
operational hours and oversight of peint-of-sale technology. Beverage point-of-sale
locations shall offer for-sale alcoholic and non-alcoholic beverage options. The CITY shall
retain all revenues derived from beverage sales to support CITY incurred costs related to
JRJ. The provisions of this Section shall include at least one bar set-up and operated by
CITY in the “Sponsor Lounge” described herein in Paragraph 4(e). CITY shall also furnish
non-alcoholic beverages for staff, volunteers, and Participating Artists. CITY will not
furnish alcoholic beverages for staff, volunteers or Participating Artists.

d. Food Trucks, Catering, and Other Concessions: CITY shall procure, setup, and manage
all food trucks or other concessions at each JR] 2024 featured concert. CITY shall retain all
revenues derived frem food trucks or other concessions to offset CITY incurred costs
related to JRJ 2024. CITY shall also provide, at its own cost, lunch and dinner meals for
CITY staff, DVI staff, and third-party vendor staff entitled to such meals by the associated
vendor contract.

Artist Lounge: CITY will provide food and non-alcoholic beverage catering for the waiting
room/ lounge to be utilized by the Participating Artists.

Permitting: CITY shall procure all local, state, and any other permits required to produce
JR] 2024, including those authorizing the sale of alcoholic beverages, compliance with state
law in regards to alcohol sales, setup of the stage, tents, and any other Event Infrastructure.

Emergency Personnel: CITY shall procure, provide and coordinate with all security,
police, fire and rescue (“Emergency Personnel”) and all such Emergency Personnel will
report directly and receive event-specific directives from COJ.

4. DVI Responsibilities: DV shall be exclusively responsible for the following components of
JRJ 2024 (“DVI Responsibilities”):

Performance Curation:

Artist Selection: With the input of designated staff from the Florida Theatre, DVI shall
identify and select all Participating Artists, with prior written approval by CITY, to
provide opening and headlining performances; and

Artist Engagement: With the input and guidance of designated staff from the Florida
Theatre, DVI shall negotiate, execute, and pay all performance fees, including artists
incidentals, technical riders and rider revisions associated with the Participating Artists
contracts {"Artistic Contracts”). CITY shall review and approve in writing all
Participating Artist contracts prior to final execution by DVI.

Artist Hospitality: DVI, at its sole discretion, shall fulfill the hospitality-related
requirements of Artistic Contracts. This shall include the payment of hospitality buyouts
or provision of hospitality related supplies, including food, drink and other amenities,
excluding the provision of food and non-alcoholic beverages to the Artist waiting
room/ lounge, which shall be a CITY Responsibility.

Artist Management:

Marketing: Development and execution of a strategy to market JR], including all
advertisement purchases, social media and other digital promotions, and other marketing
mechanisms.

Brand Standards and Design: Development and maintenance of a central brand for the
Jax River Jam series and delivery to CITY of brand standards necessary for use in
developing vendor applications and other non-promotional documents. Design of event
credentials and delivery to CITY for printing.

Merchandise:

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i. Downtown Jacksonville and Jax River Jams Merchandise: In its sole discretion, DVI
may design, procure, and sell Jax River Jams and/or Downtown Jacksonville themed
merchandise. DVI may set up and staff a vendor space at each JR] 2024 event to sell
merchandise or may conduct online sales.

ii. Artist Merchandise: In its sole discretion, DV] may provide a vendor space at each JR]
2024 event to each Participating Artist to sell merchandise and, if contemplated by the
associated Artistic Contract, retain a percentage of the revenues resulting from such sales.
DVI shall also be responsible for providing sales staff for artist merchandise space and
monetary change if cash sales shall be transacted.

¢. Sponsor Lounge:

i. Operations: At its sole cost DVI shall design, construct, and provide day-of oversight of
a “Sponsor Lounge” area accessible only to JR] 2024 sponsors and other individuals as
DVI may determine in its sole discretion DVI shall procure and coordinate the services of
non-Emergency personnel such as bouncers and doormen desired for the Sponsor
Lounge. CITY credentialed staff and vendors shall have access to the Sponsor Lounge for
production purposes and CITY shall provide operational oversight of the bar in the
Sponsor Lounge.

ii. Management: DVI shall provide at least three (3) staff members at each concert to manage
check-in and access to the Spensor Lounge and to act as the “host” to Sponsor Lounge
guests. In its sole discretion DVI may distribute complimentary beverages to guests by
providing drink tickets which shall be honored in lieu of payment at bars in the Sponsor
Lounge.

iii. Catering: All catering costs associated with the Sponsor Lounge shall be the sole
responsibility of DVIL.

Additional Responsibilities. All party obligations not expressly assigned to either party
herein shall be performed following operational practice from prior years with the mutual
agreement of the parties.

Cost Allocation: DV1 shall be responsible for compensating CITY for the costs associated with
any complimentary alcoholic beverages distributed by DVI in the Sponsor Lounge, either
through reimbursement to CITY at a rate of sixty percent {60%) of the sale price of the
beverages distributed or by providing CITY the alcoholic beverages to be provided free of
charge at the Spensor Lounge.

