Ernst & Young LLP (EY) is in need of an extension of additional funds to continue our work with
the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department/Emergency Management Division (JFRD) for the
work within the Disaster Recovery Consulting Services - Request for Proposals (RFP). This
extension only applies to the funds and will not change the scope of work that has been
established in the current contract, #10144-01.

We are requesting these additional funds as there have been numerous and unforeseen costs for
Hurricane Matthew. In addition to the unforeseen costs of Hurricane Matthew, the City of
Jacksonville (City) was directly affected by Hurricane Irma in September of 2017. This additional
disaster has caused the current contract to be eroded at a pace that was not originally budgeted.
As per the scope of work established in the contract between EY and the City, EY has the ability to
conduct work that is related to Hurricane Irma and still be federally compliant. We have
conducted an analysis to determine the amount of funds required to finish the current contract
and get us through to February 8, 2018. The analysis conducted is summarized as follows:

The aralysis is based upon the scope of work that was agreed upon in the current contract and
takes into account tasks to move the remaining project worksheets (PWs) forward for Hurricane
Matthew, assist in Hurricane Matthew closeout and also begin the process for Hurricane Irma
recovery tasks. We understand that there will be ad hoc requests that arise during the recovery
process; however, since they are by definition requests that are not known in advance, EY could
not budget for them in the forecast. EY will gladly abide by the City's requests but depending on
the volume and complexity of these requests, there may be a chance that the forecasted funds
could be eroded prior to February 8, 2018. We will communicate to the City when we are asked to
perform one of these requests to keep all parties abreast of the situation.

We believe EY is well qualified to keep providing these services to the City. We are currently
supporting the City with grant management, compliance and administrative services in connection

with the applications for reimbursement from State and Federal agencies and feel that we have a
built a strong relationship with JFRD, the City, each City department, the State of Florida, the past
FEMA teams and the current FEMA team. We have been successful in assisting the City in
submitting PWs in excess of $32M because we have intimate knowledge and expertise in
operations and procedures employed by the State of Florida and FEMA in its application for
reimbursement and procedural processes. With the extension of additional funds, EY plans to
conduct recovery tasks for Hurricane Matthew and Hurricane Irma; please refer to the attached
document for specific tasks.

ITEM 1 - DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

This project includes design, engineering and permitting for the replacement of the existing park access
road adjacent to the St. Johns River at Huguenot Memorial Park. The replacement is required due to
damage caused by Hurricane Matthew, a Category 2 storm that came closest to Jacksonville on October 7,
2016. Shoreline erosion has damaged the access road for approximately 2,420 LF, with the levels of
damage mainly consisting of complete destruction of the roadway asphalt and base materials. Due to the
extensive damage caused by the hurricane, the roadway is currently closed. Based on field observations it
is apparent that in locations where erosion control measures were installed, the damage to the roadway
was reduced, see post-hurricane photos Exhibit ‘A",

The goal of this project is to restore the access road and provide some protection for the access road during
future storms. It is noted that any solution, without significant modifications will not be able to address
-overtopping due to the existing elevation of the roadway and ongoing sea level rise. Initial discussion with
FDEP indicate that a vertical bulkhead type solution is not allowable under state regulatlons due to the
park’s designation-as-an-aguatic preserve. e

Per the City’s recent discussions with FEMA staff, our understanding is that this project is eligible for FEMA
reimbursement based on the cost to construct the roadway back to pre-storm location and condition.
Additional funding for mitigation options is available up to twice the replacement cost. Mitigation options
may include minor adjustments to the roadway location, raising the roadway elevation and increasing the
revetment along the length of the roadway and possibly along Fort George inlet.

ITEM 2 - CLIENT'S OBJECTIVES/PROGRAM

The replacement of the roadway is critical to provide uninterrupted park and beach access. This project
includes the design, civil engineering and permitting for the access road replacement, inclusive of necessary
survey, geotechnical and marine engineering for erosion control measures, see project limits Exhibit ‘B’.
The US Government (eastward “Jetty Tract” which includes the damaged roadway area) and State (parcel
west of the Federal parcel) own the property but the City has leases to manage the facility. Initial research
indicates that approvals from St. Johns River Water Management District (SJRWMD) and federal U.S. Army
Corp of Engineers (USACE) regulatory agencies are expected to be required for this work.
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Huguenot Memorial Park — Access Road Replacement (Humcane Matthew)
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Based on preliminary meetings with City and FEMA staff on-site, below is the scope of work defined for this

project:

Development of design, permit and construction plans for the access roadway replacement, to
include an initial Engineer’s Opinion of Probable Construction Cost (EOPCC) for the replacement
cost. Additional EOPCC’s to be provided for mitigation options under consideration.

