The Office of Grant and Contract Compliance is requesting single source procurement with the Public Health
Insurance Institute of Metropolitan Chicago for training and technical assistance services for the Cure Violence
public health violence reduction model.

Although the overall crime rate is declining, the rate of violent crimes, such as murder, has remained elevated.
The Cure Violence model is unique in its approach and in its success. Cure Violence approaches violence
with the understanding that violence is an epidemic process that can be stopped using the same health
strategies employed to fight all other epidemics. This theory of change utilizes carefully selected and trained
workers, trusted members of the community, to stop the violence, change the behavior of the highest potential
transmitters, changing community norms, and hospital response and follow up. Multiple cities that have
implemented this model have seen over a 40% reduction in shootings and deaths.

In February 2019, Cure Violence staff visited Jacksonville to conduct an assessment of the need and suitability
of the implementation of the Cure Violence model in Jacksonville. Their preliminary response was that
Jacksonville has the necessary components for a successful implementation, and could see reductions in
violence if the model is fully implemented. At that time, an emergency procurement was awarded to begin
work immediately.

This procurement will allow Cure Violence staff to develop the implementation model and fund the remainder of
the full proposal for training and technical assistance for the Cure Violence public health violence reduction
model. The Public Health Insurance Institute of Metropolitan Chicago has developed and owns the Cure
Violence public health violence reduction model and is the only vendor that can sufficiently implement due to
their previous assessments and functional knowledge.

Cure Violence will be contracted through their fiscal agent, The Public Health Insurance Institute of
Metropolitan Chicago, in the amount of $140,000. The funds for this contract will come from JXMA011-MACB.

Cure Violence Training and Technical Assistance
Scope of Services: Jacksonville

Cure Violence has provided an array of Training and Technical Assistance (TTA) to over
100 communities in over 10 countries. The services are adapted to each unique
community based on the needs and capacity of the local partners. The following is a
proposed TTA plan to implement two (2) new replication sites in coordination with
Jacksonville Mayor's Office. Cure Violence’s ultimate goal is to provide quality TTA
services to assist in ending the violence epidemic.

Full Replication

Cure Violence will provide comprehensive and intensive training, support and guidance
throughout the pre-implementation, implementation, and evaluation stages. This
includes pre-implementation assistance (staffing patterns, staff recruitment planning and
hiring guidance), onsite trainings, e-learning, peer learning, database management,
conference participation, communications assistance, policy development and advocacy
and overall project management. Cure Violence will provide its core training modules, as
stipulated in the Schedule of Activities, which includes:

Training

Violence Interruption and Reduction Training (VIRT)

The Cure Violence - Violence Interruption and Reduction Training (VIRT) has been
developed for outreach workers, violence interrupters, and other administrative staff. It
includes a mix of presentation of core concepts and skill development through
demonstration and practice. The curriculum js focused on four core areas: 1)
Introduction to interruption and outreach, including roles and responsibilities with an
emphasis on boundaries and professional conduct; 2) Identifying, engaging and building
relationships with participants and prospective participants, assisting participants to
change their thinking and behavior as it relates to reducing risk for injury/re-injury and/or
involvement in violence; 3) Preventing the initiation of violence or retaliatory acts when
violence occurs through mediation and conflict resolution; and 4). Working with key
members of the community, including residents, faith leaders and service providers
through public education, responses to violence and community building activities. This
training includes conflict mediation, identifying those at highest risk and elements of
other trainings listed below.

Management Training: Interruption & Qutreach





The Cure Violence Management Training is conducted to impart management-level staff
with critical knowledge, skills, strategies, and insights specific to managing a heaith
intervention, frontline staff (Violence Interrupters & Outreach workers), strategic
recruitment and deployment of staff, building a strong team, creating a positive work
environment, enforcing accountability, mobilizing the community and shifting community
norms that perpetuate violence. This training is designed to prepare management for
providing oversight of the day to day operations, including potential programmatic
challenges, strategic planning and the use of data to guide the work and problem solving
based upon nearly 20 years of programmalic experience, current staff and community
dynamics.

