Originally, it was understood that the site was
exempt from any tree protection requirements; however, it has now been determined that only specific
areas of the site, where ash is being remediated, are exempt. Consequently, tree mitigation is required
for the non-remediation areas and a tree survey is needed to identify the protected trees in those areas
in order to develop a mitigation plan. Negotiations have resulted in the attached Scope of Services,
Exhibit E and Fee Summary, Exhibit F. JSEB firms to be utilized to meet the 20% Participation
Percentage Plan for this contract are detailed on a separate attachment.

Multiple unforeseen subsurface conflicts encountered during construction of the bridges’ pile
foundations have resulted in additional redesigns, geotechnical monitoring and plan revisions
which were previously unanticipated. The additional design and geotechnical oversight and CEl
services are needed through construction completion to comply with the contract's RFP
requirements.

GENERAL

The Coastline Drive and Liberty Street Bridge Replacement Project is a Design-Build
Project being undertaken by the City of Jacksonville in partnership with the Florida
Department of Transportation under a Local Agency Program (LAP) for the complete
demolition of the Courthouse parking deck, and reconstruction of Coastline Drive Bridge
and the Liberty Street Bridge. GAl Consultants, Inc. and supporting Sub-Consultant
services provided by Meskel & Associates Engineering, Inc. (JSEB), C&ES, Inc. (JSEB)
and Thomas Diving, collectively known as GAIl will be providing Construction
Engineering and Inspection Services for this project. The CEl Scope of Services
outlined under Section 4.0 of the RFP # P-37-16 will be performed by GAl Consultants,
for the City of Jacksonville, also referenced as “City” under the contract for P-37-16.

GAl will provide onsite construction inspection, management and administrative
services to verify the quality and quantity of work, but will not override the contractor’s
means, methods, techniques, sequences, or procedures of the construction selected by
the contractor(s) or the safety precautions and programs incidental to the work of the
contractor(s). GAl's efforts will also be directed toward assisting in the interpretation of
the prepared drawings and specifications, shop drawing review, assistance in the
resolution of field problems or questions, and determining whether the completed
project will conform to the contract documents GAl will continually verify the project is
compliance with the procedures outlined in the LAP Agreement between FDOT and the
City and the project’s overall compliance with the contract documents.

Other activities include verifying pile driving activities by reviewing the pile driving logs,
dry run logs and concrete depths for bridge deck pours, entering required documents in
FDOT'’s LAPIT. Meskel Engineering will perform verification analysis for each bent for
the WEAP analysis submitted by the Design-Build Team and review the certification
package for each bent. GAl will monitor all RFls, RFCs and RFMs, coordinate with the
City, provide monthly aerials to document progress, verify key survey data and as-built
bridge elevations, review change orders and assist the City in any Dispute Resolution
meetings and contractor's request for equitable payment for additional work. GAI will
also facilitate bi-weekly progress meetings and pre-work meetings. GAl will also assist
in coordinating with adjacent projects and affected third parties while resolving onsite
issues with the contractor’s daily operations.

GAI shall review the contractor's monthly CPM Schedule for overall compliance and
forward a copy to the City.

NPDES Inspections — Immediately following each rainfall event of 2" or greater, the
inspector will visit the site, inspect all erosion/sedimentation control measures, direct the
contractor to repair or replace damaged erosion/sedimentation controls and verify that
the required work is done in accordance with the NPDES/permit requirements.

Authority — The City gives GAI the authority to require the contractor to correct all work
not in compliance with the approved plans and/or City requirements. If the contractor
refuses or fails to take the required corrective action, GAl shall immediately notify the
City.

Testing — GAl's qualified field representatives will be responsible for selecting locations
for verification of concrete plastic and compressive strength, compaction and density
testing and verifying that all required Contractor’s Quality Control testing is performed in
accordance with City’s requirements/specifications for locations and frequency. Field
verification samples will be collected by GAIl. Laboratory Verification Samples will be
tested by Meskel at an accredited lab and by qualified personnel, as required to meet
the LAP requirements. Random samples will be collected for all materials outlined in

FDOT’s Material Acquisition and Certification program and submitted to the FDOT's
State Materials Office (SMO) as required.

The construction contractor is expected to provide his own quality assurance testing
and will be independent of the services provided herein.

All inspection and testing requirements shall apply at all times while construction
operations are being performed including weekends and holidays.

Inspector Logs — GAl and its subconsultants’ onsite inspector shall maintain an
inspection log throughout the duration of construction. This log shall include but not be
limited to the following:

. Location and description of construction operations taking place at time of site
visit

. Specific information regarding inspection/acceptance of project materials

« Information on construction problems and directions given to the contractor to
resolve the problems

« Summaries of contractor’s personnel and equipment

On days where there is no construction or no construction requiring inspection, the daily
log should note either that there was no activity or list the operations that were taking
place (per the contractor) and state “No inspection required”. Copies of the Inspector
Log shall be uploaded into LAPIT. A copy of all documents will be provided to the City.

