This agreement made and entered into this day of , 2019, by
and between DUVAL COUNTY PROPERTY APPRAISERS OFFICE, hereinafter called
the “COUNTY” and TAX MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATES, INC., a corporation
authorized to conduct business in Florida, hereinafter called “TMA,” to assist the
COUNTY in the performance of audits to verify the accuracy of personal property tax
forms for ad valorem taxation.

Contractual services may begin upon full execution of this agreement.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the County desires to obtain audit services on the County’s personal
property taxpayers as authorized by the Florida General Statutes; and

WHEREAS, TMA agrees to provide said audit services for the County pursuant to
the charges, terms and conditions of this Agreement; and

NOW, THEREFORE. in consideration of the promises mutually exchanged, the
parties agree as follows:

1. SERVICES

A. In accordance with the charges, terms and conditions contained in this Agreement,
TMA ‘agrees to furnish audit services to verify the accuracy of the business taxpayer’s
personal property tax forms filed with the County Property Appraisers Office in the
State of Florida. :

B. The services provided by TMA will be performed in accordance with the terms and
conditions provided by this Agreement and in compliance with all applicable Florida
Personal Property Tax Statutes. TMA agrees to perform audits in accordance with
professionally accepted auditing and accounting standards.

C. It is expressly agreed by the parties that all work performed by TMA shall be under
the direct supervision and control of the County. All correspondence in connection
with audits will be signed by the County and if applicable, the County Property
Appraiser or by an authorized designee.





. In order to assist in the scheduling of taxpayers’ forms selected by the County for
audit, the County agrees to make available to TMA copies of the Personal Property
Tax Forms for the years for which audits are to be performed.

. TMA agrees to audit the forms assigned for audit for the most current year and
applicable prior years as provided by Florida General Statutes which provide for
discovery procedures and limitations.

. It is expressly understood by TMA that under the provisions of the Florida General
Statutes, it and its employees are subject to the State Confidentiality Statutes and the
penalties contained therein. TMA agrees to abide by the Florida Statutes concerning
confidentiality of taxpayer records and shall hold the County harmless from any
liability which may result from an action involving TMA or its employees or agents
regarding confidentiality of taxpayer records.

. TMA agrees to provide training to designated employees of the County as to all
aspects of the audit services provided pursuant to this Agreement. Any appropriate
designee of the County may perform an audit with TMA personnel, provided the
County shall be responsible for any related expenses of such County employee.

. TMA agrees that no employee of the company’ will consult with or answer questions
regarding any aspect of an audit being performed, except with authorized County
officials and the taxpayer bemg audlted unless otherwise directed to do so by the
County.

If through any cause, TMA or the County fails to fulfill its obligations as provided by
this Agreement, or materially violates any of the covenants or stipulations within this
Agreement, or becomes unsatisfied with services rendered, and such failure or
violation continues for thirty (30) days after written notice thereof by a party, either
party shall thereupon have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon
giving written notice to the other party. Said notice shall be delivered to the party
personally or mailed by certified mail to the mailing address as specified herein. In
the event of termination, all audits assigned to TMA shall be completed by TMA and
all fees for completed audits shall be payable in accordance with the terms as
prov1ded by this Agreement.

It is expressly understood and agreed to by TMA and the County that the audit
services performed under this agreement represents an examination of data and
materials, as might be contained in a taxpayers accounting records or other
documents, for the purpose of verifying the accuracy of personal property forms,
reports or statements filed with the County in connection with a taxpayer's personal
property form and that such services is not an appraisal service except that
information obtained in an audit performed by TMA may be used by the County to
form an opinion or estimate of value as in an appraisal.





2. COST AND PAYMENT FOR AUDIT SERVICES

A. The COUNTY shall pay to TMA for services furnished under this Agreement an
amount equal to thirty-five percent (35%) of the gross taxes, penalties and interest
collected for discoveries resulting from each audit performed by TMA. Taxes shall
include all taxes levied by the COUNTY, including listing penalties and interest.

Should the COUNTY require any consulting work outside the scope of conducting
tangible personal property audits, the fee would be: One hundred and fifty dollars
($150.00) per hour.

