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SECOND AMENDMENT TO
AFFILIATE CONNECTION AGREEMENT

This SECOND AMENDMENT TO AFFILIATE CONNECTION AGREEMENT is entered into and
effective as of the February 26, 2016 by and between FLORIDA LAMBDARAIL, LLC, a Florida limited
liability company (“FLR”) and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation in Duval
County, Florida (“Affiliate”).

BACKGROUND FACTS

A. FLR and Affiliate are parties to a Florida LambdaRail Affiliate Connection Agreement effective
February 26, 2013, as amended by that certain First Amendment to Affiliate Connection Agreement
dated June 6, 2013 (the Agreement”).

B. The initial three-year term of the Agreement expires effective February 25, 2016 with two successive
extension terms of one year each at the option of Affiliate.

C. Affiliate has notified FLR of its desire to exercise the first renewal term and FLR has agreed to
extend the Agreement through February 25, 2017.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which are acknowledged, the
parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Background Facts. The Background Facts above are true and correct and incorporated herein by
reference.

2. Term of Agreement. Section 2 of the Agreement is hereby amended in its entirety to read as
follows:

Term of Agreement. Unless sooner terminated as provided berein below, the term of this
Agreement and Affiliate's status as an Affiliate participant of FLR shall be for a period of
four (4) years. Affiliate shall have the option to extend the term of this Agreement for one
(1) extension term of one (1) year as long as Affiliate is not in default under this
Agreement, either at the time of exercise or at the time the extended term commences.
Affiliate shall exercise such option by delivering written notification thereof to FLR at
least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the term, as the same may have been
previously extended. During any such extension term either parly may give written
notice of termination of this Agreement as provided for in paragraph 17 herein below.

3. Maximum Indebtedness. Section 23(a) of the Agreement is hereby amended in its entirety to
read as follows:

Maximum Indebtedness. The maximum indebtedness of Affiliate for all fees,
reimbursable items or other costs, services incurred pursuant to this Agreement shall not
exceed the sum of FORTY-EIGHT THOUSAND, ONE HUNDRED SIXTY-EIGHT
DOLLARS ($48,168) for the period of February 26, 2016 through February 25, 2017 for
a total maximum indebtedness under the Agreement of ONE HUNDRED FORTY-SIX
THOUSAND SIX HUNDRED TWENTY ($146,620).

I have attached documentation for the asphalt detour with JB Coxwell’s proposal along with VIA’s Engineers

Estimate. Please note there was a typo within JB Coxwell’s numbers for the 10% markup, however this does not affect
the bottom dollar amount of $5,000. VIA has also provided an Engineers Estimate which shows justification for the cost
and placement of the miscellaneous asphalt based off of FDOT running 6 month and 12 month averages. Please see our
justification language below.
