The purpose of this letter is to protest the “Notification of Recommended Bid Rejection” of Newsom
Fence’s bid proposal for the Fence and Rail Maintenance and Construction Bid according to Division
1 Section 8 of the Bid Invitation. Newsom Fence was the Lowest Bidder of the bids that were sub-
mitted and opened by the City of Jacksonville on September 23, 2020.

Newsom Fence protests the “Notification of Recommended Bid Rejection” under the grounds that by
creating the 100% JSEB requirement created a barrier against Newsom Fence and the fair and equal
opportunity to bid on and be awarded the Contract.

This issue was brought up in the Supreme Court of the United States involving the City of Jackson-
ville in 1993. Northeastern Florida Chapter of the Associated General Contractors of America, Peli-
tioner v. City of Jacksonville, Florida, et al. In this 7-2 decision the Supreme Court of the United
States determined that the Northeastern Florida Chapter of the Associated General Contractors of
America member’s lack of fair opportunity to bid on projects due to a Set-Aside designation of a bid
presented a possible injury to its members and that the Set-Aside contracts created a barrier that pre-
vented them from having the ability to bid on specific contracts. We believe this case is relevant to
our protest, since the 100% JSEB requirement unjustly prevents Newsom Fence the opportunity to

bid on this Project fairly and equally with the other companies that were selectively allowed to bid on
the Contact.

If Newsom Fence’s bid was not rejected on the grounds that we did not qualify under an exclusionary
rule and considered as an equal bid against the other bids that were submitted, our bid was in fact the
lowest and should be awarded the contract.

Therefore,
your protest has been determined to be untimely and cannot be considered in our final agency action.

Mr. Jones, pursuant to Chapter 126, Part 6 of the City’s Ordinance Code, the City has the right to set aside any
percentage necessary to achieve its overall Jacksonville Small Emerging Business (JESB) Goals. Please
understand we recognize and appreciate your years of service to the City under this contract, but in our effort to
fulfill the requirements of our JSEB program we must look for opportunities such as this contract to help our
small businesses grow.

Pursuant to Chapter 126 of the Ordinance Code, the City Council solicits the approval of the contract award for sole
source services for updating the Jacksonville Municipal Code. The award is for $154,826.36, for the services
hardware/sofiware services and $25,200 for Granicus-data migration-Legistar System. City Council Information Systems
Swff were notified at an ADA Compliance Training held on June 23, 2017 that close captioning for online meeting videos
would need to be provided tor the hearing impaired.

In addition to following the American Disabilities Act, website accessibility is the final step of an agreement resulting
from a lawsuit between the City of Jacksonville and the Department of Justice. In order to satisfy this requirement a
review of closed captioning services for other populous counties and cities in Florida with Systems connected to the
international Roll Call and other specialized software currently being used by the Jacksonville City Council was
completed.
