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Exhibit A: Agreement
This is an addendum to the Contrgct #5C-0336-18 between City of Jacksonville, Using Agency: Public Buildings Division having an address of

55 W. 44th Street, Jacksonville, FL 32208 and ThyssenKrupp Elevator Corporation, a Delaware corporation, having an address  of 6924
Philips Parkway Drive South, Jacksonville, FL 32256 dated December 17 , 2018. Upon execution of this amendment to Award # SC-0336-18
by a duly authorized representative of both parties, they hereby agree that the Service Provider mentioned above will semvice the following
equipment,

WHEREAS,

A. The Purchaser is engaged either as a real property owner or manager (or as a partin joint ventures or consortiums to  that effect);
and

B. The Service Provider is engaged in the business of servicing and repairing elevators, escalators and other vertical transportation
equipment.

NOWTHEREFORE, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

1. BACKGROUND
1.1 ThePublic Buildings Division of the City of Jacksonville, Florida is currently seeking a proposal from ThyssenKrupp Elevator
Corporation to obtain source(s) of supply for the item(s) | service(s) as outlined in the scope documents provided. The purpose of this
award amendment proposal is to obtain firm pricing and full service commitments from Thyssen Krupp Elevator Corporation.

1.2 The Purchaser and the Service Provider desire to enter into this Agreement as a long term commitment for the maintenance
and repair and modemization of Purchaser’s vertical transportation equipment as further described in  this Agreement. Under the
Agreement the Purchaser may issue written requests to the Sewvice Provider to provide certain vertical transportation
maintenance services at locations controlled by Purchaser. The Agreementis to provide an umbrella for those location-specific
written requests for vertical transportation maintenance services issued bythe Purchaser,

2. GOVERNINGDOCUMENTS

The following documents form and are an integral part of this Agreement and are to be taken as mutually explanatory of one another. In
the case of any ambiguity or discrepancy between the documents forming the Agreement, then the priority of the documents will be
in the order as listed befow, unless otherwise agreed in writing between the parties:

(a) Each individual location requirement (as specified at the time of ordering by the Purchaser). An Location requirement
shall be considered “Accepted” if it is fully executed by a duly authorized representative of both the Purchaser and the Service
Provider and provided to the Service Provider;

{b) This Agreement;

{c) Award # C5-0336-18 document mutually agreed and signed by the parties, forming part of this Agreement,

3. PERFORMANCE

Service Provider will provide the services and/or scope of work applicable to all vertical transportation equipment described on
any fully executed and properly delivered Agreement (the “equipment”} on the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement (the
“Services”). The term “Property” hereinafter will refer to the real property of the Purchaser on which the equipment is located. Service
Provider will use trained personnel directly employed and supervised by





Service Provider or sub-contractors. They will be qualified to keep Purchaser's equipment properly adjusted, and they
will use all reasonable care to maintain that equipment in proper operating condition. Service Provider will regularly
and systematically examine, adjust and lubricate as required, and if conditions warrant, Service Provider will repair or
replace all equipment parts and devices not specifically excluded by this Agreement.

The Services shall be performed in a diligent and first class manner, with quality supplies, materials, equipment and
workmanship and in such a manner so as to minimize the possibility of any annoyance, interference, or disruption to
tenants or other accupants of the Property and their invitees. Upon completion of the Services, Service Provider shali
restore the Property to its original condition and shall leave the Property clean and free of alf tools, equipment, waste
materials and rubbish.

Service Provider will service Purchaser's equipment and its component pants in their present condition with the
understanding that Service Provider shall neither be required nor obligated to service, make renewals or repairs upon
the equipment by reasen of negligence, misuse of the equipment, loss of power, blown fuses, tripped stop switches,
theft, vandalism, explosion, fire, power failure, water damage, storm, lightning, nuisance calls or by any other reason or
any ather cause beyond Service Provider's control, except ordinary wear and tear from the commencement date of this
agreement, With the passage of time, equipment technology and designs will change. if any part or component of any
equipment described in a the Exhibit E. cannot be safely repaired and is no longer stocked and readily available from
either the original equipment manufacturer, that part or component shall be considered obsolete. Purchaser will be
responsible for all charges associated with replacing that obsolete part or compenent as well as all charges required to
ensure that the remainder of the equipment is functionally compatible with that replacement part or component.
Obsolete parts/equipment must be approved by the City of Jacksonville in writing with information provided that the
original OEM does not manufacture the part. Contractor must use genuine replacement parts and lubricants from the
original manufacturer of the equipment. Substitution or adaptation of similar parts or lubricants will not be allowed
without prier written approval of the City of Jacksonville, Fiorida. Upon request by the City, Service Provider will make a
good faith effort and use all resources available to furnish a parts list of solid state boards in stock; to include part
number and quantity on hand {could be source or availability). In addition, Service Pravider will not be required to make
any changes or recommendations in the existing design or function of the unit(s) nor wili Service Provider be obligated
to install new attachments or parts upon the equipment as recommended or directed by insurance companies,
govemmental agencies or authorities, or any ather third party. Any work not specifically covered under this agreement
shall be at Purchaser's sole expense.

The Service Provider and Purchaser may propose changes to the Seivices by informing the Purchaser or Service
Provider in writing. To be binding, such changes must be approved by authorized representatives of both parties in
writing. The Parties may aiso, at any time, agree to add new Services or modify existing services at agreed prices to be
covered by this Agreement. To be binding, such additions must be approved by comesponding authorized
representatives of both parties in writing.

