INTRODUCTION

Amendment 5 to the Contract for Dock Inspections and Designs provides the Scope of Work detailing
Taylor Engineering’s role in the bidding and construction phase of the Friendship Fountain Floating Dock
project (Task 2).

After construction mobilization and float placement at the Friendship Fountain Floating Dock project site,
the contractor observed that the floats become grounded on the mudline at low tide. The floating dock
manufacturer’s on-site representative expressed concerns that this condition will critically damage the
concrete float modules. After further investigation, Taylor Engineering confirmed that, since the
bathymetric survey completed during the project design, the area under the proposed floating dock footprint
had shoaled in up to 4-ft in some areas. This area requires dredging before the floating dock can be properly
constructed.

At the request of the CQJ, this proposal includes all labor and materials for Taylor Engineering to manage
application for an exemption verification with Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP)
and a permit modification authorization from the Department of Army (USACE) to authorize the dredging
of approximately 175 cubic yards of material from under the proposed floating dock.

1.3 Pre-application meeting with FDEP and USACE

Taylor Engineering will conduct a pre-application meeting via Zoom with the FDEP, USACE,
and COJ staff to understand the scope of requirements to obtain authorizations to dredge at Friendship
Fountain.

1.4 FDEP Exemption Verification Request

Taylor Engineering will complete following tasks and develop a submittal package to include the
following items for FDEP review:

I. Provide permit drawings depicting proposed operations including displaying State Lands

3. Atthe COJ request. Taylor Engineering will pay the $100 exemption verification required to
complete application submission. This permit fee is included in the cost for this scope of work.

4. Taylor Engineering will complete one site visit to collect three sediment samples for sieve
analysis (ASTM D1140) to identify if severance fees apply. Taylor Engineering will complete the
sieve analysis at our own AASHTO and USACE certified laboratory.
5. Taylor Engineering will fill out the FDEP Exemption Verification Request form for COJ review
and signature.
1.5 Department of Army Permit Modification

At the request of the USACE, Taylor Engineering will fill out the USACE Jacksonville District’s
Programmatic Biological Opinion (JaxBO) checklists to support the permit modification request.
1.6 Regulatory Coordination

Taylor Engineering will coordinate the communication between agencies and owner and respond
to requests for additional information.
1.7 Dredge Material Management Area (DMMA) Coordination and Requirements

Taylor Engineering will coordinate with the Harbor Waterway Special District DMMA to provide

all required documentation to dispose of material at the facility. Tasks include the following;

At the request of the Harbour Waterway Special District, Taylor Engineering will make one site
visit to collect one soil sample. Taylor Engineering will transfer the sample to a laboratory

/industrial disposal (RCRA Totals, mg/kg). The laboratory fee is included in the cost for this scope
of work

SCHEDULE

To support the construction of the Friendship Fountain Floating Dock and minimize any
construction delays related to regulatory authorizations, Taylor started this work immediately upon
authorization from the COJ. Taylor anticipated the above-mentioned tasks completed in approximately
three weeks, not included responses to any agency requests for additional information,

OVERALL DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

Many City of Jacksonville (City) public waterfront park facilities experienced damage during the passage
of Hurricane Irma in September 2017. Damages were largely to boat launch and facility floating docks,
gangways and transition plates, decking, fendering, pile guides, and related items. The City bid and
awarded the repair work to qualified contractors, with FEMA reimbursement in process. It is our
understanding that the City requires ATM's assistance with procuring USACE permits or letters of “permit
not required” for 13 waterfront boat launch and docking facilities. This USACE documentation is required
to satisfy FEMA review and approval of requested funding reimbursements.

Table 1 includes 13 sites, as outlined by the City to ATM. The status of known USACE permits is indicated.
Initial discussions with the USACE suggest that letter of permit not required (LPNR) may be provided by
them where permits exist, even if expired, for the elements being repaired. The sites with no known
permits will be pursued via a new Individual Permit application. Survey fees are included where no
current/recent digital survey is available. If a more expedient permit method becomes apparent during
USACE review, the simplest path forward will be followed.

This project scope includes only preparation of USACE regulatory permit applications and limited follow
up coordination. State (FDEP/SIRWMD) permitting is not included. The scope for each site is
independent of the others, in the event the City elects to proceed with only one or more sites, or if timing
of them is staggered. It is assumed the City will provide details and sketches, if required, of the repair scope
for each site; ownership/deed documents (or related easements and usage documentation); and
signatures. No permit fees are included since the USACE currently does not include permit application fees.

The scope developed herein is based on preliminary discussions with USACE staff and available information
at present time,

Task 5.1 - Letter of Permit Not Required {LPNR) Projects (5 Sites)

= These project sites have existing USACE permits, and should be exempt from requiring a permit
for minor repairs under General Condition #2 of each.

s ATM will compile the existing permit numbers, repair project details from the City, and develop
description and (as needed) basic sketches of the repair scope for each. These will not be formal
permit drawings. We will submit all five (5) sites to the USACE in one submittal and request an
email or letter from them which states that the repair work could be completed under General
Condition #2, and that no additional USACE permit is required. We will request an itemized listing
of the specific project sites.

¢ Upon USACE review, if they deem any project to require a more formal permit application, we will
inform the City and proceed under the Task 5.3 allowance.

Task 5.2 - New Permit Applications (8 Sites)

* |nitial review of City and USACE files indicates that these sites do not have existing or historical
USACE project permits. Thus, these sites require new USACE Individual Permits or Letter of
Permission. The A. Phillip Randolph site includes an expired permit for a marina, but the existing
small dock is not in conformance with the existing permit.

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* ATM will first conduct a review of available project information from the City and public records,
including any as-built, design, and permit plans related to each site.

* ATM will retain our survey subcontractor to conduct permit level surveys of 6 sites as shown in
Table 1, including the primary structure footprints and the connection to shore. Basic bathymetric
data will be collected from the existing structures to obtain basic depths and locations of MHW
and MLW lines. No wetland delineations, submerged lands surveys, or detailed bathymetric
surveys are included.

* ATM will prepare applications for USACE Individual Permits or Letters of Permission (to be
determined during USACE review) for each site. ATM will prepare permit drawings, narrative,
and application forms. it is assumed that the City will provide signatures and necessary supporting
information (deeds, previous permit file information, etc.) and review of the draft applications.
ATM will then submit the permit applications electronically to the USACE for processing. It is
noted that ATM has no control over the timeline required for the permit processing by the
regulatory agencies following application submittal.

Task 5.3 — Permit Post-Submittal Coordination {allowance)

* An allowance of 4 hours of principal, 6 hours EIT, and administrative time is included for permit
coordination/meetings for each of the 8 sites following application submittal. This is to allow for
permit processing inquiries, coordination with the City, etc.

* Should this allowance be expended due to extended processing time, additional specific or
detailed survey or environmental requirements, or required in-person meetings, ATM will advise
the City and provide a change order.
