| appreciate VIA and the City’s quick response to our correspondence dated 05-17-21 requesting
additional compensation to help us cover certain cost increases. It is my understanding that the cost
increases for fuels and for our JSEB Trucking Subcontractor have been approved. | also understand our
request for labor increases is more difficult for the City to justify and, therefore, that portion of our request
has been denied pending further discussion and negotiation. Capps certalnly understands the City’s
position regarding the labor as it is not as clear cut to Justify. What we can all agree on is that there is a
severe shortage of labor and that the cost of {abor is tremendously higher than it was when we bid this
project back in early December 2020.

We propose a compromise. Our labor table (attached for your review) is 100% accurate and truthful
regarding our projected manhours in the bid, old labor prices, and new labor prices. We will concede the
fact that the City had 120 days to issue us NTP and that day was 03-31-21. The City issued NTP yesterday
which Is 1.5 months past the 120 day deadline. Additionally, we have the job scheduled to take us 5.5
months to complete which is evidenced by the projected schedule we sent VIA three weeks ago. Based
on the total additional labor cost of $30,964 we can calculate that the additional labor spread out over
5.5 months equates to $5,630 per month. Therefore, we are requesting the City compensate us for the
1.5 month delay at the $5,630 per month which is a total of $8,445.

Evaluation of Statement of Qualifications.

A. City will determine the qualifications, interest and availability of Design-Build Firms by
reviewing all SOQ Responses and by conducting formal interviews of selected Design-
Build Firms that are determined to be the best qualified based upon evaluation of the
S0OQ Responses.

B. The determination of which Design-Build Firms are “best qualified” will be based upon
the evaluation criteria set forth in this RFQ on Attachment B, which criteria includes
qualifications in accordance with Section 287.055, FS. , and Part 7 of Chapter 126,
Ordinance Code.

C. Before making an award, City reserves the right to seek clarifications, revisions, and
information it deems necessary for the proper evaluation of the 50Q Responses. Failure
to provide any requested clarifications, revisions or information may result in rejection of
the SOQ Responses.

D. City reserves the right to accept or reject any and all SOQ Responses, or separable
portions thereof, and to waive any minor irregularity, technicality, or omission if City
determines that doing so will serve City's best interests. City may reject any Response
not submitted in the manner specified by the RFQ.

2.6 Award of Desipn-Build Conltract.

A, The process for contract award is set forth in Section 287.033, Flarida Statutes, and
Jacksonville Ordinance Code Chapter 126, Part 7. Generally, City will evaluate, select
and rank, based on the highest to lowest evaluation score, three Design-Build Firms
determined based on the evaluation to be the most qualified and advantageous {o the
City of Jacksonville, and conduct formal interviews with the each of the three-top ranked
Firms. The relative importance (i.e., maximum scoring points) assigned to the Evaluation
Criteria is set forth on Attachment B.

B, The three top-ranked Design-Build Firms may also be scheduled to make presentations
before CSPEC, in its sole discretion, regarding their qualifications, organization,
development documents, and ability to furnish the required design-build services in

accordance with Section 287.055, £.5. and Chapter 126, Part 7. Once the presentations, if
any, are completed, the CSPEC will farward their recommendation of rankings (first,
second, and third ranked Firms) to the Mayor's Office for approval.

C. Once the City has obtained approval of the rankings, the City shall negotiale with the
highest ranked Firm for professional design services pursuant to Section 287.055(5), .S,
at compensation which the City determines is fair. competitive and reasonable for the
Project. Should the City be unable to negotiale satisfactory compensation with the
highest ranked Firm, the City will terminate negotiations with the highest ranked Firm.
The City shail then underlake negotiations with the second highest ranked Firm for
compensation which the City determines is fair, competitive and reasonable for the
Project. Should the City be unabie to negoliate satisfactory compensation with the
second highest ranked Firm, the City will terminate negotiations with the second highest
ranked Firm. The City shall then undertake negotiations with the third highest ranked
Firm, and should the City be unable to nregotiate satisfactory compensation with the third
highest ranked Firm, the City may terminate this RFQ and reissue the RFQ in its sole
discretion, Notwithstanding this 1.6(C), pursuant to Section 2.2 above, the City reserves
the right o cancel or reissue this RFQ at any time in its sole discretion,

D. Once the City has negotiated satisfactory compensation for professional design services
with one of the three top-ranked Design-Build Firms, the CSPEC will forward a
recommendation to the Mayor's Office for a Design-Build Contract award, whereby the
Design-Build Firm and the City will subsequent to the execution of the Contract,
negotiate via a two-step approach payment for the preliminary design (60%) performed
by Design-Builder for a specific project based on the Design Criteria Package, and then
the guaranteed maximum price {GMU’) and guaranleed completion date (GCD) for each
Specific Project and incorporate such terms into the Contract by written amendments
execuled by the parties.

E. City may make an award within sixty (60) days after the date of the Responses are due,
during which period the Responses shall remain firm and shall not be withdrawn. Any
Response that expresses a shorter duration may, in City's sole discretion, be accepted or
rejected. If award is not made within sixty (60) days, the Response shall remain firm undil
either the Contract is awarded or City receives from Contractor writlen notice that the
Response is withdrawn. [Note: Withdrawal of a Response may be requesied within 72
hours (excluding State holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) after the date and time
Responses are due.

I Iixcept as may otherwise be expressly set forth in the RFQ, City intends to award one
contract, but reserves the right to reject all Responses.

H. Subsequent to the award of the Design-Build Contracl, in the event the City is
unsuccessful in negotialing a GMP and GCD for a Specific Project with the Design-Build
Firm, the City reserves the right 1o terminate the Contract and proceed with a separale
solicitation for the identified praject or any prajects intended for this RFQ.

Terms of Agreement. After award to the successful Design-Build Firm in accordance with
Section 2.6 above, Cily and Design-Build Firm will promplly enter into a Contract incorporating
the terms of this RFQ, the requirements of Section 287.055, F.S. to negotiate a GMP and GCD for
each Individual Project, and other terms and conditions as may be agreed to between the parties.
To the uxtent the Response contains exceptions to or modifications of the RFQ, such exceplions or
modifications are stricken unless City affirmatively accepts 1he exceptions or modifications in the
Contract. The Contract will be substantially in the form set forth in Form 5 of this RFQ, subject to

General;

Upon approval of the ranking of DBF responses under each category, the City shall conduct oral
interviews for the top ranked firms in accordance with Section 287.055, F.S.. The QES will again serve as
the selection commitiee under the auspices of CSPEC. Separate criteria and schedules will be provided to
the top ranked firms under consideration for the inlerviews.

At the conclusion of the ranking process, the City inlends to select the top-ranked DBF as specified within
this RFQ. The City intends to contract with the top-ranked DBF.

The City reserves its right to terminate the design build solicitation for any proposed project and
transfer it for execution through the design-bid-buiid delivery method.

A DBF selected to receive a DCP for a specific project shall be required to retain all employees, consultants,
sub-consultants, contractors, sub-contractors, and suppliers necessary for the proper execution of the
project as it has been listed in the DBF SOQ submitied in response to this solicitation unless otherwise
agreed bebween the parties and approved by the City.
