Cummins is passing on tariffs, imposed in 2018 by the US government, to Daimler Trucks Nonh 
America effective January 1. 2019 for both medium duty and heavy duty engines. 


The tariffs are directly impacting production costs for Cummins and they have been wor1<ing to 
reduce the impact to customers. Due to uncertainty related to how long these tariffs will be in 
place, Cummins is now passing on a tariff surcharge to their customers, for both medium duty 
and heavy duty engines. 


Effective for vehicles invoiced April 1, 2019 and beyond, Freightliner will be passing on a tariff 
surcharge for the Cummins 86.7 and L9 engines of $280. Due to Detroit heavy duty engine 
capacity constraints in 2019, the tariff is currently not being passed on for the X15 and X12 
engines. 


These tariffs being passed on w~I only remain in place as long as the government has tariffs in 
place.
