If. within the 
guarantee period any defects occur due to a faulty Product or Services (including without 
limitation a failure to comply with the Specifications), the Company at its expense, shall 
repair or adjust the condition, or replace the Produci andlor Services to Ihe complete 
sot is fOCI ion of the City. These repairs. replacements or adjustments shall be made only at 
such time as will be designated by the City to ensure the leasl impact to the operalion of 
City business. 


23. NO LIENS: All Producls shall be delivered and shall remain free and clear of all liens and 
encumbrances. 


2~. MANUFACTURER OR DEALER ADVERTISEMENT: No manufacturer or dealer 
shall advertise on Producls delivered 10 the City withoul prior approval by the City. 
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25. RIGHT TO COVER: If the Company fails to comply with any tenn or condition of the 
Contracl or the Company's response to the ITB. Ihe Cily may lake any of Ihe following 
actions with or without terminating the Contract. nnd in addition to and without limiting 
any other remedies it may have: 


(A) Employ such means as it may deem advisable and nppropriate to obtain the 
applicable Products andlor Services (or reasonable substitutes) from a third party; 
and 


(B) Recover from the Company the difference between what the City paid for such 
Products andlor Services on the open market and the price of sllch Products 
andlor Services under the Contnlct or the Company's response to the ITB. 


26. RIGHT TO WITHHOLD PAYMENT: If Company breaches any provision of the 
Contract the City shall have the right to withhold all payments due to the Company until 
such breach has been fully cured. 


27. OTHER REMEDI ES: Upon breach of the Contrac~ each party may seek nil legnl and 
equitable remedies to which it is entilled. The remedies set forth herein shall be decmed 
cumulative and not exclusive and may be exercised successively or concurrently. in 
addition to nny other available remedy. 


28. TERMINATION. 


29.1 TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE. The City may lerminate this Conlmct at any 
time without cause by giving sixty (60) days wrinen notice to Ihe Company. The 
Company may terminate this Contract at any time without cause by giving one 
hundred and eighty (180) days wrillen notice to the City. 


29.2 TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT BY EITHER PARTY. By giving wrillen notice to 
the other party. either party may terminate this Contract upon the occurrence of one 
or more of the following events: 


29.2.1 The other party violates or fnils to perform any covennnt. provision.

default is reasonably susceptible to cune: and (ij) the other party cunes such 
defnult within thirty (30) days of receipt of wrilten nOlice or default from the 
non·delhulting party; or 


29.2.2 The other party anempts to assign. lenni nate or cancel this Contmct contrary 
to the terms heneot; or 


29.2.3 The other party ceases to do business as a going concern. makes nn 
assignment ror Ihe benefit of creditors. admits in writing its inabilily to pay 
debts os they become due. tiles a petition in bankruplcy or has an involuntnry 
bankruptcy pelilion tiled ugainst il (except in connection with a 
reorganization under which the business of such party is continued und 
performance of all ils obligations under this Contract shall conlinue). or if a 
receiver. trustee or liquidator is nppoinled ror it or any subslantial part of 
other party's assets or properties. 


Any notice of default pursuant 10 this Section shall identitY and state the 
party's intent to terminate this Contract if the default is not cured \YUhin the 
specified period. 
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29.3 ADDITIONAL GROUNDS FOR DEFAULT TERMINATION BY THE CITY. By 
giving wrillen notice 10 the Company, the City may also terminate Ihis Contract upon 
the occurrence of one or more of the following events (which shall each constitute 
grounds for tennination without a cure period and without the occurrence of any of 
the other events of default previously listed): 


29.3.1 The Company makes or allows to be made any material wrinen 
misrepresentation or provides any materially misleading wrinen infonnation 
in connection with this Contract, Company's Bid. or any covenan~ 
agreement. obligation. tenn or condition contained in this Contract; or 


29.3.2 The Company takes or fails to take any action which constitutes grounds for 
immediate tennination under the tenns of this Contract, including but not 
limited to failure to obtain or maintain the insurance policies and 
endorsements as required by this Contract. or failure to provide the proof of 
insurance as required by this Contract. 


29,4 NO EFFECT ON TAXES, FEES, CHARGES. OR REPORTS. Any tennination of 
the Contract shall not relieve the Company of the obligation to pay any fees, taxes or 
other charges then due to the City. nor relieve the Company of the obligation to liIe 
any daily, monthly, quarterly or annual reports covering the period to lenni nation nor 
relieve the Company from any claim for damages previously accrued or then 
accruing against the Company. 


