During the meeting, we discovered that, although we were fully funded for the 12-month contract period, we were not fully
funded for the 10-month contract period. Chardae and Jodie explained that apparently the 10-month amount was calculated by
taking the 12-month amount (which was $93,000), dividing by 12, then multiplying by 10, which comes to $77,500. However,
we requested $86,000 for the 10-month contract period because we knew we would have some up front costs that would not
necessary recur in subsequent years. For example, we included $1,000 for the cost of a computer for the program manager in
the 10-month contract. There is no need to repeat that cost in future years. Also, we included $5,600 for background
screenings during the 10-month period, realizing that all of our mentors would need to be screened. After the first year, we onl
budgeted $1,750 per year. Also, we expect to have 2 field trips during the first 10-month contract, as well as during the
subsequent 12-month contracts. Therefore, the amount for field trips should not be lower in year ane simply because it's a 10
month period.

The budgets for both the 10-month period and the 12-month periods were carefully thought out, based on differing needs for
each year. We respectfully request to have the 10-month funding increased from the approved $77,500 to the requested
$86,000.

The State Attorney’s Office reviewed the bids submitted in response to RFP ESC-0309-23. Our
evaluation recommends the award of the bid to Spartan Technology Solutions (“Spartan”)
based on the evaluation criteria outlined in the RFP. Spartan is the highest-scoring, responsive,
responsible bidder.

Our Information Services Director, IT Director, Data IT Specialist, and I evaluated the bids. The
scoring is as follows:

Karpel Solutions 70.97
365 Labs, LLC 66.11
Matrix Pointe Software, LLC 63.29

Porfirio Sperandio 0.00

Mr. Sperandio did not respond to all the bidding requirements, particularly the first component
of the bidding requirements - data conversion, implementation, and training.

The lump sum price of the award is $1,317,098. Data conversion, implementation, and training
amounts to $541,198. The total warranty and support for years 1 to 5 is $774,900.

Atrticle V, section 14 of the Florida Constitution requires the City of Jacksonville to provide IT
services to the State Attorney’s Office. The city partially meets this obligation through revenue
received under 28.24 F.S. for recording fees, By municipal ordinance, the State Attorney’s Office,
Courts, and the Public Defender’s Office executed an MOU to divide the proceeds of this fund.
We refer to this fund as the “15U.” Computer Information and Planning (CIP) charges

approximately $186,000 annually for our case management system, STAC. The charge is entirely
funded from city dollars.

Recognizing the 15U would not support purchasing a new case management system, in 2021, I
approached then ITD Director Ken Lathrop and Chief Financial Officer Joey Greive for funding
guidance, Effective October 2022, the city approved $600,000 for our project in ordinance 2022-
513-E. This funding should cover the initial implementation cost. Moreover, Spartan’s annual
maintenance cost will be less than the city is paying CIP once we phase out STAC.

Thank you again for the opportunity fo implement this important project for the State
Attorney’s Office. It has been over twenty years since we implemented a case management
system. I have provided the bid tabulation sheets and a copy of the ordinance supporting
funding for your review. Spartan will provide significant efficiencies and savings as we
migrate to its case management system.

The overall project consists of a new roadway at Mt. Olive Cemetery located in Jacksonville, Florida. Our
scope of work includes performing geotechnical exploration and evaluation for the road, which is approximately
2,035 feet long.

PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL TION

Field Exploration - The proposed exploration for the road will consist of geotechnical studies and the collection
of subsurface date by means of five (5) auger borings at & feet each at 500 feet spacing. Two LBR samples will
be picked up to be tested to provide LBR values. The exploration also consists of one (1) cased borehole
percolation test to be determine the soil infiltration rate. Sufficient testing wili be performed on soils recovered
from the borings for classification purposes. Soil samples will be classified, containerized, and marked in the
field and returned to the laboratory for visual inspection and classification by the geotechnical engineer using
the AASHTO and Unified Soil Classification Systems.

Indemnification

Contractor and its subcontractors (the “Indemnifying Party”) shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the City of
Jacksonville and their respective members, officers, officials, employees and agents (collectively the “Indemnified
Parties”) from and against, without limitation, any and all claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, injuries, liabilities,
fines, penalties, costs and expenses of whatsoever kind or nature, which may be incurred by, charged to or recovered
from any of the foregoing Indemnified Parties for:

1. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness, or intentionally wrongful conduct on
the part of the Indemnifying Party that causes injury {(whether mental or corporeal) to persons (including death) or
damage to property, whether arising out of or incidental to the Indemnifying Party’s performance of the Contract,
operations, services or work performed hereunder; and

2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates environmental exposures, arising from or in
connection with any environmental, health and safety liabilities, claims, citations, clean-up or damages whether
arising out of or relating to the operation or other activities performed in connection with the Contract; and

3. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates intellectual property exposures, arising
directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services provided under this Contract (the “Service(s)”), any
product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Contract, constitutes an
infringement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other intellectual property right. If in any suit or
proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use
is permanently enjoined, the Indemnifying Party shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure
within sixty (60} days, for the Indemnified Parties, a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or
product. If the Indemnifying Party fails to secure such a license for the Indemnified Parties, then the Indemnifying
Party shall replace the Service or product with a non-infringing Service or product or modify such Service or
product in a way satisfactory to the City, so that the Service or product is non-infringing.

If an Indemnified Party exercises its right under this Contract, the Indemnified Party will (1) provide reasonable
notice to the Indemnifying Party of the applicable claim or liability, and (2) allow Indemnifying Party, at its own
expense, to participate in the litigation of such claim or liability to protect its interests. The scope and terms of the
indemnity obligations herein described are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by, any insurance
provided pursuant to the Agreement or otherwise. Such terms of indemnity shall survive the expiration or
termination of the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of Section 725.06 or 725.08 of
the Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemnity shall remain in full force and effect. Further, any term which
offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes will be modified to comply with said statutes.
