Aerostar SES LLC (Aerostar) hereby submits this proposed change order for the subject contract.
The following sections present discussions of the requested work activities, costs, and time to
complete site activities.

Work Activity 4-1 — Additional Tonnage of Offsite Areas

Excavate and Transport Additional Soil - The bid documents stated that the tonnage of soil to be
excavated from the offsite areas would be 1,400 tons. However, as agreed by Geosyntec and the
City, the actual tonnage should have been 2,250 tons, Also, Aerostar requests that the volume of
soil be increased by 5% as allowed in the specifications. The total volume of soil for the contract
should be 2,362.5 tons (2.250 tons plus 5%). This is an increase of 892.5 tons at the off-site areas
(2.362.5 minus 1,470 tons already billed). These additional tons will be billed at the unit rates
within the contract.

Costs for Work Activity 4-1
These additional tons will be billed at the contract unit rates for “Excavation of Ash- impacted
Soil” and *Ash-Impacted Soil Transportation and Disposal” for the off-site areas.

Off-site-arcas 892.5 tons X ($25.90 + $8.93) = $31,085.78

Work Activity 4-2 — Excavation of Two Additional Ditches at ADA
During the performance of activities at the ADA, the City requested that Aerostar excavate two
ditches in the right-of-way (ROW) of Tabernacle Place South that were not part of the original
contract. The first ditch was located from north to south at the northeast corner of the ADA and
was necessary to match pre-work conditions to allow drainage of the properties located north of
the ROW into the Sharp Lane drainage ditch. The second ditch was located from west to east in
the northern portion of the ROW 1o allow the pond located to the northwest of the ADA to drain
into the Sharp Lane drainage ditch. Both ditches were requested after the completion of the final
- grade of these areas and required that the top soil and backfill be removed, impacted soil be
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excavated to insure that the final grade had two feet of clean cover. and the backfill and top soil
be replaced to achieve final grade. The excavated impacted soil could not be placed on the ADA
because the backfill was already complete over this area. Therefore, the excavated impacted soil
was staged on the FIA at an un-backfilled area near the 6-inch well that was to be abandoned. This
soil was ultimately transported to the Trail Ridge Landfill per the contract. The volume of soil
excavated and transported to the landfill is 245,53 tons (documented in soil spreadsheet).

Costs for Work Activity 4-2
Because the level of effort to perform this activity was comparable to the level of effort for the
offsite areas including transporting the soil to a staging area and loading the soil on a later date,
these additional tons will be billed at the contract unit rates for “Excavation of Ash-Impacted Soil”
and “Ash-Impacted Soil Transportation and Disposal” for the off-site areas.

The original document will be used solely
for official record keeping and auditing purposes.

2.5 Evaluation of Responses

A. Buyer will determine the qualifications, interest and availability of Contractors by
reviewing all Responses and, when deemed necessary in the sole discretion of Buyer, by
conducting formal interviews of selected Contractors that are determined to be the best
qualified based upon evaluation of the Responses.

B. The determination of which Contractors are “best qualified” will be based upon the
criteria set forth in the RFP.

C. Buyer will employ the following process steps when evaluating which Contractors are
“best qualified”:

1) Buyer will evaluate and score Responses using the evaluation criteria set forth in the
following table and in Attachment B.

2) Based on the scoring of the Response evaluations using the criteria above, Buyer
intends to short-list no less than two (2) but no more than four (4) Contractors for
software demonstrations. Buyer reserves the right to conduct more of fewer software
demonstrations at its sole discretion. Buyer will evaluate Contractor demonstrations
using the evaluation criteria set forth in the following table and in Attachment B-1.

3) Based on the combined scores of the response evaluation and software
demonstrations, Buyer will select the highest rated Response and begin contract
negotiations with the Implementation Services Contractor and the SaaS Solution

Contractor.

4) If successful in negotiations, Buyer will move forward to award contracts per the
guidelines outline in Section 2.6

D. Before making an award, Buyer reserves the right to seek clarifications, revisions, and
information it deems necessary for the proper evaluation of Responses. Failure to
provide any requested clarifications, revisions or information may result in rejection of
the Response.

E. Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Responses, or separable portions
thereof, and to waive any minor irregularity, technicality, or omission if Buyer
determines that doing so will serve Buyer’s best interests. Buyer may reject any Response
not submitted in the manner specified by the RFP.

2.6 Award of Contracts
