The one
bid for RFP ESC-0457-22 was submitted by Waste Management, Inc. of Florida (WM). The Solid Waste Division (SWD)
scored the bid response pursuant to the specifications, requirements and terms and conditions of ESC-0457-22 and all
issued addendums including personal interviews with references concerning levels of service for similar types of projects.

In addition, SWD reviewed the State of Florida www.Sunbiz.org to determine the current corporate status of the
respondent. Based on the scoring matrix contained in the RFP, WM scored an average total of 85.63 points out of 100
possible points with an offered per premise price of $28.53. Using the total premise count of 76,044 contained within the
RFP, the calculated bid amount would be $2,169,535.32 per month with a yearly total of $26,034,423.84. The total
contract award amount of $26,034,423.84 greatly exceeds the budgeted amount derived from the solid waste user fee
and the bid amounts received for rear load service under ESC-0458-22 so that it would not be in the best interest of the
City to consider this award. Therefore, the SWD respectfully requests to Reject all Bids for RFP ESC-0457-22. Nothing
contained herein shall be amended, modified or otherwise revised without prior CSPEC and Mayor’s approval.

Atotal of two (2) bids were received by the Procurement Division on October 12, 2022 for the Request for Proposals (RFP)
ESC-0458-22 Residential Curbside Solid Waste and Recyclable Collection and Transportation Rear Load for Service Area l.
The bids for RFP ESC-0458-22 were submitted by Meridian Waste Florida, LLC (Meridian Waste) and Waste Pro of Florida,
Inc. (WP). The Solid Waste Division {SWD) scored the bid responses pursuant to the specifications, requirements and terms
and conditions of £5C-0458-22 and all issued addendums including personal interviews with references concerning levels
of service for similar types of projects. In addition, SWD reviewed the State of Flarida www.Sunbiz.org to determine the
current corporate status of the respondents. Based on the scoring matrix contained in the RFP, Meridian Waste scored an
average total of 88.50 points out of 100 possible points with an offered per premise price of $19.27 and WP scored an
average total of 82.58 points out of 100 possible points with an offered per premise price of $22.52. Based on the scoring,
Meridian Waste was the highest scored bidder for ESC-0458-22. Using the total premise count of 76,044 contained within
the RFP, the calculated bid amount of $19.27 per premise would be $1,465,367.88 per month with a yearly total of
$17,584,414.56.

Therefore, the SWD respectfully requests awarding the contract for the services contained in ESC-0458-2 to the highest
ranked bidder, Meridian Waste Florida, LLC., for a per premise price of $19.27. The contract would start on October 1,
2023 for a base period of six {6) years with any renewals subject to the provisions of Ordinance 382.308 for contract
extensions. After the base contract execution, the contract would be governed by City Ordinance 382 and the rate review
process would be conducted pursuant to Ordinance 382.309 in the third year of the contract to true up actual operaticnal
cost versus the contract costs. Sufficient funding is available in 43101.157007.534070.000000.00000000.00000.0006000
based on the City Council approval of the FY22-23 hydget. Nothing contained herein shall be amended, modified or
otherwise revised without prior CSPEC and Mayor?'s approval.

Failure to provide adequate information on any
criterion will result in lower scores and could result in rejection of the proposal as non-responsive. The

response to each of the criterion will be evaluated relative to the other responses received and will be
awarded a score up to a maximum as specified below for each evaluation criteria. Contractors are
encouraged to arrange their responses in a format that will offer ready review and evaluation of each
criterion. Each bidder’s submittal will be scored according to a 100 total point score.

Corporate Experience. Including professional and/or technical education and training
certifications; experience in the kind of project to be undertaken; availability of adequate personnel,
equipment and facilities and the extent of repeat business of the persons. Provide the number and
experience of entire company staff including the number and experience of the personnel assigned
to this project. Provide name and office locations of sub consultants and percent of service for this
contract. Include all licenses or certifications required for the project personnel assigned to this
RFP. List projects similar to the one in the RFFP, which have been satisfactorily completed. Provide
resumes of principal staff/project manager showing years of experience in the field to which they
are assigned for this project.

Financial Capacity and Assurances. Describe form of business, ie., proprietorship, partnership,
corporation; years in business; changes in ownership; bank references(s); past, present, pending
and/or threatened legal proceedings within any forum; and any other information the contractor
may wish to supply to demonstrate financial responsibility. Additionally, the contractor must
demonstrate that they obtain or have the ability to obtain the financial capacity to fulfill the
requirements of this RFP from a capital expenditure and operational perspective to include:

o Letters of credit, and/or financial commitments totaling $12 million

¢ Performance Bonding capacity must exceed $12 million

¢ Must demonstrate ability to meet insurance and indemnification requirements of this RFP

Failure to provide all listed information and documentation (including Attachment A data) will
result in a score less than the maximum for this criterion. (10 points maximum score).

Past Service Evaluation. Contractor shall supply at least three but no more than five references
including contact and contract information including contracting entity, value of contract and
length of contract for past performance evaluation on similar solid waste collection and
transportation service contracts. The references must be willing to provide their evaluation of the
contractor’s past performance to the City. The City will request the reference to judge the bidder’s
service levels for ratings of excellent, very good, good, poor and unsatisfactory. The references
must be able to provide input for service levels and complaints that involve rear load garbage and
automated recycling vehicles and bulk collections within the respective service area (25 points
maximum score).

