Construction operations commenced in Summer 2023 by )B
Coxwell Contracting Inc. The existing bridge structure has existing steel sheet pile wall in front of the pile
bents as well as 0-degree turn back sheet pile walls consisting of:

These existing sheet pile walls were previously removed from the scope of the project by the City in
September 2016 due to construction costs. The proposed sheet pile wall was only included along the
waterway in the fina! design construction plans.
