Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure.

Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure. The purpose of the investigation was to visually identify
homogenous materials that need to have bulk samples obtained for analysis to determine the
presence of Asbestos Containing Building Materials with in the structure. The scope of this
survey was limited to the referenced single story structure in Jacksonville, Florida. The building
was inspected for demolition. The facility has one single story structure for demolition, which is
constructed with period building materials.

The Solid Waste Division respectfully requests an increase in the amount of $30,000 to the award {Master Blanket
PO#8A04118) of SC-0312-18 to cover disposal costs for the household hazardous waste materials for the remainder of
the fiscal year. Currently the initial 565,000 amount is almost completely expended. The amount SWD needs for this
expense is totally dependent on the level of participation by the residents of Duval County both at the main facility and
the remote events. This year the participation level has been very high.

The not exceed amount of $65,000.00 is based upon the estimated expenditure for the fiscal year. Since we do not
know the quantities and types of materials that will be received at the Facility during the year, an estimate based upon
the bid pricing cannot be determined, however, we have historical costs and the $65,000 is in line with the amount we
have been spending due to the increased popularity of the remote collection events. The $30,000.00 increase request is
a conglomerate of the items and prices in the bid. The initial term of the contract was from the date of execution of the
contract through September 30, 2018.

The Emergency Preparedness Division was awarded $79,000 in grant funds from the Department of Homeland
Security, State Homeland Security Grant, through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM), to
purchase a modular vehicle barrier system. These systems mitigate the new and emerging threat posed by
terrorist use of vehicles to conduct attacks including the use of Vehicle Borne Improvised Explosive Devices
(VBIED) by providing physical security to protect public gatherings and enhance public safety and security.

The City Council approved the appropriation of these grant funds as an emergency on May 22, 2017 because the
State of Florida, through the Domestic Security Coordinating Group, re-appropriated $79,000 from State
Homeland Security Grant Program FY 2015-2016 funds to allow the City of Jacksonville to immediately purchase a
modular vehicle barrier system. FY 2015-2016 State Homeland Security Grant Program funds must be expended,
and the modular vehicle barrier system procured and received no later than August 31, 2018. Modular vehicle
barrier system manufacturers requires at least 60 days for production.

The modular vehicle barrier system barriers are physical anti-vehicle security measures to protect public
gatherings, affording the opportunity to implement and test a system to enhance public safety and security. If
approved, this project will include eight portable steel barriers. The Emergency Preparedness Division is
approved, by the FDEM, for the sole source purchase of the Archer 1200 modular vehicle barrier system by
Meridian Rapid Defense Group.
