Description of Services and Deliverables

A. Intent.

C.

The City of Jacksonville, Florida intends to enter into a 20 to 25 year agreement with a responsive, responsible
Contractor who will complete the construction of the Palms Restaurant building and subsequently operate and
maintain the City-owned property as a public restaurant facility.

Upon completion of construction, the facility shall begin operating as a fish camp themed restaurant within four
(4) months and shall provide customers with a selection of seafood, sandwiches, soups and other quality food
and beverages.

Description of Facilities.

The Palms Fish Camp Boat Ramp Park consists of approximately 5.36 acres of land purchased in 2002. At the
time of purchase, the property had a small fish camp building which was later demolished and was to be
replaced with the existing partially constructed restaurant. The City has built a boat ramp and unpaved parking
at this facility which is open to the public and well utilized.

At present, the restaurant building is about 75% complete with the building envelope being complete and the
electrical and plumbing being roughed in. The AC unit and the septic tank system were partially installed and
the building is missing all plumbing and electrical fixtures.

To date, the City has invested a total of $111,139 into the structure for the installation of the wood deck, ADA
ramp, what exists of the septic system and the functioning well system. The City has also bore the costs of
building maintenance and upkeep since 2011.

The Palms Fish Camp Boat Ramp Park, is a city-owned facility located on Heckscher Drive overlooking
Clapboard Creek (see maps attached as Exhibits A-1 and A-2). The building available for completion and long-
term management by the Contractor consists of a 4,971-square-foot (3,437 square feet of air conditioned space),
partially completed restaurant building. The building houses externally-accessed public restrooms. The existing
parking lot accommodates approximately 40 vehicles and approximately 15 boat trailers.

The successful Contractor is to:

o Submit final plans to COJ/Parks, Recreation and Community Services (PRCS) and obtain approval of same

o Obtain building permit utilizing final plans as approved by PRCS

The project site is located on a major north-south corridor along the St. Johns River, via North and Southbound I-
295 exits and is in close proximity to JaxPort, BAE Systems, Mayport Ferry, Talbot Island State Parks, Timucuan
Preserve, Huguenot Memorial Park and Fernandina Beach.

Operational Goals.

Goals for the Palm’s Restaurant facility include the following:

1. To establish an agreement with a vendor to complete construction and subsequently operate, manage and
maintain, for the benefit of the City and the general public, and the benefit to be derived by the vendor as the
Contractor thereof, a food service establishment.
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2. Provide a safe, high quality experience to the public.

3. To meaningfully involve all segments of the community in the employment and business opportunities that
may arise as a direct or indirect consequence of the restaurant operation.

D. Hours of Operations.
The Facility must be operated at least six (6) days per week. The Contractor shall submit with his bid a proposed
schedule of operations to include daily operating hours. Any changes to the daily operating hours as proposed
must be submitted to and approved by the City of Jacksonville prior to implementation.

E. Operational Objectives.
1. Professional Management. The City of Jacksonville seeks a twenty (20) to twenty (25) year relationship with
an experienced, top quality private Contractor for the Palm’s Restaurant who will complete construction of the
facility and subsequently staff, manage, operate, promote, maintain and fund the restaurant. To that end,
a) The successful contractor will ensure the facility maintains a family friendly environment in keeping with a
“park-like” atmosphere.
b) The facility will be properly maintained to provide a clean, safe and appealing presentation to guests.

2. Financial Responsibility. The Contractor must have the wherewithal to complete construction of the building
and sustain a startup restaurant.

3. Utilization. The Contractor will optimize use of the assets and facilities, serving the public needs of the
community as well as attracting tourists through cooperative marketing with local promotional agencies.

4. Economic Impact. The restaurant will have a positive economic impact for the Hecksher Drive area and the
Contractor will recognize its responsibility to enhance this contribution by providing quality products and
services and employing local residents.

