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1.0  INTRODUCTION

1.1 INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this demolition survey was to identify accessible asbestos-containing materials
(ACMs) and their general locations within a residential site, located at 214 West 27" Street in
Jacksonville, Florida. The survey was conducted pursuant to National Emission Standards for
Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP, 40 CFR 61) requirements, associated with the scheduled
demolition plans. The survey was performed on August 3, 2017, by Mr. Ryan Hendry and Mr.
Arturo Confiado, Environmental Protection Agency/Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act
(EPA/AHERA) accredited inspectors. The scope of this survey did not include demolition of any
building components, evaluation of architectural plans, or the quantification of materials for
abatement purposes, or removal cost estimating.

1.2 FACILITY DESCRIPTION

2.0 RESULTS

2.1 ASBESTOS SURVEY PROCEDURES

The survey was performed by visually observing accessible areas of the building. EPA/AHERA
accredited inspectors performed the visual observations (refer to Appendix B for personnel
qualifications).

After the overall visual survey was completed, representative sampling areas were determined.
The surveyors delineated homogeneous areas of suspect materials and samples of each material
were obtained, in general accordance with regulations as established by the Occupational Safety

1





and Health Administration (OSHA) and NESHAP. The field surveyors determined sample
locations based on previous experience. Both friable and non-friable materials were sampled. A
friable material is one that can be crushed when dry by normal hand pressure. At the request of
the Client, GLE collected three representative samples of friable materials and two representative
samples of non-friable materials. This survey did not include the demolition of building
components to access suspect material.

After completion of the fieldwork, the samples were delivered to GLE’s National Voluntary
Laboratory Accreditation Program (NVLAP) accredited laboratory for analysis. The samples
were analyzed by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) coupled with dispersion staining, in
general accordance with EPA-600/R-93/116. Utilizing this procedure, the various asbestos
minerals (chrysotile, amosite, crocidolite, actinolite, tremolite, and anthophyllite) can be
determined. The percentages of asbestos minerals in the samples were visually determined by the
microscopist. Please note that the EPA designates all materials containing greater than 1%
asbestos as an “asbestos-containing material” (ACM).

Regulated Asbestos-Containing Material (RACM) is defined as (a) Friable asbestos materials,
(b) Category I non-friable ACM that has become friable, (c) Category I non-friable ACM that
will be or has been subjected to sanding, grinding, cutting, or abrading, or (d) Category II non-
friable ACM that has a high probability of becoming or has become crumbled, pulverized, or
reduced to powder by the forces expected to act on the material in the course of demolition or
renovation operations regulated by this subpart.

Category I and Category Il non-friable ACM, as defined by the EPA:

e Category I non-friable ACM means asbestos containing packings, gaskets,
resilient floor covering, asphalt roofing products, and pliable sealants and
mastics that are in good condition and not friable, containing more than 1%
asbestos, as determined using the method specified in Appendix E, Subpart E,
40 CFR Part 763, Section 1, PLM.

e Category Il non-friable ACM means any material, excluding Category I non-
friable ACM, containing more than 1% asbestos as determined using the
methods specified in Appendix E, Subpart E, 40 CFR Part 763 Section 1,
PLM that, when dry, cannot be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by
hand pressure.

2.2 IDENTIFIED SUSPECT ASBESTOS-CONTAINING MATERIALS
A total of 17 samples of suspect building materials were collected from the facility during the
survey, representing seven different identified homogeneous areas. The results of the laboratory

analyses are included in Appendix A.

A summary of the homogenous sampling areas of suspect ACM determined to be present is
outlined in the following table.
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3.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
31 GENERAL

ACMs were identified in the scope of this survey. General and specific conclusions and
recommendations are provided below.

The EPA, OSHA and the State of Florida have promulgated regulations dealing with asbestos.
For commercial building owners, the EPA NESHAP (40 CFR 61) regulations require removal of
RACM, prior to conducting activities which might disturb the material. They also deal with
notification, handling and disposal of asbestos.

No homogenous area of suspect RACM was determined to contain less than 10% asbestos by
PLM analysis. According to the NESHAP, when the asbestos content of a bulk sample of suspect
RACM is determined to be less than 10% by PLM visual estimation, you may:

1. Assume the amount to be greater than 1% and treat the material as asbestos-
containing; or

2. Conduct confirmatory verification by point-counting. Note, the results
obtained by point-counting are considered the definitive analytical result.

The EPA recommends that an Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program be developed for
any facilities with ACM, and this Program should address all ACM (known and/or assumed)
present. The O&M Program establishes notification and training requirements along with special
procedures for working around the ACM. The O&M Program would remain in effect until all
asbestos is removed.

Category I and Category II non-friable materials, as defined by the EPA, may remain within a
facility during demolition with no potential cessation of work, provided they remain non-friable
and the appropriate engineering controls (i.e., wet methods) are utilized, with the resulting waste
disposed of as asbestos-containing waste. However, there is no guarantee that these materials
will remain non-friable. If the materials become friable, then they are classified as RACM.

RACM, as defined by the EPA, must be removed prior to renovation or demolition activities that
may disturb the materials.

The OSHA regulations deal with employee exposure to airborne asbestos fibers. The regulations
restrict employee exposure, and require special monitoring, training and handling procedures
when dealing with asbestos. Additionally, OSHA has regulations that may supersede the EPA
regulations. In order to protect the worker, OSHA has established a permissible exposure limit
(PEL), which limits employee exposure to airborne fiber concentrations. OSHA requires
objective evidence that the PEL will not be exceeded, as justification that personal air monitoring
and engineering controls will not be required. OSHA has also established rules requiring the
~ containerization and labeling of asbestos waste.





The State regulations require that anyone involved in asbestos consulting activities be a licensed
asbestos consultant and that anyone involved in asbestos abatement, with the exception of
roofing materials, be a licensed asbestos abatement contractor.

3.2  SPECIFIC
Drywall System

The drywall system sample constituents were reported as “no asbestos detected” for the drywall
and greater than one percent (> 1%) asbestos for the joint compound. Composite sample analyses
(combining the drywall and joint compound constituents) were reported as less than or equal to
1% asbestos. These drywall system samples are classified by the EPA as non-asbestos containing
materials, when the samples are represented as a system composite with asbestos content of less
than or equal to 1% asbestos. However, OSHA regulations offer differing opinions regarding the
status of drywall joint compound when subjected to disturbance. Therefore, GLE recommends
that the material be considered for removal by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor prior to
disturbance (i.e. removal, sanding, cutting, etc.) as part of a renovation project. However, if
maintained wet, the material may remain in-place during renovation and/or demolition activities
provided sufficient documentation is obtained indicating personnel performing work are not
exposed to asbestos fiber levels above OSHA's PEL of 0.1 fibers per cubic centimeter (f/cc).
This documentation may be obtained by performing air monitoring as required by OSHA.

Assumed Materials — Black Chimney Mastic

Suspect roofing material that was observed within the facility appeared to be in generally good
condition and does not present a significant issue, as observed, at the time of the survey. We
recommend that these materials be maintained as part of an O&M Program and periodically
monitored for any changes in condition. Additionally, should planned renovation and/or
demolition activities involve the disturbance of these materials, we recommend that they be
sampled and analyzed for asbestos content, and if determined to be ACM, be properly removed
and disposed by a licensed asbestos abatement contractor prior to conducting such activities. In
lieu of abatement, demolition utilizing the wet method is acceptable by a demolition contractor
properly trained and certified to conduct Class II asbestos work, along with proper disposal and
transport of the demolished materials to an approved landfill as asbestos-containing waste.

