The Neighborhoods Department, on behalf of Animal Care and Protective Services, respectfully request an increase of
$74,160.00 to Administrative Award SC-0236-20. The increase will raise the Administrative Award from $125,840.00 to
$200,000.00. The period of service remains unchanged, October 1, 2019 to September 30, 2020. Source of funds to be
amended from ERAC011-03410 to ERAC1H2ACSN - 03410, Project NBPSNR in accordance with the City Council's
Approved Budget.

First Coast No More Homeless Pets, FCNMHP, provides spay/neuter services to cats in the Duval County area through
the City of Jacksonville’s Duval Cat Fix Spay/Neuter Program. The program seeks to offer residents assistance and relief
by performing spay and neuter surgeries to reduce and control the cat population in Duval County.

FCNMHP used an estimated 2,880 cats on their bid for a total bid of $125,840.00. Based on an analysis of services provided
in FY19, the program funds were insufficient to provide services for the entire of the fiscal year. The program was fully
expended in March of 2019. The program remained unfunded from April to September 2019. For this reason, additional
funds will have a greater impact on the community and the cat population of Duval County.

Due to the program’s success in the past three years, we fully expect to utilize all the funds allocated by the City Council’s
approved budget.

The Neighborhoods Department, on behalf of Animal Care and Protective Services, respectfully request an increase of
$276,400.00 to Administrative Award SC-0237-20. The increase will raise the Administrative Award from $33,900.00 to
$310,300. The period of Service remains unchanged, October 1, 2019 to September 30, 2020. Source of funds to be
amended from ERAC011-03410 to ERAC1H2ACSN - 03410, Project NBPSNR in accordance with the City Council's
Approved Budget.

First Coast No More Homeless Pets, FCNMHP, provides spay/neuter services to low income families in the Duval County
area through the City of Jacksonville’s Spay Jax Low Income Spay/Neuter Program. They screen, maintain records, and
perform spay/neuter surgeries for low income families based on the requirements as outlined in the contract.

FCNMHP used an estimated 60 animals per category on their bid for a total bid of $33,900.00. Based on an analysis of
services provided in FY19, FCNMHP performed 3,783 surgeries for a total cost of $286,517.00. The total surgeries for FY18
were 4,081 for a total of $311,949.00, and 4,161 surgeries in FY17 for $292,330.00. This is an average of 334 surgeries
per month for an approximate monthly cost of $24,744.00.

According to the contract, payment for services is calculated based on per unit pricing. Due to an increased price per unit
as provided in the bid and the performance of the program in the past three years, we fully expect to utilize the funds
allocated by the City Council’s approved budget.
