The Department of Public Works does not have employees with the necessary expertise to design for
Programming, Site Selection and Design of a New Medical Examiner's Office. Since this is a specialty
discipline, the City has, in the past, hired a Consultant to prepare required studies, construction plans and
specifications. The RFP for these services was advertised for over 4 weeks and was downloaded by 30
Architectural and Engineering firms and 5 companies that inform their Professional Services members of
Private and Public projects. We feel that 4 weeks afforded ample time for consulting firms to become aware of
the RFP and prepare/submit responses. Additionally, we believe that one or both proposals receive were from
qualified firms.

Considering the foregoing information, staff requests permission to review and grade the 2 proposals received.
