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1 INTRODUCTION

1.1 SCOPE

This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the required tasks to provide the City of Jacksonville with a
software interface between the existing Motorola Premier CAD System (PCAD) and the PURVIS Fire
Station Alerting System Standard Application Programming Interface (API). PURVIS will work
cooperatively with the City of Jacksonville and Motorola to implement a fully turnkey solution to the
City.

1.2 BACKGROUND

The City of Jacksonville intends to award PURVIS a contract to implement the PURVIS Fire Station
Alerting System in response to the City’s Request for Proposal Bid Number ESC-0426-16. The PURVIS
FSAS will be installed in all 61 fire stations and one training academy. The Bid Specifications for the Fire
Station Alerting System Replacement project indicated that Motorola was going to integrate the FSAS
with Jacksonville’s Motorola PCAD system, so the CAD integration was therefore not part of our
proposal. The City of Jacksonville has subsequently requested PURVIS to provide this SOW and Quote
for PURVIS to integrate the PURVIS FSAS with the City’s existing Motorola PCAD system and to provide a
migration path, through the PURVIS API, for interfacing to the new CAD system that the City plans to
implement in the future. It is anticipated that the City will migrate to the Motorola PremierOne CAD
system in the next 18-24 months.

Since this SOW is directly related to the City’s Fire Station Alerting System Replacement project (ESC-
0426-16), the PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface will be licensed, warrantied, and maintained under the same
‘PURVIS FSAS End-User License Agreement’ and ‘PURVIS FSAS Warranty, Maintenance and Service
Agreement’ as the ESC-0426-16 project.

2  SCOPE OF SERVICES

2.1 SOLUTION OVERVIEW

The PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface (FPt) will be a Windows service that will interface with the Motorola
PCAD, Motorola CSI, and the PURVIS FSAS. The FPI will be installed as a standalone application,
providing the ability to remove the application in the future when a new CAD system is installed and
live, with no impact to the PURVIS FSAS.

The FPI will be deployed “in-line” with the existing PCAD and CSl servers and will transmit all existing
legacy message traffic transparently between the two. The PURVIS FSAS Browser-based Management
Tool will also provide the ability to select stations with the PURVIS FSAS system installed, enabling all
relevant PCAD/CSI traffic to be forwarded to the PURVIS FSAS in the stations. Figure 1 below illustrates
PURVIS's proposed CAD interface approach.

The FPI service will consist of two main modules: Pass-through and API. Figure 2 below illustrates the
proposed PURVIS FPI.

The pass-through module will transfer data in both directions between the Motorola CSl and the
Motorola PCAD. All traffic will also be forwarded to the APl module for processing.

The APl module will be responsible for receiving, parsing, and processing data from the pass-through
module, forwarding all relevant data to FSAS. The APl module will process all relevant data from FSAS
{unit acknowledgements), convert the data and send to PCAD.

The FPI will be deployed on the Central Server with established network connections to PCAD, CSI, and
FSAS.

No additional hardware will be required to perform the CAD interface solution. All hardware necessary
is part of the original FSAS project bid.

During the period of CAD interface testing and qualification, station status will continue to be monitored
with what exists today and will be managed by Motorola and/or the City of Jacksonville.

During the period of CAD interface testing and qualification, when the FSAS Central Server has been
logically placed in line between PCAD and the CSI, if a FSAS Central Server failure occurs such that it is
deemed to require a fall back to the original operational architecture, the anticipated process step(s)
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would be to simply have Motorola change the PCAD/CSI configurations to repoint the network
connectivity from PCAD directly to the CSl server, bypassing the FSAS Central Server.

Once the FSAS Central Server has been built out to support PURVIS station installations, additional real
time monitoring and status of the interface will be available on the FSAS DM Console. Visual and audible
alerts will notifiy dispatch operations if there is a problem with the interface. Standard troubleshooting
techniques would engage at this point to determine root cause and either PURVIS and/or Motorola
would investigate and resolve the issue.

2.2 TASKS

2.2.1 Requirements and Data Collection

PURVIS will implement a data recorder to be installed in the City of Jacksonville to passively record data
transferred between the City’s existing Motorola PCAD System and the Motorola CSI. The data will be
recorded over a period of two weeks to collect as many variations in data exchange as possible to
maximize our understanding of the interface data requirements.

Data recording will be passive and will not interfere with ongoing dispatch operations. The data will be
analyzed and the interface requirements will be updated, if necessary.

The recorded data will be incorporated into the PURVIS CAD simulation framework in the PURVIS
Software Validation System and will be used during development and system verification testing to
ensure that the software interface is developed in accordance with actual data transfer occurring in the
City today.

