ARE YOU “ALL IN"?

You may have noticed new
crosswalks  with  flashing  beacons
popping up across the city.
Rectangular Rapid Flashing
Beacons (RRFBs) are a proven
safety countermeasure for reducing
pedestrian crashes. These devices

are located mid-block in areas with
high levels of pedestrian activity.
Pedestrians and Dbicyclists activate
RRFBs by pressing a push-button,
which initiates a flashing pattern
that alerts drivers that someone is
crossing. Check out this video from
