IV. Executive Director’s Report 
 

James Holderfield asked for an update on the Children’s Lump Sum calculations. 

Steve Lundy said that the Children’s Lump Sum recommendation was slated to be on today’s agenda, but while 

drafting the agenda, we analyzed the calculations and discovered an error. This error resulted from an incorrect 

pension base calculation by the JaxPension software and needs to be researched. He said the PFPF team will verify 

that all the original members’ pension calculations were calculated correctly before paying the Children’s Lump Sum. 

If this was not discovered, at least one child would have been overpaid around $100,000. 

Timothy Johnson said that Jason Mann requested a refund of his contributions, and this was on today’s consent 

agenda. Previously, Jason Mann was a candidate for forfeiture, and now this is no longer an issue. 

Timothy Johnson said that the PFPF Staff is working on a number of data questions related to Jason Weathington’s 

Disability Application related to his use of annual leave between August 2019 through the date of the last hearing on 

May 22. We have been successful gathering that information, and we will analyze it and share this with the 

attorneys. We anticipate the next hearing to be held in July, with both the Advisory Committee and the Board of 

Trustees present. We will have an updated file for the Advisory Committee to inspect prior to the meeting. 
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James Holderfield asked if we have reached out to the PFPF Medical Director, Dr. Greene, with this updated 

information. 

Timothy Johnson said we have not yet reached out to Dr. Greene. We still have some information left to gather. We 

will send it to him once complete. 

Lawsikia Hodges said that the Governor’s order is still in place allowing meetings to be held on Webex, or in person. 

Bob Sugarman said that we are re-writing the rules on Disability and Forfeiture hearings in order to streamline them. 

Forfeiture hearings will go straight to the Board of Trustees, and bypass the Advisory Committee. For disability 

hearings, the bouncing back and forth is time consuming. The new rules will include a hearing and recommendation 

by the Advisory Committee, then anything else subsequently will be held at the Board of Trustees level, including 

consideration of ‘new evidence’. We learned a lot this year about this process.
