Pursuant to your request an Asbestos Demolition Survey has been performed at the above
location for the purpose of identifying asbestos that needs to be removed prior to the planned
demolition of the structure.

The asbestos survey of the condemned structure at 2023 Payne Av. revealed asbestos in the 9”x9”
viny! floor tile (VFT) — green with black mastic, 1’x1’ vinyl floor tile (VFT) wood pattern self-adhesive
vinyl floor tile over 9”x9” viny! floor tile (VFT) — brown with black mastic and the 1°’x1’ vinyl floor tile
(VFT) wood pattern self-adhesive vinyl tile over 1'x1’ VFT white with yellow mastic over VFT brown
with black mastic with green vinyl, which must be removed utilizing a wet demolition method.

ERS has explained in their email (attached) that, based on their site inspection, they are choosing to
wet demo the structure. This is using the least costly method of asbestos abatement by which
disposal of the concrete is made in a permitted landfill by the contractor versus hiring an abatement
contractor who would have to physically remove the materials prior to demolition at a much higher
cost.

Applications and
operations are to be performed to the satisfaction of the Parks District Manager.

Weed, pest and disease control will be performed, when requested, and pursued until the weed or pest is
eradicated to the satisfaction of the Parks District Manager.

REQUIREMENTS:

The Contractor shall furnish, with their bid submission, a list of equipment that will be used to perform
applications listed in Appendix B for the City’s review and approval. The Contractor shall also include
a list of all personnel that will be working on this project. Included on the list will be personnel
responsible for application of any and all chemicals with copies of their appropriate licensing from the
State of Florida Department of Agriculture.

The purchase
order will provide funding for fertilization, insect control, weed control, disease control and pre-
emergent for any site maintained by the City regardless of whether or not it is listed in Appendix A. The
Contractor will only be paid for work that has been satisfactorily completed, approved, and accepted, by
the Parks District Manager.

Payment for the work performed under these bid specifications will be made at the contract unit price set
forth in the proposal. Each unit price shall include the furnishing of all material, equipment, tools, labor,
and supervision to complete the work as planned.

FERTILIZATION OF IDENTIFIED SITES:

The Contractor shall be responsible for applications of granular or liquid based fertilizer to all sites listed
in Appendix A. The table, which is Appendix B, shall be adhered to for the timing of applications, rate
of nitrogen per application and the different types of fertilizer to be used. Fertilizer will be applied in the
months of March thru October. The City can choose to change fertilizer type and formulation listed in
the table of Appendix B at any time during the contract period.

Fertilizer shall be applied to the total acreage of each site listed in Appendix A. All sites listed in
Appendix A shall be fertilized between the first day and the last day of the appropriate month.

If granular fertilizer is used, fertilizer shall be applied using a rotary type spreader, which is
calibrated to apply the appropriate amount of nitrogen per 100 sqft. as listed in the table of
Appendix B.

If liquid fertilizer is used, fertilizer should not be applied: (1) when forecast is calling for rain
within 24 hours of application, and (2) during periods of high wind (over 10 mph).

WHEREAS, the City’s authority to make and enter into said Agreement comes
from its Procurement Code, and

WHEREAS, by legislative fiat, there are certain contractual provisions that must
be contained in any procurement contract of the City; and

WHEREAS, this Addendum should be executed by the parties to ensure that all
lawful provisions are contained in the Agreement; now therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the Agreement and of the mutual covenants
hereinafter contained and for other good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as
follows:

1. The above-stated recitals are accurate, true, and correct and are made a
part hereof and are incorporated herein by this reference.

2. This Addendum shall be attached to said Agreement,.shall be a part of said
Agreement, and shall be binding upon the parties.

3. As required by Section 106.431, Ordinance Code, the City’s maximum
indebtedness for all products and services under the Agreement shall be a fixed monetary
amount not-to-exceed THREE HUNDRED FORTY-ONE THOUSAND TWO
HUNDRED THIRTY-FIVE AND 36/100 DOLLARS ($341,235.36) for the three (3)
year term of the Agreement ($110,400.00 for Year 1; $113,712.00 for Year 2;
$117,123.36 for Year 3, reflecting three percent (3%) escalator per year).

4. As required by Section 126.108, Ordinance Code. in its performance of
the Agreement West must comply with any and all applicable federal, state, and local
laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
“Laws™), only with respect to the Agreement, as such Laws exist and may be amended
from time to time. Such Laws shall include, but are not limited to, Chapter 119, Florida





Statutes, (the Florida Public Records Law) and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes, (the
Florida Sunshine Law).

5. West represents that it has adopted and will maintain throughout the term
of this Agreement a policy of nondiscrimination or nonharrassment against any person
with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation, gender identity
or expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital status,
veteran status, or any other impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation,
training, placement, promotion, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recall, termination,
working conditions, and related terms and conditions of employment. On written
request, West shall permit access to its records of employment, employment
advertisements, application forms, and other pertinent data and records by the Executive
Director of the Community Relations Commission of City for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of this
Agreement. West shall not be required to produce for inspection any records covering
periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the date of this Agreement. West agrees
that if any of the obligations of this Agreement are to be performed by a subcontractor,
the provisions above shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract.

6. The rights, obligations, and remedies of the parties as specified under the
Agreement shall be interpreted and governed in all aspects by the laws of the State of
Florida.

. Public Records. In accordance with Section 119.0701, Florida Statutes,
West shall:
