SIX AND 721100 DOLLARS ($937,996.72). 


S. Ratification of the Agreement. The provisions of the Agreement shall remain in full 
force and effect except as expressly provided in this Amendment. 


6. Authority. Company represents and warrants to City that Company has full right and 
authority to execute and preform its obligations under this Amendment and the Agreement, and Company 
and the person(s) signing this Amendment on Company's behalf represent and warrant lo City that such 
pcrson(s) are duly authorized to execute this Amendment on Company's behalf without further consent or 
approval by anyone. Company shall deliver to City promptly upon request all documents reasonable 
requested by City to evidence such authority. 


7. Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties regarding the 
modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior agreements and understandings 







regarding such objecl maner, and may be modified only by a writing executed by the party against whom 
the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall bind and benefit the parties and their respective 
successor, legal representatives and assigns. 


8. Cou.terparts. This Amendment may be executed in several counterparts, each of which 
shall be deemed an original, and all of such counterparts together shall constitute one and the same 
instrument. Facsimile or email transmission of all signatures, with originals to follow, shall constitute

2.2.2 Task Orders 
Services described in this section are In addition to Base Contract Scope. Task Orders may be used to 
procure system improvements lhat DCPS deems outside of the Base Contract scope. Task Orders wiU be 
authorized by OCPS on a project by project basis and may include worl< at any OCPS facility. Examples of 
Task Orders Include: 


relocate thermostat or sensor for improved temperature Indication 
repair or replace ductwork 
modify EMCS sequence of operations ror Improved control or energy savings 
equipment replacement - chillers, boilers, rooftops, wallhungs, pumps, etc. 
professional services - design and/or installaUon services as needed for large or complex 
projects Involving resolution of Indoor PJr Quality, dehumidification and energy Issues, elc. 


2.2.3 School Inspections 
OCPS Contract Manager shaU coordinate monthly quality Inspections with Contractors. 


2.2.4 Monthly Meetings and Report Cards 
Contractor team and OCPS team will convene monthly to discuss key perfonnance metrics, contract 
effectiveness, potential modmcations, open issues, future plans, suggested process improvement, etc. 
Contractor shan provide quarterly Report Cards lo DCPS summarizing services accomplished during the 
quarter. Information included in these monthly meetings and quarterly Report Cards may determine 
escalaUon rate and contract renewals. 


2.2.5 Metrics 
Contractor shall utilize DCPS's workorder system for receiving, completing and tracking all work orders, 
including PM work orders, in accordance with OCPS Maintenance procedures. Contractor shaM 
generate a workorder for each service instance Including PM work in order to property doCtJment all 
services performed. One laptop computer containing workorder sortware and two license agreements 
(for primary person and one back up person) will be provided at no cost to each Contractor for the 
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contract duration. License agreements are transferable. OCPS shall provide periodic training for two 
licensed users per Contractor. Contractor should not expect that OCPS's workorder system wHI dlrecUy 
integrate wilh Contractor's business systems. OCPS policies and procedures for computer usage will 
be strictly enforced. Acceptable Use Policy (AUP) will be provided as needed. 


Performance metrics are calculated monthly based on workorder system data. Metrics include total 


standard and PM work orders completed, work order average days to completion, cost per work order, 
etc. Contractor shall maintain performance metrics consistent with those of DCPS HVAC Shops and 
other Contraclors. Persistent deviations from benchmarks set by DCPS HVAC Shops and other 
Contractors' may be grounds for contract lermlnatlon or non-renewal. Several monthly maintenance 
reports are provided in Exhibit 4, Sample Reports. 


2.2.6 Capital Projects 
Contractor shall asslsl In an advisory capacity during planning and construction phases of capital 
projects and major renovations at schools maintained by the Contraclor. This includes, but is not limited 
to, sending a knowledgeable representation lo attend design reviews for projects at schools maintained 


by the Contractor. 


2.2.7 Staffing Requirements 
Contractor shall retain sufficient qualified personnel to perform all Base Contract services. For the 
duration of the contract term, Contractor's DCPS-deslgnaled team members shall not be assigned lo 


any other client until all DCPS workorders involving the team member's skillset, including PM 
workorders, are completed. tr Contractor lacks ln·house resources for any portion of the Base Contract 


scope, Contractor must subcontract this portion of scope to others and maintain active agreements with 
these subcontractors for the contract term. Agreements between Contractor and subcontractors wlU be 
periodically reviewed by DCPS. Contractor is obligated to meet specified response times regardless of 
whether work is performed by direct employees or subcontractors. Delays and poor service caused by 
issues between Contractor and subcontractors may be cause for contract termination and/or other 
punitive action. 


2.2.8 DCPS Calendar 
DCPS calendar can be accessed al www.duvalschools.org. Calendar contains Information on testing, 
school closure days, holidays and school operating hours that may significantly impact work scheduling 


and perfonnance. Contractor shall identify and schedule work around all crillcal dates and standardized 
testing dates. Contractor shall minimize school disturbance, especialy during testing. 


2.2.9 Correction of Work 
DCPS will routinely Inspect Contractor's work. Contractor shall promptly, and at no cost to DCPS, 
correct all wOlk rejected by DCPS as faiUng to conform lo applicable Building Codes, specifications 
and/or DCPS guldeHnes. DCPS may withhold payment, in whole or in part, until defective WOf'k is 
corrected. Persistanl f allure lo properly execute work in accordance with applicable Bulldlng Codes, 


specification andlor DCPS guidelines may result in contract termination and/or other punitive action. 


