2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates environmental 
exposures, arising from or in cmmectkm with any cnvirumnental, health and safety liabilities, 
claims, citations, clean-up or damages whether arising out of or relating to the operation or other 
activities performed in connection with the Contract; and 


3. Intellectual Property Liability. to the extent this Contract contemplates intellectual 
property exposures, arising directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services, any 
product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as contemplated in this Contract, 
constitutes an infiingement of any copyright, patent, trade secret or any other intellectual 
property righL If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the 
Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the 
Indemnifying Parties shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days, 
for the Indemnified Parties a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product.

4. SECTION 4 - DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES AND DELIVERABLES 


4.1. PURPOSE 


The City of Jacksonville's Office of Special Events, a division of the Office of Sports and 
Entertainment ("City") seeks bids for talent booking and production services for the Jacksonville

4.2. BACKGROUND 


The Office of Sports and Entertainment's mission is to attract, host and create opportunities that 
positively influence economic impact and improve the quality of life and cultural engagement for 
residents, visitors and businesses. Annually during late May and each Memorial Day weekend, 
local enthusiasts and aficionados from around the world unite at the Jacksonville Jazz Festival to 
celebrate the music, art, and culture of America's music!

4.3. OTHER REQUIREMENTS 


In addition to the Minimum Requirements listed in Section 1.4, Contractors should also 
meet/comply with the below requirements:
