1.1 MCC7500E

Embracing Interoperability and Integration

Motorola Solutions is an active participant in establishing P25 standards for interoperability.
The proposed console is a key component for the interoperability of the ASTRO 25 system.
When a situation requires coordination between multiple agencies, the proposed dispatcher
can patch together Mutual Aid radios and required subscribers on the ASTRO 25 system
(see the figure titled "Mutual Aid Components™).

Incident conversations are seamless from the moment of the patch initiation and can be
recorded like any talkgroup conversation within the Land Mobile Radio (LMR) network. The
dispatcher can also take part in and monitor conversations for the duration of the incident,

as necessary.

Integration with the ASTRO 25 Network

The proposed dispatch console seamiessly integrates into City of Jacksonville's ASTRO 25
system without interface boxes, digital voice gateways, or backroom electronics for an
integrated, mission-critical network. This tight union between radio infrastructure and
console equipment has several operational benefits to City of Jacksonville.

The physical space to accommodate the proposed console is comparable to that required
for a personal computer. The console can access both trunked talkgroups and conventional
radio channels over the same network. This architecture reduces overall transport costs and
the need for duplicate fixed network equipment.

1.1.22  Connection to ASTRO 25 System

The flexibility of the ASTRO 25 system architecture allows the connection of the proposed
console to be suited specifically to City of Jacksonville’s needs.

Dual Site Link

The proposed console site for City of Jacksonville is remote from the core site and features
redundant site links to provide path diversity. The console site has two logical connections to
the core site with each connection using a different core router.

Each console site gateway provides an interface that handies the following IP traffic
between the proposed console center and City of Jacksonville's ASTRO 25 core site:

+ Network management traffic.
e Call control and audio traffic for all the calls being handled by the dispatch positions.
e Aux l/O traffic for the Aux I/Os being handled by the dispatch positions.

The site gateways fragment large IP packets according to industry standards, prioritize
packets, and convert Ethernet data to the desired transport medium.

LAN Switches

The site LAN switches provide LAN interfaces for console site equipment and a LAN port for
the link to the core site. Through the switch, service technicians can access the system’s
configuration manager and service the equipment.

1.1.3  Making Consoles Easy to Operate

Motorola Solutions designs its proposed console to provide mission-critical audio between
the dispatcher and users in the field. It is optimized for real-time audio, prioritizing
emergency calls over other traffic, and minimizing voice queuing. Using robust error
mitigation to maintain call quality even when the system is heavily loaded, the proposed
console reduces communication errors that may force dispatchers or radio users to repeat
their transmissions.

1.1.3.1  Customizable Dispatch Interface

The proposed console provides dispatchers with a graphical user interface (GU!) that can be
customized by agency or by individual users to optimize user efficiency. Based on
dispatcher preference, the proposed GUI can be customized to show details of trunked and
conventional RF channels on a per-channel basis.

Busy dispatchers can respond to a missed call by simply clicking on an entry in the Activity
Log. The number of calls and call information displayed in the Activity Log is customizable to
suit the needs of the user. The status of Auxiliary 1/Os can be easily interpreted from the GUI
with the use of familiar graphical icons, such as a door shown cpen or closed.

Elite Dispatch Graphical User Interface

The proposed Elite Dispatch GUI is an enhanced version of Motorola Solutions’ Gold Elite
Dispatch GUIL. For existing Gold Elite users, the GUI allows a smooth transition and minimal
training for dispatchers. For new users, the graphical icons and customization options make
the proposed console GUI easy 1o learn and operate.

1.1.3.2  Auxiliary Inputs/Outputs

The proposed console supports Global Auxiliary Inputs/Outputs (Aux 1/Os) for remote status
indications or remote control through dispatch positions. Global Aux I/Os are typically
implemented by hardware that is independent of the dispatch positions in a system and may
be accessible to multiple dispatch positions. Aux /O Servers provide the Aux 1/0O feature for
the consoles.

1.1.3.3  Standard Radio Transmission and Reception

A typical proposed dispatch position has a headset and two speakers. One speaker is for
selected audio and the second speaker is for all remaining unselected audio. Additional
speakers can be added to a console allowing dispatchers to configure a specific speaker for
a set of designated audio sources. This simplifies multitasking between multiple audio
sources and allows flexibility in the way the audio is presented to the dispatcher.

Receiving Calis from the Field and Other Dispatchers

The proposed console provides dispatchers with greater flexibility for how to hear calls from
field radio users and other dispatchers. Each dispatcher can define his or her own audio
reception profile by selecting a single audio source, whether conventionai or talkgroup, to be
heard on a selected speaker or headset (Single Select). The dispatcher can also define
groups of radio resources that can all be heard on a selected speaker or headset (Multi-
Select).

Initiating Calls to the Field and Other Dispatchers

The dispatcher has several different ways of initiating a call. In most circumstances, a
General Transmit is appropriate. With the General Transmit, the dispatcher selects a
resource on the console and activates the transmission through a footswitch, headset
transmit button, or a microphone transmit button. If the dispatcher needs to quickly fransmit
on a resource that is not selected, the dispatcher uses the instant Transmit function.

An Instant Transmit safety switch prevents accidental activation of functions that may cause
negative consequences. The safety switch can be used with Aux I/Os and preprogrammed
pages, as well as Instant Transmit switches.

Audio Communication to the Field and Other Dispatchers

The dispatcher can transmit audio in different ways. They can make calls to all users
listening to a specific conventional radio resource or a specific trunking talkgroup. When
multiple resources are required, the dispatcher can select additional talkgroups and/or
conventional channels, as needed using the Multi-Select feature.

The proposed console also enables dispatchers to make private calls to individual field radio
users or dispatchers. Once a private call is established, it can be patched in with another
resource at the dispatcher’s discretion.

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Controlling Console Audio

The proposed console offers dispatchers several different ways of controlling or muting the
audio on their consoles, such as the foliowing:

+ Audio volume can be changed for any specific resource.

e All non-selected resources on the console can be muted for 30 seconds (All Mute) or
unmuted, if already muted.

¢ A dispatcher can transmit on a resource while receiving audio from the same resource or
other resources.

« A dispatch position can be configured to automatically mute the other dispatch audio on
a shared resource to prevent acoustic feedback when a co-located dispatch position
transmits.

e RF Cross Mute automatically mutes the receive audio from a specified channel when the
dispatcher transmits on another specified channel to prevent acoustic feedback.

Controlling Network Audio

Dispatchers can conirol audio on the ASTRO 25 network. The dispaicher can enable or
disable radio users to compartmentalize traffic, reduce interruptions, and maintain
communications between dispatch and the field. When this function is enabled or disabled,
all dispaich consoles with this resource assigned are updated with the current status of the
feature. This feature can be controlled from any dispatch position.

1.1.3.4  Emergency Radio Transmission and Reception

As part of a mission-critical communications network, the proposed dispatch console
facilitates immediate prioritization and resolution of emergency communications between
City of Jacksonviile’s dispatch and first responders in the field. This enables dispatchers and
first responders to focus on their mission and not their equipment, especially during critical
situations.

Receiving an Emergency Call

When a user in the field or another dispatcher initiates an emergency call, the console emits
both visual and audible indications (Emergency Alarm). The audible indication alerts the
dispatcher that an emergency is underway; the visual indication directs the dispatcher’s
attention to the specific resource making the emergency call. The dispatcher can
immediately reserve a voice channel for the duration of the emergency.

Responding to an Emergency Call

A dispaicher can bypass the standard console interface to autc-open a quick list, which
contains specific controls for recognizing an emergency call, initiating an emergency call,
and ending an emergency call (Auto-Open of Quick List). The dispatcher can then recognize
the emergency call, which ends the audible emergency indication and notifies all
dispatchers that the emergency is being addressed (Emergency Recognize).

The audible emergency indication may also be muted by a dispatcher without recognizing
the emergency alarm (Mute Tones at a Single Op). This can be used in a situation where
one agency is monitoring a channel that belongs to another agency. That channel can be
configured to not generate audible and/or visual emergency indications.

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Ending an Emergency Call

When an emergency is over, the dispatcher can end the Emergency Alarm. The visual
indication on the dispatch position GUI is removed, and the console informs the other
dispatch positions that the emergency is over {(Emergency End/ Knockdown). The
emergency mode remains active on the initiating radio unit until it is ended (reset) by the
radio user.

1.1.3.5 Radio Patch Control

The dispatcher can patch communication between trunked and/or conventional radios that
are normally unable to communicate with each other due to different features, programming,
or even different frequency bands. A patch group is a group of linked resources that can
both receive messages from a console and transmit to all other members of the patch

group.
Setting up a Standard Patch

Patches are supported between trunked resources and/or conventional resources. After the
patch is created, the dispatch position transmits all audio on one resource to all other
resources in the patch group. In a patch between trunked resources, patched radio users
with displays see the |D or alias of the other patched radio(s), as opposed to that of the
console. This minimizes confusion and the need for the dispatcher to intervene in the call.
Patches are automatically reestablished, if interrupted, so the dispatcher can concentrate on
continuing operations.

Predefined Patches

Patches can be predefined and automatically reinitiated each time a dispatch position
computer is restarted (Paich Auto-Start).

1.1.3.6  Call Management and Control

The dispatcher can use the following functionality to manage and control audio for different
types of calls between the dispatch position and radio users or other dispatchers.

Automatic Prioritization of Calls

Calis on the dispatch position are prioritized through a transmission hierarchy. Calls from
primary supervisors take priority over those from secondary supervisors, which in turn take
priority over non-supervisors. Instant Transmit or All-Points Bulletin (APB) transmissions,
regardiess of whether they are from a supervisor, fake priority over general or patch
transmissions.

Multiple dispatchers can be designated as primary supervisors on the same system, which
is useful when multiple agencies share one system. With the Network Manager Client
installed, supervisors can disable and enable dispatch console functionality as needed.

Manual Prioritization of Calls

System Access Priority Select allows a dispatcher to prioritize trunked resources on the
system as either normal or tactical. A dispatcher can change the priority of a trunked
resource to tactical to give the resource a betler chance of gaining communication access
on a busy system. Only emergency calls have a higher priority than tactical.

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When the System Access Priority Select status of a resource is changed, it is updated at all
dispatch consoles in the systems that are monitoring that trunked resource.

Using the Multi-Select Feature

The Multi-Select feature allows a dispatch position to define groups of selected radio
resources. When a Multi- Select group is opened, all of the resources in the group are
simultaneously selected. Resources can be added or removed from a Multi-Select group
while the group is open. The dispatcher can transmit on several resources simultaneously or
can listen to multiple resources simultaneously in their headset or select speakers.

Standard Call Indications

The dispaich position indicates the availability of any given resource, regardiess of whether
the resource is involved in a transmission. An inbound call indication provides the dispatcher
with a visual cue of audio activity on a radio resource and allows a dispatcher to see at a
glance what the status of a resource is at any moment.

Call Alerting

A dispatcher can use Call Alert to page an unattended radio or dispatch position through a
series of beeps and an indication of the sender’s ID. When available, the radio user or
dispatcher sees the unit ID of the calling dispatch console or radio ID and is able to return
the call.

Additionally, a Call Alert can trigger an activity. For instance, a Call Alert may cause a
vehicle’s horn to sound and its lights to flash. The dispatcher can even send a Call Alert fo a
user who is involved in voice and data communications over the network.

1.1.4  Incorporating Console Configuration and Management

The proposed console system is configured and managed by the same configuration
manager, fault manager, and performance reporting applications as the radio system. The
user can define exactly which resources are available and how they are presented to the
dispatcher. This provides City of Jacksonvilie with a single point for configuring and
managing the entire ASTRO 25 system. Changes are automatically distributed throughout
the system.

This centralized approach saves valuable time and effort for system administrators and
technicians and reduces the errors that can occur when radio 1Ds and other data are
entered at multiple locations. In addition, call traffic and performance reports for each
dispatch position can be generated from the system’s network manager, enabling
administrators to quickiy and easily ensure optimal effectiveness and efficiency.

1.1.5  Dispatch Console Solution Components

The proposed components are connected together and to the rest of the ASTRO 25 system
on an P network through console site routers and switches. The console functions as an
integrated component of the total radio system and fully participates in system-level
features, such as end-to-end encryption and Agency Partitioning.

The console connects directly to the radio system’s IP transport network without gateways
or interface boxes. Audio processing, encryption, and switching intelligence for dispatch are

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performed within each software- based dispatch position without additional centralized
electronics.

Since the network is IP-based, the system interfaces and components can be distributed
physically throughout the network. Some of the available console components are identified
below.

1.1.5.1  MCC 7500E Console Operator Position

The dispatch position supports commercially available accessories, including a USB
microphone, USB headset, and USB footswitch, as shown in the figure titied “MCC 7500E
Dispatch Position.” The following list describes the components included in the proposed
configuration. Customer opted not to purchase the Display from Motorola, this hardware will
be outsourced.

