This includes the removal/replacement of the three (3) rented compactors and their
associated power stations located at: A) Duval County Courthouse; B) Ed Ball Building and C) Pre-Trial Detention
Facility.

EDUCARE: An Early Childhood Partnership for Success

Our Country is experiencing a child care crisis that has been more prominently highlighted in the wake of the
COVID-19 pandemic. For years we have known that our communities needs strategic investments to expand
capacity of high-quality child care, Child care plays a key role in families being able to work and communities
having economic Jfability. Children are our future and how prepared and well equipped they will be to lead
our comniunities will argely depend on the education and prevention services they receive today. That is,
local leaders and stakeholders need to reframe our collective thinking away from primarily respending or
reacting to the many challenges we face, to design a broader response that focuses on prevention and early
intervention to proactively position our community for economic growth. Early Childhood Education means
prevention and investing in such must be an intentional strategic priority that will help us secure our City's
economic future.

To that end, we must ensure that our most vulnerable children and their families have access to
comprehensive and high quality programs designed to build strong care competency skills {such as literacy,
self-regulation, strong parent-child bonds and interactions, sense of belonging and being part of the
community) and access to community resources to help families become self-sufficient and champions of their
child’s education.

The Educare model is based on research from early childhcod development, education, social work and other
fields comprising of four core features: data utilization, embedded professional development, high-quality
teaching practices and intensive family engagement. These core features offer a comprehensive and
intentional approach to deliver high quality early childhood program aim to help children ages birth to five
grow up safe, healthy, and ready to learn.

Educare requires programs to utilize Head Start and School Readiness funds, along with ongoing financial
support from an anchor funder and other community investment.

Head Start classrooms operate for 6 hrs per day for 180 instructional days (10 months), This plan also includes
opening 4 infants/toddlers classrooms funded through school readiness. Educare promotes lower teacher to
child ratio for infant/toddler care than DCF licensing guidelines (2 teachers to 8 children regardtess of age
between 0 to 35 months). This plan follows DCF licensing guidelines to maximize funding since we will not
have federal Early Head Start funds to support these classrooms, and to maximize access for children and
families from the Eastside, Infant/Toddler care is designed as a full day and full year program option for
families.

B. Recipient agrees to do as follows:

1 To acceplt the City Funds as appropriated in accordance with the
terms of this Agreement, the provisions of Ordinance 2021-XXX-E appropriating said funds, and
of Chapter 118, Parts 1-5, Ordinance Code, as amended from time to time, a copy of which can
be obtained by Recipient online at hitp/library.municode.com/, and by this reference is made a
part hereof and incorporated herein, with the understanding that such funds shall be used only for
the Program and forno other purpose; and

2 To abide by Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, as amended from time to

V.- PAYMENT

A, The City agrees to pay the Recipient the total amount of EIGHTY-FOUR

for the Program (the “City Funds™). Such total sum shall be payable within thirty (30) days of full
execution of this Agreement. Notwithstanding the foregoing, all accounting, submittals, and/or
financial reports must have been approved and accepted by the City as true and comect no later
than November 15, 2022, in order for the Recipient to receive any remaining payments for the
Services performed during the grant period prior to October 1, 2022.

B. Except for the limited exception in Section XX VIi of this Agreement, any
costs of the Services paid for under any other agreement or funding source are not eligible for
payment under this Agreement. Violation of this clause will constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and shall stand as grounds for the City's withholding of funds from any source under
this Agreement or any other agreement and, notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement or
in any other agreement tothe contrary, shall allow for the immediate termination of this A greement
upon twenty-four (24) hours’ written notice, and shall require the retum of all City Funds paid to
the Recipient under this Agreement upon demand by the Dircctor of the Department or his/her
designee. Violation shall also be reported to any federal, state, or other funding sources for
investigation.





