Good afternoon April,

Before Clyde left he submitted the below/attached Change Request (CR#1S Hurricane lan Costs). We notified CLM on
9/26/2022 to enact the Hurricane Plan, and followed up on 9/28/2022 suspending work from 9/29/2022 through
10/2/2022. We also directed CLM to install silt fence between Drainage Structures 5-1 and 5-2,

To summarize Clyde’s proposal, he is seeking compensation for all labor, active equipment time during the enactment of
the hurricane plan on 9/26-3/28, and for idle time 9/29-9/30. He also included all equipment & materials necessary to
remave and replace inlet protection throughout the project, and install silt fence between $-1 & S-2.

We respectfully disagree that the City is responsible for these costs based on the contract language in the General
Condition §20.32.3 and §20.32.3, please see below. The exception is the silt fence that was installed between Structures
$-1 and $-2, because this was installed to protect work that was not in the original contract plans. Qur estimate for this
additional work is summarized in the Engineers Estimate attached, for a total of $965.73. The City will also offer a non-
compensable time extension of 7 days to cover the period between the hurricane plan directive and subsequent
suspension of work.

Please let me know if you have any questions.

Clyde,

Yes we will need to shore up the area between S-1 and 5-2, which has not been stabilized yet pending
the irrigation work. This can be done by whatever means CLM finds necessary, but at a minimum we
recommend:
1. Installing silt fence directly behind the back of curb to prevent washout into the roadway.
2. Jute mat or other stabilization between the back of curb and front of sidewalk to prevent
washout and undermining of the sidewalk.

Let me know if | can
coordinate this directly with Theo. This is part of the hurricane preparedness plan and needs to be done
before the heavy rain starts.

Please review the above information and attached documents, and let me know if you have any questions or if | can help
clarify any of the information. Let me know when CAP has determined if the quantities are agreed upon or if additional
investigation is needed. During our review, it appears as if the overrun gty delta between VIA and CAP is much smaller
when the calculations are ran assuming a 2” thickness versus a 1.5” thickness discussed in the field. It may be worth it to
have a conversation with Kudzue to make sure they milled the job at 1.5" and not 2",

Protection of newly poured concrete

stalls until they are sufficiently dry. Remove and replace any portion of the pavement markings
damaged by passing traffic or from any other cause, at no additional cost to the City of
Jacksonville.

a) Seal parking lot with (2) coasts of seal coating

Equipment
Use equipment that will produce continuous uniform dimensions of pavement markings and
varying widths and meet the following requircments:

Drainage

Proper drainage entails efficient removal of excess water from the trail or walkway. Surface
water runoff should be handled using swales, ditches and sheet flow.

These structures should be located off of
the pavement structure. All trails must have positive drainage.

Site Preparation

Prior to construction, vegetation and soil should be removed in the area of the concrete walkway.

The grade of the sod shall match the existing
vegetational grade and not be taller than the walkways. Sod shall be live, green and free of
weeds.

Contractor shall perform an overall cleanup and removal of all construction materials from the
entire site, including broom cleaning and dusting of appropriate surfaces. No materials shall be
stored on site. Disturbed edges and turf shall have soil added as necessary to ensure positive
drainage and sodded, or in some locations seeded with Bahia and Rye as recommended. Areas
should be straw added so only 10% of the soil is visible.

All requests must be made in writing by submitting a signed Sourcewell Price and Product
Change Request Form to the assigned Sourcewell Contract Administrator. This form is available
from the assigned Sourcewell Contract Administrator. At a minimum, the request must:

Identify the applicable Sourcewell contract number;

Clearly specify the requested change;

e Provide sufficient detail to justify the requested change;

Individually list all Equipment, Products, or Services affected by the requested change,
along with the requested change {e.g., addition, deletion, price change); and

e Include a complete restatement of pricing documentation in Microsoft Excel with the
effective date of the modified pricing, or product addition or deletion. The new pricing
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restatement must include all Equipment, Products, and Services offered, even for those
items where pricing remains unchanged.

A fully executed Sourcewell Price and Product Request Form will become an amendment
to this Contract and be incorporated by reference.

5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS

A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and
nonprofit entities across the United States and Canada; such as federal, state/province,
municipal, K-12 and higher education, tribal government, and other public entities.

