How are the Tourist Development (TDT) and Public Service Tax (PST) modules tied together and
what is the PST?

ANSWER:

Public Service Taxes (PST) are levied and collected under Florida Statutes, Section 166.231 and 202,
and Chapters 790 and 792 of the Jacksonville Municipal Ordinance Code, as amended and
supplemented for the sale of electricity, water and gas.

PST is levied on the purchase of public services by the ultimate consumer of the service. It is to be
paid by, and collected from, the purchaser at the time of sale. The seller is responsible for the taxes
due on taxable sales or services, regardless of whether the tax was collected from the purchaser.

The following rates apply:
- Electricity - 10%
- Metered or Bottled Gas — 10%
- Water - 10%
- Fuel Oil - $0.04/Gallon

In the current MVP Tax system, both Tourist Development and Public Service taxes are collected
using the TDT Module. Tax Rates are controlled by the “TAX AREA” and “TYPE” fields. Both
taxes are due on the 20™ of the month following collection. Tax rates, delinquency rates, etc. are
different but collection times are the same.

The Tax Collector is in agreement that TDT and PST can be contained in the same module.

QUESTION:

In Attachment C, we understand the City’s desire for participation of a JSEB but we do not see any
scoring tied to a JSEB in the Evaluation Matrix. We intend to find a JSEB partner to participate in
our proposal but if we are unable to locate a suitable partner, will there be any adverse effect by
submitting a proposal without JSEB involvement? Conversely, will proposals be given greater
consideration (if not points) if a JSEB is involved?

ANSWER:
Although the City of Jacksonville encourages the use of JSEBs when possible, the use or lack of use
of JSEBs will have no bearing on the scoring of the RFP.
