Scope of Work and Report Requirements 


 


The task identified below are the typical task associated with grant administration and reporting requirements.  Capital 
Engineering and Consulting, LLC is proposing to complete these task as directed by the City of Jacksonville, on an as 
needed hourly basis (time & materials) not exceed 928 hours/$180,180.00.  The City of Jacksonville will determine which 
task, or additional task, need to be completed in accordance with the BUILD Transportation Grant Requirements. 


Task 1: Initial Project Review & Determination of Documentation:  Review existing project documentation, 
coordination with the City and FHWA on reporting requirements, determine additional documentation needed 
for support of the BUILD grant requirements: 2 wks x 40 hrs/wk = 80 hours 


Task 2: Coordination:  Coordinate with CEI, Design, and Contractor on a weekly basis to track schedule, budget, and 
scope changes.  Collect all documentation transmitted during construction to include in Final Closeout report 
including pay applications; bid cost, reimbursement request, etc: 78 wks (18-months) x 8 hrs/wk = 624 hrs 


Task 3: Progress Reports:  Prepare and submit quarterly progress reports and Federal Financial Reports to monitor 
project progress and ensure accountability and financial transparency in the BUILD  Transportation grant 
program:  Quarterly reports:  2 reports x 4 times/yr x 1.5 yrs = 12 reports x 8 hrs/report = 96 hours 


Task 4: System Performance Reporting:  Collect and report to the DOT information on the project’s performance using 
performance indicators that align with the measures included in the application and relates to at least one of 
the selection criteria:  1 report x 4 times/yr x 1.5 yrs = 6 reports x 8 hrs/report = 48 hours

BUILD Transportation Grant Administrative and Reporting Requirements 
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Administrative and Report Requirements: 


1. Administrative Policy Requirements 
a) Awards are to be administered in accordance with the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost 


Principles and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards found in 2 CFR Part 200, as adopted by DO at 2 
CFR part 1201.  Federal wage rate requirements included in subchapter IV of chapter 31 of title 40, 
U.S.C., apply to all projects receiving funds under this program, and apply to all parts of the project, 
whether funded with BUILD Transportation Grant funds, other Federal funds, or non-Federal funds. 


b) In connection with any program or activity conducted with or benefiting from funds awarded under this 
notice, recipients of funds must comply with all applicable requirements of Federal law, including, 
without limitation, the Constitution of the United States; the conditions of performance, 
nondiscrimination requirements, and other assurances made applicable to the award of funds in 
accordance with regulations of the Department of Transportation; and applicable Federal financial 
assistance and contracting principles promulgated by the Office of Management and Budget. In 
complying with these requirements, recipients, in particular, must ensure that no concession 
agreements are denied, or other contracting decisions made on the basis of speech or other activities 
protected by the First Amendment. If the Department determines that a recipient has failed to comply 
with applicable Federal requirements, the Department may terminate the award of funds and disallow 
previously incurred costs, requiring the recipient to reimburse any expended award funds. 


c) Additionally, applicable Federal laws, rules and regulations of the relevant operating administration 
administering the project will apply to the projects that receive BUILD Transportation grant awards, 
including planning requirements, Service Outcome Agreements, Stakeholder Agreements, Buy America 
compliance, and other requirements under DOT’s other highway, transit, rail, and port grant programs. 
Executive Order 13858 directs the Executive Branch Departments and agencies to maximize the use of 
goods, products, and materials produced in the United States through the terms and conditions of 
Federal financial assistance awards. If selected for an award, grantees must be prepared to demonstrate 
how they will maximize the use of domestic goods, products, and materials in constructing their project 
BUILD Transportation grant projects involving vehicle acquisition must involve only vehicles that comply 
with applicable Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards and Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Regulations, 
or vehicles that are exempt from Federal Motor Carrier Safety Standards or Federal Motor Carrier Safety 
Regulations in a manner that allows for the legal acquisition and deployment of the vehicle or vehicles. 


2. Funding Requirements 
a. For each project that receives a BUILD Transportation grant award, the terms of the award will require 


the recipient to complete the project using at least the level of non-Federal funding that was specified in 
the application. If the actual costs of the project are greater than the costs estimated in the application, 
the recipient will be responsible for increasing the non-Federal contribution.  If the actual costs of the 
project are less than the costs estimated in the application, DOT will generally reduce the Federal 
contribution. 


3. Reporting Requirements 
a. Progress Reporting on Grant Activities 


i. Each applicant selected for BUILD Transportation grant funding must submit quarterly progress 
reports and Federal Financial Reports (SF–425) to monitor project progress and ensure 
accountability and financial transparency in the BUILD Transportation grant program. 


b. System Performance Reporting 
i. Each applicant selected for BUILD Transportation grant funding must collect and report to the 


DOT information on the project’s performance. The specific performance information and 
reporting time period will be determined on a project-by project basis. Performance indicators 
will not include formal goals or targets, but will include observed measures under baseline (pre-
project) as well as post-implementation outcomes, and will be used to evaluate and compare 
projects and monitor the results that grant funds achieve to the intended long-term outcomes 
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of the BUILD Transportation grant program are achieved. To the extent possible, performance 
indicators used in the reporting should align with the measures included in the application and 
should relate to at least one of the selection criteria defined in Section E.  Performance 
reporting continues for several years after project construction is completed, and DOT does not 
provide BUILD Transportation grant funding specifically for performance reporting. 


c. Reporting of Matters Related to Recipient Integrity and Performance 
i. If the total value of a selected applicant’s currently active grants, cooperative agreements, and 


procurement contracts from all Federal awarding agencies exceeds $10,000,000 for any period 
of time during the period of performance of this Federal award, then the applicant during that 
period of time must maintain the currency of information reported to the SAM that is made 
available in the designated integrity and performance system (currently FAPIIS) about civil, 
criminal, or administrative proceedings described in paragraph 2 of this award term and 
condition. This is a statutory requirement under section 872 of Public Law 110–417, as amended 
(41 U.S.C.2313). As required by section 3010 of Public Law 111–212, all information posted in 
the designated integrity and performance system on or after April 15, 2011, except past 
performance reviews required for Federal procurement contracts, will be publicly available. 


d. Closeout Report 
i. The closeout step is where the grant process ends. In order to complete a closeout, the award 


recipient must submit the final financial and programmatic reports. According to the OMB 


Uniform Grants Guidance §200.343, the receipt must submit all financial, performance, and other 
reports required under the grant within 90 days after the grant award expires or is terminated. 
The awarding agency will review these reports to ensure compliance will all the grant terms and 
conditions as well as to make sure you spent all the funds appropriately.