Revenue Allocation: DVI shall be entitled to retain all revenues derived from the sale of
Downtown Jacksonville and Jax River Jams merchandise. DVI shall be entitled to retain ali
revenues derived by DVI from the sale of Artist merchandise. In the event DVI raises third-
party funds that exceed the expense it incurs in connection with JR} 2024, such excess funding
shall be applied to offset general expenses associated with JR] 2024, including costs which are
a City responsibility.
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8. Sponsorship: DVI may sell sponsorships, pursue grants, or seek other third-party funding
opportunities to assist in funding JR] 2024. Any grant, sponsorship funding benefits to be
conferred on a third party in exchange for a JR] 2024 sponsorships that impact CITY's
responsibilities as set forth herein shall be agreed upon by the CITY in writing.

9, Termination:

Either Party in its sole discretion may terminate this Contract with thirty (30) days’ prior
written notice to the non-terminating party.

If CITY elects to terminate this Contract, and DVI elects to independently produce and
stage JR] 2024, CITY shall remit to DVI a payment comprised of: (i) the sum of Five
Hundred Thousand Deollars and 00/100 ($500,000.00); and (ii} any revenues received or
earned by the CITY in connection with the performance of the City Responsibilities under
this Contract as of the date of termination (the “City Termination Payment”). The City
Termination Payment shall be reduced by any costs incurred by CITY in the performance
of its obligations hereunder provided benefits may be utilized by DVI in connection with
its independent production of JR] 2024. CITY shall assign to DVI all such benefits.

If CITY elects to terminate this Contract, and DVI elects not to proceed independently
with the production of JR] 2024, CITY shall reimburse DVI for all costs which DVI has
previously incurred or is contractually required to incur in the performance of its
obligations under this Contract (“City Reimbursement Payment”). CITY shall not be
obligated to reimburse DVI for costs associated with concerts that occurred in accordance
with the terms of this Contract prior to the termination.

Upon payment by CITY of either the City Termination Payment or City Reimbursement
Payment, DVI shall forthwith provide a release, indemnity and hold harmless agreement
to CITY.

¢. Termination by DVI:

i. If DVI elects to terminate this Contract, and CITY elects to proceed with the independent
completion of JR] 2024, DVI shall remit to CITY all funds collected from sponsorships
have not already been expended or obligated in the performance of DVI's responsibilities
under this Contract and assign all sponsorship agreements to CITY.

THIS CONTRACT (the “Contract”), made and entered into this day of , 2023
(the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a consolidated
municipal corporation and political subdivision existing under the Constitution and the laws of
the State of Florida (the “CITY”), and DOWNTOWN VISION, INC. (“DVI”), a 501(c})(6) non-
profit corporation authorized to transact business in Florida and with its principal offices at
214 North Hogan Street, STE 120, Jacksonville, FL 32202.

WHEREAS, DVI is the 501(c}(6) non-profit business improvement district for
Downtown Jacksonville with the mission to create and support a vibrant Downtown
and promote Downtown as an exciting place to live, work, visit, and invest;

WHEREAS, in furtherance of that mission, DVI provides programs and services
that align with the mission, vision, and priorities for Downtown Jacksonville as
described in the CITY’s Downtown Community Redevelopment Plans and Business
Investment Strategy; and

WHEREAS, the CITY desires to enter into this Partnership Contract with DVI for the
collaborative execution of the Spring 2023 edition of the Jax River Jams Outdoor Concert Series
(“JRJ”), a large-scale outdoor concert occurring on four consecutive weeks in Downtown
Jacksonville;

IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and the mutual covenants contained below,
the parties agree as follows:

1.  Terms. Each Party shall fulfill its responsibilities as specified in the Terms, attached
hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by this reference.

2.  Compensation. Where applicable, each Party shall remit compensation owed to the
other in association with this Contract as specified in the Terms.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the
CITY’s maximum indebtedness for the initial term Contract shall be a fixed monetary amount
not-to-exceed Nine-Hundred Twenty Thousand and 25/100 Dollars ($920,025.00). If this
Contract is renewed pursuant to Section 4 below, the renewal shall specify the maximum
indebtedness of the CITY for the subsequent term.

4. Term. The initial term of this Contract shall commence on the Effective Date and
shall expire on September 30, 2023. This Contract may be renewed for up to four additional





one-year terms upon the mutual agreement of the Parties.

Each concert
featured at least one “opening” performance from a local artist and one “headlining”
performance from a national artist. Recognizing the substantial positive impact that JR] has
on DVI’s and CITY's shared goal of maintaining, enhancing, marketing, and programming
Downtown Jacksonville and supporting the businesses therein, CITY and DVI are entering
into this partnership contract (the “Contract”) to govern the terms of their collaborative
production of the third edition of JR].