Potential mitigation options include supplemental revetment on one or both the St. Johns River
and Fort George Inlet shorelines in the vicinity of the breach. During Hurricane Matthew, the
storm breached where the road crosses the isthmus and heads toward the park access to-the
Atlantic Ocean/beach, which received significant storm damage/erosion, see post storm photo
Exhibit ‘C’. The mitigation proposal will be limited to the breach area, or about'350 LF near the
end of the south access road’s eastern terminus, see photos Exhibit ‘D’. Minor relocation of the
roadway and raising the roadway elevations are additional mitigation options to be considered.
Permitting of the proposed roadway replacement through the St. Johns River Water
Management District (SIRWMD), US Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), and the City of
Jacksonville.

ITEM 3 - SCOPE OF SERVICES

Prosser and its sub-consultants will provide the following services:

A. Site Survey, Environmental Support and Geotechnical Testing

1. The Prosser team will conduct an initial site visit with the team members and City staff (including

applicable FEMA agents, if requested by the City), to observe site conditions and review project
goals, funding considerations, and project limits and refine field investigations. It is assumed
that the City will provide Prosser with all available existing surveys, design plans, design criteria,
permits, ownership/lease documents, and existing FEMA Project Worksheets and/or related
documents for the site. We will also interview available park staff regarding their observations
and erosion protection efforts conducted to date.

Prosser provided professional surveyor services for the current project for the realignment of
the access roadway. A majority of the survey was completed prior to Hurricane Matthew.
Prosser will provide professional surveyor services to update all elements identified in the
existing survey, to identify post-hurricane site conditions. In particular, the updated survey will
identify within the project limits the remaining access road, existing topography and existing
erosion control measures, vegetation, MHW line, and beach topography at least out to the
wading depth at MLW. Survey of the existing revetment will include apparent top and toe of
rock limit, along the length of the shore to include various rip-rap or rock materials. Also
included are cross sectional details of the revetment at not greater than 100 ft intervals using
methods as outlined by the USACE or other coastal engineering reference (CIRIA Rock Manual)
for surveying farge rock structures 1o capture the average height of the rock profile across each
section. Hydrographic survey data will also be provided within 100 ft of MLW. The surveyor
will incorporate the most recent USACE channel condition survey(s) and include the location of
the Federal navigation channel into the survey drawing for reference.

Prosser will provide geotechnical testing services to include (6) SPT borings along the roadway
length and (5) bulk samples for the revetment areas. An additional two (2) SPT borings with
sand samples will be collected in the breach area. A geotechnical report will be provided which
documents findings, to include recommendations on the replacement of the access roadway,

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recommendations for the stabilization of erosion control measures and interface between the
shoreline structure and the road, and construction testing requirements.

Site Environmental Assessment: Prosser will provide a desktop environmental summary to
identify any wetlands, sensitive vegetation, as well as any T&E flora and fauna species .
throughout the project limits. Field investigations include conducting an updated gopher
tortoise survey and wetland evaluation/delineation.

Prosser will compile the project data in CAD to include the updated survey information.

Prosser will develop the alignment and elevations for the roadway replacement in CAD. The
design will correspond to post-hurricane site conditions. Stormwater treatment requirements
will be coordinated with SIRWMD. Design of site utilities are excluded; except for coordinating
of existing power poles that may need to be relocated.

Perform desktop coastal engineering and exposure assessment including the following:

e Conduct cursory review of shoreline change/erosion data (if any), available aerial
photography and related coastal engineering permits and studies of the site from the City,
USACE, and FDEP. As the local sponsor of Federal projects, it is assumed that the City will
facilitate requests to the USACE and/or FDEP to obtain available design reports and studies.
This task does not include any field gaging, numerical modeling, or physical modeling.

e Complete a brief desktop wind-wave exposure review of the site to determine extreme
wind, water level, current, and wave conditions for project design. This does not include
field data collection or numerical or physical modeling, and will rely on readily available
public data sources (USACE, FEMA, etc.) and analytical calculations. The final design
criteria for the revetment design must be accepted by the City prior to advancing project
final design. Typically, a shoreline revetment may be designed to withstand a 50-year
return period event from a stability perspective, unless the City requires a 100-year or
other level due to the importance of the road. Overtopping may require some upland
improvements to limit storm erosion landward of the revetment crest. The pre-storm
configuration and elevations of the various rip-rap and rock revetments can only be
approximated unless.as-built surveys or design-plans are-available from the City.

e Develop a conceptual shoreline stabilization plan, with the base solution envisioned to be a
rock revetment. Alternate solution(s) may be considered, and one alternate will be
presented to the City if deemed viable. This may include (1) replacement of the existing
revetment with proper rock design instead of concrete rip-rap and (2} additional mitigation
by way of stabilizing the breach area across the spit between Ft George inlet interior water
and the St Johns River. Such additional mitigation may be in the form of a geotextile tube
or rock solution.