Database and Documentation

Cure Violence developed a database system to collect and analyze program
components of the CV intervention based on 15 years of developing documentation
tools and techniques for outreach work to prevent violence. The system is web-based
and password protected. It collects data related to all programmatic activities, including
outreach participants, case management, communily activities, violent incidents,
community mobilization, public education, and conflict mediations. Participants are
trained on using the database system for tracking and analysis fo monitor and
strengthen their programs. This training typically comes with access for up to 25 people
to use the Cure Violence database. For the purposes of this Agreement, dalabase
access will be provided for all site staff and individuals providing oversight of the project.
This service includes analysis, weekly reports, regular check-in calls, and maintenance.

Technical Assistance

Embedded Cure Violence TTA

After the initial set of trainings for each site are completed (VIRT, Management, and
Database), Cure Violence will assign one of the lead TTA staff to stay in Jacksonville
and help manage the site for a week or two (depending on need) to ensure all trainings,
protocols, and strategies are impiemented correctly.

Site Visits

Quarterly site certification visits will be conducted over the course of the contract period.
These visits will allow Cure Violence staff to ensure that the lessons from the TTA have
been embedded into the local work. Site visits will include observation of daily
operations and opportunities to provide onsite feedback as the sites work towards Cure
Violence certification. The visits will include booster trainings based on the Cure
Violence model based on the weekly calls and observation in the field.

On-going Support

Ongoing support will be provided through weekly conference calls with each site and
representatives of the Mayors office. These calls will include analysis and review of the
weekly data reports. Cure Violence TTA staff will also be available to provide immediate
crisis response assistance in addition to the scheduled calls, as needed.

To maintain the Cure Violence work, embed the best practices learned and optimize the
model, it is recommended to continue the TTA beyond year 1. Post year 1, Cure





Violence offers a variety of Booster trainings to advance the work. This includes but is
not limited to:

Conflict Mediation Technigues

Cure Violence has extensive experience working in communities facing high rates of
violence and historically entrenched conflicts. The Conflict Mediation Techniques
training builds on the many years of experience and enhances the skills of participants
who are already involved in outreach and interruption work. The techniques covered in
this training are specifically designed for working with individuals at highest risk for
involvement in violence and for the rapid cooling of conflicts headed towards violence.
This includes skills for maintaining the safety of everyone involved, including outreach
staff.

Recruitment of “Highest Risk”
Recruitment of those at highest risk for involvement in violence can pose one of the

greatest challenges to outreach efforts and programs. This training provides participants
already identified as “credible messengers” with specific skills and tools for building a
recruitment plan. This includes mapping the target area(s), identifying groups, social
networks, individuals of influence, known on-going conflicts and sources of conflict.
Participants are guided through several learning modalities and scenarios specific to
their work and their communities. The successful recruitment of those at highest risk is
critical for long-term reductions in violence across communities.

Engaging and Building Rapport (Highest Risk)

Credible messengers often have an established rapport with those at highest risk, which
is why hiring the right people is essential. However, building relationships so that
individuals are willing to engage in behavior change and spreading the nonviolence
message often requires a different set of skills. This training identifies various ways to
connect with community members who are involved in or at risk for being involved in
violence as well as techniques for establishing trust with high risk target populations and
securing their buy-in to the intervention program.

Risk Reduction Planning

Planning and goal setting is critical to working with program participants. While many
other interventions rely on traditional case management, Cure Violence has determined
a need to provide services that differ from traditional case management. This 2-day
training walks participants through the non-traditional case management steps and
nuances of reducing risk by creating and following risk reduction plans. These plans
build a roadmap to ensuring that program participants are leading their behavior change
process and working to identify needed resources and/or ways in which they can reduce
their likelihood for involvement in violence. Risk reduction planning provides an
opportunily to engage with other service providers, vetted and identified as quality
services that meet the needs of those at highest risk. Confidentiality, low-hanging fruit,
social services, fast tracking and follow-up will be discussed during this two-hour
interactive training.