Shop drawings — Upon receipt of shop drawing from the contractor, GAl shall forward
the Contract's shop drawing review for each component requiring shop drawings. GAl
shall coordinate with the Engineer of Record in the shop drawing review process. GAl
will coordinate the review and strive to return shop drawings within the allowable
timeframe or less to the contractor. Final approved shop drawings shall be submitted to
the City to be RFC’ed after all comments are resolved.

As-builts — GAIl shall review as-builts drawings. Drawings that do not meet the
requirements outlined in the Contract Documents will be returned to the Contractor for
correction. Final as-built drawings shall be submitted to the City for concurrence and
acceptance.

Contractor Pay Requests and Change Orders — GAl's staff will assist the City's
Project Manager as-needed with evaluating the contractor’'s pay request. GAI will assist
the City’s Project Manager as necessary in processing of the pay request and
processing of any Contractor change order requests on the project.

Substantial Completion — The City shall be notified in advance of the substantial
completion inspection to allow the City’'s various Departments time to make
arrangements to participate.

« All test reports for the project (including those tests that failed and were retested)

« All approved shop drawings

. Certification stating that the materials and construction that were inspected by the
GAl's qualified individual, that all inspection services were provided as outlined in
the scope of services, that construction has been completed in substantial
conformance with the approved plans, and that the as-built drawings have been
reviewed and meet the City’s requirements. This certification is to be signed and
sealed by GAl's Senior Project Engineer based upon the scope of the services.

Schedule

GAI will provide, as needed, the above described services during construction, and
closeout of the project. Substantial completion for the construction contract is currently
estimated to be July 2019 with Final Completion by September 2019, per the
contractor's August 2018 CPM Schedule.

No additional compensation will be provided by GAl in the event the construction goes
beyond September 2019 unless authorized by the City.

Method of Compensation

Payment will be made in accordance with the City’s original contract. No changes will
be made to the original contract and terms of payment unless mutually agreed to by the
City and GAl.

Exclusions from Scope of Service

The Contractor shall be responsible for his Quality Control Inspection efforts required by
the construction contract.

Additional Services

Additional services may be added to this contract during the course of work based on
negotiated fees. These respective fees shall be determined jointly by the City’s staff
and GAL. No work shall be undertaken on any additional service tasks without the
written authorization of the City.

INTRODUCTION

Under authorization from the City of Jacksonville (COJ) through the Third Amendment to Contract No.
8567-02, Taylor Engineering (TAYLOR) is developing final engineering design and environmental permit
applications to demolish the damaged dock at the Trout River Bridge and develop a replacement floating
dock at the Friendship Fountain site.

Because TAYLOR was aware that COJ was working with Arc Surveying and Mapping (ARC) to revise the
sovereign submerged land lease along the Southbank, the contract amendment specifically excluded
survey services necessary to develop a new sovereign submerged land lease for the dock. At this time, the
COJ requests that TAYLOR subcontract with ARC and coordinate necessary revisions to the previously
developed sovereign submerged land lease.

SCOPE OF WORK
TASK 1 — Modification to Sovereign Submerged Land Lease

TAYLOR's subconsultant — Arc Surveying and Mapping (ARC) — will revise its previously compiled survey
products for COJ's sovereign submerged lands lease area encompassing the floating dock at Friendship
Fountain. The revision will incorporate an expanded lease area to accommodate the proposed extended
floating dock and water taxi mooring area. Arc will develop a signed and sealed survey in accordance with
all State requirements to update and modify the lease.

TAYLOR will submit the revised survey documents with the environmental resources permit application
requesting authorization to construct the extended dock at Friendship Fountain.

Because ARC and COJ have already begun coordination with FDEP to update the submerged land lease,
the team expects that approval of the submitted survey documents will be forthcoming without multiple
iterative agency review cycles or the need for additional survey products. If this assumption proves
incorrect, TAYLOR will submit a written request for additional scope of work and funding if that becomes
necessary.

Under the authorization of the City of Jacksonville (COJ) through the Second Amendment to Contract No.
8567-02, Taylor Engineering’s subcontractor—ECS Florida, LLC—completed Pile integrity Testing (PIT) to
evaluate the existing piles at the Northbank Riverwalk. The results of the PIT indicated that several piles
are likely cracked beneath the mudline. Taylor Engineering also completed a coastal analysis for the
Northbank Riverwalk, and the results indicate that the existing 18-inch concrete guide piles would be
overstressed by the forces predicted during a potential 50-year coastal storm event. Based on these
findings and discussion with COJ, replacement of the Northbank Riverwalk floating dock will require
replacement of all existing concrete piles with steel/concrete filled pipe piles. In support of the design
effort, Taylor Engineering recommends further geotechnical exploration at the project site.

Taylor Engineering completed PIT Testing within the initial authorized budget. This change order revises
the work and fee to complete geotechnical data collection at the Northbank Riverwalk.

Task 1.2 — Geotechnical Exploration

TAYLOR subconsultant — ECS Florida, LLC (ECS) — will conduct a geotechnical exploration at the site. The
objective of the geotechnical exploration is to provide subsurface information to evaluate the subsurface
conditions at the site for the proposed construction.