B. All expenses incurred by TMA in performing audits under this Agreement,
including but not limited to travel, food, lodging, mileage, salaries, etc., shall be the
responsibility of TMA. Audits will be performed at the place where the taxpayer's
accounting records are located unless otherwise agreed to by the County Assessor
that the audit can be conducted elsewhere. The COUNTY will be responsible for the
cost of postage for handling audit correspondence and the cost of providing TMA
copies of the County’s tax records associated with an individual account assigned
for audit. '

C. COUNTY agrees to furnish TMA a copy of paid tax receipts issued to taxpayers
within fifteen (15) days following the payment of taxes generated from the services
of TMA. :

D. TMA shall invoice the COUNTY for applicable audit fees on a monthly basis.
Invoiced fees will be due and payable within ten (10) days following billing date. If
payment is not received by TMA within thirty (30) days from billing date, unpaid
balance of fees will be subject to additional fees in the amount of one and one-half
percent (1 1/2%) per month until payment is received. TMA shall invoice the
COUNTY for completed audits only.

E. All legal cost involving statutory appeals resulting from an audit shall be the
responsibility of the COUNTY. TMA shall be responsible for defending its audit
findings throughout any appeals process without additional cost to the COUNTY.
Defense of audit findings shall include personal appearances at meetings with
taxpayers or their representatives, and providing testimony and evidence at all
hearings before the County Assessor, Local Board of Appeals, and at any other
appeal level concerning information identified in an audit.





GENERAL PROVISIONS

. AUTHORITY TO AGREEMENT: The County’s authority to agreement for the
service herein is authorized by the Florida General Statutes.

. AUDIT: All invoices shall be submitted by TMA to the County with sufficient detail
for a proper pre-audit or post-audit.

. CANCELLATION: This Agreement shall become effective from the date entered

above and shall remain in effect for an initial Twenty-Four (24) Months and shall
continue in effect thereafter on a month-to-month basis. This Agreement may be
terminated by either party without cause following the initial term upon thirty (30)
days written notice.

. COLLATERAL ASSIGNMENT: The COUNTY acknowledges and agrees that
payment due TAX MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATES, INC. under this Agreement and
all other agreements with the government authority (the “Agreement™) have been
collaterally assigned to Branch Banking and Trust Company (a North Carolina
banking corporation, whose address is 6869 Fairview Road, Charlotte, North Carolina
28210-3384). All payments due TAX MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATES, INC. under
this the Agreement will be sent, UPON REQUEST, to the Bank at that address
pursuant to a financing and cash management arrangement. The Bank is authorized
to receive information relating to this Agreement and payments due under the
Agreement and all amendments or modifications to the Agreement from the
COUNTY (the government authority). The Bank is authorized to rely upon the terms
of the Agreement The government authority agrees to give notice to the Bank thirty

Agreement for Use of Property Tax Collections to Fund
Business Personal Property Tax Audit Services

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of this day of

' , 2019, by and between the DUVAL COUNTY PROPERTY APPRAISER

(“PROPERTY APPRAISER”), DUVAL COUNTY TAX COLLECTOR (“TAX

COLLECTOR™), and the undersigned Local Governing Boards of the TAXING AUTHORITIES
of Duval county, hereinafter referred to collectively as the “TAXING AUTHORITIES.”

WHEREAS, the PROPERTY APPRAISER is responsible under Florida law for the
administration of ad valorem property tax audits and for back taxes related to business property

tax listings; and

WHEREAS, the TAX COLLECTOR is responsible under Florida law for the collection
and distribution of ad valorem property taxes, including back taxes, and associated penalties,

fees, and interest; and

WHEREAS, the TAXING AUTHORITIES receive local property tax revenue to fund
essential public services; and :

WHEREAS, the PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR intend to contract
with TAX MANAGEMENT ASSOCIATES, INC. (“TMA”) for audit services to conduct
business personal property tax audits for the purpose of collecting taxes due on those properties,
which funds would otherwise be unavailable to the TAXING AUTHORITIES (hereinafter the
“TMA Audit Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, TMA shall provide said audit services in exchange for the fee established in
the TMA Audit Agreement, which consists of an amount equal to thirty-five percent (35%) of
any tax, penalties, and interest collected from back taxes assessed by the PROPERTY
APPRAISER on parcels identified through a TMA audit (hereinafter, the “Fee”); and

WHEREAS, the Fee shall be paid exclusively from the taxes, penalties, and interest
collected in relation to the business personal property tax audits resulting from the tax audits
performed by TMA, and shall not constitute a pledge or general obligation of tax funds or create
an obligation on the TAXING AUTHORITIES to appropriate or make monies available for the
purpose of this Agreement beyond the fiscal year in which the Agreement is executed; and

NOW, THEREFORE, the PROPERTY APPRAISER, TAX COLLECTOR, and
undersigned TAXING AUTHORITIES, for and in consideration of the mutual promises,
covenants, and conditions herein contained and other good and valuable consideration, the
receipt and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, agree as follows:
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TERMS

1. Incorporation of Recitals. The recitals set forth above are hereby incorporated
into and deemed a part of this Agreement.