Pledgs of Purchaser Satisfaction

3.1 In the event that Purchaser elects to undertake an audit of the service provided under this Agreement and any
Location{s) Agreement, such audit must be announced in writing at least ten (10) working days in advance. If any
non-compliance Is identified in writing to the Service Provider at the address set forth in this Agreement, whether
pursuant te an audit or under any other circumstances, the Service Provider will begin to take appropriate
measures to remedy such non-compliance within thirty {30) days thereafter,

3.2 The Purchaser and the Service Provider shall appoint appropriate personnel to meet regularly at local and global
levels and at such intervals as is deemed necessary to enable the parties to discuss and review the performance of
both parties of their respective obligations under this Agreement. The reviews will take place in order to:

a) Monitor the effectiveness and efficiency with which this Agreement is being implemented;

by Agreeto mutual objectives and timescales;

¢}  Assess the overall performance of this Agreement by each party;

d) Review business implications, targets and risks;

e) Reviewwhether this Agreement is being conducted in the spirit it was intended; and

f)  Assess, under this review process, the need to amend or update the performance criteria included in this
Agreement.
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g  Allregular and systematic equipment inspections will be copied by e-mail to the Building Engineer of the
building serviced and the Buildings Facility Manager. In addition copies of records of all services performed
and parts repaired and/ or replaced are to be forwarded to the Buildings Supervisor and Facility Manager.
Reports are to be provided monthly via emall, or, if customer elects, via ThyssenKrupp Customer Service
Portal.

INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP;

Service Provider shall assume all duties under this Agreement as an independent contractor, and shall not be deemed
for any purpose to be an agent, servant, or representative of Purchaser. Purchaser shall have no direct control of
Service Provider, its agents, or subcontractors in the pedformance of the work hersunder. Nothing contained herein
shall be construed to be inconsistent with such independent contractor relationship.

BY HIGHLY-TRAINED SERVICE PROVIDER PROFESSIONALS:

Service Provider employs and supervises elevator technicians who are among the most trusted in the industry and who
will provide all maintenance courteously and dependably. Service Provider's elevator technicians receive ongoing
training in general equipment development as well as advancements made to Purchaser's specific equipment,

5.1 ThyssenKrupp Elevator Corporation must show proof of at least one (1) service mechanic in the downtows area at
alitimes, and have at least four {(4) sewvice personnel available.

ASSURANCE OF SERVICE PROVIDER'S STANDARD OF QUALITY:

To help increase elevator performance and decrease downtime, Service Provider's technicians utilize the latest ingustry
methods and technology available to Service Provider for Purchaser's specific brand of equipment. They will be
equipped with the tools, documentation and knowledge to troubleshoot Purchaser's unigue system.

Behind Service Provider's technicians is a team devoted to elevator excellence. Technicians are supported around the
clock by a family of engineers and field support experts. Service Provider's Intemationai Technical Support facility in
Texas continuously researches advancements in the industry and in Purchaser's equipment.

EXTENT OF COVERAGE:

Service Provider will perform the following Services with respect to any equipment described on any fully executed
Location requirement:

i1 TRACTION ELEVATORS:

Service Provider agrees to and shall maintain the traction elevator equipment described on any Location Agreements
on the following tenms and conditions:

7.1.1  Sewice Provider will use trained employees directly employed and supervised by Service Provider. Such
employees shall be qualified to keep the Equipment properly adjusted, and Service Provider will use all reasonable
care to maintain the Equipment in properand safe operating condition.

7.1.2  Sewice Provider will regulary and systematically examine, adjust, clean and fubricate the following as
required, and if conditions wamant, repair or replace the same:

7.1.2a Machine worm gear, thrust bearings, drive sheave, drive sheave shaft bearings, brake pulley and brake coil,
contact linings and component parts;

7.1.2b Motor and motor generator, motor windings, rotating efement, commutator, brushes, brush holders and
bearings;





7.1.2¢  Silicon control rectifiers, reactors, filters, heat sinks, amp traps, transducers, and all contro! components;

7.1.2d Controller, selector and dispatching equipment, leveling devices and cams, all relays, solid state
components, resistors, condensers, transformers, contacts, leads, dash pots, timing devices, computer and micro
computer devices, steel selector cable or tape, and mechanical and electrical driving equipment;

7.1.2e Govemor, governor sheave and shaft assembly, bearings, contacts, and governor jaws;

7.1.2f Deflector or secondary sheave, bearings, car and counterweight guide rails, top and bottom limit switches,
govemnor tension sheave assembly, compensating sheaves assembly, counterweight and counterweight guide shoes
including rollers or gibs;

7.1.2g Hoistway door interfocks and hangers, bottom door guides and auxiliary door closing devices and all
fastening devices and associated reinforcement in attached components;

7.1.2.h Hoistway entrance doorsill areas beyond the entrance frame opening; will be cleaned.

7.1.2i Automatic power operated door operator, car door hanger, car door contact, door protective device, car
ventilation system platform, load weighing equipment, car safety mechanism, elevator car guide shoes, gibs or raller;

7.1.3  Semice Providershall maintain the individual minimum performance standards defined below:

7.1.3a  “Startto Stop Time" as measured from the moment the car begins motion till the time it
stops for a single floor run,

7.1.3b  “Door Open Time" as measured from the fully closed door position to a fully open
stopped position.

7.13c  “Door Close Time™ as measured from the fully open door position to a fully clesed
stopped position. Door closing pressure shall not exceed 30 Ibs.