29.5 OBLIGATIONS UPON EXPIRATION OR TERMINATION. Upon expiration or 
temlination of this Contrac~ the Company shall promptly (a) return to the City all 
computer programs. files, documentation, data, media. related material and any other 
recording devices, infonnation, or compact discs that arc owned by the City; (b) 
provide the City with su/TIcient data necessary to migrate to a new vendor, or allow 
the City or a new vendor access to the systems. software, infrastructure. or processes 
of the Company that are necessary to migrate to a new vendor; and (c) refund to the 
City all pre-paid sums for Products or Services that have been cancelled and will not 
be delivered. 


29.6 NO SUSPENSION. In the event that the City disputes in good Iilith an allegation of 
default by the Company, notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Contract, 
the Company agrees that it will not terminate this Contract or suspend or limit the 
delivery of Products or Services or any warranties or repossess. disable or render 
unusable any Software supplied by the Company. unless (i) the parties agree in 
writing. or (ii) an order ofa court of competent jurisdiction detcnnines otherwise. 


29.7 AUTHORITY TO TERMINATE. The City Manager or their designee is authorized 
to tenninate this Contract on behalf of the City. 


29.8 TRANSITION SERVICES UPON TERMINATION. Upon tennination or expiration 
of this Contract, the Company shall cooperate with the City to assist with the orderly 
transfer of the Products. Services, functions and operations provided by the Company 
hereunder to another provider or to the City as detennined by the City in its sole 
discretion. The transition services that the Company shall perfonn if requested by 
the City include but are not limited to: 


29.8.1 Working with the City to jointly develop a mutually agreed upon transition 
services plan to facilitate the tennination of the Services: and 
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29.8.2 Notifying all affected vendors and subcontractors of the Company of 
transition activities; 


29.8.3 Performing the transition service plan activities; 


29.8.4 Answering questions regarding the products and services on an as-needed 
basis; and 


29.8.5 Providing such other reasonable services needed to effectuate an orderly 
transition to a new system. 


29. NO DELA Y DAMAGES: Under no circumstances shall the City be liable to the Company 
for any damages arising from delay. whether caused by the City or nol. 


30. MULTIPLE CONTRACT A WARDS. 11ds Contract is not e~clusive. The City reserves 
the risht to award multiple contracts for the Products and Services required by this Contract 
if the City deems multiple Contracts to be in the City'S best interest. 


31. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. 11le relationship of the panics established by this 
Contract is solely that of independent contractors, and nothing contained in this Contract 
shall be construed to (i) give any pony the power to direct or control the day-to·day 
activities of the other, (ii) constitute such ponies as panners, joint ventures, co-owners or 
otherwise as pnnicipants in a joint or common undenaking: (iii) make either pany an agent 
of the other for any purpose whatsoever, or (iv) give either party the authority to act for. 
bind. or otherwise create or assume any obligation on behalf of the other. Nothing herein 
shall be deemed to eliminate any fiduciary duty on the part of the Company to the City that 
may arise under law or under the terms of this Contract. 


32. INDEMNIFICATION: To the fullest extent pennitted by law, the Company shall

The CilY shall be named as additional insured during nnd unlil completion of Ihe work 
under the commercial general liabilily insunmce for operdlions or services rendered undcr 
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Ihis Conlrac\. The Company's insurance shall be primary of any self-funding and/or 
insurance olherwise carried by Ihe Cily for all loss or damages arising from lhe 
Consullant's operations under Ihis agreement. The Company and ~ach of its subcomraclors 
sholl and does waive all rights of subrogalion against Ihe Cily and each of Ihe Indemnitees. 
as defined in Section 5.1. 


The Company shall not commence any work in conneclion wilh Ihe Conlract unlil il has 
oblained all of Ihe Iypes orinsumnce sel forth in Ihis Form, and such insurance has been 
approved by Ihe City. The Company shall not allow any subeontmclor to commence work 
on ils subeonlracl unlil all similar insurance required oflhe subconlraclor has been oblained 
and approved. 


All insurance policies shall be wilh insurers qualified and doing business in North Carolina 
recognized by Ihe Secretary of S13le and Ihe Insumnce Commissioner's Office. The 
Company shaH furnish Ihe City wilh proof of insurance covernge by c~rtificales of 
insurance accompanying Ihe Comrac\. 


All insurance certificates musl include Ihe Cily of CharlOllc's conlmct number in Ihe 
descriplion field. 


The City sholl be exempt from. and in no way liable for any sums of money Ihat may 
reprcsent a deduclible in any insurnnce policy. The paymenl of such deduclible shall be Ihe 
sole responsibility oflhe Company andlor subeonlmclor providing such insurnnce.