Transport Fleet - Average Age in Years of Contractors Fleet. The City views that the operating
fleet age relates to the bidder’s performance and customer satisfaction therefore, the bidder shall be
required to maintain a fleet that is in good operational and mechanical condition with a maximum
average age of any vehicle set at 6-years. A graduated scoring scale will be used to score the
bidder’s average age of fleet with the highest score awarded closest to the 6-year average age of the
fleet. The bidder will submit an existing vehicle inventory (including vehicle size and type) or
vendor price quote and number of vehicles for evaluation. The cost of any equipment or vehicle to
be used for this RFP will be incorporated into the offered unit price per premise. Scoring will be
further broken down for each time frame category. (10 points maximum score).

Transport Fleet — Clean Energy Bonus. The City strives to provide a clean, efficient and
environmentally friendly service to the citizens of Duval for increased quality of life. As such, the

City promotes the use of clean fuels in vehicles and equipment performing City services. A
graduated scoring scale will be used to score the bidder’s percentage of the clean fueled vehicles of
the fleet with a score of 0 point for 0%, 1 point for 1-20%, 2 points for 21-40%, 3 points for 41-60%, 4
points for 61-80% and 5 points for 81-100%. (5 points maximum score).

Workforce — Second Chance Bonus. The City recognizes that all it citizens deserve an opportunity
to work and support their families, As such, the City promotes companies that provide Second
Chances for potential employees that may have been previously incarcerated or convicted (5 points
maximum score). '

Cost per Premise. In the evaluation of the bid pricing on Form 1, the City will use a sliding scale
from lowest to highest rank score for the per premise price, hourly rate for change of disposal site
and declared storm generated yard waste per ton. Each bidder shall determine their bid pricing for
Form 1 by using the Chart of Accounts Table and Residential Route Information Table contained in
Attachments G and H, respectively to obtain the Base Rate Component with the allowable markups
(Form 1 per premise price). The bidder must fill out Exhibit & contained within the contract section
of this RFP and the total of A, B, C and D Item 1 must be used for the price per premise cost in
Form 1. Exhibit 6 must also be submitted with the bidder’s response. The City will provide fuel for
FY23-24 and shall be capped at not to exceed 355,000 gallons. Exact fuel caps for FY24-25, FY25-26
and FY26-27 will be negetiated during contract discussions with the highest ranked bidder. Future
fuel caps will be adjusted by the Rate Review as per Section 7 of the attached contract contained in
Attachment D. Therefore, the Base Rate Component is the per premise Rate (as stated in the
contract) the bidder will enter on Form 1. The lowest price per premise will get a maximum of 35
points. The second lowest price per premise will be scored by dividing the lowest price by the
second lowest price and multiplying the percentage by 35. The third, fourth, fifth and so on lowest
price will be scored in the same manner (35 points maximum score).

We are writing regarding Order Number: 0651SW3R1 for twenty-one Pella® Defender Series
Fixed Picture windows for the Mayport Community Center Project.

After the product arrived at the jobsite, we were informed that the applied grilles on the product
were not staying adhered to the glass properly. While it isn’t evident to our team why this
occurred, our engineering and manufacturing teams are reviewing all materials and processes
used to apply these grilles to the windows in order to prevent this matter in the future.

After we were made aware of the issue with your product, the applied grilles were re-ordered
from the factory to the correct specifications for the window per our standard process. However,
the grilles arrived without the center notching applied to the grille material, which is not standard
practice for our facility. The local service team attempted to resolve the issue by notching the
grille material on-site but were not able to do so reliably.

Due to our inability to produce the replacement grilles in a timely fashion, the local Pella
Window & Door sales office has ordered replacement grilles from a manufacturer approved
supplier, Creative Millwork to expedite an approved resolution for the facility. The grille pattern
information regarding size, spacing, and color have been produced by the engineering team and
sent to the local sales team for the order.

We believe that the proposed resolution will produce an acceptable result for the project and
resolve the issues with the applied grille bars.

We apologize for the inconvenience and thank you for purchasing Pella products.

| wanted to follow up on our discussion regarding extended GC's due to delays or additional scopes of work that we had
at the FS 10 meeting this week. As an example, with FS 74 we have 260 days to complete the project per contract. That
is the amount of GC’s/GR’s that | am carrying in the project. When you issue a NTP, you add 10 days as standard
practice so that totals 270 days but | am still only carrying 260 days of GC's/GR’s in my budget. You noted that we
contractually have an additional 30 days to complete the punch list from Substantial Completion so it is not a true delay
using the F5 74 example for 300 days (260+10+30). That may be contractually allowed but we don‘t carry any additional
budget for it. For our purposes, if there are any project delays that are outside of our control or additional scopes of
work that add time to the project beyond the 260 days in the FS 74 example, we would require additional GC’s/GR’s. |
would like to discuss this in more detail at our FS 74 meeting next week to review the following:

- We are carrying losh through June 7" on FS 74. We were delayed 8 weeks due to the extended approval on the
JEA lift station {that is identified in my GMP schedule). Overall, there may be a 2-week total impact to the
project completion date because we had quite a bit of float in the sitework schedule. Early on, we discussed and
decided to take a wait and see approach but it does appear that we will incur a slight impact.

Section 1. Scope of Wark: All Design-Build services to be performed hereunder shall be performed pursuant to the
fee schedule and the scope of work attached hereto as Attachment A and B, respectively. California Skateparks
agrees to furnish all labor, materials, and equipment required to complete the following work: Design and Build of a
Skatepark facility for the Jacksonville Art Walk, Jacksonwvitle, Florida.

Section 2. Pricing and Payment: The Client agrees to pay California Skateparks for the strict performance of the work,
a not to exceed sum of $1,900,000.00 (ONE MILLION NINE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS}, subject to adjustments
for changes in the work as may be agreed to in writing by the Client and California Skateparks.