5. Capital Investment. The City of Jacksonville seeks to protect the value of its assets and facilities, and will
require the Contractor to support this objective through high quality construction and continued management,
maintenance and operation of the facilities. The Contractor, at its sole cost shall maintain and repair the Facility,
including the interior and exterior of the building, the attached deck and deck roof, the HVAC system, the septic
system and the parking area immediately adjacent to the building. The Contractor shall keep the Facility in good
order and in safe and sanitary condition. Any enhancements or alterations of capital assets must be submitted in
writing to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department for review and approval before the
proposed changes are initiated.

F. Employees.
All employees required for the operation of the restaurant shall be supplied by the Contractor. All employees of

the Contractor shall be professionally dressed (uniforms are preferred) and be expected to behave professionally
and courteously.

Wages and benefits to be provided by Contractor during the term of this contract shall be exclusively the
Contractor’s choice and discretion. However, the City expects that the Contractor will offer compensation and
benefits sufficient to attract and maintain competent, well qualified personnel with minimal turnover.

G. Equal Opportunity.
The Contractor shall perform its functions in accordance with all applicable federal, state, and local laws,
regulations and ordinances related to non-discrimination.
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H. Alcohol Beverage License.
Contractor shall, at its sole cost, secure and maintain all necessary licenses and permits for the sale or
consumption of alcohol if so desired.

I. Financial Structure.
The City intends that the Contractor will collect and manage all revenues from the operation of the restaurant. It
is the City’s expectation that the Contractor will operate the restaurant in such a way as to minimize operating
expenses, and undertake reasonable marketing efforts to establish and maintain adequate revenues for continued
operation and upkeep of the facility. Contractor will be expected to provide a summary of revenue and expenses
for Palms Restaurant operation on an annual basis. The City reserves the right to audit the Contractor’s financial
records at any time during the term of the contract, and for three (3) years thereafter.

J. Lease Fee.
A regular monthly lease fee will be required for use of the property. The lease payment should be proposed by
the Contractor (Please see Form 1 -~ Bid Proposal Form) and shall consist of a flat monthly fee which shall
increase over time. Payment of the monthly lease fee shall begin the first full month following the completion of
facility construction and shall increase over time as follows:

First full month through 60t month - Amount per bid
61st- 120t months -~ Amount per bid plus 10%

121st - 180t months - Prior lease amount plus 10%
181st - 240t month - Prior lease amount plus 10%

The minimum monthly fee considered shall be $1,500.

L. Signage, Menus and Advertisements.

The Contractor will be responsible for creating menus and advertising the services offered. All menus, signage,
banners, flyers, websites or handouts posted or distributed at or relating to Palms Fish Camp must be approved
by the City prior to use, posting or distributing. All materials and signage are expected to be professional. Hand
written and marked through copies of menus and advertising materials will not be approved for distribution.

M. Responsibility for Damages.
The Contractor shall, at its sole cost and expense, repair to the complete satisfaction of City, any and all damage
to the Property caused by or arising from Contractor's exercise of the rights granted herein. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, Contractor is solely responsible and agrees to repair any damages to the Property
that result from Contractor’s use of the Property.
The City will not be responsible for any loss, theft, damage or vandalism to signage, rental equipment or any
other property belonging to the Contractor.
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. Improvements. :
The buildings and associated facilities are being offered in the current condition. The Contractor will be

. Non-interference.

The Contractor’s use of the Property shall at all times be in common with City and City’s officers, employees,
agents, representatives, business invitees, licensees, invitees and other permitted users. Contractor understands
that the Contractor’s use of the Property shall not interfere with City’s use of the Property. In the event of any
such interference, the Contractor, upon receipt of written notice from the City, shall cause any such interference
to cease and make such modifications in its use of the Property as may be reasonably required to prevent such
interference.

. Utilities.
The utilities will be furnished and paid by the Contractor.

Security.
City shall have no obligation to protect or otherwise safeguard or provide security for the Property.

Fire or Casualty.

If the Property is damaged by fire or other casualty, either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement
by providing thirty (30) days written notice to the other. City shall not be liable, regardless of cause, for any
inconvenience or interruption of the Contractor’s rights occasioned by fire or for any damages to the Contractor’s
property which may be occasioned by fire or other casualty.