4.0 LIMITATIONS AND CONDITIONS

As a result of previous renovations, there may be hidden materials, such as floor tile, sheet vinyl
flooring, insulation, etc. These materials may be found in various areas hidden under existing
flooring materials or in wall cavities. Any materials found during construction activities, either
not addressed in this survey report, or similar to the ACM identified in this survey report should
be assumed to be ACM until sampling and analysis documents otherwise.





Because of the hidden nature of many building components (i.e. within mechanical chases), it
may be impossible to determine if all of the suspect building materials have been located and
subsequently tested. Destructive testing in some instances is not a viable option. We cannot,
therefore, guarantee that all potential ACM has been located. For the same reasons, estimates of
quantities and/or conditions are subject to readily apparent situations, and our findings reflect
this condition. We do warrant, however, that the investigations and methodology reflect our best
efforts based upon the prevailing standard of care in the environmental industry.

INTRODUCTION AND LOCATION:

This Design Criterla Package (DCP) specifies performance-based criteria for the design and
construction of a 911 Backup Call Center to be located at the Cecil Commerce Center adjacent
to Fire Station No. 73. The building will combine 911, Police and Fire/EMS in a state of the art
emergency communications center and back-up that will enable combined JSONFRD
communications staff to provide call taking and emergency dispatch service in Duval County.

The purpose of this design criteria package is to furnish sufficient information to allow a Design
Build Firm to prepare a response to the City's request for proposal (RFP) and to permit the City
to enter into a negotiated design build contract.

The address assigned to the 811 Backup Call Center is 5847 Aviation Avenue, Jacksonville FL
32221. It does not have a separate Real Estate number yet. The RE # for the total JAA area is
002249.0005.

JAA owns and operates Cecil Airport and has aviation tenants, which must provide Aircraft
Rescue and Firefighting (ARFF) services. The City leases certain real property from JAA and
building improvements at Cecil Airport.

GENERAL.:

The Design-Build firm is responsible for design and plans production. The plans and

specifications included in this DCP are provided for the purpose of allowing the Design Build

Firm to prepare the fee proposal for the 60% design of the 911 Backup Call Center, within

twenty one (21) calendar days from the release date of the DCP. Therefore, the fee proposal

shall be submitted no later than 5:00 P.M. on February 2", 2018 to Maria Williams, P.E., at
214 N. Hogan Street,| Ed Ball Building, 10" Floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202

The Design Builder shall request a meeting (if needed) to discuss items pertaining to the design
of 911 Backup Call Center within one week of the DCP issue date. The fee proposal must
include the proposed schedule for the 60% submittal.

The provisions of the DCP represent the technical, material, and quality requirements for the
aforementioned project. The Design Build Firm is bound by these requirements during the
design (and future permitting and construction if applicable) of the 911 Backup Call Center.

With the Technical Proposal (60% Design), Auld and White shall provide the Guaranieed
Maximum Price (“The GMP") and the Guaranteed Completion Date (*The GCD"). No more than
one week after receiving the Technical Proposal (TP), the GMP & the GMC from Auld & White,
the City shall commence negotiations to reach an agreement on terms of the GMP & GCD for
the 100% design, permitting and construction of the New 911 Backup Call Center.

A DCP amendment for the design of the construction plans and for the construction completion
of the proposed 911 Backup Call Center may be issued at the City's initiative or at the request
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of the Design Build Firm, upon the approval by the Fire & Rescue Department, if the
amendment is in the best interest of the City.

The Design Criteria Professional (Maria Williams, P.E.) may amend the provisions of the Design
Criteria Package after it has been released to the Design Build Firm, but before the expiration of
the 21-day period designated for submittal of the Fee Proposal.

SCOPE OF WORK:

The DB firm shall deliver the 60% design plans of the 811 Back Up Call Center, based on the
site plan prepared for Fire Station No, 73 & the 911 Backup Call Center with the parking
modifications shown on Exhibit “A-1", and the interior building layout prepared by Eber Norman
Brady Architects for this proposed 911 Back up Call Center (Exhibit “A-2") with the modifications
requested on 01/04/18 by Pieter Jansen, City of Jacksonville ITD. The 60% plans shall include
all the information needed for the first DMG and Permit review submittals.

The work consists of a new building and will include (but not limited to) a call center, offices,
bathrooms, storage rooms, multi-purpose room, quiet room, break room, lactation room, server
room, electrical and mechanical rooms.

The Design Build Firm shall be responsible to comply with the changes and modifications to the
2014 Florida Building Code and Supplement up to the time of the bid. The following site
elements shall be designed, permitted and constructed in accordance with site development
conditions in compliance with applicable design criteria, standards, codes and specifications
promulgated by but not limited to the following: the City of Jacksonville, the State of Florida,
ACI, ANSI, ASCE, ASTM, AWPA, EPA, FDEP, NFPA, OSHA, UL, NEC, NEMA:

. Building: The gross building area shall be 13,317 SF minimum. The Finish Floor Elevation
(FFE) shall be the same or higher than fire station No. 73 building. The exterior walls of the 911
Backup Cell Center Building will use the Tilt-Up technique for construction of the walls with
reinforced concrete panels (see Exhibit “B” showing conceptual building design discussed within
the JFRD and Auld & White). The interior walls shall utilize water resistant elements with water
resistant wall board. The interior coatings shall be a low-VOC paint to conform to LEED
requirements. The foundation and the slab-on-grade shall be reinforced concrete. Wind loads
shall be no less than those associated with the FBC Edition 5" for Risk Category IV and shown
in the City Infrastructure as one hundred thirty (135) mph - 3 sec peak gust wind velocity (see
Exhibit “C"). Roof shall be constructed as specified for Fire Station No. 73 with 30 year
manufacturer's warranty and 20 years workmanship warranty.

. Recent Modifications to the 911 Backup Call Center: The latest Floor Plan submitted by
Ebert Norman Brady Architects on January 8, 2018, shall be used for the design of the 911
Backup Call Center (Exhibit “A-2"). This Floor Plan was revised as requested by Pieter Jansen,
City Information Technologies Division (ITD}, on 01/04/18.

The following are additional revisions requested by the JFRD on 01/08/18:
1. Stove and Water Heater shall be electric instead of LP Gas. Installation of LP gas tank and
concrete pad are not required.
2. Call Center:
i) Add double tier lockers (60 min. instead of 40).
i) Install a laminated countertop surface for copies organization and distribution.

iv) Install the double tier lockers and the laminated countertops over a concrete
base with thickness equal to the distance from the unfinished concrete floor to
the final elevated flooring surface (12" + above unfinished concrete).

The Design Build Firm may propose minor changes fo the floor plan and implement the
modifications after JFRD review the changes and approves them. The proposed construction
materials and systems shall be equal or better to those specified for Fire Station No, 73. The
Design Build Firm shall submit to the City any requests for approval of equal or better materials
and systems at least 10-days before the deadline for submitting the Technical Proposal. The
procedure for submitting these requests shall be substantially the same as Section 20.16

. Slab on Grade: The minimum foundation and slab requirements are as indicated on the
structural plans for Fire Station No. 73 living quarters as follow: 4" concrete slab w/6x6 W2.8 X
W 2.9 WWF on vapor barrier on compacted fill construction, top slab elevation same or higher
than FS No. 73. The Call Center concrete floor shall be unfinished (ITD will install a raise floor
18" higher than the unfinished concrete floor).