2.2.2 Interface Development

PURVIS will develop an Interface Design Document (IDD) and use this as the basis to implement the FPI
to provide the data interface between the Motorola PCAD and the PURVIS FSAS standard APl in
accordance with the reference documentation and consistent with the data recording activities. The
software module will be installed on the PURVIS FSAS Central Servers.

PURVIS will also provide a data pass-through capability between the Motorola PCAD and CSl systems to
ensure data transfer to the City’s legacy Fire Station Alerting System. This will ensure that station-by-
station cutover capability is provided throughout the implementation phase.

2.2.3 Integration and Testing

PURVIS will provide integration and testing services during the implementation of the software
interface. Test and integration activities include the software validation testing at the PURVIS facility in
Middletown, R, as well as integration and testing activities in the City of facksonville.

The PURVIS QA Team will develop test scripts based on the reference documents and the PURVIS IDD.
The FPI will be validated at the PURVIS SVT facility using the PURVIS CAD simulator and recorded CAD
data. Upon successful testing of the interface, the PURVIS QA team will provide a “ready for integration

PURVIS SYSTEMS
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testing”.

Additionally, the City will provide specific test cases, included in Appendix A, to be used during the test
activities, and these test cases will be incorporated into the PURVIS test scripts.

Initial integration testing will be performed on either the Training CAD system or the pathway CAD
System. This testing will focus on the proper operation of the interface as well as ensuring that there are
no adverse effects on the existing Motorola PCAD system or the CSI. The Final Integration Test Phase will
be entered upon successful script testing by the PURVIS QA Team and approval of the City.

The live CAD environment will be utilized for Final Integration Testing. The insertion of the PURVIS
Central Server and the FP! will incur station dispatch downtime. PURVIS will ensure that downtime is
kept to a minimum and that the system may be reverted to current operation as rapidly as possible
should an unforeseen outage occur. The PURVIS FSAS Central Server will be inserted between the
Motorola PCAD System and the CSI. The Motorola PCAD and CSl interfaces configuration will need to be
modified to redirect data traffic to the PURVIS Central Server. Final integration testing will occur in two
phases: interface testing of passive data transfer between PCAD and the CSI, and testing with a PURVIS
FSAS station implementation.

During passive interface testing, all CAD traffic will be transferred between the PCAD system and the CSI
with no PURVIS station hardware or data transfer. PURVIS and the City of Jacksonville will cooperatively
script test the data transfer between the PCAD and the CSI, specifically utilizing the City's test cases.
Upon successful FPI script testing and at the conclusion of a one-week pilot test, PURVIS will request the
City’s approval to proceed with PURVIS Station Testing.

PURVIS Station testing will be performed between the PURVIS Central Server and the PURVIS Test Site as
defined in the PURVIS Proposal PC2016-59 . PURVIS will test all functionality at the Test Site and will
then work cooperatively with the City to perform integration testing and interface acceptance at two
station sites.

For reference, a flow diagram showing the high level process steps for both the CAD
development/testing and the FSAS project install/testing is provided in Appendix B of this SOW.

2.2.4 Project Management

Project management activities and reporting for this FSAS PCAD Interface project will be incorporated
into the PM activities for the Fire Station Alerting implementation. This SOW incorporates all additional
PM activities required to manage this new development effort.

3 ACCEPTANCE

PURVIS will develop and provide an Acceptance Test Plan to the City for review, comment and final
approval.

The City of Jacksonville will provide the specific test cases to be utilized during the test, integration and
acceptance testing.






PURVIS and the City will cooperatively execute the Acceptance Test Plan, with the City providing final
acceptance at the conclusion of successfuf testing.
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5 PLACE OF PERFORMANCE

Al work will be performed at the PURVIS facility in Middletown, Ri and at the City of Jacksonville data
centers and fire stations.

6 ASSUMPTIONS

The project will not start until a signed contract is executed between COJ and PURVIS.
City will assign a primary customer point of contact for the project.

City will ensure timely participation of key City project team members in regularly scheduled
project meetings.

Once coordinated with COJ, when on site installation and testing activities are required, PURVIS
will have timely access (during normal business hours, unless otherwise agreed to) to all
necessary physical locations and systems during the project. Coordinated access times shall be
agreed to, at minimum, 24 hours prior to arrival on site.

City will ensure personnel are available to approve recommended acceptance test procedures
and to participate in the execution of these procedures.

City will provide access to a test / training CAD for the purposes of vendor integration testing.

Due to the tight integration between the CAD System and the FSAS, during implementation and
during the lifecycle of systems, the City will coordinate modifications of the CAD system with
PURVIS.