2.2.10 Invoicing 
Contraclot shal submit invoices electronically to OCPS Contract Manager or DCPS Project Manager. 


Email addresses will be provided after contract award. Separate invoices shall be provided for Base 
Contract, Task Orders and Additional Project work. It is the Contractor's responsibility lo submit 
accurate and timely invoices. Contractor shall ensure thal all invoices are accurate and complete prior 


lo submission ror approval and payment. DCPS will not process inaccurate or incomplete invoices. As 
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a courtesy, OCPS may notify the Contractor or Invoice Issues at least once to assist with resolution. Ir 
Contractor fails lo provide an accurate and complete Invoice within 90 calendar days of project 
substantial completion (as determined by DCPS), OCPS reserves the right to permanently nulify invoice 
and consider the project complete and paid In fun (excludes Base Contract invoicing). 


Base Contract monthly Invoices shall be submitted In arrears and equal to one.twelfth of the Base 
Contract amount. Monthly invoice shall Include information regarding Base Contract services completed 
during the period covered by the Invoice. 


Task Orders and Additional Project Work shall be invoiced on a project by project basis. 


2.2.11 Equipment to be Serviced

This Is not an Jnduslve llsUng of components to be covered under this Contract. It Is provided as a 
guide lo Contractors lo understand the work requirements. 


If Contractor finds a discrepancy between the primary equipment listed in Exhibit 1 and what Is round 
during any pre-proposal site inspection, Contractor shall notify DCPS and shaY base cost proposal 
upon Exhibit 1, Equipment Inventory and all associated ancillary equipment and any addenda. 
Adjustments for inventory inaccuracies may be made any lime during the first year or the contract. 


2.2.12 Condition Assessment Report 
Within 60 calendar days of tentative contractor selection. selected Contraclor shall submit for DCPS's 
consideration, a Condillon Assessment Report indicating rating/status or each piece of equipment listed 
In Exhibit 1 and ancinary equipment. If selected contractor submits a viable condition assessment report 
to DCPS and negotiations between DCPS and selected contractor terminate prior to contract award, 
DCPS will reimburse contractor for costs incurred during the condition assessment survey up to $500 
per school. If negotiations result In a contract award, lhen contractor wil receive no relmbulsement for 
condition survey and report. Contractor shall use the rating system and format provided In Exhibit 6. 
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Within 30 working days of receipt of Condilion Assessment Report, DCPS will inspect equipment rated a 
1 or 2 to verify or dispute condition. (OCPS wlll not accept a rating of 1 for any equipment currently 
maintained by any Contractor. Existing Service Contractor must make equipment operational under the 
existing service contract.) The Condition Assessment Report, agreed upon by Contractor and DCPS, 
will become part of the executed contract. Inability to agree on a final Condition Assessment Report Is 
grounds for OCPS to discontinue negotiations with Contractor and negotiate with next rated Contractor. 


As documented In the approved Condition Assessment Report, OCPS Intends to repair or replace 
equipment raled 1 (Inoperable) within 90 working days. DCPS Intends to repair or replace equipment 
rated 2 within the following two years as runding allows. As part of the Base Contract. ALL equipment 
and anclllarv devices must be maintained by Contractor regardless of rating until DCPS can fund 
replacement. 


Prior to each contract renewal, Contractor may reassess equipment condilion and submit a revised 
Condition Assessment Report for DCPS review and consideration. Contractor shall not give a rating of 
1 to any equipment. DCPS will Jnspect equipment rated a 2 lo verify or dispute condition. DCPS 
intends to repair or replace equipment rated 2 within the following two years as funding alows. Inability 
to agree on a revised Condition Inspection Report is grounds ror OCPS to disconUnue negotiations with 
Contractor. As part of the Base Contract, ALL equipment and ancillary devlc:as must be 
maintained by Contractor regardless of rating untll DCPS can fund replacement. 


2.2.13 Exclusions 
The following items are not included in the Base Contract scope: 


• Components such as field installed water piping, fuel gas piping, ductwork, Insulation, 
hangers/support, equipment supports, etc. 


• Exhaust rans Independent of HVAC/EMCS 
• Occupancy sensors that only control lighting 
• Science lab gas components and rume hoods 
• Kitchen appliances (except water heater pilot lighting) 
• Air compressors 
• Fite alarm system components except as defined in para 2.2.11 (Contractor shall immediately 


notify DCPS if HVAC problem is caused by any fire alarm device) 
• Indisputable sudden acts of God (lightning, wind, hail), theft or vandalism 


2.2.14 Implied Services 
Services, functions or responsibilities nol specificany described in this RFP that are necessary for the 
proper performance and provision of the Base Contract scope, shall be deemed to be implied by and 
included In the Base Contract scope to the same extent and in the same manner as if specifically 
described herein. This includes, but is not limited to, any additional expenses lo be incurred by the 
Contractor in relation to the Services. (For example, expenses incurred by lhe Contractor if a state or 
federal agency requires extemal review of the Contractor's services conducted for DCPS). 


2.2.15 ContractTenn 
Initial contract period begins July 1, 2019 and ends June 30, 2021. The contract may be renewed under 
the same terms and conditions as the original contract for four additional two year periods, upon the 
written, mutual agreement or the parties. If DCPS elects not to renew wllh any Contractor, a written 
notice will be issued lo the affected Contractor not less than 90 calendar days prior to the contract 
anniversary date. Contracts with remaining Contractors will be renewed without interruption. If any 
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Contractor elects not to renew, Contractor shall issue a written notice to DCPS not less than 90 calendar 
days prior to the contract anniversary date. OCPS reserves the right to solicit proposals from any 
Contractor for any school using the same tenns and conditions as the original contract. DCPS also 
reserves the right to perform services at anected schools with In-house personnel. 


2.2.16 Use by Other Public Entitles 
Purchases by other political subdivisions or public enUties under any contract resulting from this 
solicitation are permissible upon the consent and agreement of the awarded Contraclors. 