Audio Interface Module (AlM)

The USB Audio Interface Module (AIM) acts as an interface between analog devices and
the dispatch position and as a general purpose input/output module. The USB AlIM supports
audio routing between the dispatcher and Motorola Solutions standard peripherals. The
USB AIM connects to the MCC 7500E dispatch position with a USB cable.

Enhanced Integrated Instant Recall Recorder (IRR)

The Enhanced IRR is seamlessly integrated with the dispatch position’s software, allowing

audio and call data from any radio or telephony resource to be recorded and easily played

back. Call data includes PTT |Ds, name of resource, start time and date, and stop time and
date. Two analog inputs are available for use with recording audio from external devices.

Desktop Speakers

2 audio speakers have been included with each dispatch position and can be configured to
transmit audio from a specific talkgroup or set of talkgroups. Each speaker is a self-
contained unit, with individual volume controls, and can be placed on a desktop or mounted
on a rack or computer display.

Headset Jack

The dispatch position supports up to two headset jacks, both push-to-talk (PTT) and non-
PTT-enabled, for simultaneous use by the dispatcher and a supervisor. The headset jack

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contains two volume controls for the separate adjustment of received radio and telephone
audio.

Headset

The proposed headset consists of two elements. The headset base includes an audio
ampilifier, a Push-to-Talk switch, and a long cord that connects to the dispatch position. The
headset top consists of the earpiece and microphone as well as a short cable that connects
to the headset base.

Gooseneck Microphone

The microphone controls the dispatch position's general transmit and monitor features
through two buttons on its base. The microphone can be fastened down or left loose. It can
be used alone or in conjunction with a headset.

Footswitch

Each dispatch position includes a dual pedal footswitch that controls general transmit and
monitor functions.

Telephone Headset Interface Port

The telephone/headset port provides a connection for an external telephone to the dispatch
position. This allows the operator to use a single headset to communicate on both the radio
system and a telephone system.

Redundant Ethernet Connection

The optional redundant Ethernet connections increase MCC 7500E console availability by
protecting against the loss of multiple dispatch positions. In the event of a LAN switch
failure, the system will automatically detect and switchover with no manual intervention
required. Dispatching operations will not be interrupted.

discloser to recipient. The nature and existence of this Agreement are considered Confidential
Information. Confidential Information that is disclosed orally must be identified as confidential at the time
of disclosure and confirmed by the discloser by submitting a written document to the recipient within thirty
(30) days after such disclosure. The written document must contain a summary of the Confidential
Information disclosed with enough specificity for identification purpose and must be labeled or marked as
confidential or its equivalent.

“Contract Price” means the price for the System and implementation Services, excluding applicable
sales or similar taxes and freight charges.

“Proprietary Rights” means the patents, pateni applications, inventions, copyrights, trade secrets,
trademarks, trade names, mask works, know-how, and other inteliectual property rights in and to the
Equipment and Software, including those created or produced by Motorola under this Agreement and any
corrections, bug fixes, enhancements, updates or modifications to or derivative works from the Software
whether made by Motorola or another party.

“Services” means system implementation, maintenance, support, subscription, or other professional
services provided under this Agreement, which may be further described in the applicable Addendum
and/or SOW.

“Software” (i) means proprietary software in object code format, and adaptations, translations, de-
compilations, disassemblies, emulations, or derivative works of such software; (i) means any
modifications, enhancements, new versions and new releases of the software provided by Motorola; and
(iii) may contain one or more items of software owned by a third party supplier. The term "Software” does
not include any third party software provided under separate license or third party software not licensable
under the terms of this Agreement.

“Software Support Policy” {“SwSP”) means the policy set forth at
http:/Amwww.motorolasolutions.com/softwarepolicy describing the specific technical support that wili be
provided o Customers under the Warranty Period and during any paid maintenance support period for
Motorola Software. This policy may be modified from time to time at Motorola’s discretion.
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“Solution” means the combination of the System(s) and Services provided by Motorola under this
Agreement.

“Solution Data” means City data that is transformed, altered, processed, aggregated, correlated or
operated on by Motorola, its vendors or other data sources and data that has been manipulaied or
retrieved using Motorola know-how to produce value-added content to data consumers, inciuding
customers or citizens which is made available to City with the Solution and Services.

“Specifications” means the functionality and performance requirements that are described in Exhibit C.

“Subsystem” means a major part of the System that performs specific functions or operations.
Subsystems are described in Exhibit C.

“System” means the Equipment, including incidental hardware and materials, Software, and design,
installation and implementation services that are combined together into an integrated system; the
System(s) is (are) described in Exhibit C.

“System Acceptance” means the Acceptance Tests have been successfully completed.

“Warranty Period” for System Hardware, Software, or services related to system implementation means
one (1) year from the date of System Acceptance or Beneficial Use, whichever occurs first. Unless
otherwise stated in the applicable Addendum, Warranty Period for other Services means ninety (90) days
from performance of the Service.

Section 3 SCOPE OF AGREEMENT AND TERM

3.1 SCOPE OF WORK. Motorola will provide, instail and test the System(s), and perform its other
contractual responsibilities to provide the Solution, all in accordance with this Agreement. City will
perform its contractua! responsibilities in accordance with this Agreement.

3.2. CHANGE ORDERS. Either Party may request changes within the general scope of this
Agreement. If a requested change causes an increase or decrease in the cost or time required to
perform this Agreement, the Parties will agree to an equitable adjustment of the Contract Price or
applicable subscription fees, Performance Schedule, or both, and will reflect the adjustment in a change
order or Addendum. Neither Party is obligated to perform requested changes unless both Parties
execute a written change order.

3.3. TERM. Unless terminated in accordance with other provisions of this Agreement or extended by
mutual agreement of the Parties, the term of this Agreement begins on the Effective Date and continues
until the date of Final Project Acceptance or expiration of the Warranty Period, whichever occurs last.
The term and the effective date of recurring Services will be set forth in the applicable Addendum.

3.4, ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT OR SOFTWARE. For three (3) years after the expiration date of the
Agreement, City may order additional Equipment or Software, if it is then available. Each purchase order
must refer to this Agreement, the expiration date of the Agreement, and must specify the pricing and
delivery terms. The Parties agree that, notwithstanding expiration of the Agreement, the applicable
provisions of this Agreement (except for pricing, delivery, passage of title and risk of loss to Equipment,
warranty commencement, and payment terms) will govern the purchase and sale of the additional
Equipment or Software. Additional or contrary terms in the purchase order will be inapplicable, unless
signed by both parties. Title and risk of loss to additional Equipment will pass at shipment, warranty will
commence upon delivery, and payment is due within thirty (30) days after the invoice date. Motorola will
send City an invoice as the additional Equipment is shipped or Software is licensed. Alternatively, City
may register with and place orders through Motorola Online ("MOL”), and this Agreement will be the
“Underlying Agreement” for those MOL transactions rather than the MOL On-Line Terms and Conditions
of Sale. MOL registration and other information may be found at
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https://businessonline motoroiasolutions. corm and the MOL telephone number is (800) 814-0601.

3.6. Motorola SOFTWARE. Any Motorola Software, including subsequent releases, is licensed to City
solely in accordance with the Motorola Software License Agreement in Exhibit A (*Software License
Agreement”’). City hereby accepts and agrees to abide by all of the terms and restrictions of the Software
License Agreement.

3.7 NON-Motorola SOFTWARE. Any Non-Motorola Software is licensed to City in accordance with
the standard license, terms, and restrictions of the copyright owner on the Effective Date unless the
copyright cwner has granted to Motorola the right to sublicense the Non-Motorola Software pursuant to
the Software License Agreement, in which case it applies and the copyright owner will have all of
Licensor's rights and protections under the Software License Agreement. Motorola makes no
representations or warranties of any kind regarding Non-Motorola Software. Non-Motorola Software may
include Open Source Software.

3.8. SUBSTITUTIONS. At no additional cost to City, Motorola may substitute any Equipment,
Software, or services to be provided by Motorola, if the substitute meets or exceeds the Specifications
and is of equivalent or better quality to the City. Any substitution will be reflected in a change order.

Section 4 SERVICES

4.1. If City desires and Motorola agrees to continue Services beyond the Term, City’s issuance and
Motorola’s acceptance of a purchase order for Services will serve as an automatic extension of the
Agreement for purposes of the continuing Services. Only the terms and conditions applicable to the
performance of Services will apply to the extended Agreement.

4.2. MAINTENANCE AND SUPPORT SERVICES. During the Warranty Period, in addition to
warranty services, Motorola will provide maintenance Services for the Equipment and support for the
Motorola Software pursuant to the Statement of Work set forth in the Maintenance and Support
Addendum. Support for the Motorola Software will be in accordance with Motorola's established Software
Support Policy. Copies of the SwWSP can be found at hiip://www motorolasolutions.com/softwarepolicy
and will be sent by mail, email or fax to City upon written request. Maintenance Services and support
during the Warranty Period are included in the Contract Price. If City wishes to purchase 1) additional
maintenance or software support services during the Warranty Period; or 2) continue or expand
maintenance, software support, installation, and/or any services after the Warranty Pericd, Motorola will
provide the description of and pricing for such services in a separate proposal document.  Unless
otherwise agreed by the parties in writing, the terms and conditions in this Agreement applicable to those
maintenance, support, installation, and/or services, will be included in the Maintenance and Support
Addendum, the applicable Statements of Work, and the proposal. These collective terms will govern the
provision of such Services.

To obtain any such additional Services, City will issue a purchase order referring to this Agreement and
the separate proposal document. Omission of reference to this Agreement in City’s purchase order will
not affect the applicability of this Agreement. Motorola's proposal may include a cover page entitled
“Service Agreement’ or “Installation Agreement’, as applicable, and other attachments. These cover
pages and other attachments are incorporated into this Agreement by this reference.

4.3. PROFESSIONAL AND SUBSCRIPTION SERVICES. If City purchases professional or
subscription Services as part of the Solution, additional or different terms specific to such Service will be
included in the applicable Addendum and will apply to those Services. City may purchase additional
professional or subscription services by issuing a purchase order referencing this Agreement and
Motorola’s proposal for such additional services.

4.4 Any information in the form of specifications, drawings, reprints, technical information or
otherwise furnished to City in providing Services under this Agreement or Motorola data viewed,
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accessed, will remain Motorola’s property, will be deemed proprietary, Confidential Information. This
Confidential information will be promptly returned at Motorola's request.

45, TOOLS. All tools, equipment, dies, gauges, models, drawings or other materials paid for or
furnished by Motorola for the purpose of providing Services under this Agreement will be and remain the
sole property of Motorola. City will safeguard all such property while it is in City's custody or control, be
liable for any loss or damage to this property, and return it to Motorola upon request. This property will be
held by City for Motorola's use without charge and may be removed from City’s premises by Motorola at
any time without restriction. Upon termination of the contract for any reason, City shall return to Motorola
all equipment delivered to City.

4.6. COVENANT NOT TO EMPLOY. During the term of this Agreement and continuing for a period of
two (2) years thereafter, City will not hire, engage on contract, solicit the employment of, or recommend
employment to any third party of any employee of Motorola or its subcontractors without the prior written
authorization of Motorola.  This provision applies only to those employees of Motorola or its
subcontractors who are responsible for rendering Services under this Agreement. If this provision is

found to be overly broad under applicable law, it will be modified as necessary to conform to applicable
law.

47. CiTY OBLIGATIONS. If the applicable Statement of Work or Addendum contains assumptions
that affect the Services or Deliverables, City will verify that they are accurate and complete. Any
information that City provides to Motorola concerning the Services or Deliverables will be accurate and
complete in all material respects. City will make timely decisions and obtain any required management
approvals that are reasonably necessary for Motorola to perform the Services and its other duties under
this Agreement. Unless the Statement of Work states the contrary, Motorola may rely upon and is not
required to evaluate, confirm, reject, modify, or provide advice concerning any assumptions and City-
provided information, decisions and approvals described in this paragraph.

4.8. ASSUMPTIONS. [f any assumptions or conditions contained in this Agreement, applicable
Addenda or Statements of Work prove to be incorrect or if City’s obligations are not performed, Motorola’s
ability to perform under this Agreement may be impacted and changes to the Contract Price, subscription
fees, project schedule, Deliverables, or other changes may be necessary.

4.9 NON-PRECLUSION. If, as a resuit of the Services performed under this Agreement, Motorola
recommends that City purchase products or other services, nothing in this Agreement precludes Motorola
from participating in a future competitive bidding process or otherwise offering or selling the
recommended products or other services to City. City represents that this paragraph does not violate its
procurement or other laws, regulations, or policies.

4.10. PROPRIETARY MATERIALS. City acknowledges that Motorola may use and/or provide City with
access to Proprietary Materials and Derivative Proprietary Materials. The Proprietary Materials and the
Derivative Proprietary Materials are the sole and exclusive property of Motorola and Motorola retains all
right, title and interest in and to the Proprietary Materials and Derivative Proprietary Materials.