C. Suspension of City Funds: [n the event that the Recipient comes under
investigation by any government or funding agency for activities, including, for example, but not
limited to, (i) misuse of City Funds, (ii) improper accounting for City Funds, (iii) multiple billing
of the Services or clients to one or more funding sources, or (iv) any other improper activities, all
City funding under this Agreement may be suspended in the sole and exclusive discretion of the
City until such time as the said investigation has been resoived in Recipient’s favor or the alleged
misuses have been satisfactorily explained to the Council Auditors.

i) If said investigation has been resolved favorably to the Recipient, or
if, prior to such resolution, the Recipient’s explanation of the circumstances has been accepted by

the Council Auditor as satisfactory, then all suspended funds subject to this Agreement will be
paid, as appropriate.

funds shall become disencumbered and shall be retumed to the general fund of the City.
Furthermore, in the event of such adverse resolution, Recipient shall retum to the City all such

misused funds, all such improperly accounted for funds, and all such funds subject to multiple
billings.

iii) In the event the said investigation extends beyond the expiration
date of this Agreement, as specified in Section 1V, then the City will seek legislation to avoid
lapsing of fundsand this Agreement will continue on a month-to-month basis, only with respect
to the suspended funds, in order that such funds will not be disencumbered and retumed to the
City’s general fund by the passage of time.

D. The Recipient shall execute the “Certification of Additional Funding
Sources” attached hereto as Exhibit B and incorporated herein by this reference.

V1. TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE

A. The Recipient shall notify the City if sufficient staff, facilities, and
equipment necessary to deliver the Services for the Program cannot be maintained. Failure to
notify the City of any such deficiencies or to adequately maintain sufficicnt staff, facilities, and
equipment necessary to provide the Services after a reasonable period given by the City to cure (in
no event longer than five (5) business days to cure) shall be a material breach of this Agreement
and grounds lor termination, upon twenty-four (24) hours’ written notice.

B. As a provider agency of the City, the Recipient agrees to participate in all
City meetings and any other community activities reasonably requested by the City.

VII. PROGRESS REPORTS/
FINANCIAL REPORTS/PROGRAM MONITORING

A. The City’s Contract Administrator will be responsible for monitoring the
administrative and programmatic functions of the provisions of this Agreement. The City's
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Contract Administrator for this Agreement will be the Director of the City’s Office of Special
Events or other appointed designee.

B. Recipient agrees to provide the City’s Contract Administrator, or histher
designee with an annual narrative progress report on the Program described in Exhibit A and shall
include basic statistical information relevant to the Program. Report forms are attached in Exhibit
A. The narrative Program report is due on October 10, 2022,

The Recipient shall provide the Contract Administrator with a financial
report along with the annual narrative progress report during the term of this Agreement on the
same due date as the annual namalive progress report, which shall include a statement of
expenditures made in each budget category and line item identified in the Recipient’s budget
attached in Exhibit A. Faiture to submit required reports and d ocuments shall result in a temporary
hold on financial reimbursements until reporting is curent.

C. The City’s Contract Administrator or designee, annually, as outlined in
Exhibit A will monitor the Program Goals and Objectives. The City’s Contract Ad ministrator will
determine if the Recipient’s stated Program Goals and Objectives have been met or if sufficient
progress has not been madc toward meeting said Goals and Objectives. Failure of the Recipient to
at least maintain sufficient progress in these areas may be grounds for termination of this
Agreement.

D. The Office of Special Events shall have the absolute right, at ail times,
during Recipient’s normal business hours, with or without notice, to enter the Recipient’s
administrative and programmatic premises forthe purpose of cond ucting on-site evaluations of the
administrative and programmatic functioning of the funded progmm/agency. Failure of the
Recipient to allow the Office of Special Events and/or its authorized representatives to enter its
premises shall be a material breach of this Agreement and, notwithstanding any provision of this
Agreement to the contrary, shall stand as grounds for the withholding of funds from any source
under this Agreement or any other agreement and for termination of this Agreement, and shall
require return to the City of all funds paid to the Recipient under the terms of this Agreement.

VIII. INTEREST OF CITY OFFICERS/EMPLOYEES AND OTHERS

No officer or employee of the City, no members of its governing body, and no other
‘public official of the governing body of the locality in which the Program is situated and being
carried out who exercises any functions or responsibility in the review or approval of the
undertaking or carrying out of the Program shall participate in any decision relating to this
Agreement which affects such person’s personal interest or have any personal or pecuniary
interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.