The benefits of this Contract should be available to all Participating Entities that can legally
access the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s
authority to access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal,
or joint powers laws. Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service
Member of Sourcewell during such time of access. Vendor understands that a Participating
Entity’s use of this Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating
Entities reserve the right to obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source.

Vendor is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use
eligibility requirements and documentation and will encourage potential participating entities
to join Sourcewell. Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities to its
roster during the term of this Contract.

B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Vendor’'s employees may be required to perform work at government-
owned facilities, including schools. Vendor's employees and agents must conduct themselves in
a professional manner while on the premises, and in accordance with Participating Entity
policies and procedures, and all applicable laws.

6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING

A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Vendor that it intends to access this
Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and
Vendor. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Vendor. If a Participating
Entity issues a purchase order, it may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly
note the applicable Sourcewell contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this
Contract must be issued prior to expiration of this Contract; however, Vendor performance,
Participating Entity payment, and any applicable warranty periods or other Vendor or
Participating Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.
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Vendor’s acceptable forms of payment are included in Attachment A. Participating Entities will
be solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any unpaid invoice of

any Participating Entity.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Vendor, such as job or industry-specific
requirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration status requirements),
or specific local policy requirements. Some Participating Entitles may require the use of a
Participating Addendum; the terms of which will be worked out directly between the
Participating Entity and the Vendor. Any negotiated additional terms and conditions must
never be less favorable to the Participating Entity than what is contained in this Contract.

C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. In the event that the Participating Entity requires
service or specialized performance requirements (such as e-commerce specifications,
specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and requirements) not addressed in
this Contract, the Participating Entity and the Vendor may enter into a separate, standalone
agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell, including its agents and employees, will not
be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.

D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order, in whole or
in part, immediately upon notice to Vendor in the event of any of the following events:

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body
at levels sufficient to pay for the goods to be purchased;

2. Federal, state, or provincial laws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the
Participating Entity’s requirements; or

3. Vendor commits any material breach of this Contract or the additional terms agreed to
between the Vendor and a Participating Entity.

E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a
Participating Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.

7. CUSTOMER SERVICE

A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Vendor will assign an Account Representative to
Sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for:

¢ Maintenance and management of this Contract;

e Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
e Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.
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B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Vendor must perform a minimum of one business review with
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities,
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, supply issues, customer issues, and any other
necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar guarter, Vendor must provide a contract
sales activity report (Report} to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator assigned to this
Contract. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that
quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Vendor must submit a report indicating no sales were made).

The Report must contain the following fields:

e Customer Name (e.g., City of Staples Highway Department);
o Customer Physical Street Address;

e Customer City,

e Customer State/Province;

* Customer Zip Code;

¢ Customer Contact Name;

e Customer Contact Email Address;

o Customer Contact Telephone Number;

¢ Sourcewell Assigned Entity/Participating Entity Number;

¢ Iltem Purchased Description;

e [tem Purchased Price;

¢ Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and

¢ Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Vendor.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell,
the Vendor will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not
added to, the pricing. Vendor may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted
price to offset the Administrative Fee.

The Vendor will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated
in the Proposal multiplied by the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased
by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should
note the Vendor’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.
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Vendor agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Vendor is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Vendor in
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Vendor’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Vendor’s Proposal. If Vendor’s
Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Vendor must promptly
notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant this Agreement are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither the Vendor nor Sourcewell may assign or transfer any rights or
obligations under this Contract without the prior consent of the parties and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been fully executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. If either party fails to enforce any provision of this Contract, that failure does not
waive the provision or the right to enforce it.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract contains all negotiations and agreements between
Sourcewell and Vendor. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or
oral, may be used to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the
terms set out in Articles 1-22, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
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respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. LIABILITY

Vendor must indemnify, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including their
agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including attorneys’ fees,
arising out of the performance of this Contract by the Vendor or its agents or employees; this
indemnification includes injury or death to person(s) or property alieged to have been caused
by some defect in the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract to the extent the
Equipment, Product, or Service has been used according to its specifications.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Vendor and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used,
maintained, or disseminated by the Vendor under this Contract.