2. The Project:

Details: JR] will occur on four consecutive dates during the Spring of 2023. At time of
Contract execution this shall be April 6, 13, 20, 27 of 2023. It is understood that weather or
other impacts may cause dates to change and these alternate dates will be agreed upon in
writing by both parties. If available, it will occur at the “Riverfront Plaza” public park,
located at 2 W. Independent drive, Jacksonville, FL 32202, utilizing an event footprint and
layout as deemed appropriate by CITY. If Riverfront Plaza is not available, the Parties will
exert all reasonable efforts to find a suitable altemmative venue that is both near the St.
John’s River and within the Downtown Jacksonville Business Improvement District. In the
event they are unable to secure a suitable alternative venue after exhaustion of efforts to
do so, either Party shall have the right to terminate this Contract. The standard event run-
of-show will include two opening performances from local or regional artists and one
headlining performance from a national artist (the “Participating Artists”). Variations from
the aforementioned Project details shall be subject to the mutual agreement of the Parties.

Collaboration: While certain responsibilities have been assigned in this Contract to a
particular Party, both Parties agree and acknowledge that JR} is intended to be a
partnership. The Parties shall work collaboratively to ensure that all key aspects of its
completion are performed in such a manner that both Parties find agreeable. The Parties
shall further work to ensure coordination between their respective staff members,
contractors, and other representatives, in order to prevent redundancy and duplication
between  the expenses and  responsibiliies  undertaken by  each.

Quality of Event: The Parties agree that JR] should provide a high-level experience for
attendees, sponsors, and artists. Both Parties shall undertake all of their responsibilities in
such a manner as to ensure a quality of experience for each of the aforementioned groups
that matches or exceeds that provided during the initial two editions of JRJ.

Event Budget: In the fulfillment of each of their responsibilities under this Contract, both
Parties shall exert all reasonable efforts to adhere to the Project Budget attached to this
Contract as Exhibit B (“Project Budget”), which is mutually agreed upon as of the Effective
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Date of this Contract. Notwithstanding, the Parties agree that sufficient resources will be
devoted to JR] to adhere to the above provision related to the Quality of the Event in
Section 2(c) above.

e. Cancellation of JR]: If the 2023 JR] series is canceled in its entirety or does not take place
due to circumstances that are not reasonably foreseeable or that are outside either Party’s
reasonable control, such occurrence shall constitute a force majeure event. Examples of
force majeure events include, but are not limited to, acts of God, weather, epidemic,
pandemic, war, riots, strikes, lockouts, labor troubles, protests, civil unrest, inability to
procure materials, failure of power, restrictive governmental laws, regulations, or actions,
insurrection, the act, failure to act, or default of the other Party, any threat to public safety
and/or individuals present at JR], or any other force majeure event beyond either Party’s
reasonable control, excluding the unavailability of funds or financing (each, individually,
a “Force Majeure Event”). Upon the occurrence of a Force Majeure Event, the Parties shall
be released from all obligations under this Agreement that do not specifically survive its
termination. If the 2023 JR] series is cancelled in its entirety due to a Force Majeure Event,
this Contract shall terminate, and the Parties’ obligations hereunder will be fully excused.
If one or more, but not all, of the 2023 JR] concerts is canceled due to a Force Majeure Event,
each party shall bear costs as allocated herein that survive the cancellation of the concert(s).

3. CITY Responsibilities: CITY shall assume responsibility for and incur costs associated with
all aspects of JR], other than responsibilities maintained and costs incurred by DVI in
accordance with Section 4 below. Specifically, CITY’S responsibilities shall include, but not be
limited to:

a. Stage and Performance Production: Procurement, setup, and management of stage,
audio-visual, and, where not provided by the Participating Artists, backline infrastructure
needed to facilitate the opening and headlining performances included in JR]. This shall
include advance and day-of coordination with the Participating Artists on their own
specific needs related to stage, audio-visual, and backline infrastructure. COJ must agree
to any backline buyouts in writing before full execution of artist contracts. If not agreed
upon, DVI will be financially obligated to pay artist backline buyouts. Any additional
personnel needed to assist with the production of this event, should be confirmed and
procured by COJ, if needed. These tasks shall be undertaken in such a manner as to meet
the related requirements of the Artistic Contracts described in Section 4(a)(ii) below.

i. Event Infrastructure: Procurement, setup, and management of the infrastructure
underlying all aspects of JR] (“Event Infrastructure”), which shall include, but not be
limited to: barricades and other fencing, seating, tables, power, lighting, wireless internet
access (not for public use), tents, waste containers, and restroom facilities, including
Event Infrastructure needed for the Sponsor Lounge. Event Infrastructure is further
understood to include the provision of mutually agreeable waiting room/lounge facilities
for artists that provide opening and headlining performances.