We further understand that the existing
Rip Rap revetment along the shoreline adjacent to the roadway may be enhanced as part of this
project, and the designers request grain size analysis of bulk samples of the near-surface sands in
this area.

The objective of the geotechnical exploration is to provide site and subsurface information to
evaluate the subsurface conditions at the site for the proposed construction.

{Client} for coastal engineering support with planning, design, and permitting associated with
emergency repairs to the Huguenot Memorial Park access road, which was damaged by Hurricane
Matthew on October 7, 2016. Subsequent damage occurred during Hurricane Irma in September
2017.

It is our understanding from photos provided and a site visit with COJ and SERT staff on 24 January
2017, that a combination of waves, currents, and extreme water levels resulted in shoreline erosion
along ~ 2,100 LF of the park shoreline along the St. Johns River and resulted in varying levels of damage
to the existing concrete rubble revetment and the access road. The spit was breached between Ft.
George inlet and the St Johns River just east of the point where the road crosses the isthmus to provide
access to the east facing beaches of the park. This area also may be reviewed for mitigation. Currently
the roadway is closed because it is impassable due to the extensive damage. This goal of this project
is to provide design options for erosion control measures, to provide improved protection for the
access road during future storms. It is noted that any solution, without raising the roadway elevation,
will not be able to address overtopping due to the existing elevation of the roadway and ongoing sea
fevel rise. Initial discussion with FDEP indicate that a vertical bulkhead type solution is not allowable
under state regulations due to the park’s designation as an aquatic preserve. It is also understood
that relocation of the road is not currently a desired solution, and that to be eligible for FEMA
reimbursement the road must be repaired/replaced in its original (pre-storm) location. However,
consideration of additional “mitigation” for futures storm impacts is possible and likely to be

recommended. The project limits are shown in Figure 1 below.

The subject lands where the revetment and road require repair/replacement are owned by the
Federal government but managed by the City. Initial review suggests that regulatory permits for the
work will be required from both the SIRWMD and USACE. ‘
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ATM’s role in this project will be to provide coastal engineering input to the Prosser team during
concept planning, permitting, and-design stages for the repair/replacement of the shoreline
revetment. Others on the team will address geotechnical issues, road repair/replacement, and
stormwater/drainage improvements. ATM recommends that the City also pursue the placement of
beach compatible materials as nourishment along this stretch of the park, via the USACE {not included
in scope other than basic initial recommendations). This shoreline was designated as a disposal site
for beach compatible material from the St Johns River navigation project channel maintenance, but it
has never been constructed and would require inquiries and demonstrated interest and coordination
by the City to the USACE.

This design scope is predicated on a series of necessary, early assumptions which are described herein.
This scope and associated fees in the detailed design phase may need to be revisited as the project
progresses, if the agreed concept plan approved by the Client differs significantly from that described
herein.

TASK 1— SITE SURVEYS AND COASTAL ENGINEERING ASSESSMENT

* Provide input into scope of services required for survey and geotechnical services. We
anticipate that the survey will include shoreline edge and topographic information including
the existing revetment, roadway, vegetation (if any), MHW and MLW lines, and other coastal
structures. The survey should extend waterward to wading depth below MLW. Prosser has
advised that the survey will not include a hydrographic component. The surveyor should
combine the beach/topographic survey with available USACE surveys of the St Johns River
entrance channe! (depths and near edge of channel location) along the project limits.

* Complete site visit of the access road with Prosser and City representatives to understand

project design goals, funding limits, and other constraints. We will also interview available
park staff regarding their observations and erosion protection efforts conducted to date.

e Perform desktop coastal engineering and exposure assessment including the following:

o Conduct a cursory review of shoreline change/erosion data (if any), available aerial
photography and related coastal engineering permits and studies of the site from
the City, USACE, and FDEP.

One alternate solution will be considered, and provided to the Client if deemed viable.

» Early high-level concept cost estimates related to FEMA damage mitigation will be provided,
in conjunction with Prosser’s related work. This may include (1) replacement of the existing
revetment with proper rock design instead of concrete rip-rap and elevation of the protection
and (2) additional mitigation by way of stabilizing the breach area across the spit between Ft
George inlet interior water and the St Johns River as described in the introduction. Such
additional mitigation may be in the form of a buried geotextile tube or rock solution.

» ATM’s findings will be provided to Prosser in summary memo format, with applicable concept
level drawings/sketches. Prosser will incorporate ATM’s work into their overall deliverable
for the City. '

(SIRWMD) and USACE permits for the work. ATM will attend one pre-application meeting