Using Data to Leverage Program Implementation






This training focuses on how data should drive the work and promote effectiveness and
efficiency. It includes ways in which programs can increase the use of data to inform all
aspects of their work. Participants will gain the skills necessary to use internal and
external data sources in their daily work. Both the Cure Violence database and other
forms of predictive analytics will be examined as examples of using dala strategically.
The success of programs depends on the meaningful use of data and consistently and
strategically using this form of knowledge to drive all program aclivities.

Using Data to Evaluate Success or Opportunities

Cure Violence has been independently evaluated numerous times verifying success in
many areas including homicide and shooting reduction; norm change; spread of the
reduction to surrounding areas and more. This training will allow participants to do a
deep dive into the evaluations to determine which indicators are most relevant for their
community and for their project. Participants will learn how to use data and evaluation
results to tell the story of their work to a variety of audiences. This is a critical element for
buy-in, sustainability, policy development, community awareness and reframing how
violence is addressed.

Leading with Equity

Applying an equity lens to violence prevention work is critical fo ensure long-term
positive outcomes for communities most impacted by violence. This training will assist
participants in developing strategies to change perceptions, increase accountability, and
align resources in partnership with communities.

Spokesperson Training

Participants of this training receive the knowledge and tools to become champions for
the health approach to violence prevention and promote action at the local and national
level. One and two day trainings are available. The two-day training includes
application, planning and individual coaching based on the needs of the audience. The
knowledge gained through this training provides participants with a framework for
increasing awareness and advocacy in their agency, organization, and community.

Addressing Trauma
Trauma plays a critical role in the perpetuation of violence and impacts people who have

been affected by violence both directly and indirectly. This training explores the
complexity of trauma and prepares participants to begin implementing trauma-informed
tactics to their programming both for staff and for program participants. One and two day
trainings are available. The two-day training includes an introduction to vicarious trauma
and safety planning for self-care and healing.

Building a Health System to Prevent Violence

This training requires the participation of city and community leaders. Participants will
learn about the power of the public health approach and the various best practices that
need to be scaled to have an integrated, holistic, equitable approach to violence
prevention across all sectors. The training builds off of the Framework developed by The
Movement Towards Violence as a Health Issue (www.violenceepidemic.org), co-led by
Cure Violence. This 4-day session will be co-facilitated with other national partners who
will share lessons from cities across the country and identify key steps each city can






lake o leverage existing work into a sustainable system. Data, partnering, streamlining,
accountability, incentives, consistency and messaging will be discussed as well as other
factors that will determine the success of each effort. Participants will leave with a plan
for next steps in developing their new health system for violence prevention.

TTA services for subsequent years are offered at a reduced rate based on the needs of
the jurisdiction.

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of which contract unit price to be used and paid for shall be determined by the depth of
limerock required to accomplish the work.

Payment for limerock shall be made at the respective contract unit price per square yard
and depth of limerock authorized, compacted and accepted.

Item #11: Over-excavation

Over excavation shall consist of the contractor performing all work and operations
required to excavate unsuitable material at or below the grade required by regular
excavation resulting in the preparation for filling the excavation with a suitable bedding
material. All work shall comply with the requirement of City Standard Specifications
Section 103, applicable City Standard specifications, City Standard Details and be
authorized by the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Project Manager.

Any and all unsuitable materials encountered during the execution of this contract will
become the property of the contractor and shall be removed from the job site and
disposed of properly resulting in no additional cost to the City.

Existing Concrete will be removed as directed by the Parks, Recreation and Community
Services Project Manager. All work shall comply with the requirement of City Standard
Specifications Section 102, 103, 130,131, 141, 200 and these specifications.

The Contract unit price shall include all labor, equipment, materials and supplies
necessary to saw cut, excavate, demolish, remove, load, haul, and dispose of various
types of Portland cement concrete sports courts in which the Parks, Recreation and
Community Services Project Manager has determined to be of no use. Removal of courts
shall include the base and sub-base materials.