2. Authorization of Reduced Collections for Fee Payment:

The undersigned TAXING AUTHORITIES authorize the TAX COLLECTOR to deduct
TMA'’s Fee, as established in the TMA Audit Agreement, from the total property tax, penalties
and interest collected as the result of the business personal property tax audits pursuant to TMA
audits. The TAX COLLECTOR shall distribute the remaining tax revenue to the undersigned
TAXING AUTHORITIES according to governing Florida law,

This Agreement does not constitute a pledge or general obligation of ad valorem taxation,
or create any obligation on any TAXING AUTHORITY to appropriate or make monies available
for any tax year, and does not create the right in any party to compel the exercise of the ad
valorem taxing power of any TAXING AUTHORITY.

The TAX COLLECTOR shall annually make available to each TAXING AUTHORITY
an accounting of all tax proceeds collected pursuant to the TMA Audit Agreement, the Fees paid
to TMA, and the total funds distributed to each TAXING AUTHORITY.

3. Term & Termination: This Agreement shall become effective from the date
entered above and shall remain in effect for an initial Twenty-Four (24) Months and shall
continue in effect thereafter on a month-to-month basis. This Agreement may be terminated by
either party without cause following the initial term upon thirty (30) days written notice.

Any TAXING AUTHORITY may opt out of this Agreement provided it notifies the
PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR in writing at least ninety (90) days before
the end of a fiscal year. The optlon shall be effective upon the first day of the following fiscal
year.

Thc parties acknowledge that TMA audit services shall not be provided for any parcel in
a specific tax district if any TAXING AUTHORITY in that tax district does not sign, or
subsequently withdraws from, an agreement or memorandum of understanding for use of
property tax collections to fund audit services.

Upon termination of this Agreement, Fees for all audits completed by TMA in effected
tax districts up to the date of the notification of termination shall be payable in accordance with
the terms provided by the TMA Audit Agreement. Because taxes may not be paid within the
term of this Agreement, the authorization of reduced collections for Fee payment shall survive
the termination of the Agreement, and shall terminate upon the later of the collection and
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payment of all taxes related to TMA audits, or the expiration of such taxes as a matter of Florida
law.

4. Severability: Should any provision, portion, or application of this Agreement be
determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal, unenforceable, or in conflict with
any applicable law or constitutional provision, or should future changes to Florida law conflict
with any portion of this Agreement, the parties shall negotiate an equitable adjustment in the
affected provisions of this Agreement with a view toward effecting the purpose of this
Agreement, and the validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions, portions, or
applications thereof, shall not be impaired. If a future change to Florida law conflicts with or
preempts the entirety of this agreement, the agreement will be immediately terminated, subject to
the termination provisions herein.

5. Public Records: The parties are public agencies subject to Florida’s public
records laws, including records retention, production, and confidentiality provisions. The
PROPERTY APPRAISER and TAX COLLECTOR agree to retain all records maintained by
their agencies and associated with the performance of this Agreement in compliance with
applicable Florida records retention schedules, and to make all non-confidential or exempt
records available for inspection or copying upon request and in compliance with Florida’s public
records laws. ’ '

6. Notice: Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be made in
writing and sent by first class mail, postage paid, or by hand delivery to, the contact and address
for the party as it appears on the signatory page of this Agreement.

7. Applicable Law: The terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be governed
by the laws of the State of Florida.

8. Sole Benefit: This Agreement is for the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and in
no event shall this Agreement be construed to be for the benefit of any third party, nor shall any
party be liable for any loss, liability, damages or expenses to any person not a party to this
Agreement. oy

5. Headings: Headings herein are for convenience of reference only and shall not be
considered in any interpretation of this Agreement.

I. Qverview

The following is a description of the work ATIMS is to perform, Jacksonville responsibilities
defined where applicable, and the deliverables to be provided. It describes the principal
activities and responsibilities of ATIMS and Jacksonville to install ATIMS Jail Management
System (“JMS” or “Software”) in Jacksonville detention facilities. This Statement of Work
{(“SOW") may be updated as required throughout the life of the JMS implementation. The
parties will mutually agree upon dates that correspond with scope changes to this SOW,
including those for additional services. All updates to this SOW will be submitted to Jacksonville
Sheriff’s Office for approval.

. Specifications

Implement ATIMS web-based JMS for Jacksonville. The JMS shall be installed on a Windows
2016 Server and an MS-SQL 2016 database {or later) with Jacksonville workstations accessing it
from a compatible web browser through a TCP/IP network connection. Jacksonville will be
responsible for ensuring the connection between the server and Jacksonville workstations is
stable and secure.