7.1.3d “Leveling Accuracy” as measured from car sill to landing sill at a fully stopped position
under all load conditions.

7.1.3¢  “Rated Speed” as the same shall be that noted and shall not vary by more than 5%
regardiess of direction orload.

7.1.4  Service Provider shall maintain the Rated Speed in feet per minute, the original performance time, including
acceleration and retardation as designed and installed by the manufacturer and perform the necessary adjustments as
required to maintain the original Door Open Time and Door Close Time, within limits of applicable codes, or to adjust
and maintain revised Door Open Time and/or door close Time upon direction of Purchaser.

7.1.5  Semice Provider shall maintain smooth ride quality, smooth acceleration and deceleration and comfortable
stop.

7.1.6. Sewvice Provider shall maintain positive and quiet door operation with rapid and smeoth checking at limits of
travel. Service Provider shall annually, check the group dispatching systems and make necessary tests to insure that
all circuits and time settings are properly adjusted and that the system performs as designed and instalied by the
manufacturer orto adjust and maintain revised settings upon direction of Purchaser,

17.1.7  Sewice Provider shall examine periodically all safety devices and govemors and conduct an annual no-load
test,

7.1.8  Sewice Provider shall calibrate load-weighing davices to Purchaser's selected seftings, after annual and, as
applicable, five-year safety tests are conducted.





7.1.9  Service Provider shall renew all wire ropes as often as is necessary to maintain an adequate factor of safety,
equalize the tension on all hoist and compensation ropes, lubricate ropes appropriately and when necessary remove all
residue and accumulated deposits from the rope surface and shorten ropes and chains as required to provide legal and
reasonable bottom clearances.

7.1.10  Service Provider shail repair or replace conductor cables and haistway and machine room elevator wiring in
such a way as to maintain the percentage of spare conductors present at the acceptance of the location requirement.
In no case shall the number of spare conductors be less than 5%.

7.1.11  Semvice Providershall fumish lubricants compounded to the manufacturer's rigid specifications.

7.1.12  Senwice Provider shall make other safety tests recommended or directed by all applicable governmental
authorities in force at the time of the acceptance of the Agreement. Service Provider shall not be required to install new
attachments on the elevators recommended or directed by insurance companies, or by governmental authorities, nor to
make replacements with parts of a different design recommended or directed by insurance companies, or by
governmental authorities.

7.1.13  Senice Provider shall coordinate all testing requiring an independent witness or inspector with the
Purchaser's appointed representative.

7.1.14  Service Provider shall not be required to make renewals or repairs necessitated by reason of Purchaser's
negligence or Purchaser's misuse of the Equipment or by reason of any other cause beyond Service Provider's
reasonable control except ordinary wear and tear.

7.1.15 Senice Provider shall also maintain, and if conditions warrant, repair or replace the following auxiliary
equipment:

7.1.15a Allhandicap devices;
7.1.15b All elevator related earthquake devices if applicable
7.1.16  Senice Providershall have no responsibility for the following items of Equipment, which are notincluded:

; 7.1.18a the finishing, repairing, or replacement of cab enclosure, hoistway door panels, door
frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, light bulbs and tubes, main line power switches, breaker,
feeders to controller, alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire service reports, air conditioners and
all other items as set forth and excluded in this Agreement. Elevator signal light bulbs will be replaced during regular
service calls.

1.2 HYDRAULIC ELEVATORS:

Service Provider agrees to and shall maintain the hydraulic elevator equipment described on any fully executed
Location Agreements under the same terms and conditions described under 7.1 entitled “Traction Elevators,” as the
same are applicable to hydraulic elevators, with the following additions:

7.2.1  Service Provider shall have no responsibility for the following items of Equipment in addition to
those listed in provision 7.1.16a above: the finishing, repairing, or replacement of cab enclosure, hoistway door
panels, door frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, light bulbs and tubes, main line power switches,
breaker, feeders to controller, hydraulic elevator jack, hydraulic elevator outer casing, any type of underground piping
or other material, alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire service reports, air conditioners and ail
other items as set forth and excluded in this agreement. Elevator signal light bulbs will be replaced during regular
service calls.

122 Filters, mufflers and muffler components are included.

7.23  Semwice Provider shall perigdically examine all safety devices and conduct pressure tests and other
tests required by ANSIA1 7.1 or other applicable codes.





7.24  Sewice Provider shall periodically conduct an inspection of hydraulic fluid to detect contaminants
and assure proper viscosily, make necessary corrections and replace fluld as required and furnish hydraulic fluid
compounded to the manufacturer's rigid specifications.

7.25  Semwice Provider shall clean excessive fluid leakage from pump pans, cylinder heads, machine
room and pit floars.

7.3 ESCALATORS:
Service Provider agrees to and shall maintain the escalator equipment described on any Location Agreements under

the same tenms and conditions described under 7.1 entitled *Traction Elevators,” as the same are applicable to
escalators, with the following additions:

7.3.1. Controller, all relays, contacts, coils, resistance for operating and motor circuits, operating
transformers and operating rectifier;

7.3.2 Handrail, handrail drive chains, handrail brush guards, handrail guide rollers, alignment devices,
steps, step tread, step wheels, step chains, step axle bushings, comb plates, floor plates and tracks;

7.3.3  Upper drive, upper drive bearings, tension sprocket bearings, upper newel bearings, lower newel
bearings;

7.3.4  Allbalustrade fastenings deck and trim fastenings (screws, clips, etc.);

735 Skirt panels and panel finishes;

7.3.8 Escalator under-step lighting and balustrade panel and skirt lighting;

7.3.7 Upper and lower pit equipment spaces, pit lights, trusses and inclined truss pans.

7.3.8  Semvice Provider shall examine periodicaily (at intervals not longer than six months) all normal
operating devices and equipment in accordance with ANSI A17.1, Section 1007 and conduct annual inspections and

tests of all safety devices, brakes, step up thrust devices and govemors in accordance with ANSIA17.1, Section 1008,
If required, the govemorwill be calibrated and sealed for proper tripping speed.