Article V of the Charlone Cily Code, and consenls to be bound by the award of 
any arbitralion conducled Ihereunder. As part of such compliance, Ihe Company shall not 
discriminate on Ihe basis of race. gender. religion, nOlional origin, elhnicily, oge or 
disabilily in lhe soliciralion. scleclion. hiring. or lrealment of subeomraclors. vendors or 
suppliers in connection with a Cily conlracl or cOnlraCI solicitalion process. nor shall Ihe 
Company relaliale ogainst any person or enlity for reporting inslances of such 
discrioninalion. The Company shall provide equal opportunity for subconlmclors, vendors 
and suppliers 10 participate in all of ils subconlracling and supply opportunities on City 
contracts. provided Ihat nOlhing comained in Ihis clause shall prohibil or Iimil olherwise 
lawful efforts to remedy Ihe elfeclS of markelplace discriminalion Ihal has occurred or is 
occurring in the markelplace. The Company understands and agrees Ihol a violation of Ihis 
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clause shall be considered a material breach of this Contract Dnd may result in termination 
of Ihis Conlract. disqualification of the Company from participating in City contracts or 
other sanctions. 


As a condition of entering into this Contract, the Company agrees to: (a) promptly provide 
to the City in a format specified by the City all intbmlOtion and documentation that may be 
requested by the City from time to time regarding the solicitation. selection. treatment Dnd 
payment of subcontractors in connection with this Contract; and (b) if requested, provide to 
the City within sixty days after the request a truthful and comptete list of the names of all 
subcontractors, vendors. and suppliers that the Company has used on City contracts in the 
past five years. inCluding the total dollar amount paid by the Company on each subcontract 
or supply contract. The Company further agrees to fully cooperate in any investigation 
conducted by the City pursuant to the City's Non-Discrimination Policy. 10 provide any 
documents relevant to such investigation that are requested by the City, and to be bound by 
the award of any arbitration conducted under such Policy. 


The Company agrees to provide to the City from time to time on the City'S request, 
payment atlidavits detailing the amounts paid by the Company to subcontractors and 
suppliers in connection widl this Contract within a certain period of time.

TIle Company will ensure that its employees and 
agenls shall. whenever on the City'S premises, obey all instructions and directions issued by 
the City's project manager with respect to work on the City's premises. The Company 
agrees that its personnel and the personnel of its subcontractors will comply with all rules, 
regulations and security procedures of the City when on the City's premises. 


37. BACKGROUND CHECKS: The Company agrees that it has conducted or will conduct 
background checks on all personnel who will be working at the Charlone service facility or 
delivering Products or Services under the Contract. The Company will conduci such 
background checks prior to the personnel commencing work hereunder, whether as part of 
the Company's standard pre-employment screening practices or othenvisc. The Company 
will complete a background check on an annual basis for each person working at the 
Charlone facility. Background check will include at a minimum:

any Services under this Conlroct, the Company shall contnctthe City immedialely. 


38. DRUG-FREE WORKPLACE. The City is a drug-free workplace employer. The 
Company hereby cenifies that iI has or it will within thirty (30) days after execution of this 
Contract: 


38.1 NotilY employees that the unlawful manufacture. distribution. dispensalion, 
possession, or use of controlled subslance is prohibited ill Ihe workplace ami 
specilylng aclions that will be laken for violalions of such prohibilion: 


38.2 ESlablish a drug-free awareness program to infonn employees about (i) the dangers 
of drug abuse in the workplace. (ii) the Company's policy of l1Iainlaininll a drug-free 
workplace, (iii) any available drug counseling. rehabililalion, and employee 
assistance progroms, and (iv) the penalties that may be imposed upon employees for 
drug abuse violalions;

A false certification or the failure to comply with the above dn,s-free workplace 
requiremenls during the perfonnance of this Controcl shall be ground for suspension, 
terminalion or debarment. 


39. NOTICES. Any nolice, cousent or other communlcalion required or conlemplaled by Ihis 
Contrncl shall be in wriling. nnd shall be delivered in person, by U.S. moil. by overnight 
courier, by eleclronic mail or by telefax 10 the intended recipient at the address set forth 
below. NOlice shali be eO'ective upon the date of receipl by the intended recipient; 
provided Ihal any notice which is sent by telefax or eloelronlc mail shall also be 
simuilaneously sent by mail deposited wilh the U.S. Poslal Service or by overnight courier. 
Each party may change its address for nolification purposes by giving Ihe omer party 
wrilten nolice oflhe new address and lhe date upon which il shall bccome elTcclive.