. Project City Development Number: The CDN for this project is 4963.063.

. Drainage and Stormwater Management System: There will be one pond for the Fire Station
no. 73 and the 911 Backup Call Center with the appropriate stormwater management system
modifications to comply with the soil and groundwater conditions at the proposed location. The
stormwater pond shall be designed, permitted and constructed in compliance with the City Land
Development Manual and regulations promuigated by the St Johns River Water Management
District.

Wetlands: Exhibit "'D” shows the surveyed wetland jurisdictional fine as provided by SIRWMD.
The wetland jurisdictional line is valid until Oct 24, 2019. The master survey was completed by
ERS. The proposed Fire Station No. 73 foot print is impacting a wetland. The site plan
received from Auld and White on 01/08/18 will be submitted by the City to Onsite Environmental
Consulting (OEC) for the wetland impact evaluation and the required amount of mitigation credit
from Loblolly Mitigation Bank.

. Project Site: The Design Build Firm shall utilize the preliminary site plan concept proposed by
Auld and White with the parking spaces modification requested by the JFRD as depicted in
Exhibit “A-1" (12 parking spaces eliminated). Leave the area where the 12 parking spaces were
located for future parking expansion if needed.

. Pavement - Driveways — Parking: The 911 Backup Call Center and Fire Station No, 73
driveway will be shared by both entities. All concrete pavements shall be f =4,000 psi Portland
cement concrete meeting the requirements of City Standard Specification Section 130. Other
driveways and parking areas shall have asphalt pavement as specified for Fire Station # 73.
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in general the driveways and parking areas shall have curbing {curb and gutter). Design the
Southside of Airman drive for overflow parking in the grass area. Turning radii for driveways
are minimum 30",

All driveway and parking concrete pavement shall be placed on 8" crush-crete base. No
limerock shali be allowed. Airman Drive needs to be 22" wide, Consider if the existing pavement
is usable as a base or needs to be removed and replaced. For widening, black base (asphalt)
shall be used. Existing pavement shall be evaluated to see if needs lo be milled, adding a crack
relief layer before resurfacing the existing pavement.

The two HC parking spaces shall meet ADA accessibility requirements (2% maximum slope
both ways) and include required striping, wheel stops and signs.

The employee parking lot shall include a total of 47 parking spaces, pavement markings, and
traffic signs.

Sidewalks: 6-foot wide and 5" thick plain concrete . =3,000 psi sidewalks are required. The
Design Build Firm shall coordinate the proposed sidewalks as necessary with FAA.

. Trash Enclosure: The Trash enclosure for Fire Station No. 73 will be used for the Fire Station

. Emergency Power Generator: An emergency power generator shall be provided. Also, Fire
Station No. 73 shall have a Generator capable of supplying power to the 911 Backup Call center
if needed. As a minimum, the emergency generator shall meet the following requirements: (1)
Tradewinds Power Corp. 100 KW Standby Diesel Engine Generator with electronic isochronous
governor, 0.25% regulation; (2) “E" control panel; 20 lamp remote enuncialor panel, surface
mount; (3) 500 gallon double wall, sub-base, fuel tank; (4) 800 Amp automatic transfer switch;
(5) 4 hour resistive load bank, per NFPA 110 requirements; (6) 5 year comprehensive warranty,
(7) 2 sets of operators manuals; (8) vibration insulators; and (8) emergency light. The Design
Build Firm shall be responsible for the design and complete installation of the emergency
generator system including its housing. The emergency generator shall be designed to
withstand 135 mph, 3 second wind gust.

. Traffic Signs and Pavement Marking. The Design Builder shall provide traffic signs and
pavement marking as required at the project Site.

. Utilities. The Design Build Firm shall be required to coordinate and secure approvals from the
public utility companies and pay all connection and permit / approval fees as required by the
said public utility companies. See design ticket in Exhibit "E”.

1. Water Service: The Design Build Firm shall provide domestic, and landscape irrigation
water service and pay all development and permit / approval fees as required by JEA.
One potable water meter, and a separate water meter for landscape irrigation shall be
included for each building (Fire Station No. 73 and the 911 Backup Call center). There is
an existing 16" water pipe on the east side Aviation Avenue fronting the property. Also,
there is an existing 6" water line on the south side of Airman Drive {(See Exhibit "F" for
the JEA avallability lefter for Fire Station No. 73, which is applicable for 911 Backup call
Center).

2 Sanitary Sewer Service: The Design Build Firm shall provide sanitary sewer service
adequate for the 811 Backup Call Center emergency occupancy and the number of
fixtures required for the 911 Backup Call Center. There is an existing 10" gravity sewer
line in Aviation Avenue fronting the property. Also, there is a 6" gravity sewer line
continuing from an 8" sewer line on the south side of Airman Drive (See Exhibit “F").

3. Telephone, Cable, Electrical and Telecommunication Services: The Design Build
Firm as a minimum shall provide the services requested by the City ITD (Exhibit "G").
Also, all the services necessary from AT&T, Comcast, electrical and communications for
the successful functioning of the 911 Backup Call Center.

4. Additional Electrical Requirements: The Design Build Firm will be reqguired to secure
a 6800 amp electric power service through the installation of a ground mounted
transformer with the secondary pull box issued by JEA and installed by Auld & White.

5. Electrical Site Lighting: Provide site illumination similar to what has been shown and
specified for Fire Station # 73. The site illumination shall be controlled by photocells and
manual switches,

p. Hot Water Heating System: A commercial hot water heating system shall be provided from
an established company that provides warranty, technical support and spare parts.
Coordinate needed usage with the JFRD.

q. Fire Hydrants: There are three existing Fire Hydrants on Aviation Avenue and another Fire
Hydrant on Airman Drive. The Fire hydrant flow test results are included in Exhibit “G".

r. Mechanical, fire protection, fire alarm, plumbing and other building systems: The New
Backup Call Center shall be fully equipped with mechanical, fire protection, fire alarm,
plumbing and other building systems similar to Fire Station No. 73 unless otherwise
specifically modified in this Design Criteria Package. Exterior components of building system
shall be designed to withstand 135 mph, 3 second wind gust.

s. Fences and Gates: The fence may be installed by the Fire Department prior to
construction. Provide the price for design and installation of the fence and gates, which will
be deducted if they are installed prior to the construction of the project. Airman Drive
conduits for future JAA installation to the access control are required. Fence and gates shall
comply with FAA requirements shown on Exhibit “I”.

If after the 60% submittal, the DCP amendment for the design of the construction plans and for
the construction completion of the proposed 911 backup call center is issued, Auld and White
will be responsible for all required permits. The Design Build Firm shall secure driveway permits
and coordinate through the City's Project Manager the final design and location of proposed
driveways.

The Design Build Firm shall apply on behalf of the City, pay required application and permit fees
and secure all approvals and permits from the City and the State regulatory agencies as
required by faw. Specifically, permits and approvals are required, from but not limited to, the St
Johns River Water Management District, the Florida Depariment of Environmental Protection /
the City Environment Resources Management Department, JEA, AT&T, Comcast, the City -
Development Management Group, the Building Inspection Division and any others as may be
required for this project.