PURVIS assumes no responsibility for the PCAD system’s ability to send and accept data.

The City will provide PURVIS with remote access to the PCAD, CSI and PURVIS FSAS servers via
VPN tunnel.

The City is responsible for contracting with Motorola for support and configuration tasks.
We have included no cost for Motorola support or configuration in this quote.

PURVIS engineering will work directly with Motorola for development support questions. The
COJ Project Manager will be copied on all communications.

The City is responsible for ensuring that Motorola support will be available throughout the
interface development and test period on an as-needed basis through acceptance by COJ. To
support the proposed schedule, responses from Motorola on PURVIS support questions will be
required within one working day. PURVIS expects to use no more than 60 hours of assistance
from Motorola.

The City is responsible for all configuration changes to the Motorola PCAD or CSI Systems.

The City will provide all changes to the network, firewalls and routing rules to provide data
transfer between the PURVIS Central Servers, The Motorola PCAD Server(s), and the Motorola
CSl Server(s).






7 WARRANTY AND MAINTENANCE

Warranty and Maintenance services for the PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface will be provided under the
same PURVIS FSAS Warranty, Maintenance, and Service Agreement that the City will have for the ESC-
0426-16 project.

The PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface will be included in the 1 Year Warranty for the PURVIS Fire Station
Alerting System. Follow-On Software Maintenance/Technical Support for the PURVIS FSAS PCAD
Interface will be available for an additional fee, as defined in Section 9 below.

8 DELIVERABLES

PURVIS will install the PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface, which will be a custom-developed Microsoft
Windows software application, FSAS_PCAD.exe. The application will be installed by PURVIS on the
PURVIS FSAS Central Servers.

PURVIS will deliver an Interface Design Document and Interface Acceptance Test Plan electronically.

9 QUOTE AND PAYMENT SCHEDULE

The Firm Fixed Price for implementation of the PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface is $ 121,554.00 .

After the first year of warranty conciudes, the fee to maintain the PURVIS FSAS PCAD Interface is $5,000
per year. PURVIS recommends that this maintenance fee be added to the City’s annual PURVIS FSAS
Software Maintenance Fee. After the implementation of the City’s new PremierOne CAD System, and
assuming that the new CAD system does not rely on this interface to communicate with the PURVIS
FSAS, the maintenance for this software interface can be eliminated.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, effective September 8, 2006, the U. S. General Services Administration (“GSA”) entered
into GSA Contract Number GS-35F-0623S (the “GSA Contract”) with Lytx; and

WHEREAS, the GSA Contract has been renewed so as to extend the period of service to September
7,2021; and

WHEREAS, said GSA Contract has been competitively procured and awarded by the GSA as
contracting authority according to law; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Procurement Code, more particularly Section 126.211, Ordinance
Code, authorizes and allows departments and agencies of City to use inter alia contracts of other governmental
entities, including the GSA, which have been competitively procured and awarded; and

ARTICLE 1: Incorporation of Recitals

incorporated herein by this reference.





ARTICLE 2: Engagement of Lytx

City hereby engages Lytx and Lytx hereby accepts said engagement for the purpose of providing to
City equipment and services for the Project according to the provisions of the GSA Contract and its exhibits,
amendments, equipment descriptions, and quotations, attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated herein by
this reference. The payment schedule and prices are more specifically set forth in the Drive Cam® Program
Price Quote, attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this reference, With respect to the
Project, the provisions, terms, and conditions of the GSA Contract shall apply unless specifically preempted
herein. Therefore, any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement and those in the GSA Contract shall
be resolved in favor of this Agreement, but only to the extent of any conflict.
ARTICLE 3: Coordination and Services Provided by City

City shall designate for the Project a Project Coordinator who will, on behalf of City, coordinate with
Lyix and administer this Agreement according to the terms and conditions contained herein and in the exhibits
attached hereto and made a part hereof. It shall be the responsibility of Lytx to coordinate all purchases for the
Project with the designated Project Coordinator.