2.2.17 Escalation Provisions 
Contractor may request an increase In contract pncing al each renewal period. Contractor's 
performance may affect DCPS's approval of any proposed escalation. Escalation provision applies to 
Base Contract amount and all bid items except Items 26, 27 and 28. 


Increase shall be the rate of Inflation as determined by the Consumer Price Index (CPI) for an urban 
consumers, U.S. city average, all Items (1982-84=100), published by the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics 
(BLS), or any successor or substitute index appropriately adjusted from the commencement of the initial 
term of the contract to commencement of each extension period not to exceed 3%. The index to be 
used for this calculation shall be that which is published (most current data) on the BLS website as of 
April 30th of the contract renewal year. The contractor must request the Increase In writing within 30 
days of contract expiration. If an agreement camot be reached regarding CPI upon renewal, OCPS 
may, in its sole discretion, terminate the agreement. 


2.2.18 Bonds 
Proposal Bond: M Contractors shan submit.a proposal bond In the amount of $10,000 made payable to 
Duval County School Board, and such proposal bond shall accompany the proposal when submitted. Bond 
shall be issued by a surety company in rull compliance with Section 287 .0935, Florida Statutes and 
approved by the United States Treasury Department. Cash and/or checks of any kind are not acceptable. 
PROPOSALS RECEIVED WITHOUT THE REQUIRED BOND WILL BE CONSIDERED NON­
RESPONSIVE. Proposal bonds will be NOT be returned to proposers after Contract award. The proposal 
bond of the selected Contractors shall remain in run force and effect unlil receipt or the performance bond 
and execution of the Contract 


Performance Bond: Selected Contractors shall execute and furnish to OCPS a bond, and only one bond, 
issued by the same surety company that Issued tha proposal bond. Performance bond shall be for 
an amol.M'lt of $150,000 or 209/a of annual contract amount. whichever Is greater and It is required that 
the bond remain continuously In effect and renewal bonds be provided at least 30 days prior to the 
expiration of the existing bond. Such bond shall be submitted within 5 business days after execution or the 
Contract with selected Contractors.

OFFICE OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY (OEO) ENCOURAGEMENT PLAN: (5 points) Points 
earned in this category will be assigned to all Groups and become a part of the total for each Group. 
Companies certified with DCPS at the lime of submittal must provide proof of current certification In order 
to meet the participaUon requirements. Companies not meeting the certification requirements shall provide 
the folowing: 
A. Description of Company's program (if any). 
B. Documentation of previous experience doing business with minority businesses. 
C. Documentation of experience In submitting with organizations that have a program. Indicate the 


agency name, established & achieved goal, along with the contact names and numbers for 
verification. 


0. Approach to achieving the eslabfished goal of 5% participation. Explanation shoutd include, but not 
be limited to. Identifying targeted areas of partlcipallon along with a listing of compan~· names with 
which Contractor expects to do business. 


PRESENTATION (conducted at DCPS discretion}: (20 points) Top ranked Companies may be invited 
to provide presentations for an opportunity to eam additional points. Points earned In this category will 
be assigned independently for each Group based on services needed for each Group. Points will be 
added to points previously earned for each Group to determine overall scores. 


9.0 PROPOSAL EVALUATION PROCESS: 


Proposals are received and publicly opened. Only names of Proposers are read at this time. 


An Evaluation Committee will convene, review and evaluate all proposals submitted based on the factors 
set forth in the RFP. The Proposer's complete response will be reviewed and evaluated by the Evaluallon 
Committee. 
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The Evaluation Committee reserves the right to interview any or al Proposers and to require a formal 
presentation with the key people who wm administer and be assigned to work on the contract before 
recommendation of award. 


All proposals will be evaluated In accordance with the evaluation aiteria specified in this document. 
Information derived by investigation and overall due diligence of District staff will be considered. Based on 
the proposals received, the District may elect lo proceed based on any of the following options, but will not 
necessarily be limited only lo these opUons: (1) Award lo the best Initial proposal without any further 
discussion or negotiation; (2) Negotiate with lhe highest ranked Proposer; or, (3) Allow the top ranked 
Proposers make oral presentations. 


Proposers are advised to provide their resoec!ive best offer with !he initial Drooosal because tile District 
reserves the right to award a Contract based on initial orooosals without further disoosslon or negotiation. 
The proposal most advantageous to the District in Its sole discretion will be selected. The District reserves 
the right to negotiate revisions to or removal of unacceptable clauses or restrictions lncotp0rated within an 
otherwise acceptable proposal. In the event that a mutualy acceptable contract between the District and 
the selected Proposers cannot be successfully negotiated and executed, then the District reserves the right 
to disconlinue negotiations with such Proposers and to negotiate and execute a Contract with !he next­
ranked Proposers. Note section 4.4 above, where Proposers are requested lo submit questions during the 
addendum process instead of taking exceptions within the proposal to the terms and conditions In this 
RFP. 


The District reserves all rights, in its sole discretion, not to Issue an award lo any Proposers, lo cancel 
this RFP at any time. to reissue this RFP for any reason, or a combination of any or all or the above. 
The District will not be liable lo any Proposer for any costs incurred in connection with this RFP as a 
result of any of the above stated adions taken by the District. 


A recommendation agenda item will be submitted to the Superintendent of Schools, Duval County, Florida. 
The Superintendent will then recommend lo the School Board the award or rejection of any and/or au 
proposal(s). The School Board will then award or reject any or all proposa~s). 


10.0 REPLACEMENT OF CONTACTOR STAFF: 


Replacement personnel must have, at a minimum. credentials equivalent lo lhe Individuals whom they 
replace. Resumes of replacement management personnel may be required lo be submitted to the District 
rorreview. 