4.11. ADDITIONAL SERVICES. Any services performed by Motorola outside the scope of this
Agreement at the direction of City will be considered to be additional Services which are subject to
additional charges. Any agreement to perform additional Services will be reflected in a written and
executed change order, Addendum or amendment to this Agreement.

Section § PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE

The Parties will perform their respective responsibilities in accordance with the Performance Schedule.
By executing this Agreement, City authorizes Motorola to proceed with contract performance.
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Section 6 CONTRACT PRICE, PAYMENT AND INVOICING

8.1. City affirms that a purchase order or notice to proceed is not required for contract performance or for
subsequent years of service, if any, and that sufficient funds have been appropriated in accordance with
applicable law. The City will pay all invoices as received from Motorola and any changes in scope will be
subject to the change order process as described in this Agreement. At the time of execution of this
Agreement, the City will provide all necessary reference information to include on invoices for payment in
accordance with this Agreement.

6.2.CONTRACT PRICE. The Contract Price in U.S. dollars is $1,351,938.78. If applicable, a pricing
summary is included with the Payment schedule in Exhibit B. Motorola has priced the Services, Software,
and Equipment as an integrated System. A change in Software or Equipment quantities, or Services,
may affect the overall Contract Price, including discounts if applicable. Fees for professional, SUA, and/or
subscription services which are not included in the Contract Price may be listed in Exhibit C, the pricing
pages of the proposal, or the applicable Addendum.

6.3. INVOICING AND PAYMENT. Motorola will submit invoices to City according to the Payment
schedule in Exhibit B. Except for a payment that is due on the Effective Date, City will make payments to
Motorola within thirty (30) days after the date of each invoice. City will make payments when due in the
form of a wire transfer, check, or cashier's check from a U.S. financial institution. Overdue invoices will
bear simple interest at the maximum allowable rate. For reference, the Federal Tax Identification Number
for Motorola is 36-1115800.

6.4. FREIGHT, TITLE, AND RISK OF LOSS. Motorola will pre-pay and add all freight charges to the
invoices. Title and risk of loss to the Equipment will pass to City upon shipment. Title o Software will not
pass to City at any time. Motorola will pack and ship all Equipment in accordance with good commercial
practices.

Section 7 SITES AND SITE CONDITIONS

7.1 ACCESS TC SITES. In addition to its responsibilities described elsewhere in this Agreement,
City will provide a designated project manager; all necessary construction and building permits, zoning
variances, licenses, and any other approvals that are necessary to develop or use the sites and mounting
locations; and access to the worksites or vehicles identified in Exhibit C as reasonably requested by
Motorola so that it may perform its duties in accordance with the Performance Schedule and Statement of
Work. If the Statement of Work so indicates, Motorola may assist City in the local building permit
process.

7.2. SITE CONDITIONS. City will ensure that all work sites it provides will be safe, secure, and in
compliance with all applicable industry and OSHA standards. To the extent applicable and unless the
Statement of Work states to the contrary, City will ensure that these work sites have adequate: physical
space; air conditioning and other environmental conditions; adequate and appropriate electrical power
outlets, distribution, equipment and connections; and adequate telephone or other communication lines
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(including modem access and adequate interfacing networking capabilities), all for the installation, use
and maintenance of the System. Before installing the Equipment or Software at a work site, Motorola
may inspect the work site and advise City of any apparent deficiencies or non-conformities with the
requirements of this Section. This Agreement is predicated upon normal soil conditions as defined by the
version of E.LA. standard RS-222 in effect on the Effective Date.

7.3. SITE ISSUES. If a Party determines that the sites identified in Exhibit C are no longer available
or desired, or if subsurface, structural, adverse environmental or latent conditions at any site differ from
those indicated in Exhibit C, the Parties wili promptly investigate the conditions and will select
replacement sites or adjust the installation plans and specifications as necessary. [f change in sites or
adjustment to the installation plans and specifications causes a change in the cost or time to perform, the
Parties will equitably amend the Contract Price, Performance Schedule, or both, by a change order.

Section 8 TRAINING

Any training to be provided by Motorola to City will be described in the applicable Statement of Work.
City will notify Motorola immediately if a date change for a scheduled training program is required. If
Motorola incurs additional costs because City reschedules a training program less than thirty (30) days
before its scheduled start date, Motorola may recover these additional costs.

Section 9 SYSTEM ACCEPTANCE

9.1. COMMENCEMENT OF ACCEPTANCE TESTING. Motorola will provide to City at least ten (10)
days notice before the Acceptance Tests commence. System testing will occur only in accordance with
the Acceptance Test Plan.

9.2. SYSTEM ACCEPTANCE. System Acceptance will occur upon successful completion of the
Acceptance Tests. Upon System Acceptance, the Parties will memorialize this event by promptly
executing a System Acceptance Certificate. If the Acceptance Test Plan includes separate tests for
individual Subsystems or phases of the System, acceptance of the individual Subsystem or phase will
occur upon the successful completion of the Acceptance Tests for the Subsystem or phase, and the
Parties will promptly execute an acceptance certificate for the Subsystem or phase. If City believes the
System has failed the completed Acceptance Tests, City will provide to Motorola a written notice that
includes the specific details of the failure. i City does not provide to Motorola a failure notice within thirty
(30) days after completion of the Acceptance Tests, System Acceptance will be deemed to have occurred
as of the completion of the Acceptance Tests. Minor omissions or variances in the System that do not
materially impair the operation of the System as a whole will not postpone System Acceptance or
Subsystem acceptance, but will be corrected according to a mutually agreed schedule.

9.3. BENEFICIAL USE. City acknowledges that Motorola’s ability to perform its implementation and
testing responsibilities may be impeded if City begins using the System before System Acceptance.
Therefore, City will not commence Beneficial Use before System Acceptance without Motorola's prior
written authorization, which will not be unreasonably withheld. Motorola is not responsible for System
performance deficiencies that occur during unauthorized Beneficial Use. Upon commencement of
Beneficial Use, City assumes responsibility for the use and operation of the System.

9.4. FINAL PROJECT ACCEPTANCE. Final Project Acceptance will occur after System Acceptance
when all deliverables and other work have been compieted. When Final Project Acceptance occurs, the
parties will promptly memorialize this final event by so indicating on the System Acceptance Certificate.
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Section 10 REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

10.1. SYSTEM FUNCTIONALITY. Motorola represents that the System will perform in accordance
with the Specifications in all material respects. Upon System Acceptance or Beneficial Use, whichever
occurs first, this System functionality representation is fulfiled. Motorola is not responsible for System
performance deficiencies that are caused by ancillary equipment not furnished by Motorola which is
attached to or used in connection with the System or for reasons or parties beyond Motorola’s control,
such as natural causes; the construction of a building that adversely affects the microwave path reliability
or radio frequency (RF) coverage; the addition of frequencies at System sites that cause RF interference
or intermodutation; or City changes to load usage or configuration outside the Specifications.

10.2. EQUIPMENT WARRANTY. During the Warranty Period, Motorola warrants that the Equipment
under normal use and service will be free from material defects in materials and workmanship. If System
Acceptance is delayed beyond six (6) months after shipment of the Equipment by events or causes
beyond Motorola's control, this warranty expires eighteen (18) months after the shipment of the
Equipment.

10.3. SOFTWARE WARRANTY. Except as described in the SwSP and unless otherwise stated in the
Software License Agreement, during the Warranty Period, Motorola warrants the Software in accordance
with the warranty terms set forth in the Software License Agreement and the provisions of this Section
that are applicable to the Software. If System Acceptance is delayed beyond six (8) months after
shipment of the Motorola Software by events or causes beyond Motorola’s conirol, this warranty expires
eighteen (18) months after the shipment of the Motorola Software. Nothing in this Warranty provision
is intended to conflict or modify the Software Support Policy. in the event of an ambiguity or
conflict between the Software Warranty and Software Support Policy, the Software Support Policy
governs. TO THE EXTENT, iIF ANY, THAT THERE I8 A SEPARATE LICENSE AGREEMENT
PACKAGED WITH, OR PROVIDED ELECTRONICALLY WITH, A PARTICULAR PRODUCT THAT
BECOMES EFFECTIVE ON AN ACT OF ACCEPTANCE BY THE END USER, THEN THAT
AGREEMENT SUPERSEDES THE SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT AS TO THE END USER CF
EACH SUCH PRODUCT.

10.4. EXCLUSIONS TO EQUIPMENT AND SOFTWARE WARRANTIES. These warranties do not
apply to: (i) defects or damage resulting from: use of the Equipment or Software in other than its normal,
customary, and authorized manner; accident, liquids, neglect, or acts of God, testing, maintenance,
disassembly, repair, installation, alteration, modification, or adjustment not provided or authorized in
writing by Motorola; City's failure to comply with all applicable industry and OSHA standards; (i) breakage
of or damage to antennas unless caused directly by defects in material or workmanship; (i) Equipment
that has had the serial number removed or made illegible; (iv) batteries (because they carry their own
separate limited warranty) or consumables; (v) freight costs to ship Equipment to the repair depot; (vi)
scratches or other cosmetic damage to Equipment surfaces that does not affect the operation of the
Equipment; and (vil) normal or customary wear and tear.

10.5. SERVICE WARRANTY. During the Warranty Period, Motorola warrants that the Services will be
provided in a good and workman-like manner and will conform in all material respects to the applicable
Statement of Work. Services will be free of defects in materials and workmanship for a period of ninety
(90) days from the date the performance of the Services are completed. City acknowledges that the
Deliverables may contain recommendations, suggestions or advice from Motorola to City (collectively,
“recommendations”). Motorola makes no warranties concerning those recommendations, and City alone
accepts responsibility for choosing whether and how to implement the recommendations and the results
to be realized from implementing them.

10.6. WARRANTY CLAIMS. To assert a warranty claim, City must notify Motorola in writing of the
claim before the expiration of the Warranty Period. Upon receipt of this notice, Motorola will investigate
the warranty claim. If this investigation confirms a valid Equipment or Software warranty claim, Motorola
will (at its option and at no additional charge to City) repair the defective Equipment or Motorola Software,
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replace it with the same or equivalent product, or refund the price of the defective Equipment or Motorola
Software. These actions will be the full extent of Motorola’s liability for the warranty claim. In the event of
a valid Services warranty claim, City's sole remedy is to require Motorola to re-perform the non-
conforming Service or to refund, on a pro-rata basis, the fees paid for the non-conforming Service. If this
investigation indicates the warranty claim is not valid, then Motorola may invoice City for responding to
the claim on a time and materials basis using Motorola’s then current labor rates. Repaired or replaced
product is warranted for the balance of the original applicable warranty period. All replaced products or
parts will become the property of Motorola.

10.7. ORIGINAL END USER IS COVERED. These express limited warranties are extended by
Motorola to the original user purchasing the System or Services for commercial, industrial, or
governmental use only, and are not assignable or transferable.

10.8. DISCLAIMER OF OTHER WARRANTIES. THESE WARRANTIES ARE THE COMPLETE
WARRANTIES FOR THE EQUIPMENT AND MOTOROLA SOFTWARE PROVIDED UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT AND ARE GIVEN IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER WARRANTIES. MOTOROLA DISCLAIMS
ALL OTHER WARRANTIES OR CONDITIONS, EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING THE IMPLIED
WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, NON-INFRINGEMENT, AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR
PURPOSE.

Section 11 DELAYS

11.1.  FORCE MAJEURE. Neither Party wili be liable for its non-performance or delayed performance if
caused by a Force Majeure. A Party that becomes aware of a Force Majeure that wili significantly delay
performance will notify the other Party promptly (but in no event later than fifteen days) after it discovers
the Force Majeure. If a Force Majeure occurs, the Parties will execute a change order to extend the
Performance Schedule or applicable Addenda for a time period that is reasonable under the
circumstances.

11.2. PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE DELAYS CAUSED BY CITY. If City (including its other
contractors) delays the Performance Schedule, it will make the promised payments according to the
Equipment Lease-Purchase Agreement as if no delay occurred; and the Parties will execute a change
order to extend the Performance Schedule, if any, and if requested, compensate Motorola for all
reasonable charges incurred because of the delay. Delay charges may include costs incurred by
Motorola or its subcontractors for additional freight, warehousing and handling of Equipment; extension of
the warranties; travel, suspending and re-mobilizing the work; additional engineering, project
management, and standby time calculated at then current rates; and preparing and implementing an
alternative implementation plan.

Section 12 DISPUTES

The Parties will use the following procedure to address any dispute arising under this Agreement (a
“Dispute”).

121, GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement will be governed by the laws of the State of Florida without
giving effect to the conflict of law principles thereof and excluding the Convention on Agreements for the
International Sale of Goods. Venue for litigation under this Agreement shall be in the courts of competent
jurisdiction located in Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida.