IX. INTEREST OF THE RECIPIENT

The Recipient covenants that neither it nor any of its officers, board members, or
cmployees presently have any interest and shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which
would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the Services. The Recipient further
covenants that in the performance of this Agreement, no person having such interest shall be
employed.





X. PERSONNEL

A, The Recipient represents that it now has, or will hire at its sole expense, all

personnel required in performing the Services. Such personnel shall not be employees of or have
any contractual relationship with the City.

B. The Services shall be performed by the Recipient or under its supervision,
and all personnel engaged in the Services shall be lully qualified and shall be authorized or licensed
underappropriatc state and local law as necessary to perform the Services.

C. The Recipient represents that it will, at its sole expense, require all staff
and/or volunteers who work with juveniles or youth (any unmarried person under the age of 18
years and who has not been emancipated by order of a court of competent jurisdiction) and
vulnerable adults (e.g., elderly or physically, mentally, or emotionally disabled, including victims
of crime) to submit to a criminal history records check. This applies to all positions involving
direct contact with juveniles, youth, or vulnerable aduits, with the exception of special event
volunteers. For purposes of this Agreement, a special event volunteer is defined as a volunteer
committed to assist on a specific event/project lasting less than two consecutive weeks and where
duties are performed under supervision of staff or certified volunteer leadership.

X1. RECORDS

A, By the acceptance of the City Funds, the Recipient agrees to adhere to all
provisions of the Florida Public Records Law (Chapter 119, Florida Statutes) with respect to the
receipt, expenditure and use of public funds from the City. Therelore, except to the extent
prohibited by the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 (HIPAA), a copy
of which can be obtained by Recipient online at http://www.cms.gov/HIPAAGenlnfo/, which
regulations are incorporated herein by reference, as applicable, all the financial, business, and
membership records of the person. corporation, foundation, trust, association, group, or
organization relative to the grant shall be public records and subject to the provisions of the Public
Records Law. Failure of the Recipient to comply with this requirement will constitute a breach of

this Agreement and will cause cancellation of this Agreement and require the return of City Funds
to the City.

B. The Recipient shall maintain financial and accounting records and conduct
transactions in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and Florida Statutes.
These financial records shall be maintained in such a manner so as to permit positive and ready
identification at all times of any funds received by Recipient from the City from the time such

fundsare actually received by Recipient until the time they are actually expended or disbursed by
Recipient according to the terms of this Agreement.

C. In addition to other requirements specified in this Agreement, Office of
Management and Budget (OMB) Circulars, including A-102, A-87, A-110, A-122, A-133 and A-
21, may be used as a guide concerning records to be maintained. The aforesaid records shall be
made available foraudit, copying, or inspection purposes at any time during normal business hours
and as often as the City or the City of Jacksonville Council Auditor may deem necessary.





D. The Recipient shall retain for such inspection all of its records and
supporting documentation applicable to this Agreement for five (5) years after receipt of final
payment from the City.

XII. AUDIT

A, In accordance with Section 11.B.6 of this Agreement, Recipient, at its sole
cost and expense, shall obtain a single independent audit of the Program funds annually by an
independent certified public accountant not associated with the Recipient or the Program and/or
Services herein described, and shall provide the City with an original copy of said audit or audits
covering the period specified in Section I1.B.6 above no fater than one hundred eighty (180) days
after the expiration of the City’s fiscal year or years covering the aforesaid period.

B. Failure of the Recipient to provide a copy of a duly-executed audit
performed in accordance with the preceding guidelines (Section [1.B.6) shall constitute a material
breach of this Agrecment and, notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
shall stand as grounds for the withholding of funds from any source, under this Agreement or any
other agreement, and for termination of this Agreement, and shall require retum to the City of all
funds paid to the Recipicnt under the terms of this Agreement.

C. If an audit pursuant to OMB Circular A-133 is applicable, City Funds shall
not be used to pay for the audit,if said grant involves federa! funds of less than $500,000.

D. Notwithstanding any other audit-rights provisions in this Agreement, the

following audit-rights requirements are in addition and supplemental to those other audit
requirements in this Agreement:

1. The Recipient shall establish and maintain books, records, contracts,
subcontracts, papers, financial records, supporting documents, statistical records, goods, services
and all other documents, in whatsoever form or fonmat, including but not limited to, electronic
storage media (for purposes of this Section X11.D, referred to herein as the “Records”) sufficient
to reflect all receipt and expenditures of City Funds provided by the City underthis Agreement.