If the Vendor receives a request to release the data referred to in this article, the Vendor must
immediately notify Sourcewell and Sourcewell will assist with how the Vendor should respond
to the request.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Vendor a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use theTrademark({s} provided to Vendor by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Vendor.
b. Vendor grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Vendor’s Trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Vendor’s relationship with Sourcewell.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right
of each party to grant sublicenses to its and their respective distributors, marketing
representatives, and agents {collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship to Participating
Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions of this Article.
Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their respective
sublicensees.
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3. Use; Quality Control.
a. Sourcewell must not alter Vendor’s Trademarks from the form provided by
Vendor and must comply with Vendor’s removal requests as to specific uses of its
trademarks or logos.
b. Vendor must not alter Sourcewell’s Trademarks from the form provided by
Sourcewell and must comply with Sourcewell’s removal requests as to specific uses
of its trademarks or logos.
¢. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party’s Trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent
with such party’s use of the Trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party,
the breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach
or the license will be terminated.
4. As applicable, Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Sourcewell and its
Participating Entities against any and all suits, claims, judgments, and costs instituted or
recovered against Sourcewell or Participating Entities by any person on account of the use
of any Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities supplied by Vendor
in violation of applicable patent or copyright laws.
5. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of vendors which may be used until the next printing). Vendor must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Vendor individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be
approved by Sourcewell. Materials should be sent to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator
assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Vendor must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.

14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE
Minnesota law governs this Contract. Venue for all legal proceedings out of this Contract, or its

breach, must be in the appropriate state court in Todd County or federal court in Fergus Falls,
Minnesota.
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15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found to be illegal, unenforceable, or void then both
Sourcewell and Vendor will be relieved of all obligations arising under such provisions. If the
remainder of this Contract is capable of performance, it will not be affected by such declaration
or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Vendor will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes the
issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Vendor may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Vendor will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Vendor must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Vendor fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, any additional costs incurred by Sourceweil and/or its Participating Entities as a result
of such failure to proceed will be borne by the Vendor.

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.

Written notice of default and a reasonable opportunity to cure must be issued by the party
claiming default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated
or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting
party may:
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e Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
¢ Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the
Contract.

18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Vendor must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect at
all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance company(ies) licensed or
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better,
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:
Minimum limits:
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance. Vendor will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less
broad than the Insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form
CGO0001 {2001 or newer edition}, or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage,
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect,
contractual liability, blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during
the term of this Contract.

3. Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Vendor
will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles in limits
of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms no less
broad than ISO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 (2010 edition or newer), or
equivalent.

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4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Vendor will maintain umbrella
coverage over Workers’ Compensation, Commercial General Liability, and Commercial
Automgbile.

5. Professional/Technical, Errors and Omissions, and/or Miscellaneous Professional
Liabifity. During the term of this Contract, Vendor will maintain coverage for all claims
the Vendor may become legally obligated to pay resulting from any actual or alleged
negligent act, error, or omission related to Vendor’s professional services required
under this Contract.

Minimum Limits:

6. Network Security and Privacy Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Vendor will maintain coverage for network security and privacy liability. The coverage
may be endorsed on another form of liability coverage or written on a standalone
policy. The insurance must cover claims which may arise from failure of Vendor’s
security resulting in, but not limited to, computer attacks, unauthorized access,
disclosure of not public data — including but not limited to, confidential or private
information, transmission of a computer virus, or denial of service.

Minimum limits:

52,000,000 per occurrence

$2,000,000 annual aggregate

Failure of Vendor to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Vendor must furnish
to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the
Sourcewell Contract Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must be signed by
a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage on their behalf.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Vendor to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Vendor of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY

INSURANCE CLAUSE. Vendor agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Vendor’s commercial
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general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
“work” performed by or on behalf of Vendor, and products and completed operations of
Vendor. The policy provision(s} or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is
primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Vendor waives and must require {by endorsement or
otherwise) all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional
insureds for losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other
insurance applicable to the Vendor or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all
deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance
maintained by the Vendor or its subcontractors. Where permitted by law, Vendor must require
similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

€. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this
Contract can be met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with
umbrella/excess liability policy{ies), or self-insured retention.

19. COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this
Contract must comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in
the states and provinces in which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Vendor must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal,
state/provincial, and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the
business that the Vendor conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Vendor certifies and warrants that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in
writing certain information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during
this Contract Vendor declares bankruptcy, Vendor must immediately notify Sourcewell in
writing.