b. Beverages: Setup and operation of all beverage sales, including permitting, acquiring of
license, provision and oversight of staff, operational hours and oversight of point-of-sale
technology. Beverage point-of-sale locations shall offer for-sale alcoholic and non-alcoholic
beverage options. CITY shall also furnish non-alcoholic beverages for staff, volunteers, and
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artists. CITY will not furnish alcoholic beverages for staff, volunteers or artists. The CITY
shall retain all revenues derived from beverage sales to support CITY incurred costs
related to JR]. The provisions of this Section shall include at least one bar setup and
operated by CITY in the Sponsor Lounge (“Lounge”) described Section 5(b) below. DVI
shall be responsible for compensating CITY for the costs associated with any
complimentary alcoholic beverages distributed by DVI in the Sponsor Lounge, either
through direct cost reimbursement to CITY or through the direct provision to CITY of the
beverages to be distributed. Any reimbursement provided to CITY by DVI under this
Section shall be for the direct cost to CITY of procuring the complimentary beverages
distributed by DVI, rather than according to the price structure charged at the Sponsor
Lounge bar during JR] concerts.

Food Trucks and Other Concessions: Procurement, setup, and management of food
trucks or other concessions at each concert included in JR]. CITY shall retain all revenues
derived from food trucks or other concessions to support CITY incurred costs related to
JR]. CITY's responsibilities under this Section shall include the funding of ail catering costs
associated with the provision of complimentary food options within the Sponsor Lounge
as described in Section 5 (b) below. CITY shall also provide, at its own cost, lunch and
dinner meals for CITY staff, DVI staff, and third-party vendor staff entitled to such meals
by the associated vendor contract.

. Permitting: Procurement of all needed local, state, and any other permits, including for the
sale of alcoholic beverages, enforcement of any state law in regards to alcohol sales, setup
of the stage, tents, and any other event infrastructure.

Emergency Personnel: Procurement of and coordination with all needed security, police,
fire and rescue (“Emergency Personnel”) with the exception that DVI shall procure and
coordinate the services of non-Emergency personnel such as bouncers and doormen
desired for the Sponsor Lounge. All Emergency Personnel will report directly and receive
event-specific directives from CQJ.

Premium Seating Area: Design, setup, and management of a ticketed area of preferred
seating (“Premium Seating Area”), including managing the sale of access credentials to
attendees. CITY shall retain all revenues derived from the sale of access credentials to the
Premium Seating Area to support CITY incurred costs related to JR]. While the Premium
Seating Area may include priority placement within the event footprint and dedicated
bars, food concessions, and restroom facilities, it may not include complimentary food or
beverages or any substantial additional décor beyond the Event Infrastructure described
above. CITY may elect not to include a Premium Seating Area in the production of any JR]J
event in its sole discretion.

Additional Responsibilities: CITY shall assume responsibility for and incur costs related
to all other aspects of JR] not explicitly referenced above or maintained and incurred by
DVI in accordance with Section 4 below.
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4. DVI Responsibilities: DVI shall maintain responsibility for and incur costs, up to the
“Maximum DVI Liability” as defined below in Section 5, associated with the following aspects
of JR] (“DVI Responsibilities”):

Performance Curation:

Artist Selection: DVI shall identify and select all artists, with approval by CITY, to
provide opening and headlining performances; and

Artist Engagement: DVI shall negotiate, execute, and pay all performance fees, including
artists incidentals, associated with contracts with the Participating Artists (“Artistic
Contracts”). CITY shall approve all contracts prior to final execution.

Hospitality:

Artist Hospitality: DVI, at its discretion, shall fulfill the hospitality-related requirements
of Artistic Contracts. This shall include the payment of hospitality buyouts or provision
of hospitality related supplies, including food, drink and other amenities, excluding the
provision of the Artist waiting room/lounge, which shall be a CITY responsibility;

Staff Hospitality: DVI shall provide hospitality related supplies, including food, drink,
and other amenities necessary to support CITY, DVI, and third-party staff needed for the
successful day-of production of each JR] concert. DVI and CITY shall have mutual
discretion as to the individuals who shall be granted access to the facilities and amenities
intended for staff hospitality. Staff Hospitality expenses do not include the provision of
staff lounge areas, or lunch and dinner meals for staff, all of which shall be a CITY
responsibility.

Marketing: Development and execution of a strategy to market JR], including all
advertisement purchases, social media and other digital promotions, and other marketing
mechanisms.

Brand Standards and Design: Development and maintenance of a central brand for the
Series and delivery to CITY of brand standards necessary for use in developing vendor
applications, event signage and other non-promotional documents. Design of event
credentials and delivery to CITY for printing.

Merchandise:
Downtown Jacksonville and Jax River Jams Merchandise: At DVI's discretion, the
design, procurement, and sale of Jax River Jams and/or Downtown Jacksonville themed
merchandise. DVI will have the option to set up and staff a vendor space at each JR] to
sell merchandise or conduct online sales. DVI shall be entitled to retain all revenues
derived from the sale of Downtown Jacksonville and Jax River Jams merchandise.