Payment for concrete removal will be made at the respective contract unit price per cubic
yard authorized, removed, disposed of and accepted.

ltem #15: Pressure Washing

Pressure Washing shall consist of the contractor cleaning and removing unwanted dirt,
mold, algae and other foreign matter from objects and surfaces by use of a mechanical
high water pressure (minimum 2000 p.s.i.) sprayer. All work shall comply with the
requirements of the sprayer and chemical agent manufacturer recommendations and
specifications and these specifications.

The Contract unit price shall include all labor, equipment, materials and supplies
necessary to complete the cleaning including, but not limited to, contractor supplied
water, cleaning agents, sprayer, hoses, and nozzles and clean up.

In accordance with Design/Build CDB-0008-16, Contract 8150-15, Hanna Park Campground
Restroom Upgrades was awarded by Amendment 25A in the amount of $35,713.95 to provide
60% design for upgrading three restroom buildings at the campground area in Hanna Park.
Amendment 25B is to provide design completion and construction for upgrading two of the three
restroom buildings, Phase 1 and 2 respectively. Negotiations have resulted in the Guaranteed
Maximum Price (GMP) amount of $380,657.38, which includes $10,000 in contingency, as
indicated on the attached Scope & Fee Summary, Exhibit AA-2 and allowing for the completion
of the work within 120 days from Notice to Proceed for Phase 1 and 90 days from the Notice to
Proceed for Phase 2. Acon Construction Co., Inc. is committed to meeting the 10% JSEB
participation goals established for this contract.

Accordingly, this is to recommend that Amendment 25A to Contract #8150-15, originally
executed January 7, 2019, between the City and Acon Construction Co., inc. for Hanna Park
Campground Restroom Upgrades, be amended to incorporate the attached Scope and Fee
Summary, Exhibit AA-2 to increase the GMP by $380,657.38 to a new GMP amount of
$416,371.33, known as Amendment 25B.

Kids Hope Alliance (KHA) respectfully requests permission to use the Competitive Sealed Proposal
Evaluation Committee (CSPEC) process to rebid the Youth Sports and Character Development Institute
Request for Proposal. The RFP was originally advertised on 5/22/19 and opened on 6/12/19. No bids
were received. Several providers have since expressed interest, but required additional time to submit a
proposal.

Due to time constraints in providing the program during the summer, KHA requests to advertise for the
minimum of 10 days.

Justification
These programs require competence in program implementation, the capacity to be able to deliver the

services, the financial ability to implement the project, access to and the ability to recruit the target
population, the ability to manage and supervise staff, and an ability to work collaboratively with
community partners. As such, in order to make the best decision for the City of Jacksonville, the Kids
Hope Alliance requests permission to use the CSPEC evaluation process.

Certification
As required in Section 126.204 (a)(1), Ordinance Code, the KHA certifies the following:

i.  For the reasons mentioned above, the GGAC process is impractical due to the fact that in
addition to price, the Contractor must have several other competencies in order to deliver the
services.

ii.  The objective of the services is to successfully implement summer programs that offer sports
skill and character development.

iii.  The proposed cost of the program is $120,000 for Youth Sports Institute.





iv. The proposed services would be an enhancement and not duplicate existing services. This
proposal is designed to give the KHA the authority to seek out the best Contractor(s) to continue
provide these services.

For purposes of the preliminary evaluation of this proposal, the KHA CEO will assign Kenneth Darity as
the CSPEC representative.

A scoring team of subject matter experts will review the Responses to ensure the most qualified
contractors are selected.

Recommendations for awards will be made at the agency level, based on the totals of the scoring from
Evaluation Matrix.

The KHA is in the process of selecting reviewers and respectfully asks to be able to submit a list of
reviews at a later date, but prior to making its recommendation to CSPEC.

Proposed RFP
The KHA respectfuily submits a proposed RFP with a desired Scope of Services (Section 4) and Minimum

Requirements to Bid (Section 1.4). The Evaluation Criteria is contained in Attachment B.