Hi. installation of ATIMS IMS

The following steps outline the installation process for ATIMS IMS. ATIMS agrees that the
installed JMS will be the most current version available at the time of the execution of the
Agreement. Once Jacksonville has configured a 2016 Microsoft SQL Server and the Web server
with the operating system, ATIMS will install the JMS and create a test database. Jacksonville
will be responsible for any data and JMS backup and/or recovery, as well as any disaster
recovery plan. The JMS will be loaded with default table values and a System Administrator
account.  Jacksonville Sheriff's Office system administrator will then use the System
Administrator account to create all necessary user accounts and user groups. In conjunction
with the Jacksonville’s System Administrator, an ATIMS engineer will load Jacksonville specific
codes and values into the JMS maintenance tables and will provide the contents of all lookup
tables.

Jacksonville will configure a web server to run lIS. For each database environment, Jacksonville
will configure an IP or virtual IP specific for that environment. ATIMS will install and configure
the web-based JMS for each environment in its entirety.

Jacksonville has completed ATIMS' data conversion questionnaire and plans for three data
sources (JMS, SQL and RMS). These sources include Oracle and 5QL databases. This would
include the following data points:

There are more than 100 tables expected to be converted with an average of 25+ fields per
table. Jacksonville has requested conversion of at least 7 years of historical data to provide for
Florida’s minimum record retention requirements. Jacksonville has 35-40,000 inmates per
year. The data to be converted includes Photos/SMTs which are in a jpg format. There are
approximately 200,000 images which meet the 1 to 1.25 width to height aspect ratio.
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ATIMS understands the data conversion requirements and will assist where possible.
lacksonville, working with Unisys (the legacy vendor), will be responsible for converting any/all
Oracle data. There are two options for providing that source data to ATIMS.

1. Extracting data from the tables into text files
2. Convert Oracle database into SQL Server, and then create a backup (.hak file)

ATIMS would prefer SQL, since relational nature of the data ensures some level of referential
integrity; however, ATIMS can work with whichever is easier to accomplish sgonest.  Note:
ATIMS does not have an Oracle license and is unable to read the data as it resides currently in
the legacy database. ATIMS is willing to sign an NDA with legacy vendor as desired.

Regarding mugshots, ATIMS understands that they are stored as image files (as opposed to
being blobs in the database). Based on this understanding, ATIMS would need access to those
files and clarification as to how the files are associated with inmates, likely by file name and/or
directary name.

Xi.  Transition to ATIMS s IMS

ATIMS and Jacksonville will achieve the transition to the new JMS in the following manner.
A, Pre-production Phase

ATIMS will perform the data conversion of legacy Jacksonville data and will perform a
"practice" transition exercise utilizing the legacy Jacksonville data used for testing and training.
A core team of the Jacksonville’s staff will intake new cases, create documents, and generate
reports within the JMS. They will log any major problems as they utilize the practice production
system, ATIMS, with reasonable assistance from lJacksonville, will address and solve the
problems on the practice JIMS. ATIMS and Jacksonville will then agree on a date/time for JMS
transition. Jacksonville understands that it shall not rely upon the JMS at this pre-production
phase for actual or “live” inmate tracking. Jacksonville will still use the legacy system and will
still enter all actual or “live” inmate data in the legacy system during this pre-production phase.

8. Acceptance Phase

After ATIMS has installed the JMS and both Jacksonville and ATIMS have mutually agreed that
the JMS is functional, Jacksonville shall have a period of time {“Acceptance Period”) from the
date of installation to verify that the IMS performs to the specifications as provided in the
Agreement.

In the event that Jacksonville determines that the JMS does not meet such specifications,
Jacksonville shall notify ATIMS in writing, and ATIMS shall modify or correct the IMS as
required. The date of Acceptance will be that date upon which Jacksonville provides ATIMS
with written notice of the satisfactory completion of the Acceptance testing.

Acceptance testing will be performed by Jacksonville prior to Production Transition, as set forth
below. ATIMS will devise, and Jacksonville will approve a formal test plan and form.
Jacksonville will monitor and approve results of tests conducted prior to JMS Acceptance.

Jacksonville and ATIMS will sign and date all testing results and will agree on whether or not the
IMS passes or needs more modification and testing. If the functioning requirements of the JMS
fail at testing, ATIMS will correct the problems at no additional cost to Jacksonville. This is only
applicable for functions already within the JMS. In that event, the acceptance testing process
will be repeated after the changes are made as many times as needed, until the JMS passes.

Acceptance testing will be completed when ATIMS and Jacksonville agree that the JMS is ready
for production, and when both parties sign, date, and check the final acceptance on the testing
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forms.