7.3.9  Semwice Provider shall have no responsibility for the balustrade finishes, deck and trim finishes,
wedge guards and exterior truss enclosures.

7.3.10  Sewvice Provider shall deliver computer access codes for all eguipment (that is available) to the
Facility Manager, Public Buildings Division, 555 West 44th Street Jacksonville, Florida.

7.3.11  Ali service technicians are required to sign in and out of every facility at time of every scheduled or
emergency service call or site visit. All log sheets are to be forwarded once a month to the Building Supervisor and
Facility Manager upon request or can be accessed at any time through the ThyssenKrupp Customer Service Portal,

PARTS INVENTORY

Sewvice Provider maintains a comprehensive parts inventory to suppert its field operations. Replacement parts are
stored throughout North America in Service Provider's facilities and are nommally available as necessary. Most
specialized parts are available within 24 hours, seven days a week. Ali replacement parts used in Purchaser's vertical
transportation equipment will be new or refurbished to meet the quality standards of Service Provider,

TESTING

Service Provider will, at its discretion, perform govemor and annual safety tests on traction elevators or annual refief
pressure tests on hydraulic elevators per local and State codes. Sewice Provider assumes no responsibility for the
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Operations of the governor or safety on traction elevators, or the hydraulic system on hydraulic elevators, under the
terms of this Agreement until all applicable and govemmentally-mandated tests have been made. Should the systems
not meet applicable safety code requirements, it shall be the responsibility of the Purchaser, at its sole cost, to make
necessary repairs and to place the equipment in a condition, which will be acceptable for coverage under the terms of
this Agreement. Service Provider shall not be liable for damage to the building structure or the elevator resulting from
any testing of any type or kind at any time.

9.1 Service Provider will be required to perform all tests, repairs, adjustments and replacement of parts, etc., of
equipment, as recommended by the Department of Business and Professional Regulation/Division of Hotels and
Restaurants/Bureau of Elevator Safety, to ensure the safe operation of said equipment at no extra cost to owner. All
discrepancies noted by State approved elevator inspectors must be resolved within ninety (90) working days of
notification.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS:

The rights and duties arising under this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State in which the Property is
located. In performing the Services required under this Agreement, Service Provider shall comply with all applicabie
federal, state, county, and municipal statutes, ordinances and regulations. In the event that any portion of this
Agreement is determined to be against public policy or statute, then all other provisions shali remain in full force and
effect.

TERM:

Service under the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be for an initial period of 1 year with 2 additionai 1 year
renewal options govemed by award # CS-0336-18 and this agreement shall have a fixed price based off of the date of
signed acceptance and for the full contract term and any renewals executed.

The City of Jacksonville shall have the right in its sole discretion to renew this agreement according to the following
procedure:

111 ifthe City of Jacksonville desires to exercise an option to renew, it will submit legisiation authorizing
such renewal for consideration by City’s Council and Mayor prior to the expiration of the prior Term. The legistation will
establish that the date of such renewal will be the day immediately following the expiration day of the prior Term;

11.2  ifsuch legislation is enacted, within 30 days of such enactment, the City of Jacksonville will notify
Service Provider of such renewal, at which time Service Provider shall be bound to provide during such renewal Term,
without the need for the Parties to execute any further documents evidencing such renewal, it being acknowledged by
Service Provider that its initial execution of this Agreement is deemed its agreement to continue to provide Services
during any renewal Term.

AFTER HOURSWORK

All Services are to be provided during Service Provider's regular working hours (8:00a.m. - 5:00 p.m. M-F) {except
City of Jacksonville recognized holidays) of its regular working days unless otherwise specified below and if emergency
service is required or scheduled worlk is pre-approved by the City of Jacksonville Public Works Public Buildings
Facility Manager.

For specified units marked as “LULA" and "wheelchair lift” within the Exhibit “A”, any overtime work requested by the
Purchaser, Purchaser agrees to pay overtime labor at norma! billing rates listed on Exhibit “A”, including travel time
and time spent on the property. Repair and/or replacement parts and labor are not included for this equipment
without an additional charge. We will fumish the necessary lubricants and cleaning materials excluding the
replacement of hydraulic fluid at no additional charge

For specified locations marked as “Gold” within the Exhibit “A", any overtime work requested by the Purchaser,
Purchaser agrees to pay us overtime labor at our normal billing rates listed on Exhibit “A”, including travel time and
time spent on the property.