41. FORCE MAJEURE: Neither pony shall be liable for any failure or dda)' in the 
performance of its obligations pursuant to the Contract, and such failure or delay shall not 
be deemed a default of the Contract or grounds for tennination hereunder if all of the 
following conditions ore satisfied:

Jacksonville Fire & Rescue Department (JFRD) has been using Target Solutions to track 
online training and certification requirements. The current contract bid SC # 0260-1715 
scheduled to expire on November 2, 2020. JFRD Is requesting to continue to use Target 
Solutions as a single source vendor for fiscal year 2021. Previous attempts to fonnally 
bid these system requirements have resulted in companies responding who cannot meet 
the required specifications nor had the capability to handle even most of our needs. 


We have several events this year which we depend on their accuracy and record 
management of training records.

Request for Single Source Award for Florida Housing Coalition 


The Mayor's Office is requesting a Single Source Award be issued to the Florida Housing Coalition 
("FHC"), pursuant to Section 126.312, Ordinance Code, to provide the City with consulting services 
related to the implementation of a surplus lands program that transfers real properties to a community 
land trust for affordable housing and related community enhancements. 


The City hosted a workshop in November, 2019 whereby FHC moderated a discussion with multiple 
for-profit and non-profit affordable housing developers and advocates in order to assist the City in 
developing an affordable housing strategy that will help educate neighborhoods on revitalization 
techniques to ensure the public safety, equitable development and shared prosperity for all. One of 
the results of the discussion was that a community land trust would be the most effective tool in the 
development and preservation of affordable housing for our citizens. FHC is the state-wide expert in 
the development and implementation of community land trusts, and has been the sole source provider 
of training and technical assistance on this topic for multiple municipalities around the state for over 
20 years. FHC will be partnering with the Local Initiatives Support Corporation ("LlSC") as the CLT's 
ideal corporate structure is a non-profit. The City's local LISC office is extremely knowledgeable about 
the current real estate market and works with affordable housing partners dally to help them build 
capacity, by lending bridge loans, and overall consultation regarding the affordable housing industry. 
L1SC's national office brings the community land trust expertise from a nationwide perspective directly 
to Jacksonville. Additionally, FHC has already secured a grant from Wells Fargo to help create and 
launch Jacksonville's CLT, which adds a savings to the project of $10,000. Further, the Jessie Ball 
duPont Fund has also agreed to contribute $70,000 towards this proposal ($40,000 will be 
appropriated in FY 20-21 and $30,000 win be appropriated in FY 21-22), which will be depoSited into 
the Mayor's Education Trust Fund. 


The total contract amount will be $170,000.00, with the costs outiined in the attached Exhibit "A". The 
funds are available in two separate self-appropriating trust funds. A total of $100,000 is appropriated 
In Fund 11601 , Center 170107, Account 583010, Project 000562, Activity 00000000, Interfund 00000, 







Future 0000000 and a total of $70,000 will be appropriated in Fund 11527, Center 101002, Account 
366020, Project 001611, Activity 00000000, Interfund 00000, Future 00000oo for this contract. The 
City is currently working on the grant application to receive the $70,000 in funding from the Jessie Ball 
duPont Fund, but the process is a relatively short one and we anticipate the FY 20-21 funds to be 
deposited very soon. Regardless, the funding that the City has already appropriated will cover all year 
1 costs of the agreement.

Project Description 


The project, a joint effort between the Florida Housing Coalition (the Coalition) and the Local Initiatives 
Support Corporation (LlSC), is the implementation of a surplus lands program that transfers real properties 


to a community land trust to the greatest extent possible for stewardship and eventual disposition for 


affordable housing or related community enhancements. 


The approach is twofold: the first step is the evaluation of the City of Jacksonville's portfolio of abandoned, 
condemned, tax-delinquent, and foreclosed properties to determine the best pathway for the properties 
to enhance the community and provide long-term affordable housing. This work will include the 


completion of a three year business plan to determine the feasibility, viability and sustainability of a 
community land trust structure based upon different scenarios of portfolio size and market forces that 
can be addressed by the land trust. The second step for the project is the implementation of the 
community land trust program for development of permanently affordable properties. 


Background 


The City of Jacksonville has a large inventory of City-owned real properties. These properties were acquired 
mostly through a judicial foreclosure process following property tax default or foreclosure of nuisance liens. 
The City wants to turn these properties, which have had a deleterious effect on neighborhoods, into 
neighborhood assets. The presence of these blighted properties is an obstacle to the stabilization and 
revitalization of the neighborhoods. The properties are a maintenance burden, generate no property tax 
revenue, and are currently not an asset for the community. 