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COMPLIANCE WITH CHAPTER 327, ORDINANCE CODE, CITY OF JACKSONVILLE,
FLORIDA SUSTAINABLE BUILDING PROGRAM:

The Design Build Firm shall implement the provisions of Ordinance 2008-211-E as they relate to
meeting and obtaining the sustainable building certification based on one of the recognized
sustainable building certification systems such as U.S. Green Building Council’'s LEED Rating
System, GBI'S Green Globe, or the Florida Green Building Coalition. The Design Build Firm
shall select the least expensive certification system, which satisfies the requiremenis of
Ordinance 2009-122-E. A copy of the Ordinance 2009-211-E is incorporated herewith as Exhibit
“N" and Chapter 327, Sustainable Building Code can be searched in the following link:

Meslkel & Assodates Enginecring, LLC bas completed a geotechnical exploration for the suibject
project. Our work was performed in general accordance with our proposal dated August 21, 2017,
The geotechnical exploration was performed to evaluate the general subsurface conditions within
the proposed Fire Station #73 construction area, and to provide recommendations for foundation
suppert and design, and site preparation. A summary of our findings is presented helow for your
convenience; hawever, we recommend that this report be considered in iis entirety.

As further discussed in this report, the boring encountered very loose to dense fine sands (USCS §P),
fine sands with silt and/or clay (USLCS SP-5M and SP-8C, respectively), dayey fine sands {USCS SC)
and silty fine sands {USCS SM} to their termination depths of up to 39 feet below the existing ground
surface. Groundwater was encountered in the boring between 4-inches and 3-foot 2-inches below
the existing ground surface, at the time of drilling. Based on the provided construction Information
and our {field exploration, it is our opinion that the proposed structure can be supported on
conventional shallow foundation systems with conventional site preparalion techniques.

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1.0 PROIECT INFORMATION
1.1 General

You provided projectinformation via several emailsand telephone conversations. We were provided
with a drawing entitled “Geotechnical Exploration” that indicated the requested scope of field
services.

1.2 Project Description

The site for the subject project is located within the northeastern quadrant of the intersection of
Aviation Avenue and Alrman Drive, in Jacksonville, Florida. The general site location is shown on
Figure 1.

Based on the provided information and our discussions with you, it Is our understanding that the
proposed project includes the construction of a new Fire Station and an Emergency Operations
Center consisting of 11,000 square feet and 12,000 square feet, respectively, in “footprint” plan
dimensions. Although detailed information has not been provided, we have assumed the column,
wall, and floor loads will not exceed 50 kips, 3 kips per linear foot {(kIf} and 150 pounds per square
foot {psf), respectively. Grading plans were not provided at the time of cur evaluation; however, we
have assumed the bullding and pavement areas will be supported onless than 2 to 3 feet of fill above
the presently existing ground surface.

We also understand that a stormwater detention pond with an approximate area of 8,500 square feet
is planned for the eastern pottion of the project site,

If actual project information varies from these conditions, then the recommendations in this report
may need to be re-evaluated. Any changesin these conditions shouid be provided so the need for re-
evaluation of our recommendations can be assessed prior to final design.

2.0 FIELD EXPLORATION

A field exploration was performed during the period of September 14 through 18, 2817, A copy of
the plan provided 1o us, which shows the approximate boring locations, is included as the Boring
Locotion Plan, Figure 2. GPS coordinates far the boring locations were obtained by overlaying the
provided plan in Google Earth. Our field personnel then located sach boring location using a Garmin
GPSMAP 78 handheld GPS receiver in the field.

2.1 SPT and Auger Borings

To explore the subsurface conditions within the area of the propesed Fire Station structure, we
located and performed 3 Standard Penetration Test{SPT) borings, drilled to depths of approximately
30 feet below the existing ground surface, in general accordance with the methodology outlined in
ASTM D 1586. Split-spoan soll samples recovered during performance of the borings were visuaily
described in the field and representative portions of the samples were transported to our laboratory
for further evaluation.

To determine the subsurface conditions within the proposed pavement and pond areas, we located
and performed 8 auger borings, drilled to depths of approximately 6 and B feet, respectively, below
the existing ground surface in general accordance with the methadology outlined in ASTM D 1452,
Representative soil samples also were recovered from the auger borings and returned to our

laboratory for further evaluation. A summary of the field procedures is included in Appendix A,
2.2 Field Permeability Test

Four field permeability tests were performed adjacent to the auger boring locations conducted
within the proposed pond. The field permeabllity tests were performed by installing a solid-walled,
open-bottom PVC casing snugly fit into a 4-inch diameter, 5 to B-foot deep auger boreholes. The
bottom 1.5 feet of the pipe was flled with silica sand or gravel, and the pipe was then raised one foot
above the bottom of the borehole. The pipe was filled to the top with water. The test was conducted
as & "constant head"” test in which the amount of water added to keep the water level atthe top of the
pipe was recorded at 3-minute intervals over a 36-minute period.

3.0 LABORATORYTESTING

Representative soil samples obinined during our field exploration were visually classified by a
geotechnical engineer using the Unified Soil Classification System {USCS) in general accordance with
ASTM D 2488. A Rey to the Soil Clussification System s included in Appendix A

Quantifative laboratory testing was performed on selected samples of the soils encountered during
the field exploration to better define the composition of the seils encountered and to provide data for
correlation to their anticipated strength and compressibility characteristics. The laboratory testing
determined the percent of fines passing a U.S. No. 200 sieve {percent fines), moisture and organic
cantents of selected soil samples. The results of the laboratory testing are shown In the Summarny of
Laboratory Test Data included in Appendix B. Also, these resuits are shown on the Generalized Soi
Profiles on Flgures 3 through 6, and on the Log of Boring records at the respective depths from which
the tested samples were recovered.

4.0 GENERAL SUBSURFACE CONDITIONS
4.1 General Soil Profile

Graphical presentation of the generalized subsurface conditions is presented on Figures 3 through 6.
Detailed boring records are included in Appendixz A. When reviewing these records, it should be
understood that the soill conditions will vary between the boring locations,

4.1.1 Fire Station Structure Area

The SPT borings within the Fire House structure area generally encountered very loose fine
sands {USCS SP) and fine sands with silt {USCS SP-5M) to depths of approximately 2 to 4-feet
below the existing ground surface, followed by medium dense fine sands (USCS SP) and fine
sands with silt and/or clay {USCS SP-SM and SP-5C, respectively] to about 6 feet beneath
existing grade. Below the slightly silty/clayey fine sands, the borings encountered medium
dense silty fine sands {USCS SM) to their termination depths of 30 feet below existing ground
surface. As exceptions, boring B-1 terminated within dense fine sands with slit {USCS SP-
SM] from 29 to 30-feet of depth, and boring B-3 encountered medium dense clayey fine sands
{USCS 5C) between approximately 4 and 6 feet of depth.

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4.1.2 Pavement Areas

The auger borings within the pavement area generally encountered a surficial topsoil layer
measuring abeut 6 inches in thickness, underlain by fine sands with st and/or clay to the
boring termination depth of 6 feet beneath existing grade.

4.1.3 Pond Area

The auger borings within the pond area generally encountered a surficial topsoil layer
measuring about 6 inches in thickness, followed by fine sands with sile (USCS SP-SM) to about
4 to 7-feet of depth, and then followed by silty fine sands {USCS 5M] to their termination
depths of 8 feet below the existing ground surface. As an exception, boring P-2 did not
encounter a surficial topsoil layer.