ARTICLE 4: Duration of Agreement/Pricing Available to Other Entities

The term of this Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall continue and remain in
full force and effect as to all its terms, conditions, and provisions as set forth herein through September 30,
2017, unless sooner terminated as provided in Exhibit A, with one 1-year renewal option. During said period
of time, the pricing provided hereunder shall be available to all using agencies and other political subdivisions,
boards, agencies, or authorities existing in Duval County that may desire to purchase the same at the contract
price provided heréin.
ARTICLE 5: Payments for Services of Contractor

5.1.  City will compensate Lytx for equipment and services purchased hereunder in accordance with
the following terms:

ARTICLE 7. Laws, Ordinances, Rules, and Regulétions

As required by Section 126.108(b), Ordinance Code, in the sale of equipment and services for the
| Project, Lytx must comply with any and all applicable federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, and
ordinances, as the same exist and may be amended from time to time. Such laws, rules, regulations, and
ordinances shall include but are not limited to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law),
and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law), as they apply to the purchases contemplated





in this Agreement. If any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a subcontractor, Lytx

ARTICLE 8. Conflict of Interest

The parties will follow the provisions of Section 126.119, Ordinance Code, with respect to required

ARTICLEY. Prompt Payment

As required by Chapter 126, Part 6, Ordinance Code, (provided however, if Contractor does not use
JSEB or MBE subcontractors, as identified below, this Article 9 shall not apply):

9.1 Generally. When Lytx receives payment from City for labor, services, or materials furnished by
subconsultants or subcontractors and suppliers hired by Lytx, Lytx shall remit payment due (less proper
retainage) to those subconsultants, subcontractors, and suppliers within fifteen (15) calendar days after Lytx’s
receipt of payment from City. Nothing herein shall prohibit Lytx from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof,
all or any portion of a payment alleged to be due to its subconsultants; subcontractors, and suppliers. In the
event of such dispute, Lytx may dispute the disputed portion of any such payment only after Lytx has provided
notice to City and to the subconsultant, subcontractor, or supplier whose payment is in dispute, which notice
shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the
dispute; and, (iv) be delivered to City and said subconsultant, subcontractor, or supplier within ten (10)
calendar days after Lytx’s receipt of payment from City. Lytx shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the
time limits imposed by this article.

9.2. Jacksonville Small Emerging Business Enterprise (“JSEB”) and Minority Business Enterprise
(“MBE") Participation. Notwithstanding Chapter 126, Part 6, Ordinance Code, Lytx shall pay all contracts
awarded with certified JSEB’s and MBE’s, as defined therein, their pro rata share of their earned portion of the
progress payments made by City under this Agreement within seven (7) business days after Lytx’s receipt of
payment from City (less proper retainage). The pro rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials
and equipment furnished, or services performed by the certified JSEB or MBE at the time of payment. Asa
condition precedent to progress and final payments to Lytx, Lytx shall provide to City with its requisition for
payment, documentation that sufficiently demonstrates that Lytx has made proper payments to its certified
JSEB’s or MBE’s from all prior payments Lytx has received from City. Lytx shall not unreasonably withhold
payments to certified JSEB’s and MBE’s if such payments have been made to Lytx. If Lytx withholds





payment to its certified JSEB’s or MBE’s, which payment has been made by City to Lytx, Lytx shall return
said payment to City. Lytx shall provide notice to City and to the certified JSEB’s or MBE’s whose payment is
in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically describe the
actions required to cure the dispute; and, (iv) be delivered to City and said JSEB’s or MBE’s within five (5)
calendar days after Lytx’s receipt of payment from City. Lytx shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the
time limits imposed in this Article 9. The failure to pay undisputed amounts to the JSEB’s or MBE’s within
seven (7) business days shall be a breach of this Agreement, compensable by one per-cent (1%) of the
outstanding invoice’s being withheld by City, not as a penalty but as liquidated damages to compensate for the
additional contract administration by City.

'9.3. Third Party Liability. The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall in no way create any
contractual relationship or obligation between City and any subconsultant, subcontractor, supplier, JSEB,
MBE, or any third party or create any City liability for Lytx’s failure to make timely payments hereunder.
However, Lytx’s failure to comply with the Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of
Lytx’s contractual obligations to City. As a result of said breach, City, without waiving any other available
remedy it may have against Lytx, may issue joint checks and charge Lytx a 0.2% daily late payment interest
charge or the charges specified in Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, for JSEB’s or MBE’s and in Chapter 218,

Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB’s or non-MBE’s, whichever is greater.

ARTICLE 10. Nondiscrimination

As required by Section 126.404, Ordinance Code, Lytx represents that it has adopted and will

c. Maintenance may be discontinued by the ordering activity on thirty (30) calendar days written notice, or
shorter notice when agreed to by the Contractor; such notice to become effective thirty (30) calendar days from the
date on the notification. However, the ordering activity may extend the original discontinuance date upon written
notice to the Contractor, provided that such notice is furnished at least ten (10) calendar days prior to the original
discontinuance date.

d. Annual Funding. When annually appropriated funds are cited on a maintenance order, the period of
maintenance shall automatically expire on September 30th of the contract period, or at the end of the contract
period, whichever occurs first. Renewal of a maintenance order citing the new appropriation shall be required, if
maintenance is to continue during any remainder of the contract period.