11.0 CANCELbATION OF AWARD/TERMINATION~ 


11.1 Cause: 


In the event the Contractor, either willfully or unintentionally violates any of the provisions of the Contract, 
the Superintendent or designee shall give written notice staling !he deficiencies. 


The Contractor shall provide to the District Its action plan within two (2) business days after the District's 
notification, and !he Contraclor shan have ten (10) business days after the Dislrict's initial notice to 
complete the cure set forth in its action plan. 
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11.2 Convenience: 


The District, reserves the right to terminate any contract resulting from this RFP. at any time and for any 
reason, upon giving no less than sixty (60) calendar days prior written notice. 


If said Contract shoukl be terminated for convenience as provided herein, the District shall be relieved of all 
obligations under said Contract. Access lo any and all worl< papers will be provided lo the District after the 
termination or the Contract. 


The parties understand and agree that the Contractor shall in no event have the reciprocal right to 
terminate the Contract; it being understood that the District's payments to the Contractor forms the 
consideration for the District's termination for convenience not being available to Contractor. In the event 
of the District's termination of the Contract, the District (In its sole election) may also require the Contractor 
to provide the transilion assistance as set forth in Section 11.6 of this RFP. 


11.3 Breach of contract resulting in termination of the Contractor for cause may result in the Contractor being 
debarred from future solicitations pursuant to School Board Policy 7 .70. 


11.4 FORCE MAJEURE: Whenever the Contractor's place of business, mode of delivery or source of supply 
has been disrupted by acts of government, God, civic commotion, or war, it shaft be lhe responsibility of the 
Contractor to prompUy send written notice to the District's Director of Purchasing Services, as to the extent 
of this disruption and its probable effect upon this Contract. If, in the opinion of the District, the disrupUon 
presented Is commensurate with the conditions established herein, the District may elect to modify 
delivery/service timeNnes, renegotiate the Contract in whole or In part, or cancel all or any portion of the 
Contract. The Contractor will be given written nolificallon of all decisions made. The decision of the 
District shall be final, and the District's objective will be a solution that Is mutually beneficial. 


11.5 Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, each payment obligation of the District created by the 
Contract is conditioned upon the availability of funds that are appropriated or allocated for the payment of 
services. If such funds are not allocated and available, the Contract may be terminated by the District at the 
end of the period for which funds are available. The District shall notify the Contractor at the earliest 
possible time before such termination. No penalty shall accrue to the Oislricl In the event this provision is 
exercised, and the District shall not be obligated or liable for any future payments due or for any damages 
as a result or termination under this section. 


11.6 In order lo provide transition assistance to the District In the event that the Contract Is terminated or 
expires, the Contractor agrees that the District may provide written notice to the Contractor retaining the 
Contractor for a mutually agreed upon period of Ume (at a minimum of one calendar month, plus five (5) 
additional calendar months on a month-by-month basis at the District's sole and unilateral election) on 
the same terms and conditions set forth in the Contract (the "Transition Assistance"). The provisions of 
this section wil not apply if the Contract is terminated by the Contractor based on an uncured event of 
default by the District. 


12.0 DEFAULT: 


In the event that the Contractor breaches the Contract, the District reserves the right lo seek any and ail 
remedies in law and/or In equity. 
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13.0 LEGAL REQUIREMENTS: 


13.1 It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to be knowledgeable of and adhere to the requirements of any 
Federal, State, County and local laws and ordinances, rules and regulations that In any manner affect the 
items covered herein which may apply. Lack of knowledge by the Contractor shall in no way be a cause for 
relief from responsibility. 


13.2 The District Is committed lo a policy of providing equal job opportunities on public conlracls and 
prohibiting discrimination against any employee, applicant or Subcontractor. Accordingly, Contractor 
represents and warrants to the District that Contractor does not and will not engage in discriminatory 
practices and that there shall be no discrimination in connection with Contractor's performance under 
the Contract on account of a person's actual or perceived Identity with regard to race, color, religion, 
gender or gender Identity, age, marital status, disability, sexual orientation, political or religious beliefs, 
national or ethnic origin, veteran status, any other protected status under applicable law, or any other 
distinguishing physical or personaMty characteristics. Contractor further covenants that no otherwise 
qualified individual shall, solely by reason of his/her actual or perceived identity with regard to race, 
color, religion, gender or gender identity, age, marital status, disability, sexual orientation, political or 
religious beliefs, national or ethnic origin, veteran status, any other protected status under applicable 
law, or any other distinguishing physical or personality charac::teristics, be denied the benents of, or be 
subjec::ted to discrimination, or be denied access and services, under any provision of the Contract. 


13.3 Respondents affirm by submitting their proposals that they are equal opportunity and affirmative aclion 
employers and shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations including, but 
not limited to: Executive Order 11246 as amended by 11375 and 12086; 12138; 11625; 11758; 12073; the 
Rehabilitation Act or 1973, as amended; the Vietnam Era Veterans Readjustment Assistance Act or 1975; 
Civil Rights Act of 1964; Equal Pay Act of 1963; Age Discrimination Act or 1967; Immigration Reform and 
Control Act of 1986; Public Law 95-507; the Americans with Disabilities Act; 41 CFR Part 60 and any 
additions or amendments thereto. 


13.4 JESSICA LUNSFORD ACT: 


The Contraclor shaff comply with and be responsible for all costs associated with the Jessica Lunsford 
Act, which became effeclive on September 1, 2005. The Act states that contractual personnel who are 
permitted access to school grounds when students are present or who have direct contact with students 
must meet Level 2 requirements as described in Sections 1012.32, 1012.465 and 1012.467 Florida 
Statutes and any other applicable Section{s). 