12.2.  NEGOTIATION. Either Party may initiate the Dispute resolution procedures by sending a notice
of Dispute ("Notice of Dispute”). The Parties will attempt to resolve the Dispute promptly through good
faith negotiations including 1) timely escalation of the Dispute to executives who have authority to settle
the Dispute and who are at a higher level of management than the persons with direct responsibility for
the matter and 2} direct communication between the executives. If the Dispute has not been resolved
within ten (10) days from the Notice of Dispute, the Parties will proceed to mediation.
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12.3.  MEDIATION. The Parties will choose an independent mediator within thirty (30) days of a notice
to mediate from either Party (“Notice of Mediation”). Neither Party may unreasonably withhold consent to
the selection of a mediator. If the Parties are unabie to agree upon a mediator, either Party may request
that American Arbitration Association nominate a mediator. Each Party will bear its own costs of
mediation, but the Parties will share the cost of the mediator equally. Each Party will participate in the
mediation in good faith and will be represented at the mediation by a business executive with authority to
settle the Dispute.

12.4. LITIGATION, VENUE and JURISDICTION. If a Dispute remains unresoived for sixty (60) days
after receipt of the Notice of Mediation, either Party may then submit the Dispute to a court of competent
jurisdiction in the State of Florida. Each Party irrevocably agrees to submit to the exclusive jurisdiction of
the courts in such state over any claim or matter arising under or in connection with this Agreement.

12.5. CONFIDENTIALITY. All communications pursuant to subsections 12.2 and 12.3 will be treated
as compromise and settlement negotiations for purposes of applicable rules of evidence and any
additional confidentiality protections provided by applicable law. The use of these Dispute resolution
procedures will not be construed under the doctrines of laches, waiver or estoppel! to affect adversely the
rights of either Party.

Section 13 DEFAULT AND TERMINATION

13.1. DEFAULT BY A PARTY. |[f either Party fails to perform a material obligation under this
Agreement, the other Party may consider the non-performing Party to be in default (unless a Force
Maijeure causes the failure) and may assert a default claim by giving the non-performing Party a written
and detailed notice of default. Except for a default by City for failing to pay any amount when due under
this Agreement which must be cured immediately, the defaulting Party will have thirty (30) days after
receipt of the notice of default to either cure the default or, if the default is not curable within thirty (30)
days, provide a written cure plan. The defaulting Party will begin implementing the cure plan immediately
after receipt of notice by the other Party that it approves the plan. If City is the defaulting Party, Motorola
may stop work on the project until it approves the City’s cure plan.

13.2. FAILURE TO CURE. If a defaulting Party fails to cure the default as provided above in Section
13.1, uniess otherwise agreed in writing, the non-defaulting Party may terminate any unfulfilied portion of
this Agreement. in the event of termination for default, the defaulting Party will promptly return to the non-
defaulting Party any of its Confidential Information. If City is the non-defaulting Party, terminates this
Agreement as permitted by this Section, and completes the System through a third Party, City may as its
exclusive remedy recover from Motorola reasonable costs incurred to complete the System to a capability
not exceeding that specified in this Agreement less the unpaid portion of the Contract Price. City will
mitigate damages and provide Motorola with detailed invoices substantiating the charges. In the event
City elects to terminate this Agreement for any reason other than default, City shall pay Motorola for the
conforming Equipment and/or Software delivered and all services performed.

Section 14 INDEMNIFICATION

Motorola shall hold harmless, indemnify, and defend the City of Jacksonville and the City's members,
officers, officials and employees {collectively the “City”) from and against, without limitation, any and all
claims, suits, actions, losses, damages, injuries, liabilities, fines, penalties, reasonable cosis and
expenses, which may be incurred by, charged to or recovered from any of the foregoing Indemnified
Parties for:

1. General Tort Liability, for any negligent act, error or omission, recklessness or intentionally wrongful
conduct on the part of the Indemnifying Parties that causes injury (whether mental or corporeal} to
persons (including death) or damage to tangible property, caused by the Indemnifying Party's
performance of the Agreement, operations, services or work performed hereunder; and
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2. Environmental Liability, to the extent this Agreement results in environmental exposures, arising from
or in connection with any environmental, health and safety liabilities, claims, citations, clean-up or
damages caused by Motorola’s and its subcontractors’ for their operation or other activities performed in
connection with the Agreement; and

If the City exercises its rights under this Agreement, the City will (1) provide reasonable notice to Motorola
of the applicable claim or liability, and (2) the City may, at its own expense, participate in the litigation of
such claim or liability to protect its interests. The scope and terms of the indemnity obligations herein
described are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by any insurance provided pursuant to the
Agreement. Such terms of indemnity shall survive the expiration or termination of the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of Section 725.06 or
725.08 of the Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemnity shall remain in full force and effect.
Further, any term which offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes will be modified to
comply with said statutes.

3. To the extent that the coverage provided by Motorola’s Professional Liability policy (“Policy™) does not
provide coverage to the City of Jacksonville as an additional insured for & Cyber Liability claim or loss,
Motorola shall defend and indemnify the City for such Cyber Liablility claim(s) or loss(es) incurrad by the
City up fo the cumulative amount of One Hundred Thousand Dollars ($100,000), to the extent of
Moteorola’s contributory negligence percentage determination. Cyber liability is defined as:
technology/professional liability and data protection liability covering liabilities for financial loss resulting or
arising from acts, errors, or omissions, in connection with the Materials and Services provided by
Motorola under this Agreement, including damages Motorola is obligated to pay City or any third party,
which are associated with any Security Breach (as hereafter defined) or loss of personal data, including
negligence and uniawful acts. Costs to be covered include (i) costs to notify individuals whose personal
data was lost or compromised; (i) costs to provide credit monitoring and credit restoration services to
individuals whose personal data was lost or compromised; (iii) costs associated with third party claims
arising from the Security Breach or loss of personal data, including litigation costs and settlement costs;
and (iv) any investigation, enforcement or similar miscellaneous costs. "Security Breach” means (A) the
failure by Motorola to comply with any contractual requirements # might have to properly handie,
manage, store, destroy or otherwise control, or the unauthorized disclosure by the Motorola of: {1)
personal data in any format or (2) Confidential information; (B) misappropriation that resulis in the
violation of any applicable data privacy laws or regulations; or {C) any other act, error, or omission by
Motorola in its capacity as such which is reasonably likely to result in the unauthorized disclosure of
personal data or Confidential information.

4. Intellectual Property Indemnification

i. Motorola will defend at its expense any suit brought against the City to the extent it is based on an
infringement Claim, and Motorola wiil indemnify the City for those costs and damages finally awarded
against the City for an Infringement Claim. Motorola’s duties to defend and indemnify are conditioned
upon: the City promptly notifying Motorola in writing of the Infringement Claim; Motorola having uitimate
controi of the defense of the suit with input from the City, and all negotiations for its settlement or
compromise; and City providing to Motorola cooperation and, if requested by Motorola, reasonable
assistance in the defense of the Infringement Claim.

ii. If an Infringement Claim occurs, or in Motorola's opinion is likely to occur, Motorola may at its option
and expense procure for City the right to continue using the Equipment or Software, replace or modify it
so that it becomes non-infringing while providing functionally equivalent performance, or grant City a
credit for the Equipment or Software as depreciated and accept its return. The depreciation amount will
be calculated based upon generally accepted accounting standards for such Equipment and Motorola
Software.

iil. Motorola will have no duty to defend or indemnify for any Infringement Claim that is based upon: (a)
the combination of the Motorola Product with any software, apparatus or device not furnished by
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Motorola; (b) the use of anciliary equipment or software not furnished by Motorola and that is attached to
or used in connection with the Product; (c) Product designed or manufaciured in accordance with City’s
designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions, if the alleged infringement would not have occurred
without such designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions; (d) a modification of the Product by a
party other than Motorola; (e) use of the Product in @ manner for which the Product was not designed or
that is inconsistent with the terms of this Agreement; or (f) the failure by City o install an enhancement
release to the Software that is intended to correct the claimed infringement.  In no event will Motorola’s
liability resulting from its indemnity obligation to City extend in any way to royalties payable on a per use
basis or the City's revenues, or any royalty basis other than a reasonable royalty based upon revenue
derived by Motorola from City from sales or license of the infringing Product.

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Without limiting its liability under this Agreement, Motorola shall at all times during the term of this
Agreement procure prior to commencement of work and maintain at its sole expense during the life
of this Agreement (and Motorola shall require its subcontractors, laborers, materialmen and
suppliers to provide, as applicable), insurance of the types and limits in amounts stated below:

This insurance shall cover Motorola (and Motorola will make certain that its subcontractors have the
Florida Statutory Coverage) for those sources of liability which would be covered by the iatest edition
of the standard Workers’ Compensation policy, as filed for use in the State of Florida by the National
Council on Compensation insurance (NCCI), without any restrictive endorsements other than the
Florida Employers Liability Coverage Endorsement (NCCl Form WC 09 03), those which are
required by the State of Florida, or any restrictive NCC! endorsements which, under an NCCl filing,
must be atiached to the policy (i.e., mandatory endorsements). In addition to coverage for the
Florida Workers’ Compensation Act, where appropriate, coverage is to be included for the Federal
Employers’ Liability Act, USL&H and Jones, and any other applicable federal or state law.

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the
standard Commercial General Liability Form (1ISC Form CG 00 01) as filed for use in the State of
Florida without any restrictive endorsements other than those reasonably required by the City's
Office of Insurance and Risk Management. An Excess Liability policy or Umbrella policy can be used
to satisfy the above limits.

Automobile Liability $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit (Coverage for all automobiles, owned, hired
or non-owned used in performance of the Agreement)

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the
standard Business Auto Coverage Form (ISO Form CAQ0001) as filed for use in the State of Florida
without any restrictive endorsements other than those which are required by the State of Florida, or
equivalent manuscript form, must be attached to the policy equivalent endorsement as filed with ISO
(i.e., mandatory endorsement).

Professional Liability (including Cyber Liability & Data Storage) $1,000,000 per Claim and Aggregate
Such insurance shall cover the following:

» Data Loss and System Damage Liability (when applicable)
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» Security Liability
» Privacy Liability
« Privacy/Security Breach Response Coverage, including Notification Expenses

Such Professional Liability coverage must be provided on an Occurrence Form or, if on a Claims
Made Form, the retroactive date must be no later than the first date of this Agreement and such
claims-made coverage must respond to claims reported within three years following the period for
which coverage is required and which wouid have been covered had the coverage been on an
occurrence basis,

Additional Insurance Provisions

A. Additional Insured: All insurance except Worker's Compensation and Professional Liability shali
include the City of Jacksonville and City's members, officials, officers, employees and agents as
Additional Insured. Additional insured for General Liability shall be in a form no more restrictive than
CG20286, Automobile Liability CA2048.

B. Waiver of Subrogation. The Workers’ Compensation insurance policy shail be endorsed to
provide for a waiver of underwriter's rights of subrogation in favor of the City of Jacksonville and iis
members, officials, officers employees and agents.

C. Motorola’s Insurance Primary. The insurance provided by Motorola, except Workers’
Compensation and Professional Liability, shali apply on a primary basis to, and shall not require
contribution from, any other insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City or any City members,
officials, officers, employees and agents.

D. Deductible or Self-insured Retention Provisions. All deductibles and self-insured retentions
associated with coverages required for compliance with this Agreement shall remain the sole and
exclusive responsibility of the named insured Motorola. Under no circumstances will the City of
Jacksonville and its members, officers, directors, employees, representatives, and agents be
responsible for paying any deductible or self-insured retentions related to this Agreement.

E. Motorola’s Insurance Additional Remedy. Compliance with the insurance requirements of this
Agreement shall not limit the liability of the Motorola or its Subcontractors, employees or agents to
the City or others.

Any remedy provided o City or City’s members, officials, officers, employees or agents shall be in
addition 1o and not in lieu of any other remedy avaiiable under this Agreement or otherwise.

F. Waiver/Estoppel. Neither approval by City nor failure to disapprove the insurance furnished by
Motorola shall relieve Motorola of Motorola’s full responsibility to provide insurance as required
under this Agreement.

G. Certificates of Insurance. Motorola shall provide the City Certificates of Insurance that shows
the corresponding City Agreement Number in the Description, if known, Additional insureds as
provided above and waivers of subrogation. The certificates of insurance shall be mailed to the City
of Jacksonvilie (Attention: Chief of Risk Management), 117 W. Duval Street, Suite 335, Jacksonville,
Florida 32202.

H. Carrier Qualifications. The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current
certificate of authority pursuant to chapter 624, Florida State or a company that is declared as an
approved Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter 626 Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall be written
by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A- Vil or better.

L Notice. Motorola shall provide a thirty (30) days written notice of any change in the above
coverages or limils, coverage being suspended, voided, cancelled, including expiration or non-
renewal.