2, The Recipient shall retain all Program records pertinent to this
Agreement for a period of five (5) years after completion of the Program. [f an audit has been
initiated and audit findings have not been resolved at the end of six (6) years, the records shall be
retained until resolution of the audit findings or any litigation which may be based on the terms of
this Agreement, at no additional cost to the City. Records shall be retained for longer periods
when any retention period, as a matter of law, exceeds the time frames required in this provision.

3. Upon demand, at no additional cost to the City. the Recipient shall
tacititate the duplication and transfer of any records during the required retention period in
Paragraph 2 hereof,

4. The Recipient shall provide these records at all reasonable times for
inspection, review, copying, or audit by the City.






5. Atall reasonable times for as long as the records are maintained, the
Recipient shall allow persons duly authorized by the City to have full access to and the right to
examine any of the Recipient’s records relative to the Program, regardless of the form in which
kept.

6. The Recipient, at its sole and exclusive cost and expense, shall

provide audits or reports as requested by the City and shall insure that all related party transactions
are disclosed to the auditor,

7. The Recipient shall comply and cooperate immediately with any
inspections, reviews, and investigations deemed necessary by the City’s Contract Administrator.

8. The Recipient shall permit the City to interview any employee's
subcontractors and subcontractor employees of the Recipient to assure the City of the satisfactory
performance of the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Following such review, if
performance of the Recipient is, in the opinion of the City, deficient, the City will deliver to the
Recipient a written report of the deficiencies and request for development by the Recipient of a
corrective action plan. The Recipient hereby agrees to prepare and submit to the City said
corrective action plan within five (5) business days of receiving the City’s written report.
Thereafter, the Recipient shall correct all deficiencies in the corrective action plan, within five (5)
business days from the City’s receipt of the corrective action plan.

9. Al reports, audits, and other information provided by the Recipient
pursuant 1o this section shall contain the following statement: “The information provided to the

City of Jacksonville in this submintal is submitted under penalties of perjury, under Section 837.06,
Florida Stanutes.”

10. To the extent that the Recipient uses subcontractors in the
performance of the Services under this Agreement, or assigns this Agreement with prior City
consent, the Recipient shall include the aforementioned audit, inspections, investigations, and
record -keeping requirements in all subcontracts and assignments.

XllI. BUDGET CHANGES

The approved budget for the Recipient is included in Exhibit A. The Recipient can
transfer the greater of $2,500.00 or +/- 20% between line items. The Contract Administrator must
approve transfers in excess of $2,500.00 or +/- 20% line items, provided the total expend itures
shall not exceed the maximum indebtedness of this Agreement. Budget amendments requested by
the Recipient must be received in writing and logged in by the Contract Administrator no later
than sixty (60) days after the Program event date,

XIV. CONTRACT,SCOPE OF WORK/SERVICES CHANGES

A. The City may, from time to time, require changes in the Services to be
performed by Recipient underthis Agreement. Such changes, including any increases or decreases
in the amount of the Recipient’s compensation which are mutually agreed upon by the City and

the Recipient shall be incorporated in written amendments to this Agreement signed by both
parties’ authorized representatives.





B. Any request for change of Service delivery site or the Services provided
shall be submitted by the Recipient in writing and approved by the City at least thirty (30) days

prior tosaid changes. Failure to properly notify the City will constitutea breach of this Agreement
and will be grounds for termination under Section X VIII.

C. In the event lawfully appropriated funds to finance this Agreement become
unavailable, the City may terminate the Agreement upon no less than twenty-four (24} hours’
notice in writing to the Recipient. Said notice shall be delivered by certified mail, return receipt

requested, or in person with proof of delivery. The City shall be the final authority as to the
availability of funds.

D. Should it become necessary for the City to change the designation of the
City’s Contract Administrator, the City shall use its best efforts to notify the Recipient within
forty-eight (48) hours of such change.