Vendor certifies and warrants that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred,
suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from programs
operated by the State of Minnesota; the United States federal government or the Canadian
government, as applicable; or any Participating Entity. Vendor certifies and warrants that
neither it nor its principals have been convicted of a criminal offense related to the subject
matter of this Contract. Vendor further warrants that it will provide immediate written notice
to Sourcewell if this certification changes at any time.

21. PROVISIONS FOR NON-UNITED STATES FEDERAL ENTITY PROCUREMENTS UNDER
UNITED STATES FEDERAL AWARDS OR OTHER AWARDS

Participating Entities that use United States federal grant or FEMA funds to purchase goods or
services from this Contract may be subject to additional requirements including the
procurement standards of the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit
Requirements for Federal Awards, 2 C.F.R. § 200. Participating Entities may also require
additional requirements based on specific funding specifications. Within this Article, all
references to “federal” should be interpreted to mean the United States federal government.
The following list only applies when a Participating Entity accesses Vendor's Equipment,
Products, or Services with United States federal funds.

A. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. Except as otherwise provided under 41 C.F.R. § 60, all
contracts that meet the definition of “federally assisted construction contract” in 41 C.F.R. § 60-
1.3 must include the equal opportunity clause provided under 41 C.F.R. §60-1.4(b), in
accordance with Executive Order 11246, “Equal Employment Opportunity” (30 FR 12318,
12935, 3 C.F.R. §, 1964-1965 Comp., p. 339), as amended by Executive Order 11375, “Amending
Executive Order 11246 Relating to Equal Employment Opportunity,” and implementing
regulations at 41 C.F.R. § 60, “Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs, Equal
Employment Opportunity, Department of Labor.” The equal opportunity clause is incorporated
herein by reference.

B. DAVIS-BACON ACT, AS AMENDED (40 U.5.C. § 3141-3148). When required by federal
program legislation, all prime construction contracts in excess of $2,000 awarded by non-
federal entities must include a provision for compliance with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. §
3141-3144, and 3146-3148) as supplemented by Department of Labor regulations (29 C.F.R. § 5,

The Design-Build Firm is responsible for Design, Permitting, and Construction of the repairs as
described in this document.

4 PERMITS:

The scope of work in the attached Fee proposal includes an electrical service and a water service for the USS
Orleck at Bay Street and Catherine Street. All documents provided by COJ staff that were used to provide this
proposal are attached for reference. Electrical design plans to be provided by Eng Engineering.

The proposed lump sum amount for this project is $322,692.04, which includes a 15% project
contingency. The project contingency is for the Design-Builder’s benefit and not for changed field conditions,
unknown field conditions or added scope of work. The work related to this project will be completed within one
hundred twenty calendar days (120) from notice-to-proceed. The electrical service has a lead time of 60-90 days
after submittals are approved by Eng Engineering.

Attachment B— Evaluation Criteria

General:

Upon approval of the ranking of DBF responses under each category, the City shall conduct oral interviews
for the top ranked firms in accordance with Section 287.055, F.S. The QES will again serve as the selection
committee under the auspices of CSPEC. Separate criteria and schedules will be provided to the top ranked
firms under consideration for the interviews.

At the conclusion of the ranking process, the city intends to select the top ranked DBF as specified within this
RFQ. The City intends to contract with the top ranked DBF.

The City reserves its right to terminate the design build solicitation for any proposed project and transfer
it for execution through the design-bid-build delivery method.

A DBF selected to receive a DCP for a specific project shall be required to retain all employees, consultants,
sub-consultants, contractors, sub-contractors, and suppliers necessary for the proper execution of the project
as it has been listed in the DBF SOQ submitted in response to this solicitation unless otherwise agreed
between the parties and approved by the City.

I. EXPERIENCE, COMPETENCE IN, AND APPROACH TO SIMILAR DESIGN-BUILD
PROJECTS (ABILITY OF PROFESSIONAL PERSONNEL). (30 Point Value)

Provide concise information pertaining to professional qualifications, experience, and competence of the
Design Build Team or individual firms of the Design Build Team as follows:

1.  Identify the lead organization and primary members of the Design Build Team. Name
the DBF with whom the City will be contracting and identify if this will be a partnership,
corporation, joint venture, etc.

2. Provide an organizational chart of the DBF team describing the role and responsibilities of
each team member. Identify all team members that are pre-qualified by the city as a
Jacksenville Small Emerging Business.