Artist Merchandise: At DVI's discretion, DVI will have the option to provide a vendor

space at each JR] to each opening and headlining Artist to sell merchandise and, if
contemplated by the associated Artistic Contract, derive a percentage of the revenues

resulting from such sales. DVI shall be entitled to retain all revenues derived by DVI
from the sale of Artist merchandise. DVI Shall also be responsible for providing sales
staff for artist merchandise space and monetary change if cash sales shall be transacted.

Sponsor Lounge:
Operations: Design, cost, and day-of oversight of the setup of the layout of a “Sponsor
Lounge” area accessible only to sponsors of the event and other individuals and
community leaders as determined in DVI's sole discretion. CITY credentialed staff and
vendors shall have access to this area for production purposes.

Management: Provision of at least three staff members from DVI at each concert to
manage check-in and access to the Sponsor Lounge and to act as the “host” to attendees
at the Sponsor Lounge. DVI shall have the exclusive authority to distribute
complimentary beverages according to its sole discretion to attendees in the Sponsor
Lounge through the provision of drink tickets which shall be honored in lieu of payment
at the Sponsor Lounge Bars.

Additional Responsibilities: DVI may undertake additional responsibilities and costs
associated with production of JR] other than those explicitly identified as DVI
Responsibilities herein that are mutually agreed upon between the Parties.

5. Sponsorship: In order to fund the costs associated with the DVI Responsibilities or any other
costs associated with JR], DVI may sell sponsorships, pursue grants, or seek other third party
funding opportunities. DVI shall have reasonable discretion as to the benefits to be provided
in exchange for the aforementioned sponsorships, grants, or other third-party funding
mechanisms. Benefits offered in exchange for these sponsorships that have an impact on
CITY's responsibilities shall be mutually agreed upon in writing by the Parties prior to being
offered to the potential beneficiary. In the event that DVI raises third party funds in excess of
costs incurred-by-BVHess-than-revenue gained, DVI shall retain those funds. Such funds, as
well as annual revenue acquired by CITY as a result of its performance of this Contract, may
be applied towards future JRJ events or towards any other mutually agreed upon event
promoting downtown Jacksonville as a cultural or recreational destination.

6. Termination:

Either Party may terminate this Contract in whole or in part by thirty (30) days written

notice when it determines in its sole discretion that it is in their interest to do so.

In the event that CITY elects to terminate this Contract:
If DVI elects to proceed with the independent completion of JR], CITY shall reimburse
DVI for all costs associated with its execution up to the Maximum Indebtedness of CITY
described in Paragraph 3 of this Contract. This reimbursement shall be reduced by: 1) the
Maximum DVI Liability; 2) any earned revenues from sales of food, beverages, vendor
spaces, or access credentials to the Premium Seating Area derived from the completion
of JR] and retained by DV, and 3) any costs already incurred by CITY in the performance
of its obligations under this Contract and the benefits of which can be transferred to DVL
CITY further shall transfer to DVI all benefits, along with the associated contact





information, already secured in the performance of its obligations under this Contract,
which would provide a benefit to DVI's completion of JR].

ii. If DVlelects not to proceed with the independent completion of JR], CITY shall reimburse
DVI for all costs which DVI has previously incurred or is contractually required to incur
in the performance of its obligations under this Contract. CITY shall not be obligated to
reimburse DVI for costs associated with concerts that occurred in accordance with the
terms of this Contract prior to the termination.

¢. [n the event that DVI elects to terminate this contract:

i. If CITY elects to proceed with the independent completion of JR], DVI shall provide any
funds collected from sponsorships to CITY that have not already been expended or
obligated in the performance of DVI's responsibilities under this Contract and transfer all
sponsorship agreements to CITY.

INDEMNIFICATION

Supplier and its members or subsidiaries (collectively referred to in this exhibit as
the “Indemnifying Party™) shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the City and its members,
officers, officials, employees, and agents (collectively, the “Indemnified Parties™) from and
against, without limitation, any and all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, injuries, liabilities,
fines, penalties, costs, and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature which may be incurred by,
charged to, or recovered from any of the foregoing Indemnified Parties for:

1. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness, or
intentionally wrongful conduct on the part of the Indemnifying Party that causes injury (whether
mental or corporeal) to persons (including death) or damage to property, whether arising out of or
incidental to the Indemnifying Party’s performance of the Agreement, operations, services, or
work performed hereunder; and

2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates environmental
exposures arising from or in connection with any environmental, health, and safety liabilities,
claims, citations, clean-up, or damages whether arising out of or relating to the operation or other
activities performed in connection with the Agreement; and

3. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Agreement contemplates intellectual
property exposures arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the marketing operations
conducted in connection with this Agreement (“Marketing Operations”), any product generated by
the Marketing Operations, or any part of the Marketing Operations constitutes an infringement of
any copyright, patent, trade secret, or any other intellectual property right. If in any suit or
proceeding, any part of the Marketing Operations is held to constitute an infringement and its use
is permanently enjoined, the Indemnifying Party shall, immediately make every reasonable effort
to secure within sixty (60) days for the Indemnified Parties a license authorizing the continued use
of the disputed part of the Marketing Operations. If the Indemnifying Party fails to secure such a
license for the Indemnified Parties, then the Indemnifying Party shall replace the disputed item or
part with a non-infringing item or part or modify such item or part in a way satisfactory to the
Indemnified Parties so that the item or part is non-infringing.