Quality Assurance (QA) and User Acceptance Testing (UAT)

Prior to User Acceptance Testing (“UAT”) by Jacksonville of the JMS configuration for each
software module being granted to Jacksonville under this SOW, ATIMS will run the JMS
configuration through its testing scripts and Quality Assurance (“QA”) process to determine
that the JMS configuration conforms to Jacksonville’s design specifications and documentation
as described in the Agreement.

Re-testing will be performed on the modified JMS configuration by
Jacksonville. Upon Jacksonville’s determination that UAT of the IMS configuration has met the
specifications as described in the Agreement, including IMS documentation, Jacksonville will
issue its notice of Acceptance as provided in this SOW.

X, Jacksonville Deliverables

Jacksonville will provide necessary resources to participate in User Acceptance Testing (UAT) of
IMS and other deliverables within the timeframe assigned in the JMS Project Implementation
Plan document, the most recent version of which both parties will agree to prior to
implementation. ATIMS will assist Jacksonville in UAT. Jacksonville will verify that the JMS
configuration has met the specifications as laid out in the configuration documents and as
described in the Agreement and has been successfully integrated based upon details of the
configuration documents. Any variances from the specifications and configuration documents
as described in the Agreement shall be noted during the UAT and will be corrected by ATIMS in
a timely manner.

Jacksonville shall review, evaluate and/or test the IMS configuration within ten {10} days after
receipt of the JMS configuration from ATIMS. An acceptance or rejection form will be signed by
Jacksonville within two (2) days of completion of this evaluation. After that period if
Jacksonville has not accepted or stated any objections to that version of the JMS configuration,
Jacksonville will have been deemed to have completed the UAT and thus accept that version.

For elements of the IMS configuration that are not accepted due to non-conformity or defect
based upon the specifications as described in the Agreement, Jacksonville will notify ATIMS in
writing of the rejected element(s) within the acceptance period specified above {"Rejection
Notice”). Upon receipt of a Rejection Notice, ATIMS will correct any defects or non-conformities
to the extent required within ten (10} business days or provide an estimate of the time needed,
and provide a plan for correction in situations in which it is not feasible to correct the non-
conformity or defect within the ten {10) business days.

The total time Jacksonville can spend in UAT is fifteen {15) calendar days, excluding time ATIMS
is correcting discrepancies. Once Jacksonville has actually or been deemed to have accepted
the most current version of the JMS configuration provided, ATIMS will not be required to make
any additional changes. Should any such additional changes be requested by Jacksonville or
ATIMS, both parties will enter into negotiations as to the terms governing those further
changes.

D, Produstion Transition

On a date agreed to by both parties, Jacksonville will begin production use of the JMS. There
will be a freeze on any further data entry into Jacksonville’s existing [legacy] Jail Management
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System so that the production data in the JMS will be current when the actual transition takes
place. ATIMS will provide one-person onsite for support at Production Transition for three (3)
consecutive business days. If a “Transition Problem” occurs, and persist following this three {3)
day period, that prevents Jacksonville for properly using the JMS the following procedure will
occur. If the Transition Problem is the result of an ATIMS configuration mistake or error, then
ATIMS shall continue to provide ongoing support until the problem is resolved. If the Transition
Problem is the result of a Jacksonville event, cause or oversight, then ATIMS’ support after the
three {3} consecutive business days shall be at Jacksonville’s cost at ATIMS then current hourly
rates.

During transition, ATIMS will provide priority processing for all calls during the first month of
transition to troubleshoot any problems that may arise and to assist Jacksonville users in their
use of the JMS as needed. If it is determined that a higher level of support is required,
Jacksonville and ATIMS shall agree on the specifics of additional support required. ATIMS will
shift to maintenance mode from this point forward.

XV,  JMS Documentation

ATIMS will document the installed JMS and will provide up-to-date user manuals and technical
documentation, including a complete data dictionary, in electronic formats prior to the actual
Production Transition. The data dictionary will assist jail staff in creating their own ad hoc
queries and reports as well as developing custom reports with the JMS and third-party
reporting software as desired by Jacksonville.

With all of our costs related to compliance,
program build out, IT and ongoing operational expenses, we do not feel that we would be able to effectively manage the
product while giving Duval the kind of program that you deserve.

Simply put, the rate reduction changed the numbers by so much, the decision was made that it does not make financial
sense to move forward with the program as we do not want to put you or us in a bad future situation.

1 am sorry to be the bearer of bad news Angel. We have all put in time and resources in trying to make this work but at
the 25% rate reduction, the numbers just do not work on our end.