Service Providerwill provide the Purchaser unlimited callback and emergency caltback service, Monday through Friday,
8:00 a.m. through 5:00 p.m. at no additional cost. Service calls must be place before 4:00 pm M-F to avoid billable tabor
charges. Anemergency callback is defined as 1. Having more than one unit down In the same elevator bank 2. Passenger
entrapment 3. Single service elevator shutdown. Emergency callback service will be avallable at any hour, on any day of
the week as requested. Contractor must respond to all emergency sesvice calls within one (1) hour from time of request.
Callback semvice shalf consist of a prompt response to emergency request from Pubtic Building's staff or their authorized
representative, if a shutdown occurs or if trouble of an emergency nature develops between regular examinations. In the
event of a malfunction of the elevatorequipment, the City will have the right to call for emergency service after regular
working hours, 24 hours per day, and 7 days perweek.

PRICING:

Pricing (Please See Exhibit A} The Price of Service Provider’s service as herein stated shall be specifically set forth on
any fully executed Lacation Agreement(s), payable as agreed upon between the Service Pravider and the Purchaser.
Those prices are net of all taxes, duties and other levies. Those prices are valid for a period of (3) Years
commencing on the effective date of each respective Location(s) agreement and shall be called a “Fixed Price
Period”.

Should equipment covered by any Location Agreement be modified by the Purchaser during the pendency of any
Location Agreement the parties will endeavor to reach a written agreement on a modified price for the Sewices
applicable to that equipment. Should those parties fail to reach a written agreement on a modified price then that
equipment will be removed from the applicable Location Agreement and the applicable Purchaser shall remain
financially responsible to the Service Provider for the Serwvice Provider's lost profits associated with the Services
oniginally designated for that piece of equipment at the original, agreed-to price for the remaining month of the
applicable Location Agreement.

The Charges are inclusive of all taxes, levies, duties and assessments (“Taxes”) of every nature due to coennection with
Service Provider's performance of the Services. Sewvice Provider is responsible for payment of such Taxes to the
appropriate governmental autherity, If Service Provider is refunded and Tax payments made relating to the Services,
Service Provider shall remit the amount of such refund to City with forty-five (45) days of receipt of the refund.

PURCHASER RESPONSIBILITIES:

Product Information. Purchaser agrees to provide Service Provider with current wiring diagrams that reflect all
changes, parts catalogs, and maintenance instructions for the equipment covered by this agreement that are available.
Purchaser agrees to authorize Service Provider to produce single copies of any programmable device(s) used in the
equipment for the purpose of archival back up of the software embodied therein. These items will remain Purchaser’s
property.

Safety. Purchaser agrees to instruct or wam passengers in the proper use of the equipment and to keep the equipment
under continued surveillance by competent personnel o detect imegularities between elevator examinations.
Purchaser agrees to report immediately any condition that may indicate the need for correction before the next regular
examination. Purchaser agrees to shut down the equipment immediately upon manifestation of any imegularities in
operation or appearance of the equipment, netifying Service Provider at the address and phone number listed on any
fully executed Location(s) Agreement at once, and written notice within ten (10) days after any occurrence or accident
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in or about the elevator. Purchaser agrees lo provide Service Provider's personnel a safe place in which to work.
Service Provider reserves the right to discontinue work in the building whenever, in Service Provider's sole opinion,
Service Provider's personnel do not have a safe place in which to work. Purchaser agrees to provide a suitable
machine room including secured doors, waterproofing, lighting, ventilation and heat to maintain the room at a
temperature of 50°F minimum to 90°F maximum. Purchaser also agrees to maintain the elevator pit in a dry condition
at all times. Should water or other liquids become present, Purchaser will contract with others for removal and the
proper handling of such liquids.

Other. Purchaser agrees not to permit others to make alterations, additions, adjustment, or repairs or replace any
component or part of equipment during the term of any fully executed Location(s) Agreement. Service Provider will
discuss with City of Jacksonville to provide details, reasons, and information to give support as to the means and
methods to be employed forany comective work under this agreement.

ltems Not Covered. Sewice Provider does not cover cosmetic, construction, ar ancillary components of the elevator
system, including the finishing, repairing or replacement of the cab enclosure, ceiling frames, panels, and/or fixtures,
hoistway door panels, door frames, sills, car flooring, floor covering, lighting fixtures, ceiling light bulbs and tubes,
main line power switches, breaker(s), feeders to controller, hydraulic elevator jack outer casing, buried piping,
alignment of elevator guide rails, smoke and fire sensors, fire service reports, intercommunication devices, security
systems not installed by Service Provider, batteries for emergency lighting and fowesing, air conditioners, heaters,
ventilation fans and all otheritems as set forth and excluded in this Agresment.

EXCLUSIVTY

This Agreement is an exclusive frame agreement, which means that the Purchaser only undertakes to buy the Services,
or parts thereof, from the Service Provider from the date that this Agreement is fully executed.

EXCUSABLEDELAYS

The Service Provider shall not be liable for delay in performing or for failure to perform its obligations under this
Agreement or any location requirement if such delay or failure results from any of the following causes: (i) Farce
Majeure, (i} the act of any govemnment or authority (including the denial or cancellation of any export license or other
necessary license), (iii) the outbreak of wars, terrorism, insurrections, (iv) fire, explosian, flood {v) and strike, lock-out or
other industrial action which is beyond the Service Provider's contral or (vi) any other cause of any nature which Is
beyond the applicable Serwvice Providesr's control,

TERMINATION AND REMEDIES

18.1 The Service Provider has the right (but not the obligation) to terminate this Agreement or any location
Agreement with 30 day's prior written notice in case of the Purchaser's failure to comply with any terms of this
Agreements or any Location Agreement, Termination of a Location(s) Agreement shall not have effect on other existing
Locations associated with this Agreement, which shall be completed in accordance with these terms and conditions. If
such failure is remedied within the said 30 days period, this right to terminate shall expire.