While the City has seen results from its current surplus land disposition program, there remains a high 


number of condemned properties that have not been absorbed by the surplus land program. The 
enactment of Ordinance 2018-871-E authorized the Real Estate Division to manage City-owned property 
including the disposition for affordable housing (Sec. 122-423). The City has complied with Florida Statutes Ch. 
125.379 which requires the preparation of an inventory list of surplus properties that are suitable for 
housing. In an effort to formalize the disposition of these properties, the City passed legislation authorizing 
the sale of surplus properties with the proceeds going to an Affordable Housing Special Revenue Fund 
(2019-290 and 2018-871 Section 122.423). 


The current surplus land program Is structured to take in properties, clear liens and conduct demolition, 
but the disposition of the growing inventory of condemned properties requires a more robust approach. This 
new approach requires a system that rigorously evaluates the condemned and abandoned properties and 


links with a structure that has housing at the core of its mission and can provide the targeted marketing 
and neighborhood collaboration needed. 


Note: This proposol uses the term "surplus land program" to refer to the City's existing program operated 
primarily by the Real Estate Division. The proposal also uses the term land bank as a general description. The 
term "land bank" is defined by HUD as, "a governmental or nongovernmental nonprofit entity established, 
at least in part, to assemble, temporarily manage, and dispose of vacant land for the purpose of stabilizing 
neighborhoods and encouraging re-use or redevelopment of urban property . ... " Since Florida does not have 
state land bank enabling legislation, there is no statutory definition of a land bank; many communities that 
operate surplus land programs are in effect operating a land bank. The Coalition appreciates the term 
land bank because it conveys the value of properties that are depOSited and transferred to recipients 
for the purpose of recovering the value of the property to the public goad. 







Proposal 


Florida Housing Coalition and LlSC propose to assist the City of Jacksonville with the implementation of 


a surplus land policy and procedure framework that will connect the City's existing program with a private 


community land trust. The organizations will evaluate the current inventory of publicly controlled assets 
and make recommendations for the transfer of residential properties to the community land trust. 


The two organizations intend to launch the community land trust' (CLT) as a special program of Jacksonville 


LISe. The Coalition will guide LlSC in program development and implementation of a land banking 


operation that allows for the sale or donation of properties to nonprofit or private housing developers 


subject to a 99-year ground lease that will guarantee affordability in perpetuity. The Coalition will assist 


the CLT in preparing its operating procedures and implementation tools including the ground lease and 


a property profile system. During the planning phase, LlSC will focus its attention on completing a business 


plan for the CLT which will include three-years of financial modeling, including revenue and expense 


projections based upon different scenarios related to the volume of property acquisitions and dispositions 
by the CLT. 


'The Coalition will use grant funding from Wells Forgo to help create and launch the CL T. Organizing and 
developing a sound financial plan for the eLT would be supported by this proposal. 


Approach 


The formation of a community land trust will be made possible by the alignment of stakeholders from 


the public, private, and philanthropic sectors around a common housing agenda. This approach will 


leverage the collective investments and strengths of all, develop a unified and comprehensive 


framework for housing, open new opportunities for collaboration, and bring together resources in the most 


effective way. 


Our approach is designed to help the City move its increasing inventory of condemned and abandoned 


properties to a productive use that enhances the surrounding neighborhoods. We anticipate that: 


• The City will continue to acquire distressed properties through foreclosure and tax reversion 


• The properties will be evaluated and the CL T will take title to properties appropriate for housing 


directly from the City 


• The CLTwili be responsible for property maintenance with City support 


• The CLTwili market the properties for housing and other neighborhood enhancing uses including 


single family, multifamily, side lots, pocket parks, etc. 


• The CLT will continue to own the land and will offer a 99-year ground lease to nonprofits or 


builders, with emphasis on offering to community-based organizations those properties that lie 


within that organization's geography. 


• The ground lease contains a right of repurchase that would be exercised by the CL T when the 


lessee wishes to sell or transfer the improvement. The CLT would then release the land and sell 


the improvement to an eligible household or entity keeping the home affordable. 







Deliverables, Timeline and Budget Payment 


Phase 1: Formation of eLT Program - within 4 months from execution of the contract: 
• Establish a CLT line of business within LlSC. This deliverable is paid for by a grant from Wells Fargo. 


• Coalition provides a webinar presentation detailing the ClT framework. 