4.2 Groundwater Level

The groundwater level was encountered at each of the boring locations and recorded at the time of
drilling at depths varying from 4-inches to 3-feet 2-inches below the existing ground surface,
However, it should be anticipated that the groundwater levels will fluctuate seasonally and with
changes in climate. As such, we recammend that the water table be verified prior to construction.
Measured groundwater levels are shown the boring profites and boring logs.

4.3 Review of the USDA Web Soil Survey Map

The resuits of a review of the USDA Seil Survey Conservation Service (85CS] Web Soil Survey of Duval
County are shown in the table below. There are two predominant soll map units at the project sight:
Boulogne fine sand and Evergreen-Wesconnett complex. The soil drainage class, hydrological group,
and estimated seasonal high groundwater levels reported in the Soll Survey are as follows:

4.4 Seasonal High Groundwater Level

In estimating seasonal bigh groundwaler level, a number of factors are taken into consideration

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including antecedent rainfall, soil redoximorphic features (Le, soil mottling), stiigraphy (including
presence of hydraulically restrictive lnyers), vepetative indicatars, effects of development, and relief
points suchas drainage ditches, low-lying areas, ete.

Based on cur interpretation of the current site conditions, including the boring logs and review of
published data, we estimate the seasonal high groundwater levels at the site 1o be generally0.5to 1
feet above the water levels measured at the time of our field work,

It is possible that higher groundwater levels may exceed the estimated seasonal hiph proundwater
level as a result of significant or prolonged rains. Therefore, we recommend that design drawings
and specifications account for the possibility of groundwater level variations, and construction
planning should be based on the assumption that such variations will aceur.

20 DESIGN RECOMMENDATIONS

5.1 General

The following evaluation and recommendations are based on the provided project information as
presented in this report, results of the field exploration and laboratory testing performed, and the
construction techniques recommended In Section 6.0 below. 1f the deseribed project conditions are
incorrect or changed after this report. or subsurface conditions encountered during construction are
different from those reported, MAE should be notified 50 these recotmmendations can be re-evaluated
and revised, if necessary. We recommend that MAE review the foundation plans and earthwork
specifications to verify that the recommendations In this report have been properly interpreted and
implemented.

5.2 Foundation Design Recommendations

Based on the results of our exploration, we consider the subsurface conditions at the site adaptable
for support of the proposed Fire Station structure and ils associated pavement areas when
constructed en a properly designed shallow foundation system. Provided the site preparation and
earthwork construction recommendations outiined in Section 6.0 of this report are performed, the
following parameters may be used {or foundation design.

5.2.1 Bearing Pressure

The maximum allowable net soil bearing pressure for use in shallow foundation design should not
exceed 3,000 psf. Net bearing pressure is defined as the soil bearing pressure at the foundation
bearing level in excess of the natural overburden pressure at that level. The foundations should be
designed based on the maximum Joad that could be imposed by all loading conditions.

52.2 Feoundation Size

The minimum widths recommended for any iselnted column footings and continuous wall lootings
are 24 inchesand 18inches, respectively. Even though the maximum allowable soif bearing pressure
may not be achieved, these width recommendations should control the size of the foundations.

§2.3 Bearing Depth

The exterior foundations should bear at a depth of at least 18 Inches below the exterior final grades,
and the interior {foundations should bear at a depth of at least 12 inches below the finish Soor
elevation to provide confinement to the bearing level soils. It is recammended that stormwater be

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diverted away from the building exterior to reduce the possibility of erosion beneath the exterior
footings.

5.2.4 Bearing Material

The foundations may bear in either the compacted suitable natural solls or compacted structural fill.
The bearing level soils, after compaction, should exhibit densities equivalent to 95 percent of the
modified Procior maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557, to a depth of at least one foot below the
foundation bearing levels.

5.2.5 Settdement Estimates

Past-constructon settlements of the structure will be influenced by several interrelated factors, such
as {1 subsurface stratification and strength fcompressibility characteristics; (2] footing size, bearing
level, applied loads, and resulting bearing pressures beneath the foundations; and (3) site
preparation and earthwork construction technigues used by the contractor. Our settlement
estimates for the structurz are based on the use of site preparation/earthwork construction
technigues as recommended in Secton 6.0 of this report.  Any deviation from these
recommendations could result in an increase in the estimated post-constructon settlements of the
struchure,

Due tao the sandy nature of the near-surface soils, we expect the majority of settlement to occor inan
elastic manner and fairly rapidly during construction. Using the recommended maximum bearing
pressure, the suppHed/assumned maximum structural loads, and the field and laboratory test data
that we have correlated to geotechnical strength and compressibility characteristics of the
subsurface solls, we estimate that total settlements of the structure could be an the order of one inch
or less,

Differential settlements result from differences in applied bearing pressures and varintions in the
compressibility characteristics of the subsurface soils. Because of the general uniformity of the
subsurface conditions and the recommended site preparation and earthwork construction
techniques cutlined in Section 6.0, we anticipate that differential settlements of the structure should
be within tolerable magnitudes.

5.2.6 Floor Slab

The floor slab can be constructed as a slab-on-ground, provided unsuitable material is removed and
replaced with compacted structural fill as outlined in Section 6.0, It is recommended that the floor
siab bearing soils be covered with an impervious membrane to reduce moisture entry and floor
dampness. A 6-mil thick plastic membrane iz commonly used for this purpose. Care should he
exercised not to tear large sections of the membrane during placement of reinforcing steel and
concrete. In addition, we recommend that a minimum separation of 2 feet be maintained between
the finished floor levels and the estimated normal seasonal high groundwater level,

5.3 Pavement Considerations

Based on the results of our explomation, we consider the subsurface conditions at the site favorable
for supportofa flexible pavement section, when constructed on properly prepared subgrade solls as
outlined in Section 6.0 of this report. Typical pavement sections used in northeast Fiorida are shown
on the following table. If requested, we can prepare a project-specific pavement design if specific
teaffic data is provided.

5.3.1 Wearing Surface

The wearing surface should consist of Florida Departmentof Transportation (FROT) Type Sasphaltic
concrete having a minimum Marshall Stability of 1,500 lbs. Concrete pavement should have a
minimum 28-day strength of 3,000 psi. Specific requirements for Type S asphaltic concrete wearing
surface are outlined in the latest edition of the Florida Department of Tronsportation, Standard
Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction,

5.3.2 Baseand Subgrade

The limerack base course should have a minimum Limerock Bearing Ratio (LBR) of 100 and should
be compacted to 100 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557, AASHTO
T-180) value.

The subgrade material should have a minimum LBR of 40 and be compacted to 98 percent of the
modified Proctor masimum dry density (ASTM D 1557, AASHTO T-180) value,

Satisfactory pavement life is dependent on dry/strong pavement support provided by the base and
subgrade courses. Accordingly, a minimum clearance of 2 feet must be maintained between the
estimated seasonal high groundwater table and the bottom of the base layer, or 2.5 feet below the
pavement surface. Depending on final pavement grades, subsurface drains may be required to
maintzin dry base and subgrade materials. Once the final paving and drainage plans are prepared,
we would be pleased to review them and the need for underdrains.