In 2013, the Florida Legislature amended Section 1012.467 F.S. to create a requirement for a uniform, 
statewide Identification badge to be worn at all times by non-instructional Contractors when on school 
grounds. The cost of the badge may not exceed ten dollars ($10.00) per badge, per employee. After 
the implementation of the Initial badge, Contractors shah replace the badges concurrently with the re­
fingerprinting of employees. The associated cost of the uniform, statewide badge shall be the 
responsibility or the Contractor. The Contractor shall report any arrest for a disqualifying offense within 
forty-eight {48) hours or the arrest. Failure of the Contractor I Contractor's employee to report an arrest 
for any disqualifying offense within 48 hours is a felony of the third degree punishable as provided in 
Section 775.082 or Section 775.083 F.S 
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13.5 Other Legal Requirements. AU the personnel assigned by the Contractor and any subcontractor shall be 
authorized under stale and local laws lo perform such Services, whether by appropriate license, 


registration, certification or other authorization. 


13.6 Representations and Warranties. 


13.6.1 The Contractor warrants that il is a duly formed business entity duty organized and existing in good 
standing under lhe laws of the Slate of its formation and Is entitled and shall remain licensed to carry on 
Its business as required for its performance pursuant lo lhe Contract in the State of Florida. The 


Contractor agrees that it wlll comply with all rules and regulalions or governmental bodies governing its 
performance under this RFP and lhe resulting Contract whether or not such specified in the Contract 


and Exhibits. The Contractor further warrants that the execution and delivery of the Contract and the 
terms and conditions herein have been duly authorized by proper corporate and/or partnership action 
(as lhe case maybe). 


13.6.2 The Contractor shall comply with all applicable federal, State and local laws, ordinances, rules, and 
regulations pertaining to the perfonnance of the Services and al matters pertaining to the Contract, as 


the same exist and as they may be amended from time to time. 


13.6.3 Each Party agrees to continue performing its obligations under the Contract while any dispute ls being 


resolved (except to the extent the issue in dispute precludes performance}; provided, however, that any 
dispute over payment shall not be deemed to preclude performance 


13.6.4 Each Party agrees that. in its respective dealings with the other Party under or in connection with the 
Contract, it shall act in good faith. 


13.6.5 Neither Party shall use the name or marks of the other without its express written permission, which may 


be withdrawn at any time. 


13.7 Miscellaneous. The Contract to be awarded pursuant to this RFP shall be further governed by the 


following: 


13.7.1 This RFP and any Contract resulling therefrom shall be interpreted and enforced in accordance with the 
laws of Florida and it shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties hereto and their 
respective legal representatives, successors and assigns. Venue for any action arising out of the Contract 


shall He exclusively In the jurisdictional courts in and for Duval County, Florida. 


13.7.2 The Contract shall not be construed more strongly against any party regardless of who was more 


responsible for its preparation. 


13.7.3 Except for the provisions requiring Contractor lo pay the District's reasonable attorneys' fees and costs for 


any matter arising under Section 17 of the RFP (which shall control}. in the event of any other conmct 
arising from lhe Contract, each party shall pay its own attorneys' fees and costs. 


13.7.4 In the event any provision specified herein is held or determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to be 
IUegal, void or In contravention of any applicable law, the remainder of the Contract shall remain In full force 


and effect. 
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13.7.5 Nothing herein shall be deemed that the District alters, limits, waives, or expands the provisions and 
limitations of section 768.28, Florida Stalutes. Except as otherwise provided by Florida Law, neither lhe 
execution or the Contract by lhe District nor any other conduct, action or Inaction or any District 
representati\'e relating lo the Contract Is a waiver or sovereign immunity by the District. 


13. 7 .6 The Contract may not be amended or supplemented In any way except In writing, dated and signed by 
aulhcrized representatives or both parties. 


13. 7. 7 The Article and Section headings and the table or contents used herein are for rererence and convenience 
only and shall not enter into lhe Interpretation hereof. 


13. 7 .8 The Contractor Is, and shall at all times be, an Independent contractor under the Contract and not an agent 
or the District. Nothing in the Contract nor any actions taken by or arrangements entered Into between the 
Parties in accordance with the provisions or the Contract shall be construed as or deemed to create as to 
the Parties any partnership or joinl venture. Neither Party shall have any authority to bind or commit the 
other Party contractually or othefv.rise to any obligations whatsoever to third parties. 


13.7.9 The Contract is entered Into solely between, and may be enforced only by, the District and the Contractor, 
and the Contract shall not be deemed to create any rights In third parties, including suppers and 
customer.; of a Party, or employees of either Party, or to create any obligations or a Party to any such third 
parties. 


13. 7 .1 O Except where expressly provided as being in the discretion of a Party, where agreement, approval, 
acceplance, consent, or similar acUon by either Party Is required under the Contract, such action shall not 
be unreasonably delayed or withheld. An approval or consent given by a Party under the Contract shall not 
relieve the other Party from responsibility for complying with the requirements of the Conlracl, nor shaH it be 
construed as a waiver of any rights under the Contract. except as and to the extent otherwise expressly 
provided in such approval or consent 


13.7.11 The provisions In this RFP and all contract documents, which by their nature are intended to survive the 
expiration, cancellation or termination of the Contract, inctudlng, by way of example only, the 
Indemnification, Insurance, and Confidentiality provisions, shall survive the expiration, cancellation or 
termination of the Contract. 


13. 7.12 All media releases, public announcements, and public disclosures by either Party relating to the Contract or 
the subject matter of the Contract, lncludrig promotional or marketing material, shall be coordinated with 
and approved by the other Party prior to release. Contractor shall not host or stage events at District 
locations without receiving prior approval by the District contract administrator. 