J. Survival. Anything to the conifrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of Motorola under this
Agreement shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any expiration or
termination of insurance coverage.

K. Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project and its
accompanying exposures and liabilities, the City may reasonably require additional insurance
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coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not require that the City also
be included as an additional insured.

14.3.  PATENT AND COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT.

14.3.1. Motorola will defend at its expense any suit brought against City to the exient it is based on a
third-party claim alleging that the Equipment manufactured by Motorola or the Motorola Software
("Motorola Product”) directly infringes a United States patent or copyright (‘Infringement Claim”).
Motorola’s duties to defend and indemnify are conditioned upon: City promptly notifying Motorola in
writing of the Infringement Claim; Motorola having sole control of the defense of the suit and all
negotiations for its settlement or compromise; and City providing to Motorola cooperation and, if
requested by Motorola, reasonable assistance in the defense of the Infringement Claim. In addition to
Motorola’s obligation to defend, and subject to the same conditions, Motorola will pay all damages finally
awarded against City by a court of competent jurisdiction for an Infringement Claim or agreed to, in
writing, by Motorola in settlement of an Infringement Claim.

14.3.2 [f an Infringement Claim occurs, or in Motorola's opinion is likely to occur, Motorola may at its
option and expense: (a) procure for City the right o continue using the Motorola Product; (b) replace or
modify the Motorola Product so that it becomes non-infringing while providing functionally equivalent
performance; or (c) accept the return of the Motorola Product and grant City a credit for the Motorola
Product, less a reasonable charge for depreciation. The depreciation amount will be calculated based
upon generally accepted accounting standards.

14.3.3 Motorola will have no duty to defend or indemnify for any infringement Claim that is based upon:
(a) the combination of the Motorola Product with any software, apparatus or device not furnished by
Motorola; {b) the use of ancillary equipment or software not furnished by Motorola and that is attached to
or used in connection with the Motorola Product; {¢) Motorola Product designed or manufactured in
accordance with City’s designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions, if the alleged infringement would
not have occurred without such designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions, (d) a modification of the
Motorola Product by a party other than Motorola; (e) use of the Motorola Product in a manner for which
the Motorola Product was not designed or that is inconsistent with the terms of this Agreement; or (f) the
failure by City to install an enhancement release to the Motorola Software that is intended to correct the
claimed infringement.  In no event will Motorola's liability resulting from its indemnity obligation to City
extend in any way to royalties payable on a per use basis or the City's revenues, or any royalty basis
other than a reasonable royalty based upon revenue derived by Motorola from City from sales or license
of the infringing Motorola Product.

14.3.4. This Section 14 provides City’s sole and exclusive remedies and Motorola’s entire liability in the
event of an Infringement Claim. City has no right to recover and Motorola has no obligation to provide
any other or further remedies, whether under another provision of this Agreement or any other legal
theory or principle, in connection with an Infringement Claim. In addition, the rights and remedies
provided in this Section 14 are subject to and limited by the restrictions set forth in Section 15.

Section 15 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

Except for personal injury or death, Motorola's total liability, whether for breach of contract, warranty,
negligence, strict liability in tort, indemnification, or otherwise, will be limited to the direct damages
recoverable under law, but not to exceed the price of the Equipment, Software, or implementation
Services with respect to which losses or damages are claimed. With respect to all non-implementation
Services and unless as otherwise provided under the applicable Addenda, Motorola’s total liability will be
limited to the direct damages recoverable under law, but not to exceed the price of twelve (12) months of
Services preceding the incident giving rise to the claim. ALTHOUGH THE PARTIES ACKNOWLEDGE
THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH LOSSES OR DAMAGES, THEY AGREE THAT MOTOROLA WILL NOT
BE LIABLE FOR ANY COMMERCIAL LOSS, INCONVENIENCE, LOSS OF USE, LOSS TIME, DATA,
GOODWILL, REVENUES, PROFITS OR SAVINGS; OR OTHER SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT,
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OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES IN ANY WAY RELATED TO OR ARISING FROM THIS
AGREEMENT, THE SALE OR USE OF THE EQUIPMENT OR SOFTWARE, OR THE PERFORMANCE
OF SERVICES BY Motorola PURSUANT TO THIS AGREEMENT. This limitation of liability provision
survives the expiration or termination of the Agreement and applies notwithstanding any contrary
provision. No action for contract breach or otherwise relating to the transactions contemplated by this
Agreement may be brought more than one (1) year after the accrual of the cause of action, except for
money due upon an open account.

Section 16 CONFIDENTIALITY AND PROPRIETARY RIGHTS
16.1.  CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.

16.1.1. Each party is a disclosing party (“Discloser”) and a receiving party (“Recipient”’) under this
Agreement. All Deliverables will be deemed to be Motorola’s Confidential Information. To the extent
allowed by law, and during the term of this Agreement and for a period of three (3) years from the
expiration or termination of this Agreement, Recipient will (i) not disclose Confidential information to any
third party; (i) restrict disclosure of Confidential Information to only those employees (including, but not
limited to, employees of any wholly owned subsidiary, a parent company, any other wholly owned
subsidiaries of the same parent company), agents or consultants who must be directly involved with the
Confidential Information for the purpose and who are bound by confidentiality terms substantially similar
to those in this Agreement; (iii) not copy, reproduce, reverse engineer, de-compile or disassemble any
Confidential Information; (iv) use the same degree of care as for its own information of like importance,
but at least use reasonable care, in safeguarding against disclosure of Confidential information; (v)
promptly notify Discloser upon discovery of any unauthorized use or disclosure of the Confidential
Information and take reasonable steps to regain possession of the Confidential Information and prevent
further unauthorized actions or other breach of this Agreement, and (vi) only use the Confidential
Information as needed to fulfill this Agreement.

16.1.2. Recipient is not obligated to maintain as confidential, Confidential Information that Recipient can
demonstrate by documentation (i) is now available or becomes available to the public without breach of
this agreement; (ii} is explicitly approved for release by written authorization of Discloser; (iii) is lawfully
obtained from a third party or parties without a duty of confidentiality; (iv) is known to the Recipient prior to
such disclosure; or (v) is independently developed by Recipient without the use of any of Discloser’s
Confidential Information or any breach of this Agreement.

16.1.3. All Confidential Information remains the property of the Discloser and will not be copied or
reproduced without the express written permission of the Discloser, except for copies that are absolutely
necessary in order to fulfill this Agreement. Within ten {10) days of receipt of Discloser’s written request,
Recipient will return all Confidential Information to Discloser along with all copies and portions thereof, or
certify in writing that all such Confidential Information has been destroyed. However, Recipient may retain
one (1) archival copy of the Confidential Information that it may use only in case of a dispute concerning
this Agreement. No license, express or implied, in the Confidential information is granted other than to
use the Confidential Information in the manner and to the extent authorized by this Agreement. The
Discloser warrants that it is authorized to disclose any Confidential information it discloses pursuant to
this Agreement.

16.2. PRESERVATION OF MOTOROLA'S PROPRIETARY RIGHTS. Motorola, the third party
manufacturer of any Equipment, and the copyright owner of any Non-Motorola Software own and retain
all of their respective Proprietary Rights in the Equipment and Software, and nothing in this Agreement is
intended tfo restrict their Proprietary Rights. All intellectual property developed, originated, or prepared by
Motorola in connection with providing to City the Equipment, Software, or related services remain vested
exclusively in Motorola, and this Agreement does not grant to City any shared development rights of
intellectual property. Except as explicitly provided in the Software License Agreement, Motorola does not
grant to City, either directly or by implication, estoppel, or otherwise, any right, title or interest in
Motorola’s Proprietary Rights. City will not modify, disassemble, peel components, decompile, otherwise
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reverse engineer or attempt to reverse engineer, derive source code or create derivative works from,
adapt, translate, merge with other software, reproduce, distribute, sublicense, sell or export the Software,
or permit or encourage any third party to do so. The preceding sentence does not apply to Open Source
Software which is governed by the standard license of the copyright owner.

16.3 VOLUNTARY DISCLOSURE. Except as required to fulfili its obligations under this Agreement,
Motorola will have no obligation to provide City with access to its Confidential Information and/or
proprietary information. Under no circumstances will Motorola be required to provide any data related to
cost and pricing.

Section 17 GENERAL

171. TAXES. The Contract Price does not include any excise, sales, lease, use, property, or other
taxes, assessments or duties, all of which will be paid by City except as exempt by law. If Motorola is
required to pay any of these taxes, Mctorola will send an invoice to City and City will pay to Motorola the
amount of the taxes (including any interest and penalties) within thirty (30) days after the date of the
invoice. City will be solely responsible for reporting the Equipment for personal property tax purposes,
and Motorola will be solely responsible for reporting taxes on its income or net worth.

17.2.  ASSIGNABILITY AND SUBCONTRACTING. Except as provided herein, neither Party may
assign this Agreement or any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the
other Party, which consent will not be unreascnably withheld. Any attempted assignment, delegation, or
transfer without the necessary consent will be void. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Motorola may assign
this Agreement to any of its affiliates or its right to receive payment without the prior consent of City. In
addition, in the event Motorola separates one or more of its businesses (each a “Separated Business”),
whether by way of a sale, establishment of a joint venture, spin-off or otherwise (each a “Separation
Event”), Motorola may, without the prior written consent of the other Party and at no additional cost to
Motorola, assign this Agreement such that it will continue to benefit the Separated Business and its
affiiates (and Motorola and its affiliates, to the extent applicable) following the Separation Event.
Motorola may subcontract any of the work, but subcontracting will not relieve Motorola of its duties under
this Agreement.

17.3.  WAIVER. Failure or delay by either Party to exercise a right or power under this Agreement will
not be a waiver of the right or power. For a waiver of a right or power to be effective, it must be in a
writing signed by the waiving Party. An effective waiver of a right or power will not be construed as either
a future or continuing waiver of that same right or power, or the waiver of any other right or power.

17.4.  SEVERABILITY. If a court of competent jurisdiction renders any part of this Agreement invalid or
unenforceable, that part will be severed and the remainder of this Agreement will continue in full force and
effect.

17.5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS. Each Party will perform its duties under this Agreement as an
independent contractor. The Parties and their personnel will not be considered to be employees or
agents of the other Party. Nothing in this Agreement will be interpreted as granting either Party the right
or authority to make commitments of any kind for the other. This Agreement will not constitute, create, or
be interpreted as a joint venture, parinership or formal business organization of any kind.

17.6. HEADINGS AND SECTION REFERENCES. The section headings in this Agreement are
inserted only for convenience and are not to be construed as part of this Agreement or as a limitation of
the scope of the particular section to which the heading refers. This Agreement will be fairly interpreted in
accordance with its terms and conditions and not for or against either Party.

17.7.  NOTICES. Notices required under this Agreement to be given by one Party to the other must be
in writing and either personally delivered or sent to the address provided by the other Party by certified
mail, return receipt requested and postage prepaid (or by a recognized courier service, such as Federal
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Express, UPS, or DHL), or by facsimile with correct answerback received, and will be effective upon
receipt

17.8.  COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS. Each Party will comply with all applicable federal,
state, and local laws, regulations and rules concerning the performance of this Agreement or use of the
System. City will obtain and comply with all Federal Communications Commission (*FCC”) licenses and
authorizations required for the installation, operation and use of the System before the scheduled
installation of the Equipment. Although Motorola might assist City in the preparation of its FCC license
applications, neither Motorola nor any of its employees is an agent or representative of City in FCC or
other matters.

17.9. AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE AGREEMENT. Each Party represents that it has obtained all
necessary approvals, consents and authorizations to enter into this Agreement and to perform its duties
under this Agreement; the person executing this Agreement on its behalf has the authority to do so; upon
execution and delivery of this Agreement by the Parties, it is a valid and binding contract, enforceable in
accordance with its terms; and the execution, delivery, and performance of this Agreement does not
violate any bylaw, charter, regulation, law or any other governing authority of the Party.

17.10. ADMINISTRATOR LEVEL ACCOUNT ACCESS. If applicable to the type of System purchased by
City, Motorola will provide City with Administrative User Credentials. City agrees to only grant access to
the Administrative User Credentials to those personnel with the training and experience to correctly use
them. City is responsible for protecting Administrative User Credentials from disclosure and maintaining
Credential validity by, among other things, updating passwords when required. City may be asked {o
provide valid Administrative User Credentials when in contact with Motorola System support personnel.
City understands that changes made as the Administrative User can significantly impact the performance
of the System. City agrees that it will be solely responsible for any negative impact on the System or its
users by any such changes. System issues occurring as a result of changes made using the
Administrative User Credentials may impact Motorola’'s ability to perform Services or other obligations
under the Agreement. In such cases, a revision {o the appropriate provisions of the Agreement, including
the Statement of Work, may be necessary. To the extent Motorola provides assistance to correct any
issues caused by or arising out of the use of or failure to maintain Administrative User Credentials,
Motorola will be entitled to bill City and City will pay Motorola on a time and materials basis for resolving
the issue.