V. EQUIPMENT PURCHASES

A. Equipment, property, or tangible personal property (collectively, the
“Property”) purchased with funding pursuant to this Agreement shall be non-consumable and
consistent with City capitalization requirements or Section 122.801(e), Ordinance Code, as
amended. Such Property must have a useful life of one (1) year or more and shall be inventoried
by the Recipicnt. The Recipient shall retain Property inventory records, acquisition documents,
and usage records. Upon expiration of Recipient’s use of the Property for the Program or for a
City-approved public purpose, the Property shall be transferred free and clear of all liens and
encumbrances to the City via a bill of sale or otherwise disposed of as may be authorized in writing
by the City.

B. The Recipient agrees to make all reasonable efforts to adhere to the
following City procurement requirements in its purchase of labor, materials, supplies, and

equipment that are not deemed sole source:

1. Any purchase up to $2,500 will require that documentation of one
(1) written quotation.

2. Any purchase of $2,501 to $15,000 will require two (2) written
quotations.

3 Any purchase of over $15,001 to $30,000 will require three (3)
written quotations.

4, Any purchase of over $30,001 to $50,000 will require four (4)
written quotations.

3. Any purchase of over $50,000 will require 2 formal bid procedure
(advertising and sealed bids).

C. Quotationsreceived shall inciude date, time, vendor, telephone number, and
person giving the quote. Minority vendors should be included whenever possible.
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XVI. RESIDUAL FUNDS AND INTEREST

Recipient agrees that any City Funds provided by the City for the operation of the
Program or Services during the period October I, 2021, through September 30, 2022, including
any interest eamed by such City Funds which are residual funds remaining unspent or
unencumbered by any existing (not contingent) legal obligation, shall be returned to the City in
the form of a negotiable instrument no later than ninety (90) days after the close of the aforesaid
period, except that when a Recipient continues to receive a Miscellaneous Appropriation from the
City in the next fiscal year, a limited amount of residual funds may be carried forward from
September 30 to October I5* which shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the current appropriation
to the Recipient or $500, whichever is greater, The City appropriation for the new fiscal year shall,
however, be reduced by the amount of the unencumbered residual funds so carried forward. Any
additional unencumbered residual funds shall be returned as provided herein above.

XVIl. REVERSION OF ASSETS

The Recipient shall transfer to the City any City Funds or assets on hand and any
accounts receivable attributed to the use of City Funds at such time the City no longer does
business with the Recipient for the purposes described in Exhibit A. However, any real property
under the Recipient’s control that was acquired or improved in whole or in part with City Funds
in excess of $2,000 shall be used to meet one of the objectives of the Public Service Grant program
until three (3) years afterexpiration of this Agreement or such longer period of time as determined
appropriate by the City. Should the Recipient dispose of such property prior to the expiration of
the three-year period set forth herein, the Recipient shall reimburse the City for the acquisition or
improvement of such property, less any portion of the value of the property attributable to
expenditures of non-City funds for acquisition of, or improvement to, the property when the
Recipient ceases doing business with the City for the purposes described in Exhibit A. At the end
of the three-year period set forth herein, the Recipient shall dedicate the subject real property in
fee simple, free and clear of any and all encumbrances, by warranty deed to the City.

XVIIL. BREACH/TERMINATION

A, If the Recipient breaches any term of this Agreement, the City may, by
written notice of breach to the Recipient, terminate the whole or any part of this Agreement in any
of the following circumstances:

1. If the Recipient fails to provide the Services within the time
specified herein or any extension hereof; or

2. [fthe Recipient fails to perform any of the other provisions of this
Agreement; and

3. [f the Recipient fails to correct said breach within five (5) business
days from receipt of the written notice of breach.

B. Termination shall be upon no less than twenty-four (24) hours’ notice in
writing if the breach has not been corrected within the five (5) business days. Said notice shall be





delivered by centified mail, retum receipt requested, or by any other means of delivery with proof
of delivery.

C. Upon receipt of a notice of termination and, except as otherwise directed,
the Recipient shall:

1. Cease working under this Agreement on the dateand to the extent
specified in the notice of termination.

2. Place no further orders or subcontracts to the extent that they relate
to the performance of the Services which were terminated.

3. Terminate all orders and subcontracts to the extent that they relate
to the performance of the Services which were terminated.