3 Provide proof of insurance and bonding capacity adequate to complete projects. (Appendix

4. Provide proof of licensing including occupational license tax for all business entities and
individual professional members of the DBF team. (Appendix item)

5.  The DBF team must include at a minimum the following Key Individuals in order for
the SOQ to be deemed technically responsive. Identify the Key Individuals and the
business entities (firms) by which those individuals are employed. Provide a clear
definition of the role and responsibitity of each Key Individual relative to the member firm.

a. Project Principal — The Project Principal (Director) shall be the primary person in charge
of and responsible for delivery of the Project in accordance with the Design Build
Contract requirements. The Project Principal must have full authority to make the final
decisions on behalf of the DBF and have responsibility for communicating these decisions
to the City of Jacksonville, Florida. The Project Principal must have at least ten (10)
years of requisite experience and provide at [east five representative projects.

b. Lead Design Professional — The Lead Design Professional shall be in charge of and
responsible for all aspects of the design of the Project and shall be a Florida Registered
Engineer or Architect or Landscape Architect. The Lead Design Professional shall have a
minimum of ten (10) years of post-registration experience in design of similar public or
private facility projects, including five (5) years of supervisory experience. The Lead
Design Professional shall have coordination and project management responsibilities over
the Project Design Team.

¢. Specialty Design Engineer, Architect. and Landscape Architect — The Specialty Design
Engineers such as Civil, Traffic, Drainage, Structural, Electrical, as well as any other
necessary design professional shall comprise the Project Design Team and be responsibie for
preparation of construction drawings, calculations and specifications in their respective
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specialty. Each Specialty Engineer and other design professional shall be licensed in the
State of Florida with at least five (5) years of post-registration design experience. Each
design professional shall provide at least five representative projects.

d. Construction Manager — The Construction Manager shall report directly to the Project
Principal and shall be responsible for the overall coordination of projects at each location
including participation in the design and primary on-site responsibility for construction. The
Construction Manager shall have at least five years’ experience in this role and provide at
least five representative projects while serving as a Construction Manager or Site
Superintendent.

e. Design Quality Control Manager — The Design Quality Control Manager shall be
responsible for assuring that the design of each project is in compliance with the
requirements of the Design Build Contract. The Design Quality Control Manager shall be a
Professional Engincer, Registered Architect, or Registered Landscape Architect licensed in
the State of Florida and shall report directly to the Project Principal. The Design Quality
Control Manager shall have at least 10 years of post-registration experience in design and
construction. The Design Quality Control Manager will provide at least three (3) examples
of requisite experience in this role.

f. Construction Quality Control Manager — The Construction Quality Control Manager shall be
responsible for assuring that all workmanship and materials are in compliance with the
Design Build Contract Requirements. The Construction Quality Control Manager shall have
at least ten (10) years of experience in building construction, utility construction, or other
representative experience related to the project type offering. The Construction Quality
Control Manager will provide at least three (3) examples or requisite experience in this role.

6.  All members and personnel of the Design Build Project Team shall hold licenses required for
performing work on a specific project under the State of Florida or the City of Jacksonville
law and ordinances including occupational tax licenses.

7. Provide information demonstrating that the DBF personnel possess the required minimum
qualifications specified in [tem 5.

8.  Design Build Firmn’s design team shall have the necessary equipment and personnel to provide
the design plans and specifications in a timely manner.

9,  Provide one-page resumes of the Key Individuals and other personnel that the Design
Builder considers critical to the successful completion of the Project including all team
members discussed above in the appendix.

10. Modification to the Design Build Firm’s Team or Key Individuals and other personnel
listed above is discouraged. The city will not approve requests for modification without
justification. Examples of justification include changes in employment status, bankruptcy,
inability to perform, organizational conflict of interest, or death of a team member.
Replacement team members must be submitted to the City for approval demonstrating
equivalent experience to the individual being replaced.

11. For the Project Principal, Lead Design Engineer, and Construction Manager compose a
list of projects that they managed in the past. Each list shall consist of a brief description of
the projects managed by each of them, name of the owner the work was performed for, the
owner’s representative’s telephone number, total construction cost, duration of construction,
and any unusual features.

II. PAST PERFORMANCE AND RECORD OF PROFESSIONAL ACCOMPLISHMENTS (20 Point
Value).

Provide concise inforrnation describing:

1. For the DBF including the Design Build team, provide information
demonstrating the firm's qualifications for performing work included in this RFQ.
The information shall consist of a list of project experience in the past five (5)
years, including year(s) of design and/or construction experience. Provide a
separate list of design and construction projects performed by members of the

will not be counted against the 15-page limit.)