If an Indemnifying Party exercises its rights under this Agreement, the Indemnifying Party
will (1) provide reasonable notice to the Indemnified Parties of the applicable claim or liability
and (2) allow Indemnified Parties, at their own expense, to participate in the litigation of such
claim or liability to protect their interests. The scope and terms of the indemnity obligations
herein described are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by, any insurance
provided pursuant to the Agreement or otherwise. Such terms of indemnity shall survive
the expiration or termination of the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of
Section 725.06 or 725.08, Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemnity shall remain in full
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force and effect. Further, any term which offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes
will be modified to comply with said statutes.

required by the State of Florida, or any restrictive NCCI endorsements which, under an NCCI
filing, must be attached to the policy (i.e., mandatory endorsements). In addition to coverage for
the Florida Workers® Compensation Act, where appropriate coverage is to be included for the
Federal Employers’ Liability Act, USL&H and Jones, and any other applicable federal or state
law,

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the
standard Commercial General Liability Form (ISO Form CG 00 01) as filed for use in the State of
Florida without any restrictive endorsements other than those reasonably required by City’s Office
of Risk Management. An Excess Liability policy or Umbrella policy can be used to satisfy the
above limits.

Automobile Liability $500,000 Combined Single Limit
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(Coverage for all automobiles, owned, hired, or non-owned used in performance of the
Agreement)

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the
standard Business Auto Coverage Form (ISO Form CA0001) as filed for use in the State of Florida
without any restrictive endorsements other than those which are required by the State of Florida,
or equivalent manuscript form, and must be attached to the policy equivalent endorsement as filed
with ISO (i.e., mandatory endorsement).

Additional Insurance Provisions
A. Additional Insured. All insurance except Workers’ Compensation shall be
endorsed to name City and its members, officials, officers, employees, and agents as
Additional Insured. Additional Insured for General Liability shall be in a form no more
restrictive than CG2010 and CG2037, and for Automobile Liability in a form no more
restrictive than CA2048.
B. Waiver of Subregation. All required insurance policies shall be endorsed to
provide for a waiver of underwriter’s rights of subrogation in favor of City and its members,
officials, officers, employees, and agents.
C. Supplier’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Supplier shall apply
on a primary basis to, and shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-
insurance maintained by City or any City members, officials, officers, employees, and
agents.
D. Deductible or Self-Insured Retention Provisions. All deductibles and self-
insured retentions associated with coverages required for compliance with this Agreement
shall remain the sole and exclusive responsibility of the named insured Supplier. Under
no circumstances will City and'or its members, officers, directors, employees,
representatives, and agents be responsible for paying any deductible or self-insured
retentions related to this Agreement.
E. Supplier Insurance Additional Remedy. Compliance with the insurance
requirements of this Agreement shall not limit the liability of Supplier or its subcontractors,
employees, or agents to City or others. Any remedy provided to City and/or its members,
officials, officers, employees, or agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other
remedy available under this Agreement or otherwise.
F. Waiver/Estoppel. Neither approval by City of, nor its failure to disapprove, the
insurance furnished by Supplier shall relieve Supplier of its full responsibility to provide
insurance as required under this Agreement,.
G. Certificates of Insuramce. Supplier shall provide City with Certificates of
Insurance that show the corresponding City contract number in the description, if known,
Additional Insured as provided above, and waivers of subrogation. The Certificates of
Insurance shall be mailed to the City of Jacksonville (Attention: Chief of Risk
Management), 117 West Duval Street, Suite 335, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.
H. Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer
holding a current certificate of authority pursuant to Chapter 624, Florida Statutes, or a
company that is declared as an approved surplus lines carrier under Chapter 626, Florida






Statutes. Such insurance shall be written by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A-
VII or better.

L Notice. The Supplier shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide
City thirty (30) days’ prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage
limits or cancellation, including through expiration or non-renewal. If such endorsement
1s not provided, then the Supplier shall provide a thirty (30) days’ written notice of any
change in the above coverages or limits,or of coverages’ being suspended,
voided, or cancelled, including through expiration or non-renewal.

J. Survival. Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities
of Supplier under this Agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced, or
otherwise limited by any expiration or termination of insurance coverage.

K. Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project
and its accompanying exposures and liabilities, City may reasonably require additional
insurance coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not
require that City also be named as an Additional Insured.

L. Special Provisions. Prior to executing this Agreement, Supplier shall present this
Agreement, Exhibit B (Indemnification), and Exhibit C (Insurance Requirements) to its
insurance agent affirming: (1) that the agent has personally reviewed the insurance
requirements of the Agreement documents; and, (2) that the agent is capable (has proper
market access) to provide the coverages and limits of liability required on behalf
of Supplier.