18.2 The provisions of this Agreement, and the right and remedies of a party in the event of the other party's
breach under this Agreement (including the breach of any warranty) are cumulative and are without prejudice to all
other rights and remedies available to it and may have at law or otherwise; no exercise by a party of any one right or
remedy under this Agreement, or at law or otherwise, shall operate so as to hinder or prevent the exercise of any other
such right or remedy. However, in no event shall one party to this Agreement be liable to the other party for any indirect
or consequential loss or damage, including but not limited to loss of profit, loss of production, loss of interest or
otherwise, which may be suffered by the other party in connection with the entering into or operation of this Agreement.

18.3 Termination by City for Convenience: At any time during the Term of this Agreement, City may terminate the
Contract for any reason for convenience upen thirty (30) days written notice to Sewvice Provider sent via e-mail to local





If the Contract is terminated for convenience, the City will be
refieved of all further obligations other than payment for the amount of services and materials actually performed or
installed to the date of termination. Reasonable transition services rendered before the termination date shall be
provided at no additional cost to the City of Jacksonville. Reasonable transition services rendered after the termination
date shall be provided at rates that do not exceed the standard market rates that the Semwvice Provider charges to
government entities for comparable services.

The use of subcontractors to provide Services shall in no way
relieve the Sewice Provider of its responsibllities and obligations towards the Purchaser under this Agreement or a
iocal agreement.

The Service Provider and the Purchaser shall work towards the prevention of accidents aiming for zero accidents and
the creation of a safer work envirpnment.

ETHICAL COMMITMENT

The Service Provider has an extensive corporate compliance program and its employees are expected to maintain the
highest level of ethical and legal conduct at all times during the term of the Agreement and expects the Purchaser to
act in a like manner. Should the Purchaser suspect that the Service Provider or its employees have engaged in any

Food

The food index increased 0.2 percent in October following a 0.l-percent rise the
prior month. The index for food at home rose 0.3 percent, its largest monthly
increase since May. Four of the six major grocery store food group indexes rose
in October. The index for fruits and vegetables rose 0.9 percent after declining
in recent months, with the index for fresh fruits increasing 1.6 percent. The
index for meats, poultry, fish, and eggs increased 0.6 percent in October as the
index for beef rose 1.3 percent. The indexes for other food at home and for dairy
and related products also increased in October.

The index for nonalcoholic beverages fell 0.3 percent in October after rising in
September. The index for cereals and bakery products fell 0.1 percent in October,
continuing a pattern of alternating increases and declines since March.

The index for food away from home rose 0.2 percent in October after rising 0.3
percent in September. The indexes for full service meals and for limited service
meals both rose 0.2 percent. The food away from home index has increased every
month since being unchanged in June 2017.

The food at home index increased 1.0 percent over the last 12 months. All the
major grocery store food group indexes rose over the period, with increases
ranging from 0.6 percent (other food at home) to 1.8 percent (dairy and related
products) . The index for food away from home rose 3.3 percent over the last year.
The index for full service meals increased 3.5 percent and the index for limited
service meals rose 3.3 percent.

Energy

The energy index increased 2.7 percent in October after falling in August and
September. The gasoline index rose 3.7 percent in October following a 2.4-percent
decline in September. (Before seasonal adjustment, gasoline prices rose 1.6
percent in October.) Other major energy indexes also rose in October. The
electricity index increased 1.6 percent, its largest monthly increase since last
October, and the index for natural gas rose 2.4 percent in October after falling
in September.

The energy index declined 4.2 percent over the past 12 months. The gasoline index
fell 7.3 percent and the fuel oil index decreased 10.6 percent over the year. In
contrast, the index for electricity rose 0.4 percent and the index for natural
gas advanced 0.2 percent.

All items less food and energy

The index for all items less food and energy increased 0.2 percent in October.
The medical care index increased 1.0 percent, its largest monthly increase since
August 2016. The index for hospital services rose 1.4 percent and the index for
physicians’ services increased 0.2 percent. The indexz for prescription drugs
rose 1.8 percent in October after declining in 4 of the previous 5 months.

The recreation index rose 0.7 percent in October, its largest increase since
February 1996. Most of its major component indexes rose, including admissions
(2.1 percent) and cable and satellite television services (0.7 percent). The
index for used cars and trucks rose 1.3 percent in October after falling 1.6
percent in September.

The shelter index rose 0.1 percent in October. The index for rent rose 0.1
percent, its smallest monthly increase since April 2011. The index for owners’
equivalent rent rose 0.2 percent. The index for lodging away from home fell 3.8
percent in October after rising 2.1 percent in September. The personal care index
rose 0.4 percent in October, and the education index rose 0.1 percent.

The apparel index declined in October, falling 1.8 percent. The index for
household furnishings and operations fell 0.2 percent in October after rising
in 4 of the previous 5 months. The new vehicles index fell 0.2 percent, its
fourth consecutive decline. The indexes for airline fares and for tobacco also
fell in October, each declining 0.4 percent.

CONSUMER PRICE INDEX - OCTOBER 2019

The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) rose 0.4 percent in
October on a seasonally adjusted basis after being unchanged in September, the
U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reported today. Over the last 12 months, the all
items index increased 1.8 percent before seasonal adjustment.