Phase 2a: Implementation of CLT and Surplus Land Program Analysis-within 12 months of contract 
execution: 


• Provide best practices training for operation of LISC elT. Assist with job descriptions for CLT 
administration; operating documents including ground lease, relevant tools, and templates; training 
on the use of the ground lease and future transactions; and operating procedures for the ClT, 
Including assistance with policies, procedures, and staff training. 


• Assess City-owned properties acquired as a result of abandonment and municipal foreclosure. 
Determine the suitability for housing of each parcel based on physical characteristics, neighborhood 
goals, and potential for development as housing. Include key LiSe staff in all of these activities. 
Assist with evaluation criteria for property selection; criteria for determination of best use for 
property; multifamily, single family, side lot, pocket park, community garden, etc.; marketing 
methods; community and neighborhood collaboration; application and disposition criteria. 


• Coalition provides a webinar presentation detailing the progress of this project. 


• Prepare interim report. 


Phase 2b: Completion of a three- year business plan for a Jacksonville Community Land Trust 
• Assess and recommend reasonable revenue and expenses projections over a three-year period. 
• Determine appropriate management, staffing and oversight structure. 
• Analyze market conditions to determine redevelopment costs, market demand and potential public 


investment opportunities to encourage overall redevelopment activity. 


• LlSC will assess the range of title issues associated with the current City portfolio of surplus 
properties. 


• LlSC will recommend a range of strategies to expedite the delivery of clear title to end 
users/occupants for surplus properties designated for the ClT. 


• Assess the opportunity to attract properties beyond city surplus land for the eLT. 
• Complete a three-year operating budget for the ClT. 
• Identify appropriate internal and external management and tracking systems for maintenance and 


disposition of ClT properties 


Phase 3: Ongoing Implementation of CLT Implementation and Program Buildout (within 24 months of 
contract execution) 


• Assess the pipeline of incoming properties. 
• Evaluate the locations and types of properties and address the scale of properties that may 


become available to develop the CLT framework with the capacity to manage not only held 
properties but future acquisitions. 


• Review current practices and policies through the Code of Ordinances relevant to nuisance 
properties and the method of determining suitability for housing including 2018-871 and 2019-290. 
Provide observations and recommendations. 


• Research and recommend an online tracking system of appropriate complexity for maintenance 
and disposition of the surplus properties. Include City and LlSC in review and analysis. 


• Coalition provides a webinar presentation detailing the progress of this project. 
• Prepare final report.

Relevant Experience 


The Florida Housing Coalition has deep experience in both land bank programs and community land trusts, 
in addition to the financing, development and preservation of affordable housing. The Coalition 


established the Florida Community Land Trust Institute in January 2000; since 2007 the Coalition has 


assisted counties and municipalities in Florida and Texas with land bank planning and procedures. 


Land Bank Experience 


St. Lucie County, 2007. The Coalition prepared a land bank plan with policies and procedures. The County 


was faced with platted lots escheating through tax reversion and lacked a program other than traditional 


surplus land auctions to dispose of the properties. The investors were not interested In the scattered site 


single family lots. Eventually the county deployed the Neighborhood Stabilization Program to develop 


foreclosed properties as well as acquire more foreclosed lots. Assistance was provided to the City of Port 


St. Lucie during this timeframe to address the number of abandoned houses that had been condemned 


due to poor construction. The Coalition worked with HUD on an agreement to meet the clearance of slum 


and blight national objective for that inventory. 


City of West Palm Beach, 2011. The City was faced with a growing inventory of foreclosed properties in 


its community redevelopment areas Coleman Park and Northwood. The City had built this inventory in 


anticipation of Neighborhood Stabilization Program funds that would repay expenses and build new 


homes. The Coalition held a series of public meetings and meet with community stakeholders. A Land 


Bank Plan was prepared that provided principles and criteria for the disposition process. In the decade 


since the City began to systematically replace vacant lots with homes, the surplus land program has 
become a key feature of its affordable housing program. Nonprofit and private developers may acquire 


properties through sale or donation which keeps housing costs in the affordable range. 


Port Arthur, Texas, 2011. The Coalition provided technical assistance to the City of Port Arthur as it 
grappled with an inventory of over 200 abandoned and delinquent properties under the Neighborhood 


Stabilization Program. Gladys Cook guided the City to evaluate and assess each parcel for its suitability for 
housing or alternatives such as parks, side lots, or conservation. Recommendations were provided to the 


City Attorney to implement the Texas Land Bank Enabling legislation so that the disposition of buildable 


sites could be expedited by housing providers. These properties were not only impacted by the Great 


Recession but by Hurricane Ike from which dozens of collapsed and damaged buildings remained. The City 


was able to utilize its NSP funding and reduce its inventory. 