Based on the boring results and classification of the soil samples, the fine sands, fine sands with silt,
silty fine sands as encountered at the boring locations, are considered suitable for use as fill sail.
However, it should be noted that the USCS SM soils {i.e., solls with more than 12 percent passing the
No, 200 sieve} will be more difficult to compact due to their naturn) tendency to retain soil moisture
and will require drying. 1t should be anticipated that if the DSCS §M sails are not properly dewatered
prior to excavation, drying of these soils to obinin the proper meisture content for compaction may
take approximately 2 to 3 weeks, If weather permits. Depending on the anticipated time for
completing the site work portion of the project and the drying time required to praclude pumping
and yielding of these soils during placement and compaction operations, these soils may be
considered unsuitable for use as fill material. The surficial organic materials will require removal
and are considered unsuitable for use as structural fill. The orgaric soils could be used in landscape
berms.

Site preparation as outlined in this section should be performed to provide more uniform foundation
bearing conditions, to reduce the potential for post-construction settlements of the planned
structures and 1o maintain the integrity of a flexible pavement section,

6.1 Clearing and Stripping

Prior to construction, the location of existing underground utility {ines within the construction area
should be established. Provistons should then be made to relocate interfering utilities to appropriate
locations. It should be noted that, if underground pipes are not properly removed or plugged, they
may serve as conduits for subsurface erosion, which may subsequently lead to excessive settlement
of averlying structures.

The "footprint” of the praposed building plus a minimum additional margin of § feet, and of the
hardscape areas (parking/driveway} plus a minimum additional margin of 3 feet, should be stripped
of all surface vegetation, stumps, debris, organic topsoll, or other deleterious materials. During
grubbing operations, roots with a diameter greater than 0.5-inch, stumps, or small roots in a
concentrated state, should be grubbed and completely removed.

Based on the results of our field exploration, it should he anticipated that 6 to 12 inches of topsoil
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and solls containing significant amounts of crganic materials may be encountered across the site.
The actual depths of unsuitable soils and materials should be determined by Meskel & Associates
Engineering using visual observation and judgment during earthwork operations, Any topsoils
removed from the bullding and parking/drive areas can be siockpiled and used subsequently Inareas
1o be grassed.

6.2 Temporary Groundwater Control

Because of the need for densification of the soils within the upper 2 feet below the stripped surface,
temporary groundwater control measures may be required if the groundwater level is within 2 feet
below the stripped and grubbed surface at the time of construction. Should groundwater control
measures become necessary, dewatering methods should be determined by the contractor. We
recormmend the groundwater control measures, if necessary, remain in place until compaction of the
existing solls is completed. The dewatering method should be maintained until backfilling has
reached a height of 2 fest above the groundwater level at the time of construction. The site should
be graded to direct surface water runoff from the construction area.

Note that discharge of produced groundwater to surface waters of the state {rom dewatering
operations or other site activities Is regulated and requires a permit from the State of Florida
Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP), This permit is termed a Generic Permit for the
Discharge of Produced Groundwater From Any Non-Contaminated Site Activity. If discharge of
produced groundwater is anticipated, we recommend sampling and testing of the groundwater early
in the site design phase to prevent project delays during constructien. MAE can provide the sampling,
testing, and professional consulting required to evaluate compliance with the regulations.

6.3 Compaction

After completing the clearing and stripping operations and installing the temporary groundwater
controi measures {if required), the exposed surface area shouvid be compacted with a vibratory drum
roller having a minimum static, at-drum weight, on the order of 4 10 6 tons. Typically, the material
should exhibit molisture contents within 22 percent of the modified Proctor optirnuam moisture
content (ASTM D 1557) during the compaction operations. Compaction should continue untit
densities of at least 5 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density {ASTM D 1557) have
been achieved within the upper 2 feet of the compacted natural solls at the site. Prior to compactian,
proof-rolling ofthe site with a loaded dump truck Is recommended to locate any unforeseen softareas
or unsuitable surface or near-surface soils.

Should the bearing level soils experience pumping and soil strength loss during the compaction
operations, compaction work should be immediately terminated. The disturbed solls should be
removed and backfilled with dry structurat ill soils, which are then compacted, or the excess
moisture content within the disturbed soils should be allowed to dissipate before recompacting.

Care should be exercised to avoid dumaging any nearby structures while the compaction operation
is underway. Prior to commencing compaction, occupants of adjacent stryctures should be notified,
and the exjsting conditions of the structures should be documented with photographs and survey (if
deemed necessary), Compaction should cease If deemed detrimental to adjacent structures, and
Meskel & Associates Engineering should be contacted immediately. It is recommended that the
vibratory roller remain a minimum of 50 feet from existing structures, Within this zone, useof a
track-mounted bulldozer or a vibratory roller, aperating in the static mode, is recommended.

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6.4 Structural Backfilt and Fill Soils

Any structural backfill or fiYl required for site development should be placed in loose lifts not
exceeding 12 inches in thickness and compacted by the use of the above described vibratory drum
roller. The lift thickness should be reduced to 8 inches if the roller operates in the static mode or if
track-mounted compaction equipment is used. If hand-held compaction equipment Is used, the liff
thickness should be further reduced to 6 inches,

Structural fill is defined as a non-plastic, inorganic, granular soil having less than 10 percent material
passing the Ne. 200 mesh sieve and containing less than 4 percent organic material. The fine sand
and slightly silty or clayey fine sand, withoul roots, as encountered in the borings, are suitable as 6ll
materlals and, with proper moisture control, should densify using conventional compaction methods,
It should be noted that soils with more than 10 to 12 percent passing the No. 200 sieve will be more
difficult to compact, due to their nature to retain soil moisture, and may require drying, Typically,
the material should exhibit moisture contents within =2 percent of the modified Proctor optimum
molsture content (ASTM D 1557} during the compaction eperations. Compaction should continue
until densities of at least 95 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D 1557)
have been achieved within each lift of the compacted structural Gl

6.5 Foundation Areas

After satisfactory placement and compaction of the required structural fill, the foundation areas may
be excavated to the planned bearing levels. The foundation bearing level solls, after compaction,
should exhibit densities equivalent to 95 percent of the modified Proctor maximum dry density
{ASTM D 1557), toa depth of one foot below the bearinglevel. For confined areas, such as the footing
excavations, any additional compaction eperations can probably best be performed by the use of a
lightweight vibratory sled or roller having a total weight on the order of 560 to 2000 pounds.

6.6 Pavement Areas

After completing the clearing/stripping operations in the pavement areas, any underiying clayey
sands and sandy clays that are within 2 feet of the bottom of the pavement base should be over-
excavated from within the pavement areas. Structural backfill and 6ill required to achieve the finish
pavement grades then can be placed and compacted as described Section 6.3 above. Asan exception,
densities of at least 98 percent of the modificd Proctor maximum dry density (ASTM D1557) should
be obtained within the upper one foot of the materials immediately below the proposed base course.