13.7.13 Time shall be of the essence as to all provisions or the Contract. If any date or significance hereunder falls 
upon a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, such date shall be deemed moved rorward to the next day 
which Is not a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday. Saturdays, Sundays and legal holidays shall not be 
considered business or working days. 


13.7.14 Every notice, approval, consent or other communication authorized or required by the Contract awarded 
pursuant to this RFP shall not be effective unless same shall be In writing and sent via hand delivery or 
overnight delivery (with a receipt), directed to the other party at its address provided below, or directed to 
the Contractor as estabished prompUy after the award of the Contract pursuant to this RFP. Either party 
may change the address by written notice to the other party from time to time in accordance herewilh

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties agree that all communicaUons relating to the day-to-day 
activities shall be exchanged between the respective representatives of the District and the Contractor. 
Once so designated, each party's representative shaft coordinate communications and processes as 
needed for the purposes of conducting the services set forth in the Contract, as well as the process for 
routine or administrative communlcallons. The parties shall also reasonably cooperate as to the 
development (including conlent and format) of the invoicing and any reports to be provided by 
Contractor as part of the services. 


13.7.15 Gratuities and Kjckbacks. Any employee or any official or the District, elective or appointive, who shall 
take, receive, or offer to take or receive, either directly or indirectly, any rebate, percentage of contract, 
money or other things of value, as an inducement or intended inducement, In the procurement of 
business, or the giving of business, for, or to, or from, any person, partnership, frrm or corporation, 
offering, proposing for, or in the open market seeking to make sales to the District, shall be deemed 
guilty of a relony and upon convlcUon such persons shall be punished to the full extent of the law. 


Every person, tinn, or corporation offering lo make, or pay, or give, any rebate, percentage of contract, 
money, or other things of value, as an inducement or intended inducement. in the procurement of 
business, or the giving of business, to any employee or official of the District, elective or appointive, In his 
efforts to proposal for, offer for sale, or to seek in the open market to make sales lo the District, shall be 
deemed guilty of a felony and upon conviction such persons shall be punished to the full extent or the law. 


It Is the policy of the District to not accept gifts, gratuities, or favors of any kind or of any value whatsoever 
from vendors, members or the staff, or families. Contractor warrants that it has nol employed or retained 
any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the Contractor, to solicit or 
secure the Contract, and that It has not paid or agreed lo pay any person, company, corporation, individual 
or firm, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the Contractor, any fee, commission, 
percentage, gift. or any other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making or the 
Contract. Contractor further warrants that it, nor any of its directors, employees, officers or agents, nor any 
of Contractor's respective subsidiaries or affiiates, has laken, Is currenUy taking or win take any action in 
furtherance of an offer, payment, promise, gifts or anything else of value, dlrecUy or indirectly, to anyone lo 
Improperly innuence or otherwise secure any improper advantage in procuring business in relation to the 
Contract. For the breach or violation of these provisions, the District shall have the right to terminate the 
Contract without liability and/or, at its discretion, to deduct from the price, or otherwise recover, the full 
amount of such fee, commission, percentage, gift or consideration. 


13.7.16 In the event of any conRicl among the documents, the order of priority of the contract documents shall be 
as follows: 


First. to any executed Contract resulting rrom the award of this RFP; 
Second, Addenda (if any) released for this RFP, with the latesl Addendum laking precedence; 
Third, the RFP, and 
Last, the awardee's Proposal. 
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13.7.17 The District shal Issue payment In accordance with Sections 218.70. el sq. Florida Statutes, Local 
Government Prompt Payment Act, after receipt or an acceptable Invoice, inspection and acceptance of 
goods and/or services provided in accordance with the terms and conditions of the agreement. Any Penalty 
for delay in payment shall be In accordance with applicable law. No payment shall be made for travel. 


Each payment obligation of the District created by the agreement Is conditioned upon lhe ava~abllily of 
funds that are appropriated or allocated for the payment or services or products. If such funds are not 
allocated and available, the agreement may be terminated by the District at the end of the period for which 
funds are available. The District shaH notify the Contractor al the earliest possible lime before such 
termination. No penalty shall accrue to the Oistrict In the event this provision is exercised, and the District 
shall not be obligated or Uable for any future payments due or for any damages as a result of termlnalion 
under this section. 


14.0 FEDERAL AND STATE TAX: 


Employment taxes: The Contractor shall comply with an matters relaling to the timely payment of all taxes 
(Federal, State and local) and payroll taxes, unemployment taxes or contributions or other Federal or State 
employment taxes. The Contractor shall Indemnify, defend, and tiold District harmless from any liability for 
any required tax responsibilities. 


Tangible taxes: The District Is exempt from Federal and Stale taxes for tangible personal property. The 
Contractor's doing business with the District shall not exempt Contractor from paying sales tax to Its 
suppliers for materials to fulfill contractual obligations with the District, nor shall Contractor be authorized to 
use the District's Tax Exemption Number in securing such materials. 


15.0 CONFLICT OF INTEREST: 


15.1 Pursuant to the District's Policy, all proposers and Contractors are required to disclose the names of any 
of tllelr officers, directors, agents, or employees who serve as agents or principals ror the proposer or 
contractor In any capacity related to procurement of services under this RFP, and who within the last two 
(2) years, have been or are employees or the District. And al proposers and contractors are required to 
disclose the name of any District employee who owns, directly or indirectly, any interest in the 
Contractor's business. Such disclosures will be in accordance with current District policies, but will 
Include, at a minimum, tile name of the former District's employee, a list or the positions the employee 
held in the last two (2) years of his or her employment wilh the District, and the dates they tield those 
positions. By its signature of the Agreement. the Contractor shall certiry to the District that there are no 
names to disclose to the District pursuant to this section, unless Contractor provided the names when 
Contractor Submitted Its response to lhe RFP. 