The preprinted terms and conditions found on any City purchase or
purchase order, acknowledgment or other form will not be considered an amendment or modification of
this Agreement, even if a representative of each Party signs that document.

This Exhibit A Motorola Software License Agreement ("Agreement”) is between Motorola Solutions, Inc.
(*Motorola") and the City of Jacksonville, Florida (*Licensee”). For good and valuable consideration, the
parties agree as follows:

Section 1 DEFINITIONS

1.1 “‘Designated Products” means products provided by Motorola to Licensee with which or for which
the Software and Documentation is licensed for use.

12 ‘Documentation” means product and software documentation that specifies technical and
performance features and capabilities, and the user, operation and training manuals for the Software
{including all physical or electronic media upon which such information is provided).

1.3 ‘Open Source Software” means software with either freely obtainable source code, license for
modification, or permission for free distribution.

1.4 ‘Open Source Scftware License” means the terms or conditions under which the Open Source
Software is licensed.

1.5 “Primary Agreement” means the agreement to which this exhibit is attached.

16 “Security Vulnerability” means a flaw or weakness in system security procedures, design,
implementation, or internal controls that could be exercised (accidentally triggered or intentionally
exploited) and result in a security breach such that data is compromised, manipulated or stolen or the
system damaged.

1.7 “Software” (i) means proprietary software in object code format, and adaptations, translations, de-
compilations, disassemblies, emulations, or derivative works of such software; (i) means any
modifications, enhancements, new versions and new releases of the software provided by Motorola; and
(ili) may contain one or more items of software owned by a third party supplier. The term "Software” does
not include any third party software provided under separate license or third party software not licensable
under the terms of this Agreement.

Section 2 SCOPE

Motorola and Licensee enter into this Agreement in connection with Motorola's delivery of certain
proprietary software or products containing embedded or pre-loaded proprietary software, or both. This
Agreement contains the terms and conditions of the license Motorola is providing to Licensee, and
Licensee’s use of the proprietary software and affiliated documentation.

Section 3 GRANT OF LICENSE

3.1. Subiject to the provisions of this Agreement and the payment of applicable license fees, Motorola
grants to Licensee a personal, limited, non-transferable (except as permitted in Section 7) and non-
exclusive license under Motorola’s copyrights and Confidential Information (as defined in the Primary
Agreement) embodied in the Software o use the Software, in object code form, and the Documentation
solely in connection with Licensee's use of the Designated Products. This Agreement does not grant any

If requested by Licensee, Motorola will use commercially reasonable efforts to: (i) determine
whether any Open Source Software is provided under this Agreement; and (ii) identify the Open Source
Software (or specify where that license may be found).

Section 4 LIMITATIONS ON USE

41, Licensee may use the Software only for Licensee's internal business purposes and only in
accordance with the Documentation. Any other use of the Software is strictly prohibited. Without limiting
~ the general nature of these restrictions, Licensee will not make the Software available for use by third
parties on a "time sharing," "application service provider," or "service bureau” basis or for any other
similar commercial rental or sharing arrangement.

4.2 Licensee will not, and will not allow or enable any third party to: (i) reverse engineer,
disassemble, peel components, decompile, reprogram or otherwise reduce the Software or any portion to
a human perceptible form or otherwise attempt to recreate the source code; (i) modify, adapt, create
derivative works of, or merge the Software; (iii) copy, reproduce, distribute, lend, or lease the Software or
Documentation to any third party, grant any sublicense or other rights in the Software or Documentation
to any third party, or take any action that would cause the Software or Documentation to be placed in the
public domain; (iv) remove, or in any way aller or obscure, any copyright notice or other notice of
Motorola's proprietary rights; (v) provide, copy, transmit, disclose, divulge or make the Software or
Documentation available to, or permit the use of the Software by any third party or on any machine
except as expressly authorized by this Agreement; or (vi) use, or permit the use of, the Software in a
manner that would result in the production of a copy of the Software solely by activating a machine
containing the Software. Licensee may make one copy of Software to be used solely for archival, back-
up, or disaster recovery purposes; provided that Licensee may not operate that copy of the Software at
the same time as the original Software is being operated. Licensee may make as many copies of the
Documentation as it may reasonably require for the internal use of the Software.

4.3. Unless otherwise authorized by Motorola in writing, Licensee will not, and will not enable or allow
any third party to: (i) install a licensed copy of the Software on more than one unit of a Designated
Product; or (ii) copy onto or transfer Scftware installed in one unit of a Designated Product onto one other
device. Licensee may temporarily transfer Software installed on a Designated Product to another device
if the Designated Product is inoperable or malfunctioning, if Licensee provides written notice to Motorola
of the temporary transfer and identifies the device on which the Software is transferred. Temporary
transfer of the Software to another device must be discontinued when the original Designated Product is
returned to operation and the Software must be removed from the other device. Licensee must provide
prompt written notice to Motorola at the time tempaorary transfer is discontinued.

4.4 Licensee will maintain, during the term of this Agreement and for a period of two years thereafter,
accurate records relating to this license grant to verify compliance with this Agreement. Motorola or an
independent third party (“Auditor”) may inspect Licensee’s premises, books and records, upon reasonable
prior notice to Licensee, during Licensee’s normal business hours and subject to Licensee's facility and
security regulations. Motorola is responsible for the payment of all expenses and costs of the Auditor.
Any information obtained by Motorola and the Auditor will be kept in strict confidence by Motorola and the
Auditor and used solely for the purpose of verifying Licensee's compliance with the terms of this
Agreement.
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Section 5 OWNERSHIP AND TITLE

Motorola, its licensors, and its suppliers retain all of their proprietary rights in any form in and to the
Software and Documentation, including, but not limited to, all rights in patents, patent applications,
inventions, copyrights, trademarks, trade secrets, trade names, and other proprietary rights in or relating
to the Software and Documentation (including any corrections, bug fixes, enhancements, updates,
modifications, adaptations, translations, de-compilations, disassemblies, emulations to or derivative works
from the Software or Documentation, whether made by Motorola or another party, or any improvements
that result from Motorola's processes or, provision of information services). No rights are granted to
Licensee under this Agreement by implication, estoppel or otherwise, except for those rights which are
expressly granted to Licensee in this Agreement. All intellectual property developed, originated, or
prepared by Motorola in connection with providing the Software, Designated Products, Documentation or
related services, remains vested exclusively in Motorola, and Licensee will not have any shared
development or other intellectual property rights.

Section 6 -LIMITED WARRANTY; DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTY

6.1. Unless otherwise stated in the Primary Agreement, the commencement date and the term of the
Software warranty will be a period of ninety (90) days from Motorola's shipment of the Software (the
"Warranty Period"). If Licensee is not in breach of any of its obligations under this Agreement, Motorola
warrants that the unmodified Software, when used properly and in accordance with the Documentation
and this Agreement, will be free from a reproducible defect that eliminates the functionality or successful
operation of a feature critical to the primary functionality or successful operation of the Software. Whether
a defect occurs will be determined by Motorola solely with reference to the Documentation. Motorola
does not warrant that Licensee’s use of the Software or the Designated Products will be uninterrupted,
error-free, completely free of Security Vulnerabilities, or that the Software or the Designated Products will
meet Licensee’s particular requirements. Motorola makes no representations or warranties with respect
to any third party software included in the Software. Notwithstanding, any warranty provided by a
copyright owner in its standard license terms will flow through to Licensee for third party software
provided by Motorola.

6.2 Motorola's sole obligation to Licensee and Licensee’s exclusive remedy under this warranty is to
use reasonable efforts to remedy any material Software defect covered by this warranty. These efforis
will involve either replacing the media or attempting to correct significant, demonstrable program or
documentation errors or Security Vulnerabilities. If Motorola cannot correct the defect within a reasonable
time, then at Motorola’s option, Motorola will replace the defective Software with functionally-equivalent
Software, license to Licensee substitute Software which will accomplish the same objective, or terminate
the license and refund the Licensee’s paid license fee.

6.3. Warranty claims are described in the Primary Agreement.

6.4. The express warranties set forth in this Section 6 are in lieu of, and Motorola disclaims, any and

In addition, Motorola
disclaims any warranty fo any person other than Licensee with respect to the Software or Documentation.

Section 7 TRANSFERS

contained in this Agreement. Except as stated in the foregoing, Licensee and any transferee(s)
authorized by this subsection 9.2 may not otherwise use or transfer or make available any Motorola
software to any third party nor permit any party to do so.

Section 10 CONFIDENTIALITY

Licensee acknowledges that the Software and Documentation contain Motorola's valuable proprietary
and Confidential Information and are Motorola’s trade secrets, and that the provisions in the Primary
Agreement concerning Confidential Information apply.
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Section 11 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

The Limitation of Liability provision is described in the Primary Agreement.
Section 12 NOTICES

Notices are described in the Primary Agreement.

Section 13 GENERAL

13.1. COPYRIGHT NOTICES. The existence of a copyright notice on the Software will not be
construed as an admission or presumption of publication of the Software or public disclosure of any trade
secrets associated with the Software.

13.2. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS. Licensee acknowledges that the Software is subject to the laws
and regulations of the United States and Licensee will comply with all applicable laws and regulations,
including export laws and regulations of the United States. Licensee will not, without the prior
authorization of Motorola and the appropriate governmental authority of the United States, in any form
export or re-export, sell or resell, ship or reship, or divert, through direct or indirect means, any item or
technical data or direct or indirect products sold or otherwise furnished to any person within any territory
for which the United States Government or any of its agencies at the time of the action, requires an export
license or other governmental approval. Violation of this provision is a material breach of this Agreement.

13.3.  ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBCONTRACTING. Motorola may assign its rights or subcontract its
obligations under this Agreement, or encumber or sell its rights in any Software, without prior notice to or
consent of Licensee.

Notwithstanding the foregoing,
any licensor or supplier of third party software included in the Software will be a direct and intended third
party beneficiary of this Agreement.

3.1 The National Joint Powers Alliance® (NJPA} is a public agency serving as a national municipal
contracting agency cstablished under the Service Cooperative statute by Minnesota Legislative Statute
§123A.21 with the authority to develop and offer, among other services, cooperative procurement services
to its membership.

3.11.3 Deliver “Value Added” aspects of the company, equipment/products and services as
defincd in the “Proposer’s Response™;

3.11.4 Deliver wide spectrums of solutions to meet the needs and requirement of NJPA and NJPA
Member agencies.






3.11.5 Award an cxclusive contract to the most responsive and respousible vendor when it is
deemed to be in the best interest of NIPA and the NJPA Member agencics

3.12 Exclusive or Multiple Awards: Bascd on the goals and scope of this RFP, NJPA is requesting
responders 1o demonstrate their ability to serve the needs of NJPA’s national membership. 1t is NIPA’s
intent and desire to award a contract (o a single exclusive Vendor to serve our membership’s needs. To
meet the goals of this RFP, NJPA reserves the right to award a Contract to multiple Proposers where the
result justifies 2 multiple award and multiple contracts are deemed to be in the best interests of NJPA
Member agencics.

3.13 Non-Manufacturer Awards: NJPA reserves the right to make an award related to this invitation to a
non-manufacturer or dealer/distributor if such action is in the best interests of NJPA and its Members.

3:14 Manufacturer as a Proposer: If the Proposer is a Manufacturer or wholesale distributor, the response
received will be cvaluated on the basis of a response made in conjunction with that Manufacturer’s
authorized Dealer Network. Unless stated otherwise, a Manufacturer or wholesale distributor Proposer is
assumed (o have a documented relationship with their Dealer Network where that Dealer Network is
informed of, and authorized to accept, purchase orders pursuant to any Contract resulting from this RFP on
behalf of the Manufacturer or wholesale distributor Proposer.

3:18 Overlap of Scope: When considering cquipment/products/scrvices, or groups of cquipment/
products/services submitted as a part of your response, and whether inclusion of such will fall within a
“Scope of Proposal,” please consider the validity of an inverse statement.

3.18.1 For example, pencils and post-it-notes can generally be classified as office supplies and
office supplies generally include pencils and post-it-notes.

3.18.2 In contrast, computers (PCs and peripherals) can generally be considered office supplies;

5.23 The contract awarded vendor will accept orders for additional quantities at the same prices, terms and
conditions, providing the NJPA Member exercises the option before a specific date, mutually agreed upon
between member and contract awarded vendor at time of original purchase order. Any cxicnsion(s) of
pricing beyond the specific date shall be upon mutual consent between the NJPA Member and the contract
awarded vendor.

G. TOTAL COST OF ACQUISITION

3:24 The Total Cost of Acquisition for the equipment/products and related services being proposed,
including thosc payablc by NJPA Members to cither the Proposer or a third party is the cost of the proposed
equipment/products product/equipment and related services delivered and operational for its intended
purpose in the end-user’s location.