4. Prepare all necessary reports and documents required under the
terms of this Agreement up to the date of termination, including the final report, without
reimbursement for the Services rendered in completing said reports beyond the termination date.

XiX. NOTICE

Any notice required to be given under this Agreement shall be by certified mail,
retum receipt requested, or by hand delivery with & written receipt. Such notice shall be delivered
to:

XX. INDEMNIFICATION - See Exhibit C, attached hereto and incorporated herein
by this reference.

XXI. INSURANCE - See Exhibit D, attached hereto and incorporated herein by this
reference.
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XXI1. CIVIL RIGHTS

A, There will be no discrimination against any employee or person served on

account of race, color, sex, age, religion, ancestry, national origin, handicap, or marital status in
the performance of this Agreement.

B. The Recipient shall comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964
(42 U.S8.C. § 2000d) in regard to the persons served.

C. The Recipient shall comply with Title VIl of the Civil Rights Act of 1964
(42 U.S.C. § 2000e) in regard to employees or applicants for employment.

D. The Recipient shall comply with Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of
1973 in regard to employees or applicants for employment and clients served.

E. The Recipient shall comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act of
1990 (Public Law 101-336) in regard to employees and persons served.

F. It is expressly understood that upon receipt of evidence of such
discrimination as indicated above, the City shall have the right to terminate this Agreement as
provided in Section XVII1.B.

XXII. EQUALEMPLOYMENT QPPORTUNITY

The Recipient shall not discriminate, directly or indirectly, on the grounds of race,
color, refigion, sex, age, or national origin in its employment practices. Such action includes, but
is not limited to, the following: employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensation; and, selection for
training, including apprenticeship. The Recipient shall post in conspicuous places available to
employees and applicants for employment notices as provided by the City setting forth the

provisions of this nondiscrimination clause. The Recipient shall incorporate this provision in all
subcontracts for the Services provided under this Agreement.

XXIV. OTHER CONDITIONS

A. Any alterations, variations, modifications, or waivers of provisions of this
Agreement shall only be valid when they have been reduced to writing, duly signed by both parties,
and attached to the original of this Agreement. The parties agree to amend this Agreement if
revisions of any applicable laws or regulations make changes in this Agreement necessary.

B. The Recipient agrees to include the statement: “This program is funded in
whole or in part by the City of Jacksonville through a Public Service Grant” or similar language
agreed toin writing by both parties when referencing this Program.

C. This Agreement shall apply to the City Funds appropriated hereunder,
provided that the City’s rights and the Recipient’s duties hereunder shall continue for a period of
five (5) years from the date of execution hercof.





D. Organization-Fumnished Automobiles: Any portion of the cost of
organization-fumished automobiles that relates 1o personal use by employees (including
transportation to and from work) is unallowable as a fringe benefit or indirect cost, regard less ol
whether the cost is reported as taxable income tothe employees. These costs are allowable as direct
costs to sponsored award when necessary for the performance of the sponsored award and
approved by awarding agencies.

E. In the performance of its duties and obligations pursuant to the provisions,
terms, and conditions of this Agreement, the Recipient shall comply with any and all applicable
federal, state, and local laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances, as the same exist and/or may be
amended from time to time. Such laws, rules, regulations, and ordinances shall include, but are
not limited to, the Florida “Sunshine Laws,” Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public
Records Law)and Section 286.011, Florida Statutes(the Florida Open Meetings Law). Such laws,
rules, regulations, and ordinances shall also include, but are not limited to, obtaining and
maintaining all licenses and certifications that are required to perform the Services contemplated
in this Agreement in the City of Jacksonville, Florida. Ifany of the obligations of this Agreement
are to be performed by a subcontractor or sub-recipient, the provisions of this Section XXIILE
shall be incorporated into and become a part of the subcontract or sub-recipient contract.

F. Failure by either party to insist upon strict performance of any of the
provisions hereof or either party’s failure or delay in exercising any rights or remedies provided
herein, the City’s payment for the Services or any part or combination thereof, or any purported
oral modification or rescission of this Agreement by an employee or agent of either party shall not
release either party from its obligations under this Agreement, shall not be deemed a waiver of any
rights of either party to insist upon strict performance hereof or of either party’s rights or remedies
underthis Agreement or by law, and shall not operate as a waiver of any of the provisions hereof.