2. For each project listed, provide:

a. A brief description of the project,

b. Name of owner for whom the work was performed,

a. Has any member of the DBF team defaulted and/or been terminated
on any project within the last (5) years?

b. In the past five (5) vears, has any member of the DBF team been
suspended, debarred, disqualified from bidding, or declared ineligible
for work by any entity or are any such action pending against them?

¢. How many contract claims were submitted in the past five (5) years
by members of the DBF team and how were they resolved?

d. Does any member of the DBF team have active projects that are behind
schedule? If so, why are the projects behind schedule?

e. Has any member of the DBF team been assessed erosion and
sediment contro! violations and/or fines within the last five (5) years?

f. Within the last five (5) years, how many projects were constructed
by the Design Builder’s team that were completed three (3) or more
months before the target completion date of these projects? Provide
detatls.

4. Provide the current National Council on Compensation Insurance (NCCI)
Experience Modification Rate (EMR) for each DBF team member and all major
sub-contractors. Note that the minimum acceptable EMR rating cannot exceed 1.0.
If the EMR rating submitted is more than 1.0, the respondent will be regarded as
nonresponsive.

5. Provide DBF safety goals for the Project.

III. AVAILABILITY OF ADEQUATE PERSONNEL, EQUIPMENT, AND FACILITIES (10
Point Value).

Provide concise information pertaining to the DBF team’s ability to provide adequate personnel,
equipment, and facilities in order to provide required design, construction, and quality control services
for the Project:
1. Provide the Team Organizational Chart listing available personnel, equipment, and
facilities in the design, construction, and quality control activities.
2. Demonstrate the team’s ability to commit necessary resources to successfully
complete the Project.
3. Demonstrate project team’s leadership capability and relevant management
experience for the design, construction, and quality control requirements of the
Project.

Provide the number and size of the projects currently being performed. Discuss past ability to deliver
projects on a timely basis under similar current workload conditions.

V.OVERALL WILLINGNESS TO MEET BOTH TIME AND BUDGET REQUIREMENTS
FOR THE PROJECTS (10 Point Value).
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In an effort to remain consistent with Chapter 287, Florida Statutes, responding to this evaluation criterion
necessitates that a proposer include statements and references demonstrating that the proposer met both time
and budget requirements on projects of similar size and scope that were completed by the proposer within
the past three years and that the proposer is meeting both time and budget requirements on projects of similar
size and scope that are currently being performed by the proposer (“Reference Projects”). As part of its
response to this evaluation criterion, the proposer:

Such rates and costs will be used in the
negotiation of fees and shall remain in effect throughout the length of the contract, except — at the
sole discretion of the City - such rates may be adjusted when an amendment to the original
agreement is being negotiated; provided any increases in rates shall not exceed actual increases In
the appropriate index (CPI or PPI) for the service being provided since the date of the Original
Agreement (Contract). Any allowable rate adjustments for subconsuitants shall also follow this
procedure.

Schedule A is provided in the RFQQ for information only. Do not return this form with your
proposal.

Proposed overhead rate is limited to 175% of direct labor. Proposed overhead rates in excess of
175% shall conform to Federal Acquisition Regulations as established by a governmental audit
certified to by a Certified Public Accountant. However, under no circumstances shall the overhead
rate exceed 200%. Profit rate shall only be applied to direct labor plus overhead. No mark-up or
profit shall be paid on non-labor related costs, reimbursables or on services provided by
subconsultants or others.

VII. FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY (10 Point Value)

The City’s quality assurance requirements consist of the following elements: (a) providing up to date schedule
and meeting milestone submittals, Design Reviews by the Public Works Department, using agency, and/or
design consultants hired by the City at the Concept, Preliminary, and final design completion stages or as
determined by the City’s PM; (b) Permits, preparing meeting minutes, and Inspections required by local, state,
and Federal regulatory agencies; {c)} Coordination with the Mayport Community and Utility Companies; (d)
Submittal Reviews by the Department of Public Works or designated consultant; (e) Regular Construction
Inspections performed by the Department of Public Works or designated consultant; and (f) Construction
Material Testing conducted by the City’s Testing Consultant.