Scope of Services.
The Mayor’s Office is accepting proposals from qualified organizations to serve as a Telemedicine provider for
the uninsured population in Health Zone 1 (zip codes include 32208, 32209, 32206, 32254, 32204 and 32202).

Please see Section 4 for a full description of the services and deliverables required under this RFP.

Term of Agreement.

The initial term of agreement will commence upon execution of the Contract and will continue for a period one
(1) year. Buyer will have the option to renew such agreement for up to two (2) additional one (1) year renewal
options upon satisfactory performance by Contractor. The Contract is subject to early termination as set forth
elsewhere in this RFP.

Minimum Requirements for Contractors.

Contractors must satisfy the following mandatory minimum requirements in order to have their Responses
evaluated. By submitting a Response, Contractor warrants and represents that it satisfies these requirements.
Failure to meet these requirements and provide written documentation at the time of bid opening will result in
the Response not being evaluated and being rejected as non-responsive:

1. Organization must have a Telemedicine/Telehcalth infrastructure in place in Duval County or surrounding
counties.
2. Organization must provide three (3) references from clients who have utilized the program in the last 3-5
years.

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Section 4
Description of Services and Deliverables

1. Scope, Background and Invitation:
The City of Jacksonville (CQOJ) is seeking an entity, organization, firm to serve as a Telemedicine provider for the
uninsured population in Health Zone 1 (zip codes include 32208, 32209, 32206, 32254, 32204, and 32202).

Approximately 13.8% of the adults in Duval County are uninsured, leaving more than 120,000 people without health
insurance. Based on the 2020 census an estimated 47,000 individuals in Duval County are uninsured AND living
under 200% of the federal poverty level.

The vast majority of these individuals use the emergency room as their source of health care. In fact, a recent study
suggests 76.1% of clients who came through a safety net primary care program utilized the emergency room between
one and three times in the previous year. Of these, 48.9% use the emergency room for a minor illness; 31% would
simply not seek care for such a minor concern.

An emergency room visit costs approximately $4,200 based on results from the federally qualified health care report
in 2019. If the patient is uninsured, this cost is paid by the COJ taxpayers.

32% clients using the Duval Safety Net stated that transportation and another 29.7% suggested that language was a
barrier to accessing care.

The City of Jacksonville (COJ) partner with an outside entity to improve access to healthcare with a robust
telehealth/virtual safety net program.

2. Specific Services include, but are not limited to the following:

A) A 24-hour, seven day a week multi-lingual navigation care team that works/coordinates with all city health care
partners including the Duval Safety Net Organizations, such as through JaxCare Connect or the 998 Mental Health
Collaborative.

B) On Demand preventative and transitional care with EMR documentation that can be accessible to healthcare
systemns and safety net clinics.

C} Collaborate with local mental health resources.

D) COJ hotline number called and followed by appropriate triage for services (pt treated virtually, referred to safety-
net clinic, mental health resources provided, ER, or 911)

E) The Telemedicine contacted organization will make arrangements for follow-up with the patients PC or will
arrange appointment through JaxCare Connect to one of the Duval Safety Net clinics.

F) A social determinants of health assessment must be done at the initiation of the call. This will also allow factors to
be flagged for further investigation or referrals.

3. Vendor Qualifications:
A) Previous experience in working with the City or Jax or other large municipalities while providing virtual services.

B) Understand the diverse population that will be served and the need for innovation to reach the unreachable
underserved population.

EVALUATION MATRIX
The evaluations will be based upon the following criteria, and Contractors are requested to provide, as a minimum, the
information listed under each criterion. Failure to provide adequate information on any criterion will result in lower

scores and could result in rejection of the proposal as non-responsive. Contractors are encouraged to arrange their

responses in a format that will offer ready review and evaluation of each criterion.

1) COMPETENCE. Including professional and/or technical education and training; experience in the kind of projects to
be undertaken; availability of adequate personnel, equipment and facilities and the extent of repeat business of the
persons. Provide names and resumes of all individuals to be assigned to this project. List previous projects similar to
the one in the RFP, which have been satisfactorily completed. Provide resumes of principal staff/project manager
showing years of experience in the field to which they are assigned for this project. (20 points maximum score)

2) CURRENT WORKLOAD. Provide the number and size of the projects currently being performed. Discuss past
ability to deliver projects on a timely basis under similar current workload conditions. {10 points maximum score)

3) FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY. Describe form of business, i.e., proprietorship, partnership, corporation; years in
business; changes in ownership; bank reference(s); past, present, pending and/ or threatened legal proceedings within
any forum; and any other information the Contractor may wish to supply to demonstrate financial responsibility.
Failure to provide all listed information and documentation will result in a score less than maximum for this criterion.