The energy index increased 2.7 percent in October after recent monthly declines
and accounted for more than half of the increase in the seascnally adjusted all
items index; increases 1n the indexes for medical care, for recreation, and for
food also contributed. The gasoline index rose 3.7 percent in October and the
other major energy component indexes also increased. The food index rose 0.2
percent, with the indexes for both food at home and food away from home
increasing over the month.

The index for all items less food and energy rose 0.2 percent in October after
increasing 0.1 percent in September. Along with the indexes for medical care and
for recreation, the indexes for used cars and trucks, for shelter, and for
personal care all rose in October, though the increase in the shelter index was
the smallest since October 2013. The apparel index fell in October, as did the
indexes for household furnishings and operations, for new vehicles, and for
airline fares.

The all items index increased 1.8 percent for the 12 months ending October, a
slightly larger rise than the 1l.7-percent increase for the period ending
September. The index for all items less food and energy rose 2.3 percent over

the last 12 months. The food index rose 2.1 percent over the last 12 months,
while the energy index declined 4.2 percent over the last year despite increasing
in October.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into as of the 1st day of June, 2019 (the
“Effective Date™), by and between the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE, a municipal corporation
existing under the Constitution and the laws of the State of Florida, (“City”) and Gartner, Inc., a
Delaware corporation authorized to do business in Florida (“Contractor™), for IT Research and
Advisory Services (the “Services™).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the State of Florida, through its Department of Management Services
(“State”), is a party with Contractor to State Contract Number 81141902-VITA-18-ACS (the
“State Contract™) for the provision of IT research and advisory services;

WHEREAS, the State Contract was entered into by the State as an Alternate Contract
Source under Section 287.042(16), Florida Statutes, using Contract Number VA-180315-GARG
which was competitively procured, awarded and contracted by the State of Virginia through its
Virginia Information Technologies Agency:

WHEREAS, Section 126.211 of City’s Ordinance Code authorizes and allows City to
use contracts of other governmental entities which have been competitively procured, awarded
and contracted,

WHEREAS, the State Contract is broad enough to include the Services and Contractor
has agreed to allow City to use the State Contract;

WHEREAS, the City’s Procurement Division approved the use of the State Contract by
Administrative Award dated May 13, 2019; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interests of the parties to use the State Contract for the
Services and to add those contractual provisions City is required to use by ordinance or policy.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual covenants and
agreements hereinafter contained, and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties
agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1: Engagement of Contractor

City hereby engages Contractor and Contractor hereby accepts said engagement for the purpose
of providing the Services to City. Contractor shall provide the Services in accordance with the

provisions of the State Contract and in accordance with the provisions contained in this
Agreement. Any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement and the provisions in the
State Contract shall be resolved in favor of this Agreement, but only to the extent of any conflict.

ARTICLE 2: Coordination and Services Provided by City

City shall designate a Contract Manager who will, on behalf of City, coordinate with Contractor
and administer this Agreement. It shall be the responsibility of the designated Contract Manager
to coordinate all activities related to the Services with Contractor. City=s Contract Manager
shall be: Thomas Ossi, Information Technology Department.

ARTICLE 3: Duration of Agreement/Pricing Available to Other Entities

The term of this Agreement shall commence as of the Effective Date and shall continue and
remain in full force and effect until May 31, 2020, unless sooner terminated by City for
convenience, without cause, by giving thirty (30) days’ advance written notice to the other party;
and/or as provided in the State Contract (the “Term™). During the Term, the Services shall be
available to all using agencies and other political subdivisions, boards, agencies, or authorities
existing in Duval County at the contract price provided in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4: Payments for Services of Contractor

4.1  City will compensate Contractor for the Services in accordance with the pricing in
the Gartner Service Quote attached to this Agreement as Exhibit A.

4.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement or the State Contract to the
contrary, the maximum indebtedness of City for all fees, reimbursable items or other costs for
Services provided by Contractor during the entire term of this Agreement shall not exceed the
sum of FIFTY-FOUR THOUSAND FOUR HUNDRED NINETY-SEVEN AND 00/100
DOLLARS (854,497.00).

ARTICLE 5: Notice:

ARTICLE 6: Laws, Ordinances, Rules and Regulations

As required by Section 126.108(b) of City’s Ordinance Code, in providing the Services,
Contractor must comply with any and all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules,





regulations and ordinances, as the same exist and may be amended from time to time. Such
laws, rules, regulations and ordinances shall include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida
Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law), and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida
Sunshine Law). If any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a
subcontractor, the provisions of this section shall be incorporated into and become a part of the
subcontract.

ARTICLE 7: Conflict of Interest:

Contractor acknowledges that Section 126.110 of City’s Ordinance Code requires that a
public official who has a financial interest in a bid or contract make a disclosure at the time that
the bid or contract is submitted or at the time that the public official acquires a financial interest
in the bid or contract, including but not limited to the public official's name, public office or
position held, bid or proposal number, and the position or relationship of the public official with
the bidder or contractor.

ARTICLE 8: Prompt Payment to Subcontractors and Suppliers

The following is required by Chapter 126, Part 6, of City’s Ordinance Code; provided however,
if Contractor does not use JSEB or MBE subcontractors, as identified below, this Article 8 shall
not apply:

(a) Generally. When Contractor receives payment from City for labor, services or
materials furnished by subcontractors and suppliers hired by Contractor, Contractor shall remit
payment due (less proper retainage) to those subcontractors and suppliers within fifteen (15)
calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from City. Nothing herein shall prohibit
Contractor from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof, all or any portion of a payment alleged
to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers. In the event of such dispute, Contractor may
dispute the disputed portion of any such payment only after Contractor has provided notice to the
City and to the subcontractor or supplier whose payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be
in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure
the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to City and said subcontractor or supplier within ten (10)
calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from City. Contractor shall pay all
undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed by this Section.