Dallas, Texas, 2017. The City of Dallas asked the Coalition to assist with program reforms of its Urban Land 


Bank Demonstration Program. The inventory of abandoned properties continued to increase but the 
existing program was not effectively moving properties to private development as housing. The program 


had been initially funded by municipal bonds and the land bank was not netting enough in revenue to 


function on its own. There were conflicts of interest and negative publicity that led to a suspension of any 


land transfers. The Coalition was asked to review the program and make recommendations for policies 


and procedures that would prevent abuse and to identify other means for the land bank to remain solvent. 


The Coalition worked with land bank staff and administrative officials to reform the system. The 2019 


Annual Report of the Dallas Land Bank notes that the land bank has led to 3,733 single family homes and 
2,933 rental units. 







University of Miomi, 2017. The Coalition produced a report about best practice models for community 


land trusts, land banks and urban land conservancies as part of project on Shored Equity and Permanent 


Affordability. The report provided models and applications for Miami-Dade County. 


Communitv land Trust Experience 


The Florida Community land Trust Institute, a program of the Florida Housing Coalition, was founded by 


Florida Housing Coalition CEO Jaimie Ross in January 2000. The Florida Community land Trust Institute 


(Florida ClT Institute) supports excellence in community land trusts and other shared-equity housing 


models, as well as policy initiatives such as inclusionary zoning and linkage fee ordinances. In regard 
to community land trusts in Florida, the Florida ClT Institute provides assistance to government and 


nonprofit entities to assess whether a community land trust is appropriate for a particular community 


and, if so, direction for choosing the best model along with startup and capacity-building activities. 


The Florida Cl T Institute is a national leader in best practices for CL Ts. It was chosen by both Fannie Mae 


and Freddie Mac to develop and implement pilot programs for the nation. With support from Fannie Mae, 


we developed a lender guideline review program to assure salability in the secondary market. With 


support from Freddie Mac, the Coalition's Institute developed a Cl T training and certification program. 


Receiving ClT certification from the Florida Housing Coalition requires meeting high standards for program 


documentation and procedures. The concept behind Cl T certification is that lenders and local 


governments can have confidence in the operations of the ClT, knowing that loans will be saleable on the 
secondary market and that the stewardship of the ClT makes it the ideal nonprofit to manage or develop 


surplus lands. 


Virtually all the 18 CLTs in Florida have been assisted by the Coalition. Below some recent ClT work is 


highlighted. 


The Central Florida Regional Housing Trust. The Coalition launched, on behalf of the Community 


Foundation of Central Florida, the framework for a community land trust with a regional market. The 


Coalition prepared a business plan for the ClT along with operating procedures and a three-year staffing 


plan and budget. The multi-county CLT is working most closely with the City of Orlando in an initiative to 


prevent displacement in the rapidly developing Parramore neighborhood and is set to take title to close 


to 100 troubled properties. 


Florida Keys Community Land Trust. In the wake of Hurricane Irma, the Coalition was asked to set up a 


community land trust to rebuild Big Pine Key. This island was the epicenter of destruction and most of the 


workforce housing was destroyed. The ClT has been awarded $8 million in CDBG-DR funds for the 


development of 17 homes on a former trailer park and has 4 new cottages occupied with a plan for 7 
more. The Coalition has guided the ClT through the formation stages, forging a relationship with Monroe 


County, and widespread community and philanthropic support. 


ROOF. Residential Options of Florida (ROOF) is a statewide ClT focused on homes for persons with 
developmental disabilities. The Coalition worked with this organization from its inception in 2015. A 


solution was needed that would provide lifelong independent living options coupled with permanent 


affordability. ROOF now has six homes in place or under construction in three (ounties. Many more homes 


are planned as boards of trustees are assembled statewide. In addition to working with local communities 


and ClTs, the Florida Housing Coalition supports all the ClTs in Florida with policy work at the state and 
local level. For example, the ad valorem tax treatment for ClTs codified in FlOrida Statute 193.018 was the 


result of the Coalition's education and advocacy. Similarly, the Coalition drafted the sample SHIP strategy 







for local governments, allowing the down payment monies used for CLT homebuyers to remain in the 


property as the CLT transfers title from one income eligible home buyer to the next. 


The Coalition has also published guidance on surplus land and land banking, and a primer on CLTs. 