7.0 QUALITY CONTROL TESTING

A representative number of field in-place density tests should be made in the upper 2 feet of
campacted natural solls, in each 1t of compacted backfil and 61, and in the upper 12 inches below
the bearing levels in the footing excavations. The density tests are considered necessary to verify

that satisfactory compaction operations have been performed, We recommend density testing be
performed as listed below:

* onelocation for every 5,000 square feet of building aven
= 25 percent of any isolated column footing locations
*  onelocation for every 100 linear feet of continuous wall footings

*  onelocation for every 10,000 square feet of pavement ares

Standard Penetration Test {SPT) Borings

The Standard Penetration Test (SPT) boring{s) were performed in general accordance with
the latest revision of ASTM D 1586, “Standard Test Method for Standard Penetration Test
(SPT) and Split-Barrel Sampling of Soils.” The borings were advanced by rotary drilling
techniques. A split-barrel sampler was Inserted to the borehole bottom and driven 18 to
i 24 inches into the soil using & 140-pound hammer falling an average of 30 inches per
hammer blow. The number of hammer blows for the final 12 inches of penetration (18"
sample) or for the sum of the middle 12 inches of penetration (24" sample) is termed the
“penetration resistance, blow count, or N-value.” This value is an Index to several in-situ
geotechnical properties of the material tested, such as relative density and Young's
Modulus.

After driving the sampler, it was retrieved from the borehole and representative samples of
the material within the split-barrel were containerized and sealed. ARer completing the
drilling operations, the samples for each boring were transported to the laboratory where
they were examined by a geotechnical engineer to verify the field descriptions and classify
the soil, and to select samples for laboratory testing.

Hand Auger Boring

The auger boring(s) were performed manually by the use of a hand-held bucket auger in
general accordance with the latest revision of ASTM D 1452, “Standard Practice for Soil
Exploration and Sampling by Auger Borings.” Representative samples of the soils brought
to the ground surface by the auger were placed in sealed containers and transported to our
laboratory where they were examined by a geotechnical engineer to verify the field
descriptions and classify the soil, and to select samples for laboratory testing.

Proposals submitted in response to a Request for Proposals (RFP) Bid No. ESC-0361-18 have been evaluated
and scored in accordance with the priorities and funding allocations established by the Metropolitan
Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council.

Of the eleven (11) proposals received, the Social Services Division requests that the following agencies be
awarded funding for a 12 month period from March 1, 2018 to February 28, 2019 as indicated below. The
initial amount of funding to be awarded to the agencies listed is $779,150 for an estimated three (3) month
period based on the current award amount released by the federal government. These amounts are
determined by a percentage of the agency request. The total anticipated amount of funding to be awarded to
the agencies listed above is approximately $5,512,040. Agency awards for the 12-month period are based on
total scores, numbers of clients to be served, and funding availability. Agencies requesting less than their
proportional share were awarded the amount of funds requested.

In the category of AIDS Pharmaceutical Assistance, Edgewood Pharmacy did not qualify because they are a for-
profit organization and two other organizations qualified as not-for-profit are being recommended for
funding. Federal regulations state that the City can fund a for-profit organization when there are no other
qualified not-for-profit bidders. The two qualified not-for-profit bidders recommended for funding are CAN
Community Health and Duval County Health Department. We are therefore, not recommending an award for
Edgewood Pharmacy.

In the category of Health Insurance Premium Assistance, American Exchange Health Insurance Services, LLC
did not qualify because they are a for-profit organization and did not submit a complete application. American
Exchange Health Insurance Services, LLC failed to submit the following documents: Certificate of Insurance,
Certificate from the State of Florida that they are eligible to bill Medicaid for reimbursable services, did not
include Assurances, Certifications and Addendums. Therefore, they are not being recommended for funding.

4. SECTION 4 - DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES
A. PURPOSE

This announcement solicits applications for City of Jacksonville Ryan White Part A HIV Emergency
Relief Grant funds to provide services to people living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA) in the Jacksonville
Transitional Grant Area (TGA) which is made up of Clay, Duval, Nassau and St. Johns Counties.
Expectations are that eligible providers will apply for funds who can demonstrate capacity to
support and further develop and/or expand systems of comprehensive and integrated care to meet
the urgent needs of PLWHA within the jurisdiction to achieve the HIV Continuum of Care (HCC)
milestones that either equals or exceeds the area’s 2016 HCC results.

B. BACKGROUND

The City of Jacksonville receives federal Ryan White HIV/AIDS Treatment Extension Act Part
A/MAI grant funds. The City of Jacksonville’s Social Services Division is the Administrative Agency
responsible for administering the Part A program. The City of Jacksonville also receives Minority
AIDS Initiative (MAI) funds to improve the health outcomes of African-Americans infected with
HIV/AIDS. The Part A and MAI programs provide emergency HIV-related health and support
services within the TGA.

The federal government requires local HIV/AIDS planning bodies be established and be
representative of the demographics of the local epidemic and the HIV/AIDS community. The
Metropolitan Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council (Planning Council) was
established under authority of the Public Health Service Act, Public Law 101-381, to previde a means
for planning and implementing a coordinated response to the needs of people living with, and
affected by, HIV/AIDS.

C. COMPREHENSIVE, CONTINUOUS, COORDINATED AND INTEGRATED CARE (CCCIC)

Funds from this Request for Proposals (RFP) are to provide services that achieve specific goals based
on milestones of the HIV Continuum of Care . The Health Resources and Services Administration
(HRSAY's goals are to:

2. Demonstrate a history of professional standards of care and service as evidenced by external
evaluation reports, implementation of competency based staff training and evaluation of
employee performance on such trainings, utilization of Peer Navigators as client linkage
specialists, and case notes that document the progress of clients in achieving treatment goals
that align with HCC milestones and Health and Human Services common indicators for
funded HIV programs and services.

3. Show at least five years of competencies using state of the art disease management
methodologies for successfully addressing HIV infection as a chronic disease.

4. Present an objectively verifiable record of systematic, ongoing improvements in quality and
outcomes of HIV/AIDS care and services at multiple levels of the service ecology: Policy,
Community, Institutional, and Client.

This RFP asks for a plausible program plan that will reduce Unmet Needs, which is 27%, and close
gaps in the HCC, especially for historically, disadvantaged populations now living with HIV.
Therefore, organize applications logically so that a multidisciplinary team of external reviewers can
understand your proposed strategy. Applications that fail to meet the aforementioned standards
will not be considered fundable.

Agency Executive Director/Chief Executive Officers should know and understand that the dollar
values referred to in this RFP do not constitute a guarantee of the level of effort that may be
requested of the successful applicants or a guaranteed payment of the maximum amount payable.
All available funding is contingent upon federal funding awards to the Jacksonville TGA in any
grant year. Additional conditions of funding are as follows:

1. The City of Jacksonville reserves the right to award all or part of the funds under each
service category in this RFP.

6. Acceptance of a contract obligates the provider to budget funds to allow for continuous
service throughout the Ryan White Part A and MAI fiscal year. Failure to provide
continuous services may be grounds to discontinue all services with a provider and bar the
provider from participation in funding during the next fiscal year cycle.

F. CURRENT SERVICE POPULATION/TARGET POPULATION

Proposals shall be expected to target services to populations that are recognized as having a high
incidence of HIV/ AIDS. For incidence rates for Area 4 refer to: Exhibit B, AIDS Surveillance Report
for March 2017. Other data from the Florida Department of Health/Duval can be accessed for your
informational profile. The AIDS epidemic continues to severely impact the four counties of
Northeast Florida. This area includes Clay, Duval, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties. Situated in the
upper northeast corner of Florida, the-area is populated by approximately one million people. The
epicenter of the AIDS epidemic in Area 4 is the core City of Jacksonville. Zip codes in Duval County
with the highest concentration of reported AIDS cases are 32202, 04, 06, 08, 09, and 10. Other
population centers include St. Augustine, MacClenny, Orange Park, and Fernandina Beach.