15.2 Non-Colusion Statement I Public Domain 


I, the Proposer, attests that I have not divulged, discussed, or compared this proposal with any otller 
Proposers and have not colluded with any other Proposers in lhe preparation or lhls proposal in order to 
gain an unfair advantage in the award of this proposal. 


All lnfonnaUon contained herein Is part of the public domain as defined in the Public Records Act, Chapter 
119, Florida Statutes. 
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16.0 INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS:

3. If, during the period when an Insurer Is providing the insurance required by this 
Agreement, an Insurer shall fail to comply with the foregoing minimum requirements, as 
soon as the vendor/contractor has knowledge of any such failure; the vendor/contractor 
shall immediately notify the District and immediately replace the Insurance provided by 
the insurer with an Insurer meeting these requirements. Until the vendor/contractor has 
replaced the unacceptable Insurer with an Insurer acceptable to the District, the 
vendor/contractor shall be In default of this Agreement. 


4. Primary and Non-Contributory. The insurance provided by the vendor/contractor 
pursuant to this Agreement shall apply on a primary basis to, and shall not require 
contribution from, any other insurance or self-Insurance maintained by the School Board 
of Duval County, Florida, and Its member. official, officer or employee. 


5. Additional Remedy. Compliance with the Insurance requirements or this Agreement 
shall nol limit the llabillty of lhe, vendor/conlractor or its Subcontractors or Sub· 
subcontractors, employees or agents to the District or others.

sickness, disease or death, or injury to or destrucUon of tangible properly including the toss of use resulting 
from, or any other damage or loss arising out of, or claimed to have resutted in whole or In part from any 
adual or alleged act or omission of the Contractor, subcontractor, anyone directly or indiredly employed by 
any of them, or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable in the perfonnance of the work; or 
violation of law, statute, ordinance, governmental administration order, rule or regulation by the Contractor 
In the performance of lhe work; or liens, claims or actions made by the Contractor or any subcontractor or 
other party performing the work. 


17 .2 Contractor represents that It has all inlelledual property rights necessary to enter into and perform its 
obligations in the Agreement Contractor will indemnify and hold harmless the District from liabilily of any 
nature or kind, including costs and expenses for or on account of any copyrighted, service maJked, 
trademarked, patented or unpatenled invention, process, article or work manufactured or used In the 
performance of the Agreement, including Its use by the District ar contractor uses any design, device, 
materials or works covered by letters, service mark, trademark, patent, copyright or any other intellectual 
property right, It Is mutually agreed and undefStood without exception that the proposal prices will include al 
royalties or costs arising from the use of such design, device or materials in any way Involved in the work. 
Contractor shall def end, indemnify and hold the District and Its successors and assigns harmless from and 
against all third-parly claims, suits and proceedings and any and all damages, liabilities, costs and 
expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees and court costs) incurred as a result of (i) infringement by 
Contractor of any third·parly patent, copyright or trademark or (ii) misappropriation by Contractor of any 
third·parly trade secret in connection with any of the foregoing. 


17.3 The indemnification obligations hereunder shaM not be limited to any extent on the amount. type of 
damages, compensation or benelils payable by or for the Contractor or any subcontractor under workers' 
compensation acts, dlsabYity benefit acts, other employee benefit acts or any statutory bar. 


17 .4 Except as may otherwise be expressly set forth herein, each parly shall be responsible to pay its own 
attorney's fees (including paralegal and any other rees) and an costs arising from disputes under the 
contract. 


17.5 The Contractor recognizes the broad nature or this indemnification and hold harmless article, and 
voluntarily makes this covenant and expressly acknowledges the receipt of TEN DOLLARS ($10.00) 
payable upon receipt or first invoice and other good and valuable consideration provided by the District in 
support of this indemnification in accordance with the laws or the State or Flofida. 


17 .6 This article will survive the termination of the Conlract. 
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18.0 PUBLIC RECORDS LAW: 


Pursuant to Florida Statutes Chapter 119, responses received as a result or this RFP stiall not become 
public record until thirty (30) days after the dale or opening or unm posting of a recommendaUon ror award, 
whichever occurs first. Thereafter, all documents or other materials submitted by all Respondents in 
response lo this offering shalt be open for inspection by any person and in accordance with Chapter 119, 
Florida Statutes, unless otherwise exempt under Florida law. 


It shall be the sole responsibility of the awarded Contractor to comply with all req~ements or Chapter 119 
regarding public records (whether dOaJments, noles, letters, emails, or other records) received or 
generaled in relationship lo the Agreement awarded by the District. 


The Agreement shall be subject to Florida's Public Records Laws, Chapter 119, Florida Statutes. 
Contractor understands the broad nature of these laws and agrees to comply with Florida's public records 
laws and laws relaUng to records relenlion. In compliance with section 119.0701, Florida Statutes, 
Contractor agrees to: 


A. Keep and maintain public records required by the District In order to perform the sefVice.

D. Upon completion of the Agreement, transfer, at no cost. to the District all public records in 
possession of Contractor or keep and maintain public records requi'ed by the District to perform 
the service. If Contractor transfers an public records to the District upon completion of the 
Agreement, Contractor shall destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential 
and exempt from public records disclosure requirements. If Contraclor keeps and maintains 
public records upon complellon of the Agreement, Contractor shall meet al applicable 
requiremenls for retaining publfc records. All records stored electronically must be provided to the 
District, upon request of the District's custodian of public records, In a format that is compatible 
with the information tectinology systems of the District. 