3.26 NJPA or NJPA Members may request product'equipment and/or related services that are within the
related scope of this RFP, which are not included in an awarded Vendor’s line-item product/equipment and
related service list or catalog. These items are known as Sourced Product/Equipment or Open Market
[tems.

3:27 An awarded Vendor resulting from this RFP may “Source” equipment/products and related scrvices
for NJPA or an NJPA Member to the extent they:

3.27.1 Identify all such cquipment, products and services as “Sourced Products/Equipment ™ or
“Open Market ltems” on any quotation issued in reference to an NJPA awarded contract, and
provided to either NJPA or an NJPA Member; and

3.27.2 Follow all applicable acquisition regulations pertaining to the purchase of such cquipment,
products and services, as defined by NJPA or NJPA Member reeeiving quotation from Vendor; and

Each new
catalog reccived may have the effect of adding new product offerings and deleting products no longer
carried by the Vendor. New catalogs shall apply to the Contract only upon approval of the NJPA. Non-
approved use of catalogs may result in termination for convenience. New price lists or catalogs found to
be offering non-contract items during the Contract may be grounds for terminating the Contract for
convenience.

.38 Proposers representing multiple manufacturers, or carrying multiple related product lines may also
request the addition of new manufacturers or product lines to their Contract to the extent they remain within
the scope of this RFP,

3.39 Proposers may usc the multiple tabs available in an Excel workbook to separately list logical product
groupings or to scparately list product and service pricing as they sce fit. :

3:40 All equipment/producis and services together with their pricing, whether changed within the request
or remaining unchanged, will be stated on cach “Pricing” shect created as a result of cach request for
product, service, or pricing change,

3.41 Each subsequent “Single Statement of Product and Pricing” will be archived by its effective date
therefore creating a product and price history for any Contract resulting from this RFP. Proposers arc
required to create a historical record of pricing annually by submitting updated pricing referred to as a
“Single Statement of Product/Equipment and Related Services Contract Price Update™. This pricing update
is required at a minimum of once per contract year.

L. PAYMENT TERMS

5.42 Payment terms will be defined by the Proposer in the Proposer’s Response. Proposers are encouraged
to offer payment terms through P Card services if applicable.

L. SHIPPING

5.45 NJPA desires an attractive freight program. A shipping program for material only proposals, or
sections of proposals, must be defined as a part of the cost of equipment/products. 1f shipping is charged
to NJPA or NJPA Member, only the actual cost of delivery may be added to an invoice. Shipping charges
calculated as a percentage of the product price may not be used, unless such charges arc lower than actual
delivery charges. COD orders will be accepted if both partics agree. 1t is desired that delivery be made
within ninety-days (90) of receipt of the Purchase Order.

5.46 Sclection of a carrier for shipment or expedited shipping will be the option of the party paying for said
shipping. Use of another carrier will be at the expense of the party who requested.

5.47 Proposers must define their shipping programs for Alaska and Hawaii and any location not served by
conventional shipping scrvices. Over-size and over-weight items and shipments may be subject te custom
freight programs.

5.48 All shipping and re-stocking fees must be identified in the price program. Certain industries providing
made to order product/cquipment may not allow returns. Proposers will be evaluated bascd on the relative
flexibility extended to NJPA and NJPA Mcembers relating to those subjects.

5.49 Proposer agrees shipping errors will be at the expense of the Vendor.

5.80 Dclivery cffectiveness is very important aspect of this Contract. 1f completed deliveries are not made
at the time agreed, NJPA or NJPA Member reserves the right o cancel and purchase elsewhere and hold
Vendor accountable. If delivery dates cannot be met, Vendor agrees to advise NJPA or NJPA Member of
the earliest possible shipping date for acceplance by NJPA or NJPA Member.

5.51 Delivered products/equipment must be properly packaged. Damaged equipment/products will not be
accepted, or if the damage is not readily apparent at the time of delivery, the equipment/products shall be
returned at no cost to NJPA or NJPA Member. NIPA and NJPA Members reserve the right to inspect the
equipment/products at a reasonable time subsequent to delivery where circumstances or conditions prevent
effective inspection of the equipment/products at the time of delivery.

5.82 Vendor shall deliver Contract conforming productsiequipment in cach shipment and may not substitute
products/equipment without approval from NJPA or the NJPA Member,

5.83 NJPA reserves the right to declare a breach of Contract if the Vendor intentionally delivers substandard
or inferior equipment/products which are not under Contract and described in its paper or electronic price
lists or sourced upon request to any member under this Contract. In the event of the delivery of non-
conforming cquipment/products, NJPA Member will notify the Vendor as soon as possible and the Vendor
will replace non-conforming equipment/products with conforming equipment/products acceptable to the
NIPA member.

8.54 Throughout the term of the Contract, Proposer agrees to pay for return shipment on
equipment/products that arrives in a defective or inoperable condition. Proposer must arrange for the return
shipment of damaged equipment/products.

5.55 Vendor may not substitute equipment/products unless agreed to by both partics.

6.10 The Proposer is required to have extensive knowledge and at least three (3) years of expericnce with
the related activities surrounding the selling of the equipment/products and/or related services.

6.11 NIPA rescrves the right to accept or reject newly formed companies solely based on information
provided in the proposal and/or its own investigation of the company,

6.12 If a manufacturer or supplier chooses not to produce or supply a full selection and representation of
product’equipment and related services it has available which fall within the scope of this RFP, such action
will be considered sufficient cause to reduce evaluation poinis.

6.13 NIPA rescrves the right to request and test equipment/products and related services from the apparent
successful Proposer. Prior to the award of the Contract, the apparent successful Proposer, if requested by
NJPA, shall furnish current information and data regarding the Proposer’s resources, personnel, and
organization within three (3) days.

6.14 Past performancce information is relevant information regarding a Proposer’s actions under previously
awarded contracts to schools, local, state, and governmental agencies and non-profit agencics. It includes
the Proposer’s record of conforming to specifications and standards of good workmanship. The Proposer’s
history for reasonable and cooperative behavior and commitment to member satisfaction shall be under
cvaluation. Ultimately, Past Performance Information can be defined as the Proposer’s businesslike
concern for the interests of the NIPA Member.

6.15 NJPA shall reserve the right to reject any or all proposals.

_E.COST COMPARISON
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6.16 NIPA uses a variety of evaluation methodologics, including but not limited to a cost comparison of
specific and deemed to be like equipment/products. NJPA reserves the right to use this process in the event
the Proposal Evaluation Committee feels it is necessary to make a final determination.

6.17 This process will be based on a point sysiem with points being awarded for being low to high Proposer
for cach cost cvaluation item selected. A “Market Basket” of identical (or substantially similar)
cquipment/products and related services may be sclected by the NJPA Evaluation Committce and the unit
cost will be used as a basis for determining the point value. The “Market Basket” will be sclected by NJPA
from all product categorics as determined appropriate by NJPA,

F. MARKETING PLAN

6.18 A key element of an NJPA awarded a contract will be based on your marketing response to
this solicitation. An awarded Vendor’s sales force will be the primary source of communication to
the customers and NJPA members directly relating to the contract success. Success in marketing
is dependent on delivery of messaging and communication relating to the contract value,
knowledge of contract, proper use and the delivery of contracted equipment/products and related
services to the end user. Much of the success and sales reward is a direct result of the commitment
to the Contract by the vendor and sales teams. NJPA reserves the right to deem a proposer non-
responsive or to not award based on an unacceptable or incomplete marketing plan

6.19 NIPA markeling expectations include:

6.19.1 Vendors ability to demonstrate the leveraging of a national sales force and/or dealer network.
Vendors must demonstrate the ability to sell, service and deliver products and equipment through
acceptable distribution channels to customers and NJPA members in all 50 states. Demonstrate
fully the sales and service capabilities of your company through your response; outline Vendor's
national sales force network in terms of numbers and geographic location and method of
distribution of the equipment/products and related services. Service may be independent of the
equipment/product sales pricing but is encouraged to be a part of your response and contract.

6.19.2 Vendor is invited to demonstrate the ability to successfully market, promote and
communicate the opportunity of an NJPA contract to current and potential members nationwide.
NJPA desires a marketing plan that communicates the value of the contract to members.

6.19.3 Vendor is expected to be receptive to NJPA sales trainings. Vendor shall provide a venue
for appropriatc personnel from both management and the sales force who will be trained. NJPA
commits to providing contract sales training and awarcness regarding all aspects of communicating
the value of the contract itsclf including: the authority of NIPA to offer the contract to its Members,
value and utility the contract delivers to NJPA Members, scope of NJPA Membership, authority of
NJPA Members to utilize NJPA procurement contracts, marketing and sales methods, and overall
vertical strategics.

6.19.4 Vendor is expected to demonstrate the intent to a commit to full cmbracement of the NJPA
contract. Identify the appropriate levels of sales management and sales force that will need to
understand the valuc of and the internal procedures necessary, to deliver the NJPA contract solution
and message to NJPA and NJPA Members. NJPA shall provide a general schedule and a variety
of methods surrounding when and how those individuals will be trained,

6.19.5 Vendor will outline their proposed involvement in the promotion of a contract resulting from
this RFP through applicable indusiry trade show exhibits and related customer meetings. Proposers
arc encouraged to consider participation with NJPA at NJPA embraced national trade shows.
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6.19.6 Vendor must exhibit the willingness and ability to actively market and develop contract
speeific marketing materials including, but not limited to:

6.19.6.1 Complete Marketing Plan. Proposer shall submit a marketing plan outlining how
the Vendor will launch the NJPA contract to current and potential NJPA Members. NJPA
requires the Awarded Vendors 1o embrace and actively promote the Contract in
cooperation with the NIPA.

6.19.6.2 Printed Marketing Materials. Proposer will initially produce and thereafier
maintain full color print advertisements in camera ready electronic format including
company logo and contact information to be used in the NIPA directory and other approved
marketing publications.

6.19.6.3 Contract annsuncements and advertisements. Proposer will outline in the
marketing plan their anticipated contract announcements, advertisements in industry
periodicals and other direct or indirect marketing activitics promoting the awarded NJPA
contract.

6.19.6.4 Proposer’s Website. Proposer will identify how an Awarded Contract will be
displayed and linked on the Proposer’s website, An on-line shopping experience for NJPA
Members is desired when applicable,

£.19.7 An NJPA Vendor Contract Launch will be scheduled during a reasonable time frame afier
the award and held at the NJPA office in Staples, MN.

6.20 Proposer shall identify their commitment to develop a sales/communication process to facilitate NJPA
membership and establish status of current and potential agencies/members.  Proposer should further
express their commitment to capturing sufficient member information as is deemed necessary by NJPA.

G. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE

6.21 Vendors shall provide evidence of liability insurance coverage identified below in the form of a
Certificate of Insurance or an ACCORD binder form with their proposal. Upon Award issued pursuant to
this contract and prior to the execution of any commerce relating to such award, Vendor will be responsible
for providing verification, in the form of a Certificate of Insurance identifying the coverage required below
and identifying NJPA as a “Certificate Holder.,” Vendor will be responsible 1o maintain such insurance
coverage at their own expense throughout the term of any contract resulting from this solicitation,

6.22 Any exceptions and/or assumptions to the insurance requirements must be identified on Atrachment
C. Exceptions and/or assumptions will be taken into consideration as part of the evaluation process;
however, vendors must be specific, If vendors do not specify any exceptions and/or assumptions at time of
proposal submission, NJPA will not consider any additional exceptions and/or assumptions during
negotiations.  Upon contract award, the successful vendor must provide the Certificate of Insurance
-identifying the coverage as specified.

6.23 Insurance Liability Limits: The awarded vendor must maintain, for the duration of its contract, $1.5
million in General Liability insurance coverage or General Liability insurance in conjunction with an
Umbrella for a total combined coverage of $1.5 million. Work on the contract shall not begin until afier
the awarded vendor has submitted acceptable evidence of the required insurance coverage. Failure 1o
maintain any required insurance coverage or accepiable alternative method of insurance will be deemed a
breach of contract,

6.24 Insurance Requirements: The limits listed hercin are minimum requirements for this Contract and
in no way limit the indemnity covenants contained in this Contract. NIPA in no way warrants that the
minimum limits contained herein arc sufficient to protect the Vendor from liabilities that might arise out
of the performance of the work under this Contract by the Vendor, his agents, representatives, employces
or subcontractors and Vendor is free to purchasc additional insurance as may be determined necessary.

6.25 Acceptability of Insurers: Insurance is to be placed with insurers duly licensed or authorized to
do business in the Statc of Minnesota and with an “A.M. Best” rating of not less than A- VII. NJPA in
no way warrants that the above required minimum insurer rating is sufficient to protect the Vendor from
potential insurer solvency.

6.26 Subcontracters: Vendors' certificate(s) shall include all subcontractors as additional insureds
under its policies or Vendor shall furnish to NJPA separate certificates for each subcontractor. All
coverage for subcontractors shall be subject to the minimum requirements identified above.