XXV. REPRESENTATIONS/WARRANTIES AND UNAUTHORIZED
WORKERS

A. Without limiting the representations, warranties, and covenants of
Recipient set forth elsewhere in this Agreement, as a material inducement for City to enter into
this Agreement, Recipient represents and wammants to City (and unless otherwise specified, such
representations, wasranties, and covenants are true as of the Effective Date and shall continue and
be effective during the Term of this Agreement as if continuously reiterated) that:

1. Recipient is a Florida non-profit corporation incorporated and
validly existing under the laws of the State of Florida and authorized to conduct business and in
good standing in the State of Florida, or Recipient has tax exempt status pursuant to Section
501(cX3) of the Intemal Revenue Code. Recipicnt has full power and authority to execute and
deliver this A greement and all documents contemplated hereby, and perform its obligations arising
hereunder and thereunder. The individuals signing on behalf of Recipient have full power and
authority to do so,

2, The makKing. execution, and delivery of this Agreement and
performance of all obligations hereunder by Recipient have been duly authorized and approved by
the shareholders, members, partners, or board of directors of Recipient (as the case may be).
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3. This Agreement and all documents contemplated hereby each
constitute a legal, valid, and binding obligation of Recipient, enforceable in accordance with their
respective terms, assuming execution of the same by City.

4. This Agreement and all documents contemplated hereby do not and
will not contravene any provision of the govemning documents of Recipient, any judgment, order,
decree, writ, or injunction to which Recipient is bound, or any provision of any applicable law or
regulation to which Recipient is bound. The execution and delivery of this Agreement and all
documents contemplated hereby, and performance of its obligations hereunder and thereunder,
will not result in a breach of or constitute a default under any agreement or require the consent
from any third party.

5. Recipient and each of its contractors, subcontractors, suppliers, and
other persons performing Services refating to the Scope of Services hold all necessary licenses,
permits, and authorizations required by applicable governmental agencies and authorities as a
condition to conduct business in the State of Florida and to work on the Scope of Services.

6. Recipient has not employed or retained any third party having a
relationship with City to solicit or secure this Agreement and has not paid or agreed or promised
1o pay any such person any fee, commission, perceniage, gift, or any other consideration contingent
upon or resulting from the execution of this Agreement.

7. Recipient has obtained for the implementation of the Scope of
Services all necessary approvals from govemmental or quasi-governmental authorities having
jurisdiction over the Scope of Services. All such govemmental approvals are or will be final,
unappealed, and unappecalable and remain in full force and effect without restriction or
mod ification.

8. Recipient is not in default under any agreement with City, and
Recipient has satisficd any and all conditions imposed by any governmental authority in
connection with the Scope of Services.

B. The City shall consider the employment by Recipient of unauthorized aliens
a violation of Section 274A(e) of the federal Immigration and Naturalization Act. Such violation
shall be cause for unilateral cancellation of this Agreement upon thirty (30) days’ prior written
notice of such cancellation.

XXVL. FISCAL YEAR OF RECIPIENT

XXVIL INCORPORATION OF EXHIBITS

XXVIIL. NEGOTIATED AGREEMENT

The parties agree that they have had meaningful discussion and/or negotiation of
the provisions, terms, and conditions contained in this Agreement. Therefore, doubtful or
ambiguous provisions, if any, contained in this Agreement shall not be construed against the party
who physically prepared this Agreement.

XXIX. DUALPAYMENTS PROHIBITION

Recipient shall not apply the City Funds received under this Agreement to Services
thatare being or have been paid or reimbursed, in whole, from funds from other sources; provided,
however, that nothing shall prohibit partial payment for Services from the City Funds under this
Agreement, together with partial payment for the Services from other funding sources if the total
amount of all funds do not exceed the agreed upon monetary value for the Services provided.
Application for and/or receipt of such dual payments shall constitute a material breach of this
Agreement and may be grounds for immediate termination on twenty-four hours’ oral notice,
notwithstanding any other provision herein to the contrary.

Any revision, amendment, or other
change to this Agreement shall be in writing and signed by the parties hereto by their authorized
representatives.