(10 points maximum score)

4) PAST AND PRESENT RECORD OF PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENTS WITH CITY AGENCIES AND
OTHERS. Describe any outstanding accomplishments that relate to specific services being sought including awards

and recognition. (5 points maximum score)

5) PROXIMITY TO THE PROJECT. Document the location of Contractor’s corporate headquarters, which, if located in
Jacksonville, Florida, no further information is required under this criterion and maximum points will be awarded. If
Contractor’s corporate headquarters are not located in Jacksonville, Florida, please document the location and the
nature of business of Contractor’s branch office(s), if any, that are located in and/or that are closest to Jacksonville,
Florida, the number of employees assigned thereto and the period of continuous existence thereof. Additionally,
Contractors are requested to demonstrate, define and provide examples of their ability to provide the services
contemplated herein in a manner comparable to having a local office in Jacksonville, Florida or to show that a local
office is not necessary to satisfactorily perform the services required for this project, in which event maximum points

may be awarded. (15 points maximum score)

6) ABILITY TO DESIGN AN APPROACH AND WORK PLAN TO MEET THE PROJECT REQUIREMENTS.
Describe the Contractor’s understanding of the requirements of this solicitation, and its ability, approach and/or plan
to satisfy the same in complete compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, statutes, ordinances, rules

and regulations. (20 points maximum score)

7} BUDGET (20 points maximum score)
The City’s Complete Count Committee is seeking a proposal that offers significant value and maximum impact.
The proposal will be evaluated on the allocation of resources within the budget allowed and the level of service,
including enhanced services, and value included in the proposed budget.

Prepare and submit a detailed proposed budget corresponding to the above described plan, and based on the Scope
of Work and available budget. Such proposed budget shall not only identify the allocation of resources but shall
clearly identify the allocation of resources between overhead, in-house staff and facilities, subcontractors, and other
purchases. The actual contractual budget will be based on the agreed upon scope of work and budgetary limitations
imposed on the City’s Complete Count Committee as part of its budget approval process with the City. Provide a
budget breakdown that clearly reflects:

Pursuant to Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, the City of Jacksonville encourages the utilization and
participation of Jacksonville Small and Emerging Businesses (JSEBs) in its contract awards based upon availability. It is the
City's intent in adopting this program to reflect the philosophy with regards to enhancing participation of JSEBs in all arcas
of procurement.

Please be advised that, to be counted toward meeting the participation percentage goal defined herein, all JSEBs shall
be certified by the City in accordance with Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, AT THE TIME OF
BID OPENING to qualify for Participation, Set-Aside, and Encouragement Projects.

All designations (to include Encouragement) the bidder/proposer must adhere to the following process:
QUALIFYING COMMODITY CODES: N/A

The bidder/proposer shall provide interested JSEB’s with timely (at a minimum 1 week notice prior to bid
submission) adequate information about the plans, specifications, and other such requirements of the bid
documents to facilitate a prepared and adequate response/quote.

The bidder/proposer must follow up the initial solicitation with the EBO office. Note: JSEB vendor must
provide pricing (based on scope of work provided by bidder/proposer) and not a price or percentage “given™
by the bidder/proposer.

Identify a portion of work available to JSEB's using the Letter of Intent and attach the Scope of work to be
provided for each vendor.

Bidder proposer can call the EBO office to obtain the list of JSEB’S that are ready, willing, and able. The
JSEB office has 48 hours to provide the requested list. Prime contractors can also access the list of JSEB
through 1Cloud and the JSEB webpage under the JSEB directory. If you have difficulty securing JSEBs to
meet the requirements you should contact the EBO/JSEB Program.

In the event that a bidder/proposer must submit alternate pricing and if affects the JSEB goal there must be a
scope of work provided to the JSEB and the scope as well as the alternate pricing must be submitted with the
bid documentation.

In the event bidders/proposers are unable to obtain bids from JSEB subcontractors that equal or exceed the percentage
established in the participation goals, shall at minimum, submit, at the time of bid opening a Notice of Intent to Submit the
Goaod Faith Effort Form (Form 4). This is outlined in the Good Faith Effort category in Section L.

B. JSEB OBLIGATION

Bidders/proposers are required to make all efforts reasonably possible to ensure that JSEBs have a full and fair opportunity to
compete for performance on this project. Contractors shall not discriminate on the basis of race, ethnicity, national origin or
gender in the award and performance of the work under this contract.

C. ELIGIBILITY
1.

To be considered eligible for contract award, the Contractor shall include with the bid/proposal an original Form 1
(Schedule of Subcontractor/Subconsultant Participation).

a. For solicitations that are not project specific, such as: misc. services, design build, etc.; a percentage will
initially be accepted with the bid submittal on Form 1 and the Letters of Intent.
b. For solicitations that are project specific you will be required to provide a dollar amount on Form 1 and on

all Letters of Intent. “TBD” will not be accepted.
Each certified JSEB must submit to the prime contractor a Letter of Intent and scope of work to perform a specific
task related to the project. The Letter of Intent must include the JSEB subcontractor’s name, the scope of work to be
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