(®)  Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprise and Minority Business
Enterprise  Participation. Notwithstanding Chapter 126, Part 6 of City’s Ordinance Code,
Contractor shall pay all contracts awarded with certified Jacksonville Small and Emerging
Business Enterprises (“JSEB™) and Minority Business Enterprises (“MBE”), as defined therein,
their pro rata share of their earned portion of the progress payments made by City under this
Agreement within seven (7) business days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from City (less
proper retainage). The pro-rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials and
equipment furnished, or services performed by the certified JSEB or MBE at the time of
payment. As a condition precedent to progress and final payments to Contractor, Contractor
shall provide to City, with its requisition for payment, documentation that sufficiently
demonstrates that Contractor has made proper payments to its certified JSEB’s or MBE’s from





all prior payments Contractor has received from City. Contractor shall not unreasonably
withhold payments to certified JSEB’s and MBE’s if such payments have been made to
Contractor. If Contractor withholds payment to its certified JSEB’s or MBE’s, which payment
has been made by City to Contractor, Contractor shall return said payment to City. Contractor
shall provide notice to City and to the certified JSEB’s or MBE’s whose payment is in dispute,
which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the
actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to City and said JSEB’s or MBE’s
within five (5) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from City. Contractor shall
pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits imposed in this Section. The failure to pay
undisputed amounts to the JSEB’s or MBE’s within seven (7) business days shall be a breach of
this Agreement, compensable by one per-cent (1%) of the outstanding invoice being withheld by
City, not as a penalty, but as liquidated damages to compensate for the additional contract
administration by City.

(© Third Party Liability. The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall in no
way create any contractual relationship or obligation between City and any subcontractor,
supplier, JSEB or MBE or any third party or create any City liability for Contractor’s failure to
make timely payments hereunder. However, Contractor’s failure to comply with the Prompt
Payment requirements shall constitute 2 material breach of Contractor’s contractual obligations
to City. As a result of said breach, City, without waiving any other available remedy it may have
against Contractor, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Contractor a 0.2% daily late
payment charge or the charges specified in said Chapter 126 of City’s Ordinance Code for
JSEB’s or MBE’s and in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB’s or MBE’s, whichever is
greater.

ARTICLE 9: Non Discrimination

Contractor represents that it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term of
this Agreement a policy of nondiscrimination or harassment against any person with regard to
race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender identity or expression, religion,
political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status, veteran status, or any other
impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation, training, placement, promotion,
discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination, working conditions and related terms
and conditions of employment. The Contractor agrees that, on written request, it will permit
reasonable access to its records of employment, employment advertisement, application forms
and other pertinent data and records, by the Executive Director of the Community Relations
Commission, or successor agency or commission, for the purpose of investigation to ascertain
compliance with the nondiscrimination provisions of this Agreement; provided however, that
Contractor shall not be required to produce for inspection records covering periods of time more
than one (1) year prior to the day and year first above written. Contractor agrees that, if any of
the Services to be provided pursuant to this Agreement are to be performed by a subcontractor,
the provisions of this Article 10 shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.





ARTICLE 10: Records and Audit

Contractor shall maintain adequate records to justify all charges, expenses, and costs
incurred in estimating and performing any work under this Agreement for at least three (3) years
after final payment and completion or termination of this Agreement. City shall have access to
such books, records, and documents as required in this section for the purpose of inspection or
audit during normal business hours, at Contractor’s place of business and Contractor shall be
subject to the provisions of Section 126.108 of City’s Ordinance Code, regarding City’s access to
and examination of records related to this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11: Indemnification

Contractor shall comply with the Indemnification provisions attached to this Agreement
as Exhibit B.

ARTICLE 12: Insurance

Contractor shall comply with the Insurance Requirements attached to this Agreement as
Exhibit C.

ARTICLE 13: Limitations of Liability

Provisions in the State Contract which contain a limitation of liability are in no way to be
construed as a waiver or limitation by City of its sovereign immunity accorded by the Florida
Constitution as codified in § 768.28, Florida Statutes.

Human Inspection

The most common mail inspection technique is human inspection. Humans can only see in the visible light region, and
there are many techniques (such as the use of colors, layers, stickers, crayons, etc.) that conceal the contraband from
the human inspector. Inspecting hundreds of articles of mail can become a mundane task; as a result, human inspector's
attention can drift and they can miss even obvious indicators of contraband placement. Human detection is also
inherently subjective and can therefore vary from inspector to inspector.

e P1.CR.09 Phase 1 Go Live Extension is to allow sufficient time for a complete configuration of the
product suite, accurate conversion of data, fully vetting of the cutover plan, and testing of the
product from end-to-end. The extension is to ensure the best user experience for all who will be
using the new 1Cloud system.

e P3.CR.02 COA Synch between GL and EPM is to provide a synchronization between new values of
the Oracle Gi, the Oracle Budgeting and Financial Consolidation and Close Cloud Services
applications. Oracle currently does not provide an out-of-the-box synchronization for this service.
This approach will reduce risk and effort of manual updates between the systems.

This change order request, once approved will require an amendment to the Master Services Contract
with AST (Exhibit 1).