Florida's Surplus Land Statutes for Affordable Housing: A Guidebook for Implementation Using Best 


Practices. 2019. The surplus lands guidebook was prepared to support local governments in the 
implementation of its surplus land to benefit the development of affordable housing. The guide provides 


step by step instructions in forming a program to implement Florida Surplus Land Statutes. 


Community Land Trust Primer, Florida Housing Coalition, 2015. The CLT Primer is an all-inclusive resource 


for the formation and operation of community land trusts in Florida. The Primer includes model legal 


documents and guidance for local governments and nonprofit organizations seeking to deploy the CLT as 


a tool for the provision of housing that is affordable in perpetuity.

Dear Scotl: 


I appreciate the opportunity to provide you with this proposal for engineerfng services, which is 
based on our discussions wilh the City and Ihe 30% plans prepared by CSI Engineers dale 11-
16·18. This fee proposal is based on utilizing the COJ approved CSI 30% civil plans to 90%. 
While this proposal does not include formal agency permitting, it will include initial levels if 5\. 
Johns River Waler Management Dislrict (WMD) and COJ DMG coordinalion of understandings. 
Wilh that, it is also understood all survey needed, including utility route surveys. A survey budget 
has been included the provide a route survey to the nearest understood waler main connection 
poinl that is located at the closesl fire hydran\. Geotech is provided by others. COJ, with 
assistance from GBA, will need to confirm the flood zone aSSignment and the involvements 
associated with it. From our online review, it appears the site would largely be located within the 
0.2% flood chance assignment. This flood zone designation can vary in terms of what is required 
for improvements within it, one if which is nothing is needed, so given this was not a noted issue 
at the 30% plan level, GBA is not including any involvements related to issues associated with 
the building improvement at this time. It IS also understood that the sewer will be a gravity lateral 
to an adjacent existing sewer pump station. In regards to the water, wilhout having any additional 
information to the location of a water main 6" or larger, were are baSing this proposal that 
adequate domestic water capacity is available within 200' of the new building, however, the 
nearest fire hydrant is approximately 900' away from the new building, which is 400' further than 
code allows which is 500'. Thus, the understanding is a new water main will need to be extended 
to provide either adequate fire hydrant protechon or both fire hydrant protection and fire sprinkler 
supply should the required 1500 GPM at 20 psi not be available. This may also require the fire 
sprinkler engineer to include a fire pump. 


The CSI 30% plans show an existing approximately 10' wide gravel drive serving the new building. 
This typically would not be considered an adequate width for emergency vehicle access, nor is it 
conforming to COJ land development code. Given that, this fee proposal Is based on the 
assumption that the approximate 10' driveway width is not adequate and our design will widen to 
the zoning and fire access minimum requirements. It is to be noted that this Issue can greally 
impact the site construction cost for the building should it be required to be widened, especially It 
hardened surfaces such as asphalt or concrete are utilized. Since it Is understood that this 90% 
design is to used for the construction GMP package, should this approach change, the City shall 
advise GBA during the 90% design process. GBA's fee will not ailer regardless of the drive width 
determination. Given the use of the facmty and the plans not showing any on campus sidewalk 
connections, it is also understood the standard ADA campus sidewalk Interconnections are not 
required.

I appreciate the opportunity to provide you with this proposal for engineering services, which is 
based on our discussions, site visit and meeting with the COJ. It is understood the project consists 
of a small building addition on the north side of the existing building, the demolition of several 
residential building structures to allow for a new driveway connection to the rear (east side) of the 
building that will connect to Forbes Sl. The existing most southerly two apparatus bay 
connections to McDuff Ave. will be removed.

PROJECT INFORMATION 


Project information was provided to us through recent correspondence with you. We understand 
thc project consists of adiitions to City of Jacksonville Fire Station 1110. The additions will 
include a one-story building expansion, adjacent pavement areas, and stormwater management 
improvements. Detailed structural loads have not been provided, therefore we assume maximum 
column and wall loads of 75 kips and 2 kif, respectively. Detailed grading information has not 
been provided, therefore we assume 11 maximum of 2 feet of elevating fill may be required to 
achieve the finish grades. 


PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION 


Based on our understanding of the project, as requested, we propose to drill two standard 
penetration test (SPT) borings in the proposed building eKpansion area to depths of 20 feet, three 
auger borings in the proposed pavement areas to depths of 6 feet, one pavement core of the 
existing pavement, and one auger boring in the proposed retention area to a depth of 6 feet. We 
will perform one double ring infiltrometer test in the proposed retention area at a depth of2 feet 
lind will obtain one horizontal tube sample at a depth of two feet for laboratory falling-head 
permeability tesling.