Most Providers of HIV related services in Area 4 are based in Jacksonville and most of the persons
receiving services live in Jacksonville. The estimated HIV/AIDS prevalence (the number of people
living with HIV/ AIDS) in the four county area including Clay, Duval, Nassau and St. Johns
Counties is 8,439 cases. Demographically, AIDS has most severely impacted gay and bisexual men,
IV drug users and their partners, and heterosexual women. The epidemic has also
disproportionately impacted minorities in the TGA with 69% of the reported AIDS cases in the past
three years being among African-Americans and 5% of the cases being among Hispanics. Current
reporting patterns reinforce this trend with a majority of new HIV and AIDS cases being among
African-Americans.

In reauthorizing the Ryan White HIV/ AIDS Treatment Extension Act, Congress included language
requiring TGAs and States receiving Ryan White funds to set aside funds to provide services to
women, infants, children, and youth in proportion to the percentage of reported AIDS cases among
womern, infants, children and youth in a TGA. That percentage is 38.70. The definition of women is
females aged 25 years and older, infants as birth through 24 months of age, children as 2 through 12
years of age, and youth as 13 through 24 years of age.

G. CONSUMER ELIGIBILITY

Consumer eligibility for services under this RFP shall be determined on the basis of verification of
HIV infection or verification of being an affected family member of such a person. Proof of positivity
is an Immunoassay (IA) or other State approved confirmatory test. Non-infected individuals may be
appropriate candidates for Ryan White services in limited situations, but these services shall always
have at least indirect benefit to a person with HIV infection. Funds awarded under this RFP may
only be used for services to individuals not infected with HIV as outlined in HRSA Program Policy
Notice No. 16-02; see Exhibit C-1 through C-6, HRSA Policy Notices. In addition, the services shall:

1. Directly enable an infected individual to receive needed medical or support services by
removing an identified barrier to care. Examples include payment of premiums for a family
health insurance policy to ensure continuity of insurance coverage for a low-income HIV+
family member, or child care for non-infected children while an infected parent accesses
medical care or support services.
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2. Promote family stability in coping with the unique challenges posed by HIV/AIDS.
Examples include permanency planning for infected and non-infected children of HIV+
parents, and mental health services which focus on equipping non-infected family members
and caregivers with skills to manage the stress and loss associated with HIV.

Client eligibility shall be determined in accordance with requirements of the Ryan White HIV/AIDS
Treatment Extension Act and eligibility criteria established by the Metropolitan Jacksonville Area
HIV Health Services Planning Council (Planning Council). Client eligibility criteria by service
category are provided as Exhibit D-1 and D-2.

Service providers contracted under this RFP shall assume the financial risk for providing services to
individuals who do not meet the eligibility criteria. Service providers shall also assume the financial
risk for providing services for which other sources of funding could reasonably have been
anticipated or determined. The Planning Council has the authority to develop additional eligibility
requirements for recipients of services, provided that the eligibility requirements are in accordance
with state and federal laws, rules, and regulations.

. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

All agencies/organizations selected for funding under this RFP shall be required to comply with the
terms and conditions of City of Jacksonville contracts. Providers should understand and be
prepared to comply with the following key provisions that will be included, along with other
provisions, in the contract agreements:

1. Participate in an HIV community-based continuum of care as defined by the Metropolitan
Jacksonville Area HIV Health Services Planning Council.

2. Participate in case conferences with other core medical and support service providers where
necessary. Typical cases would be clients who appear to be suffering from mental health
and/ or substance abuse problems or clients who are not adherent to their medical regimens.

3. Medical and non-medical case management staff shall participate in the monthly
Jacksonville TGA Case Management Cooperative and maintain an agency level training
program for case managers. In addition, case management agencies will conduct intra-and-
interagency case conferencing, share data, and collaboratively develop and implement care
plans.

4. Ryan White Part A Quality Coordinator and at least one staff member are required to attend
all, scheduled monthly provider meetings and any other meetings that may be necessary to
convey and collect information as required by the federal or state governments. Attendees
must be willing to serve on subcommittees to accomplish the work of the Provider Network,
outside of scheduled meetings.

5. Record all fiscal and programmatic data, including demographic and service utilization data
on consumers served through CAREWare.

6. Participate in continuous quality improvement activities, which have been developed in
partnership and consultation with core service providers.

7. Provide information for the completion of federal and state reports.
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Comply with all current and subsequent HRSA policies. A listing of current HRSA policies
is included as Exhibits C-1 through C-6.

Comply with all Ryan White Part A/MAI policies and procedures as developed by the
Administrative Agency, City of Jacksonville Social Services Division.

Recipients of an award will submit a revised Work Plan, proof of insurance and Civil Rights
compliance within 30 days of notice of grant award. The Work Plan shall be submitted
electronically.

Agencies/organizations may bill for up to 10% of their total grant award in any given
month, but not more than 25% within a given quarter, without the written permission of the
City.

Before execution of the contract by the City and commencement of the operations and/or
services to be provided, and during the duration of the contract, the agencies receiving
awards shall obtain or possess the insurance coverages listed in Attachment G, if applicable,
and will provide current Certificates of Insurance to the City, with Certificate Holder listed
as the City of Jacksonville, to verify such coverage.

Ryan White Part A and MAI funds will be used as a payor of last resort in the payment of
services for a consumer. Applicants must have established policies and procedures for
seeking to obtain other funding sources for all consumers served and for documenting such
efforts. Ryan White funding may not be used to pay for Medicaid covered services for
Medicaid beneficiariqs, Medicare covered services for Medicare beneficiaries, or services
covered under a private health insurance plan. The only exceptions will be health insurance
premium assistance, medical office visit co-payment assistance, mental health visit co-
payment assistance, and medication co-payment assistance for eligible consumers. Under
the Ryan White Part A funded Health Insurance Premium Assistance Program; eligible
consumers may receive assistance in paying monthly health insurance premiums, medical
visit co-payments, and mental health visit co-payments. Under the Ryan White Part A
funded Local Pharmacy Assistance Program, eligible consumers with Medicare Part D or
private health insurance may receive assistance with medication co-payments.

Applicants must establish internal grievance procedures. The agency’s/organization’s
internal grievance procedure must include, at a minimum, the following:  written
notification to the Administrative Agency office (Social Services Division) at the time a
consumer grievance is received; the agency’s/organization’s written response to the
consumer; and consumer opportunity to meet with the agency’s/organization’s Executive
Director, board member, or their designee. The grievance process must be posted in a public
common area.

Applicants will have in place a quality assurance and continuous quality improvement
program. The agency/organization will cooperate with the Administrative Agency’s quality
assurance staff and consultants, reporting requirements and quality management activities.
Agencies/organizations will be expected to develop and measure program outcomes and
service performance and submit the results to the Administrative Agency office.

Applicants must agree to participate in research, evaluation studies or needs assessments
sponsored by the Administrative Agency, Health Resources and Services Administration
(HRSA), or the Planning Council to evaluate the effect of consumer service activities, or the
appropriateness of quality of services. Furthermore, the applicant agrees to participate in
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on-going meetings or task forces aimed to increase, enhance and maintain coordination and
collaboration among HIV/ AIDS related health and support service providers.

Applicants must demonstrate a method for provision of services in case of emergencies
occurring outside of regular business hours.