IF CONTRACTOR HAS QUESTIONS REGARDING THE APPLICATION 
OF CHAPTER 119, FLORIDA STATUTES, TO THE CONTRACTOR'S

13.7.14 ABOVE. 
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To the extent a proposer asserts any portion or Its proposal is exempt or conrldentlal from disclosure 
under Florida's public records, the burden shall be on the proposer to obtain a protective order from a 
jurisdlcllonat court protecting such information from disclosure under Florida's public records laws and 
also timely provide a certified copy of such protective order to the District prior to the District's release of 
such Information Into the public domain. It Is nol contemplated that any portion of a Proposal will be 
exempt or confidential from disclosure pursuant to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes. 


19.0 PERMITS AND LICENSES: 


The Contractor shall be responsible for obtaining any necessary permits and licenses and shal comply with 
laws, rules, and regulations whether State or Federal and with an local codes and ordinances without 
additional cost to tile District. Some examples may Include -but are not limited to: Florida incorporation 
requirements: business licensing at the State level as well as the City or Jacksonville (Duval County); EPA 
hazardous material management certification requirements for facililles; vehicle registration and licensing. 


20.0 PUBLIC ENTITY CRIMES: 


20.1 A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted vendor list following a conviction for a public 
entity crime may not submit a bid/proposal on a contract to provide any goods or services to a public enUty, 
may not submit a bid/proposal on a contract with a public entity for the construdlon or repair of a public 
blilding or public work, may not submit bids/Proposals on leases of real property to a public enuty, may not

21.1 The Contract or agreement is personal to the parties herein and may not be assigned, in whole. or by 
merger or reorganization by the Contractor without prior written consent of the District in its sole discretion 
which shall not be unreasonably withheld. The Contractor agrees and represents that all of the Services 
required hereunder shall be performed by the Contractor as identified in the Proposal, or its subsidiaries, 
affiliates, or designees. 


Notwithstanding the above, should the Contractor desire to delete, add, or amend any subcontractors or 
engage additional companies as subcontractors then the Contractor shall ensure that each 
subcontractor complies with all provisions of the agreement, and notwithstanding anything to the 
contrary, the Contractor shall remain liable for the acts and omission of such subcontractor{s) and the 
proper performance and delivery of the Services. 


21.2 The Contractor herein shall not assign payments under the Contract or agreement without the prior written 
consent of the District 
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22.0 AGREEMENT,j 


A contract, which shall include the terms and conditions set Corth in this RFP, may be released, after award, 
for any work to be perlormed as a result of this RFP. This document, the proposal, negotiated terms, 
agreement if applicable, and any other relevant documents will constitute the complete agreement between 
the Contractor and the District. 


23.0 DISPUTE: 


A. Arly Proposer who is aggrieved in connection with the solicitation or award of a contract may fde 
a protest and shan deliver its written notice of protest to the Chief Officer, Operations Support 


(formerly known as Associate Superintendent or Business Services), or deslgnee (hereinafter 
"Hearing Officer") immediately, but no later than two (2) working days after RFP opening or after 
recommendation of award (or as set forth in paragraph 9 Infra, which will initiate the 4S·hour 
notice requirement 


The written protest with documentation shall be delivered to the Hearing Officer no later than 2 
p.m. (EDT) on the rourth (411


) calendar day immedlately following the RFP opening or receipt of 
notice of Intent to award recommendation as Is appropriate. 


If that day is a School Board non-workday, the protest shall be delivered no later than 9 a.m. 
(EDT) on the next District work day. Protests shall be presented with specificity, and every 
issue shall be fully documented. 


B. The legal basis for any relief sought must be clearly identified and explained In the written notice 
of protest. 


C. The Hearing Officer shall call a meeting and hear all protests and receive all evidence within a 
reasonable Ume. This does not preclude the Hearing Officer from calling a special meeting or 
granting a continuance under extraordinary circumstances. 


0. All Proposers shall receive notice or any protest hearing and a copy of the protest document. 
Attachments shall be available upon request. 


E. The Florida Rules of Civil Procedure may be relaxed at the sole discretion of the Hearing Officer 
presiding at any protest hearing. 


F. The Hearing Officer shall issue his/her decision on or before five (5) working days of the 
completion or the protest hearing. 


G. The Hearing Officer's decision shal result in a linal order which may Include findings and 
conclusions. The decision of the Hearing Officer shall be final. 


H. The District does not encourage the use of faxes to accomptish delivery of the notice of protest 
and the protest llself. Any Proposers utilizing deUvery by fax shall assume the risk associated 
with Incomplete delivery or non-receipt. 


I. Any protest specilication objection shall be generally treated as set forth in paragraph 1 supra. 
The operative dale for the notice requirement shall be the date the spedlicalions were obtained 
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by the proposer but no later than 10 days prior to the date or bid opening or proposal due date. 


24.0 DISCLAIMER: 


Except as expressly set forth In this RFP, all figures presented herein (i.e. square footage, limes, 
rates, and quanUtles) are for evaluative purposes only and are not deemed to be a direction to 
Proposers, nor a representation/warranty by the District. 


25.0 OFFICE OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY COEOl ENCOURAGEMENT: 


The District encourages a maximum participation of SBEs and M/WBEs In ils contract awards, based 
upon avallabllity. The District ensures that private companies doing business with the District are not 
discriminated against in the award of contracts for construction projects, procurement of goods and 
services, and professlonat services on the basis or race, color, sex or national origin. 


The awarded Contractor shall submit to the Office of Economic Opportunity a Quarterly OEO 
Utll/zaUon Report stating th• quarterly activity with certified SBEs and MBEs. The report shal 


include the name of the company(s), the product(s) or servlce(s) purchased and the amount. If there Is 
no activity to report for the quarter, the Company shall submit a Good Faith Efforts Statement.