H. ORDER PROCESS AND/OR FUNDS FLOW

6.29.2 Included in, and not added to, the pricing included in Proposer’s Response to the RFP; and

6.29.3 Designed to offsct the anticipated costs of NJPA’s involvement in contract management,
facilitating marketing cfforts, Vendor training, and any order processing tasks relating to the
Contract resulting from this RFP. Administrative fees may also be used for other purposes as

allowed by Minnesota law. Administrative fees may also be used for other purposes as allowed by

6.29.4 Typical administrative fees for a B-TO-G order process and funds flow is 2.0%. NJPA docs
not mandate a specific fee percentage, we mercly state that 2% is a typical fee across our contracts.
The administrative fee percent varies among vendors, industrics and responses.






6.29.5 NJPA awarded contract holder is responsibie for the Administrative Fee and related
reporting.

6.38 The opportunity to propose these factors and an appropriate administrative fee is available in the
Proposer’s Questionnaire Form P.

J. VALUE ADDED

6.31 Examples of Value Added Attributes: Value-Added attributes, products and services are items
offcred in addition to the products and services being proposed which adds value to those items being
proposcd. The availability of a contract for mainicnance or service afier the initial sale, installation, and
set-up may, for instance, be “Value Added Services™ for products where a typical buyer may not have the
ability to perform these functions.

6.32 Where to document Value Added Attributes: The opportunity to indicate value added dimensions
and such advancements will be available in the Proposer’s Questionnaire and Proposer’s product and
service submittal.

6.33 Value added cquipment/products and services and cxpanded services, as they relate to this RFP, will
be given positive consideration in the award sclection. Consideration will be given to an expanded sclection
of FLOORING WITH RELATED EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, SUPPLIES, INSTALLATION, AND
SERVICES and advances to provide products/services, supplies meeting and/or exceeding today’s industry
standards and expectations. A value add would include a program or service that further serves the members
nceds above and possibly beyond standard expectation and complements the equipment/products and
services and training. Value added could include arcas of product and service, sales, ordering, delivery,
performance, maintenance, technology, and service that furthers the functionality and effectiveness of the
procurement process while remaining within the scope of this RFP. '

£.34 Minority, Small Business, and Women Business Enterprise (WMBE) participation: It is the
policy of some NJPA Members to involve Minority, Small Business, and WMBE contractors in the process
to purchase product/equipment and related services. Vendors should document WMBE status for their
organization AND any such status of their affiliates (i.c.

6.36 On-Line Requisitioning systems: When applicable, on-linc requisitioning systems will be viewed as
a value-added characteristic.

6.38 Technology: Technological advances, increased efficiencies, expanded service and other related
improvements beyond today’s NJPA member’s needs and applicable standards.

K. WAIVER OF FORMALITIES

6.39 NJPA reserves the right to waive any minor formalitics or irregularitics in any proposal and to accept
proposals, which, in its discretion and according to the law, may be in the best interest of its members.

POST AVWARD OFERATING ISSUES

A. SUBSEQUENT AGREEMENTS

1.1 Purchase Order. Purchasc Orders for cquipment/products and/or related services may be executed
between NJPA or NJPA Members (Purchaser) and awarded Vendor(s) or Vendor's sub-contractors
pursuant to this invitation and any resulting Contract. NJPA Members are instructed to identify on the face
of such Purchase Orders that “This purchasc order is issued pursuant to NJPA procurement contract
#XXXXXX." A Purchase Order is an offer to purchase product/equipment and related services at specified
prices by NJPA or NJPA Members pursuant to a Contract resulting from this RFP. Purchase Order flow
and procedure will be developed jointly between NJPA and an Awarded Vendor afier an award is made.

7.2 Governing Law. Purchase Orders shall be construed in accordance with, and governed by, the laws of
a competent jurisdiction with respect to the purchaser. Each and every provision of law and clausc required
by law to be included in the Purchase Order shall be read and enforced as though it were included. If
through mistake or otherwisc any such provision is not included, or is not currently included, then upon
application of either party the Contract shall be physically amended to make such inclusion or correction.
The venue for any litigation arising out of disputes related to Purchase Order(s) shall be a court of competent
jurisdiction to the Purchasecr.

1.3 Additional Terms and Conditions. Additional terms and conditions to a Purchase Order may be
proposced by NIPA, NIPA Members, or Vendors. Acceptance of these additional terms and conditions is
OPTIONAL to all partics to the Purchasc Order. The purpose of these additional terms and conditions is
to formally introduce job or industry specific requircments of law such as prevailing wage legislation,
Additional terms and conditions can include specific local policy requirements and standard business
practices of the issuing Member. Said additional terms and conditions shall not interfere with the general
purpose, intent or currenily established terms and conditions contain in this RFP document.

1.4 Specialized Service Requirements. In the event service requirements or specialized performance
requircments such as e-commerce specifications, specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications
and requirements nol addressed in the Contract resulting from this RFP, NJPA Member and Vendor may
enter into a separate, standalone agreement, apart from a Contract resulting from this RFP. Any proposcd
service requirements or specialized performance requirements require pre-approval by Vendor. Any
scparate agreement developed to address these specialized service or performance requirements is
exclusively between the NJPA Member and Vendor. NIPA, its agents, Members and employees shall not
be made party to any claim for breach of such agreement. Product sourcing is not considered a service.
NJPA Members will need to conduct procurements for any specialized services not identified as a part or
within the scope of the awarded Contract.

2.3 Performance Bond. At the request of the member, a Vendor will provide all performance bonds
typically and customarily required in their industry. These bonds will be issued pursuant to the
requirements of Purchase Orders for product/equipment and related services. If a purchase order is
cancelled for lack of a required performance bond by the member agency, it shall be the recommendation
of NJPA that the current pending Purchase Order be canceled.

C. REPORTING OF SALES ACTIVITY

.7 A report of the total gross dollar volume of all cquipment/products and related services purchased by
NIPA Members as it applies to this RFP and Contract will be provided quarterly to NJPA. The form and
content of this reporting will provided by NJIPA to include, but not limited to, name and address of
purchasing agency, member number, amount of purchase, and a description of the items purchased.

1.7.1 Zero sales reports: Awarded Vendors are responsible for providing a quarterly sales report
of contract sales every quarter regardiess of the existence or amount of sales.

D, AUDITS

appropriate confidentiality agreement, Vendor will permit the auditor to review the relevant Vendor
documents. NJPA shall be responsible for paying the auditor’s fees. The parties will make every reasonable
cffort to fairly and equitably resolve discrepancies to the satisfaction of both partics. Vendor agrees that the
NIPA may audit their records with a reasonable notice to establish total compliance and to verify prices
charged under of the Contract are being met. Vendor agrees to provide verifiable documentation and
tracking in a timely manner.

E. HUB PARTNER

1.9 Hub Partner: NJPA Members may rcquest to be served through a “Hub Partner” for the purposcs of
complying with a Law, Regulation, or Rule to which that individual NJPA Member deems to be applicable
in their jurisdiction. Hub Partners may bring value to the proposed transactions through consultancy,
Disadvantaged Business Entity Credits or other considerations.

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7.12 Vendor shall immediately notify NJPA members upon receipt of order(s) when an out-of-stock occurs.
Vendor shall inform the NJPA member regarding the anticipated date of availability for the out-of-stock
item(s), and may suggest cquivalent substitute(s). The ordering organization shall have the option
of accepting the suggested equivalent substitute, or canceling the item from the order. Under no
circumstance is Proposer permitted to make unauthorized substitutions. Unfitled or substituted item(s) shall
be indicated on the packing list.

H. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT RESULTING FROM THIS RFP

7.13 NJPA reserves the right to cancel the whole or any part of a resulting Contraet due to failure by the
Vendor to carry out any obligation, term or condition as described in the below procedure. Prior to any
termination for cause, the NJPA will provide written notice to the Vendor, opportunity to respond and
opportunity io curc. Some examples of material breach include, but are not limited to:

Z.13.1 The Vendor provides products/cquipment or related services that does not meet
reasonable quality standards and is not remedied under the warranty;

1.13.2 The Vendor fails to ship the products/equipment or related services or provide the
delivery and services within a reasonable amount of time:

7.13.3 NJPA has reason to believe the Vendor will not or cannot perform to the
requirements or expectations of the Contract and issues a request for assurance and
Vendor fails to respond;

1.13.4 The Vendor fails to observe any of the material terms and conditions of the
Contract;

1.13.53 The Vendor fails to follow the established procedure for purchase orders, invoices
and/or receipt of funds as established by the NJPA and the Vendor in the Contract,
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The Vendor fails to report quarterly sales;
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The Vendor fails to actively market this Contract within the guidelines provided
in this RFP and the expectations of NJPA defined in the NJPA Contract Launch.

2:13.8 Inthe event the contract has no measurable and defining value or benefit io NJPA
or the NJPA member,

114 Upon receipt of the written notice of concern, the Vendor shall have ten (10) business days to provide
a satisfactory response 1o the NJPA. Failure on the part of the Vendor to reasonably address all issues of
concern may result in Contract cancellation pursuant to this Section. 1f the issue is not resolved within sixty
(60) days, contract will be terminated.

1.15 Any termination shall have no effect on purchases that are in progress at the time the cancellation is
received by the NJPA. The NJPA reserves the right to cancel the Contract immediately for convenience,
without penalty or recourse, in the event the Vendor is not responsive concerning the remedy, the
performance, or the violation issuc within the time frame, completely or in part.

1.16 NJPA reserves the right to cancel or suspend the use of any Contract resulting from this RFP if the
Vendor files for bankruptcy protection or is acquired by an independent third party. Awarded Vendor will
be responsible for disclosing to NIPA any litigation, bankruptcy or suspensions/disbarments that oceur
during the contract period. Failure to disclose may result in an immediate termination of the contract,






7.17 NJPA may exccute Contract termination without cause with a required 60-day written notice of
termination. Termination of Contract shall not relieve cither party of financial, product or service
obligations incurred or accrued prior to termination.

2.18 NJPA may cancel any Contract resulting from this solicitation without any further obligation if any
NJPA employce significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, sccuring, drafting or creating the Contract
on behalf of the NJPA is found to be in collusion with any Proposer to this RFP for their personal gain.

7.19.2 Receipt of writien information from any authorized agency finding activities of Vendors
engaged in pursuant to a Contract resulting from this RFP (o be in violation of the law.

& GENERAL TERMS AMND CONDITIONS

A. ADVERTISING A CONTRACT RESULTING FROM THIS RFP

8.1 Proposer/Vendor shall not advertisc or publish information concerning this Contract prior to the award
being announced by the NJPA. Once the award is made, a Vendor is expected to advertise the awarded
Contract to both current and potential NJPA Members.

B. APPLICABLE LAW

8.2 NJPA’s interest in a contract resulting from this RFP: Not withstanding its own use, to the extent
NJPA issucs this RFP and any resulting contract for the use of its Members, NJPA’s interests and liability
for said use shall be limited to the competitive proposal process performed and terms and conditions rclating
to said contract and shall not extend to the products, services, or warranties of the Awarded Vendor or the
intended or unintended effects of the product/equipment and services procured there from.

8.3 NJPA Compliance with Minncsota Procurement Law: NJPA will exhaust all avenues to comply
with each unique state law or requirement whenever possible. It is the responsibility of each participating
NIPA member to ensure to their satisfaction that NJPA contracting process falls within these laws and
applicable laws are satisfied. An individual NJPA member using these contracts is deemed by their own
accord to be in compliance with their own requirements and procurement regulations.

8.4 Geverning Law with respect to delivery and acceptance: All applicable portions of the Minnesota
Uniform Commercial Code, all other applicabic Minnesota laws, and the applicable laws and rules of
delivery and inspection of the Federal Acquisition Regulations (FAR) laws shall govern NJPA contracts
resulting from this solicitation.

We, at LION, are extremely proud of the long-standing relationship we have with the City of Jacksonville. We are
grateful for the existing protective clothing contract with JFRD. To that end, 'm writing to provide some clarity
regarding the proposed price increase in conjunction to the pending renewal.

On the manufacturing side, price increases are a reality of life and we work with our supply chain partners, up and
down stream, to try to minimize turbulence for our end-user customers. Since the original proposed pricing in
March of 2017 for a more expense pattern and material make up, we have held pricing steady. During this time,
we at LION have absorbed a 4.0% increase on material costs in February of 2018. Also, during 2018, Dupont
announced a 6.0% increase on Kevlar that will affect much more than our industry. That increase was made
effective in October and triggered increases from all of our upstream suppliers. We also anticipate the standard
increase of 3.5-4.5% in the February-March of 2019 time frame. We do not expect JFRD to absorb these increases
solely. Our business partner, Municipal Equipment Company, has generously absorbed their share over the years,
including several deviations from the specifications recently. As in all good partnerships, there is give and take.
